Judging from thecallsandlettersto 
local media, Floyd Countiansare mad 
as hell. 

And they aren't going to take it 
anymore. 

Or are they? 
Since the Floyd County Solid Waste 

Commission voted last month to 
double the rates Floyd Countians pay 

to have their trash hauled away, talk 
on the street has centered on little 
else. Howls of protest have echoed 
throughout the county, over the air­
waves oflocal radio talk shows and in 
the letters to the editor columns of 
The Floyd County Times. 

But for all its fury, the growing 
rebellion over the garbage issue ap­
pears to lack one key ingredient 

Firepower. 
While the rate increase has pro­

moted one common denominator 
among hundreds of county resi-

dents-rage-proposals for dealing 
with it vary. 

There have been calls for the im­
peachment of county officials; fed­
eral and stale investigations; a recall 
vote; mass rejection of the rate in­
crease; and even a suggestion that 
county voters swttch their political 
party affiliation en masse. 

Outside of swaying local officials 
to their views through mass demon­
stration, though, the law offers little 
recourse on the matter.

Hammond's suit sends waste 
agency in search of stand-in

The chairman of Floyd County • s 
bele:tguered solid waste commission 
declined Thursday to respond to a 
suit which seeks to oust him and other 
members of the commission, noting 
he had not reviewed the matter with 
his attorney who, oddly enough, is 
also the plaintiff in the case. 

Hammond, which seeks to remove 
McAninch and four other members 
of the commission and to void a gar­
bage collection rate increase adopted 
by the commission in December. 

Hammond, who would ordinarily 
be responsible for defending the solid 
waste commission, said Wednesday 
his suit was not against the members 
in their official capacities, but against 
them as individuals. Hammond de­
clined to explain how individuals 
could be sued for malfeasance, mis­
feasance and non-feasance if the alle­
gations did not pertain to their actions 
as members of a public, governmen­
tal agency. 

"That's pretty hysterical," solid 
waste commission chairman Bob 
McAninch said. "Our attorney is the 
county attorney. We were not acting 
on our individual behalf. We were 
acting as a commission under the 
fiscal court."

Tuesday by County Attorney Jim David Caudill issued a temporary re-

stra:nmg order, requested by 
Hammond, blocking implementation 
of the rate increase. A full hearing on 
the issue is scheduled for next Friday, 
January 21 at noon. 

McAninch would not speculate 
Thursday on the financial effects a 
permanent block on the rate increase 
might pose for the commission and 
the county, which provided funding 
assistance to the solid waste agency 
for a good part of 1993. 

Noting he was under subpoena in 
the lawsuit, McAninch declined to 
offer specifics on the financial out­
look but did suggest it would not be 
rosy. 

"If we did not get our rate increase," 
he said, "I would have to go before 
the board and present a very bleak 
financial picture." 

Vets get a helping hand

Veterans who have no homes 
are not just a fixture of the big 
cities. They exist in rural areas 
likeEasternKentucky. Unlikect · 
ies, which provide transitional 
housing or shelters for the home­
less, rural communities in Eastern 
Kentucky have few resources to 
help veterans in need of housing. 

But help is now available 
through a new veterans' assistance 
program called Eastern Kentucky 
Veterans in Progress (EKVP), the 
only program of its kind in Ken­
tucky that assists veterans in rural 
areas. 

EKVP is administered by the 
non-profit Christian organization 
Volunteers of America of Ken­
tucky, Incorporated, and serves 
veterans in Floyd, Johnson, 
Lawrence, rural Boyd, Magoffin, 
Martin, and Pike counties. The 

program is funded by the Labor 
Department through the Rural 
Homeless Veterans Employment 
and Traming Project, which is part · 
of the McKinney Homeless As-

at 768 South Lake Drive in Pre­
stonsburg November 11, to coin­
cide with Veteran's Day. Since 
that time, the EKVP staff has con­
centrated on locating veterans in 
the seven-county area who are in 
need of the program's frce.ser­
vices. 

During a recent interview at 
the EKVP office, Phyllis Stanley, 
program manager, and Alex 
Carroll,outrcach worker and coun­
selor, both who live in Floyd 
County, explained the program. 

"The program is a demonstra­
tion project funded by a one-year 
gram with a one year continuation 
based on itssuccess,"saidStanley, 
who has a degree from Morehead 
State University and 25 years ex­
perience in the field of Human 
Services. "Our emphasis is on

were elected to county offices last 
November will serve out their full 
five-year terms unless they resign, 
become physically incapacitated or 
arc disqualified by the courts for vio­
lating state laws. 

County officials are subject to re­
moval under a variety of state laws, 
including KRS 61.170, which pro­
vides that county officials convicted 
of "misfeasance or malfeasance in 

office or willful neglect in the dis­
charge of official duties shall be fined 
and expelled from office." Misfea­
sance is defined as "the performance 
of a lawful act in an unlawful man­
ncr," malfeasance is "the doing of 
wrongful acts," and willful neglect is 
the "willful frulurc to carry out offi­
cial dut1es." 

Fiscal court members are also for­
bidden to take a "pecuniary interest," 
speculate or aid another to take an 
interest in transactions based on con­
fidential information obtained in their

official capacity. They cannoc hold a 
personal interest in contracts let by 
the county for oad work or any inter­
nal improvements. 

County officials may also be fined 
or imprisoned for failing to follow 
steps outlined by state statutes for the 
preparation and approval of the county

Newly-elected members of 
/ Martin's city council found the going 

tough Wednesay in their first meet­
ing of the year, where legal concerns 
drew little more than frustration. 

Decisions on several key issues 
relating to the city's new sewer plant, 
hiring of city employees and whether 
to compensate housing authority 
board members were postponed pend­
ing advice from city attorney Keith 
Bartley, who did not attend the meet­
ing. 

was being overcharged. 
Council agreed to table the issue 

until they could consult with their 
attorney. 

Also Wednesday, council was in­
formed that they were not in compli­
ance with a state law that reqUires an 
ordinance be passed outlining the 
hirings and salaries of city employ­
ees. 

City clerk Johnnie B. Stephens 
told council that t11e city has not had 
a hiring ordinance for the past several 
years and that she has urged previous 
councils to pass one. 

"I've argued that for years," 
Stephens said. "I had one worked up 
years ago and nobody did anything 
about it. Nobody's salary is legal. 
We're not in compliance." 

Councilman Whicker said that the 
city leaders should set a time to up­
date all the city ordinances and reso­
lutions. 

The issue was tabled until council 
can seek advice from Bartley.

Sandy i\DD told council ffiat bids 
received to build the sewer system 
were approximately S 181,000 over 
budget and the project would either 
have to be rebid or they needed to 
find other sources of revenue. Ratliff 
said she wanted to inform council of 
the situation Wednesday and that she 
did not expect them to make a deci­
sion on the matter that night. 

Because the project has been un­
derway for several years and dead­
lines were approaching, Ratliff said 
it could be unwise to rebid the project.

Late last year, council approved 
raising the minimum water usage rate 
to $10.20 per month.

Ratliff cautioned th:ll the city has 
an agreed order with federal officials 
to build the sewer plant and if they 
fail to build, city officials could face 
fines of up to $20,000 per day. She 
added t11at the city could lose grant 
monies if there is any delay in the 
project. 

Mayor Griffith told council that 
Big Sandy ADD director Roger 
Recktenwald and engineers for the 
project \o\OUid be available Wednes­
day, January 19 at 10 a.m. to gtve 
council members a history of the 
project. 

Councilman Steve Jenkins said he 
had concerns that the low bidder for 
the project, Charles Construction, had 
no experience in building sewer 
plants.

outreach in trying to locate veter­
ans who need assistance. We've 
contacted hospitals, social work­
ers, sheriffs, jailers, veterans re­
ferral centers, and the Auxier vet­
erans out-patient clinic. We de­
pend upon these people to refer 
clients to us." 

So far, the program's first cli­
ents have been located through 
referrals from these agencies and 
organizations, as well as from fam­
ily members and the community 
at a large. Once a potential client 
has been located, Carroll goes on 
the road. 

"I make home visits," said 
Carroll, a Vietnam veteran who 
retired in June after 23 years in the 
military. "I make assessments of 
their needs, to see if they are able 
to work. We don't reject them 
because of their inability to work. 
We still use community services 
to help them." 

Carroll and Stanley say that 
most veterans they have discov­
ered in need of assistance have 
served in either the Vietnam War 
or Desert Storm, and have not 
readjusted to civilian life. Many 
have health and psychological 
problems that keep them unem­
ployed. Others lack marketable 
job skills. "Some have not been 
employed since they were dis­
charged from the service," Carroll 
said. "Some go back to the late 
1960s- Vietnam." 

Clients of the program have 
been found sleeping on the floor 
of a public facility; receiving treat­
ment at mental health facility; liv­
ing with relatives on an interim 
basis; living in substandard hous­
ing without adequate heating and 
plumbing; and at risk of being 
evicted due to inability to pay rent. 

Carroll found one Vietnam vet­
eran who lived in an isolated shanty 
that had no electricity or running 
water. Because the veterandoesn 't 
trust the government or people in 
general, he refused to become a 
client. Carroll, who has a master's 
degree in Human Relations, hasn't 
given up. 

"We are trying to work with 
service agencies and church 

groups and see if he will be acces­
sible. If we could get a trailer up 
there, he would live there. But he 
won't leave his property." 

"Alex works one-on-one with 
the veteran," Stanley said. "And I 
develop the program and make 
contacts with community agen­
cies. Alex has good rapport with 
the veterans. He talks their lan­
guage and understands their prob­
lems." 

"The fact that I'm a vet, I feel 
for those vets in need. We're kind 
of like a brotherhood," Carroll 
said, who with his scraggly beard 
and casual, laid-back style of dress 
-blue jeans and open-neck shirt 
- presents a non-threatening per-
sona, a throw-back to the 1960s 
and 70s, that veterans can easily 
identify with. 

After the veteran is placed in 
the program, Stanley provides 
linkages between the veteran and 
community-based services such 
as treatment centers, rehabilita­
tive services, counseling, housing 
assistance and education and job 
training programs. 

Because rural Eastern Ken­
tucky lacks transitional housing 
or shelters for those in need of 
temporary housing, the program 
has had to turn to alternative 
sources. 

"Our greatest problem is find­
ing transitional housing," Stanley 
said. "We don't have transitional 
housing or shelters that a person 
could live in for a short period of 
time. Cities have housing for fami­
lies for up to six months. We de· 
pend upon boarding homes. fam­
ily care homes and friends and 
relatives of clients." 

Both also realize that some of 
their clients, due to psychological 
problems or drug addiction, may 
not achieve stable, independent 
lifestyles. 

''The Department of Labor's 
bottom line is 'Get them a job'," 
Carroll said. "Some will never get 
there, but at least we will have 
improved their quality of life."

With a slew of state violations 
pending, state environmental inspec­
tors issued another citation against 
the Floyd County Solid Waste Com­
mission this week for apparently 
dumping garbage behind the county 
road garage. 

Suzanne Porter, an inspector for 
the state's Environmental Protection 
Cabinet, said Thursday she issued 
the citation this week after she found 
trash dumped at the site. 

"It was dumped in an area ap­
proximately 8x10 feet wide," Porter 
said. "The waste was covered by a 
tarp-like material. They were told it 
needed to be cleaned up." 

Porter said that officials in the 
solid waste office would not take 
responsibility for the trash that was 
dumped behind the county garage. 

Solid Waste Director Bob 
McAninch said Thursday evening that 
he was not aware of the violation and 
said that the trash at the site was 
"more like litter." 

"We handle 60 tons of garbage a 
day," McAninch said. "I don't know 
what her problem is." 

Porter added that Floyd County 
officials have yet to correct several 
previous violations found at the site, 
some of which are a year old. 

Floyd County was cited last J anu­
ary for failing to clean up a temporary 
holding area at the landfill, Porter 
said, and, although some trash has 
been removed from the site, the re­
maining garbage constitutes a viola­
tion. 

"We've been trying for months to 
get (the trash) removed," Porter said. 
"It's still there." 

Also, Porter said, Floyd County is 
in violation of an agreed order with 
state officials, which mandates that 
the old landfill be properly closed. 
Porter said she has constant! y been 
inspecting the site from October of 
last year. 

With Floyd County not being al­
lowed to dump trash at the Pike 
County landfill, Porter said that state 
officials are keeping a closer eye on 
how the county disposes of its waste.

Cancer screening should 
be a health priority 

Sometime in the next three months, the legislature will 
get around to passing some sort of health-care bill. No 
matter what else it contains, one element should be 
definite: More testing for breast and cervical cancer. 

The need is obvious. The annual report of the Ken­
tucky Cancer Registry found that women in some parts of 
the state tended not to be diagnosed with those cancers 
until late in the development of the disease. 

That wrealcs a terrible toll in human terms and a 
considerable cost in monetary ones. As registry director 
Or. Gilbert Friedelltold legislators on Thursday, it costs 
only about S8.000 to treat breast cancer when it is detected 
early, about $64.000 when it is detected late. And of 
course, early detection increases prospects for recovery. 

Obviously, placing a higher pnonty on screening for 
these cancers is necessary. Whatever else lawmalcers may 

find to argue about in health care, all of them should agree 
on the need to put rmre resources into detecting these 
cancers. -Lexington Herald-Leader 

The war on smoking at 30 
Thirty years ago this week, the U. S. Surgeon General 

declared war on the most insidious destroyer of human 
health, tobacco smoke. 

In his landmark report "Smoking and Health," Dr. 
Luther Terry launched an aggressive campaign against 
this fonnidable yet preventable cause of disability and 
death. Despite the enormous controversy over rebuffing 
a widely accepted social custom. the one-time Baltimore 
physician challenged political forces to change that ac­
ceptance. 

Over the past 30 years, cigarette smoking has shown a 
steady decline; one in four person admits to being. a 
smoker, and many of them light up less frequently than_m 
the past. Tobacco ads are banishl:d from TV and radio, 
replaced by anti-smoking ads; mandatory health warn­
ings appear on cigarette packages and ads; the once 
ubiquitous ashtray has become an oddit~or antique. M~r~ 
businesses, shopping centers and pubhc places prohtbit 
smoking as a general rule, as well as many government 

bodies and the nation's post offices. The stop-smoking 
industry has mushroomed. 

Accumulating evidence has solidly linked smoking to 
lung cancer, as well as heart and respiratory diseases. Well 
over 400,000 U.S. deaths a year result from smoking. The 
public distaste for srmking has widened, becoming insti­
tutionalized, even as tobacco continues to be a legal, 
govemmentallyencouragedcommodity, easily purchased 
anyplace. 

Now the battle is actively engaged over the health 
effects of second-hand smoke that could lead to an effec­
tive end to public smoking. 

The process of removing tobacco from public use has 
been slow -certainly slower than for any other dem>n­
strated lethal substance in our society. Further restric­
tions, in price and availability, will be needed to maintain 
the m>mentum against this addictive, lethal health men­

IT'S A DOG'S LIFE 

You meet the nicest 
people under the 
most tragic of 

circumstances in the ICCU 
waiting rooms of hospitals. At 
1east that seems to be what my 
family and I have experienced in 
the past and during my 
grandmother's present illness. 

Actually, it doesn't take much 
to initiate a conversation among 
people who are usually looking 
for anything to occupy their 
thoughts as they wait to visit a 
sick loved one. It's one of those 
encounters that results from a 
common bond between others 
who are feeling the same type of 
pain. 

This past week, my mother 
and I started talking with a 
couple who had flown in from 
Texas. They were both native 
eastern Kentuckians and had just 
visited over the Christtnas 
holidays when they were 
unexpectedly called back 
because of the man • s father's 
illness. As we began talking, we 
soon realized that we were 
acquainted with many of the 
same people - something that is 
not unusual in the mountains. 
Further on during the conversa­
tion, we got onto the subject of 
animals. Animal lovers that my 
mother and I are, we were 
intrigued by the story the wife 
told about the animal sitters they 
had procured before leaving 
Texas. 

It seems that the animal 
sitters come to the animal's 
home so it will not have to be 
placed in a strange environment 
during the human's absence. The 
animal sitters feed them. let 
them out to "do their business" 
(which I assume is selling real 
estate or Stetson hats or some­
thing), and groom them. They sit 
dogs, cats, fish, birds, iguanas, 
hamsters, guinea pigs, walruses, 
cows, and horses. They will also 
take care of your mail, newspa­
pers, and pay your bills if you 
.bave to be gone longer than 
expected. (My husband was 
really impressed by all this and 
said that it sounded exactly like 
what women used to do before 
they were liberated.)
