Council will research two 
more claims for back pay

Prestonsburg City Council voted 
Monday to begin reviewing the em­
ployment records of two firefighters 
to dctennine if they arc eligible for 
on-call time back pay similar to ben­
efits awarded to nine other ftremen. 

Nine firefighters sued the city in 
March 1992, claiming that city offi­
cials violated federal Fair Labor Stan­
dards by failing to pay the firemen for 
on-call time. Council voted last month 
to settle the lawsuit and pay the fire­
men $20,000 each, plus back pay. 

When council announced the 
settlement, firemen Tim Blackburn 
and Thomas Hereford, who were not 
parties to tlJC lawsuit, threatened simi-

lar litigation against the city. 
At Monday's meetings, council 

directed city auomey Larry Brown to 
look into the firemen's work history 
to determine if they are due any com­
pensation. If it is determined the fire­
men deserve to be compensated, 
council directed Brown to negotiate a 
settlement. 

In other action Monday, council 
heard a prog~ess report on the con­
sLruction of the Mountain Arts Cen­
ter which will be the permanent home 
of the Kentucky Opry. 

Paul Hughes told council thatcon­
sLruction could begin this summer 
and that the Opry is about $200,000 
short of its $1.1 million pledge goal 
for the $6 million project. 
\ An engineering and coal company 

have promised to provide their ser­
vices for free on the building project, 
Hughes said. 

"We should be able to stir some 
dirt by summertime and start build­
ing, hopefully," Hughes said. "It's a 
slow process." 

Councilman Ralph Davis asked 
Hughes about reports that a gas well 
will be located on the building site. 

The owner of the mineral rights to 
the property had threatened to put a 
gas well "right in the middle" of the 
building, Hughes explained. 

"He can't do that," Hughes said. 
Councilman EstiH Carter told 

council that the owner has been "put 
on notice" that he would be sued if he

Deputy Jailer Marty Howard was 
allegedly bitten on the chest by Randy 
Holbrook, 32, of Prestonsburg while 
being booked at the jail on charges of 
criminal trespass, alcohol intoxica­
tion, resisting arrest and fourth de­
gree aggravated assault. 

Floyd County deputy lieutenant 
Ricky Thornsberry charged Holbrook 
with second degree assault and crimi­
nal mischief in connection wiU1 the 
attack on Howard. 

The citation says that Holbrook 

"bit a chunk out of Howard's chest," 
and Howard's glasses and shirt, val­
ued at $339, were destroyed in the 
altercation. 

DuringHolbrook'sarrestatDavid 
on the initial charges, ofticers claim 
that Holbrook became violent and 
aggressive and kicked deputy Daniel 
Hutchinson who was trying to put 
Holbrook in the backseat of his 
cruiser. 

Kentucky State Police trQOper 
John Hunt, who assisted the sheriffs 
department during the arrest. charged 
Holbrook with disorderly conduct 
because Holbrook allegedly began 
shouting obscenities at the officers. 

Holbrook was placed under a 
$10,000 bond and a prelim inctry hear­
ing is set for 2:30p.m. on february 
23.

14-mile 
pursuit 
ends with 
15 charges

Fifteen charges were brought 
against a Floyd County man after a 
high speed 14-mile car chase early 
Sunday morning. 

Larry "Kojac" Slone, 21, of 
Wheelwright, was arrested by Ken­
tucky State Police trooper John Hunt 
after Slone lost control ofhis vehicle 
near the Holiday Inn in Prestonsburg. 

Trooper Hunt said Monday that 
the pursuit began when Slone almost 
hit his vehicle head-on near Happy 
Mart at Harold. Hunt began pursuing 
Slone's 1984 Trans Am north on US 
23 toward Prestonsburg at speeds 
which exceeded 120 miles per flour 
at times. 

At the Allen intersection, Floyd 
County Chief Deputy Linzie Hunt, 
trooper Hunt's father, joined in the 
chase. Trooper Hunt and trooper Scott 
Hopkins requested assistance from 
the Prestonsburg Police Department 
and patrolman Darrell Conley joined 
in to help fonn a rolling roadblock. 

Trooper Hunt explained that in a 
rolling roadblock, officers surround 
the vehicle being pursued which 
gradually causes the driver to reduce 
speed. 

During the moving roadblock, 
Slone bumped the officers' cars sev­
eral times, trooper Hunt said. Slone 
attempted to break the roadblock and 
lost control of his vehicle which trav­
eled down an embankment. 

Court records show thattwopeople 
were in Slone's vehicle during the 
chase, Melissa Johnson and Lawrence 
Smith. Neither Johnson nor Smith 
were charged in connection with the 
incident. 

Slone was charged with seven 
counts of ftrst degree wanton endan­
germent; operators license suspended 
for driving under the influence, first 
offense; following a vehicle too close; 
improper passing; reckless driving; 
speeding in excess of 26 miles per 
hour or greater; giving false name 
and address to police officers; at­
tempting to elude; and operating a 
motor vehicle while impaired. 

Slone was placed under a $40,000 
secured or $1,400 cash bond. A pre­
liminary hearing is set for February 
23 at 2:30p.m. in Floyd District Court.

Social Security benefits for divorced spouses 
Are you divorced? Did you know 

that divorced women and men may 
be eligible to receive Social Security 
benefits on the record of their former 
spouse? 

To qualify for benefits as a di­
vorced spouse, you must: 

* be at least 62; and 
*have been married to your spouse 

for at least 10 years; and 
* are currently unmarried. 
Your former spouse must be: 
* at least 62, and 
*receiving Social Security retire­

ment or disability benefits 
You also can get benefits if your 

former spouse is eligible for retire­
ment benefits but not actually receiv­
ing them, if you have been divorced 
for two years or more. If your ex­
spouse was receiving retirement ben­
efits before the divorce, the 2 year 
period doesn't apply. 

If your own retirement benefit is 
higher than what you could receive 
on your ex-husband's record, you 
will be paid only your Social Secu­
rity benefits. 

If your former spouse is deceased, 
you may be eligible for Social Secu­
rity benefits on his or her record if 
you're 60 or older. If you are dis­
abled, you can get benefits a<; early as 
50. In either case, yourmarriagemust 
have lasted 10 years. 

If you remarry before age 60, you 
cannot get Social Security from an 
ex-spouse unless that subsequent 
marriage also ends. Remember, bow­
ever, you are not eligible for divorced 
widows benefits if your own retire­
ment benefit is higher. 

If you are a divorced spouse who 
is 60 or older (or over 50 but dis­
abled), the benefits you receive will 
not affect the payments made to other 
parties receiving Social Security ben­
efits on your ex-spouse's record. 

In any event you will need the 
following records: 

Your Birth Certificate 
Social Security Numbers for all 

people involved 
Marriage and divorce records for 

each 
If you don't have these records 

you should contact the appropriate 
court house office and obtain certi­
fied copies. 

If you have any questions con­
cerning your eligibility for divorced 
spouse's benefits, you may call So­
cial Security's toll-free number, 1-
800-772-1213.

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Chase circumstances prompt questions

Allegations by a Wheelwright City 
policemen that a prisoner received 
preferential treabnent at the Aoyd 
County Jail are being countered by 
officials with questions concerning 
the circumstances of the inmate's 
arrest. 

Ronnie Joe Sammons, 32, of 
Bevinsville, was arrested early Sun­
day morning after a high speed car 
chase with Wheelwright police offic­
ers Brent Huff and Richard 
Vanhoose. Sammons was charged 
with driving under the influence and 
two counts of frrst degree wanton 
endangerment involving a police of­
ficer. 

Officer Huff said the pursuit be­
gan after Sammons was clocked do­
ing 45 in a 35 miles per hour zone. 
Huff said the chase started in the citv 

limits and ended at Sammons hom~ 
at Jacks Creek. Huff said at times 
speeds exceeded 100 miles per hour. 

After the arrest, Sammons refused 
a blood alcohol test and the 
breathalyzer (BA) machine at the jai I 
was not working, court records show. 

Huff said that Sammons did not 
spend four hours in jail which is re­
quired on a DUI charge. The Wheel­
wright officer said Sammons was out 
in "15 to 20 minutes" after he was 
booked, without posting bond. Huff 
indicated he was going to complain 
to the state attorney general's office 
about the incident. 

Court records show, however, that 
Sammons posted bond sometime 
Sunday. Aoyd County Jailer Roger 
Webb said Tuesday that he would 
have to "look up" when Sammons 
was lodged in the jail and when he 
was released. 

Flovd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 

Thompson said Tuesday that he was 
asked by Sammons' family members 
to look into the matter. 

"My question at this point is, why 
was there a chase at those speeds 
because someone was going 10 miles 
over the speed limit?" Thompson said 
Tuesday. "If the man was drunk, 
there's no proof of it I'm taking a 
look at it" 

The sheriff said that under state 
law, if someone' s BA is .15 or higher, 
they are required to stay a minimum 
of four hours in jail. Thompson said 
there are no records to determine 
Sammons' blood alcohol content. 

Huff's citation does not show if 
Sammons was administered any field 
sobriety tests. 

A preliminary hearing has been 
set for February 23 at 2:30 p.m. in 
Floyd District Court.

Employee suit 
Nine former Johnson County employees are 

seeking $900,000 in damagesfromJudge-Execu­
tive Hobert Meade and the fiscal court for alleg­
edly being dismissed for political reasons. 

A lawsuit filed Monday in U.S. District Court 
in Pikeville claims the ex-workers "ceased to be 
employed" in January because they didn't sup­
port Meade in last year's elections. 

Meade is named individually and in his offi­
cial capacity as county judge. The fiscal court is 
also a defendant in the suit, although commis­
sioners aren't named individually. 

The ex-employees who filed the suit and their 
former positions are: Sandra Blair, road sign 
maker; Jeffrey Burkett, truck driver; Virginia 
Castle, bookkeeper; Mertie Hamilton, reception­
ist; Jason McKenzie, laborer; Richard Music, 
laborer; Don Patton, finance officer; Ruth 
Provence, solid wasteenforcementofficer;Juanita 
Rigsby, "Meals on Wheels" driver. 

The suit, filed by Prestonsburg attorneys 
Pillersdorf and Robert J. Patton, claims the em­
ployees were discharged when Meade and the 
court took office January 3 in retaliation for their 
"failure to support the campaign of Meade, or for 
their political support and association with those 

who wenr opposing Meade during the May and 
November 1993 elections." 

After taking office, Meade laid off several 
county employees and replaced others, including 
many of the plaintiffs in the suit. The majority of 
the laid-off employees worked in the road depart­
ment. Meade said the road employees were laid 
off because equipment was "broken down." 

Those who were replaced were done so le­
gally, Meade and County Attorney Scott Preston 
said.- Paintsville Herald 

No arrests made in shooting 
Police have made no arrests and so far have no

Higher education and its economic impact

Higher education? An industry? 

You bet! 

State expenditnres in support of 
Kentucky's eight public institutions 
of higher learning have substantial 
multiplier effects, making for higher 
levels of income and employment 
than would otherwtse exist in the 
Kentucky economy. For example, in 
the 1991-92 fiscal year, every state 
dollar invested in higher education in 
Kentucky resulted in $3.40 of total 
spending. That represents a whop­
ping 340 percent return on invest­
ment! State appropriations to the pub­
lic institutions stimulated $2.29 bil­
lion in public and private spending, 
either directly or indirectly, equal to 
4 percent of Kentncky's aggregate 
1991 personal income. 

As is almost always in the case, 
funding for higher education will be 
hotly debated during the 1994legis­
lative session. University budget re­
quests for the biennium generally 
have been practical, taking into ac­
count the well-known budget crunch 
the Commonwealth is facing. How­
ever, part of the debate will center 
around previous commitments made 
in 1992 by the Jones administration, 
as well as the legislature, to fund 
several capital construction projects 
currently under way. 

Most business people fully under­
stand that there are no returns unless 
there is some initial investment. Even 
then, we sometimes find that the re­
turn on our investment is not what we 
might want it to be. And in tl1e busi-

ness world, there is almost universal 
agreement on one thing-there are 
no sure things. 

However, in 1991-92, some 
68,000 jobs-or 4.2 percent of the 
state· s total employment-would not 
have existed in the absence of state 
support for higher education. In addi­
tion, wages and salaries throughout 
the state were $1.56 billion greater 
than otherwise would have been the 
case. This amount equaled 3.8 per­
cent of the total wages and salaries 
received in the state for the year. 

These impressive numbers come 
from a new economic impact study 
conducted by the Center forB usiness 
and Economic Research at the Uni­
versity of Kentucky' s College of 
Business and Economics. 

In addition to the traditional in­
structional role they play, the univer­
sities also brought some $69 million 
in research dollars and contributed 
another $72 million for public ser­
vice activities in 1991-92. Using even 
the simplest mathematics, it's easy to 
see that higher education is making a 
tremendous contribution to the grow­
ing economy of the state. 

If Kentucky and its citizens are to 
take full advantage of this great re­
source and continue to succeed into 
the 21st century, we must support 
higher education. Thatsupportshould 
be viewed as an investment in Ken­
tucky-for today and for the futnre.

'94 FORD PROBES 
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School-To-Work forum gathers input

How to successfully prepare stu­
dents for.the work place was the topic 
of The School-To-Work Regional 
Forum at held Tuesday afternoon, 
February 8, at the Willcinson-Stumbo 
Conferenc~ Center at Jenny Wiley 
State Park. 

The forum, one of ten held around 
the state last week, was called by the 
governor's newly formed School-To­
Work ParmershipCouncil. The coun­
cil is seeking input from Kentuckians 
in the fields of education, business. 
labor and government in the design 
and implementation of a statewide 
school-to-work system that will en­
sure graduates of Kentucky schools 
successful transition from school to 
work. 

Most of the 65 participants at the 
three-hour meeting were educators, 
with only a handful of tlle partici­
pants representing business, govern­
ment and labor. Still, the council, 
represented by Rodney Kelly, state 
director of the division of secondary 
vocational education, Gary Moberly 
of the Kentucky Labor Cabinet and 
DaveRigsbyoftheHurnan Resources 
Cabinet, received valuable input that 
reflected views from each field. The 
council plans to use the recommen-

dations gleaned from all ten forums 
to develop a statewide plan for the 
school-to-worktransition system. The 
plan will be written as a proposal for 
a federal implementation grant. Once 
the grant money is received, 65 to 75 
percent of the money will be fun­
neled down to local communities to 
implement local School-To-work 
Parmerships, Kelly told forum par­
ticipants. 

The School-To-Work Opportuni­
ties Act was introduced in 1993 by 
President Clinton as a proposal for a 
national School-To-Work system, 
built on state and local input, that 
would prepare students for the work 
place. The act was passed by the 
House of Representative and is now 
in the Senate, Kelly said. 

Kelly added that the School-To­
Work system was initiated because 
"we are the only industrialized coun­
try in the world without a school-to­
work system and that is causing us 
problems. That is why we are falling 
behind as an industrialized nation. 
Too many students walk out of high 
school with no plans for a successful 
transition from school to 
work ... Employers complain that stu­
dentsaren'tready for the workplace." 

Kelly cited statistics from the 
Council on Higher Education to show 
the pressing need for restructuring 

Economic outlook brightens, 
Lt. Governor tells labor group

The tools are in place to build a 
brighter future for Eastern Kentucky, 
Lt. Gov. Paul Patton told members of 
the Big Sandy Area Labor-Manage­
ment Committee Monday night. But, 
be said, it will take the leadership of 
local government to make it happen. 

Patton, reinforcing his philosophy 
on Kentucky's economy outlined in 
his recent book Kentucky's APl)roach 
to Economic Growth, said that Ken­
tucky has suffered from a lack of 
leadership in years past, and it will 
take leadership with vision, courage 
and passion to make the economy 
grow. . _ 

That kind ofleadership began with 
Gov. John Y. Brown, Patton said, 
and the per capita income has been 
rising for the last six years. 

Patton also stressed the impor­
tance of education, saying the state's 
63 percent funding to education is 
not enough. "Education is the most 
important tool we, this nation, or any 
people can have. It's work of the 
mind," Patton said. 

Applying education to job avail­
ability will allow children of the fu­
ture to "make a living in Eastern 
Kentucky," Patton said. 

But Patton said jobs must be cre­
ated that low skill workers can do 
now so they can provide for their 
families. Full economic opportunity 
must be provided for everyone, Pat­
ton said. 

Other tools to produce that eco­
nomic growth, Patton said, are incen­
tive programs such as the Kentucky 
Rural Economic Development Act, 
KREDA, and devoting more coal 
severance tax to development. 
KREDA allows companies to keep 
the state corporate income tax and 
also some of the Kentucky individual 
income tax of their employees for up 
to 25 years to help pay for their in­
vestments. 

Tourism was also discussed at the 
meeting. Patton said Eastern Ken­
tucky is far enough east of Branson to 
promote country music. Big Sandy 
Area Labor-Management Commit­
tee director Rebecca Derossett ex­
plained that the senate had recently 
given its approval to a bill to rename 
portions of U.S. 23 in Eastern Ken­
tucky as the County Music Highway 
in honor of the country music stars 
that lived in the area. 

Other business at the meeting in­
cluded a brief discussion on the 
committee's annual breakfast buffet 
with John Calhoun Wells as guest 
speaker and the presentation of an 
American Standard watch to Lt. Gov. 
Patton.

671 Paying taxes on your Social Security 
benefits-"most people don'thave to" __

One of Ben Franklin's most fa­

mous sayings went something like 
this: "Nothing in life is certain but 
death and taxes." I've got a hunch if 
Ben were around today he'd add: 
" ... but nobody is certain about pay­
ing taxes on lheir Social Security 
benefits!" I'll try tomakesomesense 
of this very confusing issue. 

First. if you're a Social Security 
beneficiary, the odds are you do not 
owe any taxes on your benefits. In 
fact, about 80 percent of all Social 
Security recipients don't pay taxes 
on the benefits they receive. Those 
who do are generally in the upper­
income brackets. 

Second: a wordaboutincome. You 
owe taxes on your benefits when your 
"combined income" exceeds certain 
limits. Combined income refers to 
your (and your spouse's) adjusted 
gross income as reported on line 31 
of your tax return plus one-half of 
your Social Security benefits plus 
your nontaxable interest (generally, 
that's the interest you receive from 
bonds issued by a state or local gov­
enunent). To help you figure your 
combined income, we sent you a 
"1099" statement at the beginning of 
the year showing the total Social Se­
curity benefits you received in last 
year. 

Third, there are different rules for 
the 1993 tax return you'll file by 

April15 of this year than for the 1994 
return you'll file next year. I'm in­
cluding 1994 information to help in 
your tax planning efforts for next 
year. 

1993 Tax Returns 
If you ftle an individual 1993 tax 

return and your "combined income" 
last year was over $25,000, 50 per­
cent of your Social Security benefits 
will be taxable. 

If you ftle a joint 1993 tax return 
and your "combined income" was 
more than $32,000, 50 percent of 
your Social Security benefits will be 
taxable. 

1994 Tax Returns 
If you plan to file an individual 

1994 tax return and you expect your 
1994 "combined income" to be be­
tween $25,000 and $34,000, 50 per­
cent of your Social Security benefits 
will be taxable. If your income is 
above $34,000, you should antici­
pate 85 percent of your benefits be­
ing subject to tax. 

If you and your spouse plan to file 
ajointreturnfor 1994and your"com­
bined income" is between $32,000 
and $44,000, 50 percent of your ben­
efits will be taxable. But if your joint 
income exceeds $44,000, R5 percent 
of your Social Security benefits may 
be taxable. 

Although the subject has been 
Social Security benefits, questions 
about taxes are matters for the Inter­
nal Revenue Service. So if you need 
more tax information, you should 
call the IRS at 1-800-829-1040.

Upon graduating from Millard in May of 1992, she 
received an Appalachian Honors Scholarship and 
immediately enrolled at Pikeville as a mathematics 
major.

State can er consortium has launched fight against cancer

The Kentucky Cancer Consortium 
began a strategic, long-term battle in 
the war against cancer this month. 

The Consortiwn has developed a 
long-term plan to reduce the number 
of Kentuckians who died from lung, 
breast and cervical cancers. The plan 
contains goals and action steps for 
public and private agencies to achieve 
over the next decade. 

Among other actions, the plan calls 
for: 

•Expanding breast and cervical 
cancer screening for low-income 
women. 

•Developing outreach programs 
through health departments to edu­
cate women about the need for such 
screenings - specific emphasis 
would be placed on education of mi­
nority women. 

•Developing tracking systems for 
both public health agencies and pri­
vate physicians to follow-up patients. 

•Improving insurance coverage 
requirements for screening 
mammograms. 

•Enhancing both patient and pro­
fessional awareness of the need and 
availability of breast and cervical 
cancer screening. 

•Enhancing the state's data on the 
use of breast and cervical screening 
by Kentucky women. 

•Promoting smoking cessation and 
prevention, particularly in schools 
and among childbearing-age women. 

•Limiting adolescents' access to 
tobacco products. 

•Collecting data on various as­
pects of smoking, such a<; factors 
influencing adolescent smoking, costs 
of smoking, smokeless tobacco use 
among rural youths, current school 
districts' andhospitals' smoking poli­
cies and effectiveness of nicotine 
patches. 

•Passing legislation to pre ventsec­
ond-hand smoke exposure. 

The plan is based on dak'l com-

piled during one of the most exten­
sive studies o( cancer data ever un­
dertaken in Kentucky. The work be­
gan in 1990. 

The plan was compiled by the 
Consortium, made up of 16 cancer 
experts representing 13 public and 
private agencies, under a seven-year 
federal grant. 

To make some of the plan's goals 

Cancer stats 

• Over a five yearperiod, from 
1985 tol989, Kentucky had the 
sixth highest annual age~adjusted 
cancer death rate in the nation. 
Kentucky's rate was 185 per 
1 OO,OOOpOpulation; lbe nation's 
rate was 172. 

• From 1986-1990, 17,942 
Kentucky women and 22,145 
Kentucky men died of cancer. 
The three most common cancer 
killers in women were lung 
( 4,113 deaths or 23 percent of 
female cancer deaths), breast 
(2,999, 17 percent) and colon 
(2,194, 12 percent). The three 
most common cancer killers 
among men were lung (9,184. 
4lpercent), prostate (2,091, 10 
percent) and colon (1,898, 9 per­
cent). 

• A 1989 report from the U.S. 
Surgeon General indicates that 
approximately 85 percentoflung 
cancer deaths is due to cigarette 
smOking. 

• During 1984-88, Kentucky 
had the 30th highest breast can­
cer death rate in the nation; how­
ever, black Kentuckians had the 
fifth highest rate among the 26 
states that bad an African-Ameri­
canpopulationofatleast75,000, 
including the District of Colwn­
bia.

a reality will require legislative ac­
tion and increased funding, said 
Health Commissioner Rice Leach, 
M.D. Many of the action steps are 
already underway in the Department 

for Health Services or other assigned 
agencies, Leach said. 

"This cancer plan gives us a good 
starting point for developing public 
and private policies over the next 
decade," he said. 

"In 1971, cancer caused 16 per­
cent of all the deaths in Kentucky. By 
1991, cancer was responsible for 24 
percent of all Kentucky deaths. In 
fact, an average of 12 men and 10 
women die from cancer every day. 

"It is the leading cause of death for 
women in mid-life," said Leach, a 
28-year survivor of a cancer detected 
early. '

Year-end t·ood prices 
post downward trend 

Kentucky's food industry provid­
ers beat back an inflatiomu·y trend 
during the last four monti1s of 1993, 
as retail food prices posted a 1.6 per 
cent decline, according to Kentucky 
Farm Bureau· s year-end 
marketbasket survey. 

The drop, which wa<; spread over 
meat, dairy and grain foods sectors, 
helped negate food price in inflation 
last spring, holding the 1993 annual 
gain to 3 percent. 

The December retail food index 
for Kentucky stood at $71 .24, which 
was well under the August figure of 
$72.42, but above the year-ago find­
ing of $69.10. 

The index numbers represent tile 
average cost of purchasing 40 se­
lected food items, including beef, 
pork, poultry, dairy products, grain 
foods and fruits and vegetables. 

Five of six food grouplings posted 
price declines during tile September­
December period. Beef prices fell4.2 
percent, pork dropped 3.1 percent 
and poultry-eggs declined 4 percent. 
Grain-based foods were 5.2 percent 
cheaper and dairy products declined 
. 7 ofl percent. 

Only fruits and vegetables were 
more expensive at year's end, rising 
4.3 percent over their August level. 

Bargain-conscious consumers had 
plenty to pick from dming the finat 

weeks of 1993. Such popular meat 
items as T-bone steaks, sausage, ribs 
and boneless chicken breasts ranged 
from 21 cents to 76 cents-per-pound 
cheaper. 

Idaho potatoes dropped 80 cents 
for a 10-pound bag, and apples and 
lettuce were cheaper. White bread, 
flour and cottage cheese also made 
the bargain list. 

Two favorite salad items, cucum­
bers and tomatoes, set the pace for 
foods exhibiting higher prices. Cu­
cwnbers soared 170 percent in four 
months, from 31 cents each to 83 
cents. Tomatoes posted a 68-cent 
hike, jumping from 95 cents to $1 .63 
a pound. 

Other items on the list of price 
increasers were potato chips, canned 
corn, whole milk, bacon and ice 
cream. 

FOCUS: 1994 PROJECTIONS 
After last summer's Midwest 

flooding reduced the com crop by 3 
billion bushels, farm analysts specu­
lated thathigher-priced livestock feed 
could slow a building trend toward 
increased beef and poultry produc­
tion . 

But livestock producers appear to 
be holding tight, trying to ride out the 
surge in feed prices fueled by com 
and soybean costs that are a dollar per 
bushel ormoreabove year-ago levels.

Now is a good time to evaluate family farm businesses 
The beginning of the year is a 

good time to assess the fmances, man­
agement and objectives of the farm 
family business and to chart the course 
for 1994 and beyond. 

"Anassessmentoflastyear's farm 
fmances should be made to ensure 
estimated tax payments will be made 

on time," said Steve Isaacs, exten­
sion farm management specialist with 
the University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture. 

A year-end inventory of assets 
and liabilities is a must for accrual 
accounting records and for comple­
tion of a year -end balance sheet, b ' 

Farmer should be on alert 
for mold on feed grain 

It may or may not be a threat to 
health and/or marketability of food 
animals, but a warning about an un­
usually high concentration of a po­
tentially dangerous mold on wheat 
should be of some interest to farmers 
who feed grain to animals. 

The FDA has reported that much 
of the 1993 hard red spring wheat 
crop from states in the Upper Mid­
westmaycontain unusually high lev­
els of deoxynivalenol (OON), also 
called vornitoxin. 

DON is produced by several molds 
of the genus Fusariwn, especially F. 
grarninerarum, which causes pink 
scab disease in wheat. 

It is not completely possible to 
avoid the presence of DON on wheat. 
However, while it is sometimes found 
on wheat grown under normal condi­
tions, the fungus thrives in the cool, 
wet conditions that occurred in the 
midwest in the spring and summer of 
1993. 

After reviewing the body of infor­
mation compiled on DON, and be­
corning aware of outbreaks of DON 
associated acute gastrointestinal ill­
nesses in China in 1984 and 1985 and 
in India in 1987, the FDA has up­
dated its advisory for acceptable lev­
els of DON in wheat products in­
tended for human food as well as 
·grain products intended for animals. 

The levels are not final and are 
subject to revision, but at the present 
time: 

-Levels of DON on finished 
wheat products, such as flour, bran 
and germ that may be potentially be 
consumed by humans, is one part per 
million. 

-Maximum reconunended lev­
els for DON on grains and grain-by­
products intended for ruminating beef 
and feed-lot cattle older than four 
months, and for chickens, is ten parts 
per million, with the added recom­
mendation that these ingredients not 
exceed 50 percent of the diet. 

-Maximum reconunended lev­
els for DON on grain and grain-by­
products destined for swine is five 
parts per million, with added recom­
mendation that this not exceed 20 
percent of the diet. 

-Maximum recommended lev­
els for OON on grain and grain by-

products intended for all other ani­
mals is five parts per million, with 
added recommendation tl1at tl1is not 
exceed 40 percent of the diet. 

A safe, sound food supply is im­
portant for animals, not only because 
of the health of the animals them­
selves but because of the potential for 
transmitting disease or drugs to hu­
mans. 

The quick response by the FDA 

and veterinary medicine to a possible 
health hazard caused by last year's 
floods gives you an idea of the ability 
ofrnodernsciencetorespondquickly 
to emergency situations. 

Your veterinarian can answer any 
technical question you have about 
this feed contaminant or any feed 
contaminant.

USDA recently 
announced a 
provision for 
tobacco program 

The U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture recently announced the follow­
ing provisions for the 1994 burley 
tobacco program. 

The national marketing quota for 
the 1994cropis542.7rnillionpounds, 
down 10 percent from 1993, accord­
ing to Grant Buntrock, administrator 
of USDA's Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation Service. USDA 
is required to announce no later than 
February 1 the quota for the 1994 
marketing year which begins Octo­
ber 1. 

The Agricultural Adjustment Act 
of 1938 as amended, requires the 
national marketing quota for burley 
tobacco to be equal, within a range of 
3 percent, to the total of domestic 
manufacturers' purchase intentions, 
exports of burley tobacco (3-year 
average), and an adjustment to main­
tain loan stocks at a prescribed level. 
The total of the three factors equals 
342.8 million pounds, 43 percent 
below last year's quota. However, 
the statute also requires that the 1994 
quota cannot be less than 90 percent 
of the 1993 quota, which was 603.0 
million pounds. Therefore, the na­
tional marketing quota for the 1994 
crop of burley tobacco will be 542.7 
million pounds. 

The support level for the 1994 
cropis$1.714perpound, up 3.1 cents 
from 1993. 

Foreachfarm,the 1994basicquota 
will be 10 percent below the 1993 
level. 

The effective quota for the 1994, 
because of adjustments to individual 
farm quotas for undermarketings in 
previous years, is expected to be about 
613 million pounds, or about 105 
million pounds below the 1993 level. 

The statutory marketing assess­
ment will be 0.8570 cents per pound 
on both growers and buyers, for a 
total of 1. 714 cents per pound for the 
1994 crop of burley tobacco. 

added. This inventory should include 
physical and fmancial assets. 

"Accurate livestock inventories 
should be made with animals classi­
fied by type, such as feeders, breed­
ing stock or replacement heifers," 
Isaacs said. 

Feedstocks and crop inventories 
should also be estimated, he said. 
Crop and livestock supplies should 

be inventoried as well as spare parts, 
construction and fencing supplies, 
and fuel inventories. Many of these 
items are often overlooked and farm 
assets and net worth are therefore 
underestimated. 

A depreciation schedule should 
also be brought up to date to corn-

plete the balance sheet, income state­
ment and tax schedule, he said. 

"While tax management is an im­
portant reason for looking at records, 
a more important reason is a farm 
management assessment," Issacs 
said. "Evaluation of both financial 
and production records can help the 
farm identify both problem and suc­
cess areas in the business." 

The review of individual enter­
prises or projects can help determine 
if they contributed to farm profitabil­
ity or were a f"mancial drag on the 
business, he added. The end of one 
year and the beginning of another is 
also a very good time to evaluate 
progress toward goals and to set goals 
for the next year.

Fast food will never be the same. 
Fourlh and fifth graders across the 

U.S. are being challenged to design, 
build and race model cars made en­
tirely of fresh fruits and vegetables. 
Organizers hope the Lunch Box 
Derby, a new hands-on classroom 
activity from the Washington apple 
growers' Healthy Choices For Kids 
nutrition education program, will 
become an entertaining method to 
give grade schoolers a dietary tune­
up. 

"The activity has several benefits," 
said Jim Thomas, manager of the 
program. "It gives teachers an inter­
esting way to teach nutrition, and 
students get a chance to use their 
imaginations while learning about 
teamwork. 

"By building a car completely out 
of fruits and veggies, kids will have 
to become familiar with the shape, 
size and texture of different foods," 
Thomas said. ''Tomakethecarswork 
they'll have to use a wide variety of 
produce. Hopefully they' llleam what 
makes a high-performance car body 
also makes a high-performance kid 
body." 

You definitely won't find any 
grease under the hood, Thomas said. 

"Apples, carrots, bananas, cucum­
bers, potatoes, celery and other high­
fiber stuff will be the building mate­
rials of choice," be explained.

"We tested the idea first with adu Its 
on our staff, and then in some class­
rooms at local grade schools," Tho­
ma!:. said. "Some entries ran like Indy 
cars, others looked like exploding 
salads when they hit the bottom of the 
ramp. 

"Our staff had a lot of fun, and 
thought they had designed some pretty 
competitive veggic-mobilcs," he said. 
"Then the fifth graders tried it. 

"They blew us away. It wasn't 
even close." 

Teachers wanting to get a sign-up 
kit-complete with lesson plan, rac­
ing guidelines and decals for their 
nutritionally-balanced buggies­
should write to Lunch Box Derby, 
P.O. Box 550, Wenatchee, WA 
98870, or call 509-663-9600.

The changes of season 
can change your mood 

The recent winter storm kept 
people from venturing out for days 
andcausedmanytosufferfrom "cabin 
fever." However, the "cabin fever" 
ended when the snow melted and 
people were able to leave their homes 
again. But for an estimated 3 to 5 
percent of the population, "winter 
depression" is more serious and is a 
form of mood disorder referred to as 
Seasonal Affective Disorder (SAD). 

"Depressive periods typically be­
gin in the fall or winter as the length 
of daylight begins to shorten," says 
G. Randolph Schrodt Jr., M.D. 
Schrodt, director of Outpatient Ser­
vices at the Norton Psychiatric Clinic, 
says many patients describe the onset 
of"bibemation" physical symptoms, 
including fatigue, oversleeping, in­
creased appetite (especially for car­
bohydrates), weight gain and a sense 
of mental sluggishness.· 

These symptoms improve sponta­
neously in the spring or summer and 
many patients notice an increased 
mood, energy and activity as the days 
grow longer. The seasonal pattern 
has led researchers to investigate the 

role of bright light in the control and 
modulation of human biological 
clocks. 

Artificial light therapy is effective 
for half of patients with seasonal de­
pression. Perhaps the biggest draw­
back is inconvenience. Photo therapy 
generally involves exposure to bright 
full-spectrum light for variable 
lengths of time. Morning light seems 
to be more effective than afternoon 
or evening exposure. 

Nevertheless, many patients are 
able to integrate photo therapy into 
their daily routine, such as working at 
a desk with special lights. 

One-fifth of patients report eye­
strain, headaches, irritability or in­
somnia from photo therapy. 

SAD sufferers who do not respond 
to light therapy or whose symptoms 
are severe or disabling may benefit 
from antidepressant medications. 

If you or someone you know seems 
to be suffering from "winter depres­
sion" it may be helpful to seek help 
with a qualified mental-health pro­
fessional who has helped others deal 
with similar problems .

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Use Tax Package 
Label, Envelope 

Easy Steps to a Quick Refund Any Deductions to 
Itemize? 

Use the preprinted, peel-off label 
and the coded, preaddressed envelope 
in your tax package to help you get 
your tax refund faster and to save 
money. The envelope ensures that 
your return is sent to the proper IRS 
service center. The label contains 
infonnation the IRS needs to process 
your tax return quickly. 

You can get your federal income tax 
refund weeks ahead of the crowd. File 
your return electronically. 

Last year, 12.3 million tax filers 
chose electronic filing and eliminated 
hand processing of their returns and 
many of the errors that hold them up 
- errors such as missing schedules 
and math mistakes. 

If you are due a refund, you may 
receive it in as little as three weeks, 
two weeks if you have your refund 
deposited directly into your checking 

or savings account. If you owe addi­
tional tax. you can file now and pay by 
April 15. In either case, you will have 
the benefit of IRS confirmation that 
your return was received. 

Many tax professionals in your area 
offer electronic filing to their clients. 
Some will even transmit returns that 
you have prepared yourself. Contact 
a tax professional in your area to 
ask about electronic filing services 
and fees. 

Continuing tax changes make it 
possible for many taxpayers to file the 
simpler I 040A and 1040EZ forms. 
However, millions of taxpayers may 
find it to their advantage to itemize 
deductions on the 1040 fonn. 

By using the label, it saves a few 
pennies on each return, which adds up 
to the government saving hundreds of 
thousands of dollars. It costs 9 cents to 
process just the name portion of a tax 
return that has the label attached, as 
opposed to 42 cents without the label. 
For every million returns that have the 
label, the savings is $330,000; and the 
IRS service centers processed over 
100 million individual income tax 
returns that were mailed in at tax time 
last year! 

The Journey ol an Electronically 

Generally, you will benefit from 
itemizing deductions if. during the 
year, you paid interest and taxes on a 
home you own, paid large uninsured 
medical and dental expenses, made 
large contributions to qualified chari­
ties, or had major uninsured casualty 
losses. Even some employee business 
expenses may be deductible. 

In addition to cost savings, using 
the label reduces the chance that illeg­
ible handwriting or an incorrect social 
security number will slow down pro­
cessing of your tax return or even 
prevent the IRS from getting your 
refund to you. Your social security 
number, name, address and other 
identifying data are all on the preprint­
ed label. If you need to make any 
changes, carefully make them right on 
the label. Use the label even if you do 
not use the tax forms in the tax pack­
age you received. 

A common misconception is that 
using the peel-off address label will 
trigger an audit. Actually, coding on 
the label identifies the filer and the 
kind of forms contained in the pack­
age. It does not in any way indicate 
the return should be audited. 

Errors can be avoided by using the 
special envelope in your tax package. 
It is preaddressed to help get it to its 
proper service center, and the coding 
speeds its sorting within the annual 
deluge of mail each center receives. 
If you moved during the year, mail 
your return to the Internal Revenue 
Service Center for the place where 
you currently live. No street address 
is needed. 

Make sure you use sufficient 
postage on your envelope when mail­
ing your return. If your envelo e 
contains more than five pages, it may 
require additional postage. Oversized 
envelopes also may require more 
postage. Returns sent back to taxpay­
ers for additional postage will not be 
considered filed on time, even if they 
were originally mailed by April 15. 
Also, your envelope should include 
your complete return address in the 
upper left corner, to ensure your 
postal service can return it to you if 
neccesary. 

If you go to someone to have your 
return prepared, take your tax package 
with you. The preparer can use the 
label and envelope for your return.

We, the Taxpayers, 
Have Rights Too! 

In 1988, Congress passed an 
unusual measure attached to a piece 
of technical tax legislation. It was 
called the "Taxpayer Bill of Rights," 
and it guaranteed specitic protections 
to taxpayers when dealing with the 
Internal Revenue Service. 

Here are a few of your rights as a 
taxpayer: 

Confidentiality: You have the 
right to complete privacy and confi­
dentiality where your tax records are 
concerned. The IRS employees who 
handle your returns must keep your 
infom1ation contidential. 

Disclosure of Rights: The IRS 
must give you a written statement of 
your rights, and the audit and collec­
tion process, if your tax return is 
being examined or you are involved 
in a formal Collection interview . 
You have the right to record the inter-

To itemize your deductions, you 
must file Form 1040 and fill in 
Schedule A (Form 1040). Schedule A 
provides space for listing deductible 
medical and dental expenses, charita­
ble contributions, taxes, interest paid, 
casualty or theft losses, and miscella­
neous items such as union dues or 
business-related educational expenses. 
Those who can't itemize can still use 
Fonn 1040 to claim other items, such 
as the penalty on early withdrawals of 
savings.

You should keep records of your 
deductible items, including canceled 
checks and receipts. This will verify 
your expenses if the IRS examines 
your return . It will also help you 
determine whether your itemized 
deductions are greater than the stan­
dard deduction - the basic deduction 
allowed for those who do not itemize. 
You can refer to your tax forms 
instruction package to help you figure 
the best deduction to use.

If the IRS wishes 
to record the interview, they must 
notify you ten days prior. 

Courtesy and Consideration: 
You are always entitled to fair, cour­
teous and considerate treatment from 
IRS employees. 

Hardship Assistance: If paying 
your tax will cause you a significant 

hardship, the IRS may arrange an 
acceptable payment plan or suspend 
collection. 

Notice of Additional Tax: If the 
IRS determines that you owe addi­
tional taxes, or penalties or interest 
on those taxes, they must give you a 
detailed explanation of what you 
owe. 

Refund of Overpaid Tax: If you 
feel, after paying your taxes, that you 
have paid too much, you have the 
right to request a refund. The burden 
of proof is, of course, on you. 

The mission of the IRS is to collect 
the correct amount of taxes from the 
American public in the most fair and 
least costly way. The Taxpayer Bill 
of Rights guarantees that taxpayers 
will not be mistreated and will not 
pay more than their fair share.

IRS Makes Changes In Doing Business 
Taxes May Be Due 

Hiring a housekeeper, baby sitter. 
or some other person to work in your 
home could make you an. employer. 
As an bnployer. you have certain tax 
responsibilities. 

When you have the legal nght to 
control what. where. when and how a 
worker performs a job, you are an 
employer even if you do not exercise 
that control. Generally. you will have 
to Withhold social security tax from 
the worker's pay, pay an equal 
amount of social security tax from 
your own funds and, if the worker 
requests and you agree, withhold fed­
eral income tax. Some employers arc 
also responsible for other taxes. such 
as the federal unemployment tax and 
advance payment of the earned 
income credit. 

You arc not liable for any of the 
above taxes if the indivtdual who 
works for you is self-employed. Self­
employed persons are in business for 
themselves. Someone who provides 
lawn care to a number of homeown­
ers. using his or her own tools and 
helpers, would not be an employee of 
any of the homeowners. 

Usually, workers you obtain 
through a private agency are not your 
employees. The agency is responsible 
for who does the work and how it is 
done. A nurse from a placement agen­
cy that comes in and cares for you is 
not your employee if the agency sets 
the fee and has control, such as pro­
viding rules of conduct and 
appearance and requiring' regular 
reports from the nurse. Also, if you 
are bein!fcared for in the worker's 
home or place of business, you are 
generally not considered an employer. 

Tax processing prot·edures are 
changmg withtn the lntemal Revenue 
Service to improve "tile way they do 
business" in dealing with business tax 
return filers. "The changes will result 
in a tax system that is more efficient , 
more cost effective and better able to 
serve the public,'' the IRS says. 

During 19QJ, the IRS tested a vari ­
et) of ways to improve the processing 
procedures for Form 941. "Employer's 
Quarterly Federal Tax Return ." 
Several pi lot te•as were conducted to 
find the best way to process employ­
ment tax payments faster. more 
economically and eltmmate the need to 
replace outdated computer equipment. 

All employers will now receive two 
pre-addressed labels in their quarterly 
Fonn ,941 packages. The only change 
in the procedure for employers will he 
choosing the correct pre-addressed 
labe l. Instructions included in each 
package alert employers to these 
changes. 

Employers who owe tax will send 
thetr return. voucher and payment to 
the IRS processtng site u~ing the enve­
lope found in their tax package and the 
appropnate pre-addressed label. If no 
payment is due . the employer sends 
the return to the IRS Service Center by 
applying the yellow pre addressed 
label to the envelope. 

Results from the Form 941 pilot 
tests showed three areas where 
employers arc having trouble. These 
problem areas delayed payment and in 
some cases made the return unprocess­
ahle: 

• The payment voucher. Form 941-V, 
was not used. This was costly to cor­
rect and delayed processing of the 
payment. 

• Employers sent cash with the 
return. Cash received with a 94 I was 
costly to correct and delayed process­
ing of the return. 

• The entity portion of the 941 was 
not completed. The IRS could not 

Advice for Business Owners: 
How to Survive Paying Taxes 

One problem many new business 
owners may run into is not budgeting 
money to set aside for taxes. whether 
business or individual. Then when it 
comes time to file, there is little or no 
money to pay the tax due. Not filing 
tax returns 1s not the solution to the 
problem 

The key is not to wait until the time 
to file and pay has come and gone. 
But. if you have already missed a fil ­
ing date. act now before your problem 
escalates and your tax bill becomes 
unmanageable with added penalties 
and interest. And if you receive a 
notice from the IRS, respond right 
away. Don ' t ignore it; it won't go 
away.

as you can. 

If the next deadline rolls around and 
you still owe taxes. file anyway and at 
least you'll avoid the "failure to file" 
penalty. Write a letter and attach it to 
your forms explaining your financial 
situation . 

The Internal Revenue Service is 
putting new emphasis on working with 
you to find a payment option that you 
can live with. One of those options could 
be setting up a plan so that the income 
taxes can be paid in installments.

• Make sure any check, money order 
or related payment is signed. 

• Since tax administration is contin­
ually updated, changes are common . 
Always read tax material instructions 
carefully.

investigation shows that it is unlikely 
the tax liability can be collected in 
full and the amount offered reflects 
collection potential. The bottom line is 
that it's your responsibility to show 
the IRS how accepting your offer 
would be in the best interest of the 
government. 

The surest way to be out of business 
is to adopt a "wait and see" attitude 
when it comes to not filing your tax 
forms. The penalties for not complying 
with the basic tax rules can be severe. 
It's best that you come forward on 
your own, rather than waiting for the 
Internal Revenue Service to come 
looking for the missing returns and 
payments. 

To avoid problems, be sure to have 
a solid business plan that makes 
accommodations for both state and 
federal taxes, and stick to it. 

Mileage Rate Unchanged 
Business travelers can deduct 28 cents 

a mile for an unlimited number of busi­
ness miles in 1993; the same as for the 
1992 tax year. 

As an alternative, business travelers 
can choose to deduct their actual expens­
es, such as gas, oil , tease or rental fees 
(subject to special rules), insurance, tolls 
and repai rs for the business u se of a 
vehicle.

Giving the IRS more than you have 
to? Check your W-4. The informa­
tion you give your employer on your 
Form W-4. "Employee's Withholding 
Allowance Certificate," helps determine 
the amount of tax that is withheld 
from your pay. It could mean the dif­
ference between writing Uncle Sam a 
large check, a small one. or none at all 
when you file your tax return. 

To know if your tax check will be 
the right size. consider your personal 
and financial situations. Changes in 
either of these, and of course in the tax 
law. could affect withholding. 

Buying a new home or incurring a 
large medical expense may enable you 
to cllfim additional itemized deduc­
tions. Marrying or divorcing changes 
your filing status and standard deduc­
tion. You may increase or decrease 
your earned income by getting a sec­
ond job, or if your spouse begins 
work, gets a second job, or one of you 
lose a job. Your non -wage income can 
also increase or decrease. Non-wage 
income may be money from interest, 
dividends, prizes, or alimony. Any of 
these events could affect how much is 
withheld from your paycheck and, 
subsequently, how much is owed or 
refunded by April 15. 

Each allowance claimed on the 
Form W-4 decreases the amount of tax 
withheld. There is no limit to the num­
ber of legitimate allowances a 
taxpayer can claim, but if it is more 
than ten, the employer must send a 
copy of the W-4 to the IRS. The IRS

Students May Need 
Tax Return Copies 

The more college tuition costs 
increase, the more students may need 
to depend on financial assistance from 
their college or university. 

To determine eligibility for aid, 
schools need to review a student's, 
and sometimes their parents', tax situ­
ation. They require information from 
students' and/or parents' tax returns or 
even complete copies of the returns. If 
your copy of any federal tax return 
you have filed is misplaced, the 
Internal Revenue Service can help 
you. 

If you need a copy of a return, it 
will take at least 45 days. There is a 
charge of $4.25 per return, which may 
be requested on Form 4506, "Request 
for Copy of Tax Form." Send the 
completed Form 4506 with payment 
to the Internal Revenue Service 
Center where you filed your original 
return. 

Some schools may instead accept 
tax account information, such as mari­
tal status, number of exemptions 
claimed, adjusted gross income, tax­
able income and income tax shown on 
your return. If the school will accept 
it, you can call, write or visit your 
local IRS office listed in your local 
phone directory to get tax account 
information. 

You should allow at least six weeks 
processing time after a return is filed 
before requesting a copy or other 
irU"ormation. To get tax information, 
call 1-800-829- 1040. To order a Form 
4506, calll -800-829-3676. 

Prizes and Awards 
If you win a prize in a drawing, con­

test, TV or radio program or other 
event. you must include it in your 
income. Also. prizes awarded for past 
accomplishments in religious charita­
ble, scientific, artistic, educational, 
literary. or civic fields are usually 
included in income.

Unemployment compensation is 
taxable income. If you will have 
enough income from work, unemploy­
ment compensation and other sources 
to owe tax, be sure you have enough 
tax paid in . You may need to increase 
your income tax withholding or make 
estimated tax payments.

3676 and ask for Publication 17, Your 
Federallncomc • uX, and Form 1040-
ES, "Estimated Tax for Individuals." 

may ask the employee to justify the 
claims. An employee may be exempt 
from withholding (have no taxes with­
held) if he or she earns less than $200 
per week. received a refund of all 
income taxes withheld last year, and 
expects all taxes withheld to be 
refunded again this year. Exemption is 
very different from claiming 7ero 
allowances which tells the employer to 
withhold the maximum amount of tax 
from the employee's paycheck, based 
on the withholding table for the 
employee's tax bracket. 

Give your completed Form W-4 to 
your employer and don't think about it 
again until your personal and/or finan­
cial status changes. The W -4 is valid 
until you fill out another one with one 
exception: if you claim the exemption 
from withholding, you must fill out a 
new W-4 each year you are eligible 
for the exemption. 

IRS Publication 919, Is My 
Withholding Correct for 1994?, and 
Publication 505, Tax Withholdtng and 
Estimated Tax, explain how to com­
plete the W-4 worksheet and form. 
Call 1-800-829-3676 to order them, 
free of charge. You may also call the 
IRS Tele-Tax line, 1-800-829-4477, to 
hear recorded information on the W-4. 

The IRS has produced an instruc­
tional video called "Is Your Tax 
Withholding Correct? Form W-4." 
Call your local IRS office and ask the 
Public Affairs Officer or the Taxpayer 
Education Coordinator how you can 
get a copy. 

If you can't pay your taxes, you 
should still file your tax return on 
time. The IRS says this way you will 
save money because you won't have 
to pay a penalty for filing late. 

You should send as much money 
as you can with your tax return and 
include a letter requesting a payment 
plan. Give the amounts you can pay 
and the dates you can pay them. 

The IRS may allow you to follow 
the installments you've requested or 
will work out other options with you. 

One of the worst things to do is 
not filing a tax return at all. That 
could add a lot more to your taxes. 

Call the IRS at l -800-829- 1 040 if 
you have any questions about how to 
pay your taxes. 

For many, the costs of day care are a 
necessary part of working, but there is a 
way to ease the burden a bit. Working 
parents who pay someone to care for 
their children so they can work may get a 
tax break. 

The credit for child and dependent 
care can be as much as $720 for the care 
of one qualifying child or $1,440 for two 
or more children. Qualifying parents can 
subtract the credit from the tax owed on 
their federal income tax return. 

Generally, to qualify for the credit, the 
parent, and spouse if married, must work 
or be looking for work. There are excep­
tions for students and disabled spouses. 
The child must be under age 13 or dis­
abled when the care was provided. 

For those who file Form 1040, the 
credit is figured on Form 2441 . Form 
2441 is attached to the tax return. Form 
1040A filers use Schedule 2. 

To claim the credit, parents must list 
the name, address and taxpayer identifi­
cation number of the care provider. If 
they cannot get the identificatiOf! num-

ber, the parents should list the efforts 
made to get the number. Generally, mar­
ried taxpayers must file a joint return to 
get the credit. 

Lower-income working parents who 
have newborns should note that there is 
an additional earned income credit (EIC) 
for a child born in 1993. If they qualify 
for the EIC, parents should figure out 
how much they would get for the addi­
tional EIC for a child born in 1993. They 
should compare this with the amount 
they could get for the child care credit. 
The parents should then claim the credit 
that gives the greater benefit. Qualifying 
parents can claim either the additional 
EIC or the child care credit. but not both. 

For more information on these credits, 
get Publications 503, Child and 
Dependent Care Expenses, and 596, 
Earned Income Credit. You can order

Home-office deduction can 
reduce homeownership costs

Anyone who maintains a quali­
fied home office can deduct some of 
the everyday costs associated with 
owning a home. The Kentucky Soci­
ety of CPAs points out that while 
there are significant benefits associ­
ated with working from a home of­
fice, tax law is strict in this nrca. 

To qualify for the home-office 
deduction, you must be able to prove 
that the portion of your home desig­
nated as your office is used exclu­
sively and on a regular basis either as 
the principal location of your busi­
ness or as a place where you meet or 
deal with patients, clienL~ or custom­
ers in the normal course of your busi­
ness. 

For some years, there bas been 
confusion and conflicting tax court 
decisions as to what constitutes a 
business's principal location. How­
ever, last year the Supreme Court 
handed down a decision that should 
help clarify the legal definition of a 
"principal place of business." The 
court case involved Nader E. Soliman, 
a self-employed anesthesiologist who 
provided services to patients at three 
hospitals for 30-35 hours per week. 
None of the hospitals provided him 
with an office for nducting the ad­
ministrative duties essential to his 
practice. Dr. Soliman deducted ex­
penses in connection with a spare 
bedroom in his home mat he used 
exclusively and on a regular basis for 
maintaining patient records, billing, 
telephoning patients and colleagues, 
surgeon correspondence, and read­
ing medical journals. The Supreme 

Court denied Dr. Soliman's home­
office deduction after detennining 
that the anesthesiologist's home of­
fice was not his principal place of 
business. The court's decision was 
based on its belief that treating pa­
tients in hospitals was more impor­
tant than the activities performed by 
the anesthesiologist in his home of­
fice and that be spent far more time in 
the hospitals than in his home office. 

While the high court did not create 
a clear-cut mle, it concluded that in 
order to qualify as a taxpayer's prin­
cipal place of business, tJ1e home 
office must meet two primary condi­
tions: It must be tlte place where the 
taxpayer's most important business 
is conducted and where he or she 
spends a substantial numherofhisor 
her working hours. 

Self-employed workers llild indi­
viduals with sideline businesses who 
spend most of their work hours in 
their home offices and individuals 
who regularly see or meet with cli­
ents and customers in their home 
offices may still be eligible for the 

deduction. Individuals who do some 
work at home, but who generate most 
of their income by performing tJ1cir 
services al ot11er locations, no longer 
qualify for the home-office deduc­
tion. 

DEDUCI'IBLE EXPENSES 
If your home office qualifies, you 

may be entitled to deduct certain costs 
associated with operating and main­
taining the pan of the home used for 
business. 

Direct expenses, like the cost of 
supplies, professional fees, or adver­
tising arc deductible in full. Your 
business deductions for indirect ex­
penses, such as real estate taxes, 
mortgage interest, utility costs, de­
preciation, and home insurance pre­
miums, are based on the percentage 
of your home used for the business. 

LIMIT ON DEDUCTIONS 
Keep in mind that there is a cap on 

how much you can deduct for the 
business use of your home. Your 
home-office deduction cannot exceed 
the net income derived from the of­
fice activity. This means you cannot 
use the cost of maintaining a home 
office to create or increase a tax loss 
from your business. However, home 
office expenses that you cannot de­
duct in the year they are incurred can 
be carried over to later tax years when 
you have adequate income to permit 
the deduction. 

FORM 8829 AND RECORD-
KEEPING 

The T ntcrnal Revenue Service 
(IRS) now requires a taxpayer who is 
claiming a homeoffice deduction to 
file Form 8829, "Expenses for Busi­
ness Use of Your Home," to clearly 
identify home-office deductions. 
Form 8829 is divided into sections 
for computing space allocation, re-
