Fiscal court can't comply with one 

law without violating another

Public access to a cramped Floyd 
County Fiscal Court meeting room 
has traditionally been assigned to a 
first-come, fust-served basis, but re­
cent interest in court proceedings 
could force the court to make room 
for the expanding audience. 

While state Open Meeting laws 
require court meetings to be held at 
places and times "convenient to the 
public" and in facilities which "allow 
effective public observation," state 
fire regulations designate maximum 
occupancy rates for public facilities. 

The fiscal court's meeting room at 
the courthouse annex appears to con­
flict with both. 

Court asked 
to resolve 
conflict debate

A member of the Floyd County 
Development Authority has asked the 
courtstodecideifhermembershipon 
the authority board represents a con­
flict of interest. 

In a complaint flied February 17 
against Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond, authority member Dolores 
Smith asked that the court issue a 
declaratory judgement that she has 
not violated state law and that she has 
"fully complied" with the develop­
ment authority's policy concerning 
conflicts of interest. 

City fire marshal Larry Adams, 
responding to questions concerning 
crowd size limits in the fiscal court 
meeting room, officially affixed the 
maxim urn occupancy this week at35 
people. 

Adams said his measurements in­
dicated room for 29 seats and an area 
large enough for six people to stand. 
Any more than that would violate fire 
codes, he said. 

But, the court has no legal right to 
limit the size of its audience and 
Adams said Open Meetings laws 
should apply before he is required to 
enforce occupancy restrictions. 

"Under normal circumstances," 
Adams said, "the meeting room has 
been large enough to handle the num­
ber of people who wished to attend 
the fiscal court meetings. But it ap­
pears that interest in those meetings is 
growing." 

Adams said the court should be 
required under Open Meeting laws to 
accommodate those people but, 
should they not comply and should 
larger crowds continue to attend the 
court meetings, they "would be told 
to get another room" to comply with 
occupancy limits. 

At the court's Febmli.t)' 18 meet­
ing,J udge-Executive John M. Stumbo 
said the fiscal court was designing a 
larger meeting room to be included in 
a proposed new county government 
center, but he said no larger facilities 
were available now to accommodate 
larger crowds. 

State law provides the public a 
means to enforce Open Meeting re­
quirements, too.

Martin council reluctantly 
okays ~ater rate increase

Customers of the Martin water 
system will see at least a fifty-two 
cent increase in their monthly bills 
but that raise could double to help 
pay for a new sewage treatment plant. 

Council reluctantly agreed at 
Wednesday's meeting to the raise in 
basic month! y water service because 
any further delay in the sewer project 
created a risk of losing over $2 mil­
lion in grant monies to build the facil­
ity. 

Hutchinson said. "If we don't (build 
the sewer plant), we'll get fined." 

The increase would be applied to 
the basic monthly charge and would 
not apply to addition water usage. 
The increase will begin in about a 
year when the new sewer plant is 
operational. 

City officials are under a federal 
court order to construct a new sewer 
plant or face fines of $25,000perday 
from federal EPA officials. 

In a related issue, Councilman 
Hutchinson argued that a $5,000 ap-

praisal fee and aS 15,000 attorney fee 
should be paid so that the project can 
proceed. 

In January, council declined to 
pay court-appointed appraisers their 
$5,000 fee, saying it was excessive 
for the amount of time and the num­
ber of land parcels appraised. 

At Wednesday's meeting, city at· 
torney Keith Bartley advised council 
to pay the two bills.

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Ballpark 
costs may 
be out of 
the park

Costs could soar as high as 
$200,000 to build a baseball field at 
Allen Central High School and that 
doesn't include the price for a run­
ning track and football field. 

If supporters of the baseball field 
project can drum up enough in-kind 
work from local coal companies, the 
cost could drop to approximately 
$100,000. 

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation, however, has not committed 
itself to the baseball field project. 

During a meeting Thursday at the 
school district's central office, Chief 
of Operations Jim Osborne and track 
project architect Nick Feldman met 
with school officials and Allen Cen­
tral parents to discuss the situation. 

Feldman explained that in order to 
construct a baseball field behind the 
high school it would require moving 
approximately 148,000 cubic yards 
of soil which would cost at least 
$200,000. Feldman added that in or­
der to create the field, areas of rock 
would have to be blasted from the 
site, which may not be possible be­
cause it would be so close to the high 
school. 

District Two Magistrate Jackie 
Edford Owens and his wife, former 
board member Hattie Owens, asked 
Feldman if he had considered creat­
ing a second level or "bench" on the

Testing at Martha oil 
fields could begin in March 

Testing by the state to fmd out the 
;!Xtent of contamination by naturally 
occuning radioactive material in the 
Martha Oil Field in Johnson and 
Lawrence counties could begin next 
week. 

Tbe state Department for Health 
Services will test between 1,800 and 
2,000 well sites, sediment pits and 
storage tanks in the oil field. Taking 
samples from the well and storage 
sites will be "labor intensive," de­
partment commissioner Rice Leach 
said. Leach estimated it could take up 
to 400 working days to complete the 
screening. 

But, Leach said, the department 
could scale down the screening if the 
first samples tested showed radiation 
levels were harmless. The human 
body constantly absorbs gamma rays. 
A small amount benefits the body 

Peace Corps will 
celebrate 33 years 

March 1 marks the 33rd Anniver­
sary of what is perhaps known as 
President John F. Kennedy's most 
enduring legacy, the Peace Corps. In 
his inaugural speech in 1961, 
Kennedy call~ the country to action: 

''To- those people in the huts and 
villages of half the globe struggling 
to brea.lc the bonds of mass misery, 
we pledge our best efforts to help 
them help themselves ... And so my 
fellow Americans: ask not what your 
country can do for you-ask what 
you can do for your country." 

Since the first group of volunteers 
left our shores to serve in Ghana, over 
140,000 Americans have given of 
their time and of themselves to help 
people in more than 100 countries in 
the developing world. 

And a.c; times have changed, so too 
has Peace Corps. More than 10 per­
cent of volunteers are over the age of 
50 and 13 percent represent minority 
groups.

because the gamma rays produce ion­
ization in tissue, according to the 
World Book Encyclopedia, but large 
amounts can harm cells. 

Soil and water will be tested at 
sites where the gamma radiation is 
above normal levels for the region. 
There is no federal standard for natu­
rally occurring radioactive material. 

Environmental attorney Tom 
FitzGerald, director of the Kentucky 
Resources Council in Frankfort, said 
the state's threshold was "acceptable 
for screening," but for the cleanup, 
he thinks the state should go for the 
lowest levels it can achieve. 

Elevated radiation levels on the 
oil field were discovered in 1988. 
Old drilling pipes from Ashland Oil 
Inc. were taken to a scrap yard and 
radiation levels from the pipe set off 
radiation detectors. The contamina­
tion is thought to have developed 
from the oil company's practice of 
injecting water into the soil to in­
crease oil production. 

Ashland Oil suggested that the 
radiation levels be reduced six times 
to the level the state is considering. 
Ashland Oil is responsible for the 
cleanup, but the company has not yet 
seen the state's plan for the cleanup, 
a spokesperson for Ashland Oil said 
Wednesday. Ashland Oil is testing 
wells and will incorporate the state's 
requests to its cleanup plan. 

The state's plans for the cleanup 
and storage of radioactive waste are 
still being worked out, Leach said. 
Martha landowners are asked to con­
tact Leach if they know of a naturally 
occurring radioactive material site.

The public agency has three days 
from the receipt of the complaint to 
determine if a remedy to the alleged 
violation will be made and to notify 
the person who made the complaint 
of that decision. If the public agency 
denies the request for a remedy, the 
complaining party may ask the state 
Attorney General to review that de­
nial.

Proposed legislation would require 

local fire departments to lllap area

If the bouse in the hollow left of 

Left Beaver catches on fire, who you 
gonna call? 

In an effort to clear up some of the 
confusion between the jurisdictions 
of established frre departments and 
volunteer frre departments, a local 
representative is working on legisla­
tion to require local frre departments 
to have a map and a written mission 
of what emergencies the department 
will respond to on file with the county 
clerk. 

A number of towns in Floyd 
County are covered by tax frre dis­
tricts, which use volunteers and are 
funded by membership fees by resi­
dents. 

Stations like Prestonsburg Fire 
Department are part-professional, 
part-subscription, which means 
people within city limits are auto­
matically covered while those out­
side of city limits pay for their ser­
vices. 

Rep. Russell Bentley, D-Topmost, 
the main sponsor of the bill which 
passed the House January 13, ex-

plained that in some counties, espe­
cially Floyd, there isn't a defined 
area that will be covered by the dif­
ferent frrefighters, which means some 
towns fall between the gaps. 

"This bill should incorporate vol­
unteer frrefighters into mainstream 
frre departments," said Rep. Bentley. 
This bill should help the county, the 
cities and the residents know who 
will respond where, he said. 

Local frre officials feel the bill 
won't have a great impact. but may 
help to pinpoint problems with frre 
coverage in the county. 

"Most of what the bill requires we 
already do," said Roy Compton, fire 
chief of Allen's volunteer fue depart­
ment. 

Compton explained that Allen's 
frre department is a tax system, so 
they are already filed with the county 
clerkandhaveamapoftheirarea. He 
also said that the volunteers arc re­
quired to be trained through the state. 

Compton said the fiscal court sets 
the boundaries and votes departments 
into or out of areas. The department is 
onty allowed to cover areas within 
five miles of the frre house and the

areas must be accessible 365 days a 
year. 

"The only thing this bill will do is 
force the fiscal court to build more 
stations for county-wide coverage," 
said Compton. 

Compton said that neighboring 
Johnson and Pike counties have 
county-wide coverage. With the 
implementation of911 in Floyd there 
is a real need for county wide cover­
age here, be said. 

"Residents are paying for the 911 
service; yet they can't get frre cover­
age," said Compton. 

In the meantime fire stations, when 
receiving a call, have to check their 
map to see if it falls into their district. 

"If the house falls outside of our 
district and does not have any type of 
frre protection, then we are not re­
quired to respond," said Compton. 

William Petry, ftrechief of Allen's 
ftre department, said "There are a 
number of homes that are on the 
border of town, but do not pay the 
subscription so they are just out of 
luck." 

Petry said residents may pay as 
low as $50 a year for subscription 
coverage, but without the subscrip­
tion coverage they can pay as high as 
$300 through the insurance company. 

Unfortunately, having subscrip­
tion coverage does not guarantee cov­
erage. 

Petry explained that if a station 
was on call at a home that subscribes 
and there is an emergency in town, 
the department is required to respond 
to the town call or be liable. 

"That hasn't happened to us," said 
Petry. "But the surrounding districts 
are willing to help out and we do the 
same for them." 

· Petry also said that he thought the 
bill would help in getting county­
wide coverage if the state was willing 
to help out and if politics didn't get 
involved as usual.

Weak standards? 
Judge-executive poll indicates little 
desire to enact stringent ethics codes 

Judging from the results of a recent poll of Kentucky 
judge-executives, many of the codes of ethics that local 
governments are required to enact this year will be weak. 

Many of the judge-executives surveyed by the Lexington . 
Herald-Leader expressed little interest in holding elected and 
appointed officials to the highest standards of conduct. 

A bill enacted by the Kentucky General Assembly re­
quires all local governments to enact codes of ethics by 
January 1 or face a loss of state funds. However, the law does 
not specify what the codes should say other than that they 
must deal with financial disclosure and nepotism. 

In our view, full financial disclosure should be required of 
all elected officials. People have a right to know whether their 
elected officials have a financial interest in the decisions they 
make. 

However. 59 percent of the judge-executives said they 
oppose requiring local off1cials to release information about 
personal finances \1any said an official's financial interest is 
nobody's busines; Ihey'rewrong. It is the people's busmcss

if an elected official votes to direct county business to a 
business in which he has a financial interest. 

The judge-executives also said financial disclosure would 
scare off many good candidates from public office. However 
103 of the 111 said they would have run even if required to 
release their finances. So much for that argument. 

The original ethics code proposal called for candidates 
and their immediate families to disclose the source of any 
income above $5,000; the name of any business in which 
they own at least 5 percent; and the location of property 
holdings worth S 10,000 or more. Those standards-stripped 
from the final version of the bill-should be the minimum 
required by local ethics codes. 

Even more telling, half the county chief executives op­
posed banning businesses owned at least in part by office­
holders, their families or partners from doing business with 
the county. Any ethics code that does not do this would 
hardly be worth the paper it was printed on. 

1be Herald-Leader poll did not address the issue of 
nepotism. but with spouses and children of elected officials 
holding jobs mmost Kentucky counties, the chances of fiscal 
courts enacting ethics codes banning the hiring of family 
members range between slim and none. 

We repeat what we said earlier in this space. If counties 
and cities are to enact meaningful codes that will require the 
highest standards of conduct frum their elected and ap· 
pointed officials, the people must demand it. The poll makes 
it clear that many elected officials are not about to enact 
tough ethics codes on their own.

'The FBI will be calling ... ' 
After a highly successful raid on state government, the 

FBI has apparently packed its bags and is heading to the 
"Little Kingdoms." 

In the wake oflast week's arrests of the Lee County sheriff 
and 24 other Eastern Kentuckians on drug related charges, V. 
Dave Kohl, special agent in charge of the 1'131 in Kentucky. 
indicated that local government may be the next target of the 
federal agency 

'The FBI will be calling, and this is one of our first 
knocks," Kohl said after Lee County Sheriff Doug 
Brandenburg and others were arrested last Friday. 

Last year's BOPTROT investigation resulted in the con­
viction of dozens of state officials, including former state 
Sen. David LeMasterofPaintsville. Local government should 
be easy pickings corrlpared to that complex probe. 

That is obvious in the arrest of Brandenburg. He is the 
second consecutive sheriff in Lee County to be charged in a 
FBI investigation. The first, Johnny Mann, is serving 24 
years in prison on drug charges. 

Drugs, however, should not be the only thing the FBI 
should concern itself with during its local government probe. 
Other areas improper purchasing procedures, use of tax 
money, abuse of office-should also be addressed. 

IfBOPTROTwas the code name for the FBI's investiga­
tion of state government, what will they call the local probe? 
There is an abundance of possibilities, some of which cannot 
be printed.

Audit county office 
Local government has been the subject of several bills 

during the current session of the General Assembly. One, 
advocated by State Auditor Ben Chandler, should become 
law. 

It requires an audit every four years of each fiscal court, 
county court clerk and sheriff in Kentucky. Who performs 
the audit-the state auditor's office-is the center of debate 
of the bill. 

Chandler thinks the state auditor should conduct them, 
saying some local CPAs don't have the expertise and knowl­
edge. This is not true in Johnson County, where an audit a 
couple of years ago by a private finn uncovered mishandling 
of money in the county's solid waste program and resulted in 
the indictment and conviction of two solid waste officials. 

No good citizen would argue that audits of local govern­
ment are not necessary. However. maybe the bill should be 
amended to allow the state to contract with local accounting 
fums to perform the audits. If the auditor's office is con­
cerned about the integrity of the firm, then it could do the 
audit itself. 

The point is. audits need to be done. Plain and simple. I 
hope the debate over who should do them doesn't spell 
disaster for this bill.

Breathitt judge's lawyer 
says attempt to oust 
Henson is political vendetta 

Prestonsburg lawyer Ned Pillersdorf, repre­
senting Breathitt County Judge-Executive Nim 
Henson said Wednesday that an attempt to force 
Henson out of office is designed to put a political 
rival into office. 

B utBreathittCommonwealth' s Attorney Mike 
Stidham, who has flied a lawsuit to remove 
Henson, said there's no political motive behind 
the move. 

In the case, which is set for a hearing today, 
Stidham contends that Henson did not me a 
required $50,000 performance bond until four 
days after he took office-an apparent violation 
of state law. 

The law requires that county offlcials such as 
Henson must post the bonds "on or before" the 
day they take office. If an official violates that 
provision, the law says, "his office shall be con­
sidered vacant, and he shall not be eligible for the 
same office for two years." 

Stidham said he is merely following the law, 
not executing any political vendetta. As proof, he 
noted that he has filed a similar lawsuit against 
Powell County Clerk Sherry Bowen, whom he 
said he has never met. Any offlcials in his district 
who have not filed proper bonds will be subject to 

the same action, said Stidham, whose district 
includes Breathitt, Powell and Wolfe counties. 

"I've found that trying to do your job and 
politics don't mix," he said. 

Stidham and Henson, who are both Demo­
crats, were not political allies during the most 
recent county elections. 

Stidham is an ally of fanner sheriff Dean 
Spencer, who lost to Henson in the Democratic 
primary forjudge-executive last May. After Spen­
cer left the sheriffs office, Stidham left the sheriffs 
office, Stidham hired him to work as 
commonwealth's detective. 

Their allegiance has prompted speculation that 
Stidham may be trying to clear the way for Spen­
cer to become judge-executive, said Ned 
Pillersdorf. 

If Henson is ousted, a new judge-executive 
would be chosen in a special election after the 
local parties nominated candidates. Pillersdorf 
said the Breathitt Democratic committee would 
most likely nominate Spencer. The Democratic 
nominee would be favored in the heavily Demo­
cratic county. 

Spencer could not be reached for comment 
Wednesday. But Stidham said there was no such 
plan to put him in office. "He's expressed no 
interest to me in the county judge's office," 
Stidham said. 

Spencer was one of four Eastern Kentucky 
sheriffs arrested on drug and extortion charges in 
1990 as a result of an FBI sting. He was the only 
one acquitted of all charges. 

Pillersdorf said the little-noticed law requiring 
timely bonds may put several other county offl­
cials in similar situations.

Forest fires destroy 
30 acres of woodland
