Youths 
killed in 
house fire

Two young brothers died Friday 
morning after fire destroyed their 
home at I vel. 

Travis Eugene Caudill, 3, and 
Cody Nathaniel Jarrell, 2, were pro­
nounced dead at the scene Friday by 
Floyd County Coroner Roger Nelson. 
Nelson said Monday that prelimi­
nary autopsy reports show the chil­
dren died of smoke inhalation. 

The children's stepfather, Zen del 
Sherman. of Brumer, and the two 
children were apparently asleep in 
the borne when the frre broke out. 
Thechildren'smothcr,GustavaLynn 
Carr Shennan, had reportedly gone 
to her sister's house, which was about 
300-feet from their borne. Gustava 
Sherman had been at her sister's borne 
for approximately 10 minutes when 
her sister looked out the window and 
noticed smoke coming from the home, 
Nelson said. 

The cause of the fire is believed to 
have been a faulty pipe connected to 
a wood burning heater. 

Zendel Sherman was apparently 
awakened by some type of explo­
sion, Nelson said. Sherman got out of 
the home through a bedroom win­
dow. Sherman attempted to gain ac­
cess to the children's bedroom but 
was unsuccessful, Nelson said.

Sturgill will 
withdraw 
from race

One of the three candidates for 
Floyd County's vacant circuit judge's 
seat has withdrawn from the race, 
which eliminates a vote for that post 
in the May primary election. 

Barkley J. Sturgill announced 
Monday that he will not seek the 
circuit judge's scat so that he can 
retain his law practice and spend more 
time with his family. 

"In fairness to my family, my cli­
ents and my law practice, I find it 
necessary to continue to practice law 
and spend time with my family," 
Sturgill said in a prepared statement. 
"I have spent most of my adult life 
serving Floyd County, trying to im­
prove our county in every way pos­
sible and will continue to do so." 

Sturgill was facing DistrictJudge 
Danny Caudill and Prestonsburg at­
torney Paul Burchett in the May pri­
mary. The top vote getters in the 
primary election would have faced 
off in the November general election. 

Monday's withdrawal from the 
race makes the second time Sturgill 
has opted out as a candidate for cir­
cuit judge. In 1991, Sturgill was a 
candidate forcircuitjudgcalong with 
Harold Stumbo and Paul Burchett. 
Sturgill dropped out of that race be­
fore the May primary. 

A circuit judge vacancy was cre­
ated with the death of Judge Harold 
Stumbo in January. 

March 10, the day after Meyer's re­
port was submitted to Judge Caudill, 
which apparently will ask the state 
Court of Appeals to void Meyer's 
appointment as custodian of the em­
battled solid waste program. 
Hammond's notice of appeal did not 
specify the county attorney's grounds 
for the request, but Hammond has 
been openly critical of Meyer's in­
vestigation of the program, particu­
larly his efforts to discuss an alleged 
debt owed to Pike County for waste 
disposal. 

Meyer detailed many of his find-

ings in a March 9 report to Judge 
Caudill which concluded, among 
other things, that the "complexity of 
the problems surrounding Floyd 
Coumy Solid Waste do not permit 
quick and facile solutions." 

One "fundamental issue" raised in 
Meyer's report goes to thecoreofthe 
county's solid waste program, which 
was initiated by the fiscal court in 
1980. An ordinance adopted by the 
court that year created a system of 
mandatory participation in the gar­
bage pick-up program, but Meyer 
suggests in his report that mandatory

provisions have not been implemented 
or enforced. 

"Public perception that the system 
is not mandatory is supported by the 
large volume of customers who claim 
that they have never received gar­
bageservicesandconsequentlyrefuse 
to pay their bill, as well as an undeter­
mined number of residents who are 
not included in the system at all," 
Meyer wrote. 

The report also concludes that "of­
fice personnel arc laboring with bill­
ing and accounting systems which do 
not allow for the proper recording,

Closed -door personnel talks 
becoming a habit for council

Prestonsburg's new city adminis­
tration, apparently intent on creating 
its own identity, went behind closed 
doors Monday evening for the fifth 
time in as many meetings to "discuss 
personnel," but council returned to 
open session with no formal recom­
mendations for changes. 

Only once in five closed sessions 
since January has council announced 
any moves in personnel, and that ac­
tion may not stick. 

Last month council voted'to end 
the city's contribution toward the sal­
ary of Main Street program director 
Henry Mayo, leaving that position 
funded solely by a state grant. Mayo 
has indicated since, that the salary cut 
may be inappropriate and contrary to 
the grant program's guidelines. 

On Monday, city attorney Larry 
Brown was the focus of council's 
closed-session attention, but the panel 
made no recommendations or com­
ments on the job after a 30-minute 
executive session. Brown, a law part­
ncr with Cliff Laua, the husband of 
past Mayor Ann Latta, said he ex­
pected some members of the new 
council to push for his resignation. 
No such request was made public 
Monday evening and Brown did not 
say how he might respond if asked to 
quit. 

While council's personnel delib­
erations have been conducted in se­
cret. the subjects of the talks must be 
identified, according to state Open 
Meetings laws. Council has gener­
allycomplied with those requirements 
in the past, announcing closed ses­
sions for talks on the positions of city 
adminisuator and city tourism direc-

tor as well as the more recent discus­
sions on the Main Street manager and 
city attorney. 

Few of the personnel proposals have 
been debated in public meetings. 

One more change was announced 
Monday evening, though. 

Mayor Jerry Fannin said the city 
would cut in half the number of hours 
worked by three employees at the 
city's municipal parking lot, a move 
that coincides with a decision to al­
low free and permit-only parking on 
the lot. Users of the lot can now get 
two hours of free parking while regu­
lar patrons may apply for long-term 
parking permits. Fannin said 50 spaces 
had been allocated for permit park­
ing. 

The mayor did not say what ser­
vices lot attendents would provide

analysis, and reporting of customer 
accounts and other financial informa­
tion necessary for management of the 
system. Additionally, there has been 
no consistent policy and consequent 
procedures related to the collection 
of customer accounts receivable." 

While Meyer contends that the solid 
waste program has "serious financial 
problems," he suggests that the agency 
can achieve financial solvency 
through "a major restructuring of debt 
coupled with an increase in customer 
revenues." 

Higher revenues, he added, can be 

achieved by "implementation of a 
mandatory system wherein every resi-

dence and business in the county is 
billed for service, routine enforce­
ment of account collections policies, 
and an increase in solid waste rates." 

The report includes a draft of an 
ordinance which upgrades the 
county's original law establishing the 
solid waste program. 

Meyer's recommendations for im­
proving the solid waste program are 
summari1..cd on page 5, section A of 
this edition of the Times.

Drug trail 
leads police

A multi-county, multi-agency in­
vestigation resulted in the arrests of a 
Pike County man and a Shepherds­
ville couple being arrested Thursday 
on federal drug charges. 

William "Happy" Coleman, 58, 
of Pikeville and William and Diann 
Smothers were arrested Thursday by 
agents from the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation in Louisville and 
charged with conspiracy to distribute 
cocaine. 

A joint investigation between the 
FBI and the newly-formed Mountain 
Area Drug Task Force led to the 
arrests. 

A federal search warrant was ex­
ecuted at Coleman's residence in Pike 
County Thursday and officers seized 
a quantity of cash and four vehicles. 

Another warrant was executed at 
the Smothers residence in Louisville 
and officers seized a quantity of co­
caine. 

Coleman and his wife, June, also 
face state drug charges, a spokesman 
for the drug task force said Tuesday. 

Coleman will appear before U.S. 
Magistrate Judge James F. Cook 
Thursday in federal court in Lexing­
ton. 

William Smothers will appear 
before Judge Cook Wednesday, to­
day. His wife, Diann Smothers was 
released on bond pending a hearing 
in Lexington. 

In an independent investigation 
by the Mountain Area Drug Task 
force, two Pike County men were 
arrested on drug charges in simulta­
neous but unrelated drug raids Fri­
day.

Jones endorses projects 
One of the easiest ways to prevent 

walkaways from getting out of town 
is for citizens to remove the keys 
from their vehicles.

Governor Brereton Jones came 
bearing gifts, and Floyd County ac­
cepted. 

Now, if the Appalachian Regional 
Commission (ARC) cooperates, fund­
ing for two ambitious projects with 
far-reaching effects could soon be in 
the bank. 

In a visit Friday to Prestonsburg 
Community College, Governor Jones 
announced his plans to recommend 
ARC grants for a health and wellness 
program under development at PCC 
and for a Mountain Arts Center to be 
built in Prestonsburg. 

Jones' endorsement is required be­
fore the ARC can consider funding 
the local projects. 

AtPCC,theGovemorwillpropose 
ARC funding amounting to $355,420 
to underwrite part of the costs of 
implementing a national model for a 
rural health and wellness program 
that will promote awareness of dis­
ease prevention in Eastern Kentucky. 

The state legislature has proposed 
additional funding for the project 
which could lead to the construction

The emphasis of the program, PCC 
president Dr. Deborah Floyd said, "is 
on educating residents in this high­
risk, low-service region to change 
their lifestyles, to focus on wellness, 
and to avoid the necessity for costly, 
hard-to-get medical attention." 

Jones also pushed development 
here of a Mountain Arts Center a 
giant step closer to reality. announc­
ing Friday his plan to recommend a 
$500,000 ARC grant for the project. 

The $6 million arts center, which 
will serve as a home for the renowned 
Kentucky Opry and as a center for 
music education programs for stu­
dents throughout Eastern Kentucky, 
could be under construction this 
spring. 

Kentucky Opry president Paul 
Phillip Hughes called Jones' grant 
announcement "the linchpin" in the 
organization's fund-raising efforts 
and said the grant funds were "critical 
to match other revenues." 

The Mountain Arts Center fund­
raising effort includes a $1 million 
appropriation secured by Congress­
man Hal Rogers; a$1.5 million pledge 
from the city of Prestonsburg; and $2 
million from private pledges. 

Hughes said private donations have 
raised $800,000 toward the $2 mil­
lion goal in the past seven months, 
adding that the grant announcement 
Friday would allow arts center pro­
motersto"undertakeanall-outdrive" 
to complete private fund-raising ef­
forts. 

Jones credited much of the reason 
for his attention to Floyd County on 
SheriffPaul Hunt Thompson, a friend 
and long-time political ally of the 
governor. 

Jones said Friday that Thompson 
vowed to work for Jones' gubernato­
rial effort if the governor would "re­
member" Floyd County when he was 
elected. 

"I madeacommiunent," Jones said. 
The governor reinforced that com­

mitment in a third way Friday, hand­
ing the deed to the former Floyd 
County Tourist Information Center 
in Prestonsburg over to Judge-Ex­
ecutive John M. Stumbo. 

The facility, located at the intersec­
tion of Lake Drive and old Route 23, 
currently houses the Floyd County 
Chamber of Commerce and offices 
for the Floyd Cowlty Development 
Authority and Prestonsburg Tourism 
Commission. 

"I got the state to declare the build­
ing surplus property," Jones said Fri­
day, "and I'm bringing the deed to 
you. The state had a building it did not 
need, and Floyd County needed a 
building it did not have," the Gover­
nor said. "It was a perfect match." 

In a separate announcement Friday 
at PCC, Jones said he would recom­
mend an ARC grant to establish a 
medical center for low income fami­
lies in the rural Long Fork section of 
Pike County. The clinic will operate 
under the auspices of Big Sandy 
Health Care, which also manages the 
Mud Creek Clinic in Floyd County. 

"Wben inmates are on foot when 
they walk away, they are caught 
quickly," Stanley said. "Keeping the 
keys out of cars makes a big differ­
ence." 

Smallwood asked why prisoners 
were not required to wear some type 
of clothing which identifies them as 
irunates when they are at the prison. 

Stanley explained that one of the 
philosophies at a minimum security 
prison is for the inmates to be able to 
blend with a crowd. He added that

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Solid Waste Proposals 
The following recommendations were presented to Circuit Judge John David Caudill by Bob 
Meyer, the court-appointed custodian of the Floyd County Solid Waste program. The proposals 
have also been given to the Floyd County Fiscal Court and County Attorney Jim Hammond. 

• Floyd County Fiscal Court consider the adoption 
of a clarification ordinance which clearly states that 
participation in the county's solid waste program is 
mandatory and clarifies the roles of all parties in­
volved with the solid waste program. A draft copy of 
this ordinance which has been reviewed informally 
by operations staff of both the Cabinet for Natural 
Resources and the Department of Local Govern­
ment is being forwarded to Judge Executive John M. 
Stumbo and Mr. Jim Hammond, County Attorney. 

• Floyd County Fiscal Court enter into a contrac­
tual agreement with Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc. 
for the specific purpose of collection and disposal of 
solid waste. The role of the fiscal court and/or its 
agent(s) with respect to planning, setting policy, 
establishing rates, and dealing with other aspects of 
solid waste management are identified in the pro­
posed new ordinance. 

•Implementation of a new ordinance which clearty 
stipulates that all residents, businesses and institu­
tions in Floyd County are mandated to participate in 
the County's solid waste program, and a public 
awareness program to ensure that the purpose and 
nature of the program are understood county wide. 

•A thorough, professional assessment of the col­
lection fleet and the collection route structure to 
determine the most cost effective process for col­
lecting waste and the extent to which additional 
vehicles are needed to accommodate universal 
collection. 

• The acquisition and placement of waste collec­
tion containers or boxes at locations throughout the 
county which are inaccessible to collection vehicles 
or where it is more cost effective to utilize such 
containers. 

• Negotiate an arrangement with Pike County 
wherein FCSW utilizes Pike County's landfill which 
is much closer than Prichard. This does not appear 
to be a realistic alternative, given the apparent 
impasse posed by the Pike County Fiscal Court's 
determination that resolution of the outstanding 
debt must occur prior to their acceptance of Floyd 
County solid waste in the future. 

• Attempt to locate an existing facility which could 
be used on a temporary basis as a transfer station. 
This would necessitate a "permit by rule" from the 
Natural Resources Cabinet and securing (either by 
lease or contract) a loader and trailer(s) in which to 
transport the garbage. It would allow FCSW to 
negotiate a short term contract with another landfill 
at a cheaper rate, resulting in cost savings on 
disposal costs as well as reduced maintenance 
costs and overtime charges for drivers. Just as 
importantly, it will provide FCSW sufficient time to 
develop a longer term approach/solution. (Contract 
has been made with Koch Victory Coal Company 
who has a suitable facility located near Garth landfill 
site and has indicated an interest in working with the 
FCSW program.) 

• A permanent solution to the waste disposal 
issue is significantly more complicated. There are 
no clear answers with respect to which landfills will 
be permitted after June 1995 or how much tipping 
fees will be increased at that time. Constructing and 
operating a permanent transfer station would be 
more cost effective for Floyd County if it were 
accomplished in coordination with one or more 
adjoining counties or cities. At this point in time, most 
of our neighboring counties appear to be undecided 
as to how they plan to dispose of waste over the long 
haul (in part because potential alternatives are not 
clearly evident). Finally, over $600,000 has already 
been expended on the development of a new landfill 
cell (Phase II) at the Garth site (permitted based on 
interim regulations). There is still some question as 
to whether it is physically and financially possible to 
utilize the Garth site as a contained landfill. 

• Obtain an evaluation from a qualified engineer­
ing finn as to the technical feasibility and financial 
practicality of use of Phase II or any other portion of 
the Garth site as a contained landfill. Both the 
Natural Resources Cabinet and Kenvirons Engi­
neers have indicated verbally that physical con­
straints at the site appear to prohibit its use as a 
contained landfill. 

• Determine the most appropriate location for a 
permanent transfer station and the cost benefits of 
coordinating with adjoining counties or cities in 
constructing and operating this facility. Negotiate a 
long term contract with a landfill which will be permit­
ted and operational under the contained landfill 
regulations. 

• Evaluate the scope of responsibilities for all 
positions, taking into consideration the current op­
eration of FCSW, and evaluate all current employ­
ees with respect to their capacity to hold those 
positions. Develop new job descriptions, clearly 
delineating specific areas of responsibility. 

(In Process) · 

Men more marriage-minded than women 

•Develop personnel policies specifically for FCSW. 
(Presently being drafted) 

•Determine the cost of providing basic health 
insurance as well as some form of retirement pro­
gram for employees; factor these costs into the 
overall costs of operations (and ultimately rates). 

•Develop employee evaluation procedures to be 
conducted on at least an annual basis. 

• Install a new billing system which provides 
sufficient customer, account transaction, routing, 
and related information and reports to properly 
manage the system. 

(In Process) 

•Update the customer data base, utilizing the 
most accurate information available which identifies 
the name and location of individuals and businesses 
throughout the county. 

(In Process) 

.Coordinate, to the extent possible, with the county 
and utility companies the process of tracking new 
customers as well as customer movements. 

(In Process) 

• Resolve all current outstanding account bal­
ances: Eliminate all duplicate accounts and ac­
counts of customers who are deceased, moved out 
of the county, defunct businesses; For those cus­
tomers whom FCSW determines have not received 
collections service, adjust their account and enforce 
current account payments; For those customers 
who have received services, negotiate payment of 
the past due balance. 

(In Process) 

• Upon public notification that the FCSW system 
is in fact mandatory, initiate billings to all residents 
and businesses in the county. 

• Implement and routinely enforce collections 
procedures to ensure that all accounts are kept 
current. Charge a designated employee with the 
responsibility of managing accounts collections. 

•Install a computerized accounting system which 
integrates all financial transactions of FCSW. Gen­
erate monthly financial reports (Income Statement, 
Balance Sheet, and others, as appropriate) for the 
FCSW board of direction and the Floyd County 
Fiscal Court. 

(In Process) 

• Because of the extreme cash flow problems 
which FCSW is presently facing, consolidation and 
refinancing of most of the long term debt should be 
pursued, with payments deferred for at least one 
year in order to allow the corporation to get its 
financial affairs under control. 

(In Process) 

•A resolution of the outstanding debt to Pike 
County must be reached per agreement of the Floyd 
County and Pike County fiscal courts. 

• Since there was no signed agreement with 
Kenvirons Engineers, appropriate documentation 
needs to be secured in order to substantiate the 
services provided and total amount of debt. 

(In Process) 

• An allowance or reserve must be factored into 
the costs of operations in order to liquidate verified 
debts owed to Pike county, Kenvirons, and costs 
associated with the closure of the original landfill 
and removal of stored garbage.

The piano lessons he had been 
taking since the age of five were 
invested with a renewed dedication. 

It was at the Cliburn Competition 
that Mr. Frampton began to seriously 
consider an alternative to a classical 
career. "I was at a farewell reception 
and some of the contestants who knew 
J improvised pop and jazz asked me 
to play a few times. I had just started 
when Van Cliburn himself walked 
in. lie told me he was impressed with 
my arrangements and that I should 
consider doing them professionally. 
With that kind of endorsement, I had 
to think seriously about going into 
tlle pop arena. I went home and started 
booking myself with a backup group 
and found I really loved it." 

The style Mac Frampton devel­
oped during the early years of pop 
concerts has proved durable. Based 
on classical technique but drawing 
liberally from jazz and rock idioms, 
the Mac Frampton sound continues 
to build a wider audience with each 
of the concerts he and his group have 
perfonned for community, college 
ru~d convention audiences. His suc­
cess has spawned sixteen record al­
bums, a motion picture soundtrack 
and unprecedented numbers of re­
turn engagements. When he is not 
perfonning, he spends much of his 
time recording, arranging and com­
posing. Mr. Frampton and his wife 
Nancy Jive in Atlanta and have two 
sons, Eric and Will.

Mrs. Risner's fifth and sixth grade 
students at the June Buchanan School in 
Hindman prepared diligently to partici­
pate in a party honoring Grant Wood 
recently.

"American Gothic." 

Risner's students chose Wood as the 
artist to celebrate, drew pictures of his 
work, wrote poems related to his most 
famous painting and finally dressed up 
like the man and woman in American 
Gothic.

educational lines.

Patti Rae Smith and Sue 
Burrier, extensi~,)ll110me economics 
specialists m fiome-based business 
and foods and nutrition, were teach­
ing and Joy Gilman served as a pan­
elist on the program. 

Smith said this is one example of 
a growing number of home-based 
businesses opening in Kentucky. 
Cooperative Extension Service of­
fers seminars on starting and operat­
ing different types of home-based 
businesses such as bed and breakfast 
operations and marketing crafL'>. 

Mrs. Gilman and her husb<md have 
both been involved with UK' sCoop­
erative Extension Service for many 
years. He was very active with 4-11 
and she still is a member of t11e Ken­
tucky Exte~sion Homemakers Asso­
ciation. 

Through the years. tl1ey have 
sought extension's assistance through 
Jane Dailey, extension agent for 

Shelby County. 
"She called me once to sec what 

preservatives she might usc to help 
her fruitcakes stay fresh longer," 
Dailey said. "I put her in touch with a 
food scientist at UK." 

Mrs. Gilman added, "I le told me it 
would be better not to usc preserva­
tives. Instead, I should concentrate 
on packaging. So rny fruitcakes have 
no preservatives. TI1ey are 100 per­
cent natural ingredients." 

Dailey added, "We have been a 
resource for her, but she has been a 
big resource for us. She cant ell people 
interested in starting a home-based 
business what to look for, what to 
avoid, how to go about getting 
started." 

And she has. 
"When I get a call from others 

interested in starting up their own 
business, I take them to her," Dailey 
said. "She can, in effect, give tl1em a 
whole seminar except it.' s on a one­
on-one basis." 

Learning is what it's all about, 
Mrs. Gilman said. Prospective home 
businesses should Ieam their local 
zoning restrictions before anything 
else. For example, in her case, while 
she bakes her cakes and operates her 
business from her horne, she cannot 
sell from her home. 

"Zoning laws restrict that," she 
said. ''I cannot even put a sign in my 
front yard to advertise the business." 

"I used to fix a plate of samples at 
every show or festival I went to," she 
said. "If people would taste it, they 
would buy it. We haven't had time to 
advertise. We sell all we have time to 
handle." 

Even so, she now has three em­
ployees and as the business continues 
to expand and the mail-order busi­
ness continues t.o grow, she plans to 
test the waters for advertising. 

She doesn't want to grow 1.00 big 
though. "Istriveforquality, not quan­
tity," she said simply. "I had two 
people call to complain about getting 
a hard cake. I thought that was ter­
rible. Bruce said two complaints out 
of all those cakes sold was pretty 
good. But I don't want any." 

She takes steps to avoid complaints 
too. Like the infonnation she received 
about packaging to improve shelflife. 

"I found out there is a big differ­
ence in packaging materials," she 
said. "All cellophane type plastic wmp 
is not the same. I talked with different 
companies and found one "pure" 
product that the company would guar­
antee freshness for three or four 
months. I found it would last even 
longer." 

Her cakes don't last that. long, 
normal! y. She found out that the pack­
aging she now uses lasts longer be­
cause she set aside one fruitcake in 
her kitchen and today almost. two 
years later it is still ftrm with fair 
color. That experimental cake won't 
ever be sold through. Mrs. Gilman is 
much too concemed about quality. 

"I strive for quality. not quantity."

Crop producers looking at waste 
products as crop nutrients 

With the approach of the growing 
sea'>on, Kentucky crop producers are 
looking for new sources of nutrients 
for their soil. 

"One nutrient source that is be­
coming increasingly available for 
land application in Kentucky is waste 
products that contain useable nutri­
ents for growing crops," said Bill 
Thom, extension soils specialist with 
t.hc University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture. 

The use of waste products as crop 
nutrients helps reduce the volume 
thrown into landfills as well as lower 
the cost of nutrients to farmers, he 
said. 

Several waste sources in Kentucky 
include cities, indu.c;tries, power gen­
erators and food processors, Thorn 
said. They may have waste products 
such as several types of compost, 
bioma-;s, various types of coal ash, 
scrubber materials from smoke stacks 
and residues from food processing.

crop producers need to be aware of 
when someone contacts them about 
possibly using a waste product as a 
nutrient source, he said. Wastes 
should be processed to reduce any 
pathogen hazards that may occur. 
There are federal and state regula­
tions that require penn its for the land 
application of many of U1ese prod­
ucts. 

Producers should also ask about 
the sources of the waste and request a 
complete chemical analysis of it, 
Thorn added. If producers are unsure 
about anything, they should not make 
an immediate commiunent. They 
should get the requested data and 
seck help in studying it to make the 
most intelligent decision.

I am of the opmion, 
from having talked wit11 him, tlmt he 
is t11e kind of person who would gladly 
pay for his own exam and buy his 
own gla.,ses if it \\Crc not for his 
limited income and a lot of medkal 
expenses. His need for a long over­
due eye exan1 and new glasses is 
legitimate. My heart went out to this 
man, but my empathy doesn't solve 
his sight problem. 

I certainly don't have 20/20 vi­
sion. Like most of you. at one time I 
diu. D utI' molder now. m1d like many 
of you my sight has not improved 
with age. In my particularc:L~e I can't 
read with glasses on. I can't watch 
TV wit11 tllem off, and, according to 
the state eye examiner. I need tl1cm to 
drive I too, not unlike the gentleman 
who called in, need an eye exrun and 
new glasses. So far. I have chosen not 
to sec an eye doctor. This man has no 
choice. He can't afford to sec one. 

Routine eye exams arc imporumt 
for ru1yonc with a sight problem. As 
we advance chronologically, it is 
important to our health that we have 
these routine exams more frequently. 
Witl1 early detection and proper treat­
ment. blindness that so many of our 
senior citizens experience. could be 
avoided. Yet, there arc not enough 
resources available to even begin to 
meet me vision needs of our senior 
citizens who honestly cannot afford 
to have their eyes cared for.

Products of rural mountain business 
featured in U.S. and Canadian Sears stores 

Using local mmerials, local people 
and minimal shop equipment, a Perry 
County man has found the way to put 
his products onto the shelves of every 
Sears hardware store in the United 
States and Canada. Operating out of 
a fonner vocational training wood 
shop at Home Place Clinic and using 
some of the tools installed in the shop 
in 1939, Curt Hoskins, the Perry 
County entrepreneur, has turned a 
desire to create a few jobs using local 
resources into a successful business. 
HecallshiscompanyTheBoxWorks 
because that's what it produces, 
boxes. These are, however, very spe­
cial boxes. They are used to display, 
ship and store expensive cutter bits 
and blades for wood working tools. 

While designed to contain tool 
bits and blades, the boxes are fine 
enough to sit on a desktop, coffee 
table or vanity. Hoskins says that he 
and the seven people he trained pro­
duce about 1,000 boxes every week. 
At present, all the boxes are shipped 
to Vermont America, a nationally 
known tool company based in Louis­
ville. V-A then packages them with 
cutter bits and blades and sends them 
either to Sears for sale in Sears' retail 
stores and catalogs or to one of Ver­
mont America's own subsidiaries for 
direct sale. 

The company is now making five 
different boxes, ranging from one 
about the size of a cigar box to one 
about double the size of a Sears cata­
log. Hoskins emphasizes that box 
quality in this market is of paramount 
importance. Tool manufacturers and 
vendors, he points out, are selling 
expensive tools to be used to create 
fine wood work and it is important 
that the box the tools come in demon­
strate almost the same quality of work. 
The boxes produced at The Box 
Works all have distinctive finger 
joints at the comers, perfectly fitted 
lids and either the Sears logo or one 
of Vermont America's logos on the 
top. 

"I would like to see hundreds of 
businesses in the mountains doing 
the kind of thing I've done with The 
Box Works," Hoskins said. "I'm cer-

tainly not getting rich, but I have 
created a job for myself and seven 
other people." Like many people in 
Appalachia, I Ioskins has done a lot 
of different things. He says he has 
been a salesman, electrician, plumber, 
contractor and coal operator. When 
asked if he had been a skilled wood 
worker, he said, "No, not really. I 
used my dad's wood working shop as 
a kid, but, as you can see from the 
gray hair, that was some time ago." 
You do have to be clever, he points 
out, but then quickly adds that there 
are a lot of people in the mountains 
more clever than he. 

So, what do you need to imitate 
him? Hoskins says when he decided 
he wanted to start what ended up 
being The Box Works he laid out 
several criteria. First, the product had 
to be one that had a continuous, 
month-in, month-out market. Second, 
it had to take a minimum amount of 
equipment-the university folk 
would refer to that as a minimum 
capital investment. Third, the prod­
uct had to be one that could clearly 
compete in a national or regional 
market. Fourth, the business had to 
be one that could effectively use lo­
cal labor. Finally, a facility must be 
available to house the business. 

On this latter point, tile E.O. 
Robinson Mountain Fund is provid­
ing the building at Home Place Clinic 
used by The Box Works. The build­
ing is a structure built in 1939 for a 
Yo-Tech Wood Shop. The minimal 
equipment, in the case of Hoskin's 
venture, consists of three table saws, 
three drill presses, one horizontal and 
one vertical edge sander, an air com­
pressor and some hand tools. One of 
the table saws and one of the dlill 
presses were originally purchased by 
the vo-tech school in 1939. There are 
also a variety of jigs, all made by 
Hoskins, to speed the production. I fe 
devised a hydraulic press to press U1e 
finger joints in place; a pneumatic 
press to seat the tops and bottom on 

the boxes; jigs to produce U1e exact 
cuts needed for the finger joints; and, 
when he could not find a vendor that 
met his quality demands for silk 
screening his customer's logos, he 
designed and built his own silk screen­
ing press. "Nothing I have done is 
beyond the ability of hundreds of 
people in the mountains," he claims. 
"In fact," he says, "Boxes every bit as 
good as ours could be produced with 
one table saw and a few hand 
tools ... not at a rate of 1,000 a week, 
but possibly at a rate sufficient to 
support one or two people." 

lie claims that being small is a 
competitive advantage. A small firm 
can go from concept to finished prod­
uct while the large flflll is trying to 
figure out where a potential new prod­
uct fits within its bureaucracy. 
Hoskins says The Box Works can go 
from idea to finished box in two 
weeks. 

Hoskins says he wants to see oth­
ers in the mountains start and suc­
ceed at new business. He says, "I 
believe in it enough that I'll even 
show otllCrs how to build boxes. I'll 
tell them everything but my costs and 
selling prices." You can't ask for 
much more than that.

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Easy steps for men to get prom prepped 
It's not unusual for women 

to spend days preparing for 
the prom, but men usually 
prepare for the prom at the 
last minute. Men, it'~ time to 
take time to pamper your­
selves. 

Facials 
Facials aren't only for 

women. Apply a masque to 
your face; relax a few min­
utes and remove. Masques 
tone up the skin and remove 
dead cells. A good scrubbing 
with a rough sponge w11l have 
the same effect. 

Do-it-yourself masques 
can be purcha.<;ed at discount 
stores. A professional facial 
can be done at any salon. 

Manicures 
Ragged, dirty fingernails 

suggest uncleanness. YUK! 
Take time out for a mani­

cure and pedicure. I Iere'show 
to do it right, according to 
Charles Hix's "Looking 
Good: A Guide for Men." 

• Wru;h and dry the hands. 
If the nails arc long, trim them 
with nail scissors and shape. 
Sides of the nail should be 
curved. Squared or sharp 
edges near the tender finger­
tips invite hangnails. 

• Use an emery board after 
trimming to smooth the nails. 
File from the sides to the cen­
ter at about a 45-dcgrec angle 
on the underside of the nail. 

• Soak fingertips in luke­
warm, sudsy water. Mild 
dishwashing liquid can be 
used to create the sudc;. Soak 

for two minutes. This will 
clean the nails and soften tile 
cuticles, strips of hardened 
skin at the base of the finger­
nails (and toenails). 

• Scrub surface with a nail 

brush. (fhis step is optional. 
If nails are weal, skip the 
brushing.) 

• Rub a small amount of 
cuticle cream or petroleum 
jelly on cuticle., if they haven't 

softened by the soaking. Gen­
U y push back the cuticles with 
an orange stick tipped with 
sterile cotton. A cotton swab 
will work also. Because fm­
gernail growth is controlled 
by the half moon area of the 
nail, a growing nail will 
emerge spotty if the cuticle is 
injured or is treated roughly. 

• Use a pumice stone to 
lightly whisk away any dead 
skin around the nail. Lightly 
rub away any stains on the 
fingers, such as nicotine. 

• It's time to soak the fin­
gers again. Soak in U1e sudsy 
solution for about 30 seconds. 

• After soaking, rinse and 
dry the fingers. Use a small 
amount of hand lotion or 
cream to soothe the skin and 
gently smooth it over the skin. 
Don'tforgetthecuticles. Rub 
a dollop of hand cream into 
the cuticle, gently pushing it 
back, each time band lotion is 
applied. 

• Buff the nails with a 
chamois buffer for a healthy 
shine. 

• Repeat thP. above steps 
about once a week, but a few 
nightly brushes with an em­
ery can't hurt. 

Pedicures 
Feet won't fit in a small 

bowl of water, but the steps 
for a pedicure are similar to 
those for a manicure. Toe­
nails grow more slowly than 
fingernails, though, so pedi­
cures don't need to be done as 
often. 

• Nail clipping for the toes 
should not end with curves. 
Instead toenails should be 
clipped squarely, straight 
across. Don't cut too short or 
the square edges may pierce 
the skin and cause ingrown 
nails. Use toenail clippers, not 
the curved scissors used on 
fingernails. 

• Soak the feet for at least 
10 to 15 minutes. Foot salts 
can be used instead of soap to 
combat foot odor. Relax. 
Soaking also helps increase 
circulation. 

• After soaking, work on 
tl1e cuticles. They rarely need 
trimming, but they do need to 
be softly pushed back. 

• Use a pumice stone to 
remove U1e dead skin. 

• If you have corns or cal­
luses, remove the cause be­
fore removing the effecL. 
Coms or calluses are usually 
caused by ill-fitting shoes. 
Doth coms and calluses are 
skin tl1ickenings on the feet, 
usually tl1c result of constant 
rubbing over bony areas, I Iix 
explains in his guide to men. 

I lix advises that removal 
of the com should be done by 
a physicim1. "for heaven's 

sake, don't use a razor blade 
tocutthemaway,"Hix writes. 
Coms are cone-!>hapcd and 
may extend far bcncatl1 U1e 
surface, possibly to the joint 
of the toe. 

Soft conlS between the toes 
c:m be self-treated by drying 
with rubbing alcohol and put­
ting some lamb's wool be­
tween the adjoining toes, Hix 
writes. lfthcydonotgoaway, 
see a doctor because infec­
tions sometimes accompanies 
soft corns, 1 Iix advises. 

Calluses can be self-re­
moved, but Hix recommends 
using extreme care. Calluses 
can be pumiced away after 
soaking. If they're deep and 
thick, removal should be done 
only by a physician, Ilix cau­
tions. 

• After using the pumice 
stone, massage the feet using 
a small amount oflotion. feet 
should not be too moist, 
though, because lhe foot will 
bccomeabrecdinggroundfor 
bacteria. 

• After applying tile lo­
tion, use foot powder or talc, 
then rub it between the toes. 

• Duff the toenails to a 
polished shine. 

To keep your feet in shape 
and to keep odor away, wash 
them twice daily. 

Use wmm water and soap 
to wash. Rinse with cold wa­
ter and then dry. Sprinkle the 
feet with alcohol, and make 
sure the skin between the toes 
is well doused with alcohol. 
Wait a few seconds and towel 
away moisture that hasn't 
evaporated. Douse with foot 
powder. 

At least once a week- or 
nightly- soak your feet in 
bath salts dissolved in hot 
water. Dry U1em carefully. 
Massage your feet. 

Begin the foot massage by 
kneading the sole with your 

fist. Hold your foot between 
hand~. First give a circular 
thumb massage to the top, 
and then the bottom. Give a 
fingertip rub to the ankle, and 
then apply pressure to the 
heel, still using your finger­
tips. 

"Run your thumb along 
each tendon in the top of the 
foot while squeezing the foot 
with hard pumping actions 
Uuee times between your 
hands. A twisting massage of 
each toe is the final step," I Iix 
writes in his guide to men. 

After the massage, apply a 
light moisturizer to your feet. 
Blotaway excess between the 
toes with a tissue. Use foot 
powder. 

Hair care 
Hair care does not start 

with a shampoo. It begins with 
a quick but complete brush­
ing before stepping into the 
shower. Brushing will acti­
vate the oil glands and loosen 
dcadscales.Don'toverbrush. 

After brushing, massage 
the scalp using the fmgertips. 
Work from the nape of the 
neck forward. 

In the shower, wet the hair 
thoroughly in wanner tepid 
water. Use about one table­
spoon of shampoo. Lather 
gently but fiJlll!y through the 
hair. Massage your scalp us­
ing your fingertips. 

Rinse thoroughly. You 
don't have to shampoo again, 
but you do need to rinse again 
because shampoo builds up 
on the scalp.

1 egg white 
1 tablespoon butter or 

margarine, melted 
2 cups pecan halves 
112 cup sugar 
I/2 teaspoon salt 
1 1/2 teaspoons ground 

cinnamon 
314 teaspoon ground nut­

meg 
314 teaspoon ground all­

spice 
Beat egg white (at room 

temperature) until stiff peaks 
form; fold in butter. Add pe­
cans. tossing gently to coat 
well. 

Combine sugar, salt, cin­
namon, nutmeg, and allspice 
in a small bowl. Sprinkle 2 
tablespoons sugar mixture on 
an ungreased baking sheet. 
Dredge pecans, 114 cup at a 
time, inremainingsugarmix­
ture. Spread pecans on bak­
ing sheet, and sprinkle with 
any remaining sugar mixture.

Wondering how to deter­
minethenumberofattendants 
and who they will be? Before 
asking everyone you know, 
consider the size of the over­
all wedding, its location and 
your budget. Remember, the 
more attendants, the more 
bouquets, boutonnieres and 
gifts to buy. 

Beverly Clark, author of 
Planning A Wedding ToRe­
member, gives us a detailed 
listofthcweddingpartymem­
bers and defines their duties: 

Maid Or Matron 
Of Honor 

Brides usually choose a 
maid or matron of honor they 
feel close to: a sister or best 
friend. If you're having a large 
wedding you may want 
botJ1-a married sister for the 
matron, and an unmarried sis­
ter or friend for the maid of 
honor. 

Your maid or matron of 
honor is indispensable and a 
big help throughout your plan­
ning and ceremony. Her cus­
tomary duties include the fol­
lowing: 

• Helps tJ1e bride with lots 
of details such as addressing 
envelopes, making favors and 
helping with the shopping. 

• Pays for her own wed­
ding attire. 

• Alone, or with brides­
maids, has a shower for tlle 
bride (optional). 

• llelps organize the 
bridesmaids with t11cir fittings 
and on tJ1e wedding day. 

• Keeps the groom's ring 
until tllc appropriate time in 
the ceremony, when she ex­
changes it for mcbride's bou­
quet. 

• AssisL'i t11e bride in dress­
ing before t11c ceremony and 
at the reception before t11e 
bride leaves. 

• Signs the wedding cer­
tificate as a legal witness. 

• Assists the bride witll t11c 
train and veil at the altar. 

• Is a member of tl1e rc­
cei ving line and is seated in a 
place of honor at t11e recep­
tion. 

Bridesmaids

There are no definite rules 
on thenumberofbridesmaids 
you should have. However, 
twelve is customarily the limit 
and most do not have more 
tllan eight. For a simple wed­
ding you should have fewer. 

You may have an even or 
uneven number. With three 
or less, the bridesmaids walk 
single file down the aisle and 
precede the maid of honor. 
With an even number of four 
or more, you may want them 
to walk in pairs. If the brides­
maids outnumber the ushers 
in the recessional, the extras 
can pair up or walk alone. 
Most brides try to keep the 
same number of bridesmaids 
and ushers because it makes 
for symmetry at the altar and 
in tlle pictures. They are usu­
ally close friends or sisters of 
tl1c bride or groom, and have 
few traditional duties, but add 
a colorful touch to the wed­
ding. 

• May be helpful with the 
pre-wedding errands and 
ta<>kS. 

• Purchase their own wed­
ding attire. 

• May, alone or togetllcr, 
have a shower for tlle bride 
and attend all pre-wedding 
parties. 

• Attend the rehearsal and 
rehearsal dinner party.

The groom usually 

chooses his brother, a close 
relative or best friend; how­
ever, it can be the groom's 
father or son in the case of a 
second marriage.

Irthey are large 
and noticeable with­
out a magnifying 
glass, they will affect 

the beauty of the stone; other­
wise, they will only affect the 
value. Flawless or perfect 
stones with no imperfections 

• Signs the wedding cer­
tificate as a witness. 

• Makes the first toast to 
the bride and groom at tlle 
reception and reads any tele­
grams. 

• Dances with the bride. 
• Sees that the suitcases 

are loaded into the honey­
moon car, and that the groom 
has his plane ticket. itinerary 
and traveler's checks. 

• Takes the groom's wed­
ding attire to the cleaners or 
rental shop. 

The Ushers 
Or Groomsmen 

Like the bridesmaids, there 
is no definite number of ush­
ers. A guide to follow is one 
usher for every 50 guests. 
Generallythesizeofthewed­
ding determines the number. 
For example, you wouldn't 
want ten ushers with only fifty 
guests. 

It is not necessary to have 
tlle same number of ushers as 
bridesmaids; however, it is 
better balanced if they are 
close in number. The ushers 
walk down the aisle in t11e 
processional singly, if less 
than four, and may be paired 
with four or more if you like. 

The ushers or groomsmen 
are usually brothers, relatives 
or close friends of the bride or 
groom. Their duties include 
the following: 

• Pay for their wedding 
attire. 

• Arrive at the church one 
hour before t11e ceremony to 
seat .the early guests. 

• Seat people with pew 
cards in the reserved or spe­
cial section. 

are obviously the most 
valuable and expensive. 

Carats-This is the 
size of the diamond. Color, 
cut and clarity determine 
the per-carat value. A 
higher-quality, smaller 
diamond may be worth 
more than a lower-qual­
ity, larger stone. As the 
size increases from one 
carat to over two or three, 
the price per carat in­
creases tremendously 
when the stone is of equal 
quality.

• Distribute wedding ser­
vice programs, if any. 

• Seat the bride's guests, 
usually on tlle left, and the 
groom's on the right. (In the 
Orthodox Jewish wedding the 
sides are reversed.) 

• Direct the placement of 
wedding gifts. 

• Seat the groom's parents 
in the right front pew and 
then the bride's mother in the 
left front row. She is the last 
person seated before the pro­
cessional begins.

The Flower Girl 
You may have one or two 

little flower girls. They should 
be about the same size. Usu­
ally the range in age is from 
four to eight. Tiny tots, al­
though very cute, are too 
young to understand what's 
going on and may be distract­
ing. 

She may carry a basket of 
rose petals t11at she scatters 
down the aisle, or a small 
bouquet. If rose petals are pro­
hibited in your church, she 
may carry baby roses to pass 
out as she walks down the 
aisle. 

Ringbearer Or 
Train bearer 

It is not necessary to have 
either a ringbearer or 
trainbearer. However, if you 
do know one or two cute little 
boys about four or five, you 
may want to let them take 
part. The ringbearer or train 
bearer may also be a little 
girl. If so, she should be 
dressed the same as U1e flower 
girl. The duties are minimal, 
but the children look ador­
able and add a special touch. 

• Theringbcarercarries the 
ring or rings tied by a ribbon 
on a satin or lacy pillow. 

•Theringbearermaywalk 
alone or with the flower girl, 
but precedes the bride. 

•The train bearer carries the 
bridal gown train, following 
the bride down the aisle. 
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Social dance: Ever-changing, ever popular 
The high school prom is a 

highlight of the school year, 
especially for juniors and se­
niors. It is an evening where 
memories are made. 

A social dance such as the 
prom is important because it 
provides a way for young 
people to have fun, socialize, 
and to make new friends. In 
the United States, dancing as 
recreation has long provided 
fun and a chance for social­
ization. On the American 
frontier, square dances pro­
vided pioneer families a 
chance to socialize. 

Dances also serve as a way 
for men and women to be­
come acquainted before they 
marry. 

Social dance fads 
Most social dance fads 

became popular during a par­
ticularperiod. The most fash­
ionable dances of one period 
are generally out of date the 
next An example is the Twist, 
which was popular in the early 
1960s. 

The tango, twist. waltz, 
minuet, and the big apple are 

dances became the latest 
dance craze when they first 
appeared on the social scene. 

Some popular dances were 
considered shocking when 
they first appeared. In the 
1800s, the close contact be­
tween partners who were 
dancing the waltz was con­
sidered disgraceful by many. 
Thesuggestivemovementsof 
somerockdancesofthe 1950s 
and 1960s were criticized as 
vulgar. 

Dance in Puritan Days 
Dance in the days of the 

Puritans in New England was 
considered okay as long as it 
was used as the Bible said it 
should be used: As a way of 
religious and civil celebra­
tion that praised God. Danc­
ing took on the curse of pa­
ganism when associated with 
feasts or public demonstra­
tions. One particular practice 
that was distasteful to the 
Puritans was dancing around 
the Maypole. "To the Puri­
tan, the Maypole was 'a 
stynchying idol' around which 
heathens worshiped," wrote 

Joseph E. Marks III in his 
book America Learns to 
Dance. 

By 1700, circle or round 
dances had become accept­
able to the Puritans because it 
taught manners and manners 
were considered a part of 
morals. Mixed dancing, how­
ever, was considered sinful. 
Despite it<; condemnation by 
ministers, mixed dancing be­
came popular and by 1700, 
people began to give balls. 

In the southern colonies, 
the wealthy took an opposite 
view of dance. They thought 
that dance was a necessary 
part of an education and an 
accomplishment proper for a 
gentleman. Slave and servants 
saw dance as a form as recre­
ation. But like New England, 
Virginia law forbid dancing 
on the Sabbath. 

The 1880s 
In the 1800s, southern 

colonies supported musical 
societie:; and clubs. But 
throughout the century danc­
ing was still denounced from 
some pulpits. However, one 
religious sect, the Shakers, 
had definite dance patterns as 
a part of their worship. The 
pattern was f urtber defined in 
1788, when "the square-or­
der shuffle" was introduced 
into Shaker worship. 

Despite it censure, social 
dancing was becoming in­
creasingly popular in the eigh­
teenth century. A<:. the demand 
for dancing instruction grew, 
dancing schools were set up 
and private schools included 
dancing m t11eir programs. 
Dancing masters, or instruc­
tors, taught dancing. Ken­
tucky had its share of dancing 
masters. 

"In Kentucky," wrote 
Marks, "Jeremiah Moriarty 
advertised that he would teach 
dancing, geography and use 

of the globes in both Lexing­
ton and Danville and that 'his 
character and method are well 
supported."' 

He added, "In 1793 Harry 
Toulmin, in his report on 
Kentucky and Virginia, stated 
that in regard to teaching in 
the counties of Mason and 
Washington, Kentucky, a 
dancing master would do 
well." 

As people learned dances. 
tile number of balls and a<:.­
semblies il]creased. The ro­
mantic waltz was the most 
fashionable social dance of 
the 1800s. Plainer folk. who 
were not considered a part of 
high society, were not invited 
to balls and assemblies. In­
stead, tl1ey danced at bees or 
frolics which combined work 
with pleasure. Several fann­
ers and their families would 
help a family with their work 
then have a meal and dance. 
They danced for fun and 
learned dances from older 
people in their group. 

Also in the 1800s, the 
cakewalk was started among 
American slaves as a high­
stepping promenade that 
pokedfunatthehaughtyways 
of plantation masters. Whites 
began to dance the cakewalk 
about 1890. 

The 1900s 
During the 1900s, people 

danced the Tango, the 
Charleston and the black bot­
tom. In the 1930s and 1940s 
they did the jitterbug to the 

• • • • • • 

Swing music of big dance 
bands. 

Social dance styles be­
came freer in t11e early 1950s 
with the advent of rock 'n' 
roll. Partners made up their 
own dance movements on the 
spoL During the 1960s and 
1970s, African-Americans 
created many dances that be­
came popular. 

In the 1970s, "disco" danc­
ing also reigned supreme. 
Dancing partners held each 

other and followed a pattern 
of steps to a disco beat. 

During the 1980s, young 
black males created a new 
craze called break dancing, 
which consisted of acrobatic 
movements performed to rock 
music. 

Today in popular dance, it 
seems tllat anytlling goes. 
Country line-dancing has its 
fans, and in certain circles 
disco dancing is being rcvi vcd 
from the 1970s.
