Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammong apparently will not chal-
lenge a part of a local circuit court
ruling that declared seats on the
county’s solid waste commission va-
cant.

In documents filed this week with
the state Court of Appeals, Hammond
said his appeal of a February 8 order
issued by Floyd Circuit Judge John
David Caudill concerned only
Caudill’s decision toname Bob Meyer
as custodian of the county's solid
waste program,

court stems from a lawsuit filed by

Hammond in the wake of a rate in-
crease adopted by the county’s solid
waste commission in December,
1993, which doubled the rates house-
holds pay for garbage pickups.

Hammond charged in that suil that
commission members John Allen,
Ned Bush, Ed Caudill, Otis Collins
and Bob McAninch should be re-
moved on grounds of malfeasance,
misfeasance and non-feasance.

On Februray 8, Judge Caudill ruled
that solid waste commissioners had
effectively vacated their seats at the
end of December because their terms
had expired and they had not been
reappointed, Caudill went on to ap-
point Meyer as an interim manager of
the solid waste program, but the judge
set no term on that appointment,

Though state law suggests Judge
Caudill’s ruling on the commission
vacancies may have been incorrect,
Hammond has advised the Court of
Appeals that he will not dispute that
part of the lower court’s decision.

Responding to a motion filed by
solid waste commission attorney Bill
Francis, which asked the appellate
court todismiss the commission mem-
bers as parties to the appeal,
Hammond suggested that Judge
Caudill’s decision on the commis-
sion vacancies must stand because no
timely appeal of the ruling had been
filed by commissioness.- Hammond
agreed that commissioners should be
removed as parties to his appeal, ad-
vising the Court of Appeals that “the
only issue to be decided in this appeal
is whether the trial court had the au-
thority to appoint a new director of
Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc.”

A hearing on the appeal will be
conducted next month,

Trial witness testifies gun
was pointed at police chief

Testimony will continue today,
Friday, in the trial of Rodney
Thornsberry, who is charged with
one count of criminal altempt to com-
mit murder and 11 counts of wanton
endangerment regarding an alterca-
tion prior to a controversial meeting
of the Wheelwright City Commis-
sion on January 23, 1993,

Thomsberry was charged after he
and then acting police chief Bob
Moore scuffled over control of
Thomnsberry's gun, and the weapon
was allegedly pointed at Moore's
head.

In his opening remarks at the trial
Thursday, prosecutor John Mann re-
minded jurors that “this is a real life

case, not LA, Law."

Mann told jurors that Thormsberry
was charged with criminal attempt to
commit murder when *he pointed the
gun at the head of Bob Moore."”

The charges of wanton endanger-
ment stemmed from the gun being
waved at occupants in the room dur-
ing the struggle for the gun between
Moore and Thornsberry, Mann said.

“A loaded gun was pointed at them
during the scaffle,” Mann said, “The
gun was swung back and forth, Their
lives were put in danger.”

A witness at the trial Thursday,
Mary Ann Johnson, who has been
city clerk at Wheelwright for seven
years, testified that she did not see the
gunswing back and forth, but that she
did see the gun pointed against Mr.
Moore's head when the two were

wrestling with the weapon.

“It was pointed like this,” she said,
clasping her hands togetherand point-
ing both index fingers toward the
center of her forehead.

Another witness, Donnie E. Cavins
of Bevinsville, testified that he saw
the gun swing around when Moore
grabbed Thomsberry’s arm (o try to
wrench the gun from Thomsberry’s
hand.

“I literally ducked down and
moved to the left,” Cavins said. He
told jurors that the gun was pointed at
him “at least once” during the action,

Thornsberry and Moore scuffled
over the gun, and then “they dove
into the floor like into apool,” Cavins
said. Cavins testified that while the

Floyd County voters who reside in
Middle Creck/Jack Allen, Rough and
Tough, Maytown, Bosco, Garrett/
Rock Fork, Lackey/Wayland and
Beech Grove precincts will be eli-
gible to vole in the Democralic state
representative primary.

The only race that will involve all
Democratic Floyd County voters is a

The unusual is usual for

Anything you could want—if you
are an animal lover! That's what
you'll find at Johnny Kilgore's home
at Pyramid.

“Every time | see something new,
I want to try this to see how it might
do,” stated Kilgore when questioned
about the unusual varieties among
his species of animals.

He has several varieties of fowl.
He has about thirty pigeons. Some of
the unusual breeds are called “saddle
backed" pigeons which means that
they are white with either a

reddishbrown shaped saddle on their
backs or ablack saddle covering their
backs. He has both colors. In the fall,
he bought a pair of white Show King
pigeons which are three to four times
bigger than a regular pigeon, His
older son, Chris, has fan-tailed pi-
geons. These pigeons have (ail feath-
ers which spread about their backs to
make a fan shape. He has regular
pigeons, as well. Colors among the
pigeons include white ones, blue
(gray) ones; some are blue and white
colored pigeons; and some are Spot-
ted pigeons, He has white colored,
miniature Call ducks and Canadian
geese and a variety of small Banlam

chickens which are claimed by his
two sons, Chris and Jason. One vari-
ety is a Silver-Duck Wing Bantam.
The rooster is gray with a black chest
and the hens are a plainer gray color.
He owns the white Comnish banty, the
Red-Laced Comish, the Old English
Spangle which is a deep red with
little white specks in both the male
and the female, the BB Red Banty,
and the White Old English Banty.
The Bantams are kept just for the
enjoymentofhaving asmall, “showy"
chicken.

He does own laying chickens, but
even their solid black bodies topped
with a white crest covering theireyes

makes them a distinguished exhibi-
tion. Yes, he does own common lay-
ing hens, too.

He has several tawny-colored,
ring-necked doves and one pair of
white doves that offer a quiet “coo.”
Other wild doves have been wel-
comed to his home. Johnny recalled
an expericnce when his neighbor
brought him two wild young doves to
raise. The experience began when a
spring windstorm blew so hard that it
broke a branch holding a dove’s nest,
spilling the young offspring onto the
ground. The neighbor ook them to

Parker lost the Wheelwright may-
oral election to David Marlee
Sammons in November by just six
votes.,

In the suit, Parker claimed that
several abuses had occurred at the
Lee Hall precinet.

The alleged abuses included ma-
chine vote totals and the number of
people who signed the register book
did notmaltch; andelecltioneering was
allowed al the polling place.

Parker also claimed in the lawshit

that election officers failed to have
voters sign their names on the pre-
cinct register; and that an abseniee
ballot was not counted.

Parker claimed the voting machine
used at Precinct 26 contained five
more votes than the number of volers

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multiplication. Like any
bit fmmly. “They will multiply
quickly!” stated Kilgore.

Barbado sheep are a new addition
to the collection of animals. These
brown-colored sheep do not have
wool like regular sheep; instead, their
outer covering is hair-like. A lamb
was born in the zero degree tempera-
ture weather on the night of January
15th. The other variety of sheep he
owns is the Hampshire sheep which
is white colored with a black face.

The sheep get along with his Al-
pine Goats. He has seven full-grown
goats and six baby goats which were
born through the cold temperatures
of January. They come in color com-
binations of black and white and some
have a white body with either a black
or grayish color beginning at the
shoulders, covering the head. His
four-year-old daughter Kimberly,
especially, loves the baby goats.
When her daddy had some recent

look at the animals, Kimberly led her
goat over to them and chatted freely
about her favorite animal. As they
were ready to leave, she invited them
to “come over to talk for awhile”
longer.

In caring for his goats, he has
purchased a “key-hole™ feeder which
keeps the goats eating without butt-
ing or fighting while they eat. It is
shaped like a key being rounded at
the top and more elongated at the
bottom. The goat will put his head
into the hole and will remain in this
stance until he finishes his meal,

Other, more common, animals
have a comfortable home at the
Kilgore's, 100. One horse has been
Johnny's for twenty-five years. Many
varieties of dogs bid a welcome as a
visitor comes.

How does he manage to take care
of all these different animals? “T usu-
ally start about 5:30 a.m., and feed
the horse, sheep and goats before I go
to work. It takes between thirty to
forty-five minutes.” In the evenings,
after finishing his work day as a car-
penter, he goes home to fill self-
feeders for the many members of the
fowl family. His job is completed
only after he hasemptied and cleaned
water dispensers before he refills
them. “When there is cold weather
with ice, I have a lot more work to
do,"” says Kilgore. In extremely cold
temperatures, he has to break the ice
and to give the bird families warm
waler to drink. A typical evening for
caring for his animal friends will in-
volve at least an hour of his time. If
there are repairs to be made to a cage
or it is a time for separating some of
the fowl or the other animals, then he
hasadditional time involved. In Janu-
ary, when the baby goats came, he
was up during the night at hours of 1
am., and 3 am., to check on the
mothers. “Babies need to get on their
feet and have their mother’s milk
rightaway,” he explained. In the cold

two men struggled on the floor, the
weapon was “visible™ in Thorns-
berry's back pocket.

Cavins testified that the weapon
“looked to be a .25 antomatic.”

“You could almost put it literally
in the palm of your hand," Cavins
said.

Testimony at the trial indicated
Thomnsberry gained control of the
gun and put it back in his pocket. He
then left the building and drove away
in his vehicle. Moore went to his car,
but discovered his car wouldn't start.

Cavins, a member of the South-
east Volunteer Fire Department who
drives a car equipped with flashing
emergency lights and sirens, told
Moore to hop into his car, The two
then gave chase in the general direc-
tion Thomsberry had fled, Cavins
said.

“We never got in sight (of
Thomsberry),” Cavins testified.

In cross examining Cavins' testi-
mony, Thomsberry’s attorney, Ned
Pillersdorf, questioned Cavins twice
about a possible attack on Moore by
Thomsberry aiming his car at Moore
and hitting the police chief with his
opened car door.

“I'didn’tsee that happen,” Cavins
said.

Pillersdorf, in his opening state-
ment to the jurors, compared the al-
tercation to two trains on different
tracks,

“The first train was a controver-
sial meeting where there were hard
feelings. Rodney just happened to be
there,” Pillersdorf said. The January
meeling was planned (o set a date to
oust then-police chief Charles
Harmon.

“The other train — why Rodney
was there — didn't have anything to
do with this (meeting). The other
train doesn't make good news."

The other train, Pillersdorf said, is
that Thornsberry was suffering from
a “personality disorder with schizo-
phrenia, a major deep depression,
and he had mental problems.”
Thomsberry was under the care of
Dr. Sowards, who is now deceased,
he said, and the doctor had prescribed
Prozac and valium for Thornsberry.

Thomsberry was alsohaving prob-
lems at home, Pillersdorf said.

Theevening of the meeting, which
was also Thornsberry's birthday, his
wife told him to leave, Pillersdorf
said. “He was trying to get relief from
the stress. He was losing control of
himself, so he went with his friend
Hubert Farmer."

Before going to the meeting,
Thomsberry, who had already taken
Prozac and other medication, drank
alcohol —“notasubstantial amount,”
Pillersdorf said.

During testimony at the trial, Ken-
neth Johnson, who was mayor of
Wheelwright at the time, said
Thornsberry didn’t “act the way he
usually does.”

When Thomsberry came into the
room before the meeting, he asked
Johnson about a stove in the room
that wasn't working properly.

“If anything happens to it tonight,
' kill it,” Johnson said Thornsberry
told him.

Kenneth Jobhnson then asked Andy
Akers to get the police chief to come
to the meeting because he had earlier
received a threat.

The stove had been making noises,
Cavins said. A short while later,
Thornsberry brandished his gun, say-
ing “if it quits tonight, I'l1 kill it” and
put the weapon back in his pocket,
Johnson said.

Cavins said be heard the sound of
“a weapon wrenched, a semi-aulo-
matic,” and he left the room, He met
acting police chief Moore and told
Moore that he thought someone in
the room had a weapon. Cavins said
he pointed in the general area where
he thought the man with the gun was

sifting.
Moore then stood behind the man
where Cavins had pointed.

Thornsberry asked Moore tomove to
the front, prosecuting attorney Mann
remarked in his opening statements.
Moore refused, and Thornsberry
stood up, Mann said.

When Thornsberry stood up, the
gun fell onto the floor, witnesses tes-
tified. Moore and Thornsberry
struggled, fighting to gain control of
the gun, testimonies recorded.

Kenneth Johnson testified that
both men had control of the gun all
the time.

Mary Johnson said both men
“wrestled against the window seal
and, the next thing I knew, they were
on the floor.”

Brereton’s little bundle

Now it’s official: Brereton Jones the thor-
oughbred breeder will benefit financially from
an awards program that Brereton Jones the
governor pushed through the 1992 Kentucky
General Assembly.

Mr. Jones will receive more than $16,000
under the program to foster competition among
Kentucky breeders. His friend Wayne Lyster
will receive nearly $23,000. Mr. Lyster is
chairman of the state Racing Commission,
which wrote the rules for allocating prize
money.

Are we suggesting that the competition was
fixed, that Gov. Jones and Mr. Lyster some-
how enjoyed an unfair advantage over their
fellow breeders? Not a bit. We're sure the

whole business was on the up and up.

Butit simply doesn’tlook right for a public
official to benefitfinancially, especially while
in office, from legislation he pushed.

This is another example of Gov. Jones’
ethical obtuseness. Remember when he in-
sisted, after becoming governor, onaccepting
contributions to retire an old campaign debt?
It wasn’tillegal at the time, but it wasn’tright,
either.

The Governor and Mr. Lyster can resolve
this controversy by donating their prize money
to charity. That way, they’ll be recognized for
their achievement as breeders without adding
to their personal wealth. —The Courier Jour-

Johnson County school
settlement should be public

Ityou’re aJohnson County taxpayer, you've
probably got as many questions for your local

school board as Converse has shoes for ath-
letes. Questions like:

* Is $75,000 in school money really miss-
ing?

« If it is, what relationship does that have to

last year’s suspension of Johnson Central

High School Principal Stephen Butcher?

* Why did the board decide to settle the

dispute by giving Butcher $45,000 and a neu-

tral job recommendation in exchange for his

resignation?

* And why did the board want to keep this
settlement secret?

On second thought, cancel that last ques-
tion. It's pretty obvious why the board would
want to keep that a secret. Lots of public

agencies want to keep the public in the dark

about actions that raise questions.

To the mind unhindered by legal training, it
might seen that any settlement made by a

public agency and involving public money

should be a public record. And in fact, the

state attorney general’s office has ruled thatis
the case on several occasions. But public
agencies around the state—including some in
Lexington—continue to agree to secret settle-
ments.

The Johnson County case knows exactly
what's wrong with such secrecy and why the
public should have access to the details of all
settlements made with public money. At the
'moment, all anybody knows for sure about the
suuauon in Johnson County is that it raises
lots of questions. That's not good enough, but
it may be the best that can be hoped for until
the law is made more definite or a court rules
that the public has a right to know what’s
being done with its money. —Lexington Her-
ald-Leader

Not in my school you don’t

Ask any 10 Americans what they
think of the public schools, and six or
seven will el you that public schools
are in big trouble and need major
changes to improve the quality of
education.

Most will insist, however, that their
own public school—the one across
the street or down the block—is do-
ing a good job and needs only aminor
tuneup, if it needs anything at all,

A new survey by the American
Association of School Administra-
tors found that two-thirdsof the 1,000
adults interviewed were ready to re-
form the nation’s public schools, but
only one-third were ready to reform
the schools in their own neighbor-
hoods.

Americans have a similarly am-
bivalent attitude toward Congress:
Your lawmaker is a thief and a scoun-
drel. Our lawmaker, no matter how
inept he or she may be, is a statesman
and a scholar,

But there is something to be
learned from the latest survey on pub-
lic education—and it has nothing to
do with money or test scores. [t has o
do with discipline in the classroom,

More than one adultin five blamed
a lack of discipline, or a lack of val-
ves, for making public education
worse than it should be. The message
to teachers is that troublemakers
should not be tolerated. They make
life miserable for the other students.

Exactly how discipline can be
bolstered in a public school where
parents are quick to defend their chil-
dren against even the slightest repri-
mand is unclear. Teachers complain
about having to deal with emotion-
ally disturbed children, but the ten-
dency is to keep such children in
regular classes, regardiess of how
disruptive they may be.

Admittedly, the teaching of val-
ues can be controversial. But if
schools fail to promote good citizen-
ship—honesty, hard work, respect
for the law—they aren’t doing their
job.

The survey found that parents in
small towns are more satisfied with
public education than city dwellers
or suburbanities. Maybe | that’s be-
cause small-town people tend to have
closer community and family rela-
tionships and take personal pride in
their public schools.

McNeeley verdict stands

Convicted murdered William “Bo" McNeeley
remaing in his cell at the Big Sandy Regional
Detention Center after the state’s highest court
upheld his conviction for the January 20, 1990
murder of two-year-old Sherman Jay Newsome.

The conviction was upheld even though the
high court said that former prosecutor John R.
Triplett made significant errors that might have
resulted in a reversal.

McNeeley, convicted and sentenced to life for
the stomping death of Sherman Jay Newsome at
McNeceley's Martin County residence, has main-
tained his innocence throughout his trial, convic-
tion and sentence. The high court, while agreeing
that Triplett, in “over-trying” the case, made
errors, the evidence was overwhelming against
McNeeley.

An autopsy of Newsome, who was beaten and
stomped for writing in a book, found a large
among of blood in the child’s abdominal cavity,
the result of a one-inch tear in the liver. The
autopsy also revealed separated vertebrae and
concluded that Newsome was killed by a blunt
force rauma from the back—consistent with
Triplett's assessment.— The Mountain Citizen

Upcoming Mother’s and Father’s Days
bring sad reminders for some families

Most parents look eagerly toward
the upcoming holidays that honor
mothers and fathers.

But for those families who have
recently lost a child, Mother’s Day
and Father's Day are particularly dif-
ficult to handle.

In Kentucky about 400 babies die
every year, including about 100 to
Sudden Infant Death Syndrome,
sometimes called crib death. (SIDS
is the sudden and unexpected death
of a seemingly healthy infant whose
death remains unexplained even af-
ter an autopsy.)

Ida Lyons, R.N., coordinator of
the Kentucky Department for Health
Services infant grief counseling pro-
gram, says holidays that emphasize
families and children are especially
difficult when families are grieving.

“Mother’s Day and Father's Day
involve warm, happy feelings about
parents and their children,” she said.
“When a family has a child who is
missing the warm feelings might get
displaced by feelings of sorrow and
helplessness.

“It goes without saying that fami-
lies who have lost a child grieve ev-
ery day—the thoughts about thatloss
never go away completely,” she said.
“But family holidays seem to inten-
sify the hurt in a way that’s hard to
understand by people who have not
gone through a tragedy such as these
families have."”

Lyons says that families can do
things to help them cope with the
holidays.

“Nothing will take away the hurt,”
she said. “But facing the issue head-
on sometimes can help ease the pain.”

The most important advice she
gives families is very simple—do
what feels right for you.

“There is no ‘proper’ way to cel-
ebrate Mother’s Day and Father's
Day—families must decide for them-
selves what they'll do,” she said.

Lyons says some families prefer
to privately remember their child.
Others want to talk with friends and
family members about special memo-
ries.

Family and friends can provide
tremendous help to grieving parents
by simply listening to what they need
to say—if they choose to talk.

“Family members and friends
should be especially sensitive to the

fact that the father is hurting as much
as the mother is,” she said. “Society
tends to deny fathers the same griev-
ing process as mothers, but inside
they're just as torn up and need the
same type of support that mothers
need.”

Some families find comfort in vis-
iting their child’s grave site on spe-
cial days, Others may wish to make a
contribution of money, items or time
to a children’s organization.

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Groundbreaking education bills
passed into law by General Assembly

The 1994 regular session of the
Kentucky General Assembly passed
55 education-related bills into law.
Some of the most groundbreaking
bills include:

SB 50 Prohibits a superintendent
from appointing himself/herself 10
another position in the district at the
end of his or her term; SB 133 Allows
teachers to receive one year's credit
for experience (not tenure or retire-
ment) if they teach on at least 140
school days in a one-year or two-year
period and teach the equivalent of 70
full days during that time; SB 206
Requires all committees established
by a school council to allow partici-
pation by classified employees and
parents; SB 242 Allows school dis-

tricts which missed at least 10 days
due to weather (o extend the school
day to make up five days; allows
districts to decide whether or not to
make up January 18-21; allows dis-
tricts to request that their five worst
days of attendance be deducted from
their ADA calculations if they can

document weather-related causes for
low attendance; SB HB 50 Requires
local districts to have written con-
tracts with all classified employees
and to have policies relating to terms
and conditions of employment, fringe
benefits, employee rights, discipline
and layoff procedures; HB 68 Allows
local school districts to vary the length
of the school day without State Board
approval provided that students re-

ceive the equivalent of six hours of
daily instruction for the entire year;
HB 91 Allows school council mem-
bers to be removed from office by the
local board in the same manner and
for the same reasons as a local board
member, superintendent, administra-
tor or teacher may be removed; HB
256 Creates the Kentucky Institute

for Education Research, for the pur-
pose of conducting research on
KERA, including KIRIS validity—
also makes “mid-course corrections”
in KERA, including non-measure-
ment of Goals 3 and 4 and postpone-
ment of sanctions; HB 327 Allows
councils to set two-year terms for
members.

sWhat Every Woman Should Know
About Menopause and Osteoporosié

Menopause, A Risk
Factor

(NAPS)—Nearly one-
third of the United States
female population—36
million women—has expe-
rienced menopause. As the
21st century approaches,
another 21 million women
of the baby boom genera-

. tion will join them. With

W the advent of this popula-
tion's maturity, women's
issues such as estrogen
replacement therapy and
osteoporosis will command
greater attention.

That’s because at
menopause, the ovaries
reduce and eventually
cease their production of
estrogen and proges-
terone, the female sex hor-
mones that regulate
monthly periods. Estro-
gen, in particular, plays
an important role in sever-
al bodily functions includ-
ing the maintenance and
conservation of bone tis-

ue. Without estradiol (a
very potent estrogen pro-
duced by the ovaries),
women experience loss of
bene mass which can lead
to osteoporosis.

Osteoporosis, meaning
porous bone, is a disease
characterized by the loss
of bone mass which leads
to decreased bone strength
and poor bone quality,
which results in increased
risk of fractures.

Today 25 million
Americans have osteo-
porosis, which causes an
estimated 1.5 million
fractures annually. Of
those 25 million, 80 per-

®eont are women, Women
who are likely to develop
osteoporosis often have
the following characteris-
tics: white or Asian race;
slim build; cigarette
smokers; a family history
of osteoporosis in a moth-
er, sister or aunt; and
early menopause (change
of life). In addition, the
National Institute for
Aging reports that osteo-
porosis is more closely
related to menopause
than to a woman's chron-
ological age.

Loss of bone mass is

aan inevitable part of
aging, but it is especially
pronounced in post-
menopausal women. The
National Institute on
Aging defines meno-
pause as a risk factor for
osteoporosig because
estrogen diminishes at an
accelerated rate at the
onset of menopause.

Osteoporosis is a silent
disease. Most women
don’t even know that they
have it until they experi-
ence a sudden fracture of
the wrist or hip or a
stooped posture caused by
a deteriorating backbone.

@ strogen Replacement
Therapy
Bone loss is most accel-

erated in the first five
years after menopause.
But estrogen replacement
therapy (ERT) can protect
women against bone loss
and osteoporosis for as
long as 10 years. In fact,
ERT is documented to
reduce the rate of verte-
bral fractures even when
started as late as six
years after menopause
and to reduce the risk of
hip and wrist fractures by
approximately 60 percent.

Bone loss resumes
once therapy ends. As a
result, physicians advo-
cate the use of low-dose
estrogen replacement
therapy for at least 10 to
15 years, and some doc-
tors even recommend life-
long use. Women should
discuss the benefits and
risks of long-term ERT
with their doctor.

A New Therapy

In the interest of
women'’s health, medical
professionals raise con-
cerns about noncompli-
ance. Although ERT helps
prevent osteoporosis,
many women discontinue
therapy when vasomotor
symptoms, such as hot
flashes and night sweats,
cease. In fact, 85 percent
of women eligible for ERT
are not undergoing thera-
py, placing them at risk
to the effects of bone loss.
Of greater concern among
those who suffer hip frac-
ture (a common conse-
quence of osteoporosis in
very elderly women),
between 12 and 20 per-
cent will die within three
months from complica-
tions. The incidence of hip
fractures is greatest with
advanced age,

To address this issue,
Bristol-Myers Squibb
Company recently intro-
duced its low-dose estro-
gen replacement therapy,
Estrace® (estradiol
tablets, USP) 0.5 mg,
which is effective in pre-
venting further loss of
bone density in post-
menopausal women when
used as directed and in
econjunction with regular
check-ups by a health
care provider. While
Estrace 1.0 mg and 2.0
mg have been available
through physicians for
the relief of vasomotor
symptoms, such as hot
flashes and night sweats,
the new low-dose tablet is
now available by prescrip-
tion for osteoporosis pre-
vention, In a clinical trial,
low-dose Estrace 0.5 mg
helped prevent osteoporo-
§i8 in postmenopausal
women. Those in a place-
bo group lost bone mass.

Osteoporosis, known
as the silent disease,
poses a real threat to
postmenopausal women.
Only 15 percent of
women eligible for ERT
undergo therapy. Post-
menopausal women not

undergoing therapy
should start or re-
initiate discussions with
their doctors about the
importance of osteoporo-
sis prevention. Even
women who have been
postmenopausal for sev-
eral years and have never
received ERT can still
benefit from the bone-
preserving effects once
they begin taking it.

ERT class labeling rec-
ommends that women
take the lowest dose of
estrogen that provides the
protective effect, because
there are risks as well as
benefits associated with
ERT, Estrogens should
not be used in individuals
with any of the following
conditions: known or sus-
pected pregnancy since
estrogens may cause fetal
harm; unusual vaginal
bleeding; known or sus-
pected cancer of the breast
or uterus; and circulation
problems or abnormal
blood clotting disorders,
Estrogens have been
reported to increase the
risk of cancer of the uterus
in women who have had
their menopause. Women
should advise their doctor
if they have heart disease
before beginning ERT.
Common side effects of
low-dose Estrace 0.5 mg
include nausea and vomit-
ing, breast tenderness or
enlargement, and reten-
tion of excess fluid,

Low-dose Estrace 0.5
mg contains only 178
estradiol which is derived
from naturally occurring
compounds from plant
sources. It is the same as
the female hormone,
estradiol, that is natural-
ly produced by the ovaries
before menopause.,

Sensible Healthcare

Osteoporosis is a debil-
itating disease that sti-
fles mobility, but it may
be prevented by adhering
to a consistent regimen.
Doctors recommend that
women who are
approaching menopause
should get plenty of
weight-bearing exercise
to strengthen their bones.
Women should also eat
foods high in caleium and
vitamin D and avoid
smoking and excessive
amounts of alcohol.
Finally, women may
want to discuss low-dose
estrogen replacement
therapy with their doc-
tors—to prevent osteo-
porosis and to begin their
golden years on strong
footing.
