Nine Floyd Countains were ar­
rested early Thursday morning in a 
five-county roundup of suspected 
drug dealers conducted by the Moun­
tain Area Drug Task Force.

Thursday morning searching for 61 
people wanted on 82 counts of vari­
ous drug charges.

In Floyd County, sheriffs depu­
ties had nine of 12 people in custody 
and arrests were pending on three 
people.

Election suit arrives 
at critical crossroad 
Judge will determine direction for dispute in two weeks

The issues cited in a Floyd County 
election fraud lawsuit are at a cross­
road and Perry Circuit Judge Doug 
Combs will decide in two weeks 
which direction the case will go. 

In a hearing Thursday in Perry 
Circuit Court, C.K. Belhasen, attor­
ney for Dale McKinney, asked the 

judge for a continuance, and Eric 
Hall, representing Floyd Judge-Ex­
ecutive John M. Stumbo, asked that 
the lawsuit be dismissed. 

McKinney, an unsuccessful 
Democratic candidate for judge-ex­
ecutive in the 1993 May Primary 
election, filed a civil lawsuit against 
Stumbo last June, alleging that 
Stumbo committed election law vio­
lations. 

On Thursday, Judge Combs told 
attorneys that he would rule on the 
issues May 31. 

Belhasen asked for a 90-day con­
tinuance in the case because issues 
raised in the lawsuit are being inves­
tigated by the state attorney general's 
office. Belhasen asked for the addi­
tional time to see if any action would 
be taken by the attorney general's 
office after their investigation.

A federal mining inspector from 
Floyd County who was arrested Mon­
day and charged with extorting bribes 
from coal companies may plead 
guilty. 

Edward L. Kendrick, 56, of 
Melvin, pleaded not guilty Wednes­
day in U. S. District Court at Pikeville. 
But Kendrick, who is cooperating 
with federal officials, may change 
his plea, according to his attorney, 
Ned Pillersdorf. 

"We anticipate filing a motion for 
rearraignment," Pillersdorf said, de­
clining to go into details. 

Another Floyd County man, 
Clifford Crum, 58, of Allen, and John 
W. Banks, 44, ofMyra in Pike County, 
were arrested with Kendrick on Mon­
day. The three U.S. Mine Safety and 
Heallh Administration inspectors 
were charged with accepting hrihcs 
from coal companies in the Pike dis­
trict over the lac;t four years for over­
looking mining violati~ns. 

A Letcher County man, James W. 
Morgan, 49, who is a former state 
reclamation inspector, also was in­
dicted on a bribery charge. His ar­
raignment is today in Lexington. 

Crum's trial is scheduled for June 
15; Kendrick's is set for July 12 and 
Banks' for July 11. 

trial of Larry D. Robinson, 44, to 
August 22. 

Robinson is charged with running 
over 52-year-old William Kent 
"Bucky" Rose with a vehicle at Ban­
ner on May 29, 1993. Robinson had 
allegedly been stalking Rose and his 
wife, Mary, on the day Rose was 
killed.

In March, a Floyd County Grand 
Jury asked the state attorney general 
(AG) to investigate allegations of 
public corruption and election fraud 
in Floyd County.

Council offers reluctant 
go-ahead to sewer plan

It looks as if construction on a new 
sewage treatment plant in Martin will 
begin this summer with the city 
council's award of construction con­
tracts Wednesday night 

Council approved entering into 
contracts with Charles Contracting 
and G & L Pipe Engineering to build 
the treatment plant, but the move was 
not without some minimal risks . 

Libby Ratcliff with the Big Sandy 
Area Development District, told 
council that she had received a verbal 
commitmentfromtheFarmer'sHome 
Administration to the city of a grant 

for 75 percent of the additional 
S 107,000 needed to complete the$2.6 
million project. 

City officials have already re­
ceived grant monies to cover just 
over half of the construction costs. 
The city will have to get a loan for the 
remaining construction costs not cov­
ered by the grant monies. 

The construction project has been 
delayed for months while right-of­
way and condemnation cases have 
been pending in court. Ratcliff in­
formed council Wednesday thatthose 
cases have effectively been settled, 
which paves the way for construction 
to begin. 

Councilman Alan Whicker ob-

jccted to proceeding with construc­
tion because Farmer's Home has not 
confirmed the grant award in writing. • 

Ratcliff told council that she felt 
comfortable that the grant would 
come through and advised them that 
the construction bids would expire 
May 15. She added that time was also 
runningoutona$579,212loanappli­
cation with the Kentucky Infrastruc­
ture Authority. 

If the contracts were not awarded, 
Ratcliff said that the project would 
have to be rebid which could result in 
higher prices and council was in dan­
ger of breaking up the funding pack-

Governor takes to the road 
to promote park upgrades 

Governor Brereton C. Jones bas 
announced he will travel throughout 
Kentucky next week in a campaign to 
"Save Our State Parks." 

The governor's tour will include a 
stop next Thursday, May 19, at Jenny 
Wiley State Park. 

"Kentucky's state resort parks, 
once considered the finest in the na­
tion, are in need of extensive repair 
and renovation," Governor Jones said. 

The week-long bus tour, which 
will include the governor, tourism 
cabinet secretary Crit Luallen, parks 
commissioner Mark Lovely and oth­
ers from the administration, will be­
gin in Louisville on Monday, May 16 
with a news conference marking the 
start of Tourism Week in Kentucky. 
At that time, the governor will re­
lease the 1993 tourism economic 
impact figures. 

"Our state parks are vital to the 
economy of our Commonwealth," 
said Governor Jones. ''They provide 
7,500 jobs for our people and add 
nearly $300 million to our state's 
economy." 

Governor Jones submitted to the 
1994 General Assembly a list of 71 
projects aimed at improving and en­
hancing state parks in Kentucky. He 
proposed financing the improvements 
through a $100 million bond issue. 
However, the budget which was 
passed by lawmakers did not include 
any money for state parks, so Gover­
nor Jones vetoed that budget. 

"We cannot tWll our backs on our 
state parks," Jones said. "This bond 
issue is a historic opportunity to 
achieve long-term economic benefits 
through strategic investment. Our 
state budget must include the bond 

issue to allow the parks system to 
retain the title of "nation's finest."' 

The governor will call a special 
session of the General Assembly to 
pass a new, two-year state budget In 
his tour next week, he will seek the 
support of people throughout the 
Commonwealth for the parks 
projects. 

"Last December, when I proposed 
the bond issue to save our parks, I 
promised to bring back the brilliance 
to the Kentucky Parks System, which 
has long been called the jewel of all 
state parks systems in this country," 
Governor Jones said. ''The jewel's 
luster has been dulled by wear and 
tear. However, with the support of 
the people in this Commonwealth, 
that jewel will soon shine brightly 
again."

I No rooms at the inns? I 
by Scott Perry 

A report issued this week con­
cluded that Kentucky state parks 
are missing a chance at profit­
ability because there are too few 
rooms at most to accommodate 
visitors. 

Many parks in our area have 
no accommodations at all. 

The solution, we think, is ob­
vious. 

Open the way for private de­
velopment. 

Neither Paintsville Lake nor 
Yatesville in Lawrence County 
have any short-term plans to 

• offer room and board for visi­
tors. 

That's a shame. 
Thou$ands of people vtslt 

those lakes every year, but the 
state is unable to capitalize on 
the profit potentials because 
there is no way to keep those 
visitors there. 

It makes sense then, since the 
state park system is so finan­
cially strapped, to use those fa­
cilities as experiments in 
privatization. 

We suspect both Paintsville 
and Yatesville could have lodges 
up and running within a couple 
of years if private entrepreneurs 
were allowed to develop the 
needed facilities. 

The entire region would ben­
efit from such an arrangement, 

too, and the state could pocket a 
percentage of the revenues with­
out having to lay out any capital. 

We could take the privatization 
concept a step further, too, by 
permitting new development 
and expansion at parks, like 
Jenny Wiley State Park, that al­
ready have some tourism facili­
ties. 

Since Jenny Wiley is already 
established as a tourism attrac­
tion, wesuspectitwouldberela­
tively easy to attract private in­
vestors to new projects ... like the 
proposed golf course. 

Most proposals for lakes in 
Eastern Kentucky would require 
the participation or approval of 
the U.S. Army Corps of Engi­
neers, which owns the rights to 
much of the developable prop­
erty. 

The Corps has never expressed 
much interest in making money 
at their flood control projects 
and the restrictions they apply to 
any proposed development are 
many. 

But the lakes themselves 
should be the middle ground for 
a joint effort among state, fed­
eral and private concerns to solve 
the state parks' financial prob­
lems and, ultimately, save those 
scenic wonders from economic 
ruin. 

The longer we wait, the more 
we lose.

Money is therefor coalfield work; 
let's use it 

If rich people in Southern California build houses 
on what am owns to loose dirt and then rains turn that 
dirt into rivers of mud, the sight of homes flowing down 
the sides of mountains is national news. 

Cameras record every cracked foundation. The 
nightly news tapes men and women in work clothes 
(Calvin Klein jeans) trying to save the family heir­
looms. G~vernment declares the entirely predictable 
scene a disaster (the mud has flowed in Southern 
California for eons) and sends money, fast. 

Wben people in McCreary County build houses and 
churches on perfectly good ground, but have the mis­
fortune to live below an abandoned strip mine, forget 
the sympathy. When the old strip bench collapses and 
mud and rocks tumble down on church, trailer or stick­
huilt home, there is no disaster declaration-and there 

is precious little money. 

And get this: The money is there to fix the problem. 
Where the federal government has to add to the deficit 
to clean up other disasters, the damage caused by 
abandoned strip mines is paid for in advance. 

Since 1977, coal companies have paid $800 million 
to f1X the havoc caused by abandoned strip mines. In 
the last 16 years, only $108 million of that amount has 
been used to fum up the land damaged by unscrupu­
lous miners. So, wbilean abandoned mine in McCreary 
is slumping onto a cemetery and church, about $700 
million sits in a dusty account in Washington, D.C. 

It's not right. Coal companies have paid to protect 
coalfield homes. The homes need protection. And 
$700 million sits idle. 

A congressional subcommittee met Tuesday to dis­
cuss the budget for the Department of Interior, where 
the moribund abandoned mine land fund can be found. 
Therefore, now is a good time for a test of the Kentucky 
congressional delegation. 

Before you bring Kentucky any new projects, Sens. 
Ford and McConnell and Reps. Rogers, Bunning, 
Baesler, Barlow and Mazzoli, get the coalfields what 
they need. See that the abandoned mine land fund is 

used to protect Kentucky homeowners from disaster.

Forget more rooms; build lodge 
at Paintsville lAke 

A legislative panel is looking into the possibility of 
building more lodge and cabin space at Kentucky's 
state resort parks. Before they add rooms at existing 
facilities. though, I suggest they build a lodge and some 
cabins at the state's forgotten park-Paintsville Lake. 

I can think of no other park in Kentucky that bas 
been ignored more than Paintsville Lake. Since it 
opened in the 1980s, the lake bas been promised 
facility after facility by every official holding office. 
Yet, year after year, we see those promises dwindle 
away. 

Paintsville Lake was supposed to be a godsend for 
Johnson County. Aside from flood control, the lake 
was supposed to help our tourism market and bring 
thousands and thousands of people to our part of the 
state. True, Paintsville Lake has attracted all kinds of 
fishermen and been featured in national publications, 
but it bas yet to provide a reason for other people to 
visit 

The General Assembly will return in special session 
in a few months to consider a two-year spending plan ... 

Considering lawmakers' reluctance to pump more 
money into park renovations- and even less enthusi­
asm for new facilities- it's likely that Paintsville Lake 
will again be left out of the state's spending plan. 

State officials are trying to get private developers 
interested in building lodges, cabins, restaurants and 
other facilities at resort parks. My question is, why 
would developers want to spend millions of their 
dollars to construct facilities at state parks when the 
state is afraid to do it? As long as the state is hesitant 
about improving and expanding our state park system, 
private development is not going to happen. 

And we know from experience that state officials 
apparently have little interest in Paintsville Lake. If 
they do, now is the time to show it. - Paintsville 
Herald

Social Security needs an overhaul

One of the great hoaxes of the 

1990s is the fear that the Social Secu­
rity system will go broke in the next 
century, depriving present -day work­
ers of their future rewards. 

It'safearthatdoesn'tmakemuch 
sense. Can you imagine Congress 
lettingoldpeoplestarvein the streets? 
But it serves as a useful rallying cry 
against deficit spending. 

As long as Social Security sur­
pluses are invested in government 
bonds to help finance the federal bud­
get deficit, alarmists can claigl the 
money won't be there when baby 
boomers retire. 

As a practical matter, the bonds 
will be honored, even if it means 
raising taxes. But there's no denying 
that the Social Security system, as we 
know it today, is in need of a major 
overhaul. 

Otherwise, the burden will become 
intolerable. 

As a starter, the benefits paid to 
retirees with substantial incomes 
should be completely taxable. Why 
should young workers pay stiff So­
cial Security taxes so that senior citi­
zens with far fewer fmancial recom­
mend can receive benefits tax-free? 

Undercurrentlaw,retiredcouples 
pay taxes on up to half the benefits 
they receive when their incomes ex­
ceed $32,000 a year and up to 85 
percent of benefits if their incomes 
are more than $44,000 a year. 

Single retirees pay taxes on up to 
50 percent of their benefits when 
their incomes exceed $25,000 a year 
and up to 85 percent of benefits if 
their incomes are more than $34,000 
a year. . 

And why should a retiree with 
income of $40,000 a year pay any 
less in income taxes than a worker 
with income of $40,000, especially 
when the older person may be more 
affluent? 

"The elderly aren't poor, for the 
most part," says Reo Christensen, a 
retired political science professor who 
teaches a course at Miami University 
of Ohio. "Their net worth is nearly 
twice the national average. They live 
better-by far-than any elderly 
group in the history of the human 
race." 

Federal law requires that the nor­
mal retirement age be raised to 67 by 
2027, but why wait that long? 

Rep. Dan Rostenkowski, D-Ill., 
who heads the House Ways and 
Means Committee, is proposing that 
the higher retirement age-67-be 
phased in by 2016, a reasonable date. 

Rostenkowski bas other ideas 
about protecting the solvency of So­
cial Security. None will be seriously 
considered this year, but the idea is to 
stimulate debate about a subject that 
most lawmakers regard as political 
poison. 

"Don • t rile the old folks" is phony 
wisdom. 

With the ratio of workers to retir­
ees falling from 3-to-1 to 2-to-1 by 
2020, it's time to take a new look as 
where the burdens and benefits of 
Social Security should fall.

Certificate revoked for 
Pike teacher 

A state agency has revoked the teaching cer­
tificate of a long-time Phelps High School teacher 
for having sexual relations with a 16-year-old 
student 

The Education Professional Standards Board 
revoked the certificate of Gruy R. Hunt for five 
years. 

After the revocation on April 18, the Pike 
County schools terminated Hunt as a teacher at 
Phelps. District spokesman Bruce Hopkins said 
the dismissal was taken with regret and noted the 
allegations involve incidents that took place in 
1987. 

The student, whose identify was deleted from 
a record of the proceedings obtained by The 
Associated Press under Kentucky's Open Records 
Law. claimed that she had sex with Hunt on three 
occasions in the spring of 1987. 

Hunt, 45, is a Phelps graduate himself who has 
held a teaching certificate since 1972. He was 
formally notified of the charges of immoral con­
duct against him in September 1993 and the 
hearing to revoke his teaching certificate took 
place November 1993. 

Hunt is appealing the disciplinary action against 
him. Lawyers for Hunt did not return telephone 
calls for comment on Tuesday .-Appalachian

DUI, possession of a 
dangerous and deadly weapon and brandishing. 

After his arrest, West Virginia police found 
out that he had been charged with murder in 
Kentucky. 

According to a police report, the Louisa Police 
Department had received a call on the evening of 
April 30 from Spears advising that he wanted to 
me a complaint againstJeffiGdd, his wife's ex­
boyfriend, for driving up and down Ky. 3 past 
their residence on the point section. 

Trooper John Marshall went to the scene and 
talked with both Edward Spears and his wife 
Ruth, and saw no sign of any domestic problems. 

Atabout 11:15 p.m., the Louisa Police Depart­
ment then contacted the State Police adv~sing 
them of a shooting at the Spears' residence. 

When the police arrived, they found Ruth 
Spears dead of single shotgun wound to the abdo­
men. 

It was about 1 a.m. when Spears was appre­
hended in West Virginia. 

According to the report, the murder weapon 
along with another weapon was recovered at the 
scene.

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AHA and FDA launch new food label 
public awareness, education effort 

The American Heart Association 
joined the Food and Drug Adminis­
tration and other organizations on 
May 9th to launch a year-long public 
awareness campaign to help consum­
ers learn about the new FDA -rcqu ired 
food label, now appearing on pack­
aged foods. 

The FDA's new food labeling 
regulations actually went into effect 
the day before. At that time, food 
manufacturers placed the new, easy­
to-read "Nutrition Facts" label on 
their product packages. While not all 
products that appear on grocery store 
shelves will bear the new label in 
May, many product-; will. 

"The new label will make it much 
easier for people to choose foods that 
fit into a heart-healthy diet," says 
Jerry Lacy, MD., president of AliA's 
Kentucky Affiliate. "Shoppers will 
be able to quickly compare products 
side-by-side to find the amounts of 
fat, cholesterol, sodium and other 
nutrients in a standard serving of those 
products. The AHA is very excited 
about the new label because we've 
been so involved with the develop­
ment of the food labeling regula­
tions." 

The AHA worked with a coalition 
of 20 health and consumer groups, 
urging congress to pass Lhe Nul.rition 
Labeling and Education Act of 1990 
and then worked with the FDA and 
the USDA to develop guidelines to 
improve the nutrition information on 
food labels. 

The new food label usually ap­
pears on the back or side of product 
packages. The label will list key in­
gredients, including lhe amounts of 
total fat, saturated fat, cholesterol, 
sodium, diel.ary fiber, sugars and pro­
tein per serving. 

The label will also list total calo­
ries and the number of calories from 
fat. This information can help con­
sumers limit their total fat intake to 
no more than 30 percent of calories 
per day, the AHA recommendations 
for heart-healthy eal.ing. 

"Today, people want to cut down 
on fat, especially satumted fat and 
cholesterol, to reduce their risk of 
heart disease. With the new label, 
they can see at a glance which food 

products are low in fat," said l:.acy. 
"And people with high blood pres­
sure who want to stay away from 
salty foods can find the amount of 
sodium in an instant. It's good nutri­
tion, made easy." 

For consumers who need help de­
termining what constitutes a healthy 
diet, the label lists the upper limit of 
fat, cholesterol, sodium and other 
nutrients you can safely have every 
day, if you normally eat2,000 calo­
ries. These numbers are called daily 
values. For example, if your food 
product package lists the percentage 
of daily value for total fat as 5 per­
cent, you know you have 95 percent 
of your daily fat allowance still avail­
able. lf the package lists the percent 
of daily value for total fat as 60 per­
cent, you know you have only 40 
percent of your daily allowance left. 

'1'he American I Ieart Association 
has always recommended a combi­
nation of low-fat, low-cholesterol, 
low-sodium foods fora heart-healthy 
diet," said Lacy. "No one food will 
give you everything you need. There 
is no 'magic' food out there to make 
you healthy. It's a combination of 
nutritious food choices that add up to 
a healthy eating style." 

In addition to the new label, the 
FDA has standardized serving sizes 
to reflect the typical amounts that 
people actually eat. And key words, 
such as "light," "low-fat," "calorie­
free" and low-sodium" have been 
defined by the government. To make 
any health claims that imply the prod­
uct is good for your heart, the product 
must meet strict guidelines for satu­
rated fat and cholesterol. 

The American Heart Association 
wants to help people learn how to get 
the most from the new food label 
through a brochure called, "How to 
Read the New Food Label." It ex­
plains the new label in del.ail, shows 
bow to read it and defines product 
claims like "fat-free," "low-sodium" 
and "low-cholesterol."

Zoological 
display attracts 
area residents 

"I love this place," said one blond, 
curly-headed boy of about seven as 
he passed, wide-eyed, through Dr. 
John Shiber's zoology lab at Pres­
tonsburg Community College on 
Apri126. 

He and about 60 other primary 
school children-the "KERA 
Bears"-from Porter Elemenl.ary 
School were on a tour of the lab to 
learn more about the animal king­
dom. More than 100 specimens, rep­
resenting nearly every major animal 
group, were on display. 

There were shells, such as the nau­
tilus and abalone, along with oysters, 
scallops, tusk or tooth shells, and 
endoskeletons of sea dollars, biscuits 
and urchins. Some were collected by 
Shiber' s animal biology students last 
fall and this spring. 

Also on display were specimens 
of sawflSh teeth, procured from the 
Arabian Gulf, and a living tarantula 
with its freshly-molted exoskeleton. 

Living lampreys, commonly 
called "mud eels," collected by Mike 
Wallace, one of Shiber's students, 
were also on display. Fossils, includ­
ing dinosaur skins, teeth, tracks and 
eggs, decked one of the walls. 

The newly-acquainted and deli­
cate "EcoSphere," a complete living 
ecosystem in a sealed, crystal dome, 
was on a table-not out of sight, but 
out of reach, so it will last for several 
years. 

The children looked at flatworms 
under a microscope and were amazed 
by the lab's array of hornets' nests, 
one of which is the largest found, to 
date, in eastern Kentucky. 

are able to digest it because they have 
aspecificenzyme, lactase, that breaks 
down lactose. However, many people 
have low levels- or none- of this 
enzyme," said Sandra Basl.in, exten­
sion foods and nul.rition specialist 
with the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

Approximately 70 percent of chil­
dren worldwide between three and 
five years of age lose their ability to 
digest lactose because of lactase de­
ficiency, she said. This is especially 
true among adults of African, Asian 
and Mediterranean heritage. 

She noted that some population 
groups, such as Caucasians, maintain 
their ability to digest lactose through­
out life. 

Although not consuming milk 
products will help you avoid the dis­
comfort of bloating, cramping and 
gas that are symptoms of lactose in­
tolerance, doing so can result in a diet 
deficient in calcium, Basl.in said. 

Dairy products are the most im­
portant sources of calcium in our 
diet It helps build strong bones and 
teeth and plays other vital roles in the 
body as well. 

Treatment requires that lactose be 
restricted to a level that docs not 
produce symptoms. This docs not 
mean that you should totally elimi­
nate lactose from your diet if you arc 
lactose intolerant, Bastin said. 

Aged cheddar cheese or Swiss 
cheese, cottage cheese, ice cream and 
"activated culture" yogurt have less 
lactose than most other dairy prod­
ucts, she said. 

"Lactose intolerant people can 
usually eat these products without 
incident," Basl.in said. 

Whole or chocolate milk usually 
doesn't cause discomfort because the 
increased fat and sugar slows diges­
tion. Foods made with milk, such as 
soups and milkshakes usually do not 
produce symptoms for most people 
with lactose intolerance, she said. 

Another way to alleviate the prob­
lem associated with lactose intoler­
ance is to take enzyme replacement 
tablets before meals.
