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Commercial customers, school system could see trash disposal costs triple :

Some rates will skyrocket under proposal

A proposal under review by the
Floyd County Fiscal Court for solid
waste disposal will cap residential
rates, but it will most likely triple the
cost for commercial customers.

And, one of the customers that
would be hit the hardest under the
proposal—the Floyd County Board
of Education—appears to be the least
able to afford it.

At a May 10 special court meet-

ing, magistrates were presented with
a 10-page proposal by Rumpke of
Kentucky Inc., based in Cincinnati,
Ohio, for solid waste disposal and
collection.

Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammond read Rumpke’s proposal,
which set household garbage collec-
tion fees at $10 per month, but it was
not explained during that meeting
what impact the contract would have
on commercial customers.

Hammond said that county offi-
cials had been negotiating the agree-

ment with Rumpke for some time.

Rumpke’s proposal calls for a six
dollar per cubic yard fee per month
for non-household garbage collec-
tionand disposal. For non-household
users that have garbage containers
larger than 10-cubic yards, it will
cost $150 per load, plus disposal at
$40 per ton.

Bob Meyer, court-appointed cus-
todian of the county’s solid waste
department, confirmed Tuesday that
commercial garbage rates would ef-
fectively triple under Rumpke’s pro-

posal. Meyer added that commercial
fees in Floyd County now were ab-
normally low compared to surround-
ing counties and that any proposal
would most likely include some hike
in commercial fees.

Jerry McGarey, coordinator of
facility support for the school sys-
tem, said Tuesday that the district
had doubled next year’s budget for
garbage disposal in anticipation of
some type of rate increase.

Floyd County school board mem-
bers will try to open better lines of
communication with the district Lo-
cal Planning Committee concerning
which direction to take on school
building projects.

Before Monday’s board of educa-
tion meeting, representatives from
the Local Planning Committee (LPC)

met with the board to discuss the
district’s four-year building plan.

Plansare proceeding with the con-
struction of an addition at Adams
Middle School and Betsy Layne El-
ementary; renovation of Prestonsburg
High School; construction of a new
Martin/Maytown Elementary; and a
Betsy Layne Middle School.

LPC co-chairmen Paul Phillip
Hughes and Jody Sword expressed

Wayland council eyes
sewer plant proposal

The Wayland City Council dis-
cussed a possible cure for the city’s
sewage problem Monday night as
Anne Chaney, a project developer
from the Big Sandy Area Develop-
ment District, was on hand to explain
the possibility of acquiring federal
grants and loans to pay for a sewage
treatment plant.

The sewage plant, which would

cost the city between $1 to $1.2 mil-
lion, could cost residents a hookup
fee and a monthly rate of $22 to $30.

“That’s just a ballpark figure,”
Chaney said. “The thing is, long be-
fore the grant is ever written and that
information is sent to anybody, we’ll
know what the rate will be and we’ll
know what the hookup fee is. If it’s
not something folks can live with,
(then we won’t do it). I don’t want

Rumpke’s proposal, McGarey said
the school system “couldn’t stand”
garbage rates being tripled.

The school system currently pays
approximately $35,000 a year for
garbage disposal, superintendent
Steve Towler said Tuesday, and that
figure would jump to over $100,000
if the court accepts Rumpke’s pro-
posal.

With only four magistrates present
at the May 10 special meeting, the
contract did not come to a vote be-
cause magistrates Jackie Owens and

Tommy Neil Adams wanted more
time to review Rumpke’s proposal.
The two magistrates were also con-
cerned because other waste disposal
companies apparently did not have
an opportunity to bid on the same
services offered by Rumpke.

After the May 10 meeting, Floyd
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo
said that court members were aware
that county officials had been negoti-
ating a contract with Rumpke.

Site problems
could escalate
building costs

Site-related problems on three
Floyd County school building
projects could result in additional
costs and may cause one of three
classroom additions to be deleted at
Adams Middle School.

At Monday’s school board meet-
ing, Tim Murphy, ah architect with
the firm of Sherman-Carter-Barmhart,
told board members that site prepara-
tion costs could escalate for a new
Martin/Maytown Elementary to raise
the building pad out of the 100-year
flood plain.

A subsurface investigation of the
Stephens Branch site revealed that it
will take approximately 30,000 cu-
bic yards of fill material to raise the

building pad. An analysis of soil on.

the 15-acre tract showed that the
material was not suitable for fill ma-
terial.

In a written report to the board,
Murphy said that testing will be done
on a hillside near the site to see if that
material can be used for fill. If not, it
could cost approximately $200,000
for fill material to be brought to the
site.

Also, if a four-inch water line can-
not provide adequate water pressure
for the school, an eight-inch line may
have to be installed at a cost esti-
mated at $80,000.

Another $75,000 may have to be
spent to install a sewage treatment
plant package on the site.

Murphy told board members that
he wanted them to be aware of addi-
tional costs and the site development
plan was subject to approval by the
state Department of Education.

Board member Brent Clark asked
if the board would be able to obtain
mineral rights to the school site.

Board attorney CIiff Latta said
that there doesn’t appear to be any
“mineable” coal under the school site,
but that family members are con-
cerned about the value of a seam of
coal on a lower tract of the property.

Latta explained that the board
could exclude in the deed a portion of
the lower tract to alleviate the con-
cerns of the family members.

Site stability problems at Adams
Middle School have resulted in a
classroom being listed as an alternate

Superintendent Steve Towler said
that state officials are concemed about
the settlement problems and dictated
that the board have a site survey done
before the work was done on the
addition.

Board backs
off proposal

Passionate pleas from studentsand
faculty at Floyd County Technical
High School prevented school board
members from nixing the all-day pro-
gram at the school, but it also called
the board’s attention to some appar-
ent problems in the district’s class-
rooms.

Floyd Tech English teacher Tom
Hardwick told board members that
students who attend the technical
school felt that they didn’t fit in a
traditional school setting.

“They’re refugees that came here
because they couldn’t find anything
that really turned them on at their
school,” Hardwick said. “Here they
learn that they have some abilities
and their grades go up in other areas.
They get confidence and recogni-
tion.”

Principal Ronald Turner told board
members that the students “feel like
this is their school; that they fit in
here; they feel wanted; they feel im-
portant.”

Hardwick’s and Turner’s com-
ments prompted board member
Dolores Smith to ask why those stu-
dents were not getting the same type
of attention in their own high schools.

“I feel that we’re duplicating ser-

Tourism expenditures
are on the rise in area

More tourism dollars were spent
in Floyd County in 1993 than 1992
— 13 percent more, according to
statistics released this week by the
state.

In Floyd County, $24,940,718
tourism dollars were spent in 1993,
compared to $22,134,342 in 1992.

Johnson County saw more than a
$6,000,000 gain, a 58 percent in-
crease in tourism expenditures for
1993. Johnson County’s expend-—

iture’s for 1993 were $16,696,369.
Statistics were derived from an
economic impact study conducted by
the Department of Travel Develop-
ment in the state Tourism Cabinet.
The study estimates statewide total
expenditures, gauging not only di-
rect spending, but also a multiplier
effect that reflects additional eco-
nomic activity that tourism spending
produces. The report includes re-

Two Eastern Kentucky companies have agreed
to pay more than $8,000 to settle a discrimination
complaint filed by a coal miner.

Freddie Brummett of Viper claimed he was
wrongfully fired August 20 from AP-Coal Engi-
neering Inc. AP-Coal was doing work for Leath-
erwood Energy Corporation in Perry County,
from which Brummett had been recently fired.

Brummett claimed that when he and some
other AP-Coal employees reported to a Leather-
wood mine to do some work, Leatherwood Presi-
dent Richard Combs refused them entry. Later
that day. AP-Coal told Brummett he was fired.

Brummett claimed the companies conspired
to keep him from working.

Under the settlement, AP-Coal and Leather-
wood agreed to pay Brummett $6,000. The firms
also will pay a $250 fine and $1,875 in attorney’s
fees to the Mine Safety Project of Lexington, —

McDowell Appalachian Regional
Hospital received a Quality and Safety
Award from the Kentucky Hospital
Service Corporation at its annual
membership meeting held in Louis-
ville on April 14.

McDowell ARH is a member of
the Kentucky Hospital Association
Trust (K-HAT), a self-funded liabil-
ity coverage program.

The Patient Safety Award was
presented to the hospital in recogni-
tion of their efforts in maintaining a
safe patient environment and effec-
tive quality improvement program.
To be eligible for this award, hospi-
tals are required to have three years
continuous membership in K-HAT
and maintain a minimum liability
claims record.

Theachievementisdirectly linked
to the hospital’s safety committee,
said Doug Rice, chief engineer and
safety director. The committee meets
every two months, and is comprised
of departmental, union, nurses and
medical representatives.

The committee meets to discuss
patientincidents in the hospital.

folks to focus on a $350 (hookup fee)
and a $30 a month rate.”

The monthly rate will depend on
howmuch of the projectmoney comes
from loans, while the hookup fee will
be determined by the city.

“We’lldoeverything in our power
to keep the rates as low as possible,”
Chaney said, “but what you don’t
want to have happen is to institute a
$22 -$23 rate and in a year have to
raise it to $25. It’s much better to go
in and say, hey, the rate needs to be
whatever it is and make sure you get
everything taken care of.”

One thing that the city needs to
take care of, according to the council,
is establishing a site for the plant.
Right now, the city has three possible
sites picked out, but whether or not
one of those sites will be used will
depend on whether the city can get

the land donated or sold to them,
The number one site for the plant

is located near the mouth of Martin
Branch. That land is owned by Knott/
Floyd Land Company.

The city will also look at using
land located at Glo Hollow and Mine
Hollow.

“The farth®r down the creek (we
can put the plant), the better off we
are,” Chaney said.

Putting the plant “farther down
the creek” would allow Wayland to
take on more users in the future.

“Once we can get (the plant) in, it
will be a tremendous help to us and a
help to our neighbors,” Mayor Gene
Mullins said.

Wayland, however, will not look
to add others onto the system until the
plant is completed and that could be
sometime around the summer of 1997
and even as early as the summer of

1996.

The first step in the process, ac-
cording to Chaney, will be for the city
to submit an application for the grant
next April. Wayland will know by
July of the same year if its grant has
been approved which means spring
of 1996 will be the earliest possible
date for work to begin.

Although it would be two to three
years before the plant could be ready,

justbeing in the preliminary stages is
a good start, according to council
member Tommy Robinson.

“Atleast we’re working on some-
thing,” said Robinson. “(The sewage
plant) is what I'm back here for.”

Robinson had announced his in-
tention to resign at last month’s city
council meeting, but decided other-
wise when plans for the sewage plant
began.

Former council member Curtis
Tufts has replaced Bill Henagar, who

resigned last month.

On Tuesday, Magistrates Owens
and Adams disputed that claim and
said they were not involved in nego-
tiating the details of the proposal and
were unaware of the impact the con-
tract would have on local businesses
and the school system.

“I asked that question during the
meeting, but we kinda got into it and
I forgot it.”

In response to the judge-
executive’s comment thatmagistrates
were in on the contract negotiations,
Owens said, “there was no use of
bidding it if we were going to do that.
I’d had a copy of that contract if I'd
been in on it.”

Magistrate Adams also said he

He
added that he was not aware of the
apparenthike in commercial garbage
rates.

Development Block Grant (CDBG)
and, according to Chaney, the amount
Wayland applies for will have to in-
clude the hookup fee for all of
Wayland’s low to moderate income
families.

“You can’thave the money unless
you take care of that,” Chaney said,
“because the whole reason for the
money being there is to benefit the
low to moderate income homes.”

The CDBG will probably have
around $12millionin Kentucky avail-
able for public facility projects and
Wayland could apply for up to $1
million of that, Chaney said.

Wayland will also be able to look
to the Appalachian Regional Com-
mission (ARC) for grant money. A
realistic request to ARC would be
about $300,000.

The other available route is the
Farmer’s Home Administration
(FmHA) where Wayland could get a
combination of grants and loans. The
money itreceives from FmHA would
likely be 50 percent grant money and
50 percent loan money.

“The more grant money we can
get, the better off, ultimately, the
folks in Wayland will be,” Chaney
said.

“As I sit here,” Chaney added, “I
can tell you the city cannot afford to
borrow more than $300,000 period.

“(The main thing is to) maximize

your grant and minimize your loan,”
Chaney said.

Toward the latter part of the meet-
ing, State Representative Russell
Bentley dropped in and offered his
support for the sewage plant.

“I'm certainly willing anyway I
can to help get aloan,” Bentley said.

The main focus the city of
Wayland will take now is to deter-
mine a project cost, because that de-
termines the rates so the city can get
the support to go through with the
project if funding comes through. -

“The last thing we want is to get
this $1 million in grants and the people
to say, we don’t want this,” Chaney
said. “Then the chances of Wayland
ever getting another grant would be
slim and none.”

Tips on using car seats

Never use rear-facing car safety
seats in vehicles equipped with front-
seat airbags, says the National High-
way Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA).

Appalachian Regional Healthcare
wants you toknow thatsecuring small
children in car safety seats remains
the safest option for them while trav-
eling in an automobile. It’s also the
law. But rear-facing infant restraints
extend farther forward in vehicles
than front-facing safety seats, creat-
ing the potential for serious injuries
caused by the force of an opening
airbag. The NHTSA now requires
rear-facing child safety seats to carry
a warning label about the risks in-
volved if they are used in the front
seats of cars with passenger-side air
bags.

The American Coalition for Traf-
fic Safety, Inc., (ACTS) says that
front-facing child safety seats are safe

to use in the front seat of airbag-
equipped vehicles. The safety seat,
however, should be adjusted as far
back as possible.

ACTS adds that it is critical for
adults and older children who do not
require safety seats to use their safety

belts in vehicles. Safety belts should
be wom with the lap belt low and
snug across the hips and the shoulder
belt across the chest. Drivers of ve-
hicles equipped with airbags should
position themselves away from the
airbag module, and never rest against
the steering wheel. ACTS says that
resting againstan airbag module when
it deploys can cause serious or even
fatal injury.

Rodeois the only major sport with
completely American roots. It dates
back to the mid-1800s as a contest of
skills between top hands and top stock
from rival cattle ranches. Locations
were usually open pasture, but soon
enterprising merchants realized they
could make a buck on the competi-
tions. They convinced the cowboys
to hold their contests in town on a
specificdate by offering prize money.
Then they advertised the dates, draw-
ing people from miles around.

The first such organized competi-
tions were in Cheyenne, Pecos and
Prescott in the old West. Today, ro-
deos are held from the Atlantic to the
Pacific, and in Mexico, Argentina,
Brazil, Chile and Australia. The larg-
est rodeo in the world is the annual
Calgary Stampede in Canada.

Steer wrestling, probably the most
exciting event, requires the cowboys
to jump from a galloping horse onto
a fleeing steer, throw it to the ground
and hold it down. The fastest com-
petitor wins.

The other featured events have
been added over time. Bull riding is
the most popular, and most danger-
ous, of all rodeo events. The require-
ments are simple: Holding on with
only one hand, the cowboy must stay
on the bull for eight seconds. Those
who succeed are then awarded points
for styleand how hard the bull bucked.

Calf roping is another race against

time. The cowboy mustrope the flee-
ing calf from his horse, dismount
running, throw the calf, and then tie
three legs together with a light rope
called a “pigging string.” The cow-
boy signals completion by raising
both hands.

Team roping brings together two
cowboys with highly trained horses
to rope and down a steer, without
leaving their horses.

Finally, cowgirl barrel racing has
quickly become a crowd favorite.
The cowgirl races her horse in a pat-
tern around three barrels, the fastest
time winning. These races are often
decided by a mere thousandth of a
second and require exceptionally
skilled riders and horses.

Confession time. For all these years I've been
living, I'm not who you think I am.

Preventing trauma injuries

“Think first. Please, don’t drink and
drive,” was the message trauma victim
and college student Sean Shumate
stressed to students during trauma
prevention presentations at two Floyd
County high schools recently.

Students at Allen Central and South
Floyd high schools quietly listened as
the six-foot-six Shumate gave a powerful
and realistic view of life confined to a
wheelchair. He has been wheelchair
bound since injuries from a motor vehicle
accident a few years ago left him
paralyzed from the waist down.

The Morehead State University
student’s presentation alone was enough
to convince most students of the serious-
ness of drinking and driving. But also
included on the program were speakers
from the University of Kentucky Medical
Center’s Trauma Prevention Program.

Students watched the film, “In Harm’s
Way,” which featured trauma victims
discussing how their lives have changed
since they were injured. After the film,
Robin Chumg, an R.N. at the UK
Medical Center, explained what trauma is

and how it affects the brain, spinal cord,
and other body organs.

Trauma or traumatic injury is the
leading cause of death for young Ameri-
cans. Young people ages 15 to 24 are at
the highest level of risk, according to
statistics. Also, nearly two of every three
motor vehicle deaths occur in rural areas.

Students were told that there are no
cures for injuries to the head and spinal
cord, and that prevention of accidents,
especially those caused by drinking and
driving, is the key.

The Southeast Area Health Education
Center in Hazard coordinated the
program with the trauma team. The
Southeast Area Health Education Center
is a public health agency serving south-
east Kentucky.

Life comes full circle.

As newborns and youngsters, we
were dependent on others for our
survival. As we matured we became
caretakers. Our children and families
depend on us. Oftentimes we were
caretakers of our grandparents, and
later, of our parents. Now, as senior
citizens ourselves, we know by hav-
ing watched others experience the
aging process, the probability is high
that we may once again be dependent
on others for our own personal care
and welfare.

Many find this part of life’s voy-
age extremely frightening. It’s not so
much that we are afraid of growing
old, but that we are fearful of what
“old age” might have in store for
tme.”

We don’twantto be forced to give
up our freedom—the freedom to go
and come as we want; to make deci-
sions as we wish. We are hesitant to
give to others what we invested a
lifetime acquiring, so that we could
be financially self-sufficient during
our golden years. We don’t want to
think about the possibility of reach-
ing that point where we can no longer
make decisions for ourselves, where
we are no longer in control of our
own lives. We don’t want to think
about the possibility of our again
having to be spoon fed and changed,
completely dependent on others as
we were at birth. And we sure don’t
want to think about the possibility of
having to lie bedfast for years, in a
vegetative state. But the fact is that
this is oftentimes part of the aging
process.

It's when we fear losing control of
our lives and our faculties that we
become scared. This fear is normal.
Knowing that we are going to have to
face something, butnotknowing what
that “something” might be, is often
quite traumatic. This is why most
senior citizens choose to ignore mak-
ing advance preparation in regard to
their final years. We simply don’t
want to deal today, with planning for
what might happen to us tomorrow,
should the time come that we no
longer are capable of making per-
sonal decisions. We just don’t want
to think about this. And, yet, it is to
our advantage to take charge now,
while we are still physically and emo-

tionally able to care for our own fu-
ture needs. If we don’t, somebody
will make decisions forus, They could
be decisions of which we would not
approve.

There are many things that we can
do now. Today we will consider one
aspect of taking control of our own
future.

Visit long-term care homes. Talk
with the administrators. Ask the ratio
of patients to caretakers. RN’s?
LPN’s? Certified medical aids? Cer-
tified nurse aids? Bed makers? House-
keepers? Ask to see recent state in-
spection reports.

Talk with the social worker. Ask
thatresident rights be explained. Ask
about the role of the ombudsman.
Ask to see menus for the past several
months. Ask to be given a tour. Keep
attuned to what is happening around
you as you walk through the home.

On the tour observe cleanliness of
grounds and facility. Observe patient
cleanliness. As you walk the halls,
observe how long call lights remain
on before a staff member comes to
the resident’s assistance. As youpass
the rooms look for a “homey”’ atmo-
sphere. Privately owned TV’s, ra-

dios, VCR’s, a favorite piece of fur-
niture, family pictures, keepsakes and
other memorabilia. Observe resident
interaction. Ask to see the critical
care unit. Ask again, the ratio of resi-
dents to caretakers in this unit.

Talk with the activity director. You
justmight be surprised. There is a lot
more excitement to living in a good,
highly respected, long-term care
home than getting up, going tomeals,
reading the newspaper, watching TV,
and going to bed. Watch the alert
residents. Observe how the less alert
residents are included in activities.

Learn about activities made avail-
able to bedfast residents. Ask to see
the monthly activity calendar.
Observe meal time. Observe
shaven faces and nail care of male
residents and hair and nail care of
female residents. Observe cleanliness
of dress. Notice how one’s dignity is
protected. Give special attention to
interaction of staff with residents.
Visit other long term care facili-
ties. Go through the same investiga-
tive procedures. Ask basically the
same questions. After all, you are in
the process of choosing your future
home. The more informed you are
about a home’s operations and its
personality, the more prepared you
will be to make the right decision.
Once you have decided on ahome
you feel comfortable with, visit of-
ten. Get involved in the resident pro-
grams and activities. Volunteer.
“Adopt” aresident. Become actively
involved in the home you have cho-
sen to be your future residence. Let

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Apple scab disease
prevention and control

Failure to prevent primary apple
scab infection now can lead to severe
problems later. What can be done to
prevent apple scab?

“Kentucky gardeners who are cu-
rious about growing apples in their
landscapes are surely aware of scab
disease,” said John Hartman, Exten-
sion plant pathologist with the Uni-
versity of Kentucky College of Agri-
culture. “It is the most common and
harmful apple disease, especially in
wet, spring weather. This fungal dis-
ease not only spots leaves and defoli-
ates trees, but also produces scabby
lesions on fruits, often causing them
to be misshapen or deformed.”

Diseased leaves may show dark
brown to black spots, be dwarfed and
distorted, turn yellow and fall from
the tree, he said. Fruit infection re-
sults in spots, uneven growth and
distortion with cracking of fruit skin
and flesh.

; Apple scabismostdamaging when
leaves are so badly affected that they
fall from the tree, Hartman added.
This leaf loss reduces the crop. Al-
though fruit scabs late in the season
may merely cause surface spotting of
fruit, early infections retard further
expansion of the enlarging fruit. This
will result in worthless produce.

“Early apple scab infections are
clearly the most damaging,” he said.
“On developing leaves and fruits,
they quickly produce lesions that give
rise to secondary spores. In rainy
weather, the infectious secondary
spores cause still more infections and
the deadly cycle continues unabated
until season’s end.”

How can the cycle of infection
and destruction be stopped? Most
gardeners know that for a plant dis-
ease to occur a susceptible host plant

and a virulent pathogen, in this case
the apple scab fungus, mustbe present
in a disease-favorable environment,
Hartman said. Kentucky gardeners
have several options available for
dealing with apple scab.

First, there are many apple variet-
ies such as Freedom, Liberty,
Macfree, Jonafree and others thatare
immune to apple scab, he added. If
planning new apple planting, use
scab-resistant varieties. If susceptible
varieties are already in the garden,
plan to spray several times early in
the season to block the scab fungus
from initiating primary infections.
Repeated fungicide sprays applied in
spring just before, during and after
bloom are critical for control.

In addition, rake up and destroy
fallen leaves from last year which are
a source of the fungus that caused the
primary infections, he said. Remem-

ber, primary infections do the most -

damage to fruits and are the source of
secondary infections which can de-
bilitate the tree.

Finally, change the environment,
Hartman said. The scab fungus only
affects trees with wetleaves and fruit.
Although rainy Kentucky spring
weather can not be changed, thinning
out the branches and nearby shading
vegetation can reduce the length of
time leaves are wetand thus the level
of infection.

“Rainy weather this season has
been favorable for scab develop-
ment,” Hartman said. “If apple scab
is already appearing in apple trees,
growers should take note of this and
take preventive controls earlier next
year.”

Protecting farmers in
USDA reorganization

Mostpeople view farmers as stew-
ards of the land, working the fields,
tending their crops, and ultimately
putting food on everyone’s table. But
what many people do not realize is
that the average farmer also spends a
great deal of time standing in lines,
sitting in offices, filling out forms
and talking on the phone, trying to cut
through the miles of red tape created
by government agriculture programs
and regulations.

While red tape will always exist
for farmers, a recent bill in the U.S.
Senate should reduce it. On April 13,
the U.S. Senate passed the Depart-
ment of Agriculture Reorganization
Act of 1994 by a vote of 98-1. After
working with my fellow Agriculture
Committee members to ensure that
key provisions were included to pro-
tect Agriculture Stabilization and
Conservation (ASCS) county and area
offices, I voted in favor of this legis-
lation.

The Senate bill to reorganize the
U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) will streamline the 43 sepa-
rate agencies and better coordinate
the 250 individual programs under its
authority. As it is presently struc-
tured, the maze of bureaucracy which
farmers face at USDA leaves the de-
partment ill-prepared to fulfill its fu-
ture responsibilities. However, we
must make sure that these organiza-
tional changes do not occur at the
expense of the quality of services
provided to our farmers.

The Administration’s original pro-
posal included a section which per-
mitted the Secretary of Agriculture to
terminate, combine and consolidate
county committees. The Administra-
tion also proposed combining the
existing ASCS County Committees
into one Farm Services Administra-
tion Committee. Under this proposal,
each county or area committee would
consist of five members. Three of

those members would be elected by:
farmers and two would be appointed
by the Secretary of Agriculture.

I strongly objected to combining
county or area communities and to
any changes in the way committee
members are selected. As a member
of the Senate Agriculture Commit-
tee, I was able to ensure that the
current county and area committee
system will remain intact. While I
was prepared to offer an amendment
before the full committee to retain
the current system, my amendment
was adopted prior to consideration
by the full committee.

It was extremely important to me
to maintain the current system be-
cause it offers the maximum conve-
nience and benefits to our farmers.
The structure not only works well, it
is a system that our farmers have
understood and used for many years.
Furthermore, allowing elected offi-
cials to appoint local members could
undermine the concerns of farmers
by politicizing these county commit-
tees.

Mostof the complaints I hear from
Kentucky farmers is that the paper-
work is too excessive and USDA
programs are too restrictive. The
Department is simply too large, too
complex, and too uncoordinated to
adequately meet the needs of our
farmers. The Senate version of the
reorganization bill provides the di-
rection, flexibility, and improved
management to provide the best qual-
ity of services to our farmers.

Neem tree oil protects
ornamentals; fights fungi

by Hank Becker

An oil extracted from neem tree
seeds covers ornamental plant leaves
like a raincoat, stopping nasty fungi
from infecting the plant.

Wind and splashing raindrops
spread disease-causing spores of
fungi. “If the spores can’t adhere to a
leaf, germinate and penetrate the leaf
cells, they can’t cause the disease,”
says Jim Locke, a U.S. Departmen
of Agriculture plant pathologist.

Locke says numerous tests found
that a spray of one-percent neem oil
in water “gave hydrangeas, lilacs and
phlox 95 to 100 percent protection
against powdery mildew.” Powdery
mildew causes leaves to turn white
and drop on the soil, where the spores
can reinfect the plant.

A single spray was sufficient to
protect the ornamentals from infec-
tion. Repeated applications at 7- to
14-day intervals provided disease
protection without any damage to the
plants.

On plants where mildew had be-
gun to develop, the scientist says, “it
was arrested, providing control com-
parable to each of three chemical
fungicides.”

Locke says the oil, the first botani-
cal producttoexhibit fungicidal prop-
erties, has been field tested the past
four years by the Floral and Nursery
Plant Research Unit at the Beltsville,
Md., Agricultural Research Center.
“We’re working now to discoverhow
the neem oil protects the plant from
infection,” he says.

Against another disease, black
spot, the neem oil did well in labora-
tory tests of roses. Locke says the oil
“seems to delay infection by black
spots—the number one disease of
roses. As a result, rose bushes lose
fewer leaves.”

Neem trees are members of the
mahogany family and are native to
India. They require a frost-free cli-
mate and will grow in West Africa,
the Caribbean, Australia, southern
Florida, several southwestern states
and Hawaii.

Locke says the botanical insecti-
cides, Margosan-O and BioNeem,
also come from neem seeds. Their
active ingredient, azadirachtin, does
not have fungicidal activity. He is
testing the oil as a fungicide that may
be commercially available in a year.

HOW TO CHOOSE THE DOCTOR
WHO'’S RIGHT FOR YOU

Start by making a wish list of quali-
ties you seek in a doctor. At the top of
most patients’ lists is good communi-
cation. We want to be able to talk to
our doctor, to feel that the physician is
listening and not rushing through an
examination.

For many, that quality is more
important than whether the doctor is a
man or a woman. But some patients
have strong preferences regarding
gender, too. For women who prefer a
female gynecologist, the pool of women
doctors is expanding: women comprise
nearly one-quarter of all ob-gyns today,
and that number is growing.

Also consider other qualities. Are
you more comfortable with an older
or younger physician or someone your
own age? Do you prefer someone
well-versed in traditional treatment
methods only, or a doctor open to
discussing what is known about alter-
native medical approaches?

Finding the right person can take
time. Start by talking to friends, family
and colleagues, who are often eager to
recommend a doctor they like. Just
remember that each person may
respond to a physician differently.

Also get recommendations from
someone within the medical commun-
ity. Ask your child’s pediatrician,

| a neighbor who’s a nurse, or the

local medical society.

If you are a member of a health
maintenance organization or a partic-
ipating physician program  ou must
select from a list of physicians who are
part of that insurance network. You
can call the network’s membership
services to find out where and when a
physician attended medical school and
‘whether he or she is board-certified.

On your first visit, have a list of
questions ready for the doctor. Ask
about fees, office hours and whether
the doctor can be reached after hours,
who fills in when the doctor is not
available, and whether the doctor is
board-certified and affiliated with a
well-respected hospital. If it’s a group
practice, will you routinely see the
same doctor? Will your care also be
provided by other health profession-
als, such as physicians assistants or
nurse practitioners?

Membership in professional organi-
zations can provide additional infor-
mation. For example, if your ob-gyn is
a member of The American College of
Obstetricians and Gynecologists, that
means he or she is board-certified in
the specialty and is in good standing.

If you do not feel comfortable with
the doctor, your search should con-
tinue. After all, you want to feel trust
in the individual you choose as the
guardian of a most precious com-
modity—your health.

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CAL AND HEENAN FLEMING
SHOOT IT OUT WITH THE
LAW

Many man-hours went into the
search for Cal and Heenan Fleming
who were wanted for the ambush-
murder of Bad Ira Mullins and four
others at Pound Gap, on May 14,
1892.

Word finally came that they were
back in Virginia terrorizing .their
neighbors near the head of Pound
River.

The brothers escaped detection
until their own dastardly deeds
brought the posse to their door. Dr.
M. B. Taylor, The Red Fox of the
Mountains, had already paid for his
part in the ambush—hanged at Wise,
Virginia, on October 27, 1893.

A large posse left no stone
unturned in searching for Cal and
Heenan Fleming following the am-
bush-murder at Pound Gap, but the
brothers had fled to West Virginia.

Cal and Heenan returned to the
mountains, near Pound, in the spring
of 1894 and took up hiding in a cave.
Dressed in women’s clothes, the
brothers helped the family in the fields
without being detected but after
awhile they began lounging openly.

They sat on the porch of their parents

home and whittled on theroad nearby.

Soon the Flemingsreturned to their
former ways, harassing and stealing
from their neighbors. They mocked
the lawmen who guarded the jail and
streets during the trial and incarcera-
tion of Talt Hall, tying red strips of
flannel to their Winchesters and
parroting the lawmen’s drills.

Cal and Heenan had the audacity
to show up in Pound to vote in the
countywide election for sheriff and
county judge. Local authorities chose
not to confront them but they took
notice.

They notified authorities in Wise

Vadorz Grbs

and the sheriff gathered a posse to go

after the fugitives. The police-guard
at Big Stone Gap was also called in.
Everyone knew Cal and Heenan
wouldn’t give up easy.

The lawmen stayed and left scouts
inthe area in hopes of discovering the
two brothers whereabouts. After a
few days it started to pay off when
they saw Ma Fleming carry a bag of
provisions into a brushy area. She
stoed there tossing stones into the
bushes, obviously trying to attract
Cal and Heenan’s attention.

When one of the rocks clinked
against the Winchester which was
held by one of the members of the
posse, the old woman walked di-
rectly into their midst thinking it was
her sons.

Dr. Raque recommends follow-
ing these tips when purchasing ath-
letic shoes:

» Since your feet continually grow,
always have your feet measured be-
fore buying new shoes.

» Look for leather shoes that easily
conform to the shape of your foot.
Choose ones that lace up and have
good arch support.

» Never buy shoes that are too
tight.

» Make sure the ball of your foot
fits snugly into the widest part of the
shoe.

» Check to see if your heel fits
comfortably in the shoe with little

» Make sure you can wiggle your
toes. There should be 3/8” to 1/2”
between your longest toe and the
front of the shoe when you are stand-
ing.

» Wear socks to absorb shock, but
make sure they don’t make the shoe
fit too tightly.

e Try on both shoes and walk
around to make sure they feel com-
fortable. Most people have one foot
larger than the other.

PUBLIC PROPERTY
WHICH SERVE THE

~STABILIZATION OF THE

SOIL, PREVENTION OF
EROSION, SHELTER FOR
WILDLIFE, CONSER-
VATION OF ENERGY BY

WHEREAS: Trees
provide a setting with a
variety of color unsurpassed
in shade and hue; and
WHEREAS: Trees are
invaluable physiological
counterpart to the man-
made urban setting; and
WHEREAS: Trees absorb
a high percentage of carbon
dioxide and return oxygen,
a vital ingredient to life; and
WHEREAS: Trees are a
valuable assetthatcan affect
an area economically; and
WHEREAS: The City

Parktrees: “Parktrees are
herein deferred as trees,
shrubs, bushes, andall other
woody vegetation in public

SECTION 2. CREATION
AND ESTABLISHMENTOF
A CITY TREE BOARD

There is hereby created
and established a City Tree
Board for the City of
Prestonsburg, Kentucky,

appointed by the Mayor.

SECTION 3. TERM OF
OFFICE

The term of the five
persons to be appointed by
the Mayor shall be three
years exceptthatthe term of
two of the members
appointed to the first Board
shallbe for only one year.

successor shall be
appointed forthe unexplored
portion of the term.
SECTION 4,
COMPENSATION
Members of the Board
shall serve without
compensation.

SECTION 5. DUTIES
AND RESPONSIBILITIES

It shall be the
responsibility of the Board
to study, investigate,
counsel, develop and/or
update annually, and
administer a written plan for
the care, preservation,
pruning, planting, replanting,
removal, or disposition of
trees and shrubs in parks
and in other public areas.
Such plan will be presented
annually to the City Council,
and upon their acceptance
and approval, shall
constitute the official
comprehensive tree planfor
the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky. The Board, when
requested by the City
Council, shall consider,
investigate, make finding,
report, and recommend
upon any special matter of
question coming within the
scope of its work.

SECTION 6. OPERA-
TION

The board shall choose
its own officers, make its
own rules and regulations,
and keep a journal of its
findings. A majority of the
members shall be a quorum
for the transaction of
business.

SECTION 7. DISTANCE
FROM STREET CORNERS
AND HYDRANT

No street tree shall be
planted closer than 20 feet
of any street corner,
measured from the point of
nearest intersecting curbs

. or curblines. No street tree

shall be planted closer than
10 feet of any hydrant.
SECTION 8. PUBLIC
TREE CARE
The City shall have the

right to plant, prune,
maintain, and removetrees,
plants, andshrubs withinthe
lines of all streets, alleys,
avenues, lanes, squares,
and public grounds, as may
be necessarytoinsure public
safety or to preserve or
enhance the symmetry and

beauty of such public
grounds. The City Tree
Board may remove or cause
or order to be removed, any
tree or part thereof which is
in an unsafe condition or
which by reason of its nature
isinjuriousto sewers, electric
power lines, gas lines, water
lines, or other public
improvements, or is affected
with any injurious fungus,
insect, or other pest.

SECTION 9. PRUNING,
CORNER CLEARANCE

Every owner of any tree
overhanging any street or
right-of-way within the City
shall prune the branches so
that such branches shall not
obstruct the light from any
street lamp or obstruct the
view of any street
intersection and so thatthere
shall be a clear space of
eight feet (8') above the
surface of the street or
sidewalk. Said owners shall
remove all dead, diseased,
ordangeroustrees orbroken
or decayed limbs which
constitute a menace to the
safety of the public. The City
shall have the right with the
proper spread of light along
the street from a street light
or interferes with visibility of
any traffic control device or
sign.

SECTION 10. DEAD OR
DISEASED TREE
REMOVAL ON PRIVATE
PROPERTY

The City shall have the
right to cause the removal of
any dead diseased trees on
private property within the
city when such trees
constitute a hazard to life
and property, or harbor
insects or disease which
constitute a potential threat
to other trees within the city.
The City Tree Board will
notify in writing the owners
of such trees. Removal shall
be done by said owners at
their own expense within
sixty days after the date of
service of notice. Inthe event
offailure of ownersto comply
with such provisions, the City

shall have the authority ‘to

remove such trees and
charge the cost of removal
on the owner’s property tax
notice.

SECTION 11. REVIEW
BY CITY COUNCIL

The City Council shall
have the right to review the
conduct, acts, and decisions
of the City Tree Board. Any

ruling or order of the City

SECTION 12. PENALTY
Any person violating any
provision of this ordinance
shall be, upon conviction or
a plea of guilt, subject to a
fine not to exceed $500.00.
