For the second time in about a
year, high lead levels in children liv-
ing in the West Prestonsburg area
have local health officials concerned
and state environmental inspectors
are trying to determine where the
problem is originating.

The Floyd County Health Depart-
ment conducted anafter-school clinic
yesterday to perform cluster screen-
ing of children residing in the West

Prestonsburg area.

Carol Holbrook, director of the
health department, said Thursday that
she is very concemned about the situ-
ation.

“It’s very much of a concern,”
Holbrook said. “We hope everyone
takes advantage of (the screening
clinic).”

AnnJohnson, state coordinator for
the Kentucky Childhood Lead Poi-
soning Prevention Program, said

House okays
proposal for
road system

TheU.S. House of Representatives’
Public Works and Transportation
Committee gave final approval Tues-
day to legislation which could lead to
the developmentof aninterstate high-
way in southeastern Kentucky.

The legislation, which creates a
National Highway System (NHS),
could also signal the first step in a
long-standing effort to four-lane
Route 114 from Prestonsburg to
Salyersville. The committee autho-
rized $6 million for widening that
access to the Mountain Parkway.

Fifth District Congressman Hal
Rogers said in a news release issued
Tuesday that the NHS “recognizes
the needs of road-starved and eco-
nomically-needy counties in south-
emn and eastern Kentucky.”

Corridors identified by the legisla-
tion, which sets priorities for future
construction, modernization and im-
provements, include Kentucky Route
80,Route 114 and Route 15and U. S.
Route 23 and Route 119. At Rogers’
request, U.S. Route 460 from
Paintsville to Salyersville was added
to the priority list for federal funding.

The committee-approved legisla-
tion also finalizes asoutheasternroute
for a new, cross-country Interstate
66, which will pass within 25 miles of
Pikeville and which will run from
Washington D.C. to the west coast.

tinued his week-long bus trip to “no-
where.”

In his introduction before a capac-
ity crowd in the lobby of the lodge,
Jones disagreed with a recent Lex-
ington Herald-Leader editorial that
characterized his trip to the state parks
as a “road to nowhere.” “Floyd
County is somewhere,” he declared
as he wadded a copy of the Herald-
Leader’s editorial and threw it to-
ward the crowd.

Jones said that about $13 million
of the $100 million would be directed
toward the Jenny Wiley State Park
with $6.6 million of that going to.a
“world class” golf course.

Jones said, “because it will be world
class.”

Government officials from six
counties, including Floyd; park em-
ployees and area business leaders
were on hand for the Governor’s visit.

Although most of the crowd was
in attendance to show their support
for the park-renovation plan, there
were also several faculty and stu-
dents from Prestonsburg Community
College, who thought PCC’s build-
ing projects should also be included
in the budget.

In a letter to parents living in the
that area, health department officials
say that the lead levels are “rising
again after a previous decline.”

Health department field workers
made door-to-door visits in the com-
munity, distributing the letter and
talking with residents about the con-
cern, Holbrook explained. She said
that thereare approximately 150 fami-

lies living in the area.

Blood specimens taken during
Thursday’s clinic will be sent to the
Jefferson County Health Department
for analysis and the results are ex-
pected toknown in about three weeks.

Health officials will do a “finger-
stick” to obtain the blood sample
needed for test, Holbrook said.

If anyone is unable to attend
Thursday’s clinic, an appointment
with the health department can be
made for a later date or parents may
take their children to a physician for

Long waits likely on
birth record requests

Parents who plan to register their
children forkindergarten or firstgrade
should obtain children’s birth certifi-
catesnow, said Jennifer Martin, Floyd
County School Health Coordinator/
School Nurse.

“Parents need to go ahead and get
thatordered,” Martin said. “They may
have to wait a little longer this year.”

Martin expressed concern that
parents may experience delays in re-
ceiving their children’s records of
birth after the Cabinet for Human
Resources announced Friday that the
usual four-week wait for obtaining
the certificate could be as much as six
weeks.

Barbara White, registrar of vital
statistics in the Kentucky Department
for Health Services, said the office
had to shut down for a week in Janu-
ary due to weather conditions and
that the shutdown has lengthened the
waiting period.

"‘Birth certificates are needed for
various activities,” she said, “and

there’s always a wait if you request a
certificate by mail. This time of year
always has the longest wait because
of the number of requests for certifi-
cates for summer activities.”

“This year is worse because of the
time we lost during the snow week in
January,” she said.

White also advised anyone who
will need a birth certificate for sum-
mer to get the request in as soon as
possible.

Birth certificates are needed for
signing up for some summer athletic
leagues and tournaments, for obtain-
ing a passport, and for pre-register-
ing for kindergarten and first grade.

Certificates cost $7 each. To ob-
tain a certified copy of a birth certifi-
cate, complete and mail an order form
(available at the Floyd County Health
Department), or write to the Vital
Statistics Office, Cabinet for Human
Resources, 275 E. Main St., Frank-
fort, KY 40621-0001. Includeacheck
or money order for each copy or-
dered.

Mayor Jerry Fannin confirmed
Tuesday that Mayo had been fired
because city officials “weren’t happy
with the amount of work being ac-
complished” in the Main Street pro-
gram.

The Main Street project, funded by
a one-time state grant, offers grants
and low interest loans to businesses

located within specific boundaries in
downtown Prestonsburg. Funds can
be used for upgrading storefronts or
other structural improvements.

Fannin said he and city council
members would administer the pro-
gram until a replacement for Mayo is
hired.

Mayo could not be reached.

Also Wednesday, Gilliam reported
that Floyd County has almost a half
million dollars in coal severance tax
revenues. Gilliam said that that fig-
ure should double next year when the
return of severance tax money paid
by counties will jump from six to
thirteen percent.

County Attorney Jim Hammond
told the board that the county’s strat-
egy for using those funds is to ex-
haust Floyd County’s share by buy-

ing and developing industrial sites

and then “leap frog” into the multi-
county account.

Gilliam said that the multi-county
fund has $4.5 million in it and the
contribution to that account should
also double by next year. Surround-
ing counties can apply for funds from
the multi-county account to be used
for economic development.

It was discovered some time last
summer that children living in the
West Prestonsburg area had high lead
levels in their blood, Holbrook said.
Those children were given medica-
tion to lower those levels, and once
the medication was stopped, the level
began to rise again, Holbrook said.

Environmental officials have not
notified the health department if they

The development of vaccines to
protectagainstchildhood diseases has
been the hallmark of the second half
of the 20th century. Before vaccines,
thousands of children died each year
from common diseases, such as

measles, mumps, whooping cough
and polio. And many more thousands
suffered permanent damage as a re-
sult of the diseases.

Today, vaccines havenearly eradi-
cated several diseases, such as small-
pox, polio, whooping cough and
Haemophilus influenza B, she said.

“The near eradication of these dis-
eases has come from two factors.
First, children vaccinated were pro-
tected against the disease. Second,
because so many children were vac-
cinated—and did notdevelop the dis-
eases—there were dramatically fewer

sources of infection for exposure for
children who did not receive the vac-
cinations,” Kurzynske said.

As a result of fewer outbreaks of
these diseases, many parents have
not worried about getting their child
vaccinated. The outcome is that sev-
eral of the diseases that previously
were on the decline have sprung up
with new infections among those
children not protected, she said.

Measles, for example, dropped to
fewer than 1,500 cases in the U.S. in
1983, only to surge to more than
55,000 cases between 1989 and 1991,
leading to 132 deaths.

Estimates on the number of
unvaccinated children range from 37
to 56 percent of American children
under two years of age. In certain
areas where poverty is pervasive, the
Center for Disease Control estimates
that fewer than 10 percent of children
have been vaccinated.

“If you have not had your child
vaccinated against the common child-
hood diseases, you need to schedule
your child for them at once. Your
health care provider will be able to
start your child on the schedule or
bring your child up to date on over-
due vaccinations,” Kurzynske said.

In Kentucky, families can have
their children immunized at the
county health department. The cost
of the immunizations varies accord-
ing to the family’s income, she said.

Hunt said.

Jones responded to the group by
saying, “We’re going to continue to
(bring money to PCC).”

Jones also made it clear that tax-
payers would not face an increase to
pay for the park-renovation plan.

“We will not raise taxes,” Jones
said. “We are not proposing any tax
increase on anybody.”

Jones plans to use an unbudgeted
surplus of at least $35 million in the
current fiscal year to begin renova-
tion of the parks in 1994-95. If the
extra revenue proves to be recurring
next year, Jones plans to issue bonds
to finance the remainder of his
projects.

The governor will call a special
session of the General Assembly in
June to pass a new, two-year state
budget.

The remainder of the $13 million
allocated for Jenny Wiley Park will
be for a $675,000 thousand pool area
expansion and renovation and a$1.3
million boat dock replacement.

State Representative Greg
Stumbo, who alsomade abrief speech
after Jones, supporting the Governor’s
park proposal, said in‘'an interview
afterwards, “I don’t think there’s any
question that Governor Jones has the
support of the people (in improving
the state’s parks).”

“We’ll be a golfer’s destination,”
Jim Kennedy, Jenny Wiley Park
Manager, said after the Governor’s
speech.

The hope is that the golf course
will bring in more tourists to the area
which will mean added revenue and,
according to Kennedy, that will
prompt more private sectors to build
hotels and motels in the area.

Jenny Wiley Park employees 115
people and brings in $10 million an-
nually.

elevated lead levels.

Thursday for comment.

According to the World Book
Encyclopedia, lead poisoning can be
caused by eating dried paint chips or
it can be absorbed by the body from
inhaling lead dust or fumes. Some
forms of lead can be absorbed through
the skin.

Lead interferes with the body’s
ability to produce read blood cells
and can damage the brain, liver and
other body organs.

Holbrook said that elevated lead
levels in children can cause mental
retardation.

Symptoms of lead poisoning in-
clude anemia, headaches, irritability,
weakness, abdominal pain, vomiting
and constipation. In severe cases,
symptoms may include convulsions,
coma and paralysis. Such cases may
cause death.

recent legislation passed by the Ken-
tucky General Assembly.

Don Cetrulo, Director of the Ad-
ministrative Office of the Courts,
opened the one-day session with a
report on the 1994-96 Court of Jus-
tice budget. Specifically, Cetrulo ad-
dressed the Judicial Branch budget
for the nexttwo years, including sala-
ries and health care reform for elected
and appointed officials.

Following Cetrulo’s remarks,
attenders separated into groups, de-
termined by profession. Judges met
to discuss the recently-passed legis-
lation and its impact on the court
system. The discussion leaders for
the judges’ group included one cir-

cuit and one district judge, both of
whom were experienced instructors
and had received specific training for
the regional meetings.

Circuit clerks, deputy clerks, and
judicial secretaries met with Cicely
Lambert, General Counsel to the
Administrative Office of the Courts,
who reviewed the Court of Justice
Sexual Harrassment Policies. The
employees identified the'types of
behavior whichmay constitute sexual
harassment and what procedures
should be followed if sexual harass-
mentoccurs. Circuitand deputy clerks
also met with D. J. Simpson, AOC
Field Services Representative, and
discussed new legislation and its ef-
fect on circuit clerks office proce-
dures.

Court Designated Workers and
Pretrial Officers also met to discuss
the effects of implementation of re-
cent legislation. The CDW meeting
was conducted by AOC’s Juvenile
Services staff, while pretrial officers
met with AOC’s Pretrial staff.

The regional legislative updates
were sponsored and conducted by the
Administrative Office of the Courts’
Education Services Department, with
special support from the departments
of Legal Services and Field Services.

Lacy is chairman of the advo-
cates, a non-profit, all-volunteer or-
ganization dedicated to promoting
the value of higher education in the
Commonwealth.

“Kentucky colleges and universi-
ties are filled with outstanding teach-
ers who embody the highest charac-
teristics of scholarship, teaching and
service,” Lacy said. “This award gives
much-deserved attention to those
college professors who continually
stimulate fertile young minds to
search and to stretch.”

The advocates chose the name
“Acorn Award” to continue the theme
established by the Advocates’ presti-
gious OAK Awards, which are pre-
sented to outstanding alumni of Ken-
tucky colleges and universities. The
Acorn Award symbolizes the pro-
cess of individual growth signified
by the phrase, “Mighty oaks from
little acorns grow.” 1

Disposal plan for
Magoffin is approved

The state Tuesday approved a solid-waste plan
for Magoffin County that does not include alarge
private landfill that local opponents have been
fighting for nearly three years.

“We finally did it,” said Judge-Executive
Charles Hardin. “We will have no out-of-state, or
in-state, garbage in Magoffin County.”

The plans calls for Magoffin County’s gar-
bage to be transported to Rowan County or, as a
backup site, Greenup County. It also places em-
phasis on public education, recycling, waste re-
duction and cleanups open dumps, Hardin said
Tuesday during a news conference on the court-
house steps.

The waste plan, which is more than two years

overdue, has been in limbo since 1991 when
residents discovered that a former judge-execu-
tive had quietly included the prosped landfill as
part of the county’s mandatory solid-waste pro-
gram.
A citizens group — Magoffin Countians for a
Better Environment — sued in late 1991 to stop
the landfill, saying the then-fiscal court members
grants Eastern Kentucky Resources an illegal
franchise. A judge ruled in the group’s favor, but
the case is still pending in the Kentucky Court of
Appeals. — Lexington Herald-Leader

A mover or a shaker?

My job required that I
attend a retreat in Shakertown
at Pleasant Hill. The brochure
stated that it is located
outside of Lexington on US
68 near Harrodsburg. That is
basically correct except that it
is outside Lexington on a
stretch of 24 miles of deso-
late, curvy pavement.

Upon my arrival, I was
amazed at the peaceful,
serene surroundings of the
quaint Shaker environment. I
hadn’t seen that much grass
since Bonanza went off TV.
There were rows of neatly,
maintained houses and the
guides wore period dress. The
only thing that would inter-
rupt this tranquil setting that I
have described would be that
there was television, tele-
phones, and the guides wore
Reebok tennis shoes.

It was a perfect location
for a meeting. Forty-five of
my peers and I were lodged
in yesteryear rooms where
Shaker men and women once
hung their clothes on
pegs(slightly better than on
an arm of a chair) and
climbed into separate beds
(and rooms) via foot stools. I
was obliged to do the same.
The only modemn conve-
niences were electricity and
bathrooms. This was good
because I have grown fondly
accustomed to both during
my life.

It has been stated that one
learns a lot about oneself
when one is placed in unusual
circumstanees, and these
were unusual circumstances
as far as I was concerned. I
learned that I don’t like living
without cable TV. The three
network channels are all right
if you don’t get used to the
Sports Channel or are not
addicted to Nickelodeon.

Aside from the lodging
accommodations, the eating
facility was superb. That is if
you don’t mind eating with
strangers. The food is served
family style and passed
around the table. When I told
my son the food was served
family style he said, “You
mean like at Shoney’s?”

We were informed that
all the food we ate was grown
on the property. The pickled
beets, pickled watermelon
rind, and new potatoes were
delicious. The only staple that
probably wasn’t produced
directly on the grounds was
the Sweet n’ Low. And if
they had ever heard about fat
free diets, they weren’t
passing any of it around
unless fried chicken and
baked country ham have been
added to Susan Powter’s diet
tape.

One extremely positive
thing I would have to say
about staying at Shakertown
is that there were absolutely
no outside distractions. None.
Nada. I didn’t even hear an
airplane. And being a scant
24 miles from Bluegrass
Field, one would think an
airplane motor could be heard
in the dark of night in a place
where any other bodily
function could be detected
from a distance of approxi-
mately two miles.

The Shaker religion is
no longer in existence. The
last Shaker died may years
ago because their theology
did not adhere to procreation
of the species. This ideology
tends to deplete a following
in quick fashion. If the
Shakers had given it more
thought, they might have
come fo a different conclu-
sion, However, since there
are backsliders in every
religion, the Shakers might
have a few of their ancestral
genes in existence today.

Personally, I'm glad the
lifestyle they led has been
preserved. For my sake, I just
wish it had been preserved a
beach with condos.

— As the result of simultaneous in-vitro fertili-
zation, one set of triplets was born to two mothers
in two cities one month apart. Linda Schaper, 33,
of Chesterfield, Mo., and her sister Barbara Payne,
32, of Columbia, Mo., gave birth in January and
February, with Schaperhaving two babies, Schaper
and her husband had produced six fertilized eggs,
three of which were implanted into each woman.

— The winner of a January contest sponsored
by the Washington Mutual Bank, to select the most
unusual places or events in the-Washington-Or-
egon area, was the Douglas fir tree in Vashon
Island, Wash., that contains a bicycle trapped
inside the tree’s bark. Local residents say that the
bicycle was parked beside the tree years ago and
that the bark eventually grew around it and com-
pletely enveloped it. The tree’s growth has lifted
the bicycle seven feet off the ground.

— In November, a jury in Montrose, Pa., ac-
quitted SamuelJ. Cosmello Jr., who had confessed
to killing his brother and burning his house down.
The jury accepted the testimony of a psychiatrist

who said Cosmello suffered from an obsessive-
compulsive disorder that made him need to con-
fess falsely.

COURTROOM ANTICS

— In November, a defense lawyer in San Fran-
cisco attempted to call a parrot to the witness stand
on the chance that it might speak the name of the
man who killed its owner, but the judge said no;
last spring, a chicken took the stand in a Tyler,
Texas, courtroom to facilitate a demonstration of
vaccination procedures at a local prison; and also
last spring, a police dog took the stand in a Pitts-
burgh, Pa., courtroom as adefense attorney tried to
show that the dog, and not his client, was the
aggressor in a fight.

— A January Associated Press report from the
Gaza Strip described recent sentences handged down
by one of the best-known of the local religious
arbiters. (Most Gazans boycott the Israeli-run court
system and opt for private arbitration.) A man who

to his victim’s, and upon arrival, he must submit to
having cut off any part of his body that has oil on
it. A murderer’s family was ordered to pay either
a large amount of money to the victim’s family or
a smaller amount plus the use of a woman to bear
a son to replace the victim,

Kentucky Rifles break gender
barrier; sign up first woman

The Kentucky Rifles justhad tobe
the first in our area to do it. It was
bound to happen and now it has.

The Rifles announced that they
have signed Kendra Hanes to a pro-
fessional baseball contract and she
—- that’s right, she — will be on the
Rifles’ roster this summer,

Hanes, 23, comes to the Rifles,
from Union City, California and will
become the only woman playingona,
men’s team in the minorleagues. The
Rifles are a member of the Frontier
League, a Class A/Short Season in-
dependent minor league.

Hanes drew the attention of the

Pikeville based Rifles when she was
cut from the now famous Colorado
Silver Bullets, an all-female baseball
team,
The Bullets brought Hanes to
spring training and cut her as one of
the last six women dropped from the
24-person squad. As a speedy out-
fielder with good defensive skills,
she drew notice from the Rifles front
office.

Rifles’ General Manager
Whitebeard thinks the first female
player will be an immediate con-
tributor.

"We feel that with her speed and
fielding ability," he said, "Hanes can
contribute right away. Although her
hitting needs some work, we are con-
fident that a season of competition
and workouts will bring all her abili-
ties up to this level."

Whitebeard said that his organi-
zation purposely went looking for a
woman baseball player and his rea-
sons were fourfold.

“First, we wanted to give a woman
a shot to play at this level,” he said,
“and perhaps move on to an affiliated
team, or a higher level of indepen-
dent baseball. No woman will make
it to the majors until some are given
the opportunity in the minors.

“Second, we wanted to promote
the idea of women in baseball. The
Silver Bullets have already made a
big impact in this area. I was at a
game the Silver Bullets played sev-
eral weeks ago, and I was amazed at
the number of girls and young women
that both came to the game and stood
in line to meet the ballplayers.

“Thatkind of interest at the ground
level is necessary if women are going

to play in the majors.

“Third, we want to counter the
attitude that women don’t belong in
baseball. It is one thing to suggest
that women don’t have the athletic
ability to play baseball — I disagree
with that statement, but I understand
it. Others, however, think that women
of any ability don't belong on the
field, front offices or in the media
covering baseball. These attitudes
need to be erased, and we believe that
signing a woman, and giving her this
chance will help to eradicate some of
those ancient ideas.

“Fourth, we’re doing it for the
publicity. I know it sounds strange
for a team to admit that, but we’d be
lying if we said it didn't matter to us.
It does. We are an independent team
in an independent league in perhaps
the smallest market in professional
baseball. We want crowds and spon-
sorships and merchandise sales as
much as anyone else, and this will
help a lot of people hear about us —
people who ordinarily would not. So
the publicity is certainly a factor.”

Whitebeard said that Hanes had
the potential to advance and that was

important.
