Floyd grand jury names 25 in indictments

A Floyd County native who was
sentenced to serve 30 yearsina Geor-
gia prison was indicted Tuesday by a
Floyd County Grand Jury.

Harry Eugene Hale, 38, originally
from Martin, wasindicted onacharge
of receiving stolen property.

In February 1993, Floyd County
Sheriff’s deputies and deputies from

the Cobb County, Georgia sheriff’s
department searched Hale's Garth
home and found several items be-
lieved to have belonged to Christoph
Zahn, a Swiss traveler who has been
missing since May 1992. Recovered
from Hale’s home were cameras and
a camera bag, and an Amish quilt.
Last month, Hale was convicted
in Cobb County of three counts of
first degree forgery for using Zahn's
Euro America credit card. He was

sentenced to 10 years on each count
to be served consecutively.

Also indicted Tuesday were five
inmates who escaped from the Otter
Creek Correctional Facility in Wheel-
wright earlier this year.

Michael Leland Ackerson, Larry
Michael Rigdon and James Clayton
Cox, the first three escapees from the
minimum security prison, were
charged with second degree escape
and theft by unlawful taking.

Two other inmates, who escaped
on a separate occasion, Harold
Stewart and Christopher L. Gordon
were indicted for second degree es-
cape.

Federal suit against board dismissed

A federal lawsuit filed against the
Floyd County Board of Education by
three former school administrators
was dismissed Monday by a federal
judge.

U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood
ruled Monday that state law gives the
superintendent of schools the power
to hire and fire employees and board
members could not be held liable for

those decisions. Hood’s ruling added
that the former administrators would
have needed to prove that Floyd su-
perintendent Steve Towler was act-
ing on a board policy in order to hold
them responsible for their actions.

Pete Grigsby Jr., Tommy Thomp-
sonand Wayne Ratliff sued the board
last June after their positions in the
central office were eliminated under
a district-wide reorganization.

The three men also claimed that
their due process rights were violated

and that they were being retaliated
against because they supported long-
time board member James “Doc”
Adams in the 1990 school board elec-
tion.

Political newcomer Eddie Billips
defeated Adamsin 1990 and the three
claimed in their lawsuit that after
Billips took office, he ordered school
employees to perform certain tasks
and “unlawfully asserted authority
over school grounds.”

Come July 15, if you’re pulled
over for a traffic violation or any-
thing else and you’re caughtnot wear-
ing your seat belt, itcould cost youup
to $25. Friday, July 15, is the day the
new state seat belt law goes into ef-
fect.

“[ think this is the most important
piece of highway safety legislation in
Kentucky history,” said Rodney
Brewer, public information officer
for the Kentucky State Police. “We
will begin a vigorous enforcement
effort when the law takes effect, and
most other law enforcement agencies
I’ ve talked to intend to do the same.”

belts greatly reduce your chance of
being in a fatal accident,” Brewer
said.

According to a study by the Ken-
tucky Transportation Center, almost
42 percent of Kentuckians already
buckle up when they get in their cars.
Brewer said if that rate can be in-
creased to 70 percent, it would save

more than 170 lives annually.
“You’re 20 times more likely to
be killed in a crash if you're not

wearing proper restraints,” Brewer
said. “Wearing your seat belt is un-
doubtedly the easiest and most effec-

tive way to reduce your chances of
having a fatal accident.”

ers pointed out in their successful
attempt in the 1994 General Assem-
bly to get seat belt legislation passed.
Rep. Bill Lear, D-Lexington, was
one of the most outspoken propo-
nents of the seat belt law.

“It’s about time,” said Lear, who
has been either the primary sponsor
or primary co-sponsor of seat belt
legislation since it appeared in the
General Assembly in 1988. “For the
rest of the state, Friday is a big day.”

Lear said the seat belt law makes
€Conomic sense.

“Everybody is familiar with the
personal costs, the lost lives and the
ruined lives thatresult from failure of
peopleto wear seat belts,” he said. “A
lot of people don’t appreciate the
economic costs. The failure of people
to wear seat belts adds to the tax
burden because a lot of public money
goes to hospital bills and funeral bills
and compensation for lost wages.

“Against the backdrop of all the
health care legislation, this is prob-
ably the piece of legislation this past
session that will have the most sig-
nificant and immediate effect,” he
said.

Lear added the failure of people to
wear seat belts also leads to higher
insurance premiums for other people,
because insurance companies have
to pay out more money for the more
severe injuries.

Despite reassurances from police
and political officials, some Kentuck-
ians remain afraid of not being able to
get out of their seat belts if they have
a bad accident. Brewer said the

“There are obviously some folks
out there who have some misinfor-
mation,” he said. “People think, “What
if I'm trapped and I can’t get out
because of a seat belt?” The number
of times it happens is absolutely
minute compared to the number of
times a life is saved because of a seat
belt.”

Brewer said some people have
developed the habit of not wearing
their seat belts—a habit some just
don’t want totry to give up. He added
the next generation, today’s children,
are being raised to wear their seat
belts.

In addition to the new seat belt
law, some provisions of the new state
health care reforms will gointoeffect
July 15. The most effective reforms,
however, such as guaranteed cover-
age for anyone regardless of pre-
existing conditions and the statewide
health care purchasing alliance to
purchase insurance at lower costs for
Kentuckians, will not go into effect
until July 15, 1995.

In the meantime, there are two
provisions in the new health care
reform law to help some people get
coverage and treatment until 1995:

« Anyone who has lived in Ken-
tucky atleasta year can buy the same
group insurance that state employees
now have. This will let some people
get around higher-priced individual
policies.

» Doctors and hospitals cannot
charge any person with family in-
come below twice the poverty level
more than Medicaid would pay for
the care they’re given.

Noah Webster Academy

Akeyideabehind charter schools,
the latest movement in education re-
form, is that many terrific opportuni-
ties to improve public education are
lost because they are squelched by
school bureaucracies. Charter school
laws, which have been passed in 12
states and are pending in 9 or 10
more, are supposed to allow teachers
and others the chance to establish
public schools that are largely inde-
pendent of state and local control.
Supporters say that throwing away
the rule book will unleash creativity
and that fresh, new ideas developed
in these charter schools will revital-
ize all public schools. But it’s not so
easy to draw the line between en-
couraging schools that have the free-
dom to experiment and ones where
doing your own thing has nothing to
do with improving public education.

This problem is already obvious
in Michigan. Charter school legisla-
tion goes into effect this fall, and the
first “school” out of the gate will be
the Noah Webster Academy, which
is nothing but a clever scheme to get
public money for children who are
already being educated by their par-
ents—at home.

According to reporter Steve
Stecklow’s story in the Wall Street
Journal (June 14, 1994), Noah
Webster’s founder, a lawyer special-
izing in home schooling cases, has
signed up 700 students—mostly
Christian home schoolers—for a
school that is -actually a computer

he resigned in June 1982 with three years left on
his contract because of alengthy Kentucky State
Police investigation of his administration.

network. The students will continue
to study at home the way they do
now, but every family will get a tax-
payer-paid computer, printer and
modem, and there will be an optional
curriculum that teaches creationism
alongside biology.

Does this actually fall within the
Michigan charter school law? Barely.
Stecklow quotes a Michigan state
administrator who says it is
“push[ing] the envelope...just about
as far as you probably can.” Critics
had predicted thatsomething like this
would happen, and the response was
that charters would be issued by
school boards or colleges and they
could be trusted to be responsible.

But Noah Webster’s founder dis-
covered a tiny, impoverished school
district—it has 23 students, one
teacher and a teacher’s aide, and it
nearly went broke a few years ago. It
agreed to sponsor his school, and
give ita 99-year charter, in return for
a kickback of about $40,000. Based
on current applications, Noah
Webster, which is eligible for state
funds to the tune of $5,500 per pupil,
will get something in the neighbor-
hood of $4 million of public money
in the coming academic year.

Lastyear, Michigan suffered abig
educational and financial crisis when
the state decided to stop using prop-
erty taxes to pay for education and
had to scramble for other ways of
financing its schools. The previous
system gave a big advantage to
wealthy districts, and the new one
has provided some measure of equal-
ization between wealthy districts and
poor ones. Nevertheless, kids in
wealthy districts are still getting more

public money spent on them than
kids in cities like Detroit. And now,
the charter school law, which is sup-
posed to be about using public money
to test ideas that could improve edu-
cation in troubled school districts like
Detroit, is giving $4 million—for
starters—to a group of people who
are eager for public funds but could
care less about public education.

Most charter school supporters
genuinely believe that by trying out
ideas that have been ignored in con-
ventional schools, charter schools will
improve public education. But this
strategy won’t work if the legislation
permits these schools to be totally
unconnected to the school district
that sponsors them. Charter schools
must have autonomy to get where
they want to go, but they mustalso be
part of a system that has a central
purpose—and that means a system
that has decided what kids need to
know and be able to do.

But there are other supporters of
charter schools whose real aim is to

smash the public schools. Unless char- -

ter school legislation is carefully
crafted and controlled, charter schools
will not lead to improved public edu-
cation. Instead, we will see themoney
used to pay for educating kids whose
parents are already looking after their
education at home or to finance what
are really private schools. And all of
this will take place without any pub-
lic debate and totally out of the public
eye—while other youngsters still
struggle in school districts that need
the kind of help charter schools are
supposed to provide.

Mayor Chris ‘Waugh admitted it
would be difficult to catch people
abandoning strays, saying the city
would need citizens to report the acts.

Waugh was hoping the threat of a
fine would prompt people to abandon
their dogs elsewhere.

Former mine inspector pleads guilty
to federal charges of taking bribes

Former federal mine inspector
Edward L. Kendrick offered no ex-
planations Monday as he pleaded
guilty to taking $800 from coal op-
erators in exchange for not doing his
job.

“I'm not standing here making
excuses,” Kendrick said after U.S.
District Judge Joseph Hood read the
charges against him. “I did exactly
what you read to me.”

Kendrick, 57 of Melvin, admitted
taking $300 in April 1993 from an
officer of Old South Mining Co. He
also admitted taking $500 in Febru-
ary from the operator of an unnamed
company.

Assistant U.S Attorney Tom Self
said the omission of the second
company’s name was intentional.
“They cooperated with us,” he said
without elaboration.

In exchange for Kendrick’s coop-
eration in the continuing investiga-
tion, Self has agreed to seek the dis-
missal of five other counts. Two are
extortion counts involving another
$500, and the remaining three allege
he filed false reports to cover his
activities.

Kendrick faces up to 17 years in
prison and a $500,000 fine when he is
sentenced November 1.

“He just regrets it happened,”
Kendrick’s attorney, Ned Pillersdorf,
said.

Bass like other beings have so
called reasons for reacting and or
behaving in the manner which they
do. I want to categorize and discuss
the three main behaviorial reasons
bass strike. Keep in mind there are
otherreasons besides these three. Also
the percentage of strikes you obtain
from any one category wlill differ
from myself and other fishermen as
well. The reascn for this will depend
on your style as a fishermen, the baits
you use, and the time of year you fish.

I have found, and feel that most
everyone will agree, that the number
one reason bass strike is to feed.
These feeding bass I feel are also
some of the easiest to catch. A hungry
bass isn’ttooterribly particular. They
are also very aggressive and strike
hard therefore hooking themselves to
a point that they’re hard to lose. Bass
feed for several reasons and even
more conditions determine when
they’ll feed and for how long. A few
examples of this are barometric pres-
sure, cloud cover, or a warm up after
a cold front.

The second reason abass will strike
is out of reflex. It’s a natural reaction
for any predator. The mostimportant
thing to remember to obtain a reflex
strike is presentation of the lure. The
bait must be in front of the bass to
generateastrike of thiskind. Imagine
where you think the bass will be on a
stump, for example, and throw the
bait so it will go directly in front of its
eyes. The main lures to use for a
reflex strike are the crankbait and the
spinnerbait.

The third most important reason a
bass will strike a bait is out of anger.
To generate a strike out of anger is to
me one of the funniest reactions to
get from a bass. One of the main lures
to use to getan anger strike is a buzz-
bait. This very noisy and fast moving
bait could make anyone or anything
angry if provoked enough. Youknow
when a buzzbait is hit, the bass' sole
‘purpose is to make the aggrevation
.80 away.

If you’ve been acting funny lately, maybe it’s
because you don’t smell right.

At least that’s the theory that a Chicago neurolo-
gist, Dr. Alan Hirsch, has been exploring.

Nowhere is it written that there’s a limit on how long
astudent may take to become a pilot. I took my first flight
lessons in 1959 ina J-3 Cub, soloed in 1962 inan Aeronca
Champ and didn't get my private license until 1972 in a
Cessna 150. Thirteen years from first flight to ticket: 10
years from solo. Sure, thére were interruptions—gradu-
ate school, the Army, the need to earn a living—but
there’snoexpiration date on logged flight time. How long
it takes you to learn isn’t as important as how well you
learn.

You are required to have passed the written test within
the two years preceding the flight test, but that’s to be sure
you’re familiar with any recent changes to the regs. The
pilot skills required to control an airplane don’t change.
They may get rusty, but they don’t get revised and
rewritten the way the operating rules often do.

I was reminded how impatient students can get about
their progress by a call the other day from my friend
Civia. She had just passed her private pilot check ride, but
ithadn’tbeen easy for her. She had gone through a couple
of flight instructors, a struggle with a lack-of-confidence
attack, and all the normal delays that are typical at a busy
controlled airport like Westchester County. Although she
was thrilled she had stuck with it and laughed that her
grandchildren were having a hard time convincing their
friends that their grandmother had really become a pilot,
she was embarrassed and apologetic that it had taken
three years.

The most frequent question people ask about learning
to fly is, “How long will it take me to solo?” They are
reasonable questions and as long as the answers are
realistic, there’s no harm done: in fact, setting goals can
speed up the learning process. On the other hand, setting
unrealistic goals invariably leads to frustration and disap-
pointment.

Don’t hamper yourself with a drop-dead deadline.
Don’t wait two weeks before your parents’ 50th anniver-
sary and then decide you have to get your certification in
time to fly home for the celebration. Don’ tannounce to all
your friends that you’re going to solo in 10 hours or get
your license in 40.

If, like me, you recall when chicken cost 29 cents a
pound, you might remember when people did typically
solo in 10 hours or less. It wasn’tbecause they were better
pilots back then, but because there was a lot less they had
to learn about radio procedures, operating rules and
airspace complexities before they could go out on their
own.
Sure, some people learn quicker than others, but so
what? Kids who learn to walk sooner aren’t necessarily
better dancers. If toddlers talk early it doesn’t mean
they’ll have more interesting things to say. How quickly
someone learns is not an indication of how well he or she
has absorbed the information and is able to apply and
correlate it to future lessons. Often it’s just the opposite.

Learning plateaus, where students who have been
making rapid progress suddenly stop improving or even
regress are normal occurrences in the learning process.
Instructors are familiar with these slips and slides that
befall virtually every pilot scaling the learning curve, but
students are not. When a student, who has great expecta-
tions for himself falls into a slump, he begins to be
concerned that maybe he isn’t cut out to be a pilot after all.
It’s difficult enough to persevere at something when you
think you are not doing it well, but it becomes nearly
impossible when you are convinced that what you per-
ceive as your substandard performance could have dire
consequences.

Don’t be discouraged that you're not progressing as
fast as you thought you would or think you should. It’s
natural to want to do well; to be able to boast to friends
that you can fly by yourself; to celebrate your certificate
with a victory lap around the pattern with the family that
supported your efforts. But don’t get too concerned about

expectations
ground you
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rushing the process. It'll happen
when you’re ready. You wouldn’t
want it any sooner.

If you want to set time targets, set yourself a goal of
flying at least once a week or four times a month; set
yourself a goal of spending an hour a week with the
Airman’s Information Manual or the POH for your train-
ing airplane. Set realistic goals, and when you meet them
you’ll feel good about your progress.

Civia spent three years getting her license, but during
those three years she thought about flying, read aviation
magazines, talked to other pilots, went to FAA safety
seminars, experienced different seasons and weather

conditions, and was constantly learning about flying.
That wasn’t time wasted.

If flying is fun—and that is why most of us do it—
what’s the rush? One of the steamship companies used to
advertise that “getting there is half the fun.” It's the same
with learning to fly. Like time spent in a lover’s arms,

flying shouldn’t be rushed. You don’t get extra points for

how quickly you do it, so relax and enjoy it.

On Thursday, June 23, Crisp reached a major mile-
stone in his educational journey. He received his bachelor
of theology degree after 26 years of summer classes and
correspondence study. To top it off, the 64-year-old
resident of Banner maintained a 4.0 grade point average
throughout his college career.

That is, except for his first summer school term.

In the summer of 1968, Crisp took vacation time, plus
one week of unpaid leave from his job at the natural gas
compressor station at Maytown, to attend his first session
of summer school at Moody Bible College in Chicago,
Illinois. The term was a trial by fire for Crisp, who had no
experience with college level work. "When I first started
going, I made failing grades, " he said. "I had never taken
notes inmy life.

"I used two
to three typewriter ribbons a month typing the paper. I
wore out one typewriter and bought another," he said. "It
took me about three months to do the paper. I read ten
other books for research."

In the end, the efforts of a man who said he had never
written an essay, paid off. "I gota A on the paper," he said.

Crisp isn't finished yet. He has already enrolled in a
master's degree program at Bethany College and after he
eams that degree, he said he will work on his doctor of
ministry degree.

Crisp said that he gives credit first to the Lord for his
success. "And second, I give credit to my wife Bonnie
who stayed home and worked to take care of our two sons
while I was away at school.”

Crisp said that his studies have helped him achieve his
goal of becoming a better preacher. "Whenever I preach,
people say I bring out the subject so simply that any
person can understand it."

He added that he hopes his story will encourage others
who want to get an education, but are held back by their
fear of failing.

"I think that there may be someone out there who was
like me, with little education, (who can achieve his goals
if he tries)."

I really didn’t plan to join the
Brotherhood of the Buzzheads.

Supplemental summer
annuals for hay and pasture

Kentucky producers should con-
sider the use of supplemental sum-
mer annuals for hay and pasture dur-
ing dry, summer weather.

There are several options in Ken-
tucky for supplemental hay or pas-
ture in the form of summer annual
forage plants, said Jinmy Henning,
Extension forages specialist with the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture.

These include sorghum sudan hy-
brids, sudan grasses, pearl millet, fox-
tail or german millet, and soybeans.
They will all produce some hay or
pasture in about 45 to 60 days with
some rainfall and nitrogen fertiliza-
tion for the grasses, Henning said.

Sorghum sudan grass hybrids are
rapidly growing grasses which pro-
duce a good quality forage if man-
aged properly, he said. They have
large stems which can quickly be-
come tough and unpalatable if not
managed properly.

“These are also much more likely
to contain toxic levels of prussic ac-
ids than other summer annual
grasses,” Henning added. “Prussic
acid is another name for hydrogen
cyanide which can kill grazing ani-
mals under special conditions.”

Sudan grass and sudan grass hy-
brids are generally not as coarse as
sorghum sudan hybrids and are less
likely to contain such high levels of

prussic acid, Henning said.

“Sudan grass usually produces
lower yields than sorghum sudan
grass hybrids,” he said. “However,
they also have smaller stems, don’t
grow as high, are easier to cut for hay

and less prone to trampling under

grazing.”

Pearl millet is an annual grass
with smaller stems and is generally
leafier than a sorghum sudan grass

hybrid, Henning said. One advantage
of pearl millet is that it does not have
the potential to cause toxic levels of
prussic acid and will regrow after
cutting or grazing.

Foxtail, or German, millet does
not regrow after cutting, especially
after a seedhead is formed, he added.
For this, reason, it is considered a
one-cut summer annual.

“Soybeans can also be used as an
emergency source of forage during
dry conditions,” Henning said. “The
use of black bean soybean varieties,
historically thought to be a haybean
or forage bean, is generally not cost
effective. Instead, use a full-season,
late-maturing soybean to get good
yields at a reasonable cost.”

For more information on the use
of supplemental forages, ask for the
publication, “Producing Annual
Grasses for Emergency or Supple-
mental Forage,” (AGR 88) at your
county Extension office.

Do you have trouble eating atleast
three servings of vegetables each day?
If you’re used to only a small serving
at dinner, the switch to eating lots of
vegetables takes a little work. One
way to ease into eating more
healthfully may be to eat more fruit.
That’s especially easy at this time of
year when so many fruits are at their

peak.

Health organizations such as the
American Institute for Cancer Re-
searchrecommend eating atleast five
servings of fruits and vegetables per
day. A “serving” equals a half-cup of
fruit or vegetables, six ounces of juice,
orone cup of raw leafy greens. Eating
more fruit can be a good first step to
meet this health goal. omiilliog

Fruits and vegetables supply many
of the same nutrients. Both are good
sources of dietary fiber. Many fruits
are loaded with vitamin C, including
cantaloupe and honeydew melons,

vide minerals such as iron and mag-
nesium that are not present in signifi-
cant amounts in fruit. Research has
identified several non-nutrient sub-
stances in vegetables that seem to
inhibit the development of cancer
that so far have not been found in
fruits. The best insurance for meeting
nutrientneeds is toinclude both fruits
and vegetables in your diet and to
choose a wide variety of each.

But you don’t need to feel that a
meal isanutritional flop without veg-
etables. Create a healthier diet by
eating fruit plain or on cereal for
breakfast, for lunch or snacks on the
run, as a side dish for grilled fish or
poultry, in salads—and, of course,
for a cool summer dessert.

“Love doesn’t have to hurt...”’

The beavy stove poker missed his
wife’s head by only a few hairs when
itlanded with a thump, leaving adeep
impression on the wooden counter
near where she was washing dishes...

A pre-teen grandson, yelled an-
grily, hollering obscenities to his aged
grandmother, when it was taking her
too long to get out of the truck. In
anger he hastily slammed the door
against her leg, breaking the skin,
making it bleed...

A senior citizen cried profusely as
she lifted her arthritic body off the
floor following her husband having
hit her repeatedly with his cane be-
cause she took too long to bring him
a cup of coffee...

Anold man, walking about slowly
and crooked over, had bruises on his
face and a cut above his eye. He
explained that he had fallen in the
barn where a cow then kicked him.
Later it was learned that his middle
age son became angry and hit him
because he spilled the bucket of milk
he was struggling to carry to the
house...

A sprightly, arrogant older man,
who shoved his wife, causing her to
fall down the stairs, was in tears as
the paramedics picked his wife’s body
up from the basement floor. “I'm
sorry, Mama. I’m sorry, Mama. Why
didn’t you move like I told you to?”
he kept repeating as they carried the
gurney to the awaiting ambulance

and on to the morgue...

Three grandchildren—a first
grader, a pre-schooler, and a toddler,
stood gazing—frightened and speech-
less, as theirangry grandmother stood
in the corner of the living room wield-
ing alarge butcher knife, threatening
to cut their grandfather’s throat...

To some reading today’s article,
you will find these incidents unbe-
lievable. Those whohave been abused
in similar fashion will know all too
painfully of what I write.

Abuse among senior citizens is far
from uncommon. Itis notuncommon
thatsenior citizen husbands and wives
become violent toward each other. It
is quite common that they become
victimized by the hands of their chil-
dren or grandchildren. Unfortunately
senior citizens feel they are forced to
tolerate this cruelty. Sometimes they
feel that they are too old to do any-
thing about it. Or, they are afraid of
what might happen to them, or how
they would be further mistreated if
they were to reach out for help.

What about mental abuse? Those

leaving a mark on one’s body. Those
psychological wounds? Those scars
hidden from the eye? That anguish
that goes undetected?

You’d
be surprised tolearn how many checks
each month are endorsed, cashed,
and spent by other than the senior
citizen to whom they are issued. How
can that be, you ask? Well, believe
me, ithappens—righthere in Eastern
Kentucky.

We have a lot of senior citizens
who are abused in one form or an-
other, every day, in Floyd, Johnson,
Magoffin, Martin, and Pike counties.

Roy isin his
mid-sgventies today. Hemade ahome
for Mama and Papa until they died.
Mama went to the hospital only a few
days before she died. Papadied peace-
fully at home. There are thousands
like Roy right here in Appalachia.

The pyramid is the successor to
the “four basic food groups” used for
years as a guide to good eating. The
new plan calls for abroad “base” of at
least six servings per day of bread,
cereal, pasta and the like.

Next come vegetables, at three to
five servings perday. Near the middle
at two to three servings are meats,
eggs and nuts. At the top are fats, oils
and sweets, which are meant to be
eaten sparingly.

In the recipe reviser, Newton sug-
gests replacing butter and oil in a
recipe with applesauce, mashed ba-
nanas or baby food prunes to lower
fat. Egg substitutes or regular eggs
with fewer yolks are used instead of
whole eggs.

Newton also states that 30 percent
or less of all calories should come
from fat. Each recipe in the cookbook
includes dietary information such as
calories per serving, percent of calo-
ries from fat, cholesterol and more.

In
the middle of night she heard the
gushing of ariver, the Tug Fork of the
Big Sandy River.

After talking among themselves
and mentioning ‘Harman,” two Indi-
ans held each of her arms as they all
swam across the river. It came to
Jenny as they swam that the Indians
were concerned about Mathias
Harman, wholived near herand Tom,
what now seemed like ages ago.

She heard them mention the
Harman name at the cabin and sev-
eral times in their travel. Mathias
Harman was well known as an Indian
fighter and Jenny determined that

they raided their cabin believing it to
be his. Now they seemed to mention
his name in fear of retaliation.

Jenny was thoroughly soaked and
cold after crossing theriver. Although
the Indians paused to rest under a
cliff until daybreak, they didn’t build
a fire for fear of detection. Until now
they followed a common path but
hereafter they traveled throughrough
terrain and made every effort not to
leave a trace.

She was totally exhausted and
dispirited but the Indians gave her
dried venison and made her move
along. Her unborn child started to
become active and this became a
growing concern.

“Tell ‘bout old Skygusty,” the old
Indian said to Jenny when they paused
to eat. He could tell that she didn’t
understand. “Tell ‘bout Little Devil

with big nose.” Jenny then knew they
were talking about their old nemesis,
Mathias Harman.

Although Harman was small in
stature, standing only a little over
five feetin heightand weighing about
130 pounds, he fought the Indians
‘tooth and nail for years.

“Harman was in his cabin and
he’ll be on our tail,” Jenny said, an-
gering the old Cherokee.

When they arrived atthe Big Sandy
River, below the present site of
Louisa, Kentucky, the two Indians
againtook Jenny’s armsand the group
swam across. After nine days of travel
they reached the Ohio River where

the Indians chanted “Oh-hi-yo, Oh-.

hi-yo.”

The Ohio River was at flood stage
so they hiked to the Little Sandy
River and ascended it before camp-

ing atthe Cherokee Fork of Big Blaine

Creek.

The Indians directed Jenny to a
cave which would become her home
for several nights and where, on a
cold night, she gave birth to her baby.
Soon she was expected to perform
various chores around the camp.

Jenny’s trials were not over. Her
captors informed her that her baby
mustundergoa “trial by water.” They
took the baby boy and headed for a
large pool in a nearby stream with
