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City may
seek help
for water
troubles

Martin City Council is continuing
its efforts to clear up the city’s water
problems and is considering assis-
tance from the Water Resources As-
sistance Corporation (WRAC), a di-
vision of the Big Sandy Area Devel-
opment District. It is also consider-
ing raising the city’s water rates.

Eric Ratliff, arepresentative from
WRAC, was on hand for the meeting
and discussed with council a contract
which would allow the two to work
together.

The council tabled the issue until
its next regular meeting, which is
August 24, in order to review the
contract.

If the council and WRAC come
into agreement, WRAC would,
among other things, be responsible
for operating the city’s water system,
making routine and emergency sys-
tem repairs, and billing.

City clerk Johnnie B. Stephens
said it was her understanding that this
was necessary because the city was
losing money on its water system,
and has been since 1988.

Stephens said that in 1988
Prestonsburg Utilities increased the
costof servicing water to Martin, but
Martin never made an adjustment in
the rates to its customers.

The city is now considering mak-

Terri, who turns six months old
tomorrow, has spent all but three
days of her life in hospitals.

Terri was born with non-function-
ing lower intestines, which had to be
removed a few days after her birth.
Since that time, the baby has been
hooked up to a feeding tube and a
bowel tube.

the Cabell Huntington Hospital only
to be rushed to Pikeville Methodist
Hospital Sunday night when her blood
sugar dropped and she developed a
fever. Her liver had stopped func-
tioning and doctors determined that
she needed a liver transplant.

On Thursday afternoon, Terri was
reported in stable condition at
Pikeville Methodist Hospital where
she is on standby to be transported to
a hospital in Pittsburgh for a donor
match.

According to family members,
Terri’s medical expenses are covered
by a state medical card; but her par-
ents, who also have two other chil-
dren, have no funds leftto cover other
expenses.

“They justdon’thave the money,”
said paternal grandmother Betty
Jarvis.

An estimated $2,000 is needed to
pay for the cost of transportating the
infant and her mother to Pittsburgh.
Included in that figure are expenses
for the mother’s stay.

This morning, in addition to the
roadblocks, an account will be set up
for baby Terri at First Guaranty Na-
tional Bank in Martin and Prestons-
burg for those who want to make
donations.

Escape case waived
to Floyd grand jury

Preliminary hearings were held in
Floyd District Court Wednesday af-
ternoon and included a hearing for a
Floyd man who escaped from cus-
tody earlier this month.

Rodney Blackburn had been
brought downstairs from the Floyd
County jail to District Court for ar-
raignment on August 2 along with 12
other prisoners and fled when the
group was filing into the courtroom,
Floyd County Deputy Sheriff Homer
Neeley testified Wednesday.

At the hearing where Blackburn
was charged with second degree es-
cape, Trial CommissionerJack Hyden

ruled that probable cause was present
and the case was sent on to the grand
jury. ;

The grand jury heard the case last
week, but their decision has not been
released.

Blackburn was also scheduled for
a preliminary hearing on charges of
third degree arson and first degree
criminal mischief.

However, the complaining party,
his ex-wife, was not present for the
hearing and the charges were dis-
missed.

Public defender John Delaney,
who represented Blackbumn at the
hearing, requested that Blackburn’s
bond be reduced.

The bond is currently $10,000.

Judge to have
final word In
school dispute

Testimony concluded Thursday
afternoon in a day-long civil trial in-
volving a dispute between a former
Adams Middle School principal and
the Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion. It could take a month, though,
before a verdict is issued in the case.

At issue is a complaint filed by
former AMS principal Thomas
Tackett, who was demoted in 1992 by
interim, state-appointed superinten-
dent Eldon Smith to the job of
homebound instructor.

Tackett claims in his suit that his
demotion was not made according to
procedures set out in state law and he
has asked Floyd Circuit Judge Paul
Burchett to void the action and rein-
state him to the AMS principalship.

On Thursday, Tackett testified that
he was officially notified of the de-
motion on May 16, 1992, one day
after the legal deadline for assigning
school personnel for the upcoming
school year.

Tackett said that in two meetings
he had with Smith on May 11 and 12,
Smith had never mentioned a deci-
sion to remove him as AMS princi-
pal.

Smith took the stand later, testify-
ing that he and Tackett had “very
clearly gotten into a discussion” of

+ Tackett’s retirement during the May

12, 1992 meeting but the decision to
demote the principal had not been
made until May 14. A letter notifying
Tackett and board members of that
decision was mailed by Smith on
May 14, but Tackett did not receive
the notification until May 16, when
he returned from a fishing trip.
The letter of notification appears to
be a key to the outcome of the case.
Tackett’sattorney, Alva HollonJr.,
directed most of his attention Thurs-
day to the fact that the letter made no
specific charges against Tackett as
cause for his demotion. State law
requires that specific reasons be cited
for the demotion of teachers, but not
administrators, and the conclusion of
Tackett’s suit could hinge on how his
position as a principal is classified
and whether or not the reasons cited
for the demotion are sufficient.
Smith said‘in his May 14 letter to
Tackett that the demotion was based
on Smith’s determination that “your
effectiveness in managing the school
is detrimental to the system.”

Frazier confirmed that contention

Thursday under direct examination
by board attorney Cliff Latta, testify-
ing that Tackett was in a “totally
untenable situation” at Adams and it
would be “difficult for (Tackett) to
continue as principal.”

Frazier expressed reservations at
the process by which Tackett was
removed, noting that “notall the prob-
lems” at AMS “were created by Mr.
Tackett.”

Flood study
gets funded
by Congress

The Army Corps of Engineers will
soon be looking at the ups and downs
of flood control along the Levisa Fork
of the Big Sandy River.

Funding for a study of the Levisa
Fork Basinin Floyd, Pike and Johnson
counties was included in the 1995
Energy and Water Development Ap-
propriations Actpassed by the House
of Representatives this week. The
bill appropriated $880,000 for the
study, which will be conducted by

“the U.S. Army Huntington Corps of

Engineers.

The House of Representatives sent
the Appropriations Act to President
Clinton’s desk for his signature by
overwhelmingly passing the House-
Senate Conference Report. The bill
provides funding for the Army Corps
of Engineers, Appalachian Regional
Commission, Tennessee Valley Au-
thority, and other similar government
agencies dealing with energy devel-
opment and water projects.

While helping to write the legisla-
tion, Congressman Hal Rogers
added more than $40 million to the
original bill to fund additional flood
control projects, Appalachian Re-
gional Commission road funds and
other work in southern and Eastern
Kentucky.

Thelegislationincludes more than
$41 million to fund flood projects
located in Floyd, Bell, Breathitt,
Harlan, Johnson, Leslie, Magoffin,
Martin, Perry, Pike and Whitley coun-
ties, Rogers said.

age children in the county found that
13 percent of the youngsters were
already sexually active and that the
average age for loss of virginity was
between the ages of 11 and 14 years.
A survey on high school students
showed that 75 percent of them were
sexually active.

“From these statistics and surveys,
we have been assured that our teen-
agers are indeed sexually active and
that we need to work on ways to
reduce the teen birth rate and to teach
teenagers that they do not have to be
sexually active,” health department
officials wrote in a grant application
for funding of the PSI program.

Statistics gathered in 1993 re-
vealed that the youngest mother was
14, and the youngest father was 16.
One hundred nineteen teenage moth-
ers gave birth. Twenty-seven percent
of the mothers had a twelfth grade
education or higher; 40 percent of the
fathers had a twelfth grade education
or higher.

The PSI program preaches absti-
nence, Hughes said. “We tell them
(students) that even though they may
feel that they are ready to have sex,
that at their age, they are notready to
handle all the baggage that comes

along withbeing sexually active, such
as pregnancy, STDs (sexually trans-
mitted diseases) and AIDS,” she ex-
plained.

Jamie Short, a 17-year-old South
Floyd High School student, said in an
interview after the training session
that she had known “of cases of preg-
nancy in the fifth grade.”

“T’ve seen pregnancies happen all
too often with young kids,” the teen-
ager said. “I don’t want to see young
kids not emotionally ready to handle
this get STDs, AIDS, or become preg-
nant.”

The solution, Short said, is educa-
tion.

“Education is the key to stopping
it,” she explained. “Parents can’tlock
them up in a room. Educate them so
they’llknow how to help themselves.”

The education program isnotabout
teaching students the mechanics of
sex, said Hughes, but about teaching
them the consequences of having sex.

During the training session
Wednesday, the peer educators went
to the blackboard and wrote down
reasons why students shouldnot have
sex. In addition to pregnancy, STDs
and AIDS, students listed other rea-
sons, including the destruction of their
reputation and their future plans. It
can wipe out your future plans, one
student said, “and ruin your life.”

“Atthatage, your reputation is the
only thing you have that’s yours,”
said another.

The students had to attend five
training sessions, each an hour long,
to participate in the program. They
are paid $4.65 per hour for attending
the sessions and monthly meetings.

When the peereducators visit their
high school’s feeder schools, Hughes
or Floyd County Health Department
health educator Jane Bond will also
be in the classroom to answer ques-
tions. Parents are encouraged to at-
tend.

Most of the high schools and el-
ementary schools in the county are
participating, Hughes said. Princi-
pals at John M., Allen and Harold
elementaries would not allow the
program in their schopls last year,

ing an adjustment in the rates of its
customers, an increase that would
cost residents an average of $5-$6
more each month.

Currently, residents pay $10.25
for the first 2,000 gallons and $2.90
forevery 1,000 gallons after, an aver-
age of $23 a month.

The city is considering two pro-
posals which would earn the city
around $30,000 more a year in water
rates.

One proposal would raise water
rates to $11.50 for the first 2,000
gallons and to $3.90 for each addi-
tional 1,000 gallons for a monthly
average of $28.65. The second pro-
posal would raise rates to $13.00 and
$3.65, respectively, for an average of
$29.05.

Any agreement with WRAC
would be temporary, until the city
water system is back to par.

The council also decided to incor-
porate a road which extends from the
city of Martin to the city’s new sew-
age treatment plant.

Asked if he would have removed
Tackett from the post, though, Frazier
said, “I doubt it.”

Other witnesses testified Thursday
that Tackett’s relationship with teach-
ers at the middle school had been
strained since a teacher’s strike that
greeted the opening of the 1990-91
school year and emotions reached a
boiling point in May, 1991, in a con-
frontation between Tackett and
middle school teacher Gwen
Hammonds.

Tackett was subsequently con-
victed of a misdemeanor charge of
abuse of a teacher in relation to that
incident, and interim superintedent
Eldon Smith testified Thursday that
the conviction played a part in his
decision to demote Tackett.

Tackett’s attorney noted, however,
that Smith had made no mention of
the conviction or any other specific
problems in his meetings with Tackett
prior to the demotion.

In a final word from the witness
stand, Tackettdisputed Gary Frazier’s
testimony that the situation at AMS
was “untenable,” suggesting that
“things were getting better and test
scores were rising” under his leader-
ship at the school.

Thursday’s case was argued as a
bench trial, with no jury present, and
Circuit Judge Paul Burchett will is-
sue a decision after reviewing briefs
submitted by the litigants. Burchett
gave attorneys 15 days to summarize
their cases, an additional five days for
rebuttal, and then he will issue a rul-

ing.

Giving adolescents a stake in the
future will curb teen violence

What once was shocking has be-
come an all too familiar weekly re-
port in newspapers across the United
States. Adolescent violence seems to
be erupting in cities, small towns and
rural areas with increasing frequency.

“Poverty, stress, hate, racism have
always been around, but something
is different now,” said Philip Diaz, a
social worker and former assistant
deputy director for Prevention within
the White House Office of National
Drug Control Policy.

“People have always made it
against impossible odds. So that’s
not what is causing the violence.”

Diaz was teaching a session at the
recent Kentucky School of Alcohol
and Other Drug Studies conference
atNorthern Kentucky University. The
school dealt with the effect of sub-

stance abuse on society and how to
prevent and treat it. It was sponsored
by the Kentucky Department for
Mental Health and Mental Retarda-
tion Services and the Prevention Re-
search Institute Inc.

Diaz said society has broken down
onseveral fronts and thathasled toan
increase in adolescent violence. In
addition, adults no longer draw the
line with children on inappropriate
behavior. Once that line is moved, he
said, the boundaries of permissible
behavior are expanded in all areas—
family, school and society.

Whether or not the child grows up
in a healthy or unhealthy family sys-
tem impacts the behavior of the child.
“We are what we have learned in our
families,” he said.

“The post natal environment is at
least as important, if not more impor-
tant, than the prenatal environment.”

The social worker said it is impor-
tant for a child to learn resiliency and
responsibility. “The worst thing
we’ve done is not made kids respon-
sible for their behavior,” he said.

Diaz outlined the root causes of
adolescent violence as the following:

* Too many young people do not
have a stake in society;

* Qur society is allowing inappro-
priate behavior to escalate and not
intervening early when that behavior
begins. We are no longer teaching
children to be respectful of other
people, especially adults;

* Adults are not giving a clear
message to adolescents that a behav-
ior is inappropriate;

* Dysfunctional families where
there is not proper nurturing;

* Breakdowns in traditional cul-
tural influences such as family, school
and church;

* Early attachment problems, be-
cause children have notbeen parented
properly and the community and ex-
tended families are notas involved in
helping to raise children;

*Violence in the drug trade drives
adoiescent violence; and

* Substance abuse stimulates vio-
lence, especially in families.

* An adolescent may have a bio-
logical problem underlying the vio-
lence.

Diaz said to deter youth violence
it must be confronted from all sides.

“We can’t have a single one-shot
solution to violence,” he said. “We
have to tie spirituality, work, coun-
seling, support groups, and positive
on-going mentoring to setting limits
and sanctions for children and mak-
ing them aware of the consequences
for their behavior.”

He suggested that adults:

* First get control and set limits on
children. If the child does a violent
act, then the adult should firmly tell
the child that it is wrong and tell him
an acceptable way to be nonviolent.
“You’ve gottointervene and get con-
trol at the same time,” he said.

* Teach conflict resolution in el-
ementary and middle school.

* Stop sending conflicting mes-
sages to children about violence
through movies, television and other
media. Parents should control the
messages their children receive.

* Tie adolescents to the commu-
nity through church, youth groups,
and businesses, so that they have a
part in society.

* Link job training with student
assistance for adolescents who are in
trouble.

* Return to the idea that the whole
community is responsible for teach-
ing children. It is important for a
child to have a relationship with at
least one caring adult role model.

“The needier the child is because
of deprivation in early childhood, the
more likely the kid is to be violent,”
Diaz said. “The child is also less
likely to be future oriented. The deeper
the emptiness, the harder it is to help
the child.”

RIS
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DEFINE A NEW ROLE

Those of us who grew up in indus-
trial towns during the 1930s can at-
test to the power of labor unions. For
many families, the union was a sa-
cred institution. You got a job, you
joined the union. If necessary, you
went on strike for better pay and
benefits.

More often than not, in cities like
Pittsburgh, Cleveland, Chicago and
Detroit, you had a photograph of
Franklin D. Roosevelt, a great friend
of labor, hanging over your mantel-
piece.

To say that the power of organized
labor has diminished in recent years
would be to state the obvious. Only
11 percent of workers in private in-
dustry now belong to unions.

Thousands of jobs have been lost
in the steel and auto industries. Some
of the strongest unions now tend tobe
in the public sector—schoolteachers,
for example.

The decline of unionism has many
explanations, but the illegal 1981
strike against the federal government
by the Professional Air Traffic Con-
trollers Organization may have been
the most damaging blow.

President Reagan fired more than

11,000 air-traffic controllers; an act
that encouraged private companies
to take a hard line against unions, in
some cases replacing workers who
went on strike.

Whatever the reason, the balance
of power clearly has shifted from
labor to management. Partly, this is
because blue-collar jobs are disap-
pearing, and white-collar workers are
reluctant to join unions. ,

But the differences in labor rela-
tions and workplace economics be-
tween the 1960s and the 1990s run
much deeper than that. A report is-
sued this month by a 10-member
presidential commission points out
that:

—Many jobs now require educa-
tion beyond high school. Going o
work atthe plantisnolonger afallback
option for poor students.

—The pay gap between the skilled
and unskilled is growing.

—Compensation inmany jobs has
not kept pace with inflation.

—There is less collective bargain-
ing.

—Worker grievances, once settled
informally, often result in lawsuits or
complaints to regulatory agencies.

Worst of all, said the commission,
worker-managementrelations still are
governed by the labor laws of the
1930s, when workers and managers

were considered natural adversaries,

and the folk wisdom was to do your

job and keep your mouth shut.

The commission, headed by John
Dunlop, a former U.S. secretary of
labor, will make no recommenda-
tions until late this year, but on-the-
job cooperation is sure to be high on
the list.

That means companies should be
able to setup quality circles and other
forms of worker-manager coopera-
tion without being accused of by-
passing the union or undermining a
union organizing drive.

“We have self-directed work
teams,” says Bill Green, who heads
the United Auto Workers local at
Miller Brewing in Trenton, Ohio. “We
respect each other. We try to solve
problems quickly. We try to listen to
each other.”

Hard-liners on both sides may not
think much of conciliation. Unions
are pushing for legislation making it
impossible to replace strikers, no
matter how long the strike. Some
companies are determined to avoid
unions by any means, legal orillegal.

Such attitudes are hard to justify
in a global economy that demands
teamwork and productivity. Us-
against-them may have been accept-
able labor relations in the 1930s. It
makes no sense in 1994,

Judge Hood sends a needed

message on mine safety

Coal operators who shrug off mine safety violations
as no big deal should think twice.

Forthem, the signal from the court should be as easy
to read as the space on a Monopoly board: “Go to Jail.”

U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood issued such an
order in the case of coal operator James W. Blackburn
this week. Blackburn pleaded guilty to a host of viola-
tions: not following his mine’s roof or ventilation
plans, submitting false coal-dust samples, and illegally
detonating explosives.

The safety violations led to the December 4, 1991,
roof fall at the Miller Branch Enterprises No. 1 Mine at
Gulnare. Miner Timmy Ratliff died when Blackburn
sent him in to clean up a previous roof fall without
shoring up the mine ceiling.

Lastmonth, Hood threatened to send more violators
to jail to show how serious he is about mine safety.
Blackburn got the message. Hood sentenced the Pike
County coal operator to 10 months in prison for the roof
fall that killed the miner. He also fined him $3,000 and
sentenced him to one year supervised release for the
violations that led to the fall.

Hood told him, “Coal is important to our commu-
nity, but we’re not going to continue to sacrifice our
young people to that god without accountability.”

That’sjust the message mine operators need to hear.
Mining regulations are not something for coal opera-
tors to get around, nor is miners’ safety something to
disregard.

Those who would shrug them off are jail bait.—
Lexington Herald-Leader

The value of education

School begins this month in both the city and county
districts. We beg the youth of Pike County to GO TO
and STAY IN school.

There are many reasons why education is impor-
tant: self-esteem, knowledge, getting into the college
of choice, etc. But, if this is the only thing that drives
the point home, for money.

According to figures from the U.S. Census Bureau,
education plays a big role in how much men and

In 1992, the average income for men, 25 years old
or older, with less than a ninth-grade education was
$12,206, while the average income for men with a high
school diploma was $22,765. Compare that to the
average income for men with a bachelor’s degree:
$36,691.

The average income for women, 25 years old or
older, with less than a ninth-grade education was

$7,942 in 1992, while the average income for women
with a high school diploma was $13,266. In compari-
son, the average income for women with a bachelor’s
degree was $24,126. s

It is obvious the difference an education can make.
It is even more obvious, however, the difference gen-
der makes.

How can we change that? By ensuring that women
graduate from high school and receive college degrees.
Then by giving them equal opportunities in the work
place.

It has long been common knowledge that women
make less than their male counterparts. Just because it
has been that way for a long time, however, doesn’t
mean things can’t change.

Education can be the key to that change.—Appala-

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Smoke screen on tobacco
‘addiction’

The federal government has a
strong case against cigarette-smok-
ing and tobacco companies: There’s
the proven threat to life, and com-
pany owners and executives who act
like nothing’s wrong with smoking.

It's too bad the case has been
turned over to elected and appointed
self-promoting zealots. Instead of
working to get Americans to quit
smoking, the zealots instead grab for
the TV cameras and the headlines.

They denouncetobaccoexecutives
for the wrong reasons. They fabricate
plots and wave industry conspira-
cies. And they damage what ought to
be the top federal priority: to encour-
age more Americans to break the
smoking habit, to quit smoking.

Instead, these officials, led by a
senior congressional Democrat, Rep.
Robert Waxman of California, and
Commissioner David Kessler of the
Food and Drug Administration, are
making it harder for Americans—
including teen-agers—to quit Smok-
ing.
Kessler and Waxman, in regular
televised rantings during sessions of
Waxman’s congressional subcom-
mittee, keep hammering smokers with
the message that they can’t quit.

The word from the Kessler-
Waxman show on Capitol Hill is that
cigarette smokers are “addicted,”
probably hopelessly addicted, vic-
tims of tobacco company conspira-
cies to keep them “hooked.”

Whoever follows these out-
bursts—smokers of all ages, friends
and relatives seeking to discourage
the habit, any interested American—
is bombarded with the Kessler-
Waxman view that nicotine is addic-
tive and cigarette smokers are “ad-
dicts.”

In the most recent show, Dr.
Kessler—a nonsmoker who’s never
smoked cigarettes—unreeled his
newestexpert findings. Tobaccocom-
pany records, he suggested, showed
that anew genetic variety of tobacco
had been grown containing higher
levels of nicotine. The conclusion,

'Dr. Kessler implied, was a new of-

fensive in the plot to strengthen nico-
tine addiction.

In the Waxman committee bear-
baiting that followed, tobaccoexecu-
tives got the usual treatment. Denials
of a tobacco-industry addiction con-
spiracy were taken as evidence the
plot was proved.

Dr. Kessler and Waxman could be
warning Americans that the real dan-
ger of cigarette smoking is lung can-
cer and heart trouble and that long-
term smokers run the risk of irrepa-
rable damage and a painful death.
They might even propose legislation
to ban the manufacture of cigarettes.
Instead, they talk about conspiracies
and imagined “addiction.”

Worse, these showboats in public
office undercut common-sense ef-
forts to persuade smokers to quit, just
quit. By insisting that cigarettes are
addictive, they hand smokers the ex-
cuse not to quit.

It’s the crutch Dr. Kessler and
‘Waxman have fashioned for millions
of Americans who smoke, millions
who think they ought to quit but now
can lean on “addiction” and agree
with Dr. Kessler and Waxman that
they can’t quit.

It’snotjustadult Americans who'll
use Dr. Kessler and Waxman as au-
thorities on cigarette addiction.
American teen-agers, impressionable
kids parading childish sophistication
as worldliness, are now told they
really are worldly, “hooked” on ciga-
rettes and unable to quit.

While the officials who pretend to
mind public-health issues have been
creating cigarette addiction and a to-
bacco-company conspiracy, they ac-
tually seem oblivious to the “addic-
tion” they assert is out there.

In all the plot-spinning and accu-
sations of planned cigarette addic-
tion” there’s little mention from Dr.
Kessler or Waxman or the other crew-
men on the showboat of federal pro-
grams to treat and cure “addicted”
cigarette victims.

The showboaters, bolstering their
claims of cigarette “addiction,” claim
millions of smokers are as seriously
“hooked” as heroin addicts. But
they’re silent on what they’ll do to
help them.

There aren’t millions of cigarette
addicts. There are millions with a
smoking habit. There are other mil-
lions who'’ve stopped smoking.

First they decided they wanted to
stop. They didn’t decide they wanted
someone else to make them stop.
They decided they wanted to stop,
and it was their decision. Then they

stopped.

Firm that wants to build
Magoffin landfill sues

A Florida partnership that for three years has
tried to build a large landfill in Magoffin County
filed a federal lawsuit Tuesday, challenging a
1991 state law that allows local governments to
fend off dump developers.

Eastern Kentucky Resources contends parts of
the law unfairly target out-of-state garbage and
violate constitutional protection of interstate com-
merce.

EKR has been trying since late 1991 to open a
dump in Magoffin County. A 300-acre landfill to
be owned by EKR was quietly included in the
county’s solid-waste disposal plan, but a citizens
group formed to stop it.

Despite vocal opposition, Magoffin Fiscal
Court gave EKR a 40-year garbage contract that
included the dump. But a circuit judge ruled last
year that the contract represented an illegal fran-
chise; EKR has appealed that ruling.

Meanwhile, the state has approved a disposal
plan by anew county administration that calls for
hauling Magoffin County’s garbage to a dump in
another county.—Lexington Herald-Leader

Labor department actions
result in reimbursed
health insurance claims

Secretary of Labor Robert B. Reich yesterday
announced that $508,000 has been distributed
this week among 932 workers and their families
to help cover health insurance claims left unpaid
by a fraudulent health care insurance provider.

The workers will receive anywhere from a few
dollars to $10,000 as a result of efforts by the
Labor Department to prevent the provider from
taking advantage of other workers.

More than 100 small coal mining and hauling
companies purchased health insurance for their
employees through a Raleigh, North Carolina-
based multiple employer welfare arrangement
(MEWA), Business Insurance Trust (BIT). The
BIT plan covered workers in Alabama, Ken-
tucky, Pennsylvania, Tennessee, West Virginia
and Virginia.

Business Insurance went bankrupt in April
1987 and an executive pleaded guilty to embez-
zling BIT funds. The Labor Department and offi-
cials from eight states coordinated efforts to as-
sure payment of these outstanding claims.

The $508,000 in this case was recovered using
federal money laundering and asset forfeiture
laws. This case is the first instance in which the
departments of labor and justice have used these
laws to recover substantial amounts for employee
benefit plan fraud victims.

The BIT case has been unfolding since late
1990 with the indicement of Gary Felton, BIT’s
trustee, by the Department of Justice following a
Labor Department investigation. BIT’s health
plan was fully insured through the California Life
Insurance Company until BIT became insolvent
in 1986. Felton failed to replace the basic medical
insurance coverage California Life provided yet
still collected payments from plan participants.

Felton was subsequently charged with 58
counts of embezzlement, mail fraud, money laun-
dering and forfeiture of criminally derived prop-
erty after claiming BIT health benefits were fully

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insured when they weren’t. Felton pleaded guilty
in 1991 and was given a 10-year prison sentence.

‘While liquidating the insolvent California Life
Insurance Company, the California insurance
commissioner informed the Labor Department’s
Pension and Welfare Benefits Administration
(PWBA) that he was settling claims filed by
Felton. Through the efforts of PWBA, the Cali-
fornia Department of Insurance and the U.S.
Attorney’s Office in Raleigh, assets were seized
to pay the outstanding claims.

After meeting with PWBA, the U.S. Attorney
and insurance commissioner representatives from
the affected states, the North Carolina Depart-
ment of Insurance volunteered to identify the
claimants and disburse the funds—Staff report

U.S. District jury
awards former
teacher $68,200

A U.S. District Court jury decided Jennifer
Justice’s rights of free speech were violated when
she wasn’t rehired as a teacher in the Lawrence
County school system two years ago.

The two-day trial took place last week, in
which former Lawrence County Superintendent
Ted Kelley was the defendant.

In the suit, Justice, a former eighth grade
teacher at LouisaMiddle School, said she was not
rehired by Kelley because she had complained
about grading procedures and the system’s failure
to comply with state regulations.

The jury, which deliberated for an hour,
awarded Justice $68,200 in damages for loss of
work, mental and physical anguish and damage to
her professional reputation.

Also, Justice said Monday that she would be
reinstated to the Lawrence County school system,
and she was waiting on her lawyer to call her and
tell her where she would be teaching.

“I’m just happy that this is all over and behind
us,” Justice said. “It will be good to get back to
teaching in Lawrence County again.”

Kelley declined comment about the case on
Monday.

In court, Kelley said Justice wasn’t rehired
because of enrollment projections which showed
a decline in eighth grade enrollment, which in
turn required fewer teachers for the upcoming
year.

Kelley’s attorney, Will Fogle of Mount Ster-
ling, said in the trial that Kelley was faced with a
tough decision because he had six teachers and
only five positions, and Justice was the only one
who didn’t have tenure.

According to past articles in (The Big Sandy
News), Justice said she was notified of her dis-
missal in a June 1992 letter which stated she
would not be rehired due to the enrollment drop.
Justice said that the system hired other teachers
with less experience for positions she was re-
quired to fill.

Kelley’s contract as superintendent was not
renewed when it expired last year, and he is now
supervisor of district-wide programs for Lawrence
County schools.

~ Since Kelley was sued for his actions while he
was in his official capacity, the Lawrence County
school system will be responsible for payment of
the money.—The Big Sandy News

BASEBALL 1869-1994

Money, greed, and business. At
this time these words are synony-
mous with the game of baseball. It is
quite possibly one of the greatest
tragedies in sports, the death of our
great American pastime. Some of
you are saying to yourself that it’s no
death, it’s just a strike, but I believe
those of you are overlooking the big
picture.

I was watching the news a couple

strike.

“The problem with the strike, the
problem that it is going to bring about
has to do with the fans. Fans are
going to begin to question just how
reliable baseball is.

This statement makes more sense
than anything I’ ve heard orread about
the strike so far. But the disappoint-
ment from fans will go much deeper
than just that.

My father and I bave very few
things we can just sit down and talk
about.

This is
the case with me. There have been
times when I felt that the last thing I
wanted to do was discuss something
with my dad, but then just as I was
about to bottle up I’d turn the channel
and there would be the Braves play-
ing on TV and I would just open up
and could talk for hours. How many

fathers and sons are out there who
practically rely on baseball as a way
of communication?

The solution to the pension prob-
lem is simple. If the players and
coaches want a pension then let them
work for it. Hand them a coal shovel
and send them to centerfield. Salary
caps should be dealt with fairly but if
I couldn’tlive off2 million a yearand
had to strike to get more I’d probably
quit baseball and become a bank rob-
ber.

The bottom line is thatowners and
players have taken a child’s game
and made it into a billion dollar busi-
ness, it’s sad but it’s true. And why
are the fans so kept out of this? Base-
ball should realize that if fans didn’t
come to games and pay their hard-
earned money, then the players
wouldn’t get paid theirs.

B assin' with the Pros

LURE COLOR CAN BE
IMPORTANT IN BASS FISH-
ING

Just how important is the color of
the lure you use when bass fishing?

“Extremely important — if you
believe it is,” says well-known tour-
nament pro Denny Brauer, a three-
time winner on the Bassmaster Tour-
nament Trail* this past season and a

member of the Evinrude Outboards
Pro Staff.

“Idefinitely believe there are times
when bass react better to one particu-
lar color than another, but I also be-
lieve there may be several reasons
why they do. Certain lure colors do
work better for me, but water clarity
has a lot to do with it.

Two players on Kentucky Rifle

In keeping with the Frontier
League’s singular mission, two Ken-
tucky Rifles have moved on to higher
teams in professional baseball. Jay
Hogue was sold to the Odgen Rap-
tors in the affiliated Pioneer League,
and Scott Patrick was traded to the
Winnipeg Golden Eyes in the inde-
pendent Northern League.

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“At other times, I also believe
bass become accustomed to seeing a
certain color too much and actually
begin shying away from it.”

Not surprisingly, Brauer’s favor-
ite color choices are limited to sev-
eral basic hues. When he’s fishing
bottom-bumping lures like plastic
worms or jigs, he prefers a black/blue
combination. When using fast-mov-
ing lures like spinnerbaits, he prefers
white or chartreuse.

“These have worked for me for
years,” says Brauer, “sonaturally I’ ve
developedalot of confidence in them.
I believe having confidence in a par-
ticular color is critical to your suc-
cess with a lure.” S

. “Ifyou’re fishing actively feeding
schooling bass,” Brauer explains,
“you may need to try to match the
color of the baitfish the bass are feed-
ing on as closely as possible. I don’t
believe bass see a differently colored
lure and specifically think that it’s a
fake, but I do know they won’t hit it
nearly as well, if at all.

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use only natural colors that appear in
nature?

“Notatall,” says the Missouri pro.
“Chartreuse doesn’t appear naturally
in nature to my knowledge, but it
certainly ranks as one of the best
spinnerbait skirt colors of all time.

“Water clarity is important, and so
are cloud cover and wind in deter-
mining how well fish may see a lure.
In murky water you don’t want to use
a dark lure because I honestly don’t
believe the bass will see it as well.

“At the same time, we don’t use
really bright colors in extremely clear
water, either, because bass can see
the lure well and may spook from it.”

Brauer also notes that when bass
receive a lot of fishing pressure dur-
ing which they see one particular lure
color often, they may become condi-
tioned against striking that color.

“If you fish long enough, you’ll
experience this,” says Brauer, “and
it’s really hard to explain. Is it truly
the color, or the lure itself, or the fact
the bass are just spooked and don’t
want to strike anything?

“I guess that’s why most bass fish-
ermen carry tackle boxes stuffed full
of lures of every shape, size, and
color.”
