Progress sends Chamber 
looking for a lease on life

Once the county's leading propo­
nent for progress, the Floyd County 
Chamber of Commerce is struggling 
today to keep from becoming a vic­
tim of it. 

The Chamber, which MSrilembet­
ship totalling more than 300 busi­
nesses and professionals, has fallen 
on hard times, both fmancially and 
philosophically, during the past three 
years and it struggles today to fmd a 
new niche and, ultimately, a means 
for survival. 

"The Chamber's role has changed 
signiflcanUyoverthepastfewyears," 
current president Ann Latta said. 
"Once we did it all ... promoted eco­
nomic development, tourism, retail 
and commercial expansion. Now 
we're becoming a victim of special­
ization." 

For three years now, the Chamber's 
assumed role of economic develop­
ment promotion has been taken over 
by the Floyd County Development 

Authority, which has devoted both 
time and money to job creation ac­
tivities. Similarly, tourism develop­
menthasmoved to the fast-track with 
the creation of a tax-funded 
Prestonsburg Tourism Commission 
and special panels to develop the 
Kentucky Opry and Mountain Arts 
Center. 

"These aren't bad developments," 
Chamber President Latta sttessed. 
'They were all necessary. The Cham­
ber, meanwhile, has seen its role in 
actual development diminished." 

The organization's fmancial stand-• 
ing bas dwindled, as well. 

The Chamber's full-time salaried 
executive director left this summer 
amid a financial crisis resulting from 
lower tban expected revenues from 
membership dues and the Chamber 
board has no immediate plans to fill 
the slot. Most administrative duties 
are being handled by Latta. 

A variety of special projects-fund­
ing mainstays for the association-

Local election boards to get 
training assistance from state 

The State Board of Elections will 
hold a workshop to provide training 
for county boards of election at the 
Wilkinson/Stumbo Conference Cen­
ter at Jenny Wiley State Resort Park 
in Prestonsburg on September 28, 
according to Secretary of State Bob 
Babbage, chairman of the state board. 

The program will cover changes 
made by the 1994 General Assembly 
in election laws and voting proce­
dures. 

Newlawsauthorizethestateboard 
of elections to declare a county a 

preclearance county and to approve 
all actions by the local board when 
concerns about the fairness of elec­
tions arise. 

The state board can also declare 
an election crisis and take over the 
conduct of an election in certain cir­
cumstances. 

Voting by paper absentee ballot is 
now limited under the new laws and 
public schools are required to be 
closed on the days of any primary, 
runoff primary or regular election. 

The new law also mandates train­
ing for all members of the county 
board of election. Previously, train­
ing was only required for the county 
clerk and the county sheriff. 

The September 28 workshop is 
being held for election officials in 
Lewis, Greenup, Fleming, Carter, 
Boyd, Rowan, Elliott, Lawrence, 
Bath, Menifee, Morgan, Johnson, 
Powell, Wolfe, Magoffin, Martin, 
Lee, Breathitt, Floyd, Pike, Owsley, 
Perry, Knott; Letcher, Leslie and 
Harlan counties.

Aaron Tackett, 48, of Goble Rob­
erts, did not appear in court for a 
preliminary hearing on nine charges 
of fli'St degree wanton endangerment. 

Tackett is accused of putting a 
wick in a gas can, placing it on the 
door step of Frankie Newsome's 
Dixie apartment and lighting it The 
fire was extinguished before any 
structural damage occurred. The wan­
ton endangerment charges stem the 
number of people who were in the 
block of apartments at the time of the 
frre.

Emma, who is charged with cultivat­
ing marijuana State police detective 
Lee Weddington testified that five 
marijuana plants were spotted grow­
ing about 40 yards from Williams' 
home at Emma.

Wilh lhc approach of autumn, it's 

time for older Americans to take pre­
cautions against the pneumonia and 
flu epidemics lhat arc on the horizon. 
The cost of both pneumonia vaccina­
tions and flu shot10 is covered by 
Medicare Part B (Medical Insurance) 
for those age 65 or older. 

The National Institute on Aging 
(NIA), American Lung Association, 
and the Dcparunent of Veterans Af­
fairs have launched a coordinated

campaign to encourage elderly people 
to be vaccinated this fall. 

Statistics show they arc twice as 
likely as younger persons to get pneu­
monia Only about 20 percent of those 
over age 65 have taken advantage of 
the availability of the pneumonia 
vaccine in the past, according to the 
NJA. 

The Public Health Setvice recom­
mends an annual flu shot for people 
over ag~ 65, even if they are gener­
ally healthy. Typically, shots are given 
in the fall or winter. Medicare benefi­
ciaries do not need a doctor's pre­
scription or supervision to have this 
vaccination covered by Medicare Part 
B. And, beneficiaries do not pay a 
deductible or coinsurance amount. 

Medicare Part B pays the reason-

able approved amount for either shot. 
If the cost exceeds the approved 
amount, the beneficiary is respon­
sible for the difference. 

Generally, the cost will be paid if 
the vaccine is provided at a doctor's 
office or by a hospital, skilled nurs­
ing facility, home health agency, ru­
ral health clinic, federally qualified 
health center, outpatient physical 
therapy provider, a com}X'ebensive 
outpatient rehabilitation facility, or 
health maintenance organization 
(HMO). 

Medicare Part B pays for pneu­
monia and hepatitis B vaccinations 
when the beneficiary is in the hospi­
tal, even though the hospital stay is 
covered under part A (hospital insur­
aoce). Flu shots now are paid for in 
the same way. 

The funding was part of the Veter­
ans Administration/Housing and Ur­
ban Development Appropriations bill. 
which passed overwhelmingly, 313-
61. The bill i10 expected to pass the 
Senate and then go to President 
Clinton's desk for his signature.

Rogers, a member of the Appro­
priations Committee, said the bill in­
cludes a three-percent cost-of-living 
increase for veterans benefits.

Garbage dump issue 
affects Floyd County 

Editor: 
For the past three years, MagomD 

Countians have fought successfully 
to protect our county from a 10,~ 
ton-per-day landfill designed to cake 
garbage and "special" wastes from 
out-of-state. While protecting our 
homes is a very personal struggle for 
us, we've always felt that we were 
also struggling for all of Kentucky. 

Now that is even more so the case. 
Last month, the Lexington-based 

law flfDl of Frost & Jacobs filed suit 
in U.S. District Court challenging 
portions of Kentucky's solid waste 
laws. Representing Virginia and 
Florida investors, their claim is that 
the authority and responsibility local 
governments have to manage solid 
waste interferes with interstate com­
merce. 

Frost & Jacobs argue that their 
client should be allowed to build its 
10,000-ton-per-day landfill in 
Magoffin County (or anywhere in 
Kentucky) even if it accepts no 
Magoffm County waste! Even if it 
accepts no Kentucky waste! They 
want to take control of solid waste 
disposal away from local and state 
governments. 

We believe this is outrageous. And, 
obviously, this issue now affects 
Floyd and every Kentucky county. 

The U.S. Congress is considering 
legislation that would help. The In­
terstate Waste Act would give state 
governments authority to limit the 
importation of solid waste. The House 
Bill (HR 4779) also gives some au­
thority to local governments and al­
lows landfill permits to be denied if

Court orders go unserved, 
women unprotected 

ll: 
Anyone who needed proof that Kentu~ is 

failing to protect beaten women discovered it 
anew last Friday. 

That's when a legislative task force on 
domestic violence learned some astonishing 
facts. More than 27.8 percent of emergency 
protective orders issued in Kentucky last year 
were not sezyed. 

That means.that thousands of beaten women 
who sought and got judges' orders to restrain 
violent men never got the real protection of 
the law. The judges issued the orders, but 
protection for many women ended there. More 
than a quarter of the 22,221 orders granted by 
the state's judges were never served. 

We don't know why yet, but Marsha Roth, 
executive director of the Jefferson County 

~flee for Women, has a theory. She thinks 

the orders are not priorities in some counties. 
"It depends on attitudes," she said. "Someone 
needs to be accountable for not serving them. 
It should not be an option." 

Roth, a member of the task force, is right 
about that. It's true that law officers are some­
times unable to find the abusers to serve them 
with court orders. But those failed attempts at 
service should be rare. When it comes to court 
orders, serving protective orders should be the 
highest priority for law enforcement-much 
higher, for instance, than serving an order that 
applies to a cold check. 

Judges, police, clerks and prosecutors must 
be there for victims of domestic violence 
every time they ask for help. They must do all 
they can to provide the full protection Ken­
tucky law requires. Women's lives depend on 
such a forceful response. 

The legislative task force promises to work 
immediately on solutions to Kentucky's fail­
ure to protect beaten women. And another 
panel created with the blessings of Gov. 
Brereton Jones, Attorney General Chris 
Gorman and Chief Justice Robert F. Stephens 
showed Tuesday that it was intent on finding 

solutions too, with Stephens setting in motion 
an effort to tighten bail procedures for abu­
sive men: 

Their initial meetings suggest that both 
panels are on course to provide abused women 
with the full protection of the law.-Lexing­

East Carter (3-0) is coming off a 
win over Mason County (47-36) that 
was anything but a defensive battle.

Marshall has completed 10 of 18 
pass attempts this season. 

"He doesn't throw that much," 
said Coach McPeek.
