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PCC advisory
board splits
over chair

Prestonsburg Community Col-
lege’s Advisory Board may or may
nothave anew chairman afteraheated
meeting of the advisory board on
September 15,

Inquestionis the advisory board's
power to vote with less than a quo-
rum of the full board present and the
voting power of faculty and student
representatives.

Board member Paul Gearheart was
elected chairman after the meeting’s
chairman H.D. Fiwzpatrick, board
member Daniel Greene, faculty ad-
visor John Sammons and student rep-
resentative Charles Raleigh Nelson
left the meeting. Fitzpatrick attiempted
to adjourn the meeting, according (o
the minutes, and those members left
the room. No vole on the adjourn-
ment was called and none was taken,
the minutes reflected.

Fitzpatrick called an end to the
meeling 1o seek an opinion from the
University of Kentucky's Legal De-
partment when the voting rights of
the faculty advisor and the student
representative for selection of the
board chairman were challenged by
board member John R. Triplett, an
Inez attormney.

The minutes state that Fitzpatrick
was nominated for chairman, but do
not indicate who nominated him.,

Daniel Greene seconded Fitzpatrick's
nomination.

Triplett nominated Paul Gearheart
for chairman. That nomination was
seconded by board member Jean Hale.

The written minutes do not indi-
cate thata vote was taken at that time
on either nomination, but Triplett
pointed out to the board members
that the advisory board's by-laws,
identified as KRS section 164.600,
[tem 2, indicated that Sammons and
Nelson were “non-voting members.”

The minutes implied that Nelson
had been elected on September 15,
“apparently in preparation for the
meeting.”

A discussion followed Triplett’s
comments, which was interrupted by
a sharp personal attack by Daniel
Green on the integrity of PCC’ s presi-
dent Dr. Deborah Floyd, the minutes
recorded.

“I raised my hand (o be recog-
nized to speak and then amidst much
confusion and debate, when I was
recognized, I made the statement that
if all this back door politics contin-
ues, I will ask for an inquiry into the
role the president has had in the ma-
nipulation of this upcoming election
for board chairman,” Greene said in
an interview Tuesday.

“Immediately prior to conducting
the election, John Triplett pointed

Ethics vote postponed, again

Prestonsburg City Council post-
poned the second reading of acode of
ethics Monday because no further
discussion has taken place on the
ordinance.

Mayor Jerry Fannin said after
Monday's council meeting the issue
was set o be discussed in a work
session of the administration and per-
sonnel committee last week, but that
meeting was not held.

Thatcommittee isexpected tomeet
next week to discuss the code of
cthics so that the issue may be placed
on council’s agenda for the October
10 meeting, Fannin said.

Fannin said that he had no prob-
lems with the code proposed, but
added that some council members
had “problems with the financial dis-
closure” clause.

Under the city’s code, elected of-
ficials, candidates for election, mem-
bers of the city’s various boards and
commissions and all non-elected of-
ficers and employees who have pur-
chasing power would have (0 make
certain personal financial disclosures
each year.

The contents of the disclosures
wouldinclude information thatnames
each source of income that exceeds
$5,000 for the individual and their
immediate family members.

Also, the code would require that
an individual, who is required to file
the disclosure, identify the source of
any business ownership worth more
than $10,000 and name any business
relationship inside or outside the state
which is anticipated to do business

The state legislature passed a law
this year that requires all counties
and municipalities in the state to have
an ethics code in place by January 1,
1995.

Robinson given a
five-year prison term

A Floyd County man convicted of
reckless homicide last monthreceived
the maximum sentence Friday in
Floyd Circuit Court.

Special Judge Doug Combs of
Perry County, sentenced Larry
Robinson of Prestonsburg to a five-
year prison term for running over
William “Bucky” Rose on Memorial
Day 1993.

On August 26 a jury deliberated
for almost six hours before finding
Robinson guilty of reckless homi-
cide, but they were unable to come to
an agreement On a prison term,

Robinson had developed a rela-
tionship with Rose’s estranged wife,
Mary, and had followed them o Ban-
ner on the day Rose was killed, testi-

mony at the trial revealed. Robinson
ran over Rose when Rose stopped his
vehicle, got out and approached
Robinson’s vehicle.

Assistant commonwealthattomey
Dan Rowland argued that Robinson
was in a rage and killed Rose inten-
tionally.

Robinson’s attorney, Steve
Owens, argued that his client pan-
icked and stepped on the gas instead
of the brake pedal.

Judge Combs said that he was
imposing the maximum sentence be-
cause of the nature of the crime.

Understate sentencing guidelines,
Robinson may be eligible for parole
after serving 12 months in prison.

Owens said he would not appeal.

Fate of local child abuse
advocacy office in limbo

Although482 cases of child abuse
were reported in Floyd County last
year, the Prestonsburg office of the
Kéntucky Council on Child Abuse
closed this month and its fate is in
limbo.

Jill Seyfred, executive director of

the Kentucky Councilof Child Abuse,

said the Prestonsburg office closed
afterits regional coordinatoreesigned
and after it received an evictionfio-
tice from the landlord. :

Janie Beverly, Eastern Kentucky
regional coordinator, resigned, effec-
tive September 16, Beverly said she
resigned because she felt she was left
dangling by the council’s board of
directors failure to rent an office. She

office closed September 1.
The regional coordinator had re-

ceived a year's advance notice from
the landlord, Ned Pillersdorf, thather
office space was needed for his ex-
panding law practice. Beverly said
Pillersdorf tried to locate a larger
office complex that would allow
ample space for both his office and
the Council's office, but he was un-
able to find a suitable location, and
Beverly got her eviction notice in
July.

Beverly said she attended board
meetings and presented possible
rental properties for the office, but
board members would not approve
any locations,

“They said we can't afford that,"
she said. “There was nothing in the
budget this year for our office."”

Seyfred said the board had a hard
time raising funds and that it cost

$26,000 o keep the Prestonsburg

One relative too many

You knew it was going to happen. It was as predictable as a
politician’s broken promise.

From that day in early February when the General Assembly spit
up a local government ethics law with no minimum standards, it
was a mortal lock that some political subdivision in this fair com-
monwealth would propose legalization of the very activities ethics
rules should outlaw.

When and where were the only questions, and they were an-
swered last week in Martin County. By a 4-2 vote, magistrates
there adopted a draft ethics ordinance that would allow each
county official to hire one member of his or her family.

Sure, you can argue that a “one relative per politico” rule is
better than no rule at all. But that’s true only if “family member” is
defined broadly to include an official’s extended family. (The
narrow definition — limited to spouse and minor children — used
in some of these ordinances doesn’t do much of anything to stop
nepotism.) In addition, a “one relative” rule is an improvement
only if the ordinance bars public officials from swapping favors by
hiring each other’s relatives.

But quibbling over the details of Martin County's pro-nepotism
rule just shifts attention away from the real issue: That a ban on
nepotism is one of the basic requirements of any real attempt at
ethics reform. Public officials must not be allowed to use your tax
dollars to support a jobs program for their relatives.

Martin County proposes to make nepotism a legal right of public
servants, a right guaranteed in the official black and white of an
ordinance. That yanks ethics reform inside out, turns it upside
down and mutilates it beyond recognition. It’s history. Meat. DOA.

But you knew this was going to happen. It was predestined when
state senators and representatives, motivated by a mixture of pique
(at being forced to enact an ethics law for themselves) and fear (of
the courthouse crowds back home), produced a local government
ethics law that invites cities and counties to legalize unethical
behavior.

Martin County’s magistrates simply accepted the invitation.—
Lexington Herald-Leader

Magoffin schools drop idea of state takeover

Saying they want (o deal with local problems at home, Magoffin County
school board members dropped the idea of asking the state to take over the
troubled district.

“We have got confidence in our county people,” said board Chairman
Randall Barnetr. “We want to try 10 work it out on our own before that (a state
takeover) takes place.”

past two years, since state Education Commissioner Thomas Boysen filed
charges against then-Superintendent Carter Whitaker and all five of the
district’s school board members.

Whitaker and the board resigned rather than face the charges, and Boysen
appointed an interim board to serve until the November election. But
according to Bamnett, the problems didn’t end there.

He said political powers have operated Magoffin schools in their own
interests for so long that it's a way of life there, Barnett said he and the other
four board members are Lrying 1o run a district “that will benefit the
children...not the political people.”

Twelve candidates are involved in heated campaigns 10 reéplace the five
board members. Barnett and board member James Adams said the board
considered the extraordinary step of asking the state to take over, in light of
labor problems and rumors that have persisted since Whitaker left.

Adams said unfounded rumors about pay and other employee issues led 1o
a case of “blue flu™ last week, when several cafeteria workers called in sick.
He blamed a threatened walkout by bus drivers on similar miscommunica-
tion.

Rumors about the district’s fiscal stability have also caused problems,
Barnett said. Teachers al one elementary school sent notes home with
students, asking for donations to buy supplies. Adams said that the district is
on solid financial ground and that the board hadn’t been aware the school
needed supplies,

Barnett and Adams said Saturday’s meeting helped open lines of commu-

“We had a large meeting and a lot of people showed up and spoke their
minds.” Barnett said. “Under the old superintendent, a lot of people were
browbeaten to the point where they wouldn't say anything."

State officials have said they're not even sure a district can request a
takeover, but Education Department spokesman Jim Parks said the depart-
ment would “take seriously™ any request for assisiance,

Adams said he doesn’t think asking the state to intervene was evera good
optionanyway. “I don’tsee that there is any reason for them to come in. It was
just part of a discussion that we had about some problems. we'reé having right
now."”

But Barnett isn’t ready to drop the idea completely. “1 really don't know
what tomorrow will bring,” he said.—Courier Journal

Direct deposit now “preferred”
method of payment

Directdepositis now the preferred
method of payment for Social Secu-
rity, Supplemental Security Income
(SSI) and Black Lung beneficiaries,
according to Jim Kelly, Social Secu-
rity District Director for the Big Sandy
Area. “Beneficiaries with bank ac-
counts will be paid electronically
unless they specifically request to be
paid by check,” Kelly said.

Kelly said that current beneficia-
ries will continue (o be offered the
chance to switch to direct deposit.

At present, more than half of all
Social Security beneficiaries receive
payment by direct deposit. Direct de-
posit is safer, more reliable, more
economical, and more convenient
than receiving benefits by checks,
Stolen checks, especially on a rural

route, are a serious problem. With
direct deposit you eliminate the risk
of a stolen or lost check. Specific
advantages include:

* There are no mail delays.

* Beneficiaries who travel do not
have to make special arrangements (o
safeguard their checks.

* Direct depositl payments are
traceable through (he banking sys-
tem. In the rare event of a problem, it
usually can be resolved quickly.

* Problems associated with check
cashing, i.e., proving identity, long
bank lines, are ¢liminated,

“We are hopeful that direct de-
posit will eliminate the risk of loss
and other problems for Social Secu-
rity beneficiaries who depend on the
monthly income for their basic
needs,” Kelly said.

A Corps of Engineers
fall forest fire
prevention reminder

The Kentucky Fall Forest Fire
Season will begin on October 1 and
will run through December 15 of this
year, During this period, the Corps of
Engineers at Paintsville Lake is urg-
ing all park visitors to be extra careful
with fire when visiting the lake.

The accumulation of dry ground
litter combined with strong gusty
winds and a careless person could
result in devastation to the lake’s
surrounding forestland.

It is unlawful during the fire sea-
son to set a fire to any flammable
material capable of spreading fire
located in or within 150 feet of any
private woodland or brush land, ex-
cept between the hours of 4:30 p.m.
to midnight, local time, or when the
ground is covered with snow.

The Corps now reminds all visi-
tors that at Paintsville Lake, fires are
not permitted except when contained
in fire grills designed especially for
that purpose. When fires are built,
care must be taken to completely
extinguish them to prevent a restart
that could get outof control. Smokers
should also make sure thata cigarette
is completely safe before it is dis-
carded.

accented by appropriate shrubbery
and flowers.

When all 62 trees have been set in
place, a large wooden plague, con-
taining a detailed watercolor paint-
ing of the hillside and a series of
metal plates identifying each tree and
its purchaser—or inscribed with a
name and short message of the
purchaser’s choice—will be placed
on the fifth level of the new addition
to Record Memorial, Each of the
trees in the painting will be num-
bered, and a corresponding number
will appear on each of the metal plates.

“We're very excited about this
project,” says Gerri Kinder, director
of external affairs at the college. “It
allows the college and community (o
work together to help area young
people get a quality education and to
helpmake the city of Pikeville amore
pleasant and beautiful place in which
to live.”

Mrs. Kinder also sees the project
as a way for area citizens to pay
tribute to relatives or friends who
have had a special impact on their
lives. “Each tree will stand as aliving
memorial. We want the hillside to
become a place of honor in the years
to come, and for each tree to be a
beautiful reminder of someone very
special, someone whois remembered
with respect and love.”

Fall is time for a flu shot

Crisp cool weather, fields of or-
ange and gold, football and Thanks-
giving are just a few of the things
people look forward to with the ap-
proach of fall. Chills, loss of appetite,
weakness, body aches, sneezing,
coughing and a sore throat are of
course something no one enjoys. Yet,
each fall and winter hundreds of thou-
sands of Americans are plagued with
these symptoms of influenza.

Flu is the sixth leading cause of
death in the United States. Flu-re-
lated pneumonia is the fifth ranked
killer each year in people over 55. In
1991 (the last year for which figures
are available), there were more than
129 million cases of flu nationwide
resulting in nearly 250 million days
spent in bed and almost 460 million
days of restricted activity.

The best way (o avoid getting the
fluis to get a vaccination. That's why
this fall the American Lung Associa-
tion of Kentucky is launching a pub-
lic information campaign (o prevent
flu by reminding people to get a flu
shot.

The best time to get a flu shotis in
October or November. Shots doneed
1o be obtained annually since the vi-
rus strain that causes the contagious
disease changes each year.

Flu shots are usually offered in a
community through a variety of

Dark side of baseball is exposed

As sure as there's a baseball strike,
there'sa gush of nincompoopery about
grievous national loss when the whole
country is deprived of what's become
major league baseball's everyday
coarseness and excess.

Baseball's lapdog commentators
feel called upon -- now as in the past
-- 10 dust off condescending laments
forthe "faithful fans" whose boorish-
ness nowadays often approaches that
of the players.

Worseis the same intellectual fool-
ishness that sets out for yet another
time to tell us that our loss is beyond
ball games not played, that it's actu-
ally damage to the national soul, a
loss of some mystic perfection that's
found only in major league baseball.

To read and listen to the intellec-
tual sideliners who come out at the
beginning of every seasonand during
times of baseball crisis, football is
just a game and so's basketball and
hockey and soccer and every other
team sport from water polo to potato-
sack relays.

But baseball, they teil us from the
sidelines, is more than a game,

It's not. Baseball is baseball, a
game that can be exciting or dull,
well played or poorly played, fine fun
and interesting or a boring insult and
a robber of your time, pretty much
like other games.

It's not some lesson of life per-
formed in the perfect geometry of a
ball field whose divine dimensions

were spelled out by a god who calcu-
lated all of it exactly right to last
forever,

Baseball is a game, just a game
like all the others and not a sub mys-
tery of the meaning of life or of mor-
tal man's struggle against nature and
opposing pitchers who'll brush back
mortal man if he crowds the plate o
reach the curve that'sdown and away.

I's just a game and it remains a
game, for all the romance with num-
bers and regurgitated oddball statis-
tics that sideliners use (o prove ev-
erything and nothing at all.

As if to show it's only a game,
baseball is as badly infected as major
league basketball and football with
the cult of obscene celebrity in which
conducton and off the playing field is
liable to and often does dip to the

lowest common denominator.

It's a game in which players.in the
major leagues are not just boors but
crybabies, perhaps when clubhouse
luxuries aren't up to par or when the
infield grass hasn't been mowed the
way they like it and the dirt hasn't

Governor Jones proclaims
Hunting and Fishing Day

Governor Brereton C. Jones re-
cently proclaimed Saturday, Septem-
ber24, as Hunting and Fishing Day in
Kentucky to recognize the many sig-
nificant conservation achievements
of its sportsmen.

Jones joined a growing chorus of
elected officials, communicators and
a strong grassroots coalition of event
organizers, stating: “Conserving our
state’s natural and wildlife resources
is one of the most important respon-
sibilities we have to this and future
generations of Kentucky, and hunt-
ers and anglers were among the first
to realize this responsibility nearly
100 years ago."

National Hunting and Fishing Day
(NHF Day), now in its 23rd year, has
recently seen a dramatic resurgence
in public interest. This year the day
focused on thousands of publicevents
held at sportsman’s clubs, shopping
malls and outdoor fairs across
America. “Though the reason for this
impressive increase in attention and
activity is not totally clear, were ex-
tremely encouraged,” said Gary
Kolesar, National Coordinator, “be-
cause it provides both sportsmen and
the media with a unique opportunity
toinform the general public aboutthe
value and relevance of America’s
outdoor traditions.”

Last year, the governors of all 50

states issued proclamations to estab-,

lish state Hunting & Fishing Days
and asimilarresponse is expected for
1994, President Clinton recently is-
sued his second official National
Hunting & Fishing Day statement,
noting that “American sportsmen
launched the modemn conservation
movement. Since thattime, they have

become America’s most ardent and |

effective protectors of ihe environ-
ment.,.”

“Kentucky hunters and anglers
..supported laws to stop the uncon-
trolled exploitation of wildlife and
helped establish game and fish laws,
enforcement and managemen! prac-
tices,” added Governor Jones. They
also “suggested and supporied laws
to establish special huntling and fish-
ing license fees and special taxes on
their equipment to pay for conserva-
tion programs.”

In 1993, Kentucky’s 307,549 paid
hunting license holders raised a lotal
of $6,233,316 to fund wildlife con-
servalion programs managed by the
Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources. Hunting license
holders also entitled Kentucky to
$2,279,475 in federal funds for wild-

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Tough challenge for Archer Sports in Ky.

With the season four games old,
the 1994 University of Kentucky foot-
ball team has been a surprising disap-
pointment to coaches, fans, and com-
mentators alike.

Unless some way is found to shore
up its defensive line and linebacker
corps, it could end the season 3-8 or
even 2-9,

It began by losing (o Louisville in
everything except the final score: first
downs 23-13, rushing yardage 215-
197, passing yardage 215-116, Next
it allowed Florida 592 total net yards
(314-68 rushing advantage and 278-
130 passing advantage). Thenit gave
up 650 yards and 8 touchdowns to
Indiana, to say nothing of its latest
contest with SEC foe South Carolina.

It didn't figure to be that way.
Roger Sullivan and Robert Stinson at
right defensive tackle are both 5th
year seniors with 3 letters apiece.
Lasl year, they were good against the
run, less than that as pass rushers,
Both have good size (Sullivan 6-4,
277; Stinson 6-4, 283) and strength.
But they have been knocked off the
line of scrimmage and/or effectively
blocked out of the play consistently
thus far this year. Opponents have
run almost at will thru the right side
of the defense,

Mike Schlegel, at left defensive
tackle, has done some good things
but again not what the coaches ex-
pected from him, Howard Carter, Jr.,
nominated for All-SEC honors at left
defensive end, can forget league hon-
ors. He has failed 1o provide the lead-
ership he was expected to give and
has been largely ineffective, so much
s0 his starting position is even ques-
tionable.

The linebackers, particularly the
middle linebacker position, are 100
rarely making tackles, meaning that
opponents are penetrating both the
first and second layers of UK's de-
fense.

In the first game against Louis-
ville, free safety Melvin Johnson was
the leading tackler with 12 stops. The
next leading tackler was another de-
fensive back, and two other defen-
sive backs had as many tackles as any
linebacker.

The scores simply reflect the worst
UK defense in my memory. It has
surprised nearly everyone, Coach
Curry and Defensive Coordinator
Mike Archer as much as anyone.

What is to be.done? Mike Archer
is about as good as they come as a
defensive coordinator/coach. The
adjustments he made during games
last year helped assure some of UK's
victories, The problem is that except
for redshirt and true freshmen who
show promise of being good ones in
the future but may notbe ready yet, it
is his best defensive personnel who
are being so badly beaten,

True freshman David Berringer
(6-4, 281, 325 Ib. bench press) has
been moved up to play some at right
defensive tackle. True freshman
Lamont Smith (6-2, 215, 4.7 speed)
is being carefully observed at line-
backer, Other changes are likely or
may have to be tried whether they
work or nol to be found oul in the
trying, It is not a desirable situation.

There have been some positives.
The offensive line has consistently
provided good pass protection and
has begun to open a few holes for
UK’s talented running backs. It fig-
ures 1o do even betier as the season
continues, even though the opposi-
tion will be tough.

Antonio O'Ferral did a commend-
able jobas quarterback in the Indiana
game. Given ume and clear lrajec-
tory to throw, his passes were mostly
crisp and on target. Three of them
went for TD's,

Isaac Curtis, with TD catches
against Florida and Indiana, has
shown the big play capability antici-
pated. UK has speed to spare among
its receiver corps led by Clyde
Rudolph (TD's against both Louis-
ville and Indiana), L.eon Smith, Randy

ow, I'll be the first to admit that I really
don’t understand all I know about this
major league baseball strike. From what
I've heard, however, nobody—or at I¢ast nobody 1
know-—seems to care much one way or the other
whether or not they ever play again.

Maybe the apathy from the fans stems from the
fact that the general consensus seems to be that the
whole mess is, as one reporter put it, the millionaires
versus the billionaires.

We played the game with a passion, but not only
didn’t we keep stats, we seldom ever kept score
either. Scoring another run would simply mean we'd
keep bats longer. Oh sure, someone would always
attempt to keep track of who had how many runs, but
it wasn'tv really official or anything.

“Is that 27 or 287" Someone would ask.

“No, dummy. That’s only 26," someone ¢lse
would say. “Remember, Jimmy made an out. They’s
two outs you know.”

“You're crazy! That's just one, That was last
inning. Jimmy ain't batted this time, have you
Jimmy?”

“I don't remember,” Jimmy would say.

Jimmy didn’t remember, because it didn’t matter.

FATHER TO BIG LESSON
The 80-year-old gentleman
with the cotton-white hair grinned as he saw me
and my toddler son walk past him,

I shook his hand as usual outside our church, We
usually didn’t say much more than “How are you?"
This time was different,

“Good morning, young man,” he said to me.
“Enjoy that boy while you can. They grow up faster

than you think. I didn’t spend enough time with my

kids when they were little and now I regret it.”

He mentioned his years of long days at work,
how making money seemed so important then.

But his children grew up without knowing their
father. His hard-charging blitz to get ahead put him
behind with his family for the rest of his life.

“You can never get those days back,” he told
me,
Qur chat abruptly ended when someone else
spoke to him. That talk four years ago might have
lasted four minutes at the most.

Thousands of other folks have talked to me since
then and my brain erased most of those conversa-
tions long ago. Shucks, I'd forget my head most of
the time if it wasn’t attached to my shoulders.

But something about the way this man said what
he said that day—the sadness in his tone, the
dismay in the deep lines of his face—stuck with
me.
Something I knew about myself told me I'd
better let it stay there for good.

DRIVEN TO SUCCEED

I’ve always been the kind of person who had
more drive than brains at times.

One group of young campers at
Camp Shawnee this summer acci-

The mud slinging began after a
group of boys had been swimming
and acouple of them accidentally fell
into a mud puddle, It looked like so
much fun, the others jumped in, 100,
said Owen Wright, program man-
ager at Camp Shawnee,

The mud fights were unplanned,
but there were many planned activi-
ties for youth at the summer camp,
including canoe and paddle boatrides,
hiking, basketball, volleyball, and
horseshoes. Campers began their day
around 8:30 a.m. After showers,
campers had breakfast in the dining
hall, and then went, in groups, to their
scheduled activities.

Trained life-
guards supervised the swimming, and|
children had to wear life jackets any’
time they were near the water, Wright.
said. Children also learned about
water safety from the U.,S. Corps of
Engineers.

County's Civil War history through a
War Between the States Living His-
tory demonstration and lecture. They
attended Jenny Wiley Theatre to see
“A Funny Thing Happened on the
Way (o the Forum" and “Carnival,”

and they also went to the movies in
Paintsville to watch “Angels in the
Outfield.”

Other activities included fishing
trips, arts and crafts sessions, and
tales around the campfire. One of
their favorite stories was “some big
made-up, wild tale about German
Bridge one of the counselors made
up,” Wright said.

The camp, hosted by Christian
Appalachian Project, was held
throughout the summer in six ses-
sions for children who had completed
the first grade through age 14, Wright
said 468 childrenattended camp from
eight counties and 35 counselors and
staff members supervised the camp,

The camp fee was $5, but was
waived for any camper who couldn’t
afford to pay it.

The camp participated in the Ken-
tucky Department of Education sum-
mer food program, and campers were
served three meals each day.

“The camp is a fun opportunity.
It's a chance for kids who couldn't
afford to go away to camp, to stay
bere and enjoy all that camping has to
offer,” Wright said.

Future plans at the camp include
building a house for the caretaker and
his family.

Farmers could see tough
times in next few years

Kentucky farmers and lawmakers
had better put the sides of theirhands
to their foreheads and look overseas
if they expect to sing “Happy Days
Are Here Again™ anylime soon, ac-
cording to a University of Kentucky
agriculture expert.

If farmers think times are tough
now, they have only worse things to
expect in the next few years, Will
Snell of the UK College of Agricul-
ture told members of the state To-
bacco Task Force recently.

“Yes, wedohave problems,” Snell
said. “We're going to face some dif-
ficult times."”

Snell predicted tobacco quotas in
the state will continue to decline be-
cause tobacco stock on-hand has not
dwindled at the rate it should. Each
year, Kentucky's tobacco warehouses
purchase tobacco from farmers and
store it until large companies buy it,
so0 tobacco grown and sold to ware-
houses this year may not be bought
by cigaretlie companies or other
groups until sometime in the future,

Snell’s testimony before the task
force was a continuation of gloomy
predictions for tobacco’s future that
have some Kentucky tobacco farm-
ers concerned. Tobacco is the state’s
main cash crop; last year, tobacco
across the state sold for a total of
about $900 million.

The future may be dark for the
next year or two, Snell said, but it is
not hopeless. Kentucky farmers and
lawmakers need to develop more

markets overseas to ensure a greater
demand for Kentucky burley, he said.
Kentucky farmers should alsocon-

sider having a lower price for to-
bacco, an idea that usually makes
some farmers frown.

“Obviously, with a lower price,
you're going o move more on the
market," Snell said. “But there are
some farmers not willing to give a
little on market price to get a mar-
ginal gain on quota.”

If Kentucky tobacco farmers bite
the bullet for the next year or two and
take lower prices for their product 1o
help clear out tobaccoreserves, things
could rebound afterward and return
tonormal, Snell said, Until then, farm-
ers could investmore in other aspects
of farming, such as livestock.

Rep. Lonnie Napier, R-Lancaster,
asked Snell what types of alterna-
tives Kentucky farmers have (o to-
bacco.

“Recently a man from UK helped
ayoung farmerin my district grow an
acre of tomatoes. I asked the farmer,
‘How many supermarkets will this
one acre supply?” He said it would
supply five counties.

“We cannot raise vegetables todo
it,” Napier continued. “It won'twork.
We cannot replace tobacco."

Sen. Virgil Moore, R-Leitchfield,
told task force members how he had
gone home several times during the
regular session of the General As-
sembly this past spring to set lo-
bacco. He had had a patch of tobacco
die, so he set additional rows in his
garden.

“Six weeks ago, Ihad declared my
tobacco crop a loss,” he said. “But
today, I can say I'll harvest a fine
tobacco crop because it rained six
weeks ago. That's the kind of crop
tobacco is.”

Ladybird beetles gathering
on sides of Kentucky homes

If Alfred Hitchcock had made a
movie called “The Bugs” instead of

_the epic called“The Birds,” he might

have cast the ladybird beetle in the
title role.

Ladybird beetles, a beneficial in-
sect, arrived in Kentucky in large
numbers last year and promise to
visit the state again this year.

“Ladybird beetles do not bite or
sting, are not carriers of disease and
don’t eat wood, but they can be a
nuisance because of their proclivity
to gather in large numbers on the
sides of homes,” said Ric Bessin, an
extension entomologist with the Uni-
versity of Kentucky College of Agri-
culture.

Ladybird beetles are Asian in ori-
gin but have set up residence in the
U.S. The first reported specimens in
Kentucky were found in Hickman
County in 1992; the first specimens
recovered in the U.S, were collected
in Louisiana in 1988. Their large
numbers found in Kentucky last year
suggest they favor the Common-
wealth, :

The ladybird beetle, according to
Bessin, is an important predator of
scale and aphid pests on trees in Asia.

The oval, convex beetle is about
jone-third of an inch and sports up to
19 black spots on their pale orange
wing covers. Some may have fewer
orno spots, but they are the minority.
The 19 spots are arranged with a row
of five spots, followed by tworows of
six and finally a fourth row of two
spots; they are exotic looking.

Ladybird beetles congregate on
the outside walls of homes in wooded
areas in the fall, where they search for
a site for overwintering. They usu-
ally select west and southwest sides
of buildings for initial congregation
sites.

Bessin points out that while the
beetles are harmless, most people
prefer that they notenter theirhomes.
To keep them at bay, he suggests
making certain that cracks along win-
dows and doors are weather-stripped
o prevent easy access. Ventilation
openings in attics should be screened
or sealed as appropriate.

Homeowners, however, should

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BREAKFAST-SKIPPING KIDS
SELL THEIR BODIES SHORT

Well-nourished children are those
nost likely to achieve their optimal
physical and mental development,”
says Ann Marie Stazenski, RD, LD,
of the Dairy & Nutrition Council Mid
East.

*Yelmany youngsters in our com-
munity fail to meet daily require-
ments for essentialnutrients, and skip-
ping breakfast oreating a poor break-
fast is often at the root of the prob-
lem,” Stazenski added. “Kids who
don’t eal sufficiently can’t achieve
their learming polential.”

Stazenski tells parents and educa-
tors at local elementary schools that,
without a nutritious breakfast, it is
difficalt for a child to obtain the 40-
plus nutrients needed on a daily ba-
sis. The national School Breakfast
Program meal pattem is specially
designed to include milk, meat, grains,
fruits and vegetables to meet approxi-
mately one-fourth of children's rec-
ommended daily requirements,

*When they miss breakfast, for
example, 75 percent of breakfast skip-
pers fail o meet the recommended
daily allowance for calcium,” she
said.

Children underage 11 should con-
sume at least 800 mg of calcium per
day—three servings of dairy prod-
ucls provide that. Forthoseages 11 to
24, the recommended calcium intake
is 1,20 mg, or four daily servings of
dairy products. A school breakfast
program not only would help chil-
dren meet those requirements but
would help establish positive life-
long eating habits, Stazenski pointed
out. A study on children’s breakfast
habits conducted by The Wirthlin
Group in January 1994 showed thal
71 percent of the children surveyed
had milk with every or almost every
breakfast.

Adequate calcium intake is criti-
cal to bone health, “A lifetime of
sufficient calcium consuomption
would help build peak bone mass in
younger years and belp decrease bone
loss in adult years,” she said,

A study published last August in
the Journal of the American Medical
Association showed that increasing
calcium intake from 80 percent to
110 percent of the Recommended
Dietary Allowance during adoles-
cence may decrease the risk of con-
tracting the bone-crippling disease
OSIEOPOrosis.

*“The future of our community rests
with our children. We should lake
any measures (o insure their health,”
said Stazenski. “Increasing partici-
pation in a school breakfast program
would be a great start.”

There
should be some comfort in knowing
that we are not alone, However, the
reassurance that others have experi-
enced similar situations doesnotsolye
our problems. At most it helps us to
cope with those problems,

Sometimes, when I'm frustrated,
I hear me saying to myself, “the time
you are spending frefting about this
problem is time you could be spend-
ing working to resolve it."” Some-
times I heed my own advice, take
action, and find thatI am able to work
through it by myself. Sometimes |
need help, seek adviceand rely on Lhe
expertise of others to help me resolve
it. There have been occasions, when
I've dealt with some of life’s real
“whoppers," thatI've had to procure
legal intervention.

Many of you can recount situa-
tions in your life that have seemed
insurmountable, from simple day-to-
day happenstance (o complex prob-
lems of a mammoth natore, You
know, as do I, how time-consuming
and frustrating red tape can be.

Cholesterol: Know Your
Numbers

Cholesterol is a fatty substance
found in animal products. Red meats,
organ meats, whole milk dairy prod-
ucts and eggs are the primary sources
of dietary cholesterol. Cholesterol is
also manufactured by the body. Satu-
rated fat, which is found in animal
products and palm oils, are converted
by the liver into cholesterol. For this
reason you should limit your intake
of saturated fats as well as choles-
terol. A food can be low in choles-
terol or even cholesterol-free but still
be high in satrated fats. Commer-
cially-baked cookies and crackers are
examples of this. They contain no
animal products, and therefore no
cholesterol, but have added coconut
or palm oil which are highly satu-
rated.

Too much cholesterol or satu-
rated fat can elevate levels of choles-
terol in the blood, which increases
therisk of heartdisease. If twopeople
are identical except that one has a
cholesterol level of 240 and the other
has a level of 200, the one with 240
has twice the risk of coronary heart
disease (CHD). The risk of CHD
significantly increases around cho-
lesterol level of 195. Health profes-
sionals set the recommended level at
200 because they felt it would be
easier (o remember, Also, people
under the age of 29 should have cho-
lesterol under 180. This number has
not been widely published in order
not to confuse the general public.

Another factor to consider in rec-
ommending cholesterol levels is the
breakdown of the types of choles-
terol in the blood. The lower the ratio

of LDL (the so-called “bad choles-
terol") to HDL (“the good choles-
terol™) the lower the risk of CHD. A
LDL to HDL cholesterol ratio of 3.5
or less and a total cholesterol to HDL
cholesterol ratio of 4.5 or less is con-
sidered low risk for CHD.

The best way to control or re-
duce blood cholesterol is to reduce
your intake of dietary cholesterol and
saturated fat. Take the time to read
nutrition labels very carefully. Exer-

cising will increase your HDL levels,
and stopping smoking will reduce
LDL cholesterol and increase HDL
cholesterol.

Knowing your number can help
reduce yourrisk for CHD. Itis widely
recommended that your cholesterol
level be checked at ago 20 and five-
year intervals thereafter. Your per-
sonal physician may recommend that
you have it checked more frequently
because of heredity or an elevated
reading, Regardless of your current
cholesterol level, you should prevent
it from becoming a problem. Exer-
cising regularly, eating a heart-
healthy diet, and stopping smoking
will help you maintain an ideal cho-
lesterol level, Keeping your choles-
terol in check is just one example of
how self-responsibility is the key to
reducing rising medical costs,

Tip of the Week: Use whole grain
flour to increase fiber. I recommend
that you start witha fourth of the flour
being whole grain and each time, as
taste allows, add a little more whole
grain flour. Use common sense, bread
will allow you to add more whole
grain flour than brownies.

The Big Sandy Area Labor-Man-
agement Committee met Tuesday,
September 20, at 6 p.m., at May
Lodge, Jenny Wiley State Park.

At the August meeting of the la-
bor-management committee on Au-
gust 16, Ron Cyrus, secretary-trea-
surer of the Kentucky AFL-CIO, was
the guest speaker.

Today, global competition has
come to realize if U.S. industry is (o
successfully compete with the for-
eign market, both sides need to coop-
erate in a joint effort to improve labor
managementrelations, the union rep-
resentative said.
