Banks found 
not guilty

A Floyd County jury deliberated 
for almost three hours Thursday be­
fore acquitting a Wayland man 
charged with murder. 

Joe Banks, 32, was accused of 
murder for the January 9 shooting 
death of Robert Jacobs of Wayland. 

diet of "guilty of self-protection," 
which was not an acceptable decision 
since self-protection is not a crime. 

Special Judge Kelly Asbury of 
Boyd County, who presided over the 
trial, explained to the jury that their 
decision was not plausible and the 
jury returned to deliberations. 

In closing arguments, assistant 
commonwealth attorney John Mann 
claimed Banks shot Jacobs in cold 
blood and urged the jury to find Banks 
guilty of murder.

There was tight security at the 
proceedings because of alleged 
threats made against the defendant in 
the case. When the jury's verdict was 
announced, Jacobs' sister was re­
moved from the courtroom after she 
reportedly commented, "you better 
get him out of the state, be killed my 
brother." 

Bartley argued that Banks shot 
Jacobs in self-defense after Jacobs 
severely beat Banks as the defendant 
was trying to leave a party at Jacobs' 
home.

Banks, his attorney, Keith Bartley, 
and the jury were escorted from the 
courtroom by officers providing se­
curity. 

An unidentified member of the 
Jacobs family fainted outside at the 
front entrance of the courthouse and 
was taken to Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. 

The commonwealth's case was 
hampered throughout the two-day 
trial because of the conflicting testi­
mony given by most of its witnesses 
and by testimony that Jacobs' girl­
friend and brother bad tried to intimi­
date witnesses in the case.

Flo~ County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson has announced that ap­
proximately $25,000 in funds appears 
to be missing from his office, but that 
bas not been confrrmed by the state 
auditor's office. 

All monies owed to taxing dis­
tricts, i.e. the state, school board, 
county government, fll'Cdepartments, 
were paid and the money is report­
edly missing from the department's 
operating expenses, the sheriff ex­
plained. 

that makes me personally respon­
sible for it" 

In May, Sheriff Thompson sent a 
letter to the state attorney general's 
office asking for an investigation of 
the sheriffs department "in refer­
ence to what appears to be a $25,000 
shortage in the 1991 and 1992 prop­
erty tax accounts, and also the 1989 
unmined mineral account." 

Thompson also asked the state 
auditor's office to audit his office in 
an effort to find out bow much money 
may be missing. 

on September 15, and by Paul 
Gearheart, who claims that be was 
elected by a majority vote. 

Gearheart's election to chair tile 
advisory board came into question 
after Fitzpatrick proclaimed the Sep­
tember 15 meeting adjourned. Fitz­
patrick and three board members left 
the meeting. 

The meeting went on without the 
participation of the four members 
and Gearheart was elected to thechair­
manship by the four remaining mem­
bers, O.T. Dorton, Jean Hale, Paul 
Gearheart and John R. Triplett. 

Paul Van Booven, an attorney with

Van Booven said the advisory 
board consisted of seven voting mem­
bers and two non-voting members, 
andthatthefourmembcrsrepresented 
the majority. 

The adjournment had been called 
by Fitzpatrick in order for him to seek 
advice from U.K.'s legal department 
regarding the voting rights of the 
faculty and student representatives 
for board chairman. The discord be­
gan when board member Daniel 
Greene nominated Fitzpatrick for 
another term as chairman and John 
Sammons seconded the motion. 

Board member John R. Triplett, 
an Inez attorney, interrupted and said 

"The money missing, if indeed it 
is, would be considered excess fees 
and would be owed to the fiscal court." 
Thompson said. "I don't feel like the 
money has been taken by anyone in 
my office. Elected officials are re­

AAoydCountyCbapteriteacber, 
seeking to return to a full-time job at 
Duff Elementary, filed suit against 
the Aoyd County Board of Educa­
tion in circuit court September 21. 

Cindy Thorpe Pack, who was 
Chapter I teacher at Duff Elementary 
during the 1993-94 school year, was 
assigned half-time duties at DuffEl­
ementary and Maytown Elementary 
as Chapter I teacher for the 1994-95 
school year. 

In the legal action, she alleged that 
the board of education failed to com­
ply with Kentucky law regarding re­
ceiving written notification of a trans-

fer or reassignment. Pack said Super­
intendent Stephen W. Towler did not 
give written notification to her or to 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion that be would reassign her to 
another school. 

Packsaidsbesbouldhavereceived 
written notification of the assignment 
prior to the July 15 deadline as re­
quired by law. Instead, she learned 
abouthernewassignmentin the Floyd 
County Times, she said. 

Pack bas asked the court to issue a 
permanent injunction restoring her to 
her former position as a Chapter I 
teacher with full-time duties at Duff 
Elementary School. 

Editor's Note: A lawsuit states 
only one side of an issue. 

Sammons had no authority to second 
the motion. Triplett quoted KRS Sec­
tion 164.600, Item 2 that states: 

"Each local advisory board shall 
consist of nine members, seven of 
whom shall be appointed by the gov­
ernor. The other two local advisory 
board members shall be one non­
voting member of the teaching fac­
ulty and one non-voting member of 
the student body. An appointed 
member's term is four years; bow­
ever, when appointing the initial 
membe~"l>r a local advisory bo~. 
the governor may appoint some mem­
bers for terms ofless than four years." 

Triplett then nominated Gearheart 
for the chairmanship. 

In a tape recorded version of the 
minutes, Sammons asked the board 
to check with the university's legal 
department to see if a precedent had 
been set regarding voting rights. 

Triplett said be brought up the 
(voting rights), because "it was obvi­
ous we have a contest here and I 
don't want anyone to be confused 
about who bad the right to vote." 

Sammons questioned Triplett's 
ethics in challenging his vote at that 
particular time. Earlier in the meet­
ing, Sammons had seconded a mo­
tion to accept the minutes and also 
voted for two motions without being 
challenged. 

Board member Daniel Greene then 
said be would be willing to come 
forward with the question of tamper­
ing with the board election by the 
PCC president. Dr. Deborah Floyd. 

Triplett asked for a second to his 
motion to nominate Gearheart and 
received it from broad member Jean 
Hale. 

Fitzpatrick said it was his under­
standing that the faculty and student 
representatives could vote and called 
for motions to adjourn until that issue 
could be resolved. Triplett told Fitz-

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Election 
lawsuit 
settled

A Perry County judge bas dis­
missed a civil lawsuit filed against 
Floyd Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo and ordered the plaintiff, Dale 
Mc;Kinney, to pay Stumbo's legal 
costs. 

Judge Doug Combs signed an or­
der Wednesday which said that 
McKinney failed to prove his charges 
of vote fraud against Stumbo in the 
1993 primary election. 

Combs' order also criticized the 
state attorney general office's han­
dling of the case. 

McKinney was unsuccessful in 
his bid for the Democratic nomina­
tion for county judge-executive in 
the 1993 election. McKinney filed a 
civil lawsuit in June 1993, accusing 
Stumbo of election fraud. 

"A review of the record in this 
case, however, reveals that nota single 
witness identified by the plaintiff of­
fered any competent testimony that 
would lead this court to conclude that 
any of the allegations are true as to 
the defendant John M. Stumbo," 
Combs' order said. 

In a footnote to the order, Combs 
said the court was "less than satis­
fied" with the attorney general's per­
formance and blamed that office for 
delaying the conclusion of the case 
by refusing to become involved in 
the question of immunity for three 
wimesses. 

"'The plaintiff ... sought an order 
from this court to grant 'blanket im­
munity' from prosecution for any of

tors to Floyd County as the state 
transportation cabinet prepares to 
make area highways smoother by 
patching the highways. 

The Transportation Cabinet re­
ceived bids September 16 for comple­
tion of blacktop patching on 3.4 miles 
of Turkey Creek Road (KY -777), 6.0 
miles of Caney Creek-Stephens 
Branch Road (K Y -121 0), and .6 mile 
of Head of Branham Creek Road 
(KY-3379). 

A contract for completion ofblack­
toppatchingon 3.2miles ofStonecoal 
Creek Road (KY -777) bas been 
awarded to Mt. Enterprises, Inc. in 
the amount of $48,587. 

County roads will also receive 
some roadwork. County workers will 
be completing initial blacktop sur­
facing to 2.5 miles of various county 
roadways. Estimated cost of the 
county work is $77,280. 

Sage of Cow Creek 
· Mountain drug task 
force honors officers

Woodrow Wilson Burchett is a 
most unusual man. His personality 
bas more sides than the stalwartmoun­
tains that rise and tum and wrap them­
selves around his beloved Cow Creek 
borne. Like the mountains, too, be is 
upright and solid with roots running 
deep into his ancestry and the heri­
tage be treasures. 

Bom with a rare wit, Burchett, an 
attorney, can fmd some spark of hu­
mor in almost any situation. 

This special trait once prompted 
Judge David Francis of Warren 
County to say, "Either more funny 
things happen in Aoyd County or 
Woodrow Burchett is lhe best story 
teller ever." 

Many of his stories involved court 
ca.c;cs and the surprise responses of 
dcfcndanl<; or clients. Once as be was 
stating the case of a client in court, 
U1e man arose from his seat and said, 

"Woodrow, I declare, I believe you're 
talkin' agin' me." 

His knack for story-telling made 
him a popular delegate to the annual 
convention of the Kentucky Bar As­
sociation where he became known as 
the Sage of Cow Creek. 

He sometimes joined forces with 
fellow humorist Judge James 
Gillenwater of Barren County and 
about ten years ago they planned an 
evening ·Of entertainment called the 
"Burchett/Gillenwater To-Do." This 
also became an annual event where 
they shared their favorite yams, and 
other attendants could perform with 
their own particular talents. 

Phillip "General" Patton, an attor­
ney from Glasgow, played a guitar 
and sang; Dan Taylor, a criminal 
lawyer from Louisville, played 14 
different hannonica.o;; Judge David 
Francis ofBowling Green also played 
a hannonica; and David I lolwerk, an

Pikeville's City Police force 
Thursday became the latest law en­
forcement agency to join a unified 
fight in Eastern Kentucky against traf­
ficking in illegal drugs. 

At a meeting of the Mountain Area 
Drug Task Force Thursday at Jenny 
Wiley State Park, Pikeville City Po­
lice asked to become part of the task 
force. Task force members gave the 
request unanimous approval, but the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court, the Haz­
ard and Prestonsburg City Police de­
partments must also approve the re­
quest. 

The task force, formed in Septem­
ber 1993 to combat drug trafficking, 
bas been active in six counties: Perry, 
Knott, Letcher, Magoffin, Aoyd and 
Pike. According to Rod Maggard, 
Hazard City Police Chief, the task 
force is the best thing to happen to lhe 
local, smaller police agencies. 

"They've been so successful in 

their short time in existence," 
Maggard said. He explained thatlhey 
are successful because the task forces 
supplies more officers to different 
areas, including those not in their 
regular jurisdiction, that arc crucial, 
since manpower is very limited in 
certain areas encompassing task force 
activity. 

Among the organization's offic­
ers present were Rod Maggard of 
Hazard; Steve Tackett. Common­
wealth Attorney for Perry County; 
Paull I unl Thompson, Aoyd County 
sheriff; Darrell Conley, Prestonsburg 
Police chief, Chalmer Wireman, 
Magoffin County Sheriffs Depart­
ment; and Lcs Boyette, Pike County 
Sheriffs Department. 

Other items on the meeting's 
agenda included various budget is­
sues of the previous fiscal year that 
ended in July, 1994. Those financial 
issues included state and federal 
grants for computer supplies, squad

In other business, it appears that 
the city's problems with the cash 
flow in the water and sewer depart-

mcnt arc coming to a head with com­
ment-; that the City of Prestonsburg 
may cut off service to me town for 
non-payment and bond holders are 
threatening to take the system over. 

Mayor Griftith infonned council 
that the city owes approximately 
$14,000 to Prestonsburg for water 
service and asked for their advice on 
the situation. 

After about an hour of debate­
which included. suggestions to let 

Prestonsburg cut off water service to 
raising water rates by $15-council-

man Akers agreed to talk to 
Prestonsburg Utility Manager Bill 
Harvey Howard and explain that 
council wanted to pay all the 
department's debt<;, but ftrst it needs 
to be determined what is owed to 
various creditors. 

Council is awaiting the results of 
an audit being done by Ao Dartrum. 

Council nixed a suggested to dip 
into the city's certificates of deposit 
to the tune of $30,000 to get t11e 
deparunent on its feet ftnancially.

changed lheir stories several times 
throughout the investigation. 

Twins Matthew and Michael 
Cline, who saw the shooting, changed 
their stories several times on the wit­
ness stand. The Cline brothers said 
that Jacobs' girlfriend, Renee Sex­
ton, had went to their home months 
after the shooting and asked them to 
lie when the case went to court. 

Earl Bryant, who was also at the 
party, testified that Larry "Kato" 
Jacobs, the victim's brother, threat­
ened to kill him if he testified at the 
trial. 

'The commonwealth did not indi­
cate if any charges would be ftled 
against Jacobs or Sexton relating to 
the Clines' or Bryant's testimony. 

Danks took the stand Thursday in 
his own defense and said that he shot 
Jacobs after he was beaten by Jacobs 
and one of the Cline brothers. 

Danks said he fled the scene be­
cause be was afraid Jacobs family, 
who lived nearby, would come to the 

residence and that he left to seck 
medical treaunent for hi~ injuries. 

Danks was treated for facial lac­
erations, a broken nose, a concussion 
and various contusions at McDowell 
Appalachian Regional Hospital after 
the shooting. 

All the witnesses testified that 
Jacobs bit Banks first as be was try­
ing to leave the party at the victim's 
home. 

'I be commonwealth conceded that 
some of their witnesses had been 
caught up in lies, but argued that 
Banks should have called the police 
after the shooting and turned himself 
in if Jacobs was killed in self-de­
fense. 

Jacbos was shot one time just un­
der the right ear with a .38 caliber 
revolver. He died later that day at the 
U.K. Medical Center in Lexington. 

Banks testified that the gun dis­
charged three times while the two 
were struggling to gain control of it.

"I awaited the auditor's report on 
the 1992 tax account, which did not 
show any discrepancies,'' Thomp­
son's letter said. "By September, I 
bad determined that all taxing 
authorities bad been paid the full 
amount. ..

A call last week to accountant 
Mike Spears, whoworkedforSt.cphcn 
AI len C.P .A and did last year's audit 
for the sheriffs department, was not 
returned. 

A letter dated May 3lto lhe sher­
iff from Edward Mercer, director of

When asked if be took the money 
or if it was used in last year's re­
election campaign, Thompson denied 
that claim, but said people will think 
what they want to.

At the same 
time, since I've been in office we've 
collected between $27 and $28 mil­
lion in taxes." 

Thompson said that the auditor's 
report is expected to be complete 
within 60 days. He added that the 
state auditors have been very coop­
erative in assisting his offtce. 

The state auditor's office could 
not be reached for comment.

He 
was a school teacher, sawmill opera­
tor, farmer and justice of the peace. 
He traded horses, swapped knives 
and dispensed advice to the people 
who sought him out 

Both parents were gifted in hospi­
tality and many visitors found a wel­
come in their home. One who stayed 
overnight many times was a young 
attorney, Fred M. Vinson of Louisa, 
who went on to become Chief Justice 
oftheSupremeCourt.Wbenbewould 
come to Prestonsburg to try land cases, 
the work was sometimes prolonged 
and poor roads made it difficult to 
return home every night He was in­
vited to share the bedroom of the 
Burchett's young son. On his ftrst 
evening there, he saw eight-year-old 
Woodrow kneel by his bed and, think­
ing he was saying his prayers, he 
knelt to join him. Woodrow glanced 
over and said, "If you're doing what 
I'm doing, we're in big trouble. The 
bed chamber is over here." 

The elder Burchett loved hearing 
the lawyers argue big court cases and 
often took young Woodrow along to 
the courthouse where Claude 
Stephens was a prominent attorney. 
Stephens had a great head of bushy 
hair that bounced as he threw his 
arms in his persuasions to the jury, 
and Woodrow sat fascinated by the 
able jurist thinking his profession was 
the greatest of all. 

It was during these years that he 
sometimes heard a visitor express to 
his father, "You know, Dick, a poor 
man's got no chance down there at 
the courthouse." Woodrow deter­
mined that if he could become an 
attorney, a poor man would indeed 
have a chance; and through the years 
many people who couldn'tafford le­
gal assistance benefited by this prom­
ise he made to himself. 

Woodrow's education was at­
tained through Prestonsburg Grade 
School, Pikeville High School, the 
University of Kentucky and the UK 
School of Law. He taught four years 
in the Floyd County schools and 
served one year as principal of the 
Harold Grade School before starting 

his law practice in Prestonsburg in 
1933. 

It was in 1936 that he won the 
band of his dream girl, Narcie Eliza­
beth Sturgill of Hindman. Their mar­
riage has been an enduring love story 
and. after 58 years, they still look 
forward to each day together. They 
enjoy their children and their 
children's children, along with the 
comfortable features that make their 
home a haven. There's the faithful 
dog, Goldie, who sees each visitor in 
or out. the assorted flowers that grow 
in profusion and the beautiful birds 
that frequent the feeders outside their 
windows. 

For most of his sixty-year law 
practice, W oodrcw ate lunch in his 
office, a lunch Narcie had prepared 
for him. There were, he said, two 
reasons for this. First. it was difficult 
to eat in a public restaurant without 
people interrupting to discuss some 
case they had in court. But more 
importantly, Narcie packed a more 
delicious lunch than he could find in 
town, and he looked forward to the 
little notes she would enclose with 
his food. Sometimes it was a love 
note, sometimes a Bible verse or a 
comment, but it was a personal com­
munication between them that he 
anticipated more than dessert And 
often, as he ate, a mockingbird would 
visit outside his window and sing as 
if it. too, had been sent by his wife. 

Woodrow and Narcie are a fam­
ily-oriented couple who maintain a 
rare closeness with their offspring, 
down to the youngest great-grand­
child. Their three children are 
Woodrow Jr., who is married to the 
former Lora Jean "Pud" Music and 
lives in Delaware, Ohio; Sarah Eliza­
beth "Sally" who is married to Rob­
ert Allen and lives in Prestonsburg; 
and Martha Ann, who is married to 
Charles Hart of Anchorage, Ken­
tucky. There are seven grandchildren 
and six great-grandchildren. 

The Burcbetts have been active 
members of Irene Cole Memorial 
Baptist Church in Prestonsburg for 

48 years where be has served as 
trustee, finance chairman, Sunday 
School teacher and solid supporter. 
He might joke about politics, his 
friends and many things, but he dis­
plays a rare seriousness about his 
church saying simply, "It's an impor­
tant part of my life." 

His father/citizen role led to many 
involvements including one with the 
Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts of 
America. He served for sever~ years 
as a scout master, was president of 

the Floyd County Council and a mem­
ber of Lonesome Pine Council. 

Early in his career, Woodrow was 
elected city attorney for Prestons­
burg and, after that. for three succes­
sivetermsasFloydCounty Attorney. 
For eight years he was Floyd County 
Chairman of the Democratic Party. 

His law office in Prestonsburg 
adjoined that of fellow attorney Bert 
Combs and their mutual regard de­
veloped into a solid friendship and 
political partnership. It was an alli­
ance that lasted until Combs' death in 
1991. When Combs served as gover­
nor, he appointed his Floyd County 
ally to the Public Service Commis­
sion where he served part of the time 
as chairman. He was reappointed to 
the PSC by Governor Ned Breathitt, 
and that term continued for a few 
months into the tenure of Governor 
Louie B. Nunn. Governor Julian 
Carroll appointed him to the Ken­
tucky Harness Racing Commission, 
as did Governor John Y. Brown Jr . 

For almost 60 years he has been 
active in Kiwanis where he served 
one term as Lieutenant-Governor of 
the Kentuckylfennessee District In 
the early 50's he decided to spice up 
a December program with his own 
brand of humor, and be made some 
'tongue in cheek' pedictions for the 
coming year. This proved to be such 
a popular feature that. for 43 years, it 
was an annual event that expanded to 
Kiwanis clubs in Paintsville, Ashland 
and Lexington. 

Among his more gentle comments 
was the line, "About the age of 50 is 
when a man is feeling his oats and 
corns at the same time." He observed 

more seriously that "prosperity has 
ruined more people than poverty." 
But the audiences enjoyed most his 
political candor such as the sugges­
tion that a certain senatorial candi­
date would be defeated "even if he 
ran unopposed." 

A favorite Burchett story con­
cerned an old fellow in his sixties 
who had married a girl in her late 
teens. They had walked into his of­
fice one day, the wife obviously ex­
pecting, and said, "We have a prob­
lem. It's about time for our baby to be 
born and the hospital tells us Medi­
care won't pay for the delivery." 

"We'll do some checking," he told 
them, "but we may have to get some 
help from Carl D. on this one." He 
contacted the hospital but their 
spokesman was adamant. Medicare 
was for the care of the elderly and not 
the delivery of babies. 

He then called the able Congress­
man Carl D. Perldns who agreed to 
take up the cause. In a few days the 
hospital called to say Medicare would 
cover the cost after all. The man was 
so pleased he told Woodrow, "If it's 
a boy, I'm going to name it after 
you." 

Some weeks had passed when he 
saw the couple come into the court­
house carrying a small bundle 
wrapped in a blue blanket. "What's 
his name?" he asked them. "Now, 
Woodrow," the man began, "I really 
did want to name him after you, but 
the little wife here bad another choice 
andlcouldn'tgoagainsther."Pressed 
again about the name, as though it 
mattered a great deal, the new father 
said, ''We call him Carl D."

High prices and poor quality pose 
problems for U.S. tobacco exports 

Asifthey needed one, here's yet another reason 
for Kentucky farmers to kick the tobacco habit 
and seek other cash crops: Foreign cigarette mak­
ers have expressed dissatisfaction with both the 
price and quality of U.S. tobacco. 

U.S. tobaccoexportsinrecentyearshavehelped 
offset a decline in domestic sales as a result of 
fewer Americans smoking. However, the value of 
total U.S. tobacco exports fell a whopping 21 
percent last year to $1.3 billion. 

Comments from representatives offoreign buy­
ers who recently met with U.S. tobacco growers 
and producers in Raleigh, North Carolina, indi­
cate that exports may continue to decline. 

One reason is price. Top-quality U.S. tobacco 
costs about $1.80 a pound, compared with about 
90 cents per pound for top leaf from Brazil and 
Zimbabwe. 

U.S.leafhas always commanded ahigherprice 
than tobacco from other countries because it tradi. 

tionally has been considered the world's bench­
mark for flavor and consistency. But the cigarette 
makers said American producers have allowed 
their standards to slip in recent years while the 
quality of the leaf from other countries has im­
proved substantially. 

All this does not bode well for farmers who 
depend on tobacco for a large chunk of their 
income. 

Still, some tobacco supporters ignore the sta­
tistics. 

"We've been hearing these same kinds of com­
plaints from them for years while they've contin­
ued to buy our tobacco," said Bob Jenkins, presi­
dent of the Farm Bureau Federation of North 
Carolina, of the concerns raised by foreign buy­
ers. 

It is incredible that anyone could make such a 
comment when tobacco exports have dropped by 
more than one-fifth in only one year. That alone 
should be fair warning or more trouble for to­
bacco. -Tile Daily Independent (Ashland)

COLLEGE AND THE JOB 
EQUATION

One of the myths of economic 
one-upmanship is that anything less 
than a four-year college education is 
a ticket to a dead-end job that pays 
poorly and has few fringe benefits. 

We buy into this bacbelor's-de­
gree-or-bust point of view because 
we're bombarded with statistics 
showing that, on average, college 
graduates earn nearly twice as much 
as high school graduates and the gap 
is widening all the time. 

What' smissing from the equation 
is the fact that, in many occupations, 
it doesn't take four years of college to 
get a good job. 

Despite our love affair with higher 
education, not everyone is eager, or 
qualified, to become a doctor, a law­
yer, an engineer or a business execu­
tive with a gold-plated MBA. 

Nor is there any reason to believe 
that a lackluster student who drifted 
through four years of college has 
better credentials than a more moti­
vated student with two years of tech­
nical training. 

The great accomplishment of the 
community college movement is that 
it takes young men and women who 
either can't afford a four-year educa­
tion or did poorly in high school and 
turns them into skilled technicians 
who have no trouble finding jobs. 

Many of these jobs require skills 
much in demand during the 1990s, as 
shown in a survey of more than 400 
schools by the American Association 
of Community Colleges. 

The survey found that graduates 
with two-year associate degrees of­
ten earn more money to start ·than 
graduates of four-year colleges with 
bachelor's degrees. One example: 
Dental hygienists start at salaries ap­
proaching $30,000 a year. 

Two-year graduates with associ­
ate nursing degrees earn $25,000 to 
start. Allied health sciences, such as 
occupational therapist assistant, 
physical therapy assistant and radio­
logic technologist, start in the 
$20,000-$30,000 range. 

.Biotechnology-<X>mbiningcom­
puters with biology-is paying sala­
ries averaging nearly $24,000tostart. 

The advantages of technical train­
ing are so obvious that a contract 
negotiated this year between Nynex, 
the telephone company for New York 

• and New England, and the Commu­
nications Workers of America en­
courages workers to earn a two-year 
degree. 

Employees can spend one paid 
day a week learning new skills, with 
the guarantee of a $50-a-week raise 
after graduation. Those employed for 
five years or more qualify for up to 
two years of education leave, and up 
to $10,000 a year for tuition. 

The impact of community col­
leges on industrial towns is docu­
mented in a new book, "Company 
Town Shutdown," by Martha 
Turnage, published by Berwick Pub­
lishing in Annapolis, Md. 

The book describes the shutdown 
in 1971 of the Olin Corp. soda ash 
plant in Saltville, Va, blotting out 
more than 900 jobs in a town of2,500 
people and a region of only 12,000. 
Generations of workers, many with 
little education, earned a good living 
at the plant. 

To cushion the blow, Virginia 
Highlands Community College, 23 
miles away, set up a job preparedness 
center in Saltville, helping jobless 
workers-many of them in their 30s 
and 40s-toearn high school equiva­
lency diplomas and offeringjob place­
ment services and classes in welding, 
drafting and shorthand. 

The bottom line is that Saltville, 
once a potential ghost town, has 
bounced back, thanks in part to a 
community college that gave the town 
a lift when most outsiders had written 
it off.

Harless wants plea

William James Crockett McNeeley of Martin

McNeeley was convicted of murder and is 
serving a life sentence for the January 20, 1992, 
stomping death of 2-year-old Sherman Jay 
Newsome in Martin County. The trial was moved 
to Johnson County after an impartial jury could 
not be seated in Martin County. 

The conviction, which set off a melee by 
McNeeley's family at the Johnson County court­
bouse soon after the verdict was read, was upheld

Harlan coal operator's group 
is disbanding after 78 years 

About three weeks after its 78th anniversary, 
the Harlan County Coal Operators Association 
will close its doors Friday. President Jay Barlow 
said Tuesday it's a sign of the times for small 
mining companies. 

"The great majority of them can't afford it 
anymore," said Barlow, wbo bas led the industry 
group for 13 years. "And those that have 
survived ... are contracting to the larger operators 
now. That's the only way they can operate now." 

Barlow said he thinks his was the oldest con­
tinually operating coal company group in the 
country. It was founded on Sept. 12, 1916, a year 
before the National Coal Association was started 
in Washington. 

When Barlow signed on in 1981, the group had 
40 members. The decision last week to shut down 
was made by the six. remaining voters. 

Barlow said the group's decline mirrors the 
industry's. 

"When I came here, there were about 400 
permitted mines in Harlan, Bell and Knox coun­
ties," said Barlow, who worked at a coal tipple 
during high school but spent much of his career in 
politics. "And now I doubt seriously if there is any 
more than 40, and I would say not many more than 
20 in operation." 

The association's early efforts were to regu­
late railroad rates. But as time wore on, Barlow 
said the group got involved in lobbying for or 
against legislation that would affect the coal min­
ing industry.-Associated Press (The Courier­
Journal)

tucky Court of Appeals recently com­
pleted studies at The National Judi­
cial College at the University of Ne­
vada.

She was appointed to 
the court in February by Gov. 
Brereton Jones. 

Judge Combs, 46, made Kentucky 
history in 1993 when she became the 
ftrst woman to ever serve on the Ken­
tucky Supreme Court.

When Angie Collins Shepherd was 
born with a cleft palate, doctors pre­
dicted she would never talk. Over the 
years, she has proven them wrong, and 
these days she's even winning awards 
with her voice. 

Tomorrow night, October 1 on 
WYMT-TV, Shepherd will accept the 
grand prize, a recording session valued 
at $2,000, from A Night Out Produc­
tions. Over 200 contestants competed at 
auditions held throughout Kentucky 
this summer. 

Caleb Warner of Beattyville won 
the second place prize, a trip to 
Nashville, and Troy Burchett 
won the third place prize, a 
guitar. 

Earlier this summer, 
Shepherd won the first 
Night Out Competition 
held at Jenny Wiley 
Lodge. Each competi­
tion was aired on 
WYMT on Saturday 
nights, and when 
Shepherd's perfor­
mance was seen by 
WYMT viewers, 
the station received 
numerous calls to 
have her sing again. 

Shepherd and her 
brother made many 
trips to the TV station 
to record various 
performances. Often, 
the two would be in the 
studios recording in the 
wee hours of the morning, 
sometimes until 5 am. The 
studio would then include 
Shepherd's performance when it 
aired the various competitions. She 
also traveled to the various Night Out 
competitions and was the opening act. 

The competition, which was held 
over a period of four months, was 
narrowed to 16 finalists, who then 
competed at the last competition held at 
Sweet Hollow Resort in Corbin during 
a fall festival there. 

''The competition was stiff," said her 
brother, Lee Collins. "She had a lot to 
go up against." 

Shepherd knew her performance had 
to be top-notch because the judges were 
professionals and used to working with 
the best. 

John Rigs, who is the voice viewers 
hear on the Ralph Emery Show, Nash­
ville Now, and Gary Beaty, who is 

better known for his show Video PM on 
TNN, were among the judges. 

During a practice session, Shepherd 
gave it her all and after the performance 
collapsed in a chair. While she was 
getting her breath back, a young man 
came to her and gave her a card. The 
man said he had been asked to present 
the card to the her, and then he left. 

It took a while, but finally Shepherd 
and her family realized what was 
happening. Ronnie Cochran, a member 
of the Billy Walker Band scheduled to

perform that night, happened to be in 
the area when Shepherd was singing. 

Later, when she finally talked with 
him, Cochran, who works a lot with the 
Grand Ole Opry, told her that she had a 
voice that would lead her to stardom. 
Cochran wants to cut an album with 

Shepherd, but it will take major money 
to make that come true, said Collins. 

The first step is to record the demo 
tape of original songs, the prize she 
won from a Night Out. Collins plans to 
use that tape to get Shepherd into 
Nashville's record producers' offices. 

"If we can get her in the doors -
once she gets in and people hear her 
sing, they're hooked," Collins said. 
"(People) say she makes the hair stand 
on their arms and that she gives them 
chill bumps." 

He also plans to air the demo on the 
radio and said the tape should be ready 
by the end of October. 

Collins is looking for a manager 
for his sister. "One who will care 

about her the way her family 
does," he said. 

Collins and Shepherd 
come from a musical 

family. Her father, the 
late Willard Kimble 
Collins could play 
anything, she said. 
Both Collins and his 
twin brother Roger 
can also play vari­
ous musical instru­
ments, so the 
younger sister 
became used to 
the sound of music 
around the house. 

"I love to sing," 
she said. "I've 
always loved it." 

When she was 
three and her father 

would play the guitar, 
Shepherd would try to 

sing, but no one could 
understand what she was 

saying, said her mom, 
Maggie Collins. 
At the age of five, she gave 

her first public performance. She 
sang at the Auxier Free Will Baptist 
Church. 

She has had to overcome a lot of 
obstacles to step into the musical 
spotlight. She underwent her first 
operation at the age of seven weeks. 
Over the years, she has had 12 opera­
tions to correct the cleft palate that 
paralyzed her voice. 

Shepherd said she had a lot of prob­
lems with her speech, so she would go 
into her room and practice, practice, 
practice. 

That practice is paying off, and 
Shepherd is going after her goal -to 
get a recording contract and become a 
star.

KERA and KIRIS lead 
education in new direction 

The "simple" explanation 
we've all been waiting for: 

For many. many years, the 
students in Floyd County 
were given annual "achieve­
ment tests" to measure what 
they knew. Kentucky's new 
performance-based assess­
ment<; meac;ure not only what 
the student'> know, but also 
what they can do with that 
knowledge. 

Tbe old "achievement 
tests" were all multiple choice 
questions and often students 
guessed at the answers. The 
KIRIS (Kentucky Instruc­
tional Results Information 
System) requires that students 
apply knowledge in situations 
they will face throughout their 
lives. 

In the new assessmentpro­
gram, no child fails. Instead, 
the assessment results place 
him or her into one of four 
performance levels: Novice, 
Apprentice, Proficient or Dis­
tinguished. 11le lowest level, 
Novice, recognizes the child 
as a beginner, not a failure. 

The assessment measures 
both student progress and 
school success. Schools will 
be evaluated on the progress 
students make from one as­
sessment period to another. 
Schools that do well will be 
rewarded. Schools that do not 
do well will be helped in their 
efforts to improve. 

KIRIS is a new approach 
to ensuring that students get 
the education they need to 
succeed in life. One of the 

goals of KERA is to help stu­
dents make a smooth transi­
tion from school to the world 
of work and to become a re­
sponsible member of society. 

No longer will Floyd 
County students be given the 
old "achievement tests." The 
mission of our schools is to 
provide the essential educa­
tional foundation that will 
produce self-directed, life­
long learners who will be able 
to meet challenges, make de­
cisions and function effec­
tively in a complex and ever­
changing society. 

The old system did nOl 
adequately help us meet that 
goal. but KERA and KIRIS 
arc leading us in a new direc­
tion.

During 1993-94, Floyd County completed the second year of a management 
assistance improvement plan under the auspices of The Kentucky Department 
of Education. Significant improvements were completed in the areas of gover­
nance, instruction, building maintenance, construction of new buildings admin­
istration, special education, and other areas of district management. The State 
Board for Elementary and Secondary Education commended the district for the 
significant improvements. 

1993-94 was the fourth year at KERA in Floyd County as it was for all176 districts 
in Kentucky. The major strands of this new law such as the primary school, 
school-based decision making, technology, and the new testing program have 
all been implemented with Floyd County being in the forefront in many areas.

Morning test­
ing only-provide refresh­
ments. 

• Faculty members scan 
answers after the first test ses­
sion. Frivolous responses are 
reported to the principal. The 
principal's attention may 
serve to grab the attention of 

the individual and the class. 
• Use the competition fac­

tor: challenge the class to ex­
ceed last year's class. Schools 
maywishtopurcbaseaplaque 
to display scores for each year. 

• Copy the student's re­
sponse and score locally for a 
class assignment grade. Be 
sure to follow KDE guide­
lines for copying items. 

Not all strategies will work 
with all students, but increas­
ing student interest can only 
raise scores. 

Parents should be aware 
of the following about the 
writing process approach as 
the Floyd County Schools 
improve our assessment 
goals: 

1. The process approach 
derives from educational re­
search and the observation of 
writers. 

2. The class is process­
oriented rather than product­
oriented. Therefore, finished 
work will not be as frequent 
as parents may expect. 

3. Theworkofcurriculum 
is focusing, writing, editing, 
clarifying and revising, fol­
lowed by final polishing 
which centers on spelling and

Technology program forges ahead 
by Harold Burchell 
Floyd County Schools 

The Floyd County School 
system's technology program 
is currently in Phase II of a 
five-year plan. During this 
phase, a Staff/Student Pro­
duction Center will be in­
stalled at each of the fifteen 
elementary schools. 

This center will be used by 
t11e teachers and students in 
grades four through eight, 
with emphasis given to grades 
four and eight for portfolio 
work. 

The new lab consists of 
ten EduQuest mod 40 com­
puters and one Epson Dot 
Matrix printer. The software 
chosen for the production cen­
ter is Microsoft Windows, 
Microsoft Works and 
Microsoft Publisher. 

Microsoft Windows is a 
menu-driven program recom­
mended by the Kentucky Edu­
cational Technology System 
(KETS). 

Microsoft Works is an in­
tegrated package consisting 
of a wordprocessor, spread­
sheet, database and a 
Words Wizard program. 

Using this program, a stu­
dent will be able to write a 
piece of work utilizing nu­
merous typestyles (fonts) and 
diferent type sizes, combin­
ing them with charts and 
graphs from the spreadsheet 
program Lo produce higher 
scoting portfolios. 

The Publishing program 
gives U1c teacher and student 
an opportunity to do desktop 
publishing, to produce a 
school newspaper, a more 
sophisticated portfolio, busi-

ness forms, banners, certifi­
cates or flyers sent home to 
promote the school's activi­
ties. 

The training needed to 
leam the new software is be-

ing scheduled at each school 
by the principal or school 
technology coordinator 
(STC). Each school is receiv­
ing six hours of initial train­
ing. 

The training is occuring 
after school from 3 p.m. until 
6p.m. 

Additional training will be 
conducted at the request of 
the individual schools.
