The results of Tuesday's na­
tional elections, which gave the 
Republican Party control of the 
House and Senate for the flfSt 
time since Dwight Eisenhower 
was President, kicks in a pledge 
that GOP candidates made prior 
to the election. 

The pledge, known as a "Con­
tract With America," promises 
that within the flfSt 100 days of 
the start of the next session, the 
House will vote on tbe following 
ten pieces of legislation: 

• A balanced budget amend­
ment to the Constitution and a 
legislative line-item veto. 

• An anti-crime package that 
would include limits on death 
penalty appeals and more money 
for prisons and law enforcement. 

• Welfare reform that would 
limit recipients to two years of 
eligibility. 

• Enforcement of child sup­
portlaws, tax incentives for adop­
tion and an elderly dependent 
care tax credit. 

• A $500-per-cbild tax credit. 
• A prohibition on U.S. troops 

being placed under United Na­
tions control, and a restoration of 
some defense spending. 

• Allowing Social Security 
recipients between 65 and 70 to 
earn $30,000 a year before any 
retirement benefits are lost The 
cun-ent limit is $11,000 a year. 

• Cutting the tax rate on capi­
tal gains and providing regula­
tory relief for businesses. 

• A limit on punitive damages 
in lawsuits, and allowing judges 
to order losers to pay both sides' 
litigation costs. 

• Term limits for members of 
Congress. 

The 1 04th Congress, in which 
these actions have been prom­
ised, begins in January.

Sheriff may appeal order to 
repay money taken in 1987

The Floyd County Sheriffs De­
partment has been ordered by Circuit 
Judge Paul Burchett to return over 
$6,000 confiscated during a drug raid 
in 1987. 

In an order signed Tuesday, Judge 
B urcbett ruled that the money seized 
from the home of Donald Kimberly 
and Arlene Osborne should be re­
turned to Osborne because the state 
dismissed the forfeiture action on July 
27, 1993. 

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson said Thursday that be will 
ask the judge to reconsider the issue. 

"We will ask for a reconsideration 
by Judge Burchett," Thompson said . 
"If not, we'll probably appeal it." 

The judge's ruling said that the 
sheriffs department is responsible

for repaying the money. 
"Since that time everyone bas 

agreed that the defendant, Arlene 
Osborne, is entitled to have the con­
fiscated money returned but all 
elected officials bold up their bands 
and say we're not the ones supposed 

to pay it," Judge Burchett's order 
said. "This court is of the opinion that 
the money was confiscated by the 
sheriffs office and that it should be 
the sheriffs office that is ordered to 
return the money. 

"The court is cognizant of the fact 
that we now have a different sheriff 
than the one that conducted the raid 
in 1987;however, theSberiffofFloyd 
County is still the Sheriff of Floyd 
County regardless of who the office 
holder is," the order said. 

The raid was conducted by Sheriff 
Henry Hale and the Kentucky State 
Police in 1987. As a result of the raid, 
Kimberly was charged and convicted 
of possession of marijuana. 

In October 1992, the Kentucky 
Supreme Court remanded the case to 
circuit court for taking additional 
evidence as to the forfeiture of the 
money.

Fund-raisers are in full swing in 
Floyd and surrounding counties for 
baby Terri LaSba Jarvis who is in 
need of a lower bowel/liver trans­
plant 

The eight-and-a-half-month old 
daughter of Terry and Tammy Jarvis 
of Banner is at Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital awaiting a donor. The in­
fant, who relies on a feeding tube for 
nourishment, is being treated at 
Pikeville by Dr. Rakesh Sachdeva, a 
specialist in stomach and intestinal 
illnesses. 

Without the transplant, baby Terri 
has a life expectancy of about three 
years, according to a press release 
fromSusanStumboofWayland, who 
is spearheading volunteer fund-rais­
ing efforts. With donor organs, 
chances for the baby to live a healthy 
life are excellent. When a donor is 
found, the transplant will be per­
formed at University of Pittsburgh 

Hospital which is known for its pio­
neering efforts in organ transplanta­
tion. 

"This is a pioneer program," 
Stumbo said. "SbeisKentucky'sflfSt

Stumbo, hoping the public will rally 
around the cause and join in an all­
volunteer effort to raise the funds, 
bas worked for the last few months 
publicizing and organizing fund-rais­
ers. 

Over the past three months, road­
blocks and contributions from 
churches and other organizations in 
Floyd, Pike, Martin, Johnson and 
Magoffin counties, have raised ap­
proximately $10,000 for the costs of 
the surgery, Stumbo said.

Long arm of the law reaches 
into Pike County in drug raid

One of the state dailies. in an 
editorial published Thursday, 
has suggested that Tuesday's 
vote is a signal that Kentucky 
has, at long last. become a two­
party state. 

Don't you believe it. 
While it is true that 87 of 

Kentucky's 120 counties voted 
in the majority for Republican 
congressional candidates Tues­
day. any suggestion that the vote 
is the dawn of a new day in state 
politics is incredibly naive. 

For a variety of reasons. 
First. the election this week 

was not the Republican vs. 
Democrat referendum many 
would have us believe it was. 

Tuesday's vote was an upris­
ing in Middle Class America 
among Democrats and Republi­
cans alike against the liberalism 
that has influenced the country's 
domestic policies since the early 
1970s. 

The voters said Tuesday that 
that style of government was 
not working to their satisfaction 
and GOP candidates just hap­
pened to be in the right place at 
the right time to take advantage 

of the mood. 
For another reason why the 

election Tuesday was no signal 
of the birth of a two-party state. 
just look at history. 

Kentucky Democrats have tra­
ditionally shunned the liberal 
coat their national party has worn 
in favor of moderate. and often 
conservative philosophies. 

Tuesday's vote, however awe­
inspiring it may seem, was just 
a natural extension of those sen­
timents. 

Finally, Kentucky's GOP 
won't suddenly transform itself 
into a power to be reckoned 
with because it is its own worst 
enemy. 

The party can't even muster 
enough candidates for statewide 
primaries to make those elec­
tions interesting. 

Those candidates we do see 
are most often the same old 
faces ... and the same old 
losers ... as always. 

Until the state GOP reinvigo­
rates itself with new blood, new 
faces and new ideas, it will re­
main obscure. 

And Kentucky will be the 
same one-party state it has been 
since forever.

Whereas, The Floyd County Fis­
cal Court has the authority pursuant 
to KRS Chapter 65, to enact an ordi­
nance establishing a code of ethics to 
guide the conduct of elected and ap­
pointed officers and employees of 
Floyd County, including members of 
tbe Fiscal Court. Sheriff, County At­
torney, County Clerk, Jailer, Coro­
ner, Swveyor, Constable; and

A. "Business associate" includes 

the following: 
1. a private employer, 
2. a general or limited partnership, 

or a general or limited partner within 
the partnership; 

3. a corporation that if family­
owned or in which all shares of stock 
are closely-held, and the sharehold­
ers, owners, and officers of such a 
corporation; 

4. a corporation, business associa­
tion, or other business entity in which 
the county government officer or 
employee serves as a compensated 
agent or representative. 

B. "Business organization" means 
any corporation, partnership, sole pro­
prietorship, firm, enterprise, fran­
chise, association, organization, self­
employed individual, holding com­
pany, joint stock company, receiver­
ship, trust. professional services cor­
poration, or any legal entity through 
which business is conducted for 
profit; 

C. ''Candidate" means an indi­
vidual who seeks nomination or elec­
tion to a county government office. 
An individual is a candidate when the 
individual: 

1. files a notification and declara­
tion for nomination for office with a 
county clerk or the secretary; or 

2. is nominated for office by a 
political party under KRS 118.105, 
118.115, or 119.760. 

D. "County government agency" 
means any board, commission, au­
thority, non-stock corporation, or 
other entity formed by the county 
government or a combination of lo­
cal governments. 

E. "County government em­
ployee" means any person, whether 
compensated or not, whether full­
time or part-time employed by or 
serving the county government, or 
county government agency who is 
not a county government officer, but 
shall not mean any employee of a 
school district or school board. 

F. "County government officer" 
means any person, whether compen-

, sated or not, whether full-time or 
part-time, who is elected to any county 
government office; or any person who 
serves as a member of the governing 
body of any county government 
agency or special taxing or non-tax­
ing district 

G. "Member of immediate fam­
ily" means a spouse, an 
unemancipated child residing in an 
individual's household, or a person 
claimed by the individual or 
individual's spouse as a dependent 
for tax purposes. 

H. "Family member" means any 
relative who is a member of immedi­
ate family. 

II Standards of Conduct 
A. No county government officer 

or employee or member of his imme­
diate family shall have an interest in 
a business organization to engage in 
any business, transaction or profes­
sional activity, which is in substan­
tial conflict with the proper discharge 
of his duties in the public interest. 

B. No county government officer 
or employee shall use or attempt to 
use his official position to secure 
unwarranted privileges or advantages 
for himself. 

C. No county government officer 
shall act in his official capacity in any 
matter where he, a member of his 
immediate family, or a business or­
ganization in which be bas an inter­
est, bas a direct or indirect financial 
or personal involvement that might 
reasonably be expected to impair his 
objectivity or independence of judg­
ment. 

D. No county government officer 
or employee shall undertake any em­
ployment or service, compensated or 
not, which might reasonably be ex­
pected to prejudice his independence 
of judgment in the exercise of his 
official duties. 

E. No county government officer 
or employee shall be prohibited from 
giving orreceiving an award publicly 
presented in recognition of public 
service, commercially reasonable 
loans made in the 01dinary course of 
tbe lender's business, or reasonable 
hosting, including travel and ex­
penses, entertainment. meals or re­
freshments furnished in connection 
with public events, appearance, cer­
emonies or fact fmding trips related 
to official county government busi­
ness. 

F. No county government officer 
shall be prohibited from accepting a 
gratuity for solemnizing a marriage. 

G. No county government officer 
or employee shall use, or allow to be 
used. in his public office or employ­
ment, or any information not gener­
ally available to the members of the 
public, which he receives or acquires 
in the course of and by reason of his 
office or employment, for the pur­
pose of securing financial gain for 
himself, any member ofbis·family or 
any business organization with which 
be is associated. 

H. No county government officer 

or employee or business organiza­
tion in which he has an interest sball 
represent any person or party other 
than the local government in connec­
tion with any cause, proceeding, ap­
plication or other matter pending be­
fore any agency in the local govern­
ment in which be serves. 

I. No county government officer 
shall be deemed in conflict with these 
provisions if, by reason of his partici­
pation in the enactment of any ordi­
nance, resolution or other matter re­
quired to be voted upon or which is 
subject to executive approval or veto, 
no material or monetary gain accrues 
to him as a member of any business, 
profession, occupation or group, to 
any greater extent than any gain could 
reasonably be expected to accrue to 
any other member of such business, 
profession , occupation or group. 

J. No elected county government 
officer shall be prohibited from mak­
ing an inquiry for information or pro­
viding assistance on behalf of a con­
stituent. if no fee, reward or other 
thing of value is promised to, given to 
or accepted by the officer or a mem­
ber of his immediate family, whether 
directly or indirectly, in return there.. 
fore; and 

K. Nothing shall prohibit any 
county government officer or em­
ployee or members of his immediate 
family, from representing himself, or 
themselves, in negotiations or pro-
ceedings concerning his, or their own 
interests. 

III. Nepotism 
A. No officer or employee of the 

county or government agency shall 
advocate, recommend, or cause the 
employment, appointment. promo­
tion, transfer, or advancement of a 
family member to an officer or posi­
tion of employment with the county 
or government agency. 

D. No officer or employee shall 
participate in any action relating to 
the employment or discipline of a

After serving my first tour of duty 
in the South Pacific during World 
War II aboard the destroyer U.S.S. 
Cotton, DD-669, I left the ship in the 
Philippines and was transferred back 
to the United States for a new assign­
ment. 

When we arrived in San Fran­
cisco, I was granted a 30-day leave to 
go home in the summer of 1944. 
When I arrived in Prestonsburg 
around noon one Sunday, the streets 
were deserted. I had never seen the 
town this dead before. I guess I felt a 
little like so many Vietnam Veterans 
who returned home only to start the 
process of forgetting. I walked the 
quiet streets for a while thinking about 
the happy scboobnates and others 
that I used to meet and greet on every 
comer. Finally, I found a telephone 
booth where I called a cab driver and 
got him out of bed to drive me home, 
out in the country. 

I reported to Seattle, Washington 
when my leave was up to await the 
completion of the auack transport 
ship, U. S. S. Menifee (APA-202), 
then under construction. 

The Menifee was named after 
, Menifee County, Kentucky, and was 

launched October 15, 1944. It was 
commissioned November 4, and re­
ported to intensive amphibious train­
ing that same year. I was the only 
Kentucky sailor assigned to the ship 
during World War II. 

Early in January 1945 we were on 
our way to Hawaii with Navy and 
Marine personnel and cargo aboard. 
After unloading cargo and passen-

All around him his comrades were 
falling victim to enemy ftre, but Lloyd 
Daniels stayed at his post and kept

"Porkchopwasasbambleswithmany 
of the bunkers aflame and many dead 
and wounded," Walter G. Germes 
quoted from military reports in his 
book lJ S Army In The Korean War 

Truce Teot and Fiehtine Front. 
Over 300 troops in the 7th Divi­

sion of the forces were reported dead, 
wounded or missing in action. Chi­
nese casualties were thought to be 
between 600-800 men. 

Daniels, an Airborne Ranger, was 
one of 12 survivors of the ~e. 
Some of the wounded left the hll in 
Daniels' arms as he tried to carry 
them to safety, his daughter NavaJo 
Austin recalled. 

"(Dad) always said he was one 
the few who came off Pork Chop 
Hill," she said. "He always worried 
about hurting somebody. He always 
said he hoped he never killed some­
body." 

His son Todd recalled seeing a 
picture his father had that showed 
dead bodies, stacked one on top 
other. 

"When one (soldier) would<JW, he 
would fall on top of the other one . 
They'd have to climb over (the sol­
diers) to get to the wounded sol­
diers," he said. 

NavaJo said her father told her 
had been wounded and had rt>r•~""'tt 
a bayonet wound in his foot. 

Daniels mainly kept his war 
riences to himself. "Pork Chop Hill 
was one he didn't talk about much," 
son Dennis said. 

"He'd just shiver sometimes, 
Daniels' wife Joyce explained. "He 
had nightmares. He'd wake up J1 
cold sweat, but as the years went on 
that was better." 

Floyd native r 
gers on January 15, 1945, in Hono­
lulu, we departed 12dayslaterforthe 
South Pacific. Later we arrived at 
Guadalcanal and began exercises to 
prepare for the Okinawa campaign. 
This was the most intensive training 
that the crew had experienced while 
I was aboard the ship. Every morn­
ing, one hour before sunrise, we would 
start landing personnel, supplies, and 
equipment onto the beach in an or­
derly-prescribed manner. By night­
fall everything was loaded back 
aboard ship and made ready for the 
next day's performance. This mo­
notonous routine continued day in 
and day out for longer than I care to 
remember. I thought it would never 
end.

Guadalcanal was put to good use 
when we landed the Marines on 
Okinawa April 1, 1945. Within four 
days the campaign was practically 
over and the Menifee was out to sea 
again.

"They had to take a 50 caliber 
machine gun and set the fuing rate to 
the lowestmode to usc it for snipers," 
he said. 

Lloyd Daniels was also part of the 
• Red Raiders unit The unit would go 

behind enemy lines to kidnap enemy 
officers, Dennis said. 

"Their point man was a Navajo 
Indian. Dad talked once about when 
they went out and found a sleeping 
bag beside tbe trail. 

"The rest of (tbe unit) went out 
looking for the enemy, except tbe 
guide. They couldn't find any and 
when they got back., he already bad 
him one. 

"Dad said you never knew (the 
Indian scout) was there unless he 
wanted you to," Daniels said. 

• Lloyd Daniels sang lullabies in 
the Japanese language to his children 
when they were babies but, as his 
sons grew up, be occasionally told 
them about Korea and the conditions 
the soldiers bad to face during war­
time. Soldiers bad to carry water from 
the creek in their helmets. They bathed 
from their helmets, and then poured 
the water out They'd go back to the 
creek to get more water and malce 
coffeeinthesamebelmetsfromwhich 
they had just bathed, son Todd Daniels 
said. 

~ "The soldiers would wash their 
socks, roll them up and then put them 

under their armpits to dry," Joyce 
Daniels explained. 

Todd Daniels recalled a story his 
dad told about tbe lack of bot food 
available for the soldiers. 

"The hadn't eaten a bot meal in 
days when a Korean family asked 
tbem to eat witb tbem. They told the 
family it was good and asked what it 
was they were eating. The Koreans 
kept saying 'Sopolary, Sopsolary,' 
and pointedoutside,"Toddsaid, with 
a chuckle almost escaping from ftim 
as he told the story. 

"It was a dog running by," he said. 
"They had eaten a dog." 

Lloyd Daniels entered the Army 
on August 2, 1951. The Korean War 
had been underway for almost one 
year. When he signed up, be lied 
about his age. He was too young to 
enlist During his training as a para­
trooper, Jerry Lewis and Dean Mar­
tin were filming the moving "Jump­
ing Jack," at the base he was sta­
tioned. Daniels was one of the para­
troopers in tbe movie's background. 

By tbe time be was sent overseas, 
he was 18. He spent his 19tb and 20 
birtbday in Korea. He spent one year, 
11 montbs and five days in foreign 
service to his country. He was 
awarded tbe United Nations Service 
Medal, the Korean Service Medal, 
two Bronze Stars for themajorbattles 
in which in had fought, the National 
Defense Service Medal and the Good 
Conduct Medal. 

Daniels was offered a Purple 
Heart, daughter NavaJo said, but be 
would not accept it 

Daniels was appointed acting pla­
toon sergeant major on the field of 
battle when his command officer was 
killed. He could not become Master 
Sergeant because the government bad 
frozen the ranks, Dennis explained. 

At the end of his service, Daniels 
was a drill sergeant at Ft. Knox. When 
President Eisenhower paid a visit to 
the base, Daniels was asked to be part 

of the president's honor guard. He 
declined. 

"lie was a democrat back then and 
didn't know it," Joyce Daniels said 
about her husband. "He didn't like 
Eisenhower." 

Todd compared his dad's feelings 
about Korea with the Gulf War. 

"He didn • t approve of us going in, 
but he felt like we should have fm­
ished tbe job once we were there." 

After two tours of duty, Daniels 
left military service on August 1, 
1954, and came home:: to Floyd 
County. lie and his family became 
residents of Lancer Bottom in Pres­
tonsburg, and Daniels became a neon 
tube bender (sign maker). He worked 
in that capacity until around 1962 
when he fell two stories after he was 
shocked by an electric current. He 
crushed three vertebrae and his spi­
nal cord was lacerated. 

"Doctors said be would never walk 
again," Daniels' wife said. But 
Daniels' fighting spirit saw him 
through tbe ordeal. Even tbough he 
couldn't walk, his wife and mom 
carried him to his truck and Daniels 
drove himself to Dewey Lake for a 
ftShing trip. At the lake, someone 
would help him out of tbe truck and 
into his boat. 

Daniels' survival in~tinct helped 
him to walk again and to get on with 
his life. Through it all, he kept his 
sense of humor. 

His son recalled an incident that 
kept his family and tbe neighborhood 
chuckling. Daniels cut out a design 
for big feet He then strapped tbe big 
feet to his son's feet and bad his sons 
walk around the riverbank near his 
home and around the neighborhood, 
leaving an impression thata "Bigfoot" 
had been in the area

would blow open a door, Daniels 
would tell his children that was a 

rmembers U.S.S. Menifee 
came aboard to navigate the ship in­
land through tbe channel to the city. 
As we moved slowly inland, I saw 
several Japanese bodies floating in 
the channel. Abdominal gases caused 
them to float "belly-up" while their 
arms and legs remained submerged. 
The salt water had bleached their 
skin white and they would glisten in 
the bright sunlight as they bobbed up 
and down. In places on either side of 
the channel, rocks bad been piled on 
the low lying hills in a checkerboard 
fashion. I wondered if they had been 
placed this way primarily to prevent 
erosion or as a concealment for gun 
emplacements. AJso, huge electrical 
transmission towers were located on 
the tops of these hills. As we entered 
the harbor, I could see the facilities, 
off to our right, where the suicide 
submarines were built. Several of 
these tiny vessels lay, side by side, 
along the shore. Some appeared to be 
ready to launch, while others were in 
various stages of completion. Larger 
ships were anchored in the bay to the 
leftofwberetheMenifeehaddocked. 
These vessels also were unequipped, 
some were just empty hulls. 

The signal crew of the Menifee, as 
and far as I know, were tbe ftrst Ameri­
andi!IJ cans to view the destruction of the A­
etty bomb on Nagasaki.

We were not allowed off the ship but

as As we departed back through the 

Jlen channel, once again we passed where 
)j.lot the rocks had been piled in geometric 

patterns along the hillsides. I recalled 
seeingrockspiledon tbesteephills in 
Eastern Kentucky, and I wondered if 
there had been a time in history when 
the Japanese had migrated to this 
area, cleared the land, piled the rocks, 
and tilled tbe soil fora living in much 
the same way as our early settlers had 
done back home in Kentucky. 

By late October, I had accumu­
lated enough service points to be eli­
gible for release from duty and I left 
the Menifee at that time in San Fran­
cisco. On November 17, 1945, Ire­
ceived an honorable discharge from 
theNavyatGreatl..akesNavalTrain­
ing Station. 

The Menifee continued ferrying 
occupation troops to and from Japan 
until early 1946 when she was re­
leased from "Magic Carpet" duty. 
The ship was decommissioned July 
31, and berthed at Stockton, Califor­
nia. 

Just as I had served two tours of 
duty in the pacific, so did the Menifee. 
The outbreak of hostililies in Korea 
prompted the retrieval of the Menifee 
from the ''Motbball Fleet." It was 
recommissioned December 2, 1950, 
and assigned once more to the Am­
phibious Force, Pacific Fleet, where 
it served until deactivation in 1955. 

From April 1951 to March 1952, 
it ferried troops between Japan and 
Korea, then took part in extensive 
exercises with American and Korean 
Marines and served as a flagship for 
Operation Big Lift, the transfer of 
neutral, Indian troops to the peace 
conference in Panmunjon.

The ship was decommissioned 
June 29, 1955, at the U.S. Naval ship 
yard in San Francisco after receiving 
one battle star for World War II ser­
vice and two for Korean service. 

To my good buddies and ship­
mateswboscrvedaboardtheMenifee, 
after nearly a half century, I remem­
ber and salute you. To the fme folks 
of Menifee County, you can be justi­
fiably proud of your namesake. To 
all, a quote from Henry Ward 
Beecher ... "In this world it's not what 
we take up, but what we give up that 
makes up rich."

Anotber ordeal was ahead for 
Daniels that would test his seemingly 
endless sense of humor. 

About three years ago, after many 
years of smoking cigarettes and be­
ing exposed to asbestos through his 
work with neon, his lungs deterio­
rated. He also often wondered if his 
exposure to the DDT the military had 
sprayed on the wooded areas of Ko­
rea and the soldiers underneath the 
foliage bad affected him, his son said. 

Daniels had to go on oxygen. The 
doctors gave him about six months to 
live. Then his wife saw a program on 
television about lung transplants. She 
contacted Sabrina Little, a former 
Floyd Countian who is the primary 
nurse for lung transplant patients at 
UK, and asked her about the pro­
gram. 

In 1993, Lloyd Daniels became 
the 13th patient to undergo a lung 
transplant at the University of Ken­
tucky Medical Center. 

Daniels spent most of the time in 
tbehospital' s cardio thorasic unit. He 
was out of the hospital about 30 days. 
On June 2, 1994, he came home and 
stayed until September 7 when he 
returned to his doctor for a checkup. 

While he was in the doctor's of­
fice, he went into respiratory arrest 
and bad to be put on life support. He 
was put in the hospital again, and he 
stayed there for about 15 days. 

His doctors felt he was doing wen, 
but he needed physical therapy that 
wasn't available locally, Daniels' 
wife said, so be was put in Darby 
Square, a rehabilitation facility. 

Daniels became ill and had to be 
sent back to the hospital. Last week, 
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Lloyd Daniela 

on Tuesday, November 1, Daniels 
died at the University of Kentucky 
Medical Center. His family stressed 
that Daniels did not die from the lung 
transplant, but from pre-renal failure. 

Daniels' family praised the Uni­
versity of Kentucky's transplant pro­
gram and plan to get involved in 
promoting organ donation. Once 
Joyce Daniels gets her life back in 
order, she said, she may write a book 
about the gift of life Daniels was 
given when be received the donated 
lung. 

Daniels left a gift to children in 
Floyd County that changed many of 
their lives. On behalf of his grandson 
Jerry and the otber Floyd County 
children who are handicapped, 
Daniels got a multi-handicapped unit 
started in the area 

When Jerry was three, Daniels 
approached the Kiwannis Club and 
asked for their help in establishing 
the unit. Businessman Huck Francis 
and the Kiwannis helped sponsor the 
unit that was started by Mountain 
Comprehensive Care at the Method­
ist Church building in Prestonsburg.

Nurses from Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital's Diabetic Management Pro­
gram arc organizing a diabetic health 
fair in the lobby from noon until 3 
p.m. on November 11th. Nurses will 
be performing free blood sugar 
screenings and representatives from 
diabetic equipment companies and 
drug companies will be on band to 
explain their products. Clinical Phar­
macists and Registered Dietitians will 
also be on band to provide informa­
tion about medication, nutrition and 
offer recipe bookletS. 

The celebration is free to the pub­
lic and everyone is welcome to at­
tend. In order to rna lee parking for this 
event more easily accessible, please 
feel free to take advantage of the 
hospital's free valet parking. 

Diabetic education is a priority at 
Pikeville Methodist llospital and 6th 
floor nurses have been taking the 
information to the public through 
senior citizens centers. 

Sixth Aoor Unit Manager Kathy 
KhosbrezasaidduringJulythatblood 
sugar screenings were performed for 
senior citizens at the Marrowbone 
Senior Citizen's Center and the 
Pikeville Senior Citizen's Center. In 
June, a blood sugar screening was 
conducted at the Elkhorn City Senior 
Citizen's Center. 

During the screening sessions, the 
nurses teach senior citizens about 
symptoms of diabetes, their risk fac­
tors and then show them a film about 
living with diabetes. Each individual 
is then offered the opportunity to 
have a free blood sugar screening. 
After the individuals are screened, 
the nurses teach the senior citizens 
some exercises they can do in their 
chairs. 

Nurses Barbara Coleman, Mavis 
Johnson and Kathy Khosbreza per­
form the tests and offer educational 
information. 

Khoshreza said that the diabetic 
education program treats patients 
through physician referrals, through 
referrals from other units inside the 
hospital or by patient request The 
nurses follow the American Diabetes 
Association guidelines in offering 
general adult diabetes knowledge, 
health maintenance, lifestyle changes, 
diet control, eye care and preventa­
tive measures so patients can avoid 
complications. 

Khoshreza said the nurses saeen 
more than 800 people each year. Last 
year, she said that 246 people were 
educated and of those, 31 were out­
patients. Also last year, the nurses 
performed 10 community awareness 
screening clinics targeting senior citi­
zens as a high risk group. So far this 
ye-.r, 165 people have received the 
diabetes education.

UK Community Colleges 
receive $800,000 NSF grant

Cooley College of Law in Lansing, 
Michigan. 

MissBairdreceivedtheJurisDoc­
torate at Cooley, September 17th. 
She is a graduate of Pikeville High 
School, class of 1986, and Hanover 
College, Hanover, Indiana, 1990, with 
a B.A. degree majoring in history 
with minors in English and Classics. 
She was also granted certification in 
secondary education from Pikeville 
College, in 1991. 

An $800,000 Advanced Techno­
logical Education (ATE) grant from 
the National Science Foundation will 
help provide state-of-the-art, net­
worked computer teaching laborato­
ries on each of the University of 
Kentucky's 14 community college 
campuses, including Prestonsburg 
Community College. 

The grant-one of the largest ATE 
grants awarded this year by NSF­
will allow the community colleges 
the opportunity to teach both math­
ematics and computer science using 
the latest methods and equipment.

Each campus will have a coopera­
tive learning/technology (CLT) class­
room with a total of six student work­
stations and one faculty workstation. 
Each of the classrooms will connect 
with the CLT classroom located on 
the Lexington Campus. 

UK mathematics professor Paul 
Eakin will coordinate the partnership 
between UK mathematics faculty and 
the conunw1ity college faculty to de­
velop a variety of training programs, 
including four technology courses and 
graduate coursework in mathemat­
ics. 

''The original idea to combine the 
latest computer technology and the 
teaching of mathematics was devel­
