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Commonwealth Attorney files suit in wake of Supreme Court ruling :

Ouster of Stumbo, Boyd sought

Commonwealth Attorney John
Earl Hunt dropped abombshell Thurs-
day on Floyd County’s political land-
scape, filing civil actions. that seek
the ouster of County Judge-Execu-
tive John M. Stumbo and County
Court Clerk Carla Boyd.

The suits caught both Stumbo and
Boyd by surprise Thursday, with both
indicating they learned of the ouster
effort from the media, before they
had been served with Hunt’s com-
plaint. That complaint relates to a

recent decision by Kentucky’s Su-
preme Court, which held that a state
law concerning bonds for county of-
ficials requires strict compliance.

The issues facing Stumbo and
Boyd are similar to those originating
in a civil action in Breathitt County,
where Commonwealth Attorney
Randy Stidham sued for the removal
of County Judge-Executive Nim
Henson, claiming Henson had failed
to meet bonding requirements.

Stidham lost that case in circuit
court, but Henson’s ouster was en-
dorsed by the Kentucky Court of
Appeals and confirmed by the Ken-
tucky Supreme Court, which declined
last week to rehear the case.

The filing of the civil suits Thurs-
day by Huntagainst Stumboand Boyd

were doubly surprising in that they

were filed just days after the federal
court in Pikeville had been asked to
block the ouster of the Breathitt
County Judge.

Commonwealth Attorney John
Earl Hunt was unavailable Thursday
to discuss the timing of his suit, but a
news release, apparently prepared by
Hunt, indicated that the recent Su-

preme Court decision “dictates that I’

file suit.”

Hunt’s complaint against Stumbo
alleges that the county judge failed to
post the required bond prior to his
being swom into office on January 3,

adding that Stumbo did not meet the
bonding requirement until March 2.

The allegations against Boyd con-
tend she did not post the required
bond until January 21, nearly three
weeks after taking her oath of office.

Kentucky law relating to bonds
requires officials to post those bonds
with the circuit court clerk prior to
their assuming office. The penalty
for failing to meet the bond require-
ments is stiff. According to the law,
“If any person violates (the statutory
provisions), his office shall be con-
sidered vacant, and he shall not be
eligible for the same office for two

TB cases
up in area
but down
in Floyd

The American Lung Association
last week noted that the Big Sandy
Region, including Floyd County, had
recorded the highest regional rate for
tuberculosis in the state in 1993, but
inFloyd County this year, those cases
have dwindled to one.

A panel of health experts from the
South Carolina TB Control Division
released its findings last Friday from
a review of TB cases in Kentucky.
According to the study, geographi-
cally, the Big Sandy counties of Floyd,
Johnson, Magoffin, -and Pike, had
recorded 18.2 TB cases per 100,000
population. Kentucky averaged 10.7
cases per 100,000 people, exceeding
the 1993 national TB case rate by 10
percent, studies showed.

The American Lung Association
said reports indicated local health
departments needed to improve their
treatment of tuberculosis by making
“directly observed therapy,” making
sure patients complete their six-
month medication schedule, a prior-
ity.
But that’s what the Floyd County
Health Department has been doing
all along, and thenumber of TB cases
here has been slowly declining, Car-
rie Branham, an LPN with the Floyd
County Health Department, said
Thursday.

The health department stresses that
TB patients return for follow-up vis-
its, Branham, whose patients call her
the TB nurse, said. She explained
that the health department also asks

More restrictions
coming for state
Medicaid program

Continuing his efforts to trim the
Medicaid budget, Human Resources
Secretary Masten Childers IT has pro-
posed a new policy that he estimates
could save the Medicaid program
millions of dollars.

Wednesday, Childers announced
changes in Medicaidreimbursements
that will impact hospitals. The new
policy will require hospitals and other
cost-based institutional providers
such as nursing homes and hospices
to itemize expenses billed to Medic-
aid as administrative costs.

Allegations that a hospital in Bell
County had billed Medicaid for the
use of an airplane to recruit doctors
prompted Childers Wednesday to ask
for a review by the Office of the
Inspector General of administrative
and general costs reported to Medic-
aid for reimbursement.

Beginning in January, Medicaid
will only reimburse those expenses if
hospitals or nursing homes can show
they are directly related to patient
care, he said.

Resident Bobby Griffith opened
the discussion on the issue by asking
what could be done to slow traffic
through the downtown portion of the
city.

Inquest rules

‘bizarre death

was a suicide

After weighing a bizarre set of
circumstances, a Floyd County
coroner’s jury ruled Wednesday that
an Otter Creck man who died in a
house fire in August committed sui-
cide.

At a coroner’s inquest Wednes-
day, Coroner Roger Nelson told ju-
rors that Glen Randall Johnson, 48,
of Wheelwright, was found in his
burned home on August 17 with a
screwdriver-type implement protrud-
ing from the top of his head.

Nelsonexplained that Johnson had
died from smoke inhalation and it
appeared that his clothing had been
saturated with gasoline. The coroner
said that he did not feel comfortable
making aruling on whetherJohnson’s
death was a homicide; a suicide; or
accidental.

Kentucky State Police arson in-
vestigator Barry McKenzie testified
that from the evidence at the home it
was his opinion that Johnson had set
the house and himself on fire and
plunged the four-inch implement,
which was later identified as a screw-
starter used in working with leather,
into his head.

McKenzie found a partially filled
plastic jug of gasoline in a back bed-
room where the fire is believed to
have been started and found gasoline
residue in two other places in the
home. There was also gasoline found
on Johnson’s clothing, McKenzie
said.

From McKenzie’s testimony, af-
ter Johnson had set himself on fire,

the victim ran through his house, sat
in a chair in another room and then
ran back through the home before
collapsing in a hallway.

State police detective Joel

Newsome testified thathe agreed witly

McKenzie’s theory relating to
Johnson’s actions during the fire and
he felt that the victim had committed
suicide.

'Nelson explained to the jurors that

Johnson had had an aneurysm re-

moved from his brain in the 1970s
and that another growth was present
in his brain that could not be re-
moved. Johnson’s physicians had
removed a portion of his skull on the
top of his head because of the second

Clerk's office reopens
after jail leaks fixed

The Floyd County Circuit Court
Clerk’s office was back in business
Wednesday after closing Tuesday due
to water seeping through the ceiling
from the jail above the offices.

Prestonsburg fire marshal Larry
Adams had recommended the clos-
ing of the offices because the liquid
was coming into contact with power
lines in the ceiling, which posed a fire

hazard.
Adams and Circuit Court Clerk

Frank Derossett Jr. also thought the
liquid posed a health hazard to em-
ployees due to past problems with
sewage from clogged drain lines in
the jail dripping through the ceiling
onto employee’s desks.

They also assumed the water com-
ing from the ceiling Tuesday con-
tained contaminants because sewage
was coming up through the plumbing
in the men’s bathroom on the first

floor. Water was also standing in the
boiler room on the floor, Forrest Por-
ter Jr., an employee of Porter Plumb-
ing Company, said.

The liquid seeping into the clerk’s
office'was regular city water coming
from a service sink at the jail, Forrest
Porter, owner of Porter Plumbing,

Hunt’s suits ask the Floyd Circuit
Court for orders declaring both
Stumbo’s and Boyd’s offices vacant;
for injunctions enjoining the defen-
dants from “acting or attempting to
act” in their official capacities; and
for the costs associated with pros-
ecuting the suits.

Stumbo and Boyd said they intend
to fight Hunt's actions and both said
they felt Hunt should have waited
until the issue was settled in federal
court. g

Stumbo said Thursday thathe filed
a performance bond in Boyd's office
on January 3, but conceded that he
did not file the bond with the circuit
court clerk until the publicity sur-
rounding the Breathitt County case
surfaced.

“Iexpecteditto comeall thetime,”
Stumbo said. “But, I didn’t expect it
until after the federal case was tried.
I don’t know why John Earl did this
this quick.”

Stumbo said he will “certainly”
challenge Hunt’s ouster attempt.

Boyd said Thursday that she was
not required to post a bond with the
circuit clerk’s office and that her per-
formance bond ran on a three-year
cycle.

“My bond is a continuous bond,”

Reversal of Supreme Court
decision won’t affect Floyd

Drunk drivers in Floyd County
won’t be affected by the Kentucky
Supreme Court’s reversal last Thurs-
day of its September ruling that the
courtsystem can’tconsider DUI con-
victions before 1991 when issuing a
sentence for DUI offenders.

Last Thursday, Supreme Court
justices said that previous convic-
tions for drunk driving accumulated
before a 1991 change in law could be
considered by the courts when deter-
mining punishment for the offense.

In September, the justices had
ruled that it was unconstitutional for
the court to consider convictions be-
fore 1991 in inflicting harsher sen-
tences on DUI offenders.

In 1991, DUI laws stipulated that
anyone found to have driven with a
blood-alcohol content of .10 percent
or more is guilty of driving while
intoxicated. The Supreme Court said
that was a new law, therefore, people
tried under the new law must be con-
sidered first-time offenders.

After lawyers with the state attor-
ney general’s office protested the
ruling, the Supreme Court reconsid-
ered and issued its reversal of that
opinion. The December opinion will
not become final until after a 20-day
period.

Floyd County Attorney. Jim
Hammond said the ruling won’t af-
fect the prosecution of cases in Floyd
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County because his office, which
handles about 800 DUI cases a year,
had continued to consider previous
DUI offenses.

Hammond said representatives of
the attorney general’s office ata Pros-
ecutors’ Advisory Council meeting
had advised county attorneys to wait
until the ruling became final before
complying with the ruling.

Hammond said the major metro-
politan areas in Jefferson and Fayette
counties began to comply with the
ruling because they handle around
4,000 cases a year.

“The numberis so great, they can’t
wait,” he said.

Hammond said that about 90 per-
cent of DUI cases in Floyd County
are first-offense cases, and that his
office is seeing fewer repeat offender
cases.

Hammond said last year, Floyd
County was the only county in the
state that was current in disposition
of DUI cases within the 90-day pe-
riod. He praised former district judge
Danny Caudill and said Caudill was
ranked as the second most proficient
judge in the state based on disposi-
tion of cases in criminal court, in-
cluding DUI cases.

James Allen was appointed to fill
Caudill’s place on the district bench
when Caudill was elected circuit
judge.

inoperable aneurysm. The screw-
starter did not penetrate the skull.

The instrument had penetrated the
soft part of Johnson’s head and had
pierced the aneurysm, Nelson said.

Sheriff’s departmentdetective Jim
Rederick testified that he spoke with
pathologist Barbara Jones, who per-
formed an autopsy on Johnson, and
Jones reported that the insertion of
the implement would not have been a
fatal wound.

Rederick also testified that there
was no evidence that the home had
been broken into.

Attorney Keith Bartley, who is
representing Johnson’s estate, asked
detective Newsome if he “honestly
believed” that Johnson would have
set himself on fire, stuck the screw-
starter in his head, run through the
house, taken the time to sit in a chair
and then run all the way back through
the house before collapsing in the
hallway.

“Inmy opinion, hedid,” Newsome
said.

Jurors asked Newsome about what
appeared in a picture to be a spot of
blood on a porch at the home.

Newsome said that he noticed the
blood spot the day of the fire and he
went back the next day and got a
sample of it. He said that no tests had
been performed on the sample and he
feltthat Johnson could have made his
way to the porch while on fire before
going back inside.

Newsome played a taped state-
mentfrom Johnson’s mother, Flossie,
in which Johnson’s mother said she
spoke with her son three times on the

day he died. Flossie Johnson said that
the last time she talked to her son,
apparently just prior to the fire, he
spoke afew words to herand then just
stopped talking. She said the phone
line did not go dead, but that her son
would not talk to her.

Members of the Southeast Volun-
teer Fire Department testified that
Mike Tackett, Bruce Johnson and
Mike Cooper were at the scene when
they arrived. Firefighter David Boyd
said the men were using a garden
hose to spray water in the rear bed-
room and told firemen they had heard
screams from inside.

Boyd said thathe and another fire-
men went inside the residence and
found Johnson’s body.

Johnson’s wife, Linda, testified
that she was at the hospital with their
daughter when the fire broke out and
that her husband had seemed “real
happy” when he phoned her at the
hospital prior to the fire.

Jurors asked her what she thought
had happened and she said, “I don’t
know what happened. At first, I
thought he went to sleep with a ciga-
rette in his hand. I didn’thave noidea
the (police) thought it was anything
else until I heard it on the news.”

Thomas Rainey, who is married
to Johnson’s daughter, testified that
he had been at the residence about 6
p.m. the day of the fire and he thought
no one was at home. He said he
stopped to pick up some items to take
to the hospital and no one answered
when he was in the residence. He said
the front door was locked and the
back door was ajar. i

Fireman Boyd testified that the
front door was unlocked when the
firefighters arrived at the residence.

The jury deliberated for approxi-
mately 15 minutes before returning a
verdict of arson/suicide. One of the
five jurors determined thatJohnson’s
death was accidental.

that patients who have tested positive
on TB skin tests undergo x-rays and
sputum AFB (Acid Fast Bacilli) test-
ing by the state to diagnose the dis-
ease.

Testing positive on a TB skin test
does not mean the patient has the
disease, Branham said, but they could
develop it and must take medication,
which the health department provides.

Once patients test positive on the
skin tests, the x-rays and sputum
analyses, then they are treated for TB
and counseled about the contagious
aspect of the disease.

Family and friends of the patients
are also contacted and tested for the
disease, Branham said.

Branham said TB can recur in
patients who have recovered from
the disease, and she urged them to
return to the health department for re-
evaluation if they showed any of the
warning signs of TB, including short-
ness of breath, chest pain, productive
coughs (which produce phlegm),
night sweats or general fatigue.

To bring the disease to a halt, the
health department also conducts in-
service training for people who work
in high risk areas, including hospi-
tals, doctors’ offices, ambulance ser-
vices, and health clinics, Branham
said.

“TB is airborne and can be trans-
mitted through coughing and sneez-

floor, Porter said. The water went
down into containers located into a
storage area between the floors and,
after accumulating, flowed down
through the ceiling below.

The ceil-
ing tiles, though, had not been re-
placed Thursday.

Ethics on trial

Kentucky’s legislative ethics law survived its first
legal test last week. But don’t be surprised if more court
cases follow. Franklin Circuit Judge William Graham'’s
decision did not answer some key questions raised in
two suits challenging the law.

Graham’s ruling did uphold the law’s requirement
that lobbyists register, pay fees and file spending
reports. His reasoning was that any possible abridg-
ment of free speech or assembly was justified because
of the public and legislative interest in curtailing politi-
cal corruption.

Left unanswered were questions about the constitu-
tionality of the law as a whole or the constitutionality
of prohibiting lobbyists from making campaign contri-
butions to legislative candidates — issues also raised in
separate lawsuits filed by Associated Industries of
Kentucky and by state Sen. Kelsey Friend.

Graham’s explanation for declining to address these
questions indicated that only someone under investiga-
tion for ethics violations could challenge the law as a
whole and that only a lobbyist could challenge the
campaign contribution provision.

Although Graham's reasoning on these points can-

not be faulted, it’s unfortunate that this case didn’t
result in a more far-reaching ruling. That would have
speeded up the process leading to a state Supreme
Court decision on the law as a whole. o

When and if that occurs, it must be remembered that
this law doesn’t prohibit a lobbyist from freely assem-
bling with or speaking to a legislator. What it prohibits
are certain practices — such as wining, dining and
junketeering — that can corrupt the legislative process.
And when was there ever a constitutional right to
freedom of corruption? — Lexington Herald-Leader

Ripping regulation

The cost and complexity of federal regulation are
easy targets for politicians of all political persuasions.
Nothing brings a crowd of business folks to its feet
faster than a promise to stomp on meddling bureau-
crats.

For all the alarmist rhetoric on both sides of the
debate, Washington and to a lesser degree state and
local governments remain the first line of defense
against threats to public health and satety, environmen-
tal degradation and predatory business practices.

Judging from a bill that will turn up in Congress
early next year, the bumptious Republicans brought to
power in November have no interest in attacking the
regulatory establishment along its margins. They want
to squash the whole system.

Under the new approach, proposed rules would be

subject to all manner of “expert” cost and technical
analysis, foiled by inevitable court challenges, even
before the publicknows they’re in the works. Not many
are likely to survive, which is of course the purpose.

But that’s child’s play compared to the other part of

~ the proposal — a regulatory “budget” that would

attempt to put an upper limit on the cost of complying
with all federal regulation. The goal is not just to
contain the cost, but to push the ceiling steadily down
until, well, there’s not much left.

Anyone tempted to cheer the prospect of “relief”
should remember this:

Among the regulations at risk are those that limit air
pollution’ prevent needless deaths in coal mine acci-
dents; make highway travel ever safer; protect con-
sumers from countless rip-offs.

[R]egulation often needs to be streamlined and
made more cost effective. But some Republicans want
to throw out the good with the bad — and the public
safety be damned.

Clearly it’s more important for Congress to thwart
Speaker Gingrich and his gang than a few overreaching
civil servants. — The Courier-Journal

Bad timing on taxes

As matters now stand, Governor Jones will call the
Kentucky General Assembly into special session on
January 17 to cut taxes and increase spending. Call ita

belated Christmas present — or perhaps a very prema-
ture one that should be deferred until next Christmas.

The governor hasn’t announced yet which taxes he
wants cut, and by how much. Butit’s likely that private
pensions already are. Legislative and business leaders
would also like to see the state tax on intangible
property repealed and inheritance taxes reduced.

As for spending, the governor favors bond issues to
expand the Commonwealth Convention Center in Lou-
isville and to build anew convention center in Northern
Kentucky and a state history center in Frankfort.

You can make a pretty good case for most of these
proposals. The convention centers, for instance, should
generate economic activity, and local and state tax
revenues. Similarly, cutting the intangibles and inher-
itance taxes should make Kentucky more attractive to
new businesses — and help keep folks here who have
become financially successful.

But this is a state with a lot of unmet needs...
Kentucky and other states will face bigger burdens
once Congress begins slashing federal programs.

If we’re going to cut some state taxes, we’d better be
prepared to raise others. — The Courier-Journal

A group of Floyd County leaders
and educators who hope to establish
ascience museum with a planetarium
inthe Floyd County area have formed
a science and math coalition.

Approximately 28 people met on
Wednesday, November 30, to hear
reports about various science projects
throughout the county.

Jenny Bottoms, director of both
the nursing program and the Nature
Center at Prestonsburg Community
College, gave an overall review of
activities at the center.

She pointed out that since it be-
gan, 2,037 students from 32 schools
in seven counties had toured the Na-
ture Center. The center offers hands-
on experience to students in the re-
gion, Bottoms said. Tours are held on
Fridays when laboratories at the col-
lege are not in use and have been
scheduled through March.

Bottoms reported that the center
will help develop window displays to
be used in downtown Prestonsburg
as soon as she receives final approval
from the administration at PCC.

She also said the center had plans
for expansion if PCC builds a new
Wellness Center because additional
space will be available to the center.

Fred James, administrator of the
Prestonsburg Main Street Program,
applauded the use of store window
displays for the Nature Center and
school science projects. He alsonoted
pending efforts to develop a program
highlighting the river and its impor-

Reed shows how it’s done

From overweight, two-pack-a-day smoker to
marathon runner, 44-year-old Andrew Reed of
Martin should be an inspiration to us all.

Likemany Eastern Kentuckians, Reedhadnever
been much of an athlete. He would have liked to
play sports in high school but, during his teenage
years, Martin High School did not have a track or
football team. He had started smoking at an early
age and the habit slowly increased until he was in-
haling two packs a day. His life might have contin-
uedin thatmanner until he suffered amassive heart
attack or other serious illness, but a bout with
pneumonia in 1983 had a life-changing effect.

“My lungs were so inflamed I couldn’t stand to
breathe, much less smoke,” Reed says, remember-
ing the pain. He went to visit his family doctor
anticipating a diagnosis of cancer. While still a
serious illness, the diagnosis of pneumonia was a
relief.

“I was so glad to learn I wasn’t going to die of
cancer. It was like a millstone was lifted off of
you,” Reed said. Since he had already given up
smoking for the three days prior to the doctor’s
appointment, he decided to quit completely even
though he had been smoking for over 20 years.

While his pneumonia got better and his lungs
began clearing up, his weight started to climb. In
the next five to six years, he would reach a peak
weight of 240+ pounds and expand to a 42 inch
waist. “I was personally unhappy with it,”” he
admits, “and I decided to get in shape.”

Reed’s wife, Loretta, was already walking at
Allen Park and she encouraged him to join her. “I
would walk one lap and run half a lap,” Reed
remembers. “I got outof breath at first and thenmy
wind improved but my legs gave out.”

Nevertheless, Reed persevered until running
became a part of his life. Today he runs 30 to 45
minutes, six days a week at the River Walk at
Prestonsburg Community College and participates

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in weight training. His running goals recently got
aboost when he met Chris Fleming, Project Health
Coordinator at the college, who just moved here at
the beginning of the fall semester. Chris teaches
nutrition and fitness courses at the college. He also
practices what he preaches, regularly training for
and participating in area running contests, includ-
ing marathons.

In mid-November both Reed and Fleming were
participating in the John F. Kennedy Memorial
Race in Paintsville. Fleming won the three kilome-
terrace, setting anew course record. At the race he
told Reed about-a Kanawha Valley Roadrunners
Marathon scheduled for December 4 in Charles-
ton, West Virginia. The following Monday, Reed
stopped by Fleming’s office to express his interest.
Fleming helped Reed devise a training schedule
for the three weeks remaining before the race.

Reed continued his running program, taking
scheduled days off. One time he increased his run
to two hours. His personal goal was first, to finish
the race, and second, to beat Oprah Winfrey’s
marathon time of 4 hours and 26 minutes. “If
Oprah can do it, I can do it,” he remembers telling
himself. “I was pretty sure I could finish the race,
butIwasn’tsureI’d makeitin under four-and-a-half
hours.”

The day of the race dawned. It was cool and
drizzly. Reed was facing a course of 26.2 miles. He
ran most of the way, slowing to a walk only at the
water stations to getdown some liquids. His finish-
ing time—4 hours, 19 minutes and 44 seconds!

“Exhausted,” was how he described his condi-
tion after the marathon. “My legs were sore for the
next four days,” he admits.

Reed was appreciative of Fleming’s contribu-
tion to his success.

“Chris (Fleming) has been real supportive and
goes out of his way to help you,” Reed said. “I
would advise anyone if they want to improve
physical fitness-wise to come in here and see
Chris. Others here have been very helpful as well,”
Reed added, mentioning student worker and body

builder Warren Halbert.

When asked what had motivated him to exer-
cise on such a consistent basis through the years,
Reed explained that it simply makes you feel
better, both mentally and physically.

“Exercise is the only effective thing you can do
for stress,” he explained. “It’s the only effective
way of dealing with it.”

Reed, a surface coal mine inspector with the
Mine Safety and Health Administration, said that
exercising also offers physical benefits. “I enjoy
running because I know I’'m going to feel better
afterwards than I did before, and it’s the same way
in working out in the gym.”

“Let’s put it his way,” he said, “I’ ve never felt
worse after exercising. Now, the more I do, the
more I feel like doing.”

“Another thing I’ve noticed over the years,”
Reed said, “is that it seems like these people who
are out exercising, whether its walking, lifting
weights, or running, are happier and more friendly
than the people who don’t exercise.”

In fact, Reed thinks more businesses should
change their health emphasis. “Instead of
drug-testing employees,” Reed proposed, “offer
wellness programs.” He theorized that only a few
people use drugs but most people could benefit
from a wellness program.

In addition to his running program, Reed has
also been involved in lumberjack competitions
and exhibitions. He got involved in the sport after
watching a contest at Morehead in the spring of
1989. Reed thought he could compete in the sport
since he had done many similar activities while
hunting, camping and fishing.

Like running, success came quickly. Reed is
currently ranked second in the state, behind state
champion Billy Joe Kerr of Campbellsville. Most
recently he won first place in the Handicap Spring-
board Chop atan international competition held in
Webster Springs, West Virginia. In August he also
participated in the Central Canadian Exhibition in
Ottawa, Canada.

The Blackcats posted the win by
putting together four full quarters --
something they haven't done this sea-
son.

"Yes, we did put together four full
quarters,” said the Prestonsburg
coach, "That's something we haven't
been able to do this season through
nine games."

Senior Toby Robinson tossed in a
game high 27 points to lead the offen-
sive scoring for the Blackcats. Clint
Shutts, who finished with 13 points,
was a stallard on defense as well as
the boards.
