Judge Caudill was very critical of
school board members, saying the
board should have challenged the law
which makes Risner and Tussey in-
eligible.

Floyd County's local planning
committee will be reconvened to take
a second look at their decision 1o
close Harold Elementary.

At Monday’s school board meet-
ing, board members agreed to ask the
LPC to keep the Harold and Betsy
Layne schools in place until the com-
mittee discusses whether an amend-
ment is needed to the district's five-
year building plan.

A large group of Harold residents
aitended Monday's meeting and sev-
eral asked board members nottoclose
the elementary school.

It is proposed that students from
Harold will attend Betsy Layne El-
ementary after the 21-classroom ad-

dition is completed. The school is
expected toopen in time for the 1995-
96 school year.

District three board member Brent
Clark, whoisanadvocate foramiddle
school at Betsy Layne, asked why the
board could not build a new facility
for Harold students.

Clark said that the district spends
$1 million a year on rental for mobile
classroom units and he suggested
those funds be used to pay for the cost
of a new school.

Board chairman Ray Brackett told
Clark that he would have to find
space to put all the children going 10
school in trailers to use the total
amount of rental paid each year.

Clark and parents asked the board
to look at the high test scores by

Clark wants

Under the pretense of using the
site for an athletic complex, Floyd
school board member Brent Clark
asked fellow board members 1o go
ahead with the purchase of property
at Beisy Layne.

In the past, the so-called “Y site”
has been considered for the location
of anew Betsy Layne Middle School.

The state board must approve the
purchase because the price exceeds
10 percent of the total project cost. A
figure of $407,000 has been discussed
as the purchase price for the Y site.

Clark said that by building an ath-
letic complex on the site first, the
board could avoid getting approval
for the purchase from the state.

“We voted in October to purchase
the property,” Clark said. “T"d like to
see something done. We could say
we're building an athletic field and
build a school later and get rid of this
10 percent thing.”

Clark commented that he had
agreed tolower the scope of the Betsy
Layne 21-classroom addition in or-
der to have the money to buy the Y
site.

"I agreed to cut off §1 million on
Betsy Layne to purchase the middie
school site,” Clark said. “Let's go
ahead and purchase the property and
build an athletic field and it will still
stay if we build a school later on. If
we're not purchasing the site, why
would I give away a million dollars?
That was the agreementmade tome.”

Clark did not say who proposed
such an agreement,

Board chairman Ray Brackettsug-
gested the issue be sent back 1o the
county’s local planning committee
forreview.

Resignation
stirs fond

Boysen announced Monday that
he will resign his post as the state’s
education commissioner in June.

Boysen started the transformation
by levying charges against then su-
perintendent Ron Hager. Hager was
removed from office,

Boysen's image changed after his
interference into the selection of a
new superintendent for the district.

A superintendent search commit-
tee selected Nebraska educator Bill
Zitterkopf (o take over the district,
but Boysen vetoed the local board
decision and recommended that
Hardin County superintendent Steve
Towler be hired for the job.

Board members, who at the time
said they felt they had no choice in

Al Friday’s hearing, Judge Caud-
ill commented that he thought the
board was passing the buck and he
wanted them 1o take a stand.

After Judge Caudill's decision,
Tussey said, “Tlook forward tofilling
out my term.”

You probably won't see many
tears shed in Floyd County at
the news state education com-
missioner Tom Boyson is pre-
paring to ride off into the sunset.

Boyson came into his job a
few years back with the promise
of becoming Floyd County's
knight in shining armor, but he
quickly transformed into a
villian who managed to tick off
both ends of a highly polarized
education establishment here.

Depending on which side of
the battle lines you stood,
Boysen's involvement or inter-
ference in education reform in
Floyd County was either too
little, too late or too much, too
soon.

To recap Boysen's four-year
effort to effect positive change
on Floyd County's educational
system would take more space
than we care to use, but we can
summarize his effectiveness
with a single phrase...

Everything old is new again.

The commissioner's efforts to
force the Floyd County Board
of Education to become respon-
sible, accountable leaders of
education reform was, at best, a
well-intended flop.

Board member Brent Clark is
the best proof of the board's in-

No tears for Tom

difference to Boysen's demands
on Floyd County.

On two occasions, with the
last as recent as Monday night,
Clark has recommended pub-
licly that the board circumvent
state regulations to get a school
construction project moving.

In Boysen's early days on the

job, such talk would likely have

landed Clark in the witness chair
to defend himself against re-
moval charges.

In Floyd County, though, the
education commissioner made
one misstep after another to
quickly transform hisimage here
from the White Knight to a pa-
per tiger.

The metamorphosis began
with his ill-conceived, or ill-
advised, interference into the
selection of a superintendent;
grew with hisinaction on waste-
ful construction practices; and
peaked with his betrayal of the
state's Office of Education Ac-
countability in a matter relating
to the removal of local officials.

Perhaps we asked too much of
Boysen and offered too little of
ourselves to the effort to reform
our educational system.

If that's the case, then his de-
parture is of no particular con-
sequence.

We're still here.

And there's work to be done.

Toxicity of dioxin
subject of meeting

The week of February 15th, the
state EPA will have a notice in the
Floyd County Times, that the NREPC
will be issuing permits to Medisin’s
waste transfer station and Medisin's
incinerators,

In the month of March, there will
be an announcement of a public meet-
ing concerning the permitting of a
private, for profit, garbage transfer
station and two incinerators in Floyd
County and situated close to High-
lands Regional Medical Center, This
is a repeat of a meeting held in 1991
concerning these incinerators.

The Natural Resources and Envi-
ronmental Protection cabinet in their
infinite ineptitude has decided that
all past violations by these incinera-
tors (several thousand dollars) are
moot; and this meeting is for another
permil.

These thousand dollar violations,
were mostly taken care of by Medisin
signing “agreed orders" between
themselves and the state. This dollar
amount comes no way close to the
exorbitant medical bills paid by resi-
dents that live close to the incinera-
tors.

I must brag on our fiscal courtand
solid waste board, because in their
infinite wisdom they saw the need to
limit the amount of waste accepted at
any facility in Floyd County. Now
Medisin wants to burn more garbage
from out-of-state, out-of-county than
they will be accepting from Floyd
County.

Most of the waste stream in medi-
cal waste is plastics, which produces
chlorine, and plastics is the reason
that these incinerators emit dioxins.

The horror stories that are coming

from the federal EPA on all the health
effects from breathing or eating any-

thing with a minute amount of dioxin
is unacceptable. The focus of the
toxicity of dioxin and how it relates
to a multitude of illnesses is preva-
lent at this time.

If you know any of the families
who live near the incinerators, then
you know firsthand of the cancers,
illnesses and deaths that have struck
those families since these incinera-
tors have been in operation.

For their sake and for your
children’s future, please attend this
meeting and register your dismay,
Remember, only waste from surgery,
(pathological waste) has tobe bumed.
This is not a battle for money, power,
or politics; it's a battle for the life and
physical health of the citizens of Floyd
County.

Please watch the Floyd County
Times for the time and place of this
meeting. Remember the next person
that gets cancer could be your child,
a member of your family, or you.

Mr. Baker isthe president & CEO
of the Presbyterian Child Welfare
Agency in Buckhorn, The Agency
operates two residential treatment
programs, the Buckhorn Children's
Center and the Dessie Scolt
Children’s Home, both of which are
former orphanages. The Agency also
operates anexiensive Treatment Fos-
ter Care program, an Independent
Living program, a Group Home and
Montessori preschools for at-risk
children,

Speaker Gingrich is half-right!
Thousands of caring and productive
adults in our nation spent their child-
hoodinan orphanage. They owe their
lives to those caring institutions.

Mr. Gingrich has correcily identi-
fied a major concem of caring people
in this country. Thousands of chil-
dren in both urban and rural areas are
growing up without the kind of struc-
ture and role models that children
need to become healthy and produc-
tive adults, Wesee them everywhere!
They are forming gangs in the streets
of our cities, and they are wandering
up and down counfry roads, left to
their own devices, to television and
to peer influence. This is no way to
build the future of a great nation!

Mr. Gingrich has correctly identi-
fied the problem. He may not, how-
ever, have the right solution. H, L.
Mencken, noted sociologist, said,
“For every major problem in this
nation, there is a simple solution—
and it is wrong.”

The message of the past election
can be stated like this: “As voters,
we're worried about this nation, we
have some real problems that need to
be addressed, and our current solu-
tions are not working.” Our task is to
help the new Republican Congress
and the president understand clearly
what the problems are, and to let
thern know that we are willing tohelp
them find a solution, They will soon
find, however, that Mencken was
correct. The problems are complex,
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and there is no one solution.

In the past, orphanages of our
country were successful forhundreds
of children. Two critical factors were
responsible for their success, First,
the placement of children in those
institutions was voluntary, and sec-
ond, the staff who cared for those
children were stable, long-term em-
ployees.

In today’s world, Mr. Gingrich's
“modern-day orphanage,” whether it
be a group home or any other kind of
residential option, will not work
nearly as well onless it is chosen
voluntarily by the parents, and that
has not been a part of this thinking to
date.

Many of the children raised in
orphanages were placed there, vol-
untarily, by their parent(s). Usually,
a single parent, down on his or her
luck economically and often, socially,
and without the resources of an ex-
tended family, saw the orphanage as
a positive option for the placement of
achild. Although the parent(s) loved
the child (or children), he or she knew
thatthe orphanage could provide food
and clothing, as well as love, protec-
tion and structure. The orphanage
could provide the things the parent
could not! These parents often kept
in touch with their children. They
wrote or came back to visit them.
Sometimes, when their fortune
changed, they took the children back
home, These children knew that Mom
or Dad loved them, and was at least
trying to do what was bes,

The primary staff members of an
orphanage were often single or wid-
owed women who alsoneeded aplace
to live. These women were 24-hour,
365-days-a-year residents of a “cot-
tage” or “hall" and cared for a num-
ber of children. Because the women
lived in the orphanage, (0o, the chil-
dren were, in essence, living in the
home witha*grandmother” or “aunt”
who kept order, taught lessons, and
provided hugs and discipline when
needed. It was not uncommon for
these women o stay in their position
for twenty or thirty years,

s
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Nowadays, the average job ex-
pectancy ol a child-care worker in a
residential program for children is
less than one year. The pay is often
not good, and the stress level is high,
The job has changed dramatically!
There is plenty of paperwork that
must be done; there are supervisors
who supervise, licensing examiners
who inspect, judges who oversee,
newspaper and television stations
who investigate, and children who
curse and bite and misbehave. Even
though this job is critical, child-care
workersare seldom consulted by man-
agement or given the respect and
credit they are duc.

And so, what are we 1o do withand
for the thousands of abandoned and
neglected children in our urban cen-
ters, our small towns, and our rural

areas? First, we must realize thatmany
factors have contributed (o creating
this problem and that dozens of solu-
tions can be found to address it.

One possibility is the creation of
boarding schools for some children.
Most parents, poor or rich, worry
about the welfare of their children
and know thateducation is one of the
keys to success. Many poor mothers,
living in unsafe neighborhoods and
substandard housing, would be likely
to welcome the opportunity to send
their children to boarding school in
order (o keep them safe and prevent
losing them to the gangs and the
streets,

Another solution is the genuine
empowerment of local communilies.
First, acommunities mustrealize that
the nuclear family structure is disap-
pearing and must adopt a sense of
responsibility for all the children of
the community.

But let's not make the same mis-
take that Mr. Gingrich has made.
Let’s notaccept this as a simple prob-
lem with a simple solution, and goon
to the next sound bite. Let's get to-
gether and create lasting solutions.

Local family doctor re-certified
as family practice specialist

Dr. Mary A. Hall of McDowell,
has been recertified a Diplomate of
the American Board of Family Prac-
tice (ABFP), the certifying entity of
the family practice specialty.

Dr. Hall, a family physician,
eamed Diplomate status by passing
the ABFP’s certification examina-
tion, an intensive written test of the
physician’s abilities in pediatrics,
internal medicine, surgery, obstet-
rics, gynecology, psychiatry, preven-
tion and other aspects of family prac-
tice.

The specialty of family practice
combines the latest in medical tech-
nology and knowledge with the per-
sonal and continuing care of tradi-
tional general physicians. Family
physicians are trained to work in all
major areas of medicine and can treat
85 to 90 percent of the health care
needs of patients of all ages.

The ABFP examination is offered
to physicians who have completed
three years of family practice resi-
dency training after medical school.
Currently, there are 421 family prac-
tice training programs in the United
States.

ABFP Diplomates must continue
to demonstrate their competence in
the specialty by taking recertification
exams every six years. Family prac-
tice was recognized in 1969 as a

medical specialty by the American
Medical Association and the Ameri-
can Board of Medical Specialties,
and it was the first specialty to re-
guire its Diplomates to take recertifi-
cation exams at regular intervais.

Most of the more than 40,000 phy-
sicians who have achieved ABFP
Diplomate status are members of the
American Academy of Family Phy-
sicians (AAFP). The AAFP is a na-
tional association that offers educa-
tional, legal and lobbying services to
more than 79,000 family physician,
family practice resident and medical
student members.

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The four risk factors for cataracts

(Research to Prevent Blindness)

Cataracts are not the inevitable
result of aging as it has been thought.
According to Sheila West, M.D,, of
Johns Hopkins University, “We now
have at least four factors that we
think are related to the clouding of
the lens.”

Dr. West has conducted her stud-
ies assisted by a grant from Research
to Prevent Blindness (RPB), the
world’s leading voluntary organiza-
tion in support of eye research. She
spoke at a National Science Writers
Seminar sponsored by RPB.

Cataract is the leading cause of
blindness in the world. It occurs when
the normally transparent lens of the
eye becomes cloudy and blocks light

from reaching the retina. The most
common remedy iS (o remove the
lens surgically and to replace it with
anintraocular lens. Cataract removal
is the most frequent surgical proce-
dure paid for by Medicare in the
United States, costing an estimated
3.4 billion tax dollars anpually,

“Clearly, there is an important
public health imperative to identify
factors that will prevent the onset or
progression of cataract,” Dr. West
says. She adds that a study of more
than 800 fishermen from the Eastern
Shore of Maryland and a group of
Baltimore residents helped identify
these four risk factors for cataract:
“daylight, drinking, diet and smok-
ing.”

The ultraviolet light component
of daylightis a well known risk factor
for cataracts. Dr. West recommends

Local educators awarded mini-grants

TwoFloyd County educators were
awarded mini-grants through the For-
ward in the Fifth Library Power Pro-
gram.

Clementene Tackett and Connie
Holbrook were among the recipients
receiving $23,210.44 worth of mini-
grants in early February. The mini-
grants will help make library media
centers the core of learning in schools
by encouraging collaboration among
teachers, library media specialists,
parents and community members.

The learning unit will focus
on connecting the oral tradition found
in the community with the language
that students experience in the school,
The project will include collabora-
tive planning among teachers and the
library media specialist, Tackett ex-
plained in her grant request.

A grant was also awarded to
Connie Holbrook, a library media
specialist at Prestonsburg Elemen-
tary, to build a “listening library"
collection of 100 requested paper-
back picture books and audio tape
recorded read-alouds of those books.

The recorded read-alouds will be
performed and produced by fourth
and fifth grade students after they
have received instruction and prac-

than 70 applications demonstrated
the wide array of creative ideas of
library media specialists and teach-
ers throughout the region.

“When students see how much
fun they can have while they learn in
the library media center, they will
return for the restof their lives. In this
way, we're helping schools turn kids
into life-long learners,” Ginny Ea-
ger, Forward in the Fifth executive
director, said.

The Library Power Program, an
initiative of the DeWitt Wallace-
Reader’s Digest Fund, is also fund-
ing model programs in schools in
four districts: Jessamine County,
Pineville Independent, Somerset In-
dependent and Williamsburg Inde-
pendent. In addition, Library Power
has already sponsored three profes-
sional development seminars foredu-
cators from throughout the region,
and will continue to offer profes-
sional developiment opportunities on
an ongoing basis.

Heavy drinking ofalcoholhasbeen
also linked to cataract formation.
People hayving more than one drink a
day run a four times greater risk of
cataract than non-drinkers,

The picture is not so clear on diet
but there are indications that antioxi-
dants may help prevent cataracts, In
some studies, Vitamin E appears to

have a protective effect. Researchers
atthe National Eye Institute are look-
ing at the potential benefits of anti-
oxidantsupplements to the diet. Pend-
ing the outcome of that study and of
clinical trials, Dr. West thinks it would
be premature to advocate amultivita-
min or supplement therapy to prevent
cataracls,

The fourth risk factor is smoking.
The precise mechanism is still to be
determined but scientists think that
inhalation of cigarette smoke and its
byproducts generates substances ca-
pable of damaging the proteins in the
eye’s lens. Fortunately, some studies
linking smoking and cataract forma-
tion have also found that if a person
quits smoking, the risk will decrease
to that of non-smokers,

The following is the first in a series of four articles examining the dramatic increase in
student performance at Auxier, Duff and Harold elementaries and Betsy Layne High School.

Auxier Elementary, one of Floyd County’s smallest and oldest schools, is steeped in a
tradition of hard work and commitment to excellence. Now that tradition is earning state-
wide acclaim and financial reward.

Auxier is one of four Floyd County schools, along with Duff and Harold elementaries and
Betsy Layne High School, targeted by the Kentucky Department of Education to share in over
$260,000 worth of reward money for scoring above threshold on statewide performance tests
last year. Auxier Elementary, with fewer than 130 students and just nine teachers, had the
highest reward level in the county and scored 13.9 points over its goal score and 8.3 points
over its average. “It didn’t come as a surprise to me,” Betsy Layne Elementary Principal
Karen Allen, who was school principal at Auxier Elementary during the testing period, said
Tuesday. “In the grades that the scores are figured on (fourth- and eighth-grades)..., we had
top teachers working with those students. Davida Bickford worked with the fourth- and fifth-
grades and Ben Hamilton and Lisa Blankenship with the seventh- and eighth.

“They worked from the beginning of the year until the end of the year and they did a fantastic
job with those kids.”

“I can understand why we did so well,” current Auxier Elementary Principal Frank Smith
said Tuesday. “We made good scores because we have a lot of good, hard-working teachers
and our kids... are for the most part a pretty hard working bunch, too... This year I think we
have a real top group of students.”

Smith also credits the faculty with de-centralizing the school computer lab, placing

computers in each of the school’s classrooms so that for each six students, there was at least
one easily accessed computer.

“And there’s a lot of cooperation between teachers here,” Smith added. “Our teachers
frequently work together on projects.”

Davida Bickford, Auxier Elementary’s fourth- and fifth-grade teacher and a member of the
school’s site-based decision-making council, concurs:

“Why did our scores increase by ten percent?” Bickford asked. “Teamwork. Teachers work

as a team here. Where we're so small, we can cooperate much more, schedule our planning
periods together. We communicate (better) with each other... And we can work more one-
on-one with our children.”

Allen also credits a fundamental change in the school’s core curriculum for the dramatic
increase in test performance.

“We departmentalized the sixth-, seventh- and eighth-grades and had people specialized in
those subject areas teaching... They taught the way that the test was going to be given from
the beginning of the year, rather than waiting until one month before the tests and (changing
their methods).”

Much of the credit belongs to a stronger emphasis on open response questions, portfolio
development and teaching basic skills, sixth/seventh/eighth-grade teacher Lisa Blankenship
said Tuesday.

“I'm just glad to see that all our hard work has paid off... I'm just thrilled to death...
Hopefully, we can continue this (and it) won't be a one-time thing.”

“I am very proud of those students, the teachers, the entire staff at Auxier...,”" Allen said.
They motivated those students to the top.”

Auxier Elementary’s share of the reward monies totals approximately $39,000 based on the
number of certified faculty members, who will decide how the funds will be distributed.
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Big reason!

BUZZ BAITS DON'T
ALWAYS NEED TO BE NOISY

Buzz baits, those noisy,
blade-churning surface lures that
seem to catch huge bass in late winter
and early spring, don’t always have
to create so much commotion to be
effective.

That's the opinionof Steve Daniel,
a bass tournament angler and guide
onFlorida’s Lake Okeechobee where
buzz baits are favorite lures
year-round,

“Believe it ornot, some buzz baits
can actually scare bass in clear, shal-
low water,” says the Johnson Out-
boards Pro Staff angler. “I've seen it
happen on NUMErous OCcasions.

“Fishermen believe a buzz bait is
only effective when it makes a lot of
noise, and in fact, some anglers even
go to great lengths to modify their
buzz baits so they make even more
noise, but this isn’t always the best
thing to do."”

When fishing shallow water less
than two feet deep, Daniel believes
buzz baits should be retrieved very
slowly so the blade barely breaks the
surface. When he’s fishing shallow,
he prefers a buzz bait without any
added clackers or noisemakers,

“The time to use a noisy buzz bait
is when you're fishing deeperor more
dingy water, or around really heavy
cover,” says Daniel. “Then the noise
will help draw bass out from the
cover. Even if they don’t actually
strike the lure, you can then fish the
same walter with ajig or plastic worm
and often get strikes.”

The Johnson pro notes that he
recently tested anew buzz baitnamed
the Rippler that features three scpa-
rate blades, one in front of the lure,
and two more on the sides, almost
like an airplane,

“It"sabrand new design like we've
never seen before,” he says, “and it
doesn’t make a lot of commotion or
noise because the blades have holes
drilled in them, What's really inter-
esting to me, however, is that you can
also fish this buzz bait underwater
like a spinnerbait. You can'treally do
that with any other buzz bait cur-
rently on the market.

“When fished about six inches
below the surface, this lure looks like
a small school of baitfish, because of
the bubble trail created by the three
blades,” Daniel says. “I've had fun
fishing with it on Okeechobee. “In
addition to the noise factor, Daniel
says another mistake he often sees
anglers make with buzz bails is re-
trieving the lure 100 fast.

“In practically every instance, the
slower you can retrieve a buzz bait,
the more strikes you'll get,” he says,
“You can guide the lure by moving
your rod tip side to side and even hit
cover with it, but what's really im-
portant is a slow retrieve.

I think a slow buzz bait just looks
easier 1o catch to bass, so they hitit."

When he uses buzz baits, Daniel
uses 17 to 20 pound test line and
makes long casts, then retrieves the
lure with his rod tip down so he can
set the hook more easily.

A sparkle. That's the collective
look on this Kentucky team. A close-
up of Pitino’s spin this week tells us
something significant. Da Coach
brags unabashedly about his team's
defense, recognition that he is tuned
in to the old axiom -- a coach cannot
control his team’s shooting percent-
age, but with a solid bench, he can
control the beat on defense.

~ Civil Waronthe Big Sandy

Editor’s note: The author’s mother and father
were neighbors of Devil Anse Hatfield in Pike
County.

Since the park in Kentucky near Prestonsburg
is named for my ancestor, Jenny Wiley, and the
creek there is named Jenny’s Creek, I have
always been interested in the historical happen-
ings of the area. Kentucky was much involved in
the Civil War with the sentiments of it’s inhabit-
ants being divided as to where their allegiance
should be given. Families were divided on the
issue which has made my Kentucky Smith family
hard to trace because members of the “other side”
were not talked about.

About the eighth of January in 1862 Colonel
Garfield left his camp at Muddy Creek, Kentucky
and advanced toward Paintsville, the county seat
of Johnson County. He planned to attack
Humphrey Marshall who had an estimated force
of five thousand in the vicinity. When Humphrey
heard of their approach he retreated to higher
ground on Middle Creek about two miles from
Prestonsburg. He stationed about three hundred of
his cavalry at the mouth of Jenny’s Creek to await
Garfield's approach.

Colonel Garfield pushed on toward Prestons-
burg, about fifteen miles of hard marching, with
about eleven hundred men. They only had three
days ration of hardtack. On their way they put the
enemy cavalry to flight. Arriving within a mile of
Prestonsburg about eight o’clock, his scouts
informed him that the army of the south was
camped about three miles up the creek. He sent
word back to Paintsville to have all available
forces brought forward immediately.

It had started raining a slow, miserable rain as
he picked a campsite on a wooded knoll. The men
covered their guns with their bodies as they lay on
the wet ground.

Al four in the morning they made ready to
advance after eating of their hard, stale bread.
They crossed over to Middle Creek which emp-
tied into the Big Sandy opposite Prestonsburg.
Colonel Garfield thought the enemy was camped
on Abbott Creek so he moved slowly up Middle
Creek, stationing his men as he went. After he
was about two miles from the mouth of Middle
Creek, he spotted the rebels in position. It was a
chilly, overcast morning and the men were
anxious to warm up in battle.

Garfield tried to ascertain their position by
sending out a small force and when that didn’t
disclose their strength by noon, he sent his
cavalry escort of twenty to charge them. They
rode forward to the blowing of bugle and yelling,
and the enemy thought it was the full force that
was attacking them and they opened up with fire
to expose their positions. He found one regiment
was stationed on the right of the ridge that he was
on, and another on the left, with the artillery in the
middle, They were expecting to draw him into the
middle and close in on him with the artillery
taking care of the frontal approach.

The Colonel sent two Kentucky companies
along the crest of the ridge where he stood, while
one Ohio company crossed over the creek, which
was waist deep as they waded, to occupy the top
of a high, rocky ridge to the front and left of him.
The enemy opened fire on them with two can-
nons, and the sound of musket fire let him know
the Ohio boys were busy. He sent reinforcements
when it was apparent they were about to be
overwhelmed. The rebels succeeded in occupying
the main ridge at a point nearly opposite
Garfield's position and opened heavy fire on his
reserves. To prevent them being outflanked he
ordered Lieutenant Colonel Munroe to cross the
creek a short distance below and drive the enemy
back. That mission was accomplished.

Meanwhile, Colonel Cramer and Major Pardee,
though out-numbered were pushing the others

back, inch by inch. They were fighting so gal-
lantly but he was praying for the reinforcements
to arrive, as the enemy was still holding the
rugged hill.

Just as the sun was going down he heard cheers
from the rear. Lieutenant Colonel Sheldon with
the forty-second Ohio company had marched the
fifteen miles without breakfast, through the rain
and mud, and the men running the last two miles
as they heard the sound of the battle ahead. As
hungry and tired as they were, they insisted on
joining the battle. As Garfield saw their bayonets
flashing in the last rays of the sun, he ordered all
of his reserves forward under Lieutenant Colonel
Brown, Hurling the whole line of battle forward,
the enemy was forced up the hill and over the
crest of the ridges and into retreat in confusion.
As it was now pight in territory that was strange
to them, and being tired and hungry, they decided
to wait until daylight to resume the fight.

A fire was soon seen burning in the valley as
the enemy burned their stores before taking flight.
The victorious army entered Prestonsburg the
next day and found it nearly deserted. Being
unable to obtain provisions there, he took his
footsore and starving soldiers back to Paintsville.
He found seventy-five enemy dead; they had lost
less than thirty.

This same James Abram Garfield was pro-
moted to Brigadier General for winning this
battle, forcing General Marshall to withdraw from
Kentucky. After the battle of Chicamauga he was
promoted to the rank of Major General. He was
better known as the twentieth President of the
United States. He was assassinated in 1881.

Note: The reenactment of the Battle of Middle
Creek is held each year the first weekend in June
at Middle Creek.

WITH ONE AMAZING
GRANNY

How do you introduce yourself to a 108-year-old
cousin?

1 didn't exactly know since I had never met a
cousin—or anyone else—who was that old. But I
figured I would try the basic approach with Virgie
“Granny' Adkins Howard, who was related to me on
both sides of my family but had no idea who 1 was,

“Howdy, Granny. I'm some of your people from
Kentucky,” I said upon meeting her at her room in a
New Port Richey, Florida, nursing home.

1 explained how we were kin through the Whitts
and the Adkinses, how I was from Elliott County
where she was bom all those years ago. I told her how
tickled I was to be meeting her. Then she wanted to
know something from me.

“Why didn't they kick you out?" she asked me of
our family.

Perhaps it's a little hard to get excited about
meeting someone new when you've seen everything
from the Spanish-American War to a moon landing
come and go.

Granny was married twice and raised 26 children—
seven of her own and 19 stepchildren. At the time of
our visit she had outlived all but two of her children.

I was the one impressed—make that dazzled—after
meeting Granny that day.

She spoke of 1890s Elliott County as if it had just
happened last week. She told me things about my
long-dead relatives that no one else could know, that I
didn’t think anyone could be alive to know.

But here was Granny, a pint-sized woman with a
soft voice who remembered when my great grandpa
Ward (her uncle) gave her stick candy at his Sandy
Hook store in the 1890s and how sad she was when
his son (my grandmother's uncle) blew his own brains
out in 1899,

These folks were mostly names and dates on paper
to me. But Granny ate with them, worked beside them
and sat on porches with them. They were her people—
and mine, 100,

1 could hardly believe I had found Granny. It
happened by chance.

The headline on an inside page of my Saturday
newspaper said “108 candles atop her cake.” But that
wasn’t the most exciting part.

The article identified the birthday girl as Virgie
“Granny" Howard. It said she was born in 1886 on a
farm in Elliott County, Kentucky.

My heart sped up a notch or two. Practically
nobody named Howard and born in Elliott County a
century ago can avoid being kin to me in one way or
another.

I grabbed the phone and called information to get
the number of the nursing home where Granny lived.

The attendant said the family had taken Granny out
to lunch. But the nursing home worker pulled
Granny’s file for me. It listed Granny's parents as
John Mitchell Adkins and Arvline Whitt.

Right away [ knew Granny was kin to me two
ways and maybe a third. | pulled out some of my
family history sheets and discovered our most direct
link was through the Adkins family. My great-great-
grandmother and her father were brother and sister.

I asked the attendant to give my number to
Granny's family. Her great-granddaughter called me
back and arranged a visit for me and another cousin
who lived in Florida,

I took my 5-year-old son along with us to Granny's
room that day.

Upon meeting him, Granny’s eyes lit up.

“I'm going to keep you,” Granny told him,

Here was a 108-year-old woman who could still
feed herself and go to the bathroom on a walker
without belp. She couldn't hear too well when we
asked her questions, but I've seen more age spots on
people in their 60s than I saw on Granny’s frail arms
that day.

And 1 haven't met a lot of folks with a sharper
sense of humor,

At one point Granny asked her great-granddaughter
about her birthdate all those years ago. The great-
granddaughter told Granny she was bom in 1886.

“How old does that make me?" Granny asked.

“108," her great-granddaughter replied. “How old
do you feel™

*105,” Granny said in a snap.

Granny was born in Elliott County but lived most
of her adult life at Redwine in Morgan County. She
had lived at the New Port Richey, Florida, nursing
home since 1990 where ber granddaughter, Loyce
Cottle, and great-granddaughter could help look out
for her.

“Kentucky is my home," she told us.

As my son sat on Granny's bed and watched
“Dennis the Menace™? cartoons, it was hard for me to
fathom just everything this woman had seen and heard
during her lifetime.

We brought our camera that day and made several
pictures with Granny. No doubt we'll all smile in
years ahead.

That's because Granny was sticking her tongue out
at us.

Computers make classics
come alive for UK students

When University of Kentucky
classics professor James Chapman
teaches about Athena, the Greek god-
dess of wisdom, he clicks on a state-
of-the-art computer program to make
the ancient deity really come alive
for students.

Forexample, when he namesclas-
sic literature that refers 10 Athena,
he—click—shows the original Greek
text, with English translations, on an
overhead projector.

In discussions about sites, he—
click—displays images of the
Parthenon, Athena's temple, and—
click—the Acropolis, the famous hill
on which it sits.

The software program Chapman
uses, Perseus, is a slim CD contain-
ing the equivalent of 15 books, a
Greek-English dictionary, three in-
teractive maps with information and
images on 800 sites, and more than
5,000 images of coins, buildings,
vases, sculptures, and artifacts.

Perseus “'gives students something
more tangible to deal with in class,”
said Chapman, who is assistant chan-
cellor of the Lexington Campus. “It
allows them to see what we are talk-
ing about.”

Chapman is coordinating a series
of faculty workshops that will sys-
tematically show his colleagues
across campus how interactive soft-
ware programs and other computer-
ized resources can enrich their teach-
ing and scholarship.

“Theemphasis of these workshops
is support for KERA (Kentucky Edu-
cation Reform Act),” said Chapman.
“As KERA takes hold as it should,
we will be seeing more students who
are computer-literate, independent
learners, and used to working in
groups, We have to be ready for
them.”

Chapman gotthe idea for the work-
shops when Judy Sebesta, a classics
professor from the University of
South Dakota, asked him about com-
ing to UK to leam how to use Per-
seus. Chapman and Britt Davis of
UK Media Design and Production
planned and staged a casual three-

day workshop for Sebesta and nine
interested members of the classics
and honors faculties,

In addition to using software in
the classroom, Chapman, Davis, and
members of UK's FACTS Center
(Faculty Academic and Computing
Technology Services Center) cov-
ered how o connect with scholars
and information databases worldwide
through E-mail, Internet, MOSAIC,
and other electronic means. Partici-
pants shared information on presen-
tation software and graphics, multi-
media, collaborative papers, the boon
in educational software, and other
computer-age lopics.

“The faculty who attended ‘were
excited by the information and be-
came much more comfortable with
using it over the three days,” said
Chapman. “They said they definitely
planned 1o use intéractive programs
in class, and to continue connecting
with data bases.”

Similar workshops will be offered
this fall for agriculture and arts and
sciences faculty, said Chapman, who
hopes to make computer workshops
available to faculty in every disci-
pline over the next several years.

Chapman, who will continue 1o
use Perseus this year in his regular
class and in one he teaches on
Telecable's Channel 16 in Lexing-
ton, had an article about his class-
room use of Perseus published in
“The Classical Outlook™ last fall, He
also made a presentation on the sub-
ject at the annual meeting of the
American Classical League in Colo-
rado in June 1993,

Chapman said compulers may
never completely replace extbooks,
but he believes computer technology
isrevolutionizing education, and that
universities need to be at the fore-
front of the change.

“With the continuing expansion
of knowledge, scholarship in the fu-
ture will mean leaming to access and
relate information in databases in-
stead of memorizing it from text-
books,” he said. “Universities must
get scaled up for this.”

Babies know and remember more
than we think, U.K. studies reveal

What do infants make of the pa-
rade of colors, shapes and designs
that fill their world? Do they recog-
nize one shape from another? Can
they perceive colors? Do they re-
member?

Babies as young as three months
leamn, perceive and remember details
of objects at a level of sophistication
remarkably higher than was once
thought possible, according to a re-
centstudy by University of Kentucky
psychologist Ramesh S. Bhatt,

“We used to believe that babies*
memories were non-specific and
lasted only a few seconds and that
they leam all they know through ex-
perience,” said Bhatt, director of the
UK Memory Development Project.
“We are finding now that babies are
not blank slates—they are born with
innate knowledge and skills and with
highly developed capacities for
memory and perception.”

The studies involved 45 three-
month-old infants who were visited
in their homes three times by a re-
searcher, On two consecutive days,
the researcher placed an intricate
mobile of shapes, letters and num-
bers over the baby's crib, tied the
baby’s ankle to it with a ribbon, and
observed as the baby learned tomove
the mobile by kicking,

The researcher returned a week
later and put the same mobile over
the crib, this time with the baby's foot
unattached, The baby responded with
gleeful kicks, showing she recog-
nized the mobile and remembered
how to make it dance.

If there was a slight change in the
mobile—such as a red “A” being
replaced with a green “A"—the baby
would reduce her kicking and study
the new element.

If a completely different mobile
was introduced, the baby “told” Bhatt
she didn’ trecognize it by not kicking
atall.

“Parents were amazed and pro-
foundly moved by how much their
babies knew,” said Bhatt. “They said
they would try to play more with their
babies and to make sure the babies
had stimulating toys."

Bhatt's findings were reported
earlier this year in Developmental
Psychology.

In other similar studies, Bhatt
found six-month-old infants had
longer, more flexible memories.

In addition toreinforcing whatwe
already know about the importance
of an enriched environment for ba-
bies, Bhatt hopes his work will con-
tribute to further understanding of
visual development, learning, and
other aspects of human intelligence
and perception.

Bhatt, who came to UK this fall,
has worked on early cognitive devel-
opment studies involving hundreds
of babies for the last four years. He
previously worked at Rutgers, the
State University of New Jersey, where
he was associate director of the
Rugers’ Early Learning Project,
which was funded by the National

USDA announces 1995 farm program
signup dates and crop insurance requirements

Acting secretary Richard
Rominger announced recently that
the signup period for producers wish-
ing to participate in the 1995 com-
modity production adjustment and
price support programs will be Janu-
ary 30 through April 28, at county
offices of the U.S. Department of
Agriculture's Consolidated Farm
Service Agency.

Purchase of crop insurance is re-
quired for 1995 program participa-
tion, but final application for insur-
ance is March 15,

Producers must purchase at least
the catastrophic level of crop insur-
ance coverage (o qualify for farm
benefits on a crop if insurance is
offered for that crop in the producer's
county.

Also producers need to be aware
that, in nearly all instances, deadline
dates for purchasing crop insurance
occur before the end of commodity
program signup .

An estimated 251 million acres of
farmland are eligible for crop insur-
ance in the United States. In 1993, 84
million acres or 33 percent of acres
eligible for crop insurance were in-
sured. In 1994, 100 million acres or
40 percent of eligible acres were in-
sured. Because of the crop insurance
reform act, the projection for 1995
doubles the number of acres insured
to 20 million acres or 80 percent of

acres eligible for crop insurance,

While catastrophic insurance can
be obtained from county CFSA of-
fices, Rominger urged producers to
carefully examine the benefits of ad-
ditional coverage offered through
local crop insurance agents.

“Enactment of the crop insurance
reform act last year effectively trans-
ferred risk management from the old
Ad Hoc Crop Disaster programs (o
producers themselves,” Rominger
said. “It is therefore, very important
that producers fully inform them-
selves of their options for risk man-
agement coverage and the linkage of
crop insurance o eligibility for pro-
gram benefits.

Rominger also announced pro-
jected deficiency payment rates for
1995 program crops. “Producers must
have this information to be able to
more accurately project their esti-
mated cash flow for 1995, he said.
The rate for comn is 40 cents per
bushel.

Rominger said the percentage of
advance deficiency payment will be
announced at a later date.

Raising shrimp in Kentucky?
Maybe you should think twice

Farmers contemplating raising
freshwater shrimp commercially in
Kentucky may want to think twice.

“It's not impossible, but several
obstacles must be overcome before
raising shrimp can be profitable in
Kentucky,” said Bill Wurts, exten-
sionaquaculture specialist with Ken-
tucky State University.

Wurtz said that several farmers
have called him recently requesting
information about the feasibility of
raising freshwater shrimp in Ken-
tucky.

Wurtz said that freshwater shrimp
are tropical animals, requiring water
temperatures of above 55 degrees F
for survival.

“Producers must be able to har-
vest their crop before fall tempera-
tures dip. If asudden cold frontcauses
temperatures o drop rapidly over-
night, the entire crop may be lost,” he
said,

Another obstacle, he said, is a
reliable source of baby shrimp.

“The shrimp won’t reproduce in
Kentucky's waters, but baby shrimp

will mature into harvestable size dur-
ing the summer. A reliable source of
baby shrimp is imperative. Cost for
stocking an acre of pond may run as
high as $900 to $1,500,” he said.

Little is known about markets,
processing or storage of freshwater
shrimp, he said. The fresh product
has been reported to have poor shelf-
life on ice or frozen. Cooked fresh-
water shrimp, however, may have a
reasonable shelf life.

*My advice to anyone wanting to
pursue commercial production of
freshwater shrimp is Lo leamn as much
about the process as possible, ascer-
tain marketing potential for the har-
vest and start small,” Wurts said.

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Cold February days best
time to renovate pastures

Triviaquestion: What doesa cattle
farmer do on a cold, February day
besides feed his cattle or fix fences?

Try this for an answer. Renovate
those fescue pastures for the next
grazing season.

“Pasture renovation season runs
from mid-February through March,”
said Garry Lacefield, extension for-
ages specialist with the University of
Kentucky College of Agriculture.
“And I think the earlier, the better.”

Why are the colder days better?

Basically, in Kentucky, pasture
renovation means adding legumes
such as red clover to fescue fields,
Lacefield said. If the legumes are
planted early before the first warm
spell causes the latent fescue to burst
out in new growth the young clover
seeds will have less competition from
the more established plants.

Adding legumes such as red clo-
ver to fescue pastures is the most
important single thing a farmer can
do to improve his pastures, his cattle
herd and his farm profits, he said. He
makes his point by citing simple sta-
tistics. Kentucky has 25 million acres
of land. Of those, 14 million are in
agriculture. Half of those, 7 million,
are in forage production and 5 and
one-half million of those acres are in
tall fescue, primarily Kentucky 31.

“Ninety percent of Kentucky's
fescue has the endophyte which
causes lower animal performance in
beef production,” he said, “Also, fes-
cue has a summer slump that means
the fescue grows well in the spring
and the fall, but drops off in the hot,
mid-summer days. Legumes such as
red clover have deeper tap roots and
grow better than fescue in the deep
summer."”

Red clover offers these advan-
tages when added to fescue:

*Increased yield. Pastures withred
clover will get as much yield as if the
farmer had added 180 pounds of ni-
trogen.

«Improved quality. Animals will
improve because their feed will be
higher in quality, nutrition, and di-
gestibility. Growing calves will grow
an additional one-half pound per day

on the improved pasture. Conception

rates for cows are improved as much
as 20 percent when those cows are
fed grass/clover mixtures rather than
just grass alone.

*Reduced production costs. Use
of legumes (akes advantage of their
inherent characteristic to “fix" nitro-
gen by taking it from the air to con-
vert nitrogen into a chemical form
which can be used by the plant to
make proteins and nitrogen-contain-
ing compounds. As the nodules fall
from roots to the soil, nitrogen is
added to the soil. Use of a legume
such as red clover legume may save
as much as $50 per acre in nitrogen
replacement costs.

*Fescue/red clover mixes avoid
the summer slump problem for graz-
ing cattle.

Farmers should consider renovat-
ing their pastures now, said Lacefield.
They should get a soil test and apply
needed lime, phosphorus and potas-
sium, but they should not add any
nitrogen.

“Adding nitrogen now would
simulate the fescue to start early
growth and compete with the newly
seeded clover,” he said. “We don't
want that,”

Instead, farmers should reduce the
existing vegetation by heavy grazing
or close cutting to get the vegetation
as short as possible. They should use
certified seed of adapted varieties
that are pre-inoculated, or be pre-
pared to inoculate their own seed if
they have not been pre-inoculated,
They should seed on time and in the
correct amount,

“As the grass growth starts, the

farmer should control the competi-
tion,” Lacefield said. “That’s the num-
ber one problem. As soon as the
weather warms up, fescue starts to
grow very fast and can crowd out the
newly planted clover. We recommend
farmers graze short until the clover
gets up to three (o four inches tall, or
when the cattle begin (o bite the clo-
ver."
At that point, the cattle should be
moved into another field for fouor to
six weeks to allow the clover to fully
establish. Then they can be brought
back for regular grazing.

A twenty (o
thirty minute walking program three
times a week and a calisthenics pro-
gram will provide the fitness level 1o
perform most jobs in a safe manner.

Stress management, nutrition, and
maintaining ideal body weight will
also decrease your risk forback pain.
Taking personal responsibility for the
health of your back is the key lo
reduce your risk for back pain. It is
your back for life, so take care of it.

TIP OF THE WEEK: Abdominal
crunches will help strengthen the back
and reduce risk for lower back pain.

What do weathered cardboard
boxes; damp, dingy underpasses;

in common?

Flesh and blood inhabitants of the
best kind, Homo Sapiens. Human
beings. Real people—people justlike
you and me.

When we consider biological simi-
larities, there really isn’t much dif-
ference between those who live on
Capito! Hill, in Washington, D.C.,
and those who live amid the moun-
tains and hollows of Appalachian
Kentucky. There's really not much
difference between the Governor's
family at Frankfort and miner fami-
lies throughout our coal country. And,
there's really not much difference
between the inhabitants of your house
and the two-legged creature who
makes himself at home at my house.
We are all fiesh and blood human
beings—veal people—people, who
when the bare facts are considered,
are really not much different from the
thousands of people in America who
have no place to call home, Even our
basic needs for survival are similar.

Senior citizen, what man, woman,
or child do you know whose basic
needs are any different from yours
and mine? Does not every human
being need air, water, food, light,
sleep, exercise, shelter from extremes,
and social interaction with others to
survive? Sure we do. The President
of the United States; the Govemor of
Kentucky; your family, friends and
neighbors, and mine need them. These
are essential elements fundamental
to everyone's existence—the rich as
well as the poor. The young as well as
the old. After all we are none differ-
ent.

Since we are so much alike, with
the same needs to survivc, why are
our homeless so neglected? Why are
the needs of people sleeping on
benches in parks just outside our
nation’s capitol ignored? Why are
people sleeping in cardboard shan-
ties and alley dumpsters in cities like
Frankfort ignored? Why do we have
people right here in Eastern Ken-
tucky sleeping in cars? Why was a
man, only last year, sleeping in an
Eastern Kentucky courthouse, until
which time the press got wind of it.

Pikeville Food

Career tips

A job titleis not a job objective .

JISTSYNDICATION SERVICE

Many people confuse a job objec-
tive with a job title. They are not the
same thingatall. “Accountant,” “sec-
retary,"” and “computer programmer”
are all job titdes. A job objective is
more complex and specific to you
and your needs.

Here is an example of a job objec-
tive: “A position requiring skills in
organizing, communicating, and deal-
ing with people. Prefer a small- to
mid-size organization engaged in cre-
ative activities. Background in office
management, skilled in word pro-
cessing, spreadsheets, and other com-
puter programs,”

This is the sort of abjective a per-
son who has worked as a secretary
might write. It mentions skills and

preferences without limiting the
choices. This approach leaves open a
variety of options that might not be
called “secretary” and provides more
information on what the person wants
and is good at doing. This sample job
objective would clearly suggest a
person who can perform many jobs
other than those with a job title of
“secretary,” including office man-
ager, sales associate, customer ser-
vice representative, business man-
ager, and many others.

Most people don't take the time to
clarify what they have to offer and
want to do. Their resumes often show
this lack of clarity. They listajob title
without providing information on
what they want to do. This lack of
clarity is often present in their job
search as they seek a title rather than
the type of work, employer, and envi-

ronment they prefer, As aresult, they
often end up being a “secretary” (or
whatever)instead of doing something

Homeowners are sold on me

they really want to do. They lose
opportunities, as employers don't
consider them for jobs with different
titles and responsibilities. They con-
tinue to hold the same types of jobs as
before, whether or not that is what
they really want.

Whether it is writing a resume or
considering job options, don’t limit
yourself by looking for a job title,
Instead, be clear about what you want
and have to offer; then seek an em-
ployer who will allow you to do thase
things. Let the employer figure out
where you best fit.
