City, sheriff team up to cut
costs of dispatching police

_In an effort to cut expenses and to

provide immediate access o a police
information network, the Floyd
County Sheriff’s Department dis-
palchers are moving lo Prestonsburg
City Hall.

On'Wednesday afternoon, Sheriff
Paul Hunt Thompson and Doug
Wells, dispatching supervisor for
Prestonsburg, met with city police
officers from within the county to
discuss the transition.

Wells and Thompson explained
that the dispatching system would
notchange, except for the location of
the evening services.

As a result of the move, sheriff’s
dispatchers will have immediate ac-
cess to the statewide LINK, which is
alaw enforcement computer network
from which officers can obtain vari-
ous information. In the past, sheriff’s
dispatchers would have to call the
city police department in order to
obtain information needed by offic-
ers, such as car license plate registra-
tionand criminal background checks:

During the day, dispatching will
still be provided by the office staff in
the sheriff’s department.

Some of the ac-
tivities included leamning how to do
chemical experiments by using house-
hold chemicals; incorporating the
study of entomology (insects) into
the classroom; and discovering how
plants and animals are dependent on
each other.

In one demonstration, teachers
formed a circle. Each educator dis-
played aname tag representing either
an animal, a plant, or an element of
theenvironment. Teachers had to toss
a skein of yam to the element that
they were dependent on, such as a
sunflower depended on soil 1o sur-

The Prestonsburg administration/
personnel committee met Thursday
and recommended that the city hire a
full-time attorney.

The recommendation came after
figures for a full-time attorney were
compared with the cost of a parale-
gal.

Mayor Jerry Fannin said the aver-
age annual cost of a part-time attor-
ney for the last five years was $30,579.

Ifa paralegal was hired at $16.000
with benefits, the actual cost would
be $21,000. Inaddition the city would
still have a part-time attorney on re-
tainer for $50 an hour or $1,200 per
month,

The five-member advisory com-
mission helps the Justice Cabinet set
up criteria for coroners, assists with
training programs, and works with
the legislature toimplement orchange
laws governing the medical
examiner’s offices.

When Nelson served on the com-
mission from 1985-1990, he helped

negotiate a change in law that im-
pacted coroner’s deputies. Due to the
legislative changesin the law, deputy
coroners could be paid a salary and
reimbursements for their expenses.
Deputy coroners are paid a mini-
mum of $200 per month, plus ex-
penses, Nelson said. Floyd County
deputy coroners are Glenn Frazier
and Bluford “Buddy” Smith.
Nelson has been Floyd County
Coroner for 13 years, His term on the
commission willexpire June 30, 1998.

The first shot in whatislikely tobe
a long and contentious battle over
welfare reform was fired this week in
Washington.

In a split along party lines, the
House Ways and Means human re-
sources subcommittee voted Wednes-
day to approve a bill that would,
among other things, restrict welfare
payments to unwed mothers who are
under 18 years of age.

The reform measure would tum
welfare funds over to the states, which
would have wide discretion to design
their own assistance plans for poor
people.

The bill now goes to the full Ways
and Means Committee, where addi-
tional debate is assured.

Reports recounting fatal accident
investigations in mining can now be
accessed via Labor News, the U.S.
Department of Labor's electronic
bulletin board.

These detailed narratives issued
by the Mine Safety and Health Ad-
ministration (MSHA) include back-
ground information, events preced-
ing the accident, recovery operations,
the actual investigation, contributing
violations and a sketch of the acci-
dent scene.

“There are important lessons to be
leamned from each and every accident
investigation,” said Assistant Secre-
tary for Mine Safety and Health J.
Davitt McAteer. “The wider the au-
dience for these reports, the greater
the potential for accident reduction.”

“These reports can serve as a use-
ful training tool for mine operators,
independent contractors and miners'
representatives,” McAteer added.

Currently there are 28 fatal acci-
dent investigation reports available
on Labor News. Subsequent reports
will be placed on the system as they
are released by MSHA, and they will
remain there for at least six months,

They're always searching for hapds-
on lessons."

Stamper received positive re-
sponses from the (eachers and de-

cided to expand the program this year,
The training program fulfills some of
the requirements of KERA, he said,
explaining that it was assessment
based and multi-sensory.,

Status of education reform
initiatives focus of conference

Kentucky is leading the way na-
tionally in education reform, Rexford
Brown, senior fellow at the Educa-
tion Commissioner of the States, told
participants in a conference in Lex-
ington recently sponsored by the
University of Kentucky/University
of Lounisville Joint Center for the
Study of Educational Policy.

In his keynote address, Brown
lauded Kentucky's reform efforts.
“Reform is progressing around the
country at the school and the state
policy level, but no one has put it all
together the way Kentucky has,” he
said.

One reason Kentucky's reform
efforts are unique is the state is foot-
ing the bill for the reforms, but sev-
eral other states attempting educa-
tion reform rely on corporations or
foundations.

Kentucky also is leading the way
in assessment through experimenta-
tion. “You are therisk-takers,” Brown
said.

Brown warned that education re-
form must stay in the spotlight to
continue the efforts. “Without public
dialogue, a constant churning of pub-
licdiscourse about education, reform
gets into trouble. A lot of people are
already tuning it out.”

Four years after Kentucky leapt
into education reform with the imple-
mentation of the Kentucky Educa-
tion Reform Act, about 300 people,
including policymakers, legislators,
school administrators, researchers
and education activists, gathered at
the conference to examine how edu-
cation reform is faring on six fronts:
assessment and accountability, pro-
fessional development, school-based
decision making, teacher education,
finance and the primary program,

The conference aimed to synthe-
size the research on education reform
and look toward the future of reform,

Highlights of some of the panel
discussions, which featured legisla-
tors, Kentucky Department of Edu-
cation representatives, school admin-
istrators, and researchers, include:

Primary Programs:
Teachers’ attitudes are divided

Results of research on the success
of the primary programs show the

implementation of multi-age group-
ing continues to be the most contro-
versial aspect. Many teachers report
that has been the most difficult to
implement and question whetheritis
educationally sound, but others re-
port it to be beneficial.

“The most troublesome news is
that teachers” attitudes toward pri-
mary programs are divided and be-
coming increasingly negative,”
Bridge said. “One-half said the pri-
mary program is not working well.”
But she said reforms must remain
focused on the big picture.

Teacher Education: Teacher
certification needs streamling

The teacher certification process
is too complex and cumbersome and
needs to be streamlined, said Rep.
Emesto Scorsone, D-Lexington, chair
of a state subcommittee on education
policy.

He said alternative certification
programs need to be further devel-
oped to bring teachers into class+
rooms who may not have followed
the usual teacher education curricu-
lum in college, but are otherwise
qualified to teach children.

Gayle Ecton, superintendent of
Henderson County schools, said al-
ternative certification programs will
help bring more minority teachers
into the classroom, which is difficult
in rural areas.

Assessment and Accountability:
Reforms encouraging team effort

The KERA assessment system,
despite some flaws that need to be
addressed, is having a positive over-
all impact on Kentucky education,
panelists agreed.

The school reward system is en-
couraging school administrators, par-
ents and teachers to work as a team,
said Rep. Anne Meagher Northup, R-
Louisville.

The faimess of linking monetary
rewards to improvement rales among
schools, with no regard for demo-
graphics, was questioned by Robert
Rodosky, executive director for re-
search and demographics with
Jefferson County schools.

With few national models, judg-
ing Kentucky's assessment system
will be a “big question™ in the future,
said Joseph Petrosko, co-director of
the UK/U of L Center.

History of coal mining in the Big Sandy |

part of our heritage, Dotson claims

Phyllis Dotson told members of
the Big Sandy Area Labor Manage-
ment Committee at their regular meet-
ing on January 17 atthe area develop-
ment district office that she finds
herself in the past as she travels the
area, gathering oral history taped con-
versations with elderly former min-
ers and their families. She said the
intertwining of generations is evi-
dentin the information so freely given
by these strong testimonies of a dis-
tant way of life, which may be for-
eign to most people—especially
today’s youth.

Quoting Russell Harmon, a past
officer in Princess Elkhom Coal Com-
pany at David in Floyd County,
Dotson said there was a sense of
family in the coal mining community
that fostered good will between labor
and managementon the job, Although
work conditions were hard, everyone
cooperated to the extent thal prosper-
ous times were enjoyed by all. A
movie theatre, company store, club-
house, and swimming pool were
available to both supervisors and
workers’ families. According to
Dotson, Princess Elkhom established
a train route from Prestonsburg to
David to transport the miners, A taped
interview of Mr. Harmon's wife,
Geneva, revealed an active social life
in the community at that time.

Dotson also presented taped con-
versations of Emest Prater and Rufus
Stephens, long-ago residents and
workers in David. The group heard of
a time when a fourteen-year-old boy
could go into the mines and work like
a man. Fathers led their sons into a
job that promised high wages and a
better way of life for their families.
Young men eagerly sought employ-
ment in the mines all over the Big
Sandy Area. Dotson urged the Big
Sandy Area Labor Management com-
mittee to preserve the vital coal min-
ing history of the area, to establish a
coal museumn, publish transcripts of

The 1994-95 high school basket-
ball season has just nine days to run
and then the kickoff to March Mad-
ness will begin.

In Floyd County, that means the
start of the 63rd 58th District Tourna-
ment, a classic that began back in
1932.

This year's classic will get an ear-
lier start. And there will be no all-
conference or all-district teams se-
lected this year, according to a com-
mittee that split on the matter.

The tournament has traditionally
began on a Wednesday night and run
through its conclusion on Saturday
night.

But this year a new twist has been

No all-conference, all-district teams will be named

added. Tournament manager Al Os-
bome (South Floyd school principal)
recommended to the committee that
the event begin on a Monday night
(Feb. 27) and cenclude on Friday
night (March 3).

Osbome cited parking problems
at South Floyd High School, the tour-
nament site, as reasons for starting
earlier than normal.

The tournament will begin with
the first round on Monday, February
27, with a boy/girl doubleheader. On
Tuesday, February 28, the first round
will be completed in a boy/girl double-
header (semifinals).

The girls will then play their cham-
pionship game on Thursday, March

2, while the boys will conclude their
championship on Friday, March 3.

Allen Central Athletic Director
David Bowling opposed the move,
but the committee gave its approval
to the format.

Discussion was held on the sub-
ject of naming an All-Conference
team and All-District squad with the
vote resulting in a 2-2 tie. Mr. Os-
borne, chairman of the meeting, cast
the tie-breaking vote in favor of not
having either an all-conference or
all-district team, breaking tradition
that has long been part of Floyd
County basketball.

Athletic Directors from Allen
Central and Betsy Layne (Bowling

and Junior Newsome) voted in favor

of continuing the tradition, while
South Floyd and Prestonsburg (Jim
Rose and Gordon Parido) voted
against it. Osborne then broke the tie.

“Idon’t want to have to name who
on my team will be on the teams,”
explained Betsy Layne coach Keith
Henry. “I don’t think we should have
one.”

“I never have liked individual
awards,” stated Parido. *1 think if we
take away (he individual awards for
the kids, then we shouldn’t have one
for the Coach of the Year."”

“1 just don’t like it,” said Coach
Rose. “T don’t wanl to take the heat
over who doesn’'t make it.”

Last year, an all-district team was
named and recognized after the cham-
pionship games of the tournament.

Hard work pays off for Combs
as he inks with MSU Eagles

"Good things will always come to those who
work hard and are dedicated to the task before
them."

How many times have young men involved in
athletics heard that saying?

But for Betsy Layne's defensive/offensive line-
man Brandon "Bubba" Combs, that saying is what
has been driving force behind his four years of
football at Betsy Layne High School.

All the hard work since grade school was re-
warded last week when Combs signed a letter-of-
intent to play football at Morehead State University
this coming fall.

For Combs, the decision came only after he
weighed all his options.

"I was approached by VMI and invited to walk-



on at Eastern Kentucky University as
wellas UK, " said Combs. "There were
several small colleges, but my brother
(Bryan) went to a small college and
was done wrong, 8o I didn't consider
them.

"Morehead— I was going to turn
them down, butsomething told me not
to. I talked to Mrs. (Vicki) Ratliff, our
guidance counselor, mom and dad,
and weighed my options."

"I think it is great that Bubba de-
cided on Morehead," said Mrs. Ratliff.
"He thought about his decision and
weighed all his options as well as the
academics of it. I think he made a good
choice.”

Ratliff said that she and Combs had
a long discussion and that he "had
some good guestions.”

"He really had all the answers to his
own questions," she said, "but he
needed a little bit of support. He made
a good choice." -

Combs, a three-year starter for the
Bobcats, played both sides of the line
the three years he played. During his
senior season, he had 54 tackles, four
behind the line, three deflections and
received a 90 percent grade as an
offensive lineman.

Combs was named to the All-Moun-
tain WYMT team during the 1993 and
‘94 season. He was on the Big Dipper
All-Mountain team in '94,

Combs was named to the Big Sandy
All-Media team in 1993 and was a
Courier Journal All-State (honorable
mention) in 1994,

He has been named to play in the
Kentucky/Tennessee All-Star gamein
June.

"I had no idea that I would have a
chance to make it," he said upon learn-
ing that he was a member of the Ken-
tucky All-Star team. "I thought it was
a big thing just to be nominated for the
team.

"I thought that someday I could tell
my grandchildren of the time I was
nominated for the Kentucky/Tennes-
see game. But now, to be playing in it

is great."

"This is a great thing for our school,
Bubba signing with Morehead State,"
said Coach John Derossett. "It's not
only big for him, but for our program
as well.

"But it's a bigger thing to have a
player picked to play in the Kentucky/
Tennessee All-Star
game.

"It got down to the
64 kids and I was hop-
ing he would make it,
but I was not getting
my hopes up.”

Then a letter ap-
pearedin the mail and it
caused some distur-
bance in Derossett's
classroom.

Coach John Derossett

Combs plans to major in education
and hopes to coach someday. He says
that he owes Coach Derossett a lot.

"I wouldn't have been able to do
anything if it hadn't been for Coach
Derossett,” said Combs. "He was there
whipping me in shape, even though I
did possess the ability. Still, he was
there to help.

"I always wanted to
do the things that I
dreamed of, but he was
always there when I
needed pushing.”

Bubba's father, Walter
Combs, says that he will
be on the road this fall
following the Eagles.

"I'm very excited

about Bubba going to

"I got the letter and
read it two or three times. After I read
itand saw he was playing on the team,
that he had been selected to play, I
jumped out of seat and screamed. The
kids in my classroom were wonder-
ing what was going on.

"It was that big of a deal to me,"
said the Betsy Layne coach. "Just to
know that he was going to play in that
game."

Coach Derossett said that Combs
had been a hard worker over the last
three seasons and that hard work had
begun to reap some rewards.

"Coaches would call me about him
and I would tell them that he doesn't
miss practice,” said Derossett.

" In fact, I don't know if he has ever
missed a practice in the three years
that I have coached him. He never
missed a snow day when we worked
out in the weight room.

"Somewhere along time ago Bubba
decided this is what he wanted and he
gave himself that chance to do it.

"I told the football team that there
was no promise that as a senior that
Bubba would get ascholarship. Butin
the seventh and eighth grade, he gave
himself that chance and now he is
reaping the benefits."

Morehead State,” he
said. "I think it's a great opportunity
for him. He just needs to take it that
way and go with it. We're terribly
excited about all of this."

What about attending the games?

"Absolutely. We will be going with
him a lot on the road every game we
can. I'll be there to watch him."

Combs' brother, Bryan, who
quarterbacked the Betsy Layne team,
signed with Sue Bennett, and is now at
Morehead and is a possible walk-on
for the Eagles.

"He has taken a lot of time in mak-
ing this decision,” she said. "He was
thinking all these things through con-
cerning the different schools he could
have attended.

"] feel he made the wisest choice.
He went through several nights of
thinking and went through a lot of
thought with each college.

"We weighed the pros and cons of
each. He felt Morehead State Univer-
sity would be the best choice because
he felt it would be more in God's will.

"He felt if God was behind him, he
would provide all the strength, confi-
dence and skills that make up Bubba.
He also feels that God will take him
further than just Morehead State Uni-
versity."

Betsy Layne Athletic Director Jun-
ior Newsome feels that Combs sign-
ing with MSU will be a boost the the
school's football program.

"This is a big honor for not only
Brandon, but a shot in the arm for our
own football program," he said. "It is
a testimony to the fine job that Coach
Derossett has done and is going to do
here.

"On down the line, this has to help
our program. Kids coming in will see
what they can accomplish as a result
of what Brandon has done. It will
create more interest in our program
and get more kids involved."

Newsome said that he looked for
good things for the program and better
things in the future.

"Coach Derossett has done a tre-
mendous job here at this point and he
will continue to improve the program.
I believe you'll see more signings like
this again."

Newsome said that this is "proof
positive” that you don't have to come
from a winning program to getaschol-
arship.

"It just shows what hard work will
do," he said.

"Bubba has certainly puthis timein
and Coach Derossett did a lot of indi-
vidual work with him. The rest of the
coaching staff is to be commended for
their hard work."

Coach Derossett and Combs con-
tinue to work out each day Combs
looks toward the June 25 date for the
All-Star game.

For Combs, hard work and dedica-
tion to a dream that he has had since
his days of starting to play football has
become a reality.

Asaresultof America’snew crime
bill, regional police forces will be
putting extra pairs of feeton the street.

According to the Department of
Justice, 117 new police officers will
be hired statewide under the COPS
FAST program — an expedited grant
program which was funded under
lastyear’s Crime bill. The program is
targeted to communities with popu-
lations under 50,000 citizens.

With the grants, the regional po-
lice forces will be able to hire one
additional police officer.

Under the COPS FAST program,
hiring grants provide a maximum
federal contribution of 75 percent of
the salary and benefits of each officer
overthree years, uptoacapof $75,000
per officer.

The dollar amount for each grant
is estimated because the Justice De-
partment has not yet conducted a
thorough financial review of each
application.

Appalachian Task Force gets grant

The Kentucky Appalachian Task
force, a group that reported to the
governor last month on ways to
brighten Eastern Kentucky’s future,
will continue its work with $300,000
and a different name.

Ron Eller, who was chairman of
the Kentucky Appalachian Task
Force, is organizing the new Appala-
chian Program Advisory Council.

Eller said he envisioned the coun-
cil as being similar to The Prichard
Committee for Academic Excellence,
a grass-roots group that pushes for
education reform.

Creation of the council was one of
80 recommendations in “Communi-
ties of Hope: Preparing for the Future
in Appalachian Kentucky,” a report
the task force presented to Gov.
Brereton Jones.
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Subjects ranging from education
to natural resources to housing are
some of the other recommendations
the council will tackle.

“A lot of the recommendations
don’trequire state action, just getting
groups together,” Eller said Wednes-
day.

Some of the council might work
with groups trying to convert aban-
doned railroad beds into trails, he
said. Others might be working onday
care, or on improving telecommuni-
cations in the region.

In a letter Tuesday to Eller, Jones
said he would ask for part of the
money from the Appalachian Re-
gional Commission’s federal co-
chairman’s fund. The rest will come
from commission money allocated to
Kentucky.

Jones asked Eller to establish a
Kentucky Appalachian Development
Institute. Eller said the institute would
be anetwork of agencies such as area
development districts, community
colleges and the Berea-based Moun-
tain Association for Community Eco-
nomic Development.

The task force also asked Jones to
fight to continue federal funding for
ARC, which some Republican mem-
bers of congress have suggested elimi-
nating,

Jones said in his letter that he will
testify before the House Subcommit-
tee on appropriations on February
28, urging the committee to endorse
President Clinton’s budget request
for the ARC.

U.S. Rep. Harold “Hal” Rogers
continved his efforts Tuesday to give
local communities the right to decide
whether or not they will accept trash
from other states, by sponsoring leg-
islation to stop interstate dumping
without local permission.

The legislation will force trash
and landfill operators fromother states
to get approval from local communi-
ties before building waste facilitiesin
those communities,

It also gives local communities
the opportunity fo deny a permit for
new waste disposal facilities if there
is not a local orreglonalnwdfor the
facility.

“We in southem and eastern Ken-
tucky should not be forced to accept
New York’s orany other states’ trash
if we don't want it,” Rogers said.
“Our bill is a step in the right direc-
tion. It will give our local communi-
ties the choice, not federal burean-
crats.”

The House passed the bill over-
whelmingly last year, but the session
ended before the Senate and Presi-

dent Clinton could approve the legis-
lation.

The classmates of Scott Pennington, accused of kill-
ing an East Carter High School teacher and janitor,
testified in Johnson Circuit Court this week.

Students said Pennington held them for a while in a
room at the school after shooting teacher Deanna McDavid,
48, and janitor Marvin Hicks, 51. Pennington then al-
lowed the students to leave in groups, starting with the
ones who had been friendly to him.

Prosecutor Barbara Whaley said in her opening state-
ments last Thursday that Pennington, who was 17 at the
time, committed “cold-blooded, intentional murders,”
and that Pennington had shot his teacher because she had
given him a “C" on his report card.

Wrecker service owner tells council
changes in policy may be illegal

A policy regarding wrecker service approved Tuesday
night by the Paintsville City Council contains a provision
that may beillegal, according to a wrecker service owner,
who did not identify himself at the meeting,

The provision requires wrecker services that want to
be on the city’s rotation list to remove vehicles from
accident scenes within city limits to charge a minimum
$35 towing fee.

The wrecker service owner told the council that under
the federal Sherman Anti-trust Act, the provision could
be found illegal.

Paintsville Mayor Robin Cooper said the purpose of
tae policy is not to set prices nor to regulate local wrecker
services.

Police Chief Ton Haney said the city has the right to
establish policies for towing services called by city offic-
ers.
Other provisions of the new guidelines require wrecker
services to complete an application and pay a $300 permit
fee annually; to provide the city proof of liability insur-
ance limits of not less than $350,000; and to respond toa
call for service within 15 minutes of notification. —

Localnurse captures nature through photography -

Sheree Colley spends five days a
week traveling throughout Floyd
County as a home health nurse for
McDowell ARH Home Health
Agency. But on the weekends, the
amateur photographer is usually ex-
ploring the scenic backwoods of East-
em Kentucky, looking for that per-
fect camera shot.

More often than not, Colley has
found it. Her photos have won first,
second and third place awards at re-
gional festivals, including the Black
Gold Festival in Hazard, the Moun-
tain Heritage Festival in Whitesburg
and the Wise County Fair in Wise,
Virginia. Presently, her work is on
exhibit at Prestonsburg Community
College's Art Gallery through Feb-
ruary 24, Colley's work will also be
on exhibit in June at the Artist Attic
located in the Festival Marketin Lex-
ington.

The exhibit ranges from panoramic
Eastern Kentucky landscapes 1o a
single wildflower framed against a
moonlit sky. Also included are pic-
turesque views of her travels: sea-
scapes, nighttime city skylines, and
wonders of nature, such as the Grand
Canyon; and photos of children.

“Ilike todochildren's snapshots,”
the photographer said. “Adults don"t
like to have their picture taken, but
kids love to show off for the camera.”

Colley said she has about 120
matted and framed color photographs.
She doesn't sell any of the pictures,
“but I give a lot as gifts. I just like to
do them,” she said.

Colley's interest in photography
began in childhood.

“My father traveled a lot,” she
said. “Traveling inspired me. We
lived in 13 different states when I was
growing up, mostly inNew England.™

Until she was twenty, the 35-year-
old registered nurse took pictures of
her travels with an instamatic cam-
era. Then she started working for a
pediatrician whose hobby was pho-
tography. Impressed with the differ-
ent techniques the doctor achieved
with a 35 millimeter camera, Colley
put away her instamatic, boughta 35
millimeter, and started experiment-
ing.
One of Colley's favorite places to
photograph is rural Letcher County,
where she has a house and strong
family ties. When her father retired,
ber parents moved back to their na-
tive Letcher County.

“My sons and I do a lot of four-
wheeling on a strip mine in Letcher
County," she said. “Itisaplace you'd

never notice without looking at it
through a camera.”

Another favorite spot is Carr Fork
Lake, in Knott County, where she
takes advantage of the natural light.

“I like to do a lot of pictures in the
moming and at night because of the
natural lighting. It gives your pic-
tures a time of day. It gives you a
different perspective.”

Colley said that in her free time
she usually picks a spot to photo-
graph, then “On Sunday I getup at §
or 6 o'clock and go there.”

Colley’ssons, Jeremy, 14,and Kyle,
8, join her on expeditions. “They are
really enthusiastic,” she said. “They
get to travel and they assist by carry-
ing my camera equipment. They help
with little tricks to take pictures.”

In August, the nurse moved to
Prestonsburg from Lexington because
her sons were homesick for the moun-
tains. Since that time, her home health
clients have been giving her ideas
about places in Floyd County to pho-
tograph. “Most of my photos were
shot in" Letcher County,” she ex-
plained. “That’s what I plan to do in
Floyd County this summer (take lots

Health conference to examine smoking issues

Recognizing thatsmoking in Ken-
tucky is a complex issue involving
health problems, the economy and
tradition, a major public health con-
ference in March will examine all of
these factors.

Health Commissioner Rice Leach,
M.D., says that in addition to focus-
ing on the many health problems
caused by smoking, the conference
will also look at smoking from the
perspective of the tobacco industry.

*On an issue as important as smok-
ing, bealthinterests will be best served
by sharing concerns,” Leach said.
“This conference will bring together
health advocates and tobacco indus-
try representatives for a dialogue on
all of the issues surrounding smoking
in Kentucky.

“Every day, nurses in our local
health departments talk to smokers
with heart disease, with emphysema,
with diabetes and with cancer, and
tell them the harm that smoking is
doing to their bodies,” Leach said.

“Most smokers find it very diffi-
cult to give up their habit, even when
they can see the damage they're do-
ing (o themselves,” he said, “but if
those smokers and their familics have
raised tobacco for years, you're get-
ting into all kinds of other issues—
history, tradition and culture."

The Department for Health Ser-
vices Third Chronic Disease Confer-
ence is open to all interested parties.
The conference, which occurs every
two years, is scheduled for March 7
and 8 at the Radisson Plaza Hotel in
Lexinglon.

The conference’s key session is a
“town meeting," scheduled for 1:15
p.m. March 8. Health advocates and
tobacco industry representatives will
present information and take ques-
tions from the audience. .

Participating in the town meeting
will be Kentucky farmer and author

Wendell Berry, Pamela Clay of Ken-
tucky Organic Growers, Randall
Elisha Greene of the Burley Tobacco
Growers Cooperative Association.

Murder In The First

So-called “prison” movies of yore were truly
terrifying. Watching them, you knew that you
never wanted to do anything that would land you
in a place where you’d be tortured, abused and
lose all human dignity to “pay” for your crime.
And, for the most part, those were accurate
depictions. The prison system in this country
USED to be a real penal system. That’s a far cry
from the country-club atmospheres we provide
our criminals today, with cable television, fully-
equipped gyms, counseling, free education, etc.
The pendulum has swung absurdly and it actually
isn’t such a bad thing to go to prison after all!

What we have in this film is a good old-
fashioned prison film, reminiscent of the "30s and
"40s. It is based on the real-life trial of Alcatraz
convict, Henri Young (Kevin Bacon). Young is
on trial for murdering another inmate. During the
course of his trial, he exposes the inhuman
conditions of Alcatraz, detailing torture and abuse
and almost unbelievable squalid conditions.

Christian Slater is James Stamphill, a young,
idealistic lawyer fresh out of law school. His first
case is defending Young, whose stabbing of the
inmate was witnessed by no less than 200 other
inmates since it took place in the prison dining
hall.

While Stamphill’s superiors feel it’s a good
way for him to get his feet wet since he's bound
to lose, the crusading lawyer soon discovers there
are mitigating circumstances to this murder.

His ultimate defense? Alcatraz was the real
murderer and Young was merely the weapon.

This is a marvelous piece of cinema. Both
Slater and Bacon really bring these characters to
life. The audience finds itself swept up in a tide of
empathy. The film's a real stunner. Make it a
