County issued its final report on 
Wednesday, returning one indict-

The grand jury returned an 
indictment against Robert Comp­
ton, 41, of East Point, on one count 
of allegedly engaging in sexual 
contact with a minor and one count 
of sexual contact with an adult 

Also in the grand jury's written 
report, jurors requested that Atto­
rney General Chris Gorman look at 
ways to hold adults responsible for 
the criminal acts of juveniles. 

Kentucky's Juvenile Code of their 
concerns and report to them the 
progress in changes in the code and 
other related laws. 

During their term, grand jurors 
requested an investigation by the 
atforney general into problems sur­
rounding the county's lack of 
implementing an E-911 system and 
funds allegedly missing from the 
county's solid waste program and 
the sheriff's office.

"The grand jury knows that 
juvenile crime is on the rise, and 
much of this increase is caused by 
or contributed to by adults," 

Commonwealth Attorney John Earl 
Hunt said in a letter to Gorman. "It 
seems that juveniles can be charged 
with felonies and tried as adults 
while sometimes adults who insti­
gate failed crimes can be charged 
with only misdemeanors. The 
grand jury believes that adults 
should be held more responsible 
than the juveniles for crimes arising 
from the same or similar occur­
rences involving both juveniles and 
adults."

Assault allegations 
to go to grand jury

A Aoyd County Grand Jury will 
hear the case against an Ohio man 
who is accused of assaulting three 
police officers during an alleged 
altercation at David last month. 

At a preliminary bearing Wed­
nesday in Aoyd District Court. 
Kentucky State Police trooper Ron 
Peppi testified that Martin Shep­
herd Jr., 48, of Roundhead, Ohio, 
fought with officers Bobby Day, 
Joey Howard and himself while 
they were attempting to arrest him 
April 16. 

Peppi said that it bad been 
reported to the Pikeville State 
Police Post that someone driving a 
black Trans Am was intoxicated 
and bad been threatening persons in 
the Open Fork area of David. 
Trooper Day spotted Shepherd's 
vehicle and bad taken him into cus­
tody, Peppi said. 

"The subject was in the back of 
the car and began lcnocking on the 

window," Peppi testified. "He told 
trooper Day tbat he wanted me to 
stand back so that he could scan me 
with his x-ray vision and see if 
there was any static (electricity) on 
my body. Trooper Day told him to 
calm down and get back in the 
vehicle." 

Shepherd then began to "vio­
lently beat at the windows in the 
car" and when Trooper Day opened 
to car door to talk with him. 
Shepherd kicked the trooper and 
grabbed him by his ear, Peppi said. 

An altercation ensued and when 
officers sprayed Shepherd with 
pepper spray. "It bad no effect on 
him and be growled and showed his 
teeth," Peppi testified. 

During the struggle the subdue 
Shepherd, Shepherd bit troopers 
Day, Howard and Peppi, the officer 
testified. 

On cross-examination, defense 
attorney Cassie Allen asked Peppi 
why Shepherd, who was injured in

Thacker was driving a vehicle 
northbound on U.S. 23 near Rudd 
Equipment last year and crossed over 
into the southbound lane of traffic. 
Thacker's vehicle sttuck four vehicles 
and injured six people. 

Stewart said Wednesday that two 
of those injured, Rita Stumbo, 45, of 
McDowell, and Marshall Edwards, 
44, of Lexington, sustained perma­
nent injuries from the accident

Motor fuel program 
showing positive results 

Kentucky's motor fuel testing pro­
gram is living up to its billing. In just 
nine months, there's been a signifi­
cant decline in violations of federal 
fuel quality standards. 

Through April 18, there was a 
2.96 percent violation rate on 3, 793 
fuel samples taken from gas stations 
throughout the state. That was down 
from a high of 3.8 percent last year, 
and from 8.5 percent on 200 samples 
taken during a pilot project in 1993. 

The 1994 General Assembly 
passed legislation making Kentucky 
the 45th state to have a program en­
suring that gasoline meets federal 
quality standards. The state Division 
of Weights and Measures started the 
inspection program last August. ob­
taining fuel samples at retail outlets 
and sending them to a private labora­
tory for testing. 

The test results show if the fuel 
meets requirements for octane level, 
volatility and other qualities impor­
tant to vehicle performance. The na­
tional quality standards are set by the 
American Society for Testing and 
Materials. 

Agriculture Commissioner Ed 
Logsdon, who pushed for the legisla­
tion authorizing the program, said 
the statistics underscored the need 
for inspections. 

"We found 8 percent errors when 
nobody expected to be checked, but 
now that everyone knows we're com­
ing, we're down to 3 percent. I'd say 
we've attracted some people's atten­
tion," Logsdon said. 

Violations have been found at re­
tail outlets in 85 communities in 69 
counties throughout the state. 

The program is funded by a li­
censing fee on retail gasoline outlets.

Having a positive attitude, part 2 
My grandmother died with cancer 

in the kidneys. Three of her children 
have bad problems with that same 
part of the body. They say it is ge· 
netic. Will my mother develop can· 
cer? Will l have those same prob· 
lems? 

It would be easy to worry and to 
have a negative outlook on life as I 
"wait" for that to happen. But I have 
Christ in my heart and the Holy Spirit 
dwellsinme(l Cor6:19). That means 
something, doesn't it? Of course it 
does! Itmeanslhaveresourcesavail· 
able tome to deal with every problem 
and to help keep me from becoming 
negative. What can I do? 

Wehavealreadyseenhowthatthe 
activity of inspection can help us 
develop a positive attitude. Another 
activity we can do is to commit. In the 
story of the infant church in Acts 
2:41-47, we fmd the most positive 
situation and attitude among bcliev· 
ers that has ever existed. Who 
wouldn't be positive when you have 
people being saved every day, every 
physical need being met, and a sup· 
port group around you constantly that 
loves you completely. "Special situ· 
Ilion," some may say. Perhaps. How­
ever, I believe that we miss what the 
Lord expects of us when we ignore 
what the Word says that they did. 
Let's look at bow they committed to 
the Lord and how that contributed to 
their positive attitude. 

They ftrst committed their faith to 
God through the church. Verses 41-
43 state that they received salvation 
(41), tben continued studying the 
Word together with worship and 
prayer (42), and many "wonders" 
were done by the apostles (43). Now 
we know the apostles didn't work 
those wonders in their own power, 
but in God's. We know the apostles 
didn't teach their own ideas, but 
Christ's. And we know the apostles 
didn't save people, but people came 
as the Holy Spirit drew them. In order 
for the siwation to occur the way it is 
desaibed, the Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit bad to be the focus of peoples' 
faith, not the apostles. If we are going 
to have a positive attitude about life 
situations, we must also have this 
focusforourfaith.Commityourfaith 

to God, not preachers, the church, 
doctors, medication, politicians or 
even certain "theological" ideas. Your 

faith should be directed through the 
church but directed to the only one 
who can really do svmething about 
your situation. This is not to say I will 
not use other things to help me work 
through situations (such as medicine 
in an illness) but simply that I commit 
my faith to God, who can work the 
situation out through the things I use. 
This is the most important thing we 
can commit, but there are other things. 

We can commit ourselves to the 
situation. Verse 44 of Acts 2 tells us 
that the believers were "together." I 
talked to a couple once who told me 
that every couple they knew when 
they were younger bad divorced. Why 
do some couples stay together while 
many others get divorced? It is diffi. 
cult to speak in generalities here, but 
those couples who stay married have 
committed themselves up-front to 
being "together." They share hopes 
together, dreams together, and they 
have children together and work to 
communicate together. It is notal­
ways easy for them, but they will 
always try to be there for each other 
and not just for themselves. It takes 
two doing this fora marriage to work. 
It takes two people committing them· 
selves to each other in life's situa· 
tions to bring about a positive atti­
tude. The Lord is one and He is al· 
ways there for us, without failing. 
You must commit yourself to being 
together with Him and staying with 
Him no matter what the situation 
brings. 

Flnally weare told in verses44-47 
that the believers committed their 
resources to the Lord to use in the 
situation. In order to have a positive 
attitude about life's situations we must 
do the same. Our time, abilities, rela· 
tionships, money, and possessions 
must be committed to the Lord to use 
as He sees fit. It releases us from 
many pressures when we do this and 
helps bring about a positive attitude. 

When difficult times hitme, I know 
for sure that it helps me knowing that 
others are committed to me to help 
me through them. But how much 
more it can help if I commit my faith, 
my self, and my resources to the Lord 
to use for His purposes because I 
know He cares for me.

Sometimes young high 
school players who are 
loaded with basketball, foot­
ball or baseball talent, feel 
that alone should warrant a 
good look from most col­
leges. 

But schools look at more 
than how many points you 
averaged, the number of as­
sists, how many touchdowns 
you ran or home runs you 
hit 

They look at the grades, 
core curriculum and other 
aspects first. Players that are 
looking for a scholarship in 
the upcoming years had bet­
ter start taking their studies 
more seriously. 

There are several players 
who have all the talent to be 
college players, but do not 
haYe, yet, what it takes to 
get in the door -- grades. 

I know some of these 
young men and I know also 
that they can do it. They 
should attend PCC for a se­
mester or a year and then 
pursue their basketball 
dream the following year. 

It takes more than just a 
good basketball average. 
The grade point average 
has to be there, as well. 

"We keep telling them 
when they are juniors to get 
their grades up and work at 
it," said Dewey Jamerson, 
track and field coach at Allen 
Central. "But they won't lis­
ten to you." 

Jamerson said that he had 
several who could be in line 
for track scholarships in two 
years and he is going to start 
looking at their grades and 
encourage them on. 

To get ahead requires a 
lot of determination. If there 
is no drive to excel, then 
there will be no positive re­
sults. But where there is de­
termination, opportunities 
are unlimited. 

I would encourage all stu­
dents to decide to apply 
themselves in the classroom. 
Make sure that the grade 
average is better than their 
point average or the batting 
average. 

Know more about what is 
inyourtextbooksratherthan 
what is in the TV guide. 

Know more about what 
core subjects are needed 
than what play of the game 
to run.

Pauley 
acquitted of 
complicity 

AM.tio County man was acquit­
ted of robbery charges last week be­
cause of lack of evidence, despite 
testimony from a key witness. 

Jody Pauley, age not known, of 
Inez, was charged with complicity to 
first degree robbery when he alleg­
edly planned the robbery of the Mar­
tin County business, Debbie's Hair 
Design, IMt year. 

Pauley was acquitted of those 
charges in a bial last week when 
testimony from the prosecution'skey 
witness failed to convince jurors that 
Pauley was involved. 

A juvenile, 16years-old, who now 
lives in Tennesse, testified via VCH 
tape that Pauley planned the robbery 
telling him that since be was a juve­
nile, he would not be punished as 
severely as an adult would be. 

The juvenile also said that Pauley 
took him to the Hair Salon at Beauty, 
let him off, and agreed to meet him 
after the theft at the bead of Marrow­
bone in West Virginia. 

The juvenile, who lived with 
Pauley at the time of the robbery, 
pleaded guilty to robbing Debbie's 
Hair Design at gunpoint on February 
25, 1994 and spent six months in 
solitary confinement at the Big Sandy 
Regional Detention Center where he 
attempted suicide, a police official 
said Tuesday. 

Assistant Commonwealth Attor­
ney Cheryl Neff provided the tape of 
the juvenile's statement as evidence. 
The juvenile was given a five year 
unsupervised probation in exchange 
for his testimony against Pauley. 

Neff called Debbie McCoy, dle 
owner of the hair salon to the stand, 
but she nor a customer, Kathy Ward, 
who was also called, could say they 
saw Pauley at the scene of the crime. 

A 1986 Buick belonging to Ward 
was stolen and used as a getaway car 
by the juvenile. 

The vehicle was found by Martin 
County Chief Deputy Sheriff Pete 
Fitzpatrick and Deputies Dallas 
Sweeney and Kevin Alley at the bead 
of Marrowbone. None of the depu­
ties were called to testify by the pros­
ecution. 

The juvenile was arrested by 
Kermit West Virginia police offi­
cials on the night of the robbery and 
Pauley was with him and $80 was 
confiSCated. 

Pauley was not suspected of hav­
ing anything to do with the crime at 
the time the juvenile was arrested, 
police said. 

Witnesses for the prosecution in­
cluded Richardson, Kentucky State 
Police Detective Steve Bowman, 
McCoy and Ward. 

The defense also called Bowman 
and a character witness for Pauley. 

Pauley was also charged by the 
Commonwealth as a persistent felon 
but that charge was dropped in lieu of 
the not guilty verdict.

911 guidelines implemented

After being criticized by a 911 
official for not responding to calls, 
Johnson County Sheriff Don 
McFaddin has implemented a policy 
on what emergency calls his office 
will answer from the emergency tele­
phone system. 

According to McFaddin's ''911 
Response Guide," the sheriff soffice 
will respond to certain types of calls 
"when we have available personnel." 

doesn'thaveofficersavailablemakes 
the 911 service look bad. 

McFaddin blamed the lack of re­
sponse on the lack of money and said 
a lot of the calls his office receives are 
not emergencies. 

In an April 21 letter to Haney, 
McFaddin said his agency is receiv­
ing "routine response dispatch calls" 
from 911 personnel. Calls he listed as 
routine included possible drunken 
drivers,recklessdrivingandstranded 
motorists. Such calls, McFaddin said, 
should be directed to the sheriffs 
office. 

other callers should be admonished 
for misuse of the 911 system. 

"I realize that the 911 operators 
double as (Paintsville Police Depart­
ment) dispatch and I feel this may be 
confusing to them. However, to ob­
tain the proper information we need 
for routine response, we need direct 
contact with the person ftling the 
complaint" 

McFaddin's 911 policy was for­
warded to the 911 center on April24. 
According to the policy, the sheriffs 
office will respond to the following 
type of emergencies from 911 per­
sonnel:

Attorney 
indicted in 
Floyd Court

Almost immediately after he was 
charged last November with solicit­
ing sex from two teen-aged girls, 
Toyray Adams said a family member 
received the frrst in a series of phone 
calls from a man trying to extort 
money. 

"He called a family member within 
an hour of the arrest and advised 
them of it," Adams, a Paintsville at­
torney, said. "He knew all about us, 
aboutthewbolefamily. Wehadnever 
beard of him in our entire life." 

Adams, who was indicted Tues­
day, April 25, in Aoyd County on 
two misdemeanor counts of promot­
ing prostitution, identified the alleged 
extortionist as Donnie Williams, 46, 
of Prestonsburg. 

Williams, whom Adams said is 
the father of one of the girls, was also 
indicted by the Aoyd County Grand 
Jury on bribery charges. Williams 
allegedly offered the girls goods or 
money if they would change their 
testimony. 

Adams said he was hoping Will­
iams and "other parties" would also 
becqargedwithext~.onbythegrand 

jury. But he expects those indict­
ments to be returned later. 

"This whole thing, to the best of 
our knowledge, is an extortion 
scheme; an attempt to obtain money," 
Adams said. 

TheindictmentclaimsAdams, 31, 
allegedly offered the girls money for 
sex. The alleged incident occurred 
last November 22 in the Prestons­
burg Village parking lot 

In an interview with the Paints­
ville Herald Wednesday, April 26, 
Adams declined to discuss specifics 
of the charges against him. He did, 
however, maintain his innocence and 
offered additional information about 
Williams' alleged extortion attempt 

"None of this is true," he said. 
"It's very frustrating. It makes you 
very angry that this has occurred and 
that the allegations have been made." 

Adams, who never personally 
spoke with Williams, said the man 
made "several" calls to a family mem­
ber following his arrest. After the 
initial conversation, state police were 
notified and subsequent calls were 
tape recorded, be said. 

'"The frrst conversation was, 'Con­
tact me and we can discuss this mat­
ter,"' Adams said. "Basically, his 
offer was, in exchange for $100,000, 
it would go away." "If the center bas any type of emer­

gency not covered, we will be glad to 
screen them on an individual basis as 
to our response," the policy says. 

"We have full dispatch services 
from 8 a.m. until 12 midnight," 
McFaddin's letter said. "I am request­
ing that you route any calls wanting 
or needing routine response to our 
regular business numbers. The 911 
emergency operators should only 
route extreme emergency traffic to 
our office during regular hours, all

Lake Cmnberland Home Health

SCIENCE FAIR 
-Twins Timothy Keys and Celeste Keys were born 

in New Orleans recently --Timothy on Oct 15 and 
Celeste on Jan. 18. Doctors believe this gap between 
twins is unprecedented. A week before Celeste was 
born, a girl named Elisabetta was born in Rome, Italy, 
about two years after her mother had died. (The 
mother's preserved embryo was implanted in the 
womb of Elisabetta's father's sister.) 

- In a January issue of the joumaJ Nature, London 
researchers explained that it is sexual activity that 

causes female fruit flies to die young. Sperm of 
super-virile fruit flies contains an additive that causes 
the female to become disinterested in sex for a while, 
in order to give that sperm a bead start at fertilization 
before the female mates again. The researchers found 
that additive is also associated with early mortality. 

-The New York TlDles reported in January that 
some dennatologists, who are dissatisfied with 
injecting collagen to ease forehead wrinkles, have 
turned to a solution of tbe toxin that causes the 
botulism food poisoning. The treatment. which bas 
been approved by the Food and Drug Administration, 
paralyzes the muscles that pull down the eyebrows, 
easing the wrinkles. And in tests at a Palm Springs, 
Calif .. cancer center, doctors reported in December 

that a derivative of mistletoe has been their most 
effective treatment in cases of advanced lung cancer. 

-- A report in a January issue of The New England 
Journal of Medicine revealed that the cause of a 
woman's chronic heel pain was an accumulation of 
dog hairs embedded in the skin over the Achilles 
tendon, produced by years of her rubbing her Scottish 
terrier with her bare heel. 

- A medical journal reported in September that a 
28-year-old man had been saved from certain death in 
his fall from a seven-story building recently in Toronto 

- because he landed on a signpost and wao; impaled. 
The steel post pierced his back and protruded about six 
inches out of his chest near the armpit. The man 
received "minimal injuries," according to doctors, and 
suffered no permanent impairments. 

LATEST RIGHTS 
-In Denver in October, U.S. District Judge Edward 

Nottingham ruled that imprisoned kidnapper Robert 
James Howard should be allowed to practice certain 
rituals associated with his religion of Satanism, and 
that the prison should perhaps furnish Howard with a 
robe and incense. One of the rituals was a "destruction 
ritual," during which, according to Howard, he would 
visualize the death of an enemy and then convince 
himself, he would hope, not to carry out the killing. 

-- In September, the Supreme Court of Canada ruled 
that a Montreal man was entitled to a new trial on the 
sexual assault charge brought against him for attacking 
a 65-year-old woman in a wbce~chair. The court said 
the man was entitled to show that he should be 
acquitted because he was so intoxicated that he did not 
understand what he was doing. A few weeks later, in 
Alberta. Canada, a man was acquitted of assaulting his

Few battles in the Civil War can compare to that of 

Middle Creek. fought on January 10, 1862. 
The Battle of Middle Creek in Floyd County was 

Eastern Kentucky's largest battle during tbe Civil War 
and began the Union's effort to drive the Confederates 
from Kentucky in early 1862. 

It was a poignant example of brother against brother 
in Kentucky. Eastern Kentucky's 5th Kentucky 
Infantry, CS, fought the 14th Kentucky Infantry, US, 
on a steep hillside above Middle Creek. 

On June 2, 3, and 4, the 5th Kentucky will again 
traverse the fields of Middle Creek in an effort to 
educate the public about the importance of the Civil 
War battle that took place in Aoyd C01mty. 

Re-enaCbnent activities begin Friday evening, June 
2, when registration and autbentic camps open. 

On Saturday, authentic camps open to the public 
around 9 a.m. after there-enactors have participated in 

roll call and been given tbeir orders of the day. 
Drills and battlefield tactics demonstrations are 

scheduled through the day. Speeches by Col. James A. 
Garfield, US, and Gen. Humphrey Marshall, CS, are 
tentatively scheduled for downtown Prestonsburg 
Saturday. 

Action moves to the river for a skirmish at 
Wireman-Shoals, near Auxier. Details have not been 
finalized for the battle, but re-enactors hope to take 
their fight to a boat on the river. 

Also on Saturday's agenda io; a living history on the 
lawn of the May House. Later, on the battlefield at 
Middle Creek, a pig roast will be served for dinner 
around 6 p.m. The pig roast costs $5, and tickets can 
be purchased from members of the 5th Kentucky, tbe 
Middle Creek Battlefield Preservation Society, or at 
the Prestonsburg Tourism office. For more informa­
