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Witnesses subpoenaed

to provide testimony

State investigators were oul
delivering subpoenas in Floyd
County Wednesday for persons to
appear before a special grand jury
impaneled May 30 to investigate
alleged government corruption.

Investigators attempted to serve

12 subpoenas Wednesday, which
were for several county employees
and some persons who testified in a
vote fraud case relating to the May
1993 primary election.

Some of those subpoenaed
Wednesday include: Martin radio
station owner Dale McKinney;
chief deputy sheriff Linzie Hunt;
trial commissioner Jack Hyden;

Floyd judge bucks
Boysen, reinstates
ousted school board

Floyd County Circuit Judge
John David Caudill reinstated the
Letcher County School Board
Thursday and called the suspension
of the board illegal.

Judge Caudill ruled that state
Education Commissioner Thomas
Boysen acted improperly and ille-
gally when he suspended the
Letcher board last month. The
judge also ruled that the board was
denied due process relating 1o the

suspension.

The judge granted the school
board’s motion for a temporary
restraining order which voids the
suspension,

David Bender, representing
Boysen and the Department of
Education, argued unsuccessfully
that the board was suspended undef
the portion of Kentucky's Edu-
cation Reform Act dealing with a
state akeover of a school system,
not the suspension or removal of

Joey Boling, public works supervi-
sor for the county; Maggie
Robinson, clerk in the judge-exec-
utive's office; Calvin Howell, who
ran unsuccessfully for District Two
Magistrate in the 1993 primary
election; former magistrate Ken-
neth Roberts; and Velma Banks,
who gave a deposition in the vote
fraud case.

The special grand jury is set to
meet Tuesday, June 13 to begin
hearing evidence in the special
probe and some witnesses have
been asked to appear before them
on June 14,

Floyd Circuit Judges John
David Caudill and Danny P.
Caudill impaneled the special
grand jury on May 30 on a request
by Larry Fentress, a special prose-
cutor for the state’s attorney gener-
al.

Two previous Floyd County
grand juries called for the attorney
general's office to investigate alle-
gations of government corruption;
possible criminal acts relating to
the administration of the county’s
solid waste program; the delay in
implementing an E-911 service in
the county; allegations of vote
fraud; and approximately $26,000

Handicap doesn’t
stop youth from
making the grade

When Dr. W. D. Osbome
Elementary salutatorian Brent
Cook spoke at the school’s gradua-
tion ceremony Wednesday night,
June 7, the topic of his speech was
“Determination to get through
life.”
It is a subject the eighth grader
knows from first-hand experience.

Brent was bom with spinal
defect called spina bifida, which
caused some paralysis of his legs.
He relies on crutches to get around,
and because of fatique from his

Most rapes aren’t committed
by strangers, statistics show

Although rape is a violent
crime, the perpetrator is often well-
known to the victim and is consid-

ered a trustworthy friend before the
crime.

Approximately 80 percent of all
rapes are acquainiance rapes, ac-
cording to statistics from the Rape
Victim Services Program at
Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center in Prestonsburg.

Acquaintance rapes are defined

as rapes between employer and
employee, teacher and student,
physician and patient, adult dates
and teen dates, Mountain
Comprehensive Care guidelines
indicate.

In 1992, half the women who
had reported they had been raped
were juveniles under 18 years of
age, according to a study of 11
states and Washington, D.C. by the
U.S. Department of Justice.

The study also pointed out that
24 percent of rapes of child victims
under 12 were by acquaintances or
friends. Only six percent of the vic-
tims did not know their attackers.

Acquaintance rapes are rarely
reported, Fonetta Elam, rape vic-
tims services clinical director said
recently.

“Date rape occurs with someone
you trust,” Elam said. “Yet some-
one has hurt you. (The victim)
probably loves that person and the
person promises that he won’t do
that any more."

The victim goes back into the
situation, trusting that the incident

the last eight years. But his lack of
classroom time hasn't kept him
from achieving academically.

Three years ago as a sixth grad-
er, Brent won  Osbome
Elementary's spelling bee in his
first competition. This year in
February, Brent won the county-
wide spelling bee championship for
the second year in a row. The quiet,
serious youngster who is the son of
Louie and Perlene Cook of
Bevinsville, outspelled 14 other
school champions to win this year's
title. He advanced to the tri-state
regional finals in Huntingon, West
Virginia in March, where he went
out in the ninth round after five
hours of competition,

“It was like nothing I ever felt in
my life,” Brent said about winning
his first county spelling bee title,

To prepare for the competitions,
Brent studied spelling books for
about an hour a day, he said.
Confidence also helped him cinch
this year's title, “Because I won the
competition last year, “ he said,
“this year I was calm."”

Brent sees a homebound teacher
one hour a week, and has kept up
his studies on his own, in pan
because he is an excellent reader. “I
started reading when 1 was real
young. Mom read me stories,” he
said

Brent's hobbies are watching
television game shows, reading
mysteries, and tinkering with elec-
tronics. “I'd like to be an electrican
because I like electronics. I like just
about anything that has to do with
electronics.”

Brent's mother, Perlene Cook,
seems at bit amazed at her son's
ability to adjust to his physical dis-
ability. “I've been with Brent
through it all," she said. “His hard
work and determination—I can’t
describe it. He has more drive than
anybody [ know."

Perlene also credits Shelia
Vance, an eighth grade teacher at
Osbome, for the support she has
given Brent. “Mrs. Vance has
belped Brent along the way. All the
teachers have been good, but she
has been a friend to Brent since the
fourth grade. She has seen that
there has been someone o carry
Brent's books and she has just
always looked out for Brent"

“He's just a very special per-
son,” Vance said. “‘He's very intelli-
gent, very determined and all
-around just a good person.”

peers and law enforcement offi-
cials, These victims can suffer seri-
ous psychological traumatic after-
effects, such as Rape Trauma
Syndrome and it is important for
them to get help, Elam said. She
encourages rape victims to contact
Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center’s Rape Victim Services’ 24-
hour helpline at 1-800-422-1060.

In addition to counseling help
for victims, Mountain Comprehen-
sive Care also offers educational
programs o prevent date rape. Rep-
resentatives of the center conduct
seminars, hold special classes and
offer counseling for Floyd County
High School students.

CounSelors explain to the stu-
dents that offenders think the victim
has forfeited her right to say “no” if
she accepts his invitation, but that is
wrong.

In the Dater’s Bill of Rights dis-
tributed to students, students are
told they have a right to say “No.”

“Intimacy does not always mean
sexual,” according to the list of
daters’ rights.

Mountain Comprehensive Care
counselors also offer tips on how to
know that a date is a potential rape
date.

If the date is possessive, if he
wants to know everywhere that
you're going, be could be a poten-
tial rapist, Elam said. Also beware
if he suggests going to his house
when no one is at home or (o an iso-
lated strip mine.

The profile of an acquaintance
rapist inclodes:

» Macho, cowboy mentality;

* Charming and nice — your
mother would “love him”;

« “Con artist™;

= Cannot handle anger and emo-
tions well and becomes brutal when
denied;

» Their attitude about women is
degrading;

 They are “psychologically nor-
mal” but show greater tendency
toward violence.

« They believe that when a
woman says “no” she really means
“yes”; therefore, they become more
forceful, because they believe they
can make their victims change their
minds.

Statistics indicate the acquain-
tance rapist is not a one-time occur-
rence. The victim must decide the
hurt has to stop and seek help, Elam
said.

“That's where we come in."

Judge Caudill disagreed.

The judge read a portion of a
May 12 letter from Boysen to the
board which said that there was no
need for the board to meet because
their “actions have no legal effect.”

“That is a suspension and I so
find," the judge ruled.

Judge Caudill said that he would
not address any constitutional
issues related to case because he
felt those issues were not raised by
the board’s attorney, Edison Banks.
The judge added that any disputes
arising out of decisions made by
the state acting as the board should
be argued in Franklin Circuit Court.

Bender said after the hearing
that state officials will appeal the
ruling to the state’s Court of
Appeals.

During the hearing, Letcher
board chairman Tommy Vanover
and board member Will Smith tes-
tified that they had been told that
the board could meet, but it had no
authority to make any decisions.

“We were told we could meet,
but it would not have any legal
effect,” Vanover testified.

In reference to evidence relating
to a state advisory committee
appointed by Boysen to act as the
school board, Judge Caudill asked
Bender how the advisory commit-
tee could hold school board meet-
ings in Frankfort,

“How come they had a Letcher
County School Board meeting in
Frankfort?” Judge Candill asked.
“When is the Letcher County
School Board going to meet in
Letcher County? 1 assume if the
board is in control of the system,
they should meet where the system
IS."

Bender replied he did not know
when the board would meet in
Letcher County.

“You should talk to your superi-
ors about that,” Judge Caudill said.

The state has managed the
Letcher County school district for
over a year and the state board
recently voted to keep the system
under state management.

In announcing the takeover,
Boysen said that the school district
had become “disruptive and adver-
sarial” to members of a state man-
agement team, which has been in
place since last June.

The state school board met
Wednesday and upheld Boysen's
decision to take over the district.

KERA cannot be cured;
needs major overhaul

Editor:

KERA's failings cannot be cured
by tinkering or fine-tuning. A major
overhaul of the act is required.

Overhaul is necessary because
through KERA, Kentucky adopted
outcome-based education,
Outcome-based education changes
the focus of schooling from the aca-
demicachievement of individual stu-
dents to developing students’ abili-
ties todemonstrate learner outcomes,
Two, maybe three, of KERA's six
learner outcomes resemble academic
goals. The remainder are behavioral
in nature. (See K.R.S, 158,
6451(1)(b)). Advocates of
outcome-based education place equal
or greater importance on teaching the
non-academic outcomes. Unless
outcome-based education is expelled
from Lhe schools, instruction in aca-
demicdisciplines—reading, language
arts, math, history, science—will play
second fiddle to instruction in state
desired social outcomes.

As proof that the advocates of
outcome-based education consider
the non-academic outcomes critical,

Commissioner Boysen, after resign-
ing, has circulated to local school
administrators a proposed curricu-
lum for instruction in character and
values. (Program Review dated May
4, 1995). The proposed curriculum
describes strategies for teaching stu-
dents to become self-sufficient indi-
viduals and responsible members of
a family, work group or community.
The Administrative Regulatory Re-
view Subcommittee of the General
Assembly refused toapprove instruc-
tion in these learner outcomes as part
of Kentucky's Learning Goals and
Academic Expectations, Commis-
sioner Boysen now thumbs his nose
at the General Assembly by encour-
aging implementation of this curricu-
lum through a departmental memo-
randum.

Advocates of outcome-based edu-
cation will continue to impose their
socialistic, time consuming and costly
agenda on our children and families
so long aseven their little toe remains
in the door, Therefore, a major over-
haul of KERA is necessary.

Pikeville College holds 105th commencement

Pikeville College's 105th com-
mencement was held Saturday, May
13, in the College gymnasium, Al-
though the rain was pouring, it did
not dampen the spirits of those in
attendance,

The commencement address was
delivered by William B. Sturgill,
president of East Kentucky Invest-
ment Company Inc. of Lexington and
chairman of the board of trustees of
Pikeville College. .

During Sturgill's address to the
183 graduates and approximately
2,000 guests, he reflected on his own
personal quest to “count all the nega-
tive media about the ills of
chia and Eastern Kentucky.”” Ac-
cording to Sturgill, the best way to
diminish the stereotypes that so often
plague Eastern Kentuckians is
through education beginning at the
elementary level and continning
through the post-callege level,

Citing educational improvements
that have been made throughout his-
tory, Sturgill commended past lead-
ers for their roles in upgrading the
cducational system. The most noted
changes for Eastern Kentucky, such
as the elimination of one-room
schools; higher salaries for teachers;
high school consolidations; an im-
provement in the curriculum of
courses, and a marked advancement
of the transportation system, occurred
as a result of the implementation of
the Minimum Foundation Program
enacted by the 1954 general legisla-
ture.

Sturgill also recognized several
pastleaders of Pikeville College who

played instrumental roles in making
the College what is today. Beginning
with Reverend James F. Record's
inspiring leadership in 1899, he told
of how, under the close supervision
of Rev, Record, students were in-
volved in actual brick making, which
contributed to much needed expan-
sion of campus buildings,
Traveling on through history,
Sturgillechoed the comments of Jobn
Yost, then president of the alumni
association in 1932, by saying, “I do
not think there is a family in the
Appalachian Tountry who has not
been touched by this institution...”
The legacy of commitment for aca-
demic excelience continued through
the tireless efforts of Mary Inglis
Spilman, who according to Sturgill,
“became the most beloved and active

embodiment of the spirit of Pikeville
College.” Swrgill paid tribute to
President A, A, Page for his divine
leadership in restoring a balanced
budget in the most difficult of times.
The first bachelor’s degree graduate
of Pikeville College, President John
Woodhill, only served one year but
left a challenge that is still the mis-
sion of the College today—"" to give
educational and spiritual guidance
not only to mountain youth...but to
youth across this nation."’

Sturgill then praised President
Owens for his ten years of service to
Pikeville College. He vowed “that it
was a fortunate day for us and this
College when this optimistic, dedi-
cated, native son of Eastern Ken-
tucky decided that his future was

State to probe Pike school system

The state Department of Educa-
tion will andit the Pike County School
System 1o see if it owes the siate
money for outside students not
charged tuition, an official said Tues-
day.

Theissue arose afteraBelfry High
School student sued to be named the
school’s valedictorian. Caroline
Slater is from Williamson, West Vir-
ginia, and says she and at least 10
other West Virginia residents were
studying free at Belfry.

“If the audit shows that they’'ve
been collecting state money for non-
residentstudents, we would ask them

Caroline Slater had to settle for
being salutatorian of Belfry High
School’s Class of 1995.

A judge on Monday denied the
18-year-old senior's request for an
injunction against the school’s site-
based council and Principal Frank
Welch.

Slater, one of seven salutatorians,
filed a lawsuit last week in Pike Cir-
cuit Court that said if her school had
used the school district’s policy for
picking its valedictorian instead of its
own, she and others should be named
co-valedictorians.

“I'm not here (o take anything
away from anyone,” she said from
the stand. “I just want what's fair."

School board attorney Neal Smith
told the court Monday that Slater
would not advance in the rankings if
the district’s policy was used. In fact,
because she did not take physics —a
district requirement — she would be
ineligible to be valedictorian.

So, oo, would seven other gradu-
ating seniors with a perfect4.0 grade-
pointaverage, including the two boys
named valedictorians, Shawn King

to pay some back or deduct it from
their next check or something,” said
Education Department spokesman
Jim Parks. “Knowingly, we don’t pay
for out-of-state students."

The state pays about $17 a day per
student, per day of attendance.

District spokesman Bruce Hopkins
said attendance records indicate there
are no out-of-state students attending
Pike County schools. But he noted
that Belfry High School’s student
roster alone lists at least 25 students
with out-of-state addresses.

“Every year, the Department of
Pupil Personnel surveys all schools

to determine if we have any outside
residents,” he said, *“(Belfry Princi-
pal Frank) Welch did not submit a
form this year. But in a follow-up
call, he said he had no (outside) stu-
dents.”

Welch said he did not recall that
conversation. But he said it was no
secret that West Virginia students
attended the school, a short distance
from the Tug Fork of the Big Sandy
River that separates the two states,

“I'm sure that I do, but I don’t
think I have 25, he said.

As for the form, Welch said he
thought someone else had handled it.

and Wesley Deskins, Using the
district’s policy, Chris Elkins would
be the one and only valedictorian.

Valedictorians are eligible to re-
ceive scholarships at state colleges.
Slater has received a $5,000 scholar-
ship to attend Transylvania Univer-
sity. Because using the district policy
did not improve her standing and she
did not plan to attend a state-sup-
ported school, thereby becoming in-
eligible for possible scholarships,
Smith argued that Slater showed the
court “no proof of loss.”

“I couldn’t find ... that it was a
constitutionally protected right to be
valedictorian,” said Smith. “(To
change the policy now) would be
discriminatory to 175 other children
of Belfry High ... who followed (the
school's) guidelines from day one.”

Belfry has been using the same
method to choose its valedictorians
for the last five years. Unlike require-
menis in the district policy manual,
Principal Frank Welch said the
school's formula factors in grade-
point averages and, to break tes,
scores on the American College Test-
ing college entrance exam.

King and Deskins scored 31 on
the ACT. Slater’s highest score on

the test was a 26. But Slater’s attor-
ney Larry Webster made much of the
fact that the ACT test can be taken
many times. Calling it an aptitude
test, Webster said using the scores
was a “patently unreasonable crite-
rion" to use.

“It should have no relevance to
the selection of valedictorian,” he
said.

Pike Circuit Judge Eddy Coleman
said the outcome of the hearing Mon-
day might have been different had
Elkins, and not Slater, challenged the
policy.

While Coleman denied Slater’s
request for an injunction, he did not
dismiss the suit. Calling her a “very
bright young lady,” Coleman de-
clined 10 comment on the merits of
Slater’s suit, but said if be had his
“druthers,” all nine might be named
valedictorian.

Webster said he will most likely
amend the suit, alleging “denial of
equal protection of the laws,” so Slater
can continue to pursue it.

Slater said during the last week
she has been pulled out of class,
chastised and harassed.

Johnson
sheriff
back in
business

Johnson County may be getting a
24-hour sheriff’s department again.

Sheriff Don McFaddin and State
Auditor Ben Chandler have reached
anagreement that will allow the sher-
iff to borrow money to operate his
office until tax revenue comes in.
Under the pact, McFaddin can repay
the loan with 1994 property tax
money, even if it isn"t collected until
1996.:

That had been the sticking point
with Chandler's office, which
wouldn’tletMcFaddin geta loanand
pay it back with the previous year's
tax collections. McFaddin said that if
he had borrowed money earlier this
year, be could not have used money
his office received from 1994 taxes
to repay the loan.

Johnson County is a year behind
on property taxes, and there’s a pos-
sibility that 1994 taxes won't be out
until sometime in 1996.

During a meeting last Wednesday
in Frankfort, McFaddin said repre-
sentatives of the auditor’s office
agreed to let the sheriff obtain an
interest-free loan from the state de-
partment of Local Government and
pay it back with ‘04 taxes, no matter
when they may be collected.

The meeting was held one day
after McFaddin threatened to sue
Chandler unless something could be
worked out. The lawsuit, McFaddin
said, has been called off.

“Atthis point, | would say that this
is resolved,” McFaddin said Tues-
day. But he added that he wants the
agreement in writing, noting that
Chandler, the democratic nominee
for attomney general, will be leaving
the auditor’s office at the end of the

“Unless they're (Zeigler Coal
Holding officials) blowing some se-
rious smoke, it’s looking really good
right now,” said Melton, “From ev-
erything I'm hearing, they (Wolf
Creek) have already sold the longwall
equipment and it’s going out July 1.
That looks pretty good considering
what the company has spent in get-
ting continuous miners and bridges.”

Zeigler, WolfCreek's parent com-
pany, recently announced a $12 mil-
lion capital investment expenditure
for the purchase of new continuous
mining equipment, Melton said. Such
an expenditure would almost certainly
mean a recall of employees.

“They have mined about 216,000
tons of coal using that longwall, so
they are trying to get everything they

can out of it before they get rid of it,”
he said. “They have also bought all
this new equipment — at least that's
whatZeigler's president told me when
I talked with him a few days ago.
That right there tells me they plan to
recall some of the men back to work.
I'hope we get all of them back on the
job before too long."

About 276 miners were affected
by the massive layoff at the mine
when Zeigler renegotiated its long-
lerm contract with Carolina Power
and Light, a North Carolina utilities
company which bought the majority
of Wolf Creek's coal.

Under the terms of the new con-
tract, the power company got a better
price for purchasing Wolf Creek's
product (coal analysts have estimated
the power company paid about $45
per ton for Wolf Creek coal) while
Zeigler received “sourcing flexibil-
ity,"” meaning it could get coal from
other sources to fulfill the $1.5 mil-
lion tons required for 1995.

“The power company got what it
wanted and so did Zeigler,"” Melton
said. “The miners were the ones who
gotthe bad end of the deal. But we're

Hunter wants to
delay launching the missiles and Ramsey opposes
him. He wants to follow the original orders, period.

This flick is a winner. While [ know it’s very early
in the summer movie season, I'll go out on a limb
and call it the best one. Whatever you do, don’t miss
it.
