Bishop declined to say Thurs-
day if his resignation is related to
his grand jury appearance on
Wednesday.

Bishop and Hammond, appar-
ently had a verbal altercation
Thursday morning in the county
attorney’s office, according to
witnesses. It is not known if that
confrontation was related to
Bishop’s grand jury appearance.

There have been several shake-
ups this week in the county
attorney's office, including
Hammond'sannouncement Tues-
day that his office will no longer
prepare or recommend criminal
warrants and summons for the.
judge's consideration.

Floyd District Judge James
Allen said Thursday that hie dis-
agrees with Hammaond's opinion
that that is nol the county
attorney’s responsibility.

There is no statutory provision
outlining whose responsibility it
is to prepare warrants, but Judge
Allen pointed out a 1983 opinion
from the attorney general’s office
which says thatitis the duty of the
county attorney o prepare com-
plaints and warrants of arrest,
search warrants and subpoenas
for witnesses.

Floyd Commonwealth Attor-
ney John Earl Hunt's office has
taken over those duties until the
issue can beresolved, Judge Allen
said.

“We had a good
system with those three people in the
county attorney's office. We had no
problems at all.”

Inaletter Tuesday to Judge Allen,
Hammond cited recent budget cuts
by Floyd Judge-Executive BobMeyer
for his decision to no longer prepare
warrants and summons. A portion of
the employees' salariesin the county
attorney’s criminal division is paid
for with state revenues,

The positions in the county
attomey’ s office held by Chris Waugh
and Peggy Newsome were not funded
in the county’s 1995-96 budget and
Bishop's salary paid by county funds
was reduced.

Hammond's letter suggested that
law enforcement officials seek war-
rants from the county's trial commis-
sioner or the district judge.

Judge Allen said Thursday that it
would be a conflict for him Lo prepare
warrants and he knows of no other
district judge who does.

“I feel it is a conflict for me to
writea warrant and be impartial when
I hear the case,” Judge Allen said.
“Based upon the opinion of people
I've called, they agree it's that way,
including the attorney general’s of-
fice. I talked to surrounding counties
and I can’t find any county where the
district judge writes warrants.”

Judge Allen said that he hoped the
fiscal court or the county attorney
can find the funding to keep
Hammond’s office staffed.

“It needs to get resolved,” Judge
Allen said. “In all honesty, in my
view the fiscal court should fund the
county attorney's office as it should
be. We had a good working relation-
ship with those people thathave been
here. They did an efficient and good
job. It’s a sad thing because the pub-
lic will suffer. People that have prob-
lems need to be able to get a warrant,
We need to do the job we're elected
and paid to do to serve the public the
way they should be served.”

Judge Allen said he did not know
what portion of those employees'
salaries are funded through the state.

As for Bishop, Judge Allen said,

“I'm not happy with losing him. If
he's gone, It’s gonna hurt us."”

The latest proposal for build-
ing a new Floyd County court-
house calls for the development
only of a judicial complex, which
would presumably house offices
for district and circuit judges
and include space for court-
rooms.

County offices would stay put,
and the costs associated with the
new building would be picked
up by the state's Administrative
Office of the Courts and at no
direct cost to the county's tax-
payers.

It's a reasonable and fiscally
sound approach to our expan-
sion needs, but there are some
concerns that the county will
lose revenues from the rent the
AOC is paying now for judicial
space.

Another prescription
for growing pains

There is, though, another al-
ternative which might be con-
sidered.

The third floor of the court-
house will be vacated in the near
future, when the new county jail
is completed, and there could be
enoughroom there tocreate new

space for courtrooms and judi-
cial offices.

Renovating the third floor
wouldlikely cost less than build-
ing a new building, and it would
continue to provide rental rev-
enues to the county.

Moving the judicial complex
up aflight would leave the space
used now for circuitcourt on the
second floor open for county
offices, including sizable meet-
ing room for the fiscal court.

By reallocating and renovat-
ing existing space at the court-
house, the municipal parking lot '
wouldstill beavailable and there
would be no need to search for
new, downtown parking facili-
ties.

We should add, that whatever
project is finally approved will
cost the taxpayers money. The
AQOC gets its money from us, in
a round about way, just like the
county.

The least costly, most effi-
cient way to go seems to be
available by utilizing existing
space.

We would urgeall parties con-
cerned to explore that option.

$1.3 million for
a ballfield for
Betsy Layne?

Editor:

$1.3 million for a ballfield you
ask? Yes. How can this be? The Floyd
County Board of Education at Brent
Clark’s urging cut $1.3 million from
the Betsy Layne Elementary project.
Whatdid Brent Clark get inexchange
for cutting thishuge amount of money
from the Betsy Layne project? Maybe
a ballfield? Maybe not?

The $1.3 million cut from the Betsy

Layne Elementary project would
have: 1) protected the kids from the
rain and elements by installing cano-
pies between the buildings; 2) pro-
vided needed renovation to repair the
existing old buildings which have
problems such as inadequate electri-
cal systems that should be upgraded;
3) upgraded plumbing and lighting in
the old buildings that is inadequate in
classrooms; 4) replaced doors that
are dilapidated and windows that are
broken in the old buildings; and 5)
replaced roofing that leaks on the
existing two-story building.

The two old buildings need the
repairs that were once planned as
they will continue to be fully utilized
even with the completion of the new
addition.

In addition to the repairs on the
old buildings and canopies between
the buildings, a portion of the $1.3
million would have gone to renavate
the gym. This renovation would have
removed asbestos, upgraded
restrooms, replaced dilapidated
bleachers, repaired the roof which
allows water to leak onto the playing
floor.

Many safety and health hazards
that the children will now have to
continue to live with, would have
been eliminated by the $1.3 million.

A ballfield for Betsy Layne High
School would be a very welcome
addition. But is it worth giving up
$1.3 million to obtain? Giving up
$1.3 million so you can spend more
than $200,000 to buy a ballfield
doesn’t seem to add up. I would en-
courage Brent to explain his actions
in giving this money up without cor-
recling the problems and safety haz-
ards at Betsy Layne Elementary.

has no light.

Owner has ten days to correct criti-
cal violations.

*» Big J. Meat Processing 99: No
shields on lights.

= Hitching Post Market, 96: Box
of bananas were stored on the floor.
Cardboard box was used for trash.

« Handshoe's Grocery, 98: Freez-
ers have no thermometers and floors
are in bad repair.

No hair
restraints in use, Foil used for liner of
waffle tray. Wiping cloths improp-
erly stored. Can opener needs to be
cleaned. Pots and pans on floor and
plates should be inverted. Box of
napkins were stored on floor in stock
room., Need towels in women's
restroom. Nolid on outside dumpster.
Sweater and purse were improperly
stored.

» Sam an Tonio"s 92: Box of pota-
toes on floor. Not all employees us-
ing hair restraints. Towels used for
liner for pitchers and glasses. Wiping
cloths improperly stored. Can opener
needs cleaning, Clean linen improp-
erly stored on bar.

= Fazolis, 91: No proper hair re-
straints in place. One cooler door in
bad repair. Wiping cloths on food
preparation table. Three-compart-
ment sink leaking. Hand wash sink is
leaking. No covered waste cans.
Floors in bad repair in storage area.
Ceiling is leaking. Apron improperly
‘stored.

» Conley's Restaurant, 95: Proper
hair restraints not in use. Door of ice
machine not closing properly. No
towels in restroom. Floors in bad

repair.

» Super America, 86 in deli and 96
in retail: Critical violation—poten-
tially hazardous foods being held at
improper temperature. Hotdogs were
being held at 120°, pizzarollsat 120°,
and corn dogs at 118°.

No chlorine test strips to monitor
final rinse solution strength, Paper
cups stored on the floor in the back
storage area. No soap or towels at deli
hand wash sink. Purse stored im-
properly in deli area. It should not be
stored around food or food equip-
ment.

Owner has ten days to correct eriti-
cal violations.

Walls,
ceilings and floors in bad repair
throughout facility (mainly in meat
room), Back storage area had much
debris,

Inspector's Note: The meat room
is currently under renovation which
may account for some violations,

Owner has ten days to correct criti-
cal violations.

For lecture
periods, handicraft, and nature study,
simple, modest cotton dresses and
culottes are appropriate for the girls.
The boys are suitably dressed in cot-
ton shorts and cotton trousers. This
year, don't we all vote that no girl
should be seen in halter blouses and
no boy appear in classes garbed in an
undershirt.

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Second Bluegrass State Games deadline July 1

Deadlines for gymnastics, adult
soccer and volleyball are fast ap-
proaching for entries into this year’s
Bluegrass State Games in Lexington
July 28-30.

Deadline for the three events is
July 1 and the deadline for the re-
maining games will be July 7.

Floyd Countians have been very
much a part of the Bluegrass State
Games in previous years and that
number is expected to increase.

Softball is one of the top events
fordrawing Floyd Countians but good
participation is seen in track and field,
archery, swimming and karate.

In the 10 year history of the Blue-
grass State Games, participants have
suffered their share of bruises, sprains
and even bee stings. Bandages, ice
packsand aspirin have beendispensed
aplenty by the Games’ medical staff
over the past 10 years.

Al Green, sports medicine direc-
tor for the Games, coordinates the
event’s athletic trainers and medical
staff. When the Games get underway

inlate July, Green and his well-trained
and experienced staff will be ready to
handle everything from splinters to
heat strokes.

“I"ve maintained the title and the
Jjob over the last ten years,” Green
said. “The medical coverage has pri-
marily become a function of the Ken-
tucky Athletic Trainers’ Society,
which utilizes every athletic trainer
in the state and many from the re-
gion.”

Green is the head athletic trainer
at the University of Kentucky and is
responsible for all sports, primarily

football.

Since the inception of the Blue-
grass State Games, Green and his
crew have been an important compo-
nent in the behind-the-scenes opera-
tion.

“The first year the Games were
held it was almost primarily a Uni-
versity of Kentucky event,” said
Green. “while there were quite a few
people involved, the majority of the
staff were UK trainers.”

More than 19,000 people partici-
pated in the Bluegrass State Games
in 1994. Green's staff has grown along

with the event. .

“Last year we utilited 205 medical
people to cover all the Games. When
we started with the Games in 1985,
there were about 25 of us. This year,
because of the expansion of the sites,
we're looking again ata minimum of
200 people,” said Green.

Inaddition to athletic trainers from
throughout the state and region, vol-
unteer physicians, paramedics, and
EMT’s from area hospitalsand emer-
gency services will be on hand to
provide immediate medical assis-
tance.

To prepare for the Games, Green
and his staff begin work six months
prior to the first event. An estimated
20 hours of preparation a week are
put in before the Games start. Each
site must be evaluated from a medi-
cal assistance standpoint, and needed
supplies must be gathered. Most train-
ers bring their own first-aid kits,
stretchers and coolers. Community
hospitals donate materials as well.

During last year’s Games, there

Pike schools penalized after audit

After an attendance audit by state
officials, the Pike County School
System was notified that it will be
penalized next year for giving free
education to West Virginia students
this year.

The Department of Education no-
tified the school system that Pike
County's allotment for the 1995-96
year will be reduced by $34,335 to
reimburse the state for this year.

The district’s calculated aid for
next year will drop about $56,000
based on this year's out-of-state at-
tendance figures, agency spokesman
Jim Parks said Monday. The penalty
is about $90,000 in all, he said.

The state performed an audit June

8 after learning that some West Vir-
ginia students were attending Belfry
High School without paying tuition.
The issue arose after one of those
students, Caroline Slater of
Williamson, West Virginia, sued over
not being named class valedictorian.

The audit found that 17 West Vir-
ginians were enrolled at the school
during the last school year and 13 the
year before, There was also a Moun-
tain State student at Turkey Creek
Elementary School last year.

The district’s 1994-95 state aid
was overstated by 11.1 students from
the previous year, the auditor deter-
mined. Parks said the 11.1 indicates
that not all the students studied in

Pike County during the entire 1993-
94 school year,

The school district has a policy
that calls for charging out-of-state
students $2,800 a year, so the county
can reimburse the state. But the dis-
trict has reported no outside students
since that policy wasenactedin 1992,
and Belfry claimed none as far back
as 1986.

Despite those facts, Parks said he
did not expect a further audit.

“We have limited staff to do atien-
dance audits,” he said. “The longer
you go back, the more difficultitis to
reconstruct the attendance records.”

Whatever the new policy, board
members said they expected admin-
istrators to follow up with enforce-
ment and reporting. Board members
Karen Sue Ratliff said she believed
any administrator not following board
policy should be considered insubor-
dinate and dismissed immediately.

MSHA inspector sues
Virginia coal operator

An inspector at the U.S. Mine
Safety and Health Administration’s
Phelps office has sued a Virginia coal
operator, who alleged the inspector
took bribes.

Ronald Hayes, filed suiton June 9
in the Pike Circuit Court against John
Stapleton of Abingdon, Virginia.

Stapleton accused Hayes of tak-
ing a $100 bribe to overlook safety
violations at Pike County Buming
Ridge Coal Company.

Hayes said he inspected Buming
Ridge once in the six years he's been
with MSHA. Hayes said he was with
another inspector the day Stapleton
claimed the bribe was paid.

Hayes cannot remember the date
of the alleged bribe.

Hayes said the FBI approached
him about the allegation and asked
him to take a lie-detector test. Heand
his attorney, Larry Webster, said he

“They told me if I failed they'd
take me 1o McDonald's and talk a
deal,” Hayes said. “I told them that
when I passed it, they would take me
to the steak house, and they did.”

Stapleton also accused Phelps in-
spector Gary McClanahan of taking
$500 in bribes. McClanahan pleaded
guilty Monday in U.S. District Court
to falsifying an inspection report on
Burning Ridge but steadfastly denies
taking a bribe.

The bribery charges are to be
dropped against McClanahan. His
attorney, John West, said investiga-
tors had only Stapleton’s word that
his client took the money.

Stapleton has an unlisted phone
number and could not be reached.

Six employees in MSHA's Pike
County operations have been indicted
on bribery and other charges since
last year. Four have pleaded guilty,
one was convicted and the sixth is
awaiting trial.

Clifford Crum was the inspector
convicted of taking a bribe and sen-
tenced to 13 months in prison. Hayes
said he looked at Crum’s case and
feared the same would happen to
him,

“Clifford was innocent,” he said.
“Look what happened to him. This
was going through my mind. If it
hadn’t have been for God, 1 would
have lost."

Hayes said anyone who knows
him would realize that the charge
was false.

“As many violations as 1 write,”
he said. “If they're paying me off,
they're going in the hole.”

“Hawkeye" Dixon appeared before
Pike Fiscal Court members Monday,

Dixon said the union has made
“no promises or commitments to
employees with respect to wages and
benefits,"” and has been “up front and
honest with the court from the get-go.

“We'vetold them (employees) that
all wages and benefits have to be
negotiated with the county.”

The labor union’s contract with
workers would be a “separate con-
tract,” according to Dixon, one that
doesn't fall under the UMWA,

Damron said she was concerned
that employees would be treated like
“stepchildren of the union.”

Dixon quickly refuted the sugges-
tion, saying employees would be rep-
resented “to the best of our ability”
and “neverbe treated as astepchild of

ees established a local union they
would bea “self-governed body” rep-
resented by the UMW A with respect
to grievances and disputes,

*So what would preclude employ-
ees from representing themselves?”
Damron asked.

Dixon said the union has 103 years
of experience in representing Pike
County workers.

The miners’ union began repre-
senting workers outside the coal in-
dustry six or seven years ago, but has
yet to represent other industries in
Eastern Kentucky.

County workers have waited sev-
eral weeks for fiscal court approval
of their request to allow UMWA to
act as a bargaining agent

Fiscal court members received a
petition signed by employees during
the May 15 meeting.

Acting on the advice of the county
attomey, Damron said the court would
have to “verify the accuracy” of a
UMW A petition signed by more than
75 hourly employees before putting
the issue up for a vote of the court.

Closer examination of the petition
revealed at least 12 discrepancies,
according to Damron.

Union officials recently notified
the court that at least 10 of the em-
ployees who signed the petition were
notregularhourly employees so their
signatures would be disqualified.,

Damron said two names on the
petition were “misspelled,” leading
ber to the conclusion that someone
else had signed the names.

In light of the discrepancies,
Damron requested the union circu-
late another petition and have some-
one attest the employees’ signatures,

The employees’ meeting has been
scheduled for July 9 at 3 p.m, in the
fiscal courtroom.

Need is great for county’s foster care families

The foster care process begins
most commonly with a report of
abuse, neglect or abandonment of a
child to the Office of Social Services.
In cases in which the child is not in
immediate danger, an investigation
is conducted by a social worker as-~
signed from the Social Services of-
fice. If the social worker feels there is
sufficient cause to remove the child
from the home, a petition is filed
calling it to the court’s attention.

The petition is heard at the next
scheduled court hearing. At that time
the court determinesifthereisenough
evidence that the child should be re-
moved from the home or if the par-
ents can work with the Cabinet for
Human Resources while the child
remains in the home.

If the situation is life threatening
an emergency custody order is re-
quested from a judge. With that
granted, the police can then proceed
to remove the child from the home.

*Most people think social work-
ers take children out of homes,” says
Norma Boyd, who is family services
clinician for Department of Social
Services in Floyd County. “But we
can't. The police have to do that."”

Usually, however, a social worker
does accompany the police officers
in order to receive the child. If this is
not possible then the child is deliv-
ered to the office of Social Services
or some other safe place where social
workers are waiting,

Whenever an emergency custody
order is issued, a temporary custody

hearing must be held within 72 hours.
If it is determined that the child can-
not be returned to the home then
some alternative placement must be
found.

First the social worker tries 10
place the child with relatives. “The
least restrictive placement is what we
want,” says Boyd, “Everything is
done in the best interest of the child.”

If this is not possible, then place-
ment is sought in a Kentucky Ap-
proved Foster Home. “Currently
Floyd County has only five certified
homes,” says Boyd. “Of those, two
are for respite care and one is a rela-
tive placement. The remaining two
acceptopen placementbutthe homes
are always full.”

Respite care is a unique system by
which foster parents can have a “day
off" once a month or children can be
placed in alternate homes when their
foster families are dealing with emer-
gency or illness.

If placement within the county
cannot be made then homes in other
counties must be considered. “We've
taken children to Boyd County,
Ashland, Greenup County,” says
Boyd. The problem with such place-
ment is that it is more disruptive 1o
the child, forcing a change in schools
aswellasliving arrangements. Italso
makes meetings with the social work-
ers, parents and children more diffi-
cult to arrange.

“In the last year we've lost two
homes to people moving out of state
and two to couples adopting and now
their homes are full." says Boyd,
“There is such a desperate need for
foster homes in Floyd County,”

When a child is put in the foster
care system a Foster Care Case Con-
ference is held within five days of
placement. This is attended by the
parents, the child (if appropriate), the
social worker and the foster parents.

“It'sa planning conference for the
parents,” says Boyd, “It's to let them
know what they need to do to get the
child back in the home. It’s all geared
toward geiting the child back in the
home, if possible.” Al the meeting
the child's needs and the needs of the
family are discussed and a written
plan with time frames is drafted.

Another conference is held in six
months, or sooner if requested. At
these conferences, plans arereviewed
and revised. It is also determined if
any progress has been made. If none
can be determined then conferences
continue to be scheduled every six
months thereafier or, if necessary,
permanent placement is sought.

For reasons of confidentiality the
exact number of reports the Floyd
County Social Services Office re-
ceives cannot be given but Boyd says
the numberis large. Often the parents
are seemingly unaware of there being
any problem in the home “Some par-
ents are genuinely distressed when
their children are removed.” says
Boyd, “and begin immediately to re-
organize their lives."

Others can take some time before
they even realize the problems that
exist or the needs of the child thatare
not being met. “1 truly believe every
parent cares for their child,” says
Boyd, “Il’s just a matter of them
recognizing needs, “

Sadly, some never do. And yet,

The Samaritan Center East will
provide counseling in the following
areas: marriage and family problems;
anxiety or depression; grief and loss;
stress management; abilities and in-
terests assessment, and substance
abuse.

Individual, family and group coun-
seling will be generally offered, as
needed.

George Aichel, president of the
Samaritan Center East Board of Di-
rectors, announced this week that a
major {unding campaign drive will
be started to secure the first year
operating funds for the center. The
center already has secured contribu-
tions to fund the preliminary plan-
ning of the center. The goal of the
campaign will be to raise $100,000to
cover the first year operating costs,
Continuing sources of revenues will

— ‘come from client fees, grants and

contributions.

The center will initially employ a
certified counselor/director and an
office assistant. Additional counse-
lorsand staff will be added as needed.
The target date for opening the cenier
is January 1996.

Boyd says even parents who agree 10
terminate their parental rights still
love theirchildren, “They justrealize
they can’t meet their child’s needs.”

Ifthe child is successfully reunited
with the parents then the Office of
Social Services monitors the home.
Regular evaluations continue until
the social worker is certain a perma-
nent change has taken place.

The decision to become foster
parents is one that requires careful
consideration. “It requires time and
commitment,” says Boyd, “but the
results are very rewarding.”

Boyd's office in the Social Ser-
vices building is filled with evidence
of her commitment to the cause.
Along with the towering piles of pa-
per common (o every government
enterprise, there are photos, draw-
ings, a large jar of animal crackers
and a small table and chairs in pink
and blue for young visitors. On a file
cabinet are a stack of stickers which
say “Superman had Foster Parents.”

“I hope this promotes people’s
interest in foster care” says Boyd.
“There's such a tremendous need in
this area.”

When asked about the first steps
toward entering the Foster Parent
Program, Boyd’s enthusiasm is evi-
dent. “Anyone interested at all would
callmeat Social Services,” said Boyd.
“If I'm not here, leave a message and
I promise I'll get back to you as soon
as possible.”

After taking a name and address,
Boyd will send a packet of informa-
tion which includes many common
questions and answers about foster
parenting. “It's meant to enlighten
them aboutthe Foster Program,”* says
Boyd.

Boyd will continue to provide in-
formational updates until such time
as GPS classes can be held. The GPS
(Group Preparation and Selection)
process gives detailed information
about the program as well as assess-
ing the capabilities of the prospective
foster parents.

The classes run for 10 weeks with

one meeting each week. Both parents
are required to attend. The Social
Services office tries to be accommo-
dating about arranging classes so that
they are convenient to the partici-
pants. Forinstance they can be sched-
uled for either the day or the evening.

“The first meeting is one of the
most important,” says Boyd. It is
during this meeting that couples are
introduced to the “Twelve Skills for
Successful Fostering and Adopting,”
aset of criteriaupon which the entire
course is based. Some of the skills
discussed are effective communica-
tion, building seif-esteem and work-
ing in partnership with birth families.

It is also at this time that families
are given “profiles” to fill out and
return the next month. “The family
can use the profile to assess their
strengthsand needs," says Boyd, “It’s
for them to describe themselves in
their own words.”

In the following nine weeks, all
aspects of foster parenting are dis-
cussed including helping the child or
children deal withremoval from their
home, managing negative behaviors
and, ultimately, leaving foster care
and reuniting with their birth family,
if possible.

Also discussed are the foster par-
ents feelings after the child leaves
their care. “There is usually some
feeling of loss,” says Boyd, “But with
every ending there is a beginning.
And there's areal knowledge of hay-
ing accomplished something."”

During the 10-week GPS course
the social worker will visit the pro-
spective foster parent’s home on two
occasions. The first visitis scheduled
after the second meeting, with the
final visit coming after the ten-week
course is completed.

The purpose of these visits is to
help establish the relationship be-
tween the social worker and the fos-
ter family and also to access the suit-
ability of the home environment. A
complete background check is also
run to assure children of a safe and
healthful placement.

In addition to training, prospec-
tive foster parents must have income
sufficient to support themselves.
When a foster child is in the home
they do receive a small stipend but
Boyd stresses it is not substantial.
“It's not about money," she says,
“It"sallabout the welfare of the child.”

Also, the child must have a bed of
his or her own, “Some of these chil-
dren come from abuse situations that
make this requirement very impor-
tant," says Boyd. A foster child can
share a room with a birth child or
children if they are of the same sex or
if they are very young.

After the completion of the GPS
course, approval of the family as a
Kentucky Approved Foster Home
generally comes within two to four
weeks. In some cases, when place-
mentis urgently needed and there are
no homes available, a home awaiting
approval can receive it verbally from
the Cabinet.

Once a home is approved, the fos-
ter parents are asked to keep a “Life
Book” for each child placed in their
care. “It's like a scrapbook that
bridges the gap while they are absent
from their own homes,"” says Boyd.
“Ithelps make alink between leaving
and returning or going somewhere
else.”

At any time foster parents feel a
need for specific additional training,
such as CPR or dealing with sexually
abused children, they can request it.
“We can train them in any category
for which they feel a need,” says
Boyd. Additionally, the foster fami-
lies in Floyd County meet monthly to
discuss concerns and share ideas.

“We try to make sure there is
adequate support for the foster fami-
lies,” says Boyd, “We have videos
available, books, training, anything
that’s needed.” i

Boyd realizes the most important
element of the foster care system.
“These families are our most valu-
able resource,” she says, “Without
them, none of this would be pos-
sible."”

Cooking szs For Iﬁur Gas Grill

by TV Chef George Hirsch

(NAPS)—Ahhh! The siz-
zle...the aroma! There's
nothing like a backyvard
barbecue to set off hunger
alarms. Today's gas grills
can go way beyond burgers
to cook creative foods that
appeal to any appetite. The
experts at Char-Broil, Ame-
rica’s oldest manufacturer
of grills, got together with
Chef George Hirsch, host
of the public television
series Grilling With Chefl
George Hirsch, to provide
these cooking tips plus a
uniquely sayory recipe,

* The more you cook,
the better the flavor
because meat juices sea-
son the grill, producing
that outdoorsy taste.

* Before you light your
grill coat the grid with
cooking oil to prevent food
from sticking.

* Trim excess fat off
meat, Sear the meat at
high heat on both sides,
then cook at a lower tem-
perature; searing keeps
the juices ingide and cuts
down on drippings,

* Today, gas grills like
those from Char-Broil are
built to minimize excessive
flare-ups. But if a flare-up
should occur, don't douse
it with water—that can
shorten the life of your
grill. Instead, move the
foods away from the flare-
up and allow the grease
to burn off.

* For roasts that take
a long time, try the indi-
rect method. Keep one
burner on medium and
place the meat over the
other burner. Cook with
the lid closed; the meat
will stay juicy and tender,

* Qutdoor temperature
and wind conditions can
affect the cooking temper-
ature. You may need to

add time on a cool or

breezy day.

SWORDFISH
WITH OLIVE RELISH
(from the Gather
'Round the Grill
cookbook published by
Hearst Books
“1995 by George Hirsch)
Grill temperature:
High-Medium.
Makes 4 servings
1 cup ripe tomatoes,
seeded and finely
chopped
Juice of 2 lemons

2 tablespoons olive
oil
Puree from 6 cloves
Caramelized
Garlic*

1 tablespoon dried
thyme

1 tablespoon dried
mint

12 teaspoon Tabasco

Freshly ground
black pepper to
taste
Four 6-ounce
swordfish steaks,
cut V2 inch thick

2 tablespoons butter
Olive Relish (recipe
follows)

In a shallow, nonre-
active bowl combine
first eight ingredients
and mix well. Marinate
the swordfish in this
mixture, refrigerated,
for one hour. Preheat

the grill. Remove the
swordfish from the
marinade and place on
grill for 4 to 5 minutes,
Turn and cook an addi-
tional 4 to 5 minutes.
Brush fish occasionally
with marinade. To use
marinade as a sauce,
bring it to a boil and
stir in the butter. Serve
with the relish.

OLIVE RELISH
1 cup pitted ripe
black olives,
chopped
1/2 cup grilled and
chopped red onion
1/2 cup grilled and
chopped red bell
pepper
1/4 cup chopped
scallions
/4 cup pecans or
walnuts, chopped
2 tablespoons olive
oil
1 tablespoon
balsamic vinegar
Puree from 4 cloves
Caramelized
Garlic*®
Freshly ground
black pepper to taste

Combine all in a
medium bowl and mix
well. Allow flavors to
blend, unrefrigerated,
for one hour. Makes
about 2 112 cups.

*Caramelized Garlic:
cut 14 off bottom of root
end of each head of gar-
lie.
