Newsome reported the incident 
to the Federal Bureau of hm:stiga­
tion, the Kentucky State Police and 
VJe Floyd County Sheriff's Depart­
ment. 

After making the report, New­
some tried an experiment of his

the FBI, the state police or the Sher­
iff's Department. 

Counterfeiting is a federal 
offense. 

Hunt said that the vehicle rolled 
30-40 feet over an embankment 
and landed in a shallow creek.

things, like going 10 the store. One 
thing you learn in martial arts is 
that fear is not a problem any-
more." · 

As an example, the black belt 
recalled with relish one incident in 
which one of his former students 
foiled a purse snatcher. When the 
stranger grabbed her purse, the 
woman immediately disabled her 
assailant with a fierce annlock, and 
"crack"-his arm was broken. 
When police arrived, the man was 
lying face down on the pavement, 
and the woman was standing on top 
of him, stomping his back with her 
feet 

In the beginning of his martial 
arts training, Troy learned different 
systems or styles. Then two and a 

half years ago, he started studying 
Ching Loong Wu or Golden Drag­
on Kung Fu style of Chinese mar­
tial art under the guidance of mas­
ter Jim Porter. 

"I used to study all types of mar­
tial arts," Troy said. "I didn't get 
beaten up as much, but I didn't get 
my black belt until I went to Jim. 
He helped me with my vision prob­
lem. He was real patient." 

Porter, 30, teaches Kung Fu at 
his Golden Dragon studio located 
in the former Dwale Elementary 
School building. "I started studying 
martial arts when I was eleven," 
Jim said, who now has a master 
level 6th degree black belt. "At that 
level, you have basically mastered 
the art." 

Jim, a native of Floyd County, 
started teaching martial arts in 
1991. As for Troy, "In my classes 
we don't treat him differently," Jim 
said. "Most people are shocked to 
learn be is blind. I divide the class 
into groups. (In the beginning) 
Troy and I got to the side and I gave 
him extra materials. His problem is 
not being able to see opponents 
when sparring. When you spar, you 
try 10 make it as close to street 
fighting as possible. Troy doesn't 
let his eyesight hinder him. No one 
cuts him any slack." 

"Jim taught me to use my touch 
to control my opponents," Troy 
said. 

Jim's advanced students are 
passing on the skills as licensed 
teachers in a network of studios in 
Eastern Kentucky.

Lancer resident David Carpenter 
has slept on floors in the poorest 
hovels and on beds in luxurious pent­
houses, but both experiences have 
tllught him a message - the gospel 
of J csus Christ needs to be taken 
throughout the world. 

Carpenter, a son of Delores and 
Robert Carpenter ofLancer, has been 
on a mission to spread God's word 
since he answered a call for mission­
ary service during a service at Pleas­
ant Home Baptist Church when be 
was a teen. 

Now at the age of 25 and with a 
Bachelor's Degree in family studies, 
he's heading for Japan on July 27 to 
do full-time missionary work with 
the Southern DaptistJ ourneyman pro­
gram. 

As a journeyman, Carpenter will 
not be allowed to come home to the 
States for two years. His parents, 
though, can visit him and be can talk 
to them on the telephone. 

1bat will be tough, says his mom, 
Delores. 

"I feel specially blessed but feel a 
mother's sadness that! won'tscc him 
in two years," she said. "I dedicated 
him to the Lord when he was young 
for him to be used by Him. I feel like 
anytime the Lord calls, he'll be physi-

As he discussed the drawbacks to 
living in Japan, Carpenter perched on 
the edge of his seat, eager to begin his 
work. He talked about how his past 
experiences will help him adjust to 
living in Japan. 

"In Brazil, I had to learn Portu­
guese. The first six weeks, I lived 

with a family tlmt was very poor. A 
child slept on tl1e floor so I could have 
a bed. I felt really bad, but I felt 
honored. If I had refused, it would 
have been an insult to llle family," he 
said. 

"The last six wt:eks, I had a pent­
bouse, maids, everyllling - all llle 
luxuries you could imagine. That 
experience taught me I can live in a 
wide range of living environments." 

I le also discussed t11e reserved 
attitude of t11e Japanese people and 
said he was not concemed about 
breaking l11rough tlmt reserve. 

"I have teamed l11atllle most im­
portant tl1ing in my walk witl1 God is 
that I am to be open and available to 
share the good news of Jesus Christ. 
I have also learned tllat God is not 
concemcd witl1 my abilities as lie is 
witl1 my availability. I am open to 
wherever God wants me to go and to 
whatever He wru1ts me to become 
through llle Intemational Service 
Corps," Carpenter said. 

Carpenter's interest in missionary 
work was sparked in 1989 when he 
became partoftlle Sou them Baptist's 
Creative Performance team in Vir­
giniaBeach, Virginia. In 1990, when 
he went to Israel on a mission, he said 
he "felt called ru1d had a peace about 
it."

Budget balancing 101: college kids 

are the teachers

How did the federal government 
grow so large? Why did American 
taxpayers cough up nearly $58 bil­
lion dollars in interest alone on the 
national debt in January? And how 
did the federal budget deficit reach 
more than $150 billion last year? 

No one seems to have good an­
swers to these questions. The fact is 
the federal government has grown 
out of control, and programs and ser­
vices are being reduced to help pay 
for the huge budget deficit. 

But one thing is for certain. If the 
federal government continues to 
spend federal dollars irresponsibly, 
future generations will be the ones 
who pay for it. 

Fortunately, the country•s future 
business and government leaders 
might prove to be more responsible 
than their predecessors thanks to edu­
cational programs tbat teach young 
people how to deal with money be­
fore they become elected officials or 
small-business owners themselves.

To teach others about business, 
some students develop lesson plans 
and train teachers; others create 
games, coloring books and video 
tapes. And many students tutor 
younger children. Participants also 
have produced and appeared on tele­
vision spots and programs; written, 
published, and distributed thousands 
of flyers, pamphlets, booklets, and 
books on economic issues to elemen­
tary school-aged students; and oper­
ated businesses such as campus snack 
bars and book stores. 

Once the students form collegiate 
teams to present their outreach pro­
grams, they are judged by a panel of 
national business leaders and entre­
preneurs, proving that competition is 
a way to inspire students. 

The impact of the program has 
been far-reaching. To date, some 
4,000 education programs have 
reached nearly two million school 
children, more than one million col­
lege students, and in excess of 66 
million citizens around the country. 

And the program continues to 
grow. This year was record breaking 
as more business leaders joined judges 
panels, greater numbers of colleges 
participated and the amount of fman­
cial support hit new levels. And last 
year the organization crossed inter­
national borders as teams from 
Canada and Europe competed. 

Early to recognize the importance 
of economic education was tbe 
600,000 member National Federa­
tion of Independent Business, the 
nation's largest advocacy group for 
small business, which plays an active 
role in competitive events. 

With all the talk about ballooning 
deficits and careless spending, it's 
refreshing to seeAmerica·snextgen­
eration of leadership taking a keen 
int.crestin fiscal accountability. With 
a little imagination and a lot of guts, 
they could be the generation that 
might have to answer such questions 
as: "What was a federal budget defi­
cit?"

Remembering Dee 
I hold to the belief that a person 

should not so much grieve for the loss 
of someone but t11at they should cel­
ebrate what was left behind. In the 
caseofDeeJusticei have many good 
memories to look back on, memories 
that bring smiles to my face and will 
allow him to live forever in my heart. 

One of the best memories I have of 
Dee is what I call The Fish Story. I 
have never been a very good fisher­
man. I've went fishing about as many 
times I've climbed Mt. Everest. But 
Dee was a good fisherman. Dee was 
a barbaric fisherman. But before I 
skip too far ahead, let me start at the 
beginning. 

Dee and I had just got back from a 

good sweat-breaking hill climb and 
were walking along the road that leads 
to my house. As we passed over a 
small bridge, I looked to my side and 
noticed tllat Dee had fallen back. I 
turned and saw him hunched over the 
edge of the bridge and I knew right 
away that he was on to sometlling 
interesting. 

I hurried over to the edge of the 
bridge and bent over beside him. He 
asked me ifl could see it and I said no. 

"You mean to tell me that you 
can't see that head sticking out from 
under that rock?" 

I bent closer and finally saw what 
be was talking about The sunlight 
caught the scales just right in the 
water and tllere it was, quite possibly 
the biggest fish head I had ever seen. 
When Dee scooted his feet over the 
side of the bridge, I watched tlle head 
disappear into the large space under 
the rock. At once Dee jumped into the 
water. I watched with fascination as 
he went down on all fours and stalked 
toward the rock. As he crept along his 
hand went slowly to the pocket of his 
shorts and produced a small knife. 
Slowly he positioned himself in front 
of the rock and dipped his hand into 
the water. 

"I can't feel it but tllere's enough 
room for me to get in under it and 
scareitout,"beexplainedandhanded 
me the knife. "When it comes out, try 
to catch it. If you can't, nail it witll 
this." 

I was just about to ask him exactly 
what he was planning to do when he 
dove swiftly and disappeared witll a 
wild splash under the rock. Not more 
t11an a second later sometl1ing shot 
from under tl1e rock in an explosion 
of water and was lunging straight 
toward my chest. I finally recognized 
it to be the fish and tluew Dee'sknife 
wildly outward hitting notl1ing but 
air as the fish side-finned me and 
landed on the bank. 

Dee tllen crune !lying out of the 
water screaming, "Oh, mru1! We got 
it now; we got it now!" He took the 
knife from me and screruned his war 
chru1t once more into my face ru1d 
collapsed on top of tl1e fish. He sunk 
tlle blade once, twice, three Limes 
into its enormous belly and tl1en, with 
much effort, lifled it onto t11e bridge. 
We measured it by carving two deep 
grooves into tl1e bridge; one at it's tail 
and the ot11er at it's head. Then we 
started back on our way carrying our 
prize like two proud waniors. 

This was life wit11 Dee. I can hardly 
remember a boring minute spent with 
him. He seemed to be gifted witl1 tl1is 
all-consuming energy that brought 
out tlle best in himself and those 
around him. I will miss my friend but 
I will always have the memories he 
gave me. For many summer days to 
come I will stop again at tlwt bridge, 
run my finger tluough tl10se grooves, 
and remember Dee.

-- Denver police arrested Milton Edward Anderson, 
63, in March and said he was their principal suspect in 
a wave of about 200 recent brassiere-slashings (right 
cup only) at retail stores. Anderson denied the 
charge-but admitted he was wearing women's under­
wear at the time be was arrested. 

-- In March, librarians in Santa Clara and Santa 

Cruz counties in California were on the lookout for a 
mystery slasher who had removed the pages from 
poetry books in several libraries. Speculated the editor 
of a poetry magazine interviewed by the San Francisco 
Chronicle, '1'he poetry world attracts people on the 
fringes .... Maybe this person thinks these poems 
should be in a different style or form, or wants them to 
myme." 

- In February in East Moline, Ill., Benjy G. 
Kremenak, 39, pleaded guilty to havin_g stalked a 
woman for nearly three years. His hearing had been 
postponed from May 1994 because the judge at that 
time became alarmed when Kremenak several times 
during the hearing spontaneously broke out singing his 
rendition of "Chapel of Love." 

-- ln December, Charles Moody, 34, was arrested in 
Louisville, Ky., and charged with killing his mother 
and brother, wrapping the bodies in plastic so that 
some features 'were visible, and leaving them at 
curbside for garbage pickup. He told onlookers quite 
unconvincingly that they were only fake bodies. Said a 
local psychologist interviewed by lhe Louisville 
Courier-Journal, "[Moody's) is a classic example of 
denial that will be taught in classrooms for years." 

-- In April in Haddon Heights, N J ., police charged 
Leslie Nelson wilh lhe murders of two police officers 
who bad come to her home to serve a warrant for 
weapons violations. Nelson resisted arrest and barri­
caded herself inside for 14 hours. The 6-foot-2 Nelson, 

who bad recently undergone a sex-change operation to 
cease being Mr. Glenn Nelson, was seen during the 
standoff at a window in the home holding a rifle while 
clad in G-string and halter top. 

-In January, months of investigative work by the 
Warren (Ohio) Tribune-Chronicle resulted in murder 
charges being filed against a man for a 1978 murder 
that had been officially reported as a suicide by county 
coroner Joseph A. Sudimack, who had retired in 1987. 
Still being investigated are several other of Sudimack's 
"suicide" determinations, including one case of a man 
who was shot and run over by a bulldozer; another of a 
man who was found hanged, on his knees, with toilet 
paper stuffed in his moulh; and another of a man who 
died of carbon monoxide poisoning from an inoperable 
lawn mower. 

--Danny Strickland, 34, was arrested in Savannah, 
Ga., in November after a shoot-out wilh police, and 
charged with killing his father. Among lhe evidence 
against Strickland was a to-do list he had made for 
disposing of the body (e.g., nail windows closed, repair 
bullet holes, melt bullets) and some equipment be had 
purchased to dispose of the body (e.g., a meat grinder). 

·-In January, attorney Lawrence Gottfried, 50, was 
sentenced to 15 months in prison for destroying 
documents during his tenure with the Board of 
Veterans' Appeals in Washington, D.C. According to
