spores of bird and bat droppings. 
Histo is not contagious and is en­
demic to the area. 

The debris is currently at a 
dumpsite within city limits near 
Prestonsburg'sPublicWorksDepart­
ment The debris was taken there 
originally to be mulched for land-

• scaping areas around the city. 
Finger recommended the debris 

be buried under three feet of dirt and 
the area remain undisturbed for 12-
16months. 

A part of that recommendation is 
that whoever works on the disposal 
process must have already skin-tested

Eight-year-old takes 
steps to build hospital

An eight-year-old Maytown 
girl was the center of attention in 
the county court clerk's office last 
Friday afternoon, August 11, when 
she presented County Court Clerk 
Carla Boyd with articles of incor­
poration for a new hospital foun­
dation in Eastern Kentucky. 

Suzanne Elizabeth, who was 
accompanied by her mother Janie 
Bailey-Bamer, flied the document 
in behalf of the non-proftt corpo­
ration, Eastern Kentucky 
Children's Hospital, Inc. The ftl­
ing was the first official step in a 
grassroots effort to build a com­
prehensive medical facility for 
children in the region. 

For Suzanne, who bas cerebal 
palsy, having a children's hospital 
close to home would mean no 
more arduous trips to hospitals in 
Lexington and Louisville to see 
specialists and to receive therapy. 

It could also mean the difference 
between Suzanne remaining in a 
wheelchair or walking. · 

"Suzanneisaquadriplegicwbo 
may or may not have the ability to 
walk," her mother said. "(Doctors 
at) Sbriners (Crippled Children's 
Hospital in Lexington) say she 
can. But it's bard to get down there 
at Lexington." 

As it is, Suzanne visits the 
Sbriners hospital once every two 
weeks. She also has appointments 
with pediatric cardiologists at 
Kosair Children's Hospital in Lou­
isville every six months. She also 
see a pediatric cardiologist in 
Pikeville. Her mother said that 
Suzanne's cardiologists in Louis­
ville come to satellite clinics all 
across Kentucky, except Eastern 
Kentucky due to a lack of ad­
equate facilities. The clinic far­

positive for histo. 
City Attorney Paul Burchett said 

the disposal process will begin when 
the city finds someone who has al­
ready been exposed to the disease 
and who can also operate the equip­
ment needed. 

In the meantime, the city is keep­
ing the area wet, to keep the spores 
from becoming airborne, and have 
blocked off the entrance to the 

.,dump site. 
The recommendation to bury the 

contaminatedmaterial was made dur­
ing a meeting last week Thursday 
between Johnnie Ross, environmen­
tal inspector for the Kentucky De­
partment for Environmental Protec­
tion; city officials; representatives 
from the Floyd County Health De­
partmentand other interested parties. 

Ross said during the meeting a lot 
of different possibilities were dis­
cussed, but the group chose Finger's 
recommendation for on-site disposal. 

"Since this is an air borne disease, 
burying the waste deep enough will 
prevent the spores from becoming 
airborne," Finger said. 

• This is more of a practicality deci­
sion than one based on science, he 
added. 

Finger said that there is no risk 
from driving by the site, but people 
do need to stay out of the dump area. 

Ross said the city was granted an 
oral emergency permit from Frank­
fort based on Finger's recommenda-

lions to bury the contaminated de­
bris. 

A verbal permit is more stringent 
than a written permit because the city 
must follow specific guidelines, he 
added. 

The city must now respond to the 
oral permit with a written response in 
five days. The city must tell specifi­
cally how the waste will be handled, 
Ross said. 

However, the city does not have a 
lot of latitude, because this is an emer­
gency situation, he added. 

"Everybody at the meeting was 
out to do what was best to protect 
human health and the environment, 
and not to promote their personal 
goals," Ross said. 

The city has done whatever was 
askedofthemandhasdone it quickly, 
he added. 

Since July 13, seven people have 
been diagnosed with acute cases of 
his to/pneumonia. Only one of those 
cases was conf1tmed by lung biopsy. 

The seven people include five con­
struction workers, who contracted the 
disease while tearing down the old 
building, and two city workers. 

One of the city workers, Forrest 
Bentley, an equipment operator for 
Prestonsburg's Public Works Depart­
ment. contracted the disease while 
operating a backhoe inside the build­
ing and hauling the debris to the · 
dumpsite. 

The other city worker is 
Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom

Dr. Ayesha Sikder, a lung special­

ist with the Shelby Valley Clinic, is a 
consultant in all seven cases. She said 
that at this time all the patients have 
been discharged from the hospital. 

"The hospitals have been giving 
them (the patients) a week's supply 
ofmedicine,"Sikdersaid. ''This gives 
the patients enough time to buy their 
own medication without worrying 
about running out." 

Sikder said the medicine is very 
expensive, between $10-$14 a day, 
and must be taken for at least the next 
four months if not longer. 

"We now have a social problem," 
Sikder said. "The problem is the 
medication is so expensive and these 
folks will need help." 

If the medication is not taken while 
the disease runs its course, more se­
vere lung and respiratory problems 
can occur, she added. 

Sikder said that there is now a 
total of fifteen histo cases, but other 
than the seven acute cases, everyone 
else has mild cases. 

Those with mild ca~s were not 
admitted to the hospital and some do 
not need any treatment, she added.

Securing funds 
The Floyd County Schools Grants Program, coordinated by Eugene 
Blackburn, was extreme successful in Fiscal Year 1994-95. At the end of 
the year the grants office had 85o/. funding success. Application was 
made for $1,111,800 of which $627,800 was approved with $404,000 
pending. Only three applications were denied funding. The long-term 
goal of the office Is to develop capacity within the Floyd County District 
Schools to successfully Identify, write, and secure external funding. The 
funding will support current educational Initiatives as well as provide 

tfPportunitles for new student programs. 

Senator Bailey speaks 
atJOBSregionalmeet 

A Kentucky senator and a repre­
sentative from U.S. Representative 
Hal Roger's office spoke at a Job 
Opportunities and Basic Skills 
(J.O.B.S.) regional meeting held 
Thursday at the Mayo Vocational-

• Technical school. 
The J.O.B.S. program serves 

AFDC (welfare) recipients by plac­
ing them in part-time positions with 
non-profit agencies so they can ob­
tain work experience training. 

Senator Bennie Ray Bailey and 
Jeff Speaks both spoke briefly to area 
employers and AFDC J.O.B.S. par-
ticipants about legislation that affects 
health and welfare programs. 

"Health care and welfare reform 
F. intertwined and to adjust one, the 
other is affected," Speaks said. 

Speaks said proposed block grants 
would replace federally funded pro­
gramslikeAFOC, but the states would 
still receive the same amount of 
money. 

These grants would come with 
certain requirements and guidelines, 
but different states could decide what 
was needed most in their state, in­
stead of the federal government de­
ciding. 

Bailey said welfare would not be a 
problem in Appalachia if it was de­
veloped. 

"For example, if the people of this 
area spent 75 percent of what they 
spend now on health care in this re­
gion instead of going to Lexington, 
jobs would be created here," Bailey 
said. 

Several officials with the cabinet 
of human resources in Frankfort, all 
of the local J.O.B.S. program staff 
serving Martin, Floyd, Johnson, and 
Magoffin counties and over fifteen 
area employers and twenty AFDC 
J.O.B.S. participants attended the 
meeting. 

The local program serves more 
J.O.B.S. participants than any other 
program in the state. 
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About 118,000 low-income Ken­
tucky women, infants and children 
are being served monthly by the fed­
erally funded Women, Infants and 
Children (WIC) program. 

The number of Kentuckians served 
monthly has increased slightly from 
nearly 117,600 in federal fiscal year 
1994. Nationally, an average of more 
than 6.8 million women, infants and 
children have participated monthly 
in the WIC program in this federal 
year to date. About 79 percent of 
Kentuckians who are eligible for the 
WIC program are enrolled. 

WIC is a health and nutrition pro­
gram that provides nutrition assess­
mentsandeducation, nutritious foods, 
and referrals for other health services 
to women who are pregnant, postpar­
tum or breastfeeding, infants, and 
children under five years of age. 

To qualify, participants must be at 
nutritional risk and in a family that is 
at or below 185 percent of the federal 
poverty level. For example, a family 
of four with a monthly income of 
$2,336 would qualify under program 
guidelines. 

Participants receive WIC checks 
for the purchase of specific nutri­
tional items such as milk and cheese, 
iron-fortified infant formula, vitamin 
C-fortified natural juice, iron-forti­
fied cereals, eggs, dried beans, pea­
nut butter, tuna fish, and fresh raw 
carrots. 

"Proper nutrition is very impor-

tant to the physical and intellectual 
growth and development of children, 
especially during pregnancy and the 
early years," said Marvin Miller, nu­
trition services branch manager in 
the state Department for Health Ser­
vices. 

"Many serious health problems 
can be prevented with proper nutri­
tion. Both financial and physical costs 
can be avoided through early care." 

Several Kentucky health status 
indicators improved from 1983 to 
1993 because of the WIC program. 
The number of children with anemia 
dropped from 28.2 percent to 17.1 
percent, the number of underweight 
children decreased from 3.6 percent 
to 2.8 percent, and the number of 
low-birth weight babies fell from 11.4 
percent to 8.8 percent, Miller said. 

National studies of the WIC pro­
gram have shown that WIC signifi­
cantly increased the head size of in­
fants whose mothers received WIC 
foods during pregnancy. Head size 
normally reflects brain growth. In 
addition, pregnant women who par­
ticipated in WIC had fewer prema­
ture births, and sought prenatal care 
early in pregnancy. 

The program is open to all persons 
and does not discriminate on the ba­
sis of race, color, national origin, age, 
sex or handicap.

Board reverses 
earlier decision on 

girls basketball 
Mter a petition, signed by 

12ofthecounty's IS elemen­
tary school principals, was 
addressed to then-school su­
perintendent Dr. Steven 
Towler, the school board 
reversed an earlier decision 
to play the girls grade school 
basketball season while the 
grade school football pro­
gram was in progress during 
September and October. 

Petitioners said they felt 
the "concept to be inappro­
priate because of expenses; 
facility acquisition; extended 
personnel hours, etc." 

The problem with the con­
cept of continuing to play 
girls and boys schedules to­
gether is that the girls are 
short changed in playing a 
IV game. The format has 
been to play a boys JV game, 
a girls game, and a boys A 
team game. 

Many of the younger girls 
who play grade school bas­
ketball sit on the bench most 
of the time. When they get to 
the sixth, seventh, and eighth 
grade level, they have either 
gotten disgusted and quit or 
have little or no experience 
playing basketball. 

When confronted in high 
school, many of them just 
drop the sport because of the 
lack of instruction in the 
game. 

Eventually, this will catch 
up with our high school pro­
grams. Many high school 
areas no longer have junior 
pro basketball, and that is 
becoming evident with each 
season of girls high school 
basketball. 

Playing a separate sched­
ule from the boys would 
mean the girls could play a 
IV game and give those who 
see little (or no) playing time 
a chance to develop their 
skills under game conditions. 

I realize the principals 
who signed the petition want 
to be home as much as pos­
sible - that is understand­
able. But when three games, 
and at times four games, are 
played the hour is late when 
the kids get home. There­
fore, the principals are there 
long hours anyway, so why 
not just break it up into two 
sessions? How about desig­
nating a responsible school 
official to help take in part of 
the games? 

Other counties surround­
ing us play separate girls 
schedules. It allows high 
school coaches to take in 
most of the games and help 
coordinate the programs. 
But, we have to be different 
--just like in everything else.

August is the last month to apply 
for rotenone treatment for farm ponds. 
The Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) 
will supply rotenone to land owners 
at cost, but applications must be re­
ceived by the September 1 deadline. 

Rotenone and other inert ingredi­
ents compose a biodegradable chemi­
cal specifically used for eliminating 
undesirable fish populations. 

The best time to use the chemical 
is during the fJrst week in September. 
However, rotenone can be used the 
week before or the week following. 

If you are having trouble with 
overpopulation of a certain fish spe­
cies or just want to restart your farm 
pond from scratch, rotenone could be 
the answer. Remember, the objective 
for using rotenone is to completely 
kill all the fish in the pond. For ques­
tions or consultation, call (502) 564-
3596 for the name and phone number 
of the fishery biologist in your area. 

SQUIRREL SEASON JUST 
AROUND THE CORNER 

One of the oldest and most popu­
lar hunting seasons in the state is 
about to begin. Squirrel season starts 
Saturday, August 19. Squirrel season 
runs through December 31, but will 
be closed during the modern gun deer 
season, November 11-20. The daily 
limit for squirrel is six and the pos­
session limit is 12.

Concealed weapon bill proposed 
for the 1996 General Assembly 

Majority Floor Leader of the Ken­
tucky House of Representatives Gre­
gory Stumbo is supporting legisla­
tion proposed for the 1996 General 
Assembly that allows Kentuckians to 
carry concealed weapons. 

"It is an issue of great popularity 
in Floyd County," Stumbo said. "I 
am a long time advocate of personnel 
protection and this is certainly a time 
in which self preservation is impor­
tant to the average citizen." 

"The legislation BR 203, is a bill 
that will provide Floyd Countians the 
kind of confidence that comes with 
safety in the home and in the automo­
bile," Stumbo said. 

"There are forty co-sponsors to 
the legislation, reflecting a general 
enthusiasm across the Common­
wealth for the protection it will bring," 
he said. 

Crime is at an all time high in the 
United States and citizens have a 

right to a feeling of security until this 
surge of violence can be contained, 
Stumbo pointed out. 

Statistics show that crime bas not 
gone up nor has there been an in­
crease in accidental shootings in states 
that have adopted similar legislation, 
Stumbo added. And, he asserted that 
after a concealed weapons law passed 
in Florida, the homicide rate de­
creased six percent between 1987 

and 1990. 
According to the bill, those who 

wish to carry a concealed weapon 
must secure a license that can be 
obtained through the state police, with 
a portion of the money going to the 
sheriffs office. The application fee 
for the license is $25. Only Kentucky 
residents living in the Commonwealth 
longer than six months can qualify 
for a license. Other eligibility re­
quirements include accountability of 
the applicants present mental condi­
tion, not being a convicted felon nor 

a fugitive from justice or dishonor­
ably discharged from the armed ser­
vices. 

The proposal stipulates that all 
individuals seeking a license to carry 
a concealed weapon must success­
fullycompleteafirearmsafetycourse. 
Those safety courses can be offered 
by law enforcement officers, through 
theN ation Rifle Association or other 
governmentally approved hunter 
safety courses. "This is an important 
aspect of the plan," Stumbo said. "It 
adds a great deal of credibility and 
personal safety to the entire concept" 

The bill does, however, prohibit a 
permit holder from carrying the 
weapon into sensitive areas such as 
schools, courtrooms, police stations 
and General Assembly meetings. 

The National Rifle Association 
has also embraced the concept of the 
legislation. Stumbo said, "I tis indeed 
a bill to meet the needs of the nine­
ties." 

Kentuckians alerted 
about mosquito 
outbreak in lllinois 

Theoutbreakofamosquito-bome 
disease in a neighboring state, has 
prompted a public health alert. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment was recently notified by the 
state that 11 people in illinois have 
been diagnosed with St Louis En­
cephalitis, a mosquito-borne disease. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment Director Carol Holbrook said 
although there have not been any 
cases reported in Kentucky, Kentuck­
ians need to take precautions. 

Precautions that are helpful for 
personal protection are eliminating 
mosquito breeding grounds, limiting 
outdoor activities from dusk to dawn, 
using insect repellents and maintain­
ing window screens. 

Mosquito breeding grounds in­
clude standing water in puddles, 
drainage ditches, bird feeders, old 
tires, and trash.

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Funding okayed to upgrade sewer system 
Contributed by 
the Salyersville Independent 

Federal funding has been approved 
that will allow the city of Salyersville 
to finalize plans to upgrade itS sewer 
system. 

The Rural Development 
Administration'sRural Utilities Ser­
vice, a branch of the U.S. DeparUnent 
of Agriculture, bas awarded the city a 
grant of $525,000 combined with an 
approved RDA loan of $550,000 that 
will go toward funding the estimated 
$1.6 million project 

The RDA grant and loan was an­
nounced by U.S. Representative 
Harold "Hal" Rogers. 

The balance of the funding will be 
in the form of a Community Devel­
opment Block Grant (CDBG) grant 

assistance in the sum of $569,185. 
In its July 23 meeting, the 

Salyersville City Council approved 
a customer increase of20 percent on 
monthly sewer bills, but will not 
effect customer's water bills. Sewer 
bills are based on the amount of 
water used each month by the cus­
tomer. The increase will go toward 
paying off the RDA loan over a 30-
year period. 

The sewer system renovation 
project is targeted toward moderniz­
ing and expanding the city's waste­
water (sewage) treatment plant and 
rehabilitating portions of its collec­
tion system to eliminate inflow and 
infJ.ltration. 

According to a copy of a grant 
application submitted for the CD BG 
grant assistance by the Big Sandy 

AreaDevelopmentDistrict, who has 
been contracted by the Salyersville 
City Council to administer the 
project, the local wastewater treat­
mentsystemhas experienced steadily 
increasing problems in the past few 
years. 

Because inflow and infiltration 
problems cause the plant to rou­
tinely operate over capacity, and 
because mechanical inefficiencies 
and excess flow have caused viola­
tions of Kentucky Pollutant Dis­
charge Elimination Systems 
(KPDES), the city remains under an 
agreed order and tap/line extension 
ban, causing further economic bard­
ship on the town. 

A number of unserved residences 
and several commercial establish­
mentS reportedly are unable to hook

onto the system until upgrade is com­
plete. 

The renovation project will make 
it possible to provide for future ca­
pacity at the treatment plant. It pro­
poses to increase the treatment ca­
pacity at the plant's influent lift sta­
tion; retro-fix exiting clarification to 
increase capacity to 300,000 gallons 
per day (six times the current capac­
ity); add a new parallel activated 
sludge process to further increase 
capacity by 150,000 gallons per day, 
and rehabilitate 7,710 linear feet of 
collection lines and a river crossing.

Morgan is also handling another 
high-profile case in Eastern Ken­
tucky: the sexual abuse trial of former 
Lawrence County Clerk Gallie Isaac 
Sr. 

Morgan could not be reached 
Tuesday to comment on whether he 
will seek a capital-murder indictment 
against Maynard. He was reportedly 
.meeting Tuesday with state police to 
discuss the case .. 

The ~artin County Grand Jury is 
scheduled to hear the case next 
Wednesday. The panel will release 
its report next Friday. 

Nelson, 21, wasfatallystabbedon 
the early morning of June 29. His 
body was found July 8 near a strip 
mine in Martin County. 

Maynard, 26, was seen leaving a 
Prestonsbmg nightclub with Nelson 
on June 28. He was arrested July 15 
and remains lodged in the Boyd 
County Detention Center in lieu of an 
$800,000 cash bond.

They unload the truck and 
organize the food on tables in the 
fellowship hall and then they col­
lect their individual orders. 

The truck belongs to the Fed­
eration of Ohio River Coopera­
tives (FORC), a natural foods 
wholesaler, that offers food buy­
ing clubs the opportunity to pur­
chasehighqualityfoods, vitamins, 
health care and household prod­
ucts at reduced costs. FORC, like 
other co-op food warehouses, mini­
mizes fancy packaging which re­
duces costs. The warehouse also 
offers fresh produce. And the fact 
that local co-op members pool their 
orders and do their own paper­
work-ordering, biling, collecting 
payments and keeping records­
also cuts down the cost. 

"It's a cooperative thing," said 
member Barry Adkins of Paints­
ville. ''People have to donate time. 

The co-op works like this: Ev­
ery four weeks a brief meeting is 
held at which members place their 
orders selected from a catalog pro­
vided monthly by FORC. If a mem­
ber cannot attend the meeting, his 
order can be called in to the coor-

rives at the church and the orders 
are picked up. Members get dis­
counts based on their participation 
in ordering meetings and pick-ups. 
Since every member is a part owner 
in the co-op, the more work a mem­
berdoes, the more money he saves. 

The Good Day Food Club, 
which is one of 4,000 non-profit 
co-ops in the United States, has 
members from Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin and Pike counties and 
has been in existence for about 
twenty years. 

Magoffin countian Diane 
Yoder, who is treasurer, said she is 

in the co-op because "it means 
getting wholesale food that is 
healthy for you, and a lot of it is 
organic." 

Julie Kerber and her husband 
live in Johnson County and have 
two young children. "I feel we eat 
healthier," she said about her fam­
ily. "We are more aware of what 
we put into our bodies. The biggest 
advantage of the co-op is that we 
are getting food we can't get lo­
cally, such as brown rice, and tofu. 
Youcanordernuts,fruits, andean­
dies that are carob, and whole wheat 
cereals and stuff. It's also a way to 
meet people with the same inter­
ests and to get to know folks." 

Co-op member Norma Davis, 
of Banner, said tlJat the co-op "is 
like having a health food store at 
your fmgertips. We can get fresh 
organic produce such as carrots 
and potatoes. And you can get or­
ganic juices, and baby food. Heart 
patients can get low-cholesterol, 
no-fat veggie burgers, no-fat hot 
dogs and soy cheeses that are re­
ally good. It's got a lot of low­
sodium and no sodium products, 
too. It is absolutely wonderful 
food." Yoder said that the co-o · 
open to everyone and welcomes 
new members. ''The more mem­
bers you have, the cheaper you can 
get your food," she said.

- The Washington Post reported in May that a reli­

gious campaign on women's wigs is being waged in 
Jerusalem, with "ultra-Orthodox" Jews declaring that the 
wig is an insufficient covering for the head of a married 
woman and that a woman wearing a wig is "preparing 
herself for hell," in the words of one public slogan. 
Another wall message announces, "When the Messiah 
comes, the first thing he will do is eliminate the wig."

90-degree "weather," 86-degree mificial waves, 86-de­
gree artificial sand on a rubberized floor, and 
time-controlled sunlight to simulate peak tanning as well 
as sunsets. Said visitor Akihito Nakayama, "It's artificial. 
That's why we like it."

Krauss an angelic 
touch to Bluegrass 

• Alison Krauss has been called the Grand Ole 
Opry's songbird. At 23, she is the Opry's 
youngest member. 

With an intoxicatingly sweet voice as pure 
as mountain air and as sublime as the texture of 
a rose petal, she sings with a clean acoustic 
sound that feels both nostalgic and innovative. 
Her publicity sheets say she is blessed with 
more natural talent - she sings like an angel 
and saws a devilish fiddle - than Nashville 
typically knows how to handle. 

People magazine credits Krauss and her 
band, Union Station, with ushering Bluegrass 
· to the '90s. Although, Krauss often sings 
remakes of other people's music, including the 
Beatles' "I Will," and Keith Whitley's "When 
You Say Nothing At All," her versions are so 
arrestingly good they almost make you forget 
the tunes' origins. 

The young performer was nominated for 
three Grammy Awards this year, including one 
for her rendition of the gospel song "I Know 
Who Holds Tomorrow." Her five albums have 

sold more than 500,000 copies. 
Although her parents say Krauss was an 

indifferent violin student, she won fiddling 
~ontests before she was a teen. Krauss has also 

been performing with a band since the age of 
12. John Pennell, guitar player and song writer, 
and two of his musician buddies decided to 
start a bluegrass band about 11 years ago. 
When the musicians heard about an 11-year­
old who could play a torrid fiddle, they ar­
ranged an audition for her. Her fiddling "blew 
them away" on the first song, People magazine 
reported in its 1994 fall collector's edition. The 
group became the Silver Rail and began per­

forming in clubs. 
11 Pennell was a Ph.D. candidate in music 

competition and Krauss credits him with 
changing her focus on Bluegrass. She recorded 
14 of Pennell's songs. 

Last year, Krauss and her Union Station 
band toured with country superstar Garth 
Brooks. This year, Krauss is fast becoming a 
superstar herself. She is one of three headline 
performers for the Autumn Jam Ill concert to 
be held in Pikeville on September 23.
