Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammond and his wife, Janie,
pleaded not guilty to federal con-
spiracy and fraud charges Monday
at their arraignment in federal court
at Pikeville and a March 4, 1996,
trial date was set.

Bernard Pafunda, who repre-
sents Jim Hammond, 51, and John
Doug Hayes, who is representing
Janie Hammond, 41, entered the
not guilty pleas before U.S. District
Judge Joseph Hood.

Hammond and his wife are each
charged with one count of conspir-
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acy to commit fraud and one count
of fraud for allegedly falsifying
time sheets/payroll records for the
Floyd County Child Support En-
forcement Division of the county
attorney’s office. The federal in-
dictment,
which was
handed down:
September
20, alleges
that the Hammonds “grossly inflat-
ed” the amount of hours employees
worked from January 1990 until
September 1995.

On Monday, assistant U.S. At-
torney Pat Molloy asked that the
Hammonds be allowed to remain

free on a $10,000 personal recog-
nizance bond.

“We have no reason to believe
they are a flight risk or a danger to
the community,” Molloy told Judge
Hood.

The Ham-
monds are to
remain in the
Eastern Dis-
trict of Ken-
tucky until the trial unless special
circumstances require them to trav-
el out of the region,

Both sides agreed that the case
would be a complex one and asked
that the 70-day rule for trial be
waived. Molloy told the judge that

there are a substantial number of
documents involved in the case and
that numerous witnesses would be
called to testify.

After their arraignment, Pafunda
and Hayes talked with reporters,
while Hammond and his wife
avoided the press by exiting the
courthouse by a side door and run-
ning to their vehicle.

Pafunda said that the public per-
ception that Hammond and his wife
took child support payments was
wrong and that the allegations were
that the two billed the state for
more time than they worked.

Allen precinct votes

The fourth precinct to go dry
since the county voted wet in 1982
became official Tuesday evening
after the city of Allen’s special
election.

“The city had previously been
wet, but none of the businesses

The Richmond precinct, in Pre-
stonsburg, voted dry in 1989, but
went back to wet in 1992,

A lawsnit filed Friday in Floyd
Circuit Court by Floyd County Attor-
ney Jim Hammond seeking an in-
junction to keep control of child sup-
port collections became a moot issue
Monday.

Atahearing Monday befare Floyd
Circuit Judge Danny Caudill,
Hammond's attorney, Bernard
Pafunda, told thejudge the issue of an
injunction was moot because state
officials had taken action and as-
signed child support collections (0
Pike County Attomey Gary Johnson's
office.

Inaletter to Hammond dated Sep-
tember 27, Angela Ford, general
counsel for the Cabinet for Human
Resources, notified the county attor-
ney thathis contract was being termi-
nated because Hammond and his wife,

Janie, wereindicted by afederal grand
jury.

The Hammonds are accused of
falsifying time sheets/payroll records
for employees in the Child Support
Enforcement Division. The two are
each charged with one count of con-
spiracy to commit fraud and fraud,
They pleaded not guilty to the charges
Monday afternoon in federal court at
Pikeville.

“Based upon the indictment and
the fact that the allegations involved
the inappropriate disposition of child
support funds, this is {0 advise you of
the cabinet’s decision to terminate
the contract with the Office of the
Floyd County Attorney, pending reso-
lution of the charges against you,”
Ford's letter said. “Upon your being
found not guilty, the cabinet will re-
instate the contract.”

Hammond filed suit Friday against
Masten Childers II, secretary for the

Cabinet for Human Resources
(CHRY): Steve Veno, directorof Child
Support Enforcement; Bertha
Daniels, regional director for Child
Support Enforcement; and Pike
County Auorney Gary Johnson seek-
ing an injunction to prevent the CHR
from canceling his contract for ser-
vices relating to Child Support En-
forcement,

Hammond's lawsuit claimed that
the cabinet denied him due process
related to the cancellation of his con-
tract and that cabinet officials were
“attempting to strip local government
and its citizens of certain constitu-
tionally guaranteed rights.”

Pafunda told Judge Caudill that
the suit was an attempt to keep child
support collection offices in Floyd
County.

“We wanted to try to keep opera-
tions in place in Floyd County, rather
than move them out of Floyd County,”

October blazes
with fall color
and fire season

October 1 marked the beginning
of the fall forest fire season, Mark
Matuszewski, director of the
Kentucky Division of Forestry,
recently reminded Kentuckians

The spectacular blaze of autumn
colors across our forestlands can eas-
ily be accompanied by destructive
forest fires. “August, September,
October and November are generally
the driest months of the year in Ken-
tucky,” Matuszewski said,

Kentucky law designates October
1 through December 15 as “Fire Haz-
ard Season.” During this time, the
law prohibits burning within 150 feet
of the woods or burning anything
capable of spreading fire tothe woods
except between the hours of 4:30
p.m. and midnight. This is called the
4:30 Burning Law and is intended to
prevent fires. “Even after 4:30 p.m.
no one should bum unless the air is
calm and there is adequate moisture
in the air to allow control of the fire.
It is also illegal to start a fire at
anytime on or near timberland with-
out taking all reasonable precautions
to prevent its spread. The law re-
quires all outdoor fires to be attended
until extinguished,” Matuszewski
said.

Reasonable precautions require
that the ground be cleared around a
fire and that tools and water be handy.
Fhe fire should be fed slowly and be
attended until itis dead out. “Buming
only in the late evening and taking
adequate precautions will rid Ken-
tucky of one of its leading causes of
forest fires,” Matuszewski said, re-
ferring to fires accidentaly escaping
when people bumn trash and other
unwanted material. Local air quality

—regulations should also be checked.

United Way works

Recently it has come (o the atten-
tion of the board of directors of United
Way of Eastern Kentucky that people
in our community don’t clearly un-
derstand how United Way works o
help local service agencies. The pur-
pose of this letter is to describe the
way our United Way works.

Avolunteer board of direclors sets
the direction for United Way of East-
em Kentucky. An executive director
manages the day-to-day operations
of the program. A committee of the

board, made up of local people, de- -

cides how the money we receive is
given to local agencies.

InMarch, local agencies are asked
to submit a detailed application to
United Way requesting funding for
the following year. After reviewing
the application, the board committee
makes recommendations for funding
to the total board. A goal is then set
for the annual campaign, which takes
place from September through De-
cember.

Depending upon the success of
the campaign, monies are allocated
in December to those agencies ap-
proved by the local board. The only

If more wage earners realized that
they're getting the shaft under our cur-
rent Social Security system, we'd bet
that the program wouldn’t be the sacred
cow it is now in the debate over federal
budget tightening.

If an entrant into the job market today
was allowed to invest the amount
deducted for Social Security in an inter-
est-earning retirement fund, odds are
that by age 65, that person would have
three times the retirement income pro-
vided by Social Security.

Even minimum wage earners could
retire comfortably if their contributions
earned a bare minimum of five percent
interest each year.

As it is now, though, what employees
and employers pay into Social Security is
paid out to retirees, almost immediately
and without the benefit of earned inter-
est.

That's a great waste of earning poten-
tial, and a risky process, at best, for plan-
ning a secure retirement.

Both candidates for governor have
promised to up the return of coal sever-
ance taxes to coal producing counties,
but they're both a little too iffy on the tim-
ing to suit us.

Paul Patton and Larry Forgy each said
they'll up the return to 50 percent, the fig-
ure promised by state law, but both hint-
ed that the increase would come “by the
end” of their terms. C e

If that's the case, we could be looking
at another four years before adequate
funds are made available for economic
diversification in the coalfields.

Not soon enough, guys.

Four more years brings us four years
closer to the end of the world, as far as
coal production is concerned and we
need to be prepared far in advance.

Just take a look at things now. The coal
busines is in another one of those
slumps, people are getting laid off left
and right, and we have nothing to offer

them but unemployment checks.
~ We need a specific plan and the money
to finance it if we are going to grow a
new, stable economy.

And, we need it now.

Now that the trial of the century is over
and O.J. has been found not guilty, it's
time for everyone involved with the case
to get back to their normal routines
which, we imagine, is figuring out a way
to cash in on the deal.

No doubt the judge, the jurors, the
lawyers, the witnesses and even the jail-
ers will be hot items on the PR circuits
soon, with movie deals, book projects
and talk TV dishing out the dough for the
inside dope.

Cunningham said that Otter
Creek warden Don Sapienza
talked with inmates and gave the
prisoners an extra 30 minutes be-
fore lights out in order to calm the
situation,

According to the Floyd County
Sheriff’s Office, approximately 25
inmates wanted to talk to Sapienza
about the incident and stood in the
prison yard for approximately 45
minutes before going inside at
11:15 p.m. The inmates were then
allowed back into the yard where a
short prayer service was held for
Covington.

According to the sheriff’s de-
partment report, Covington col-
lapsed at approximately 8:35 p.m.
and a Left Beaver Rescue Squad
ambulance was on the scene 15
minutes later.

Covington was taken to Mec-
Dowell Appalachian Regional
Hospital and was pronounced dead
at 9:33 p.m. by a hospital physi-
cian.

Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson responded to the hospital
and ordered an autopsy to be per-
formed in Frankfort on Tuesday.

Cunningham said that a prelim-
inary coroner's report indicated
that Covington died of a massive
heart attack.

Prison officials contacted the
sheriff’s department at 10:05 p.m.
and advised them of the situation,
according to the sheriff’s depart-
ment report. Sixteen police offi-
cers responded to the scene, repre-
senting the sheriff's office, state
police and Wheelwright City Po-
lice.

Cunningham said that an “E
Team,” which is a 28-member
emergency squad for the Correc-
tions Cabinet, from the Eastern
Kentucky Correctional Complex
in West Liberty was also called to
the scene, but the situation was
under control upon their arrival.

Chapter 145 of the Constitution of Kentucky states the
requirements to be eligible to vote. Chapter 145 states
that every citizen of the United States of the age of
eighteen years who has resided in the state one year,
and in the county six months, and the precinct in which
he offers to vote sixty Juys nextpreceding the election,
shall be a voter in said precinct and not elsewhere but
the following persons are excepted and shall not have
the right to vote:

1. Persons convicted in any court of compe-
tent jurisdiction of treason, or felony, or
bribery in an election, or of such high
misdemeanor as the General Assembly
may declare shall operate as an exclusion

from the

right of suffrage, but persons

hereby excluded may be restored to their
civil rights by executive pardon.

2. Persons who, at the time of the election,
are in confinement under the judgment of
a court for some penal offense.

3. Idiots and insane persons.

HEAVY BOAT TRAFFIC CAN
MAKE BASS EASIER TO FIND

When your favorite bass fishing
lake gets crowded with skiers and
pleasure boaters, don't give up in
dismay. Just keep fishing.

That's the advice of Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff angler Mickey
Bruce, who says he believes heayy
pleasure boat traffic can actually
make bass easier to locate on some
lakes.

"l believe bass become accus-
tomed to the traffic, the noise, and
the boat wakes," Bruce says. He
learned his fishing skills on
Georgia's Lake Lanier, one of the
most heavily visited lakes in the
United States.

"One of the things I've learned is
that bass in those lakes often take
up residence around boat docks and
piers. Heavily visited lakes tend to

have a lot of docks on them, and the
owners usually put out cover as
well as food to attract the fish.

"Once around a dock, if the con-
ditions are favorable, the bass stay."

When he is fishing boat docks,
Bruce says he usually starts at the
entrance (o a creek or cove because
docks there will have the closest
access o deep water. Other consid-
erations that make him fish a partic-
ular dock include the presence of
fishing rods, rod holders, or lights
along the railings, or brush under-
neath the dock itself.

"I also like to fish boat houses
that are standing by themselves,"
acknowledges the Evinrude pro.
"Sometimes a single dock provides
the only cover in an area and the
bass flock to it, Only trial and error
fishing will determine this for you,
but a solitary pier or dock is always

worth fishing.”

When he isn't fishing boat docks
on crowded lakes. the Georgia pro
looks for ditches and channels near
the mouths of tributary creeks, but
away from the shoreline.

"On lakes that receive a lot of
traffic, the shallow water tends to
get muddy very quickly," he
explains, "so 1 look for structure
away from the shoreline, The depth
I work depends a lot on water clari-
ty, but basically, I'll start fishing a
c{hannel break with a Carolina rig
lizard or plastic worm, or possibly a
crankbait until I locate bass."

Bruce says it's difficult to ignore
boat traffic when fishing more open
water like this, but he doesn't worry
about it. j

"I know the bass get accustomed
to it," he says, "and fishermen need
to accept it, 100."

DON'T OVERLOOK
TOP-WATER FISHING AS
AUTUMN WEATHER BEGINS

As autumn begins to arrive in
different areas of the country, bass
tournament pro Denny Brauer
makes certain he has at least one
top-water lure tied on a rod.

"Many fishermen think of top-
water fishing only in the spring, but
the autumn months can provide
exciting action, too," says the
Evinrude Outboards
angler. "It's a good time of year to
catch a lot of bass, and a big fish is
always a possibility because the
bass are feeding heavily.”

Brauer’s two favorite top-water
lures are the Pop R, a small chug-

ger-type lure, and the Zara Spook, a
larger stick bait famous for bringing
strikes from big bass.

"Normally, the Pop R is good for
numbers of bass while the Spook is
better for larger fish," he says, "but
my largest bass ever on a top-water
lure weighed nine pounds, four
ounces and I caught it on a Pop R."

Brauer's favorite retrieve with
either lure is a fairly slow stop-and-

go around shallow cover. He usual-
ly works the lure up to the cover
fairly quickly, then stops it and
twitches the bait a time or two,
before continuing the retrieve.
Strikes generally come very close
to the cover and right after the lure
stops.

"Your retrieve has to be worked
out on the water according to the
mood of the bass," Brauer cautions.
"Sometimes the fish may prefer a
faster retrieve, and other times they
want it moving extra slow. With a
top-water lure, your retrieve speed
is really critical, so keep experi-
menting until you determine what
works."

The Evinrude pro prefers to use
the smaller Pop R in clear, general-
ly calm water, and he really likes to
use it over or around the edges of
vegetation.

"Bass will use the vegetation as
both a hiding zone as well as a feed-
ing zone," he explains, "and with a
slow, noisy retrieve, a Pop R can
bring bass out of that vegetation.

"A Zara Spook, on the other
hand, is a good lure to try in dingy
water, especially if you use the
frog-colored paint scheme. Overall,

any lop-water lure works better in
clear water, but the noise and com-
motion a Spook creates attracts bass
in dingy water, as well.

"Because of its size and the noise
it makes, a Spook will also bring
bass up from deeper depths. I espe-
cially like to work the lure around
boat houses and docks where the
water depth changes quickly from
shallow to deep because [ believe it
actually draws bass away from the
cover of the dock."

This time of year, Brauer recom-
mends fishing top-water lures
around stumps and other visible
cover near the mouths of tributary
creeks, beside rip rap, and over long

points.

Wanda Justice doesn’t get to see her children as
much as she’d like to.

She doesn’t get to spend a lot of time with her
husband, either.

But that’s okay with her, She’s doing something
for herself.

Justice has gone back to school and is attending
Prestonsburg Community College.

The 39-year-old mother of five says the whole
idea of getting her degree in nursing is a little
“overwhelming,” but worth every minute of class-
room time and study time required for her to suc-
ceed.

Justice was a nurse’s aide at Highlands
Regional Medical Center about 16 years ago. “But
I wanted more. | wasn't fulfilled. My needs hadn’t
been met.”

But instead of going back to college then, she
had children number two, three,

Tuesday, Thursday and alternate Fridays, she’s in
class from 10:20 to 11:20. She also has a class at
5:30 p.m. on Friday afternoon.

“On top of that, I have to study, and work for
SASSY,” she says. SASSY is a group that non-tra-
ditional students formed at PCC. It is an opportu-
nity for students to connect with each other and
talk out any problems they are having.

“While it is all overwhelming, there such a
sense of pride,” she says. “It feels good.”

She said she always knew she would go back to
college, “it was just a matter of time. I took a risk,
but in my heart I knew 1 could do it,” she says.

She says her husband finds her going back to
school overwhelming as well.

“There's no time for each other,” she says.
“And I'm changing. He has always been the
provider and I have always been home taking care
of his needs, the kids' needs and the needs of his
parents. We've never had any problems.”

And finding time for housecleaning is next to

“The oldest one tells me 1
need to slow down. They've
always encouraged me.

Her husband was laid off
from Peter Fork Mining and has
been alternately spending time
with the kids and looking for
work.

“Travis is flexible. He's ready
with open arms when I get
home,” she says. “But I've also
got a terrific baby-sitter who has
been with him since he was
about four months old.”

And although her children
seem to have adjusted well to
mom going back to school, her
parents weren't happy.

“I was the seventh of 12 chil-
dren,” she says. “My father was
a coal miner and my mom
stayed at home. They've been
married 49 years and this was
the first year she didn't raise a
garden. That's just what she did.
Dad wasn't really happy when |
told him 1 was going back to
school”

Justice, known as a non-tradi-
tional student in PCC's vocabu-
lary, went back to school in

well. So I decided the time was right for me. It
was time for me to make my move."”

Her first step was to apply for financial aid. “If
I didn't get financial aid, I wouldn't be here,” she
says. “That finally fell into place. I was glad,
because without an education, we'll never get off
welfare.”

She says many people want to cut welfare, but
they are “seeing only how the system is abused,”
she says. “They aren’t seeing how it is used. I am
using it to take care of my children so I can better
myself and put food on our table.”

Justice then discovered that the records for the
GED test she passed in 1979 had disappeared. She
had to retake the test. I was afraid I wouldn’t be
able to do it,” she says, “But there wasn’t a prob-
lem. I passed with flying colors.”

Then she started taking classes.

“The first semester was a lot of adjusting,” she
remembers. “I was trying to form study habits and
didn’t have a clue.” She also worked part-time.

She says she planned to have a
tubal ligation during Christmas
break, between semesters. “But
mom got the flu and my brother
was coming home so I decided to
wait until May after the semester
ended,”

Only a few weeks after the
spring semester started, Justice dis-
covered she was pregnant with her
fifth child and second son.

“It was really hard,” she says. “I
was tired. I should have dropped
out that semester, but I didn’t. 1
just kept pushing and finally fin-
ished.”

The baby was born in August
and Justice stayed out of school
until the next January.

“It was really hard to leave
him,” she says. “I had never left
my kids before except to go to the
hospital to have another one, but 1
found a really good baby-sitter and
he just loves it.”

She says her son sometimes
complains that she is never home
or that she isn’t spending time with
him. When that happens, she says
she closes her books and plays
with Travis.

She says other students and the
professors at PCC have accepted
her and other non-traditional stu-
dents. "I think the professors love
it,” she says. “They are always
encouraging us and the younger
students seem to respect us also,”

She estimated that about 70 per-
cent of the students attending PCC
are non-traditional students. “And
there's about that many receiving

1991 and has been attending
classes since. She says she is pushing to finish her
basics this fall and hopes to get into the nursing
program next spring. She will need an additional
two years to finish.

Her schedule begins about 6 a.m. every day and
until recently ran until about midnight. “But I've
set a curfew for both me and the kids," she said.
“Now, we're in bed no later than 10:30 p.m.”

She has classes on Monday, Wednesday and
alternate Fridays from 8 a.m. to 1:40 p.m. On

A personal vendetta

David Colson suffered after returning to
Middlesborough, Kentucky, in 1899, following his stint
with the Fourth Kentucky Artillery during the Spanish
American War,

Colson was seriously wounded in an exchange of
gunfire in a crowded Anniston, Alabama, restaurant by
Ethelbert Scott with whom he had a personal vendetta.
The shooting left a bullet lodged near his spine where
it would remain for the rest of his days. Although
nerves were severed leaving him partially paralyzed,
others were damaged causing an endless pain which
robbed Colson of his energy.

Scott returned to politics with help from his uncle,
William O. Bradley, who was completing a lackluster
term as governor of Kentucky. A wide open race was
expected at the Republican convention scheduled in
Lexington where Ethelbert Scott resided.

Meanwhile, Colson was recuperating in the moun-
tains of Eastern Kentucky before eventually returning
to the practice of law. By July he was mended suffi-
ciently to attend the state Republican convention—a
decision that put him on a collision course with his
nemesis, Ethelbert Scott.

Colson wore a heavy sidearm during his stay in
Lexington because he knew he would likely see Scott.
In an assembly of nearly a thousand Kentucky
Republicans, during the nominations for governor,
Colson’s heartbeat quickened and pain shot through his
lower spine when he spotted Scott some thirty feet
away. With hundreds of innocent people around Colson
thought it ill-advised to engage in any conflict, yet
Scott had done just that in a crowded Alabama restau-
rant just months before.

When the convention was adjourned, Colson
watched as Scott turned toward the aisle, noticing that
his mortal enemy had a bandage covering one eye. He
thought about Scott’s treachery and reminded himself
to give the wounded eye no mind because he knew of
the man's resourcefulness.

Someone tugged at Ethelbert's sleeve.

“Colson's just ahead and he's armed heavy,” the
acquaintance said. “If you and Tom take this other
aisle, then you won't see him."

“I'm not afraid of that tin-soldier, now or never," he
said for the informant and his brother Tom to hear. Tom
Scott had joined him at the convention.

Tom looked ahead to catch a glimpse of David
Colson whom he had heard so much about in the last
few months, His eyes immediately caught Colson’s
gaze which was cold in hate. His arm instinctively
reached toward his brother as he turned to warn him of
Colson. His hand bumped against the steel of a gun
barrel, held by his brother beneath his coat.

Many people knew of the conflict between the two
and when the likelihood of trouble became evident
people scurried to protect themselves. A longtime
Republican stalwart from the mountains of Eastern
Kentucky averted bloodshed by approaching Colson in
a friendly way, grasping the crippled man’s arm and
leading him away from the situation. Colson sighed
relief knowing that gunplay at that point would likely
leave several people dead and wounded.

The Republicans nominated W. S. Taylor as their
standard bearer while the Democrats picked William
Goebel at their convention in Louisville. The campaign
was a bitter one. Colson's political savvy in the moun-
tains of Kentucky aided Taylor's candidacy and follow-
ing the November 1899 election it was announced that
Taylor won by just 2000 votes,

It was a shock to Colson and other Republicans
when, on January 2, 1900, Goebel and J.W.C.
Beckham, Democratic candidate for Lieutenant
Governor, filed suit claiming irregularities in 29
Eastern Kentucky counties during the election.
Ethelbert Scott was summoned as one of the witnesses.

Two weeks later found both Colson and Scott en
route to Frankfort.

“Boys, if 1 should not return, then I plan to meet you
on that other shore,” Scott told friends in Lexington
before departing.

As Scott rode in a carriage toward his hotel he
noticed a limping man with a cane, obviously pained,
walking along the main part of Frankfort. As the car-
riage passed, he saw out of the corer of his eye that it
was David Colson,

The following day found the capitol full of officials
and politicians who were gathering to hear the great
orator, William Jennings Bryan, four-time candidate for
the U.S. presidency, who would address them that
morning.

Scott walked toward the assembly and suddenly
came face-to-face with Dayid Colson, The two men
stared at each other for only a few seconds but it
seemed like minutes to them. Neither elected to chal-
lenge the other but Colson knew that it was just a mat-
ter of time.

A long-barrelled .44 revolver was holstered beneath
his coat and he carried a new .38 calibre as a reserve.
He knew Scott would also be armed and dangerous.
Each painful minute of his life was a testament to that.

butcher.

I remember going with my
grandmother to the salt cellar, She
kept a big knife down there. When
she wanted a piece of ham or some
bacon she knew exactly where to
start digging in the course salt to
find it. With that knife, she'd cut off
as much as she wanted, cover the
remainder over again, wipe the
knife on her apron, and place it
back on the ledge from where she
had taken it. (I've often wondered
how many mice or perhaps even
rats, ran back and forth over that
knife.) But at least they didn’t get to
the food.

Mother canned a lot. Fruit, toma-
toes, beans, corn, beets, peas,
meats. 1 don’t remember the work
that went into all of that — the peel-
ing, coring, stringing and cleaning
of the fruits and vegetables. A pres-
sure cooker blew up in her face
when I was only three. Fortunately,
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she bore no lasting scars from the
bad cuts and burns she suffered that
day. Mother never canned again

after her accident. And, I never got
into it when I grew older. 1 do
remember getting scolded good
once for sneaking up to (he attic
where the canned food were stored.
F_amily lore has it that I took the
rings off as many jars as I could,
and using a beer can opener, I pried
the seals off the jars. (Well! That's
how I saw Mama do it.)

I remember Dad's smokehouse,
too. The pickling process. The
wood slowly smoldering. The won-
derful. unforgettable aroma. And
meat hanging on large hooks from
the ceiling in a dark room where
heavy, brown droplets of grease
oozed down the walls.

Yes! Times have changed. Mom
and Pop neighborhood stores, with
only basic supplies, were popular in
the 40s when I was young. By the
time I had reachéd my teens, big
grocery stores were well within

reach by automobiles. Today, super-
markets are everywhere. The salt
cellar, gardens, and smokehouses
are things of the past. Canning,
though still somewhat popular in
Appalachia, is a fast-fading culi-
nary art, Today we have freezers,
commercially canned food prod-
ucts, pre-packaged, quick-to-fix
meals, microwaves — and impuri-
ties in the foods we eat.

.People must get in the habit of
being far more concerned about
what we eal. Most every commer-
cial food processor of every kind —
canneries, meat processing plants,
dehydration facilities, and beverage
bottling companies, is allowed a
rodent, bug, and hair content factor.
And if that isn’t enough 1o force us
all into self-inflicted starvation, I
have yet to mention animal growth
hormones, pesticides, and chemical
preservatives we ingest daily.

In today's world it is practically
impossible to eat pure food. But we
can get in the habit of eating more
fresh fruits and vegetables. We can
choose to eat less meat or no meat
atall. And we can get in the habit of
reading content labels on the prod-
ucts. 1 encourage you to read the
labels very, very carefully. Have a
good dictionary nearby to look up a
word you don't understand. I guar-
antee that many people will be sur-
prised to learn what they have been
eating. I encourage you to write the
Food and Drug Administration, and
our state and national leaders to
request that firmer laws be enacted
to protect us.

During our fathers and grandfa-
thers' generations, home-grown and
home-canned foods were in vogue.
Gardens were popular. People
raised their own chicken, turkey,
beef and pork. Today, few people
have gardens and even fewer peo-
ple raise and slaughter their own
meat, Read those labels! See what's
in those cans and packages before
you buy them. And write! Write!
Write!

L.ameness has many causes

One of the major problems on
dairy farms is lameness.

It is probably the second or third
leading cause of culling inmost herds,
and therefore has a significant effect
on the economics of dairy farming.

Causes of lameness fall under five
categories: genetics, environment,
injury, disease and nutrition. In most
instances, lameness is not caused by
a single factor but a combination.

In the past century, rapid genetic
change geared to higher production

wetwhenithastolive in concrete lots
or muddy corrals. The excess mois-
ture makes the sole and wall of the
foot soft, which allows stones and
other small particles as well as bacte-

ria to enter the deep foot structure
more easily than if the foot was hard
and dry. When the animals can find a
comfortable place in which to lie
down, foot problems are less com-
mon.

In his early career, Bobby worked
with the Lonesome Pine Fiddlers in
Bluefield, West Virginia and ap-

peared on their first recordings. He
later worked with the Stanley Broth-

Sonny's career began two years
later. From June through September
of 1952, he worked with Bill Mon-
row, and at age 14, was the

youngest member of a band working
regularly at the Grand Ole Opry. He
recorded ‘nine songs with Monroe
during this period.

The brothers got together as a
musical team in November 1953, on
radio station WROL, in Knoxville,
Tennessee, They made their mark, in
1959, as the first Bluegrass band to
give a college concert. This was at
Antioch College in Yellow Springs,
Ohio.

The Osborne Brothers recorded
for MGM records from 1956 until
1963, and they became members of
the Grand Ole Opry July 31, 1964,
From 1976 to date they have recorded
with the CMH record company.

BEER GOES
WITH EXERCISE?

by Chris Fleming

It may taste good when you are
thirsty, but beer is not a good way to
getthe fluid you need after prolonged
exercise. Alcohol is a dinretic, so
rather than replenishing the water
you have lost, beer can promote de-
hydration, Beer works by affecting
the ADH hormone preventing the
reabsorption of fluid in the large in-
testine.

Some people justify drinking beer
after exercising by saying il gives
them a quick shot of carbohydrates
and potassium. But there's no press-
ing need for these nutrients immedi-
ately aftera workout. Andif youneed
toreplace any mineral, it is not potas-
sium but sodium, which you can get
from your diet, In fact, most Ameri-
cans consume (0o much sodium,

Ironically, evenif youneeded these
nutrients, beer is not a very good
source, Compare a 12-ounce can of
beer to the same amount of orange
juice: the beer has 13 grams of carbo-
hydrates, versus 39 grams in orange
juice. And while the beer has just 89
milligrams of potassium, the orange
juice has awhopping 700 milligrams.

If you start drinking beer after
exercising, you may well down two
or three cans and then drive home.

come from? These are our 12 per-
manent molar teeth, They develop
behind the baby molars in three
stages (of 4 each) during our youth.
The third set of molars are called
wisdom teeth. They make their
appearance between the age of 17
and 21. The one who invented this
label equate “wisdom' (perhaps
rashly) with physical maturity.
Wisdom teeth often cause trouble.
The jaws may be so small that
one or all of these wisdom teeth
remain completely embedded in the
jawbone. In other instances, only a
portion of the crown may erupt and
a flap of gum tissue may overlap
much of the wisdom tooth enamel.
These embedded (impacted) or
partially erupted teeth may become
a source of trouble from pressure
they produce on adjacent teeth or
from infection that develops under
the gum.

plaque disease. Bacteria require a
special protected environment—
dental plaque—to do their dirty
work. Plaque is a sticky gelantinous
substance which is nearly invisible
until it has picked up stain, It is
deposited on the teeth by bacteria
and their products in combination
with dietary and salivary compo-
nents, Plaque takes only about a
day to reach a sufficient thickness
for bacteria to colonize. There is a
wide variety of bacteria present as
the plaque builds, and some of
them are especially effective in
using dietary sugars to form acids.
The plaque concentrates these acids
against tooth surface, resulting in a
demineralization of enamel. This is
the beginning of a cavity. Until
recently, it was believed that
Idemineralization was irreversible,
It is now known that teeth can rem-
ineralize under certain conditions
and that many early cavities can
heal spontaneously—a process
aided by the presence of fluoride
and the absence of plaque.

South Central Bell proposes
new long distance call plan

South Central Bell is proposing a
new plan that offers easy (o under-
stand long distance rates and volume
discounts. If approved by the Ken-
tucky Public Service Commission,
long distance rates would decrease
by $3.7 million. However, some op-
tional operator surcharges would in-
crease producing an overall rate de-
crease of $900,000.

Longdistance calls within the SCB
Kentucky LATA will be 20 cents per
minute regardless of the calling dis-
tance. The current method of round-
ing up time of long distance calls to
whole minutes will also change. The
minimum calls duration will be low-
ered to 30 seconds with billing in six
secondintervals, In addition, the time-
of-day discounts will be changed to
Peak (7 a.m, to 7 p.m.) and Off-Peak
(7 pm. to 7 am. and all day on
weekends). Off-Peak discounts will
be 40 percent.

For example, a direct dialed call
of 4 minutes and 36 seconds at 9:30
a.m. from Winchester to Pikeville
would be 92 cents instead of the cur-
rent charge of $1.00.

“The new rates will be even lower
if the customer is eligible for the new
volume discounts,” said Paul Smith,
SCB regional manager. “Residence
customers will antomatically be given
adiscountif they generate over $5.00
of SCB Kentucky toll calls within
their LATA monthly. The discount
will range from five percent to 30
percent depending upon usage. Dis-
counts for business customers will

shoot flies

in the face
of decency

Do you know this story of
an historic Pennsylvania bat-
tlefield, a house divided and a
president who took a moral
stand? Wild Things has
uncovered overlooked details
that aren’t pleasant, but which
our schoolchildren should
know. When the sun rose after
the great battle, the field was
littered with gray-uniformed
corpses. The rifle shots were
silent as a woman, Heidi
Prescott, moved among the
dead. A friend carried one of
the gray-clad ones to her,

s miraculously alive. One leg

was blown off, the other dan-
gling by a tendon. Prescott
was a northerner, but color
blind. She tried to save him.
All she could do, instead, was
euthanize, mercifully.

“He died in my arms,”
Prescott remembers, “and that
drives my passion for this. It

& was the most barbaric thing I

have ever witnessed.”

The Pennsylvania battlefield
in this case was not
Gettysburg, 1863, but Hegins,
1995. The grays were simple
pigeons. The house is divided
between pre-humans who
think it is fun to blast into
oblivion dazed pigeons like

» the kind Mary Poppins fed

and the actual humans who
see this as a harebrained,
hardly challenging, barbaric
and downright embarrassing
act by “Keystone Killers.”
The president is Cleveland
Amory, author and president
of the Fund For Animals,
which is lobbying fiercely to
end the Hegins shoot. (Heidi

A Prescott, a trained wildlife

4y

rehabilitator, is the fund’s
national director).

Pigeon shoot supporters his-
torically include Ku Klux
Klan and neo-Nazi skinheads,
so picking the white hats is a
lot simpler, really, than it was
in the Civil War.

Yes, was the season of the
annual Hegins Labor Day
Pigeon Shoot. If you’ve been
too busy enjoying your
end-of-sammer soiree to
notice, this vas the event at
which slack-jawed stragglers
at the quadruped end of the
evolutionary scale relapse
stunned pigeons from boxes
and shoot them from 20 yards
away, which is the distance
between a pitcher and batter,
practically before they have
had a chance to move.
Whereupon “trapper boys”—a
Clockwork Orange spin on the
ball boys of tennis—rush onto
the fields to collect the dead
and wounded birds, stopping
to unscrew their heads, stomp
them to death or throw them

Over 5,000 pigeons are
killed and maimed each year
in Hegins alone. Animal rights
activists have been protesting
Hegins with rallies and law-
suits for almost a decade. On
Sept. 18, the Pennsylvania
state House of Representatives
was scheduled to vote on a
bill banning the sale of butane
to minors, allowing authorities
to wiretap prison inmate tele-
phone calls—and banning
pigeon shoots, an amendment
tacked on to the end. Politics.
Go figure. If all else fails, the
Fund plans to target
Pennsylvania tourism with a
negative advertising cam-
paign. You know, “You’ve
Got a Fiend in Pennsylvania.”

Some folks actually keep
pet pigeons. They’re gentle,
intelligent birds who can rec-
ognize and respond to differ-
ent family members. At the
end of last year’s pigeon
shoot, Prescott endured some
shootists taunting her, “Wanna
buy some pigeons before we

over to a New York sanctuary,
where she visited them recent-
ly.

Sorghum is a member of the grass fami-
ly. There are hundreds of varieties of
sorghum and it is divided into four classifi-
cations: sweet sorghum, which produces
molasses and is also used as hay; grain
sorghums, vsed to feed stock and poultry
and in making pancake flour; grass
sorghums, used for hay and pasture; and
broomcorn, used to make brooms.

The stalk of the sorghum is similar to a
corn stalk, but the flowers growing in
branched clusters at the tips of the stems
are more colorful than that of the com
plant.

Sorghum has been around since prehis-
toric times and has been a major crop in
Africa since that country’s earliest begin-
nings of civilization. Sorghum is of great
agricultural importance in dry and arid
lands. Approximately 68,819,000 metric
tons of sorghum was cultivated in 1979,

Ground grains of sorghum are used in
making flat, unleavened bread, porridge, or
paste. Sorghum kemels can be popped,
parched or boiled for human consumption.

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The West Liberty area was set-
tled in 1804 by a Baptist preacher
and a miller. North Carolina
native Daniel Williams, a Baptist
preacher, and Virginia native
Edmund Wells, a miller, settled
near today’s site of the town of
West Liberty.

Williams reportedly first came
to the area with Daniel Boone in
the 1770s. Traveling
with the group were
Thomas Lewis, George
Rogers Clark, Gardner
Hopkins, and Thomas
Caskey.

During the American
Revolutionary ~ War,
Williams was a veteran
of the Battle of Blue
Licks, considered the
last battle of the
Revolutionary War. The battle
was fought in 1782 near the
Lower Blue Licks crossing of
the Licking River. The site is
located in today’s Robertson
County.

Williams must have liked the
territory he explored with Boone
because he returned to the site of
today’s West Liberty in Morgan
County to raise his family.

Although Williams played a
major role in settling the area, the
community was first named for
Edmund Wells. Around 1816,
Wells built a water mill on the
Licking River and the settlers
called the community Wells
Mills.

By 1822 the area was part of
Floyd and Bath counties. The res-
idents decided it was time to form
their own county and petitioned
the General Assembly. The resi-
dents also requested a change in
name for the new town seat, plan-
ning to create their county seat,
Liberty, on land provided by

’éﬁmlippmu
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Edmund Mills.

About that time, according to
tradition, another group request-
ing the establishment of Pike
County from part of Floyd
County, was also planning to
name their town Liberty. The
Morgan County group added
West to their name and their
request was granted. The Pike

West Liberty buildings, including
the town’s courthouse. Many of
the county records were lost in the
blaze and town leaders were
unable to replace them.

West Liberty felt the impact of
three skirmishes during the Civil
War. One of the first battles of the

After the Civil War, the railroad
made tracks through the county to
haul out the area’s timber and nat-
ural resources. In later years, other
industries came into the area to
boost the economy.

Schools were consolidated
from the original 40 school dis-
tricts formed in 1850. In 1930,
ninety-two school districts, whichy
had as many schools, were com-
bined. Eleanor Roosevelt, wife of
former President Franklin D.
Roosevelt, dedicated a stone
school built by the Works
Progress Administration (WPA).

West Liberty reminds its resi-
dents of the county’s history each
year in September when it cele-
brates the Sorghum Festival."
During the festival, such practices
as making sorghum, grinding
flour, and blacksmithing metal
utensils are demonstrated.

In 1903, Professor Walter Byington, built a pri-
vate school for $15,000, named the East Kentucky
Normal School, This school was used for 37 years
under different names and different managements.
Its last name was the Prestonsburg Grade School. It
was lom down in 1940 to make way for the present
grade school.

In the Town Government Act of 1892,
Prestonsburg is listed as a sixth class city with a
governing body of five city trustees, a police judge,
a treasurer, a clerk and a marshall. Tt is so listed in
1903, but some time after this date, it was changed
to a government by mayor and a city council of six
men.

The first mayor is unknown. The earliest com-
plete record is the election of Arthur Carter for
mayor in 1928, who served for ten years. He estab-
lished the first automobile dealership in Eastem
Kentucky. In 1927, he sold General Motors cars
and trucks. A Cadillac cost $1,195.00. His wife,
Edythe Carter, became the mayor in 1938, the first
woman to be a mayor in the state of Kentucky.

About 1921, the streets in Prestonsburg were
paved. Norma Spears Stepp wrote the history told
to her by her husband, Jonah Stepp:

In the year of App. 1921, 1, Jonah (J. G.)

Stepp, born July 25, 1903, was employed

as a team driver hired by the con-

tractors, Henry Stewart
and Will Mellon, to
help

The sidewalks

were made of long

planks of wood

and were really

dangerous 10

walk on. The

first work we

had to do was

clean the streets and grade or level

them. This was done with a turning

plough and wheel scrapers pulled by

mules and horses. No modemn

machinery at that time, everything

done by man and horsepower. I

brought my dad’s (J. P. Stepp) big mules (Lize and
Jane) from the Stepp farm eight miles up Johns
Creek to work. Also hauled the feed from there and
stored it in the livery stable on Front Street on the
river bank near where the Jim Clark Hotel was
later. Tom Burchett ran the stable and I kept my
mules there also. We both boarded and roomed
with J. D. and Ida Fraley (his wife), who were
natives of Johns Creek and lived back of town on
the corner lot facing Graham Street near the
Highland Avenue Freewill Baptist Church now.

Each morning we walked all the way across
town to feed the mules and back for our breakfast
before going to hamess our mules and go to work.

Now, I'd like to talk a little about how I started
the day with the mules, Lize and Jane, which were
too intelligent to be “just mules,” especially Lize.
First, I'd hamess the two mules, lead Jane to her
place, then Lize would automatically follow me
around the wagon and get in her place. Now we go
to work.

We hauled the sand from the Big Sandy River
under the old bridge up the hill by the old First
National Bank and across from the Josephine
Bank.

The gravel was hauled from about one mile
south of Prestonsburg at the Ball Alley Curve
where it was crushed with a rock crusher owned by
Mr. Gamble, Jim (Chigger) Lafferty with his gray
mule and cart hauled the rock from the hill across
the road to the rock crusher.

It was then crushed and loaded into the wagons
and then taken to the streets to where it was mixed
with cement and poured on the ground to make the
concrete streets, This was a great improvement and
made Prestonsburg a healthier, cleaner and more
beautiful place to live.

At this time, I must tell a little more about my
team of mules. For example, when Dad and I cut
trees on the hill to make boards and paling for
fence and roof covering, we’d take Lize (our mule)
with us.

When the logs were all sawed and ready to haul,
we'd hook her to one log and I'd drive her to the
log yard and unhook her and fix her lines up on the
hamness and start her up the “log trail” by herself.
She'd go straight to my dad and he'd start her back
with a log. This continued until all the logs were
hauled.

Both of these mules were good to use for riding
purposes or any kind of work. Sometimes though, 1
really thought Lize was just a little 100 smart.
Occasionally, at night after all the stock (cattle,

& horses) were fastened in their separale stails and

latched in, Lize would glip her latch by wiggling it
with her nose until she got it loose. The next morn-
ing, every stall door was open and the animals
were enjoying their freedom in the big bam lot.

We were thankful she didn't do this every night.
She lived to be old and I was riding her down the
branch hauling logs when she fell dead from under
me.

Now, Jane was quite the opposite, but could do
a lot of hard work. She was so strong she would
break the single tree. If we had her working in the
field and she got a chance, she’d make a high dive
to the barn. She lived to be old after dad sold her.
She fell dead working in a wagon at Bull Creek.
Together these mules were worth their weight in
gold, that being 2,000 Ibs. each.

At the time I was helping with the street work I
never once thought I'd ever use them, but in
January, 1946, since I was working for Princess
Elkhorn Coal Co., David, Kentucky, bought a
home in Prestonsburg so my son, John T. Stepp,
could go to high school and my wife, Norma,
could get to her school at Brandy Keg. Now that I
am 87 years old, I am proud that I have used the
streets many years and am still enjoying the “Fruits
of my Labor.” My wife, grandson, (John Gregory)
and I now live on South Lake Drive. Prestonsburg
streets today are far better than the first streets due
to modern machinery and good city management.

The long-awaited railroad reached
northern Floyd County in 1903. It
did not reach Prestonsburg
until 1904. It is saia
that the cause
of the delay
was the
city's refusal to
let the railroad enter
the town.
Whatever the
cause, it gave the
business men time
to erect a toll
bridge in front of
the Bank Josephine
across the river to
the train stop. No
depot was built by
the C and O. Andy

Stephens collected

the five cent toll fee.

This was the only

bridge across the

river for the
next 25 years.
In 1910,

the popula-
tion of

Prestonsburg
was 1,120.
About this
time, Will
Layne installed
electric lights in
the town.

In 1916, Grover
Davis began the con-
struction of water lines.
The disastrous fire of 1916
that destroyed The Bank
Josephine and the entire
block of the telephone

exchange and the Western
Union Telegraph Company,
revealed the danger of an entire
town burning down if dependent on
water hauled from the river to put out a fire.

A. C. Harlow, owner of the Prestonsburg Post
(1913 to 1927), featured the disastrous fire in the
newspaper. Harlow urged the citizens to establish a
system of water works. He said, “...we need it now,
yes, hear it, NOW!"

Walter Harkins announced at the fire that the
bank would be open the next morning at the usual
hour in the Harkins and Harkins Law Office. He
also began immediately the re-building of the bank.

The lack of roads into the town was a serious
hindrance to progress.

Finally, after more than 100 years of waiting,
the state passed an act in 1920 to establish a high-
way system which would give to each county in
the state at least one main road. Project No. 6
under this act became U.S. 23,

The highway into Prestonsburg became the
Mayo Trail and now is called Lake Drive. Road
construction began with the required cooperation
of County Judge Ed. P. Hill Sr., and other officials
in the area.

In 1929 three bridges were erected to cross the
river. The CIliff bridge was built by the state and
provided transportation across Abbott Mountain 10
Paintsville. It would be many years before Auxier
Road was made. In 1987, a local contractor, Joe A.
Burchett, built a new Cliff bridge on the same spot.

The other two bridges erected in 1929 were
reinforced concrete arch bridges built by the coun-
ty and the town. The Town Branch Bridge, often
called the Bull Creek Bridge, is still in use. The C
and O Railroad had built a depot in West
Prestonsburg. To get access across the river, they
helped build the bridge located on North Arnold
Avenue, still standing but no longer in use,

The next 60 years brought much progress, many
churches, good schools, hotels, restaurants, busi-
nesses and the Jenny Wiley Park.

Prestonsburg, now 1991, is just nine years away
from a new century and what we make of it is up
to the people.

It’s a proven fact that students learn
more if they can get their hands dirty.

So that’s what students at Martin
Elementary are getting to do.

Kindergarten students have been work-
ing with apples. They are learning about
the parts of a tongue by tasting different
varieties of the fruit that’s known for keep-
ing the doctor away. They’ve also made
witches brew out of different ingredients in
their discussion of the tongue.

And they are becoming engineers at a
very young age. The group built heli-
copters out of paper recently and talked
about how helicopters can fly and why the
paper models cannot.

And middle school students have made
aliens and constructed solar systems during
their study of space.

The activities at Martin Elementary are
made possible by a $1,500 grant from the
National Alliance of Science and
Mathematics and Morehead University.
Coley Martin, a middle school science
teacher at Martin, has worked with Dr. C.
Victor Ramey of Morehead State, to secure
the grant and plan more hands-on activities
for the classroom.

“We're thrilled that Martin Elementary
has been selected to participate in the
Science and Mathematics Alliance,”
Martin Elementary Principal Carole
Combs said. “This grant will be very bene-
ficial to further implementing our KERA
goals.”

This is the second year Martin has
received the grant. Last year, he received
$800 for the program.

Martin said he was surprised he got the
grant for a second year. “We were told this
summer during workshops at Morehead
that the funds would be cut,” he said. “I
was really surprised at the amount of the
grant.”

He attributed the increase in money to
the fact that Martin Elementary is, accord-
ing to Martin, the only school working
with the program in the sixth educational
district, “as far as we know,” he said.

“This grant will aid in assessment, as
well as in the awareness of the importantce
of science to our students today,” Combs
said.

Martin will have help from a professor
at PCC when it comes to suggesting activi-
ties for primary teachers to use. “They’ll

be able to share information with the
teachers,” he said.

The money will be used for materials
and supplies to make the projects happen:

Martin meets with the primary teachers
at the elementary school every two weeks
to discuss activities they can add to their
curriculum to make learning fun for the
students.

“We’ve asked other schools to partici-
pate, but so far they haven’t,” Martin said.’

“We feel that by providing hands-on . ;
activities for students, they’ll retain more
when it comes to test time,” Martin said.
“The activities we've designed, hopefully, |
will make them more successful and help
them feel better about themselves when |
they take those tests at the end of the
year.” . :

In addition to providing hands-on activi-;
ties, the plans include ideas that let stu- '
dents make decisions, giving them more
control over what happens in the class-
room.

“We’re addressing a lot of KERA
goals,” he said. “But most of all, the kids
love it. The more hands-on we do, the
more interested they get. And the more
interested they get, the more they learn.”

He compares the program with his early
days in the classroom — before he was a
teacher.

“There was very little hands on then,”
he said. “We didn’t do a lot of projects.”

He attributes the improvement in the
classroom to the information that is now
available through technology such as com-
puters complete with CD-Roms and access -
to the outside world via modems. '

“We're finding that students are becom- |
ing more educated through these kinds of ©
programs,” he said.

Q: My family and I came to the United States from
Japan five years ago. Recently, my wife had to be hospi-
talized after she inappropriately took two drugs together.
Why weren’t we properly warned? This wouldn’t happen
in Japan.—M.Y., Los Gatos, Calif.

A: Questions about medications and complications with
them are among the most common ones we receive from
readers. We've recently discussed the business of drug
development and the sale of generic drugs. Today we’ll
look at the dispensing end of the industry—the pharmacy.

Pharmacies in the United States do not work like phar-
macies in Japan. Understanding how the system works
here may help you understand why you need to monitor
your own medications more closely. There is no research
to tell us which system is better.

In most Western countries, there is a fairly clear separa-
tion between the roles of physicians and pharmacists.
Physicians have responsibilities for diagnosing illness and
prescribing treatments, and pharmacists largely focus.on
dispensing.

Within many Asian countries there is not such a clear
distinction between physicians’ and pharmacists’ roles.
Physicians commonly dispense drugs to patients. In
Japan, these functions are beginning to separate, accord-
ing to Masami Fujii of the Faculty of Pharmaceutical
Science at Kobe-Gakuin University in Japan, but the vast
majority of prescriptions are still dispensed by physicians
rather than by community pharmacists.

In the United States, drug stores stock prescription
drugs, non-prescription or “over-the-counter” remedies
(such as pain and cold medications), and many personal-
care products. In contrast, in Japan there are two sorts of
drug stores: prescription-only and over-the-counter-only.
Over-the-counter (OTC) pharmacies are required to have
a pharmacist present if their sales exceed 8 million yen, or
about $80,000, a month.

In Japan, the name “over the counter” is more appropri-
ate than in the United States: By law, there is no self-ser-
vice for OTC products. Health drinks, antacids, vitamins,

cosmetics, household products and beauty aids all are
handed to patients by an OTC pharmacy employee. And
unlike in the United States, OTC products may not be sold
in Japanese grocery stores or convenience stores.

The Japanese use a lot of prescription medications.
They are second only to Americans in total drug sales.
Japan also has the highest per-capita medication use in the
world. Including OTC products, the average Japanese
spent $322 on pharmaceuticals in 1988; the average
American spent $182.

“Much of this medication use may be the result of the
close link between prescribing and dispensing by physi-

cians,” writes Dr. Edward P. Armstrong, a professor of ™

pharmacy at the University of Arizona. “Although diffi-
cult to document scientifically, Japanese medication use
may be higher than necessary to manage some diseases.
Armstrong compared the Japanese and American pharma-
ceutical systems in the February issue of The Annals of
Pharmacotherapy.

In the United States, pharmacists are paid for selling
drugs and offering limited advice on their use. But phar-
macists in Japan are paid financial incentives for such ser-
vices to encourage them to prevent drug problems. So, a
Japanese community pharmacist who counsels a patient
about medications, documents the counseling session and
includes written information for the patient will be paid
about 250 yen, or $2.50. They will be paid about 50 cents
each time they counsel a patient concerning a medication
lasting seven to 30 days, and $2 for counseling about a
prescription lasting 30 days or longer.

Community pharmacists are also paid about $2.50 for
detecting drug interactions and duplicate medications. A
pharmacist who obtains a patient drug history and coun-
sels the patient accordingly is paid about $2. And pharma-
cists receive about $55 a month for home pharmaceutical
services, including delivering drugs, drug counseling and
adverse-effect monitoring.

In the United States, studies repeatedly show that most

pharmacists try to tell customers about the medicines they N

are buying. The federal Omnibus Budget Reconciliation
Act of 1990 even mandates that full explanations be given
with new prescriptions. But researchers have found that
customer education wanes when a store is very busy, when
the pharmacist does not personally hand the medication to
the consumer, and especially when medications are deliv-
ered or mailed.

That night after everything had been
brought in from the car. 1 got a piece of paper,
a pen, and a tape measure so that I could mea-
sure for my paint and border. I ran up the stairs
in fast motion trying to quickly get to my room.
I lay everything in the floor except for the tape
measure. To calculate for paint I needed to find
the area of each wall. Area is units squared,
since I'm dealing with two dimensions, or mea-
surements. So therefore my answer will always
be in square units. To do this I would need to
measure the width x height of each separate
wall., I couldn’t hold both ends of the tape mea-
sure $0 I called for my brother to come and
assist me. He stomped into my room and asked
me what I needed him for. I told him that I was
calculating my wall area for paint, and I need-
ed him to hold the end of the tape measure, $0
that 1 could go ahead and calculate the wall
length, I pulled the tape measure to one end of
the wall while he pulled it to the other. I then
discovered that the width of the wall was 16 ft.
I then took the tape measure and discovered
that the wall height was 8 ft. My ceiling was
also in bad shape so I decided to measure it
also. It bad the same measurements as my wall
calculations so I just multiplied my length
times my width. To find the wall area I would
have to multiply the width walls x height x 2,
and add the length walls x height 2. I multiplied
them both by two, because there are 2 walls
with those same measurements. After multiply-
ing, I will add the products together.

The total area of my room was 704 ft. I
couldn’t very well paint over my windows and
doors, so 1 measured the length and width of
my two windows, my door, and my closet door.
My two windows were the same so I just mea-
sured one and multiplied by two. My doors
were also the same, so I just multiplied them by
two also.

The area of my windows and doors came to
be 74 ft. I subtracted this amount from my 704
ft. This way I would not have to buy extra paint
for my windows and doors.

My wall and ceiling area was now 630 ft.

I knew that my room would look bare with-
out some border so I went ahead and calculat-
ed border also, this way we could just get both
at the same time.

To calculate for border I needed Perimeter, I
knew a lot about this concept from our Algebra
class back at my old school, Perimeter means
the length around a figure, I just had to add all
sides. I just multiplied by length x 2 and my
width x 2 to get a product of each dimension. I
had already calculated it in my previous calcu-
lations, the length was 28 ft,, and the width was
32 fu. A complete total of 60 ft. of border was
needed,

The next day Mom and I drove down to
Charley's Hardware where I could select the
paint and border, I preferred. After looking
around for a while, I finally made up my mind
on which paint and border I desired. I took
them both over to the counter, so that the store
manager could calculate a price. He calculated
paint first. (1 gallon covers 450 ft.2) I have 630
ft.2 of area in my room, so he divided my wall
area of 630 fi.2 by 450 ft.2 to get the number
gallons I would need.

I am going to need 1.56 gallons, of paint.

Since you can't buy .56 gallons I will have to
buy 2 gallons. This way if I were to mess up I
would have some spare paint. The paint sold
for $18.99 per gallon. Since I need two gallons
he multiplied $18.99 by two to get a sub-total
price.
Then he added a 6% tax fee to the sub-total,
He moved the decimal two places to the left to
change it to (.06). Then he multiplied the total
by .06. Finally, he added tax to the price to get
a total cost of the paint.

The full amount for my paint was $40.25.
Then he calculated the border. There was 16 ft.
per border roll, and there was 60 ft. in my
room. He divided 60 ft. by 16 fu. to get the
number of border rolls I needed.

For my room I will need 3 3/4 rolis, I knew
that I can’t purchase 3/4 of a roll, so I will buy
4 rolls of border. The paper was already
prepasted so I didn’t need to buy any paste. The
manager then calculated a total cost for the bor-
der. The cost of 1 roll was $12.94, I need 4 rolls
s0 he multiplied $12.94 times 4.

The sub-total was $51.76. This was without
tax added. He then calculated the amount of tax
and added it to the total.

The total cost came to $54.87 for border.
The man then added the paints total and the
borders total to get the full price.

Mom then paid the bill, and then we headed
home.

When we had finally reached home I ran up
the stairs to my bedroom. I yelled for my Mom
and Dad to hurry and get the old sheets, and
some water to paste my border along the walls.

After Mom and Dad bad finally reached my

room we started painting and putting up border.
It took just about the rest of the day, but we
finally finished by night fall. After we had fin-
ished it and had put all of the supplies away, I
asked Mom if I could go ahead and stan calcu-
lating the measurements for my carpet. She
told me that I could and that if 1 did, she would
take me carpet shopping tomorrow. As soon as
my mother had said this I immediately ran and
got my paper, pencil, and tape measure. [ then
went into my room and then began calculating,

To measure for carpet I would have to find
the length and width of each wall, I already
knew what it was, because to paint and border
my room I bad to find length and width of each

There was nothing else for me to do
until I have found the cost of the
carpet in yards. I put all my supplies
away, and went to sleep, for [ had a
busy day tomorrow.

Moming finally arrived, and 1

Prestonsburg
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got up and put some clothes on and
ran downstairs to the kitchen, where
my mom was fixing breakfast. The
smell of breakfast on the stove
always brightens my day, As I sat
down at the table, I looked around
at all of the boxes that weren’t
unpacked yet. Mom sat down hold-
ing a steaming cup of coffee, this is
when I thought it was time to ask
her about going carpet shopping
today.

“Can we go look for carpet
today?" 1 finally asked.

“I guess, but not until you have
eaten your breakfast!” She stated.

After my plate was clear, Mom
went and changed clothes then we
went carpet shopping! After driving
for about ten minutes we came to a
place called “Carpet World”. There
was carpet everywhere! They had
different colors and styles for each
piece of carpet. The smell of fresh
new carpet filled my nose, as Mom
and I looked around. I came upon
many colors, but they just weren't
me. Finally 1 saw a shade of
turquoise blue carpet sitting over in

When 1 was through talking the
store manager came over 10 ask us
if we needed any help. I told him
that I had selected the turquoise car-
pet over in the corner for my room.
He went and checked the price of
the carpet, and then asked me if I
had measured the length and width
of my room already. I told him yes
and got out the sheet of paper with
all my measurements on it. He
looked the sheet of paper over and
told me that the carpet that I had
chosen was $10.56 per sq. yd.’s. He
then calculated a price for the car-
pet. There is 25 sq. yd.’s in my
room. So he multiplied the cost by
the sq. yd.'s to get an estimated
total.

Without tax the cost would be
$246.00, that was a little much, I
thought. He then calculated the
amount of tax and added it to the
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total. Tax is 6%, so he moved the
decimal two places to the right. He
then multiplied the sub-total by .06
10 receive the tax. Finally he added
the tax to the sub-total to get a sum
of $279.84.

Since the carpet was a little
expensive, Mom suggested that I
might rather get tile, and maybe
later on get a rug to cover it. This
sounded like a good idea. So I ran
over to the tile section and found a
lovely turquoise checked design. 1
picked up a square and took it over
to the manager. He told us that tile
was sold in sq. ft., so one square
foot of tile = 1 ft.2 Since there is
224 sq. ft. in my room, I would need
224 square blocks. To calculate for
tile I just used the same measure-
ments, except I didn't need to con-
vert to yd.2 The store manager cal-
culated the cost, he said that each
piece of the tile was $5.00. My
room area was 224 ft., so he multi-
plied the two, to calculate a total.

Then tax was added to the sub-
total. To calculate this he multiplied
by .06 and he added it on.

I decided to design a chart, to
show both totals, and costs.

Buying the carpet I would save
$907.36. (Subtracting the carpet
total from the tles total $1187.20-
$279.84). Since the carpet was
$279.84 Mom wanted to set up a
monthly installment. The man told
us that we could set up a loan for
$279.84 at an interest rate of 8% per
month for 12 months. The man then
calculated a total of how much
money we would have to pay each
month.

It came to $45.71 per month for
12 months. Mom then made
arrangements for the carpet people
to come the following Saturday at
10:00 a.m. to deliver the carpet.

I added all of the totals of the
carpet, paint, and border, so that 1
could se¢ what the full cost of
everything was.

When we reached home I
showed my chart to my family.
Boy! Were they impressed! They
were so impressed that they said
that I could do every room! Oh
brother!

total. Tax is 6%, so he moved the
decimal two places to the right. He
then multiplied the sub-total by .06
to receive the tax. Finally he added
the tax to the sub-total to get a sum
of $279.84.

Since the carpet was a litile
expensive, Mom suggested that I
might rather get tile, and maybe
later on get a rug to cover it. This
sounded like a good idea. So I ran
over to the tile section and found a
lovely turquoise checked design. |
picked up a square and took it over
to the manager. He told us that tile
was sold in sq. ft., so one square
foot of tile = 1 ft.2

Then tax was added to the sub-
total. To calculate this he multiplied
by .06 and he added it on.

Buying the carpet I would save
$907.36. (Subtracting the carpet
total from the tiles total $1187.20-
$279.84). Since the carpet was
$279.84 Mom wanted to set up a
monthly installment. The man told
us that we could set up a loan for
$279.84 at an interest rate of 8% per
month for 12 months. The man then
calculated a total of how much
money we would have to pay each
month.

It came to $45.71 per month for
12 months. Mom then made
arrangements for the carpet people
to come the following Saturday at
10:00 a.m. to deliver the carpet.

I added all of the totals of the
carpet, paint, and border, so that |
could see what the full cost of
everything was.

When we reached home I
showed my chart to my family.

* Student academic achievement in

* Almost 94 percent of graduates in
1994 (33,627 students) made a successful
transition into adult life, enrolling in
schools, joining the military, or finding
jobs.

« In 1986, Kentucky ranked 37th
nationally in pupil/teacher ratio. In 1993-
94, that figure was 27th nationally, with a
ratio of 16.8 students per teacher (based
on enrollment).

» Total school funding in Kentucky rose
by 46.5 percent from 1989 to 1995.

* The funding gap between the poorest
and wealthiest districts decreased by 50.9
percent from 1989 to 1995.

* Kentucky improved its national rank
in current expenditures per student from
40th to 32nd since 1989.

 Kentucky improved its national rank-

* ing in teacher salaries from 37th to 29th.

The average teacher salary increased
from $26,292 to $31,625, or 20.3 percent.

* ACT scores in Kentucky were 20.0 in
1989 (61 percent of high school graduates
took the test) and 20.1 in 1995 (63 per-
cent of high school graduates took the
test).

* The drop out rate for each high school
grade has increased every year between
1991-92 and 1993-94, (The manner in
which drop out rates are calculated has
changed since 1989-90 which make com-
parisons prior to school reform difficult.)

* Between the 1991-92 and the 1991-94
academic years:

95 percent of schools raised the level
of student academic performance on
KIRIS assessments.

485 schools (38 percent) and 42 dis-
tricts (24 percent) improved enough to
earn monetary rewards.

* Minority employment in the
Kentucky Department of Education

*» The state commissioner has filled 15
board vacancies resulting from the anti-
nepotism provisions of KERA. Most indi-
viduals resigned after the Supreme Court
upheld the provisions.

* Charges were brought against 16
school board members and six superin-
tendents; 22 others were removed from

office or resigned.

* There have been 83 teacher certificate
revocations and 13 suspensions since
1990. Certificate revocations result from
findings of illegal or immoral behavior.

* Funding for professional develop-
ment in 1990-91 was $1 per student; it
was $23 per student in 1994-95.

* All principals and superintendents
now are required to complete a training
and assessment program designed to bet-
ter prepare them to implement
Kentucky’s education program. New

principals and superintendents are
required to complete training within a
year of being hired.

» Eight regional service centers have
been established with up to 6,000 con-
tacts made at each center each year.

* In 1994-95, 75 percent of eligible
three and four-year-olds were served
through the preschool program. Each stu-
dent benefited from at least one meal a
day. Parents benefited from home visits,
and 50 percent participated in additional
parent education.

* In 1993-94, 95 percent of preschool
students were immunized; 92 percent

received health screening; 94 percent
received hearing screening, and 92 per-
cent received vision screening.

* The new primary program is current-
ly being implemented in 837 schools,
involving 8,500 teachers and 200,000 stu-
dents.

« Four hundred and fifty-five Family
Resources and Youth Services Centers
serve 752 schools and 349,323 students.

* In 1993-94, over 100,000 students
were served by extended school ser-
vices—before or after school, on
Saturday, or during the summer. Sixty-
seven percent of students participating for
more than six days improved one or more
letter grades. Over 7,600 students in the
summer program were promoted or
became eligible to graduate during the
summer term.

» Extended School Services dollars
increased the number of districts with
summer programs: from 35 in 1990 to
165 in the summer of 1991.

* There is now one computer work sta-
tion for every 16.9 students and 5.3 teach-
ers. According to the electronic commu-
nications industry, this makes Kentucky's
system the largest single electronic mail
system in the world.

* There are now 876 school councils,
involving 5,340 members: 260 minority
members (up from 18 the previous year);
almost 2,000 teachers, and 1,700 parents.
These figures do not include those who
served on school council committees.

» Since 1990, school councils have cho-
sen almost 300 principals.

* High school diplomas or GED certifi-
cates are now required of all school board
members in Kentucky.

* Property taxes are now being assessed
in Kentucky at 100 percent of fair cash
value.

» Nepotism has been virtually eliminat-
ed from school district hiring.

* An appointed commissioner of educa-
tion has replaced the elected superinten-
dent of public instruction.

* The telephone hotline at the Office of
Education Accountability has responded
to 3,017 calls since January, 1991.

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The Harness

“He has his blinders on.”

Have you ever heard that phrase? It means that someone
is deliberately blocking out the world so that he or she can
focus on a single goal. The idea of “blinders” comes from
the closed horse’s bridle, which has two patches that cover
the eyes so that the horse can only see straight ahead. They
were created so that horses pulling loads would not be
spooked or distracted by anything happening on the streets,

THE CLOSED BRIDLE: Harness is the general term
for the equipment that enables a horse to pull a load, such as
a wagon, carriage or plow. Most harnesses have three basic
components: a bridle, collar and breeching. The bridle is a
set of straps that fits over the horse’s head. Reins are
attached to the bridle to enable the driver to control the
horse. The collar is worn around the horse’s neck or chest
and is attached to the load by leather or chain traces. As the
horse moves forward, it pushes against the collar to pull the
load. The breeching is a set of one or more straps that fits on
the horse’s hindquarters. The most important component,
called the breeching strap, fits behind the horse’s hindquar-
ters and enables it to brake or to reverse whatever it is
pulling. There are many variations to these components,
each adapted for a different function. For instance, bridles
that are fitted with blinders—known as closed bridles—pre-
vent horses from seeing anything approaching from behind
or the sides, which could otherwise frighten them. Teams of
two or more horses are harnessed in a different way from a
horse working alone. For example, a pair of horses hitched
to a wagon is usually positioned with one on each side of the
wagon’s central pole; each horse is attached by chains to the ~ Rein .
