A Floyd County man damaged
several main lines and gas wells
for the second time in less than
three months in the Middle Creek
area costing the gas company a lot
of money and the sheriff’s depart-
ment a lot of aggravation, accord-
ing to Floyd County Sheriff Paul
Hunt Thompson.

Aaron Tackett, 49, of Beaver,
was arrested Sunday on charges of
wanton endangerment after he al-
legedly “created substantial dan-
ger of death or serious injury to
residences of Tackett Fork,” ac-
cording to an arrest warrant.

Tackett was sought by police
after Aaron DeRossett, of the Ken-
tucky/West Virginia Gas Compa-
ny, got a warrant Thursday for
Tackett's arrest. DeRossett al-
leged that Tackett turned on or re-
leased gas into the air at resi-
dences on Tackett Fork and lit it.

Tackett was also charged with
second degree criminal mischief
for allegedly turning off the blow-
ers in the gas lines, causing more
than $500 in property damages,
the citation says.

In February, Tackett was arrest-
ed on almost identical charges
when he allegedly set fire to sev-
eral natural gas wells near several
homes at Tackett Fork of Mud

saving the couple's marriage.

"..(I)t becams apparent to de-
fendant early in the marriage that
defendant, Jimmy Martin Ham-
mond, had a dominating personali-
ty, the depths of which is beyond
ability to express,” Mrs. Ham-
mond's affidavit to the court
claims. "As a result, and because
she so desperately desired the mar-
riage to succeed, 1t was necessary
for defendant to subordinate her
will to that of defendant, Jimmy
Martin Hammond. Furthermore,"
the affidavit continues, "defen-
dant's willingness to do so was
predicated in no small part upon
the unequal stature of defendant
and defendant, Jimmy Martin
Hammond, with regard to educa-
tion, professional status and experi-
ence of each of the marital part-
ners. Thus, defendant was not only
a loving, trusting and obedient
wife, but also a trusting, loyal and
faithful employee of her husband."

Mrs. Hammond also alleges in
her request for leniency that "in all
instances relative to her criminal
conduct, defendant acted at the in-
sistence of and upon instruction
by" her husband. She also contends
that "when, on occasion, she ques-
tioned this conduct, defendant was
assured by defendant, Jimmy Mar-
tin Hammond, that her conduct was
proper and 'that there was nothing
to worry about."

While Mrs. Hammond's attor-
ney, John Doug Hays, admits that
while her allegations of duress do
"not rise to the level of defense,"
they do permit the court to consid-
er a lesser sentence than that which
is prescribed by federal sentencing
guidelines.

The Hammonds pleaded guilty
in February to federal indictments
which accused Jim Hammond of
defrauding the state child-support
program of more than $100,000
and of operating an $8 million
check-kiting scheme. Janie Ham-
mond, who served as her husband's
office manager in both his private
practice and in his office as Floyd
County Attorney, pleaded guilty to
one charge of making a false state-
ment to a federally insured bank to
get a $50,000 loan.

Both are scheduled to be sen-
tenced May 29 in U.S. District
Court in Pikeville.

Suspected burglar is
nabbed after pursuit

A West Virginia man was arrest-
ed Sawurday after a routine traffic
stop on Route 3 turned into a high-
speed pursuit and a foot chase. Pre-
stonsburg City Police patrolman
Mike Conn exceeded speeds of 60
miles per hour during the pursuit
and then chased the subject through
weeds, thorns, mud, and water be-
fore placing him in custody.

Lloyd Jennings Wilson Jr., 27, of
Hugheston, was arrested and
charged with attempting to elude,
reckless driving, leaving the scene
of an accident, resisting arrest, no
registration receipt, improper regis-
tration plates, failure to register
transfer, no insurance, operating on
a suspended or revoked license, two
counts of failure to wear a seat belt,
third-degree criminal mischief,
theft of motor vehicle registration
plate, failure to signal, possession
of burglary tools, and two counts of
first-degree wanton endangerment.

According to an arrest report
filed by Conn, the traffic stop
turned into a high-speed chase
when he approached the stopped
car and Wilson drove off. Wilson
turned right onto Mills Branch
Road and continued 10 elude the of-
ficer at speeds of more than 60
miles per hour, reports say.

In the report, Conn noted that the
road was wide enough for only one
car and about halfway up the road,
Wilson's vehicle collided with a
mini-van, Conn reported that the
driver and passenger ran from Wil-
son's vehicle, but Wilson was the
only subject placed in custody.

Wilson was charged with third-
degree criminal mischief for the
$200 damage done to Conn's uni-
form when the officer chased Wil-
son on foot through weeds, mud,
water, and thorns, according to po-
lice reports.

A Floyd County man with no
prior criminal record on drug-relat-
ed charges, yet described by police
as one of the area's most-wanted
drug traffickers, was arrested Fri-
day in Magoffin County by officers
attached to the Mountain Area
Drug Task Force.

Irvin Shepherd, 63, of David,
was arrested Friday in Salyersville
on nine drug-related charges and
lodged in the Big Sandy Regional
Detention Center in Paintsyille. He
was freed Saturday after posting a
$20,000 cash bond.

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson, a member of the multi-
county task force, said Shepherd
was "unquestionably a major dis-
tributor” of illegal drugs in the Big
Sandy area.

Shepherd was arrested after un-
dercover officers completed a se-
ries of drug "buys," some of which
were videotaped by task force
agents.

Among the charges filed by po-
lice, Shepherd is accused of traf-
ficking in a controlled substance
within 1,000 yards of a school and
trafficking in marijuana, more than
one pound.

In relation to the arrest, officers
also executed four separate search
warrants at Floyd County resi-
dences, including Shepherd's
home, where some records pre-
sumed to be related to his alleged
drug-trafficking operations were
confiscated.

Another search warrant led to
the arrest of James Roy Owens, 54,
of Blue River, who was charged
with cultivating marijuana, more
than five plants.

Participants in the investigation
included officers from the Floyd
County, Magoffin County and
Perry County sheriffs' departments
and task force director Frank Fry-
man,

No trial date has been set, and
more arrests may be pending.

Plans for a new federal prison, to
be built near the juncture of Martin,
Floyd and Johnson counties, are
moving right along, but there are still
some major obstacles to overcome.

For instance, the proposed prison
site on Route 3, near the Big Sandy
Regional Airport, must have ade-
quate water and sewerage services,
and those are costly projects to say
the least.

Preliminary engineering estimates
put the price tag on those services
somewhere in the neighborhood of
eight million bucks, an amount most
of us might consider to be too far out
of our grasps.

But if we take into account all the
variables and possibilities the prison
project provides, perhaps it won't
appear to be such a pipe dream
after all.

First, the prison itself will supply
some 350 good paying jobs to folks
in this area.

That's enough in itself to start
looking for the money to make the

project happen.

But federal authorities don't want
the prison to be the only reason for
spending big bucks to develop utility
services along Route 3. They want it
to be just one piece of a much larger
development puzzle.

Well, it could be.

Providing water to the site opens
the entire area to industrial develop-
ment, including a multi-county effort
that's on the drawing board now.

Extending wastewater treatment
facilities, the most expensive
prospect, kills a whole covey of birds
with one stone.

Locating a new sewer plant some-
where near Combs Field would allow
sewer lines to be added to service
the Route 3 corridor; the community
of Auxier; the East Point area; and
north into Johnson County, including
the American Standard plant.

A vast area would become suit-
able for economic development.

And for just a measly eight million
bucks.

The state spent 20 times that
amount to get the Toyota plant in

Georgetown.
Maybe they'd be interested in
helping us help ourselves on this

deal.

in theory, democracy is the
process of self-rule where each indi-

He said
the railroad is transporting radioac-
tive material and the federal gov-
“ernment had transported material

through the area that the DES direc-
tor said local officials had been told
not to respond to if there was an
accident.

“They told us we'd be shot on
site if we responded to an accident
involving the truck,” Blackburn
said. “It came through here in the

' dead of night.”

He and May also said many
companies in the area have haz-
ardous materials in their plants.

Blackburn said he has a team of
men who have been trained to
respond to hazardous situations.
May said the five-county DES
group had purchased a truck in
which to carry equipment to handle
accidents and to serve as a com-
mand center should such an acci-
dent occur.

“In the five years we've had it,
we’'ve never had to use it,” May
said. “But that doesn’t mean we
won’t.”

Because Floyd County has been
paying the insurance on the truck
since it was purchased, it is now in
May’s possession and he said he
wants to put together the team that
can respond in case there is an acci-

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Store owners oppose loss of spots

Court Street store owners got a
cool reception Monday night
when they asked the Prestonsburg
City Council to reconsider a plan
to remove parking spots on the
street.

Despite  the  anticipated
improved look on the street, store
owners who have shops along
Court Street between North Lake
Drive and First Street said they
oppose a plan to remove all park-
ing on the left side of Court
Street.

Prestonsburg City Council
approved the plan at its April 22
meeting to revitalize the area with
a new sidewalk and landscaping
on that side of the street. The
improvements come, however,
with the loss of about 12 parking
spots.

“There’s just not enough spots
if you do that,” Mike Castle of
Castle’s Jewelry said Monday
night. “We thought some of those
spaces were going to be left.”

Castle said store owners met
with some city council members
earlier in the year to work out a
plan for the renovation of the
street. He said he left the meeting
thinking that while some of the
spaces would be removed, some
of those would be left.

“With this plan, there's nothing
left at all,” Castle said. “People
aren’t going to park in the city lot
and walk to my store.”

Council members had contend-
ed there are 89 parking spots near
the stores on Court Street and
more in the Richmond parking
lot.

Council member Hansel
Cooley said he had heard that
many of the spots are taken by
employees now and customers
can’t park in those spots anyway.

“That may not be true. That’s
just what we heard,"” he said. “But
we wanted to do something dif-
ferent up there that would entice
the people. We don’t want to hurt
your business.”

He said too that the city’s new

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Tourism part of economy mix

Tourism may not be the key to
stabilizing Eastern Kentucky's
economy but it definitely is a fac-
tor, according to Fred James,
tourism director for Prestonsburg,

“We don't have time for it to be
the key,” James said Monday. “It
took Gatlinburg 50 years to go
from a small town to what it is
today.”

James said the area needs local
business people investing in “the
significant creation of jobs."

“"We need industries bringing 50
or 60 new jobs to the area and
we'd like to have about ten of
those in the next ten years,” he
said. “When those things happen,
tourism can become the final mix-
ture to help sustain the economy.”

Floyd County’s tourism indus-
try grew by less than $3.000 in
1995, from 1994 totals, the first
time since 1988 that the industry
didn't grow significantly, accord-
ing to James.

State Tourism Development
Secretary  Ann Latta, of
Prestonsburg, released statewide
totals Tuesday during a presenta-
tion at a National Tourism Week
luncheon in Frankfort.

Statewide, the industry grew
only slightly and Latta warned that
the state’s third largest industry
could be facing a serious down-
turn.

“Direct tourism spending was
up by about $217 million last
year,” she said. “That's a signifi-
cant figure, but in real dollars,
adjusted for inflation, it's less than
two percent more than in 1994, the
smallest increase in five years.”

The numbers represent money
spent by tourists who rent hotel
rooms, stay at area camp Sies, or
spend money at Jenny Wiley State
Park, James said. "We also get
credited for some pass-through
funds,” he added.

That number is determined by a
formula that uses traffic counts and
population to determine the num-

ber of people coming into an area,
James explained.

But it is pass-through travelers
that could be contributing to the
downturn in the industry, Latta
said.

“A major concern is that the
number of pass-through tourists —
those who only stop in Kentucky
for an hour or so — is growing at a
faster rate than overnight travel-
ers.:

Citing the need for more desti-
nation attractions and improve-
ments in the present tourism infra-
structure, Latta said a new state
law enacted by the 1996 General
Assembly should help.

“The Tourism Development Act
was part of governor Paul Patton’s
priority legislative package and
may have come just in time," Latta
said,

The new law will allow the state
to offer incentives based on sales
tax collections to developers of
major tourism attractions. A pro-
ject, whether new or an expansion,
must cost at least $1 million, and
the developer can recover up to 25
percent of the total cost,

“Major attractions, plus renova-
tions and improvements at our
existing tourism facilities, will
increase our overnight visitors to
Kentucky and that means more
tourism dollars,” Latta said.

Latta is referring to projects like
the Mountain Arts Center, which is
nearing completion here.

The center is an effort to bring
big-name artists to the area to com-
plement entertainment already
offered at the Jenny Wiley Theatre
and Thunder Ridge Racetrack as
well as by the Kentucky Opry.

“We anticipate that the potential
for tourism expenditures in Floyd
to increase with the opening of the
Mountain Arts Center,” James
said.

But the increase 1sn’t necessari-
ly measured by the number of peo-

ple who attend events held at the
center; but by the number of peo-
ple who stay in Prestonsburg when
they come to town.

A new hotel to be built next to
the arts center is in the works and
is expected to increase tourism
dollars. James said the art center
will bring more people in to stay at
the hotel, rather than having the
hotel draw people away from the
Super 8, Holiday Inn, and May
Lodge.

“(The developers of the new
hotel) don't want to take customers
away from the other motel own-
ers,” James said. “What they want
is more people.”

And that's where James' job
comes in. He travels to various
trade shows to showcase the enter-
tainment options available in this
area, specifically working with
group leaders who put . together
tour groups to (ravel to certain
areas. He also places brochures in
hotels, rest areas and restaurants
on I-75 between Lexington and
Cincinnati and on [-64 from
Louisville to Winchester. The
brochures help draw attention to
area events.

“We're in about 150 locations,”
he said. “We're hoping to bring
Indiana, Ohio and Tennessee traf-
fic to this area.”

He said he also advertises in
other travel guides and magazines
and he and other tourism directors
in the area are pushing the Country
Music Highway program, which
puts an emphasis on the home
places of various country music
stars, including Dwight Yokum
who is from Betsy Layne. Yokum
got his start at the hands of Billy
Jean Osborne, director of the
Kentucky Opry.

Several country music stars —
Patty Loveless, Crystal Gayle,
Loretta Lynn, Billy Ray Cyrus,
The Judds, and Ricky Scaggs —
were raised in towns along Route

23 from Ashland 1o Pikeville and
tourism directors in the area hope
to bring more tourists to the area
for that reason.

“We looking at a country music
program that is equal to the coun-
try music programs in Branson,
Gatlinburg and Myrtle Beach,”
James said, “We're going to be
developing this to the residents of
the Northeastern and Eastern part
of the United States as an alterna-
tive to traveling the longer dis-
tances to these other areas. We
have the mountain beauty and the
charm and we're hoping to
increase the number of educational
and cultural stops along the way.”

With those new attractions, the
number of people employed by the
tourism industry should also
increase. In Floyd County, there
were 700 jobs created by the
tourism trade. Across the state,
more than 147,000 jobs were sup-
ported by the tourist industry in
1995, 2,000 more than in 1994,
Latta said.

“Tourism spending generated
$657 million in tax revenues 1o
state government and $127 million
to local governments for a total tax
impact of $784 million in 1995,”
she said.

She said the impact a good
tourism project or attraction can
have on a community can be dra-
matic, emphasizing McLean
County’s 389 percent increase in
tourist spending that resulted from
the staging of a new Civil War
reenactment in the county.

James said he is hoping to see
an increase in Floyd when the
Mountain Arts Center opens this
fall, but he isn’t putting his eggs in
one basket.

“It will go up for a couple of
years and then start leveling off
again,” James said. “We need to
not let it start leveling off by con-
tinuing to increase tourist attrac-
tions in the county. We need to
support the race track. We need an
18-hole golf course. We need a RV
camp site. We need a water world.
We need crafts shopping.”

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Board sends 911 to Pike for joint venture

Members of the 911 board Friday
scrapped plans to locate the enhanced

1211 county service locally and

l |approved a recommendation to send

{the service to Pike County.
i While County Judge/Executive

® Ben Hale said the move will save
\Founty residents about $120,000 a
{year in recurring costs, Prestonsburg
{Mayor Jerry Fannin said the move
{will cost the county jobs.
i- “We will probably go with our
town system,” Fannin said during the
jmeeting. “We still have to have a dis-
{patch service.”
. If the system had been housed on
the third floor of the courthouse,
iwhere the original plans had called for
fit to be, the county would have hired
the city’s dispatchers to man the

o Phones. Now, dispatchers will be
hired to work at the Kentucky State
Police Post in Pikeville to handle
Floyd’s share of the calls in the
Pike/Floyd joint venture that will pro-
vide enhanced service to both coun-
ties.

Fannin left the meeting after the
Seven-to-one vote to take the service
to Pikeville,
¢ “I'm mad,” he said outside the
meeting, He said residents will be
paying for the dispatch service twice.
{That money could have been used

@ Somewhere else.”

But Hale said the difference in the

recurring costs achieved by moving
| the system means it will be self-suffi-
cient, able to operate on the 89-cent
surcharge on county telephone bills
only, rather than on those funds as
well as contributions by the sheriff’s

i department and the city of
Prestonsburg.
*“This will offer us the best possible

service to the residents of Floyd
County,” he said during the meeting.
“We're at a point where we will need

«#10 make a decision. We cannot do it
here as efficiently as they can.”

Hale explained that the cost of
putting the service into place will be
split 60/40 with Pike County paying
the largest proportion of the costs
based on the population.

Equipment start-up fees will cost
the county $292,923 to go to Pike
County. That amount would have
been $392,460 if the system stayed
here.

“This way, we can provide 911 and

.Sli]l be self-sufficient without raising

the money each taxpayer contributes,”
Hale said. Tt was a good idea (to keep
the system in Floyd County), but it
wasn't fiscally efficient.”

He said taxpayers aren’t going to
care where the 911 equipment is
housed.

“They don’t care. They just want
service,” he said. “We need to get this
thing on track so all the citizens of
Floyd County will have service.”

The plan to keep the service local
derailed earlier this year when there
was a disagreement between the
county and the city about how much
the city would contribute to the opera-
tion.

The original plans showed the city
contributing $94,000 and the sheriff’s
department adding $36,000. The city,
however, backed off the preliminary
amount and said it would contribute
$50,000 to the venture and split the
extra costs with the county. Hale said
he would not increase the fee taxpay-
ers put into the venture, however.

The city has also offered to run the
service with only the 911 fees collect-
ed from the 89-cent surcharge and the
$36,000 contribution by the sheriff’s
department,

The city is expected to spend about
$104,000 on its dispatch service this
year and a preliminary budget shows a
$12,000 increase in that amount for
next year, Hale argued that the city
couldn’t expect to operate a $116,000
dispatch office for only $50,000 and
he said Fannin told him they would
keep the dispatch system open if 911
moved to Pike County.

“If we go to post, they're still
going to have $116,000 for dispatch-
ing,” Hale said.

An estimated budget which keeps
the system in the county shows the
project coming up about $33,000
short when it comes to meeting the
recurring costs for the system.

Hale said during the meeting that
the city was trying to lower its dis-
patching costs with the 911 service.

“911 funds can’t be used to lower
the cost of dispatching,” he said.

But Fannin said the two services
— 911 and non-emergency calls —
are answered in the same room in
Pikeville at the state police post.

“They can do it, but we can’t?” he
questioned.

But Hale insisted that the system
would never have gotten off the
ground if it stayed in the county.

“It’s a win-win sitaation,” he said.
“Tt wasn’t going to work here. But we

don’t want to get in a war with
Prestonsburg.”

“If it wasn’t going to provide as
good a service, it would have been
different,” Chris Waugh, deputy
Jjudge/executive, said. “This was held
up 80 long that the real project got out
of focus. We are here to provide 911
service, not dispatch service. We need
to give the residents their money’s
worth and quit stalling,

Captain Robert Forsythe, a mem-
ber of the 911 board and a representa-
tive from the state police, said it
would take at least six months more to
get the system up and running, but

members there said they just want (o
get the project moving again.

Martin Mayor Alan Whicker said
he lost interest in the project and
stopped attending meetings because
the project stalled. “It just wasn't
going anywhere,” he said.

Voting for the move were Hale,
Jim Caldwell, James Campbell,
Forsythe, Allen Mayor Sharon
Woods, Wayland Mayor Gene
Mullins, and Whicker. The only no
vote came from Fannin.

“With the saving of this kind of
money, this is the only way to go,”
Mullins said.

He stated, “This shows us all
that no self-defense was involved
in the struggle."”

Morgan added that the body of
Jeffrey Nelson was found within a
close distance from Maynard’s res-
idence. Morgan elaborated on this
by stating: “He had to drive by the
| location where Nelson's body was,
" @ almost daily. He knew how the
 investigation by law enforcement
officials was going so he could
keep tabs on it.”

After the closing statements
were made, the jury was dismissed
to consider one of five choices in

deciding the case at hand. The jury
could find the defendant guilty of
murder, first degree; wanton
endangerment, second degree;
wanton endangerment; reckless
homicide; or self-protection.

In less than three hours, the jury
came back with a guilty verdict of
murder under instruction No. three
as provided by Circuit Judge James
A. Knight.

Under the instruction, the jury
was to have found the defendant
guilty of murder on or about June
29, 1995 when he killed Nelson by
cutting his throat with a knife. Also
in their consideration of the judg-
ment, they were to decide whether
Maynard intended to cause the
death of Nelson and not while act-
ing under the influence of extreme
emotional disturbance.

Also, the jury, in their convic-
tion, “decided that he was not priv-
ileged to act in self-protection, and
wantonly engaged in conduct
which created a grave risk of death
to another and, thereby, caused the
death of Jeffrey Nelson under cir-
cumstances  manifesting  an
extreme indifference to human
life.”

The jury concluded its verdict
about 3:15 p.m. and then entered
the penalty phase of the trial. The
jury deliberated a few minutes in
the jury room before returning its
recommendation of a life sentence.

Prosecutor Morgan stated in his
final address to the jury that
Maynard could be eligible for
parole in 12 years.

Fred Nelson, father of Jeff
Nelson, said he was pleased with
the verdict, “Justice for Jeff. That's
what it is all about.”

Nelson was instrumental in col-
lecting some of the evidence used
in the case. In fact, Nelson printed
photos of his son and handed them
out to area police departments
when his son did not return home
in two days.

The photos led to evidence
about Maynard’s role in the case.

Morgan was. brought into the
case when Commonwealth's
Attorney Anna Melvin decided she
had a personal connection with the
Nelson family and asked for the
assistance from the Kentucky
Attorney General's office.

The trial, which lasted ten days,
was moved to Lawrence County
after a jury could not be seated in
Martin County two weeks ago.

That's how two professional
bass tournament anglers, Ken
Cook and Larry Nixon, respective-
ly, described fishing with [16-year
old Joseph Gill of Parkton,
Maryland, during practice for a
national bass tournament.

Gill, diagnosed with Hodgkin's
disease, was granted his wish of
getting to fish with Cook, Nixon,
and Jay Yelas through the
Make-A-Wish Foundation office
in Baltimore.

Cook and Nixon, both members
of the Evinrude Outboards Pro
Staff, were impressed with Gill's
quick mastery of baitcasting tack-
le and his use of both crankbaits
and Carolina rigs.

“He caught two bass with me
on a Carolina rig and one with
Ken on a crankbait,” noted Nixon,
“which is excellent, considering
his lack of experience with this
type of tackle and techniques.”

“He was very intense and anx-
ious to learn everything he could,”
added Cook, who later received
congratulatory high-fives from
Gill each time he came through
the tournament weigh-in line. “It

was really a pleasure working with
him and teaching him some of the
basics.”

Gill actually came to the tour-
nament with more than a little
fishing experience under his belt,
but most of it has been fly fishing
in a trout stream near his home.

- - ~He-learned ~abont ‘bass ‘todrna-
ment fishing from magazines and
television programs, and has been
able to fish for both largemouth
and smallmouth with his father in
two Maryland reservoirs.

“He's pretty intense about his
fishing,” says Nixon. “I could hear
him getting excited every time his
plastic lizard crawled over a log or
rock, and I just told him to set the
hook anytime he felt like it."

“He missed several fish at
first,” continues the Evinrude pro,
“but then he learned how to do it.
I don't know who was more excit-
ed, Joseph or me.”

Cook feels he learned a lot
about himself during his day with
Gill.

Good. If four out of 10 student-
athletes have demonstrated they
are more the latter than the former,
then they need (at least) a year to
adjust to college demands. Study
before play.

It is a form of self-regulating
freshmen ineligibility.

Meanwhile, turns out Jermaine
O’ Neal, the South Carolina basket-
ball star, achieved satisfactory
scores during his junior year to
qualify to play college hoops. But,
on the SAT sliding scale, he must
now raise his SAT score by June 1.
O’Neal says, “Tt isn’t fair." But in
fact, just as the youngster expects
to ‘elevate his game’ is it any less
reasonable to expect him to elevate
his academic ‘moves” at a college
or university?

From all indications Osborne
appears to be the latest example of
why there should be an NBA-
sponsored minor league for bas-
ketball players who do not want to
or cannot deal with being a college
student.

Anyway, when I think of
bees, I think of Archie
VanHoose. Not only was he a
foxhunter and the best story-
teller in Silk Stocking Row,
he also kept the neighborhood
in honey.

His backyard was land-
scaped with eight or ten bee
gums. When word got around
that he was getting ready to
rob them, it usually attracted
a crowd of curious on-look-
ers...mostly barefoot and
shirtless little boys.

I always thought Archie to
be extremely brave, for when
he’d harvest the honey,
although he always wore a
bee-keeper’s hood, he never
ever wore gloves or anything.
Once he talked me into smok-
ing them while he lifted the
top off the gum. He gave me

bee smoker because I didn’t
get stung. Many of my bare-
backed buddies did, though.
While I was laying the smoke
to the bees, I could hear a
yelp now and then from some
of those standing at a “safe
distance.”

I remember that after we
got through, Archie raked off
a 10-pound lard bucket full of
fresh honey for me to take
home.

Our Lady of the Mountains’ science
fair judged by PCC professors

Every year, when they come back
to school after the Christmas vaca-
tion, Our Lady of the Mountains stu-
dents know what is ahead: either a
Science Fair or a Social Studies Fair.

This year it was science which
kept them fully occupied until the
final judging on March 21, Sr. Maria
Schnipke, CDP, is in charge of the
Science department of OLMS.

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Home repair saves wear and tear on wallet

Cars are becoming more
and more sophisticated, and
as cars improve, up go those
car repair bills. The best
way 1o economically deal
with your car’s minor prob-
lems is to correct them
yourself. There are a num-
ber of things car owners can
do on their own to make
their car run better and save
the wear and tear on their
wallet,

COMPRESSION TEST

The compression fest is
the best single test of engine
condition. If the combustion
chamber is not tghtly
sealed, the force produced
will leak out
pushing the piston efficient-
Iy.

The test determines if the
intake and exhaust ports are
leaking, or if the piston
rings have worn to the point
where they are allowing
pressure 1o leak out. It also
helps to pinpoint a leaking
head gasket.

How 1o do a compres-
10N test:

a) Warm up the engine
(normal operating lempera-
ture).

b) Tum off engine.

¢) Remove spark plugs.

d) Install the compres-
sion gauge in each spark
plug port.

¢) Crank the engine over
a few times and write down
the gauge reading. Ensure
the gmition switch is off,
and the throttle must be
open

Note the reading lfor the
first ime the piston com-
presses as well as the hgh-
est reading. If the engine
has to crank more than four
to five times to get the high-
est reading; suspect a prob-
lem with the rings and
valves. If the gauge has a
high reading on the first
stroke, eveérything is proba-
bly fine in that cylinder.
You'll end up with two fig-
ures for each cylinder in the
engine. One for first com-
pression and one for the
highest compression.

« If all the figures are
within the manufacturer’s
specifications for your car,
within 10-15 pounds of
each other obtained 1n no
maore than five cranks, the
engine 18 1n good shape. The
quicker the high reading is
obtained, the better shape
the engine 1s 1n.

* If the figures read
lower than they should, 1t
indicates worn rings or
worn or burned valves

T SRS WA R

instead of

cylinders reads lower than
the rest, it indicates burned
valves.

ENGINE TUNE-UP

It generally consists of
three basic operations:
changing spark plugs,
points and condénser.

* Spark plugs: Changing
the plugs can help the gas
mileage of your vehicle.
Make sure you “gap” the
new plugs that are fresh out
of the box (bend the outer
electrodes so the space
between is correct, use a
round feeler gauge, or a
wire gauge, for plug adjust-
ment). Manufacturers set a
general gap, not specifically
for any particular vehicle.

*Points and condenser:
These two items should be
replaced at the same time.
They are located within the
distributor and are responsi-
ble for sending the correct
charge of electricity to the
right spark plug at the prop-
er time:

To replace the points and
condenser,

a) Lift off the distributor
cap and clean the inside of
the cap with rubbing alco-
hol. Check for cracks or
carbon tracks (carbon tracks
mdicate a short circuit). If
the cap 1s damaged, or il
looks like a short cireuit is
likely, replace the cap.

b) Lift off the rotor by
pulling straight up (you may
have 1o remove a couple of
screws before the rotor can
be lifted off)

¢) If the distributor has a
radio  frequency shield,
remove the two halyves and
sel them aside.

d) Check and clean the
rotor by wiping it dry with a
paper towel. If you find no
damage, set it aside. If you
find cracks or corrosion, or
if you are in any doubt at
all, replace the rotor.

e) Remove the screw(s)
that hold the wires linking
the poinis 1o the coil and
condenser, then remove the
screws that hold the points
set to the breaker plate. Lift
the points set out of the dis-
tributor. There should be no
oil apparent around the
points or inside the distribu-
[OF,

f) Clean dirt and grease
from the breaker plate with
a dry paper towel, then use
your finger to dab a light
coat of distributor cam
lubricant on the cam.

g) Replace the condenser
when vyou replace the

points.
LA N antlas. Tsaavdnldl &
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breaker point assembly.
Make sure it is positioned
correctly before screwing it
to the breaker plate.

BREAKER POINT
ADJUSTMENT

The breaker point gap is
very important to the cor-
rect operation of the engine.
The engine won't even start
if the gap is too far from
specifications and it must be
right for the engine to run
its best.

To adjust the points, do
the following:

a) Select a flat leaf thick-
ness gauge of the correct
size. Some breaker points
are adjusted by loosening
the mounting screw and
then opening the points with
a screwdriver. Others can be
set with an Allen wrench.

b) Open the points and
insert a cleaned thickness
gauge. Close the gauge until
you sense a small amount of
friction between the gauge
and the points” surfaces.

¢) Use a paper towel
with solvent on it to remove
any traces of oil or finger-
prints from the points sur-
faces and o1l any lubrication
points on the distributor.
Replace the distributor rotor
and cap and reattach any
spark. plugs that were
remoyed,

If your car has an elec-
tronic ignition, it has no
mechanical  points  to
change. It requires very lil-
tle maintenance, although it
still has a distributor, The
only sign of tune-up need is
the failure of the engine to
start, or a rough-running
engine. If your electronic
1gnition needs help:

* Change the
plugs,

* Examine the distributor
cap for cracks or other dam-
age.

= Examine the rotor for
damage.

* Examine the high ten-
sion lead wires for cracks or
other damage. Watch the
wires for frayed or
brittle insulation.

* Time the ignition sys-
tem just as you would time
a system with mechanical
points.

maintenance, there are a
few steps you can take to
extend the life of your bat-
tery. Make sure you add dis-
tilled water if necessary.
Also, remove the battery
every six months, check the
battery cables for splitting
and cracking by bending
them. If there are any
cracks, replace the cable.
Check the battery case for

cracks and bulges, and if
you find any, replace the
battery. Wash down the bat-
tery holder and clean the
battery cable terminals with
a wire brush or sandpaper.
When you reconnect the
battery, be sure to connect
the positive terminal first,
then the negative. Reverse
the procedure when remov-
ing a battery. This action

prevents sparks and possi-
ble explosion of battery
gases. After the cables are
secured on the battery ter-
minal posts, coat them
lightly with petroleum jelly
to limit future corrosion.

Flat tires may cause
headaches and danger

Ever been driving down
the road and suddenly real-
ized the road has gotten a lot
rougher and it’s hard to con-
trol your car? You get that
sinking feeling when you
realize it’s not the road, 1t's
your tire, and you now have
a flat.

This scenario can be
avoided with a little time
and attention paid to your
tires before you hit the road.
Tires are your contact with
the road and need to be
checked periodically. There
are three types of tires on
the road today: bias ply,
belted bias and radial
Each has its own advantages
and disadvantages. The key
is to tailor your car to the
ride you want with the
Ccorrect ures.

1) Bias ply—has cord
strips arranged diagonally to
the center line of tread. This
ure has good resistance o
curb bumps and scrapes, but
at high speeds. the tire
design causes heat that
weakens and wears out the
tire.

2) Belted bias—the dif-
ference between the belted
bias and bias ply is that
around the outside of the
cord strips, under the tread,
there are two or more belts
cul on a bias in a herring-
bone pattern. This provides
a suffer tread more resistant
to heat build-up at higher
speeds.

3) Radial—body cords
run at right angles to the
center line of tread. Bell
cords are arranged in the
herringbone pattern. This
allows for more [lexible
sidewalls, giving the tread
maximum contact with road

surface, while removing
some resistance to curb
damage. These ures are

well-suited to high-speed
driving, but not really good

You need to be able to
“read” your lires to know
how your car is running and
your tires are wearing. Here
are five common wear pat-
lerns:

1) Wear on one side or
the other—this indicates
excessive *camber.”
Camber is the amount a tire
leans mto or away from the
top of the car. This leaning
puts the work load on one
side of the tire and causes
quick edge wear.

2) Feathered edges of
tread—if tires are adjusted
to aim shghtly away from
each other or toward each
other, this wsually causes a
feathering in the tread.

3) Center of tread
wearing out—overinflation
causes the center of the
tread o' wear out faster than
the outside edges

4) Shoulders of the
tread wearing out—under-
inflation of the tires cause
the tread to wear out
along both outside edges.
Manufacturer's recom-
mended pressures are locat-
ed on the tire's sidewalls.

5) Cupping or erratical-
ly spaced bald spots—poor
tire balance causes cupping
and erratic bald spots. This
results in bouncing at high
speeds.

Overinflation and under-
inflation are easily cor-
rectable. But for alignment
problems and the like, take
your car inlo a lire specialist
or service station,

* Limited oil reserves—According to
the 1990 Encyclopedia Americana, if con-
sumption remains fairly constant, the cur-
rent world proven reserves of 670 billion
barrels of petroleum will last only 33 years.
That sets the timetable at 2023 when gaso-
line will be a thing of the past. The United
States has less than 5 percent of the world’s
proven reserves and imports half the 17 mil-
lion barrels consumed daily.

Cars have come a long way from the Model T to the electrical cars of the future.

* Economic Security—In 1989, oil
made up 40 percent of the U.S. trade deficit,
according to the September 1990 issue of
Florida Trend. It only makes goed sense for
alternate sources of fuel (o be identified.
Substitutes include methanol, ethanol, nat-
ural gas and electricity.

* Deteriorating Air Quality—Seventy
percent of air pollution is caused by gas
vehicles, according to the Florida
Department of Motor Vehicles. Per 100,000

miles. electricity is the cleanest fuel, pro-
ducing no reactive HCs or carbon monoxide
and very little nitrogen oxides.

» Save The Oceans—Offshore drilling is
threatening wildlife. Despite assurances oth-
erwise, oil-recovery technigues still allow
some petroleum to leak out into the ocean,

* Flexibility—Because it is a medium
and not a source of energy, the sources to
produce energy are varied. Virtually every
source of energy can be efficiently convert-

ed to electricity. Other benefits are that elec-
tricity can be transmitted quickly over large
distances and the electric utilities are regu-
lated 1o serve the public and provide elec-
tricity at a reasonable price.

Besides benefiting the world in general,
electrical cars provide car owners with cer-
tain advantages not found in their gas-using
COUSINS.

* Convenient—Don’t need oil changes,
tune-ups, mufflers, fuel pumps, carburetors,
elc.

Protect yourself from

It’s a horror story nearly
every car owner has experi-
enced at one time or another.
The car needed a tune-up
and after bringing it in to the
jmechanic, you find out it
will cost an arm and a leg to
drive to work again. In some
cases, UNNECessary repairs
are being done lo innocent
car- owners, whose only
erime is lack of knowledge.

Protect yourself and your
car from being taken to the
cleaners. These horror sto-
ries are as common as dri-
ver's licenses, but there are
ways to avoid some of those
costly, unneeded cxpenses:

The first step you need to
take in avoiding the rip-off
schemes in the automotive
industry 1s find a good
mechanic. They are out
there, and once you [ind
them. make sure 1o stay
loyal 10 your mechanic, The
better the mechanic knows
your car, the better service
you'll get,

A mechanic 15 a start, but
the only way to avoid
spending money on your car
unnecessarily is by having
some idea of what kind of
service it really needs and
how that service can be
done economically. The key
is to know if the mechanic is
over-repairing or under-
repairing your car. You need

to be able to intelligently
decide how repairs should
be done to your car without
becoming a mechanic your-
self.

The tasks you’ll really
need to have some knowl-
edge about are typical main-
tenance work that’s done on
your car. Some of those
lasks include oil changes,
tune-ups and brake work.

* Oil changes—One of
the doubts people have
about oil changes is whether
or not the old oil is really
drained. At a lot of shops,
you're separated from your
car and there is no way to
really know. But because an
oil change is a relatively
quick and inexpensive pro-
cedure, the likelihood of
getting ripped off is remote.

* Tune-ups—This is one
piece of maintenance often
grossly overpriced. If you
have a car built in the late
'‘80s, you don’t need a
“complete tune-up.” A peri-
odic maintenance tune-up is
all that’s necessary for your
car to run properly. A lot of
the cars built since 1981
can’t be “tuned” in the tradi-
tional sense anyway. The
maintenance tune-up con-
sists of spark plug and air
filter replacement every
30,000 miles.

A rule of thumb is that

you should not pay for a
basic maintenance tune-up
unless your car's mainte-
nance schedule calls for
one. If yourcar isn’t running
correctly and a maintenance
tune-up isn’t called for, ask
your mechanic for a diagno-
sis; of the engine manage-
ment systems. The diagno-
sis costs more than a tune-
up, but it’s worth it in the
long run.

Fuel injection changed

the tune-up philosophy as it
replaced nearly every carbu-
retor by the early 1990s.
Because of this, mechanics
don’t have 1o make fuel-
mixture adjustments, it is
adjusted through a comput-
er. Virtually the only thing a
mechanic can tinker with is
the idle speed.

* Brake repairs—Don’t
be fooled by low-cost, “bar-
gain” brake jobs. Many of
these repairs only amount to

changing the disc brake
pads. This is only part of the
entire brake system, Most
late-model cars have front
disc brakes and drum brakes
in the rear. The minimum
service may cost less in the
short term, but could be dan-
gerous to your safety over
time. A second-rate brake
job could omit the following
things, thus causing the pos-
sibility of brake [failure:
replacement of cracked flex-

ible brake hoses; replace-
ment of crazed discs;
replacement of  discs
machined below manufac-
turer’s tolerances; draining
the brake fluid and flushing
the hydraulic brake lines;
and cleaning the sliding
caliper support brackets.

Tips ensure better gas mileage

(NAPS)—"Motorists
who change their driving
and vehicle maintenance
habits will see better gaso-
line mileage, help the envi-
ronment, and extend the life
of their vehicles,” say the
pros at the National Institute
for Automotive Service
Excellence (ASE), a non-
profit group that certifies
the competence of automo-
tive technicians. Among the
tips from ASE:

Check tire pressure.
Under-inflated or poorly
aligned tires waste fuel—
the engine must work harder
to move the vehicle. Consult
the owner's manual for the
recommended pressures. An
alignment may be warranted
if the tread is wearing

unevenly or if the vehicle
“pulls” while being driven
on a flat road.

Lighten up. Remove
unnecessary items from the
vehicle, paying particular
attention to the trunk. Less
weight means  better
mileage. Avoid carrying
luggage on the roof, since
this increases wind resis-
lance.

Drive sensibly. Observe
speed limits. Avoid sudden
accelerations and hard brak-
ing. Use cruise control on
highways to keep a steady
speed. Anticipate traffic pat-
terns ahead and adjust your
speed gradually. Besides
getting better gas mileage,
your engine and brakes
should last longer.

Consolidate daily
errands and short trips.
Some trips may be

unnecessary. Also, travel
when traffic is light to avoid
stop-and-go conditions.
Stop idling around, Shut
off the engine while waiting
for friends and family. And
since today’s cars and trucks
are designed to “warm up”
fast, forget those 10-minute
warmups in the morning.
Maintain the engine. A
maintained engine burns

less fuel. Follow the
service schedules listed in
the owner's manual,

Replace fluids and filters as
recommended; have engine
performance problems
(rough idling, poor acceler-
ation, etc.) corrected at a

repair facility. Given today's
high-tech engines, have
engine performance work
done by auto technicians
who have earned ASE certi-
fication, a national measure
of competence.

Still not convinced? If
you change your driving
and maintenance habits, you
will see improved gasoline
mileage, extended vehicle
life, better resale value and a
cleaner environmenl. Any
questions?

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Efficient cooling system helps avoid temperature extremes

Extremes are something people try to
avoid, especially when dealing with their
transportation. Those extreme highs and
lows can turn a nice drive into the trip
nightmares are made of.

The importance of keeping your car’s
engine out of those extremes can't be
stressed enough.

Especially if you want your engine (o
last. Fortunately, your engine was built with
temperature in mind and there are things
you can do to ensure your cooling System
warks efficiently.

* Check for leaks—The main places to
look for leaks in the radiator include around
seams, pelcocks, automatic-transmission
oil cooler connections, hose connections
and block and drain plugs. Good indicators
of leaking are corrosion or coolant stains.

If your car has an automatic transmis-
sion. check the transmission- o1l cooler line
copnections. Whitish comrosion or coolant
stains signal an external leak. A leaking
radiator should be removed and taken to a
specialist, Do a pressure-leak test if there
are no visible signs of leaks but the engine
has been overheating.

* Inspect hoses and clamps—A cooling
system has a minimum of four hoses: top
and bottom radiator heses and two heater
hoses. Check the hoses when the engine is
cold. When you squeeze them, the hoses
should feel firm: when released, they
shauld return to their shape immediately.
Replace hoses showing cracks, sofiness,
brittleness, leaks. swelling and chafing. A
loose or cracked hose can cause air to get
in the system, causing rust and lowering
system operating pressure. Soft hoses can
deteriorate from the inside, causing small
pieces of hose to break off and clog the
radiator and heater core. Examine clamps
and clamp areas and replace the broken or
weak clamps.

* Inspect radiator cap—The radiator
pressure cap increases the lemperature al
which coolant boils, increases water-pump
efficiency, and eliminates coolant loss from
evaporation. If the radiator cap is loose,
replace 11, The cap should fit tightly on the
filler neck. Faulty caps cause overheating,
which ultimately leads to engine damage.
Also check the pressure relief valve for firm
spring action.

* Check coolant level —Coolant should
cover upper tank tubes or reach the tank’s
FILL level. If the level is low, suspect a
leak. If your car has a coolant recovery sys-
tem, there is a bottle or reservoir to catch
coolant that passes through the radiator cap
when the coolant expands. Get a rough esti-
mate of the amount of coolant in the radia-
tor by checking the overflow botile level.
The bottle has different markings for when
the engine is hot and cold.

An internal leak may be the problem if
oil or rust are in the upper tank. Do a pres-
sure check to confirm the leak and what
kind it is. If the test proves negative, clean
and reverse-flush the system. If the test is
positive, go to a professional to check out
your sysiem.

* Check antifreeze protection with a
hydrometer—The hydrometer measures
the amount of antifreeze mixed with water
in the radiator. Run the engine and allow
the coolant to warm up. Draw coolant into
the hydrometer. Read the hydrometer by
holding it at eye level. Some hydrometers
use floating balls to indicate the antifreeze

Important check

When doing general maintenance, don’t forget to check your air filter. If the filter is dirty, replace it immediately

protection; others use a floating tempera-
ture scale. For best antifreeze protection,
the cooling system should conform to the
coldest weather in your area. Use a 60/40
mixture for added protection. When the
mixture 1s greater than about 70 percent
coolant to 30 percent water, the freezing
point begins to rise. Undiluted coolant
freezes at -8 degrees Fahrenheit.

* Inspect water pump—Most water
pumps are factory lubricated and sealed and
don’t normally need periodic maintenance.
But bearings, seals and impeller blades
wear out. Excessive tightening of the drive
belt can cause bearing failure. Check the

(NAPS)—Parents with hectic schedules
always look for shortcuts. But no one would
knowingly jeopardize the safety of a child
just to save a little ime. Yet it happens miore
often than one might think.

According to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA),
approximately 75 percent of all auto crash-
es occur within 25 miles of home, on roads
where the posted speeds are 45 mph or less.
Too often, convenience takes precedence
over the safety of small children who, by
law, should be buckled into child car seats.
Taking the time to make sure that children
are properly restrained is the most important
part of running errands.

Dr. Mark Widome, professor of pedi-
atrics at The Pennsylvania State University
College of Medicine, said, “If there is any
one thing a parent can do to add measurably
to a child’s safety during the first few years,
it is ta put him or her in a child safety seat
when traveling in a car, In the event of a
crash or sudden stop the child will be more

pump by removing the belt and holding the
pulley in both hands. Turn and move it
inward and outward. A rough grinding or
loose feeling indicates the bearings are
probably worn. Also check the ventilation
hole below and behind the pulley by run-
ning your hand over it. If the seal leaks,
your hand will be wel. Replace a water
pump with a leak or worn bearings.

* Check drive belt—Turn the
alternator pulley by hand. If it moves easi-
ly, the belt is slipping and should be adjust-
ed.

¢ Check thermostat—Do this only if
your ‘engine is overheating. For an easy

check, remove the radiator cap and insert a
thermometer into the radiator, After starting
the engine, watch the thermostat. The ther-
mostat should start opening when the
coolant begins to flow. Check this by
squeezing the upper radiator hose; you
should be able to feel the coolant flowing.
If faulty, replace the thermostat and the gas-
ket.

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Quality facility is key
to proper car repair

(ASA)—Since the early 1970s, most
American and foreign automobiles have
been designated with a unitized body struc-
ture. This means the heavy steel frame used
to support the engine, transmission and
body components is now gone. Instead,
most automobiles now feature a design
incorporating interconnecting body parts,
all relative to each other. This design is most
familiar in aircraft where the shell of the
plane is responsible for structural strength
and 1s the base for attaching all interior and
power components.

For the average car owner, the unitized
body design allows for a lighter, more fuel-
efficient automobile. Once damaged, make
sure the vehicle is returned to its pre-acci-
dent condition.

Consumers should begin by carefully
selecting a collision repair facility. Look for
an experienced collision repair business
with the training, equipment and qualifica-
tions specific to unitized body repair. Ask
the repairer to show you the published
dimension manual for your vehicle. This is
a “blueprint” of your car with the exact
specifications and diménsions your car

needs to be repaired to pre-accident condi-

tion.

Next, ask about the equipment the shop
will use to repair your car. State-of-the-art
pulling and measuring systems are available
to help a technician find, verify and repair
the most hidden structural damage.

All welding should be done by highly
skilled welders who do repairs in accor-
dance with manufacturers’ recommended
procedures and with the most advanced
processes available.

You should get a satisfactory refinish
match. The repair facility should use the
best refinish products and employ paint spe-

cialists who know how to blend, apply and
finish with basecoat and clearcoat products.
If your vehicle is a newer model, chances
are the original finish includes a basecoat
(color) with a protective clear coating.

You should find the final repair
cosmetically pleasing, and your car should
also function as it did prior to the accident.
This means proper handling and no “wind”
noise. Checking dooer-to-fender and fender-
to-hood gaps for even lines often helps in
determining proper replacement fit.

Your collision repair facility should also
be prepared to handle the necessary proce-
dures and negotiations with your insurance
company. Like you, professional collision
repair specialists are primarily concerned
with quality and value. Such decisions as
type and quality or replacement parts and
in-depth pre-repair analysis are the
subjects a quality business will discuss with
you and your insurance carrier.

Finally, carefully inspect the repair,
including a test drive with the shop manag-
er, prior to accepting the finished vehicle.
The service manager will answer any ques-
tions about the repair and explain the shop’s
written warranty.

A properly repaired unitized body vehi-
cle will retain its resale wvalue,
handle as designed and provide many years
of safe and efficient operation. However,
only motorists can ensure proper repairs by
learning more about their cars and taking
precautions when repair is needed.

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Oil change lengthens car life

Changing o1l is one of the most basic ser-
vices people can do to help their car run bet-
ter. And it's a guick, easy way o lengthen
the life of the engine.

Two systems control excessive heat: the
cooling system and the lubncation system.
Both must be inspected penodically to
ensure engine protection from heat buildup

The [lubricalion system is one
system in the car that shouldn’t be neglect-
ed. Although the lubricating qualities of oil
aren't used up by engine use, the contami-
nants such as dirt, metal particles and
bypraducts of the combustion process make
changing the oil necessary.

It should also be noted
how old the engine 1s. A new
engine might only need an
o1l change every 6,000
miles, while the older a car
gets, the smaller the amount
of miles between oil
changes. Before the oil
change, remember to check
out the correct motor oil vis-
cosity that your vehicle
needs to run at peak perfor-
mance.

Indicators suggesling a
problem or a needed oil change include
a sudden change in the engine’s normal
operating lemperature or if the oil-pres-
sure light goes on.

LUBE SYSTEM SERVICE

In preparation of the oil change, run the

engine for about 10 minutes to warm up the

the front end on stands. Don’t forget to
check the rear wheels.

* Drain oil—Change oil every four to six
months. For city driving or severe condi-
tions, change o0il every three months.
Remember to replace the drain plug after
draining the oil.

* Inspect oil pan and gasket—
If your oil pan has any punctures or holes in
it, replace it immediately, If the gasket has
deteriorated enough to cause an oil leak,
replace that as well.

* Remove and replace filter.

* Replace oil—Be
sure 1o use the correct
type. grade and
amount of oil.

Toyota exports cars back to homeland

(NAPS)—America is sending
thousands of cars to Japan. Toyola is export-
ing the Avalon, that company’s new
American-built flagship sedan. It expected
to ship more than 20,000 of these cars to
Japan, Canada, Taiwan, the Middle East and
other world markets during 1995 alone.

The Avalon is made exclusively at
Toyota Motor Manufacturing (TMM),
U.S.A., in Georgetown, Kentucky. TMM is
also the exclusive manufacturer of Camry
wagons and coupes, which have been
exported to Japan since November 1993,

“Toyota's increased local production,
along with a major investment in U.S.
research and development and other opera-

tions, will further boost our U.S. exports,”
said Yale Gieszl, executive vice president of
Toyota Motor Sales, U.S.A. Inc., “In 1996,
Toyota's exports of U.S.-built vehicles will
climb nearly 70 percent to 80,000 units.”

About 20,000 of those exported units are
right-hand-drive Toyota Cavaliers, built by
General Motors in Ohio for sale by Toyota
dealers in Japan. In addition to vehicles,
Toyota also exports to Japan TMM-manu-
factured four-cylinder engines, crankshafts
and connecting rods as well as catalytic con-
verters and coated catalytic substrates.

While not even the best American-made
car can be driven to Japan, many are being
driven in Japan these days.
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Highway congestion increases carnage

(NAPS)—Cars are safer and highways
are better engineered than ever before. Yet
more than 40,000 people die on U.S.
streets and highways every year.

A major factor in this carnage, accord-
ing lo the Intelligent Vehicle Highway
Society of America—IVHS AMERICA—
is worsening traffic and highway conges-
tion.

For many years, traffic engineers sought
to combat congestion by adding more lanes
of roadway. But the total number of miles
Americans drive has continued (o rise as
roadway capacity increases. This rise off-
sets the reductions in fatalities per mile
traveled that added roadway and technolo-
gy have achieved. Traffic fatalities remain
high and congestion drains the U.S. econo-
my of $100 billion a year.

IVHS AMERICA says part of
the answer is to apply advanced
technologies developed for defense, space
and the computer and electronic industries
to systems for coping with the problems of
surface transportation. Such systems are
known as intelligent vehicle-highway sys-
tems (IVHS).

The U.S. Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) recently awarded
a series of contracts for partnerships of
industry, academic institutions and govern-
ment agencies to research aspects of auto-
mated highway systems. Researchers
expect an automated highway to evolve,
providing increased control over the vehi-
cles that use it. The first controls may help
keep cars in their chosen lanes or may
warn drivers who are coming too close to

cars in front of them or too near 1o lane
boundaries. Later, automated highways
may provide auto pilot situations that
relieve motorists entirely of driving chores.

The FHWA will demonstrate a pilot
automated mghway system ftrack later in
this decade. IVHS forecasters expect an
actual, fully automated highway sometime
in the following decade.

Private companies are developing safe-
ty systems such as automatic cruise con-
trol; devices that will augment drivers’
vision; and other instruments to project
dashboard information onto the windshield
for easier and safer reading.

Some safety-related TVHS are already
in use. The Greyhound Bus Company has
outfitted its bus line with Vehicle On-board
Radar (VORAD) that warns drivers when
they are closing too fast on traffic ahead.
The Greyhound system also has sensors
that signal a driver when there is a vehicle
on the bus’ blind side.

Another example: A number of cities
have installed advanced traffic-manage-
ment systems that minimize unnecessary
traffic stops intersections that are con-
trolled.

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Salvaged air bags may up
risk for repaired vehicles

(NAPS)—Passenger safety is a major
concern to vehicle manufacturers. Over the
past two decades, a variety of systems
designed to protect passengers have
become common, if not standard, on most
cars and light trucks.

A driver's first line of defense in an
accident is a safety belt and air bag. The
National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration claims that over the past 10
years safety belts have prevented some
55,600 deaths and 1,300,000 injuries.

Add air bags to the mix, and the
statistics continue to improve. The
Insurance Institute for Highway Safety
reported that it found 23 percent fewer
deaths than expected in front and front-
angle crashes of air bag-equipped cars.

While a boon for driver safety, the
prevalence of air bags has raised some seri-
ous issues in the collision repair industry.

One issue is the re-use of air bag
systems salvaged from damaged vehicles.
Ford Motor Company is confident about
the performance of air bag systems it
designs and installs in its vehicles

However, Ford can’t be confident that
air bag systems or components salvaged
from damaged vehicles for re-use will per-
form properly. Ford believes only
new Ford air bag systems and com-
ponents should be used to repair damaged
vehicles.

Another issue being debated by
collision repairers is whether the use of
imitation replacement crash parts can
affect the performance of the air bag sys-
tem. Crash parts are the exterior sheet
metal and plastic partis—hoods, fenders;
doors and bumpers—most frequently dam-
aged in collisions. Imitation crash parts are
unauthorized copies of vehicle manufac-
Lurer parts

Recent comparative quality testing of

imitation crash parts commissioned by
Ford and performed by an independent
research laboratory uncovered a variety of
deficiencies in the fit, finish, structural
integrity, corrosion protection and dent
resistance of the imitation parts tested.

Because so little 1s known about the
effect of imitation crash parts on air bag
system performance, Ford believes gen-
uine Ford crash parts should be used for
collision repairs to protect the interests of
both the vehicle owner and collision
repairer.

What steps should you take following
an accident to ensure your vehicle’s safety
systems are returned to pre-accident condi-
tion? Ford suggests the following:

* Talk to your collision repairer about
the integrity of the air bag system. If the air
bag did deploy, Ford recommends that new
genuine Ford replacement air bag systems
and components be used.

If the air bag did not deploy, make sure
the sensor system 1s checked and is fully
operational.

» If imitation crash parts have been
selected for repairs and you are uncomfort-
able with the choice, ask that genuine
replacement crash parts be used. Be aware
that if your insurer does not authorize use
of genuine parts, you may be asked to pay
any cost difference between genuine and
imitation parts.

= All safety belt assemblies should be
inspected after any collision. Ford recom-
mends that all safety belt assemblies used
in vehicles involved in a collision be
replaced

However, if the collision was minor and
a qualified technician finds that the belts
do not show damage and continue to oper-
ate properly, they do not need to be
replaced. See your vehicle owner’s manual
for more information.

Easy changes upgrade car air conditioners

(NAPS)—Your car air conditioner is
nothing to lose your cool over. And air
conditioning service doesn't need (o cost a
fortune or mean you'll suffer in summer’s
stifling heat

Due to environmental regulations,
the long-used refrigerant CFC-12, a chlo-

rofluorocarbon, won’t be produced after

1995, but car owners do have several
options at nominal cost:

* Repair leaks and hoses and recharge
the system with CFC-12 as long as 1t’s
available.

* Retrofit the AC system. Convert it Lo
run on the new ozone-friendly HFC-134a

refrigerant, like KLEA® [34a, manufac-
tured by ICI Americas. The average cost
of retrofitting is $50 to $100 above normal
repairs.

* In some common repairs,
simultaneously retrofitling to HFC-134a
could be less expensive than keeping
CFC-12'in the system. Retrofitted systems
are no more prone 10 leaks and don’t have
to mean major hardware changes. A retro-
fit may add to the trade-in value of your
car.

(NAPS)—According to the EPA, motor
vehicles emit a high percentage of the pollu-
tants found in congested cities. Fortunalely; a
