Board splits
on calendar
alternatives

The issue of an alternative cal-
endar for schools within the school
system has obviously divided the
Floyd County School Board.

A motion.to allow Betsy Layne
High School and Betsy Layne Ele-
mentary to continu¢ their alterna-
tive calendar next year, made by
board member Ursal Ray Wilcox,
failed on a 2-2 vote Tuesday night.

Board members Wilcox and
Brackett voted to allow the schools
to continue the practice while
board members Phyllis Honshell
and Eddie Patton voted against the
move. "On the advice of council,”
Honshell said

Board member Dr. Brent Clark
was absent from the meeting.

Wilcox" motion comes & month
after the board voted to use one,
traditional, calendar for all the
schools in the district.

"This 15 a school system, not a
system of schools,” Superintendent
Dr. John Balentine said at that
meeting, "We need to all be on the
same calendar, That vote was 3-2,
with Wilcox and Clark voting to let
the schools maintain their alterna-
tive schedules,

Board attorney Phil Damron ad-
vised the board that it would be in
violation of state law if it approved
the change from the original vote.

He said the board can only
choose a calendar the superinten-
dent has recommended. He empha-
sized that the board could not make
its own recommendation and vote

years of service to the teaching
profession, but board members re-
fused to make a motion to consider
the issue,

The early-retirement offer was
also extended to classified workers
as well as certified professionals,

“I think an incentive would be
nice, but I'm not sure this is the in-
centive we need to offer,” board
member Phyllis Honshell said.

"Eleven years ago, we agreed to
offer a 30 percent payment for
those retiring,” board member Ray
Brackett added. "I think it is unfair
to single out one group for a 50
percent payment and then turn
around and offer just 30 percent
next year. With our budget situa-
tion, I can't vote for it."

But helping the budget is just
what Balentine said he intended to
do when he put the incentive to-
gether. When older, more experi-
enced teachers retire, they are most
often replaced with first-year
teachers who are paid several thou-
sand dollars a year less.

Balentine said he estimated that
12 people would take advantage of
the offer if it was approved, cost-
ing the system about $70,000. In
turn, those 12 positions would
have been filled by first-year and
second-year teachers who were
laid off sarlier this year.

Those teachers' salaries average
about 526,000 with benefits while
teachers with more than 25 years
of experience make between
$10,000 and $12,000 more than
that each year.

The move could have saved the
system about $100,000 in the com-

Number of teaching layoffs
likely to decline with recalls

At least 25 of 69 teachers who
were handed pink slips in Apnil will
have jobs to go back to when
school starts in the fall.

Floyd County superintendent
Dr. John Balentine announced that
principals would receive the recall
list this week and could begin noti-
fying those teachers immediately.

But a least one unnamed site-
based decision-making council has
indicated it thinks the board is
oversiepping its bounds by telling
principals which personnel it must

recall,

Phil Damron, attomey for the
board, told members that the state
has advised that site-based council
that it does not have 1o use the re-
call list provided by the superinten-
dent when it hires teachers back in
the fall.

“They indicated this interferes
with the rights of the site-based
council," Damron said. "We can
continue o rehire from the list until
June 30, but after that we can hire
from the list only for non-site-
based schools.”

He agreed with the board that

But they may have been barking
up the wrong tree Tuesday night
when they asked the Floyd County
school board to allow them to keep
the name, colors and mascoL

"I'm a former student of the
Martin High School,” Thomasina
Robinson told members of the
board during the regular school
board, “I'm here to express the con-
cerns of the business people of
Martin about the name of the con-
solidated middle school.”

But board members said the
issue wasn't on the agenda and that
it was to be handled by the site-
based councils at each of the
school,

Students from the Martin and
Maytown areas will be consolidat-
ed into two schools with students in
grades Kindergarten through fifth
attending classes at the new facility
being built on Stephens Branch,
Students in grades six through
eight will participate in a middle
school program at the current Mar-
tin facility.

"We should remain the Purple
Flash,” Robinson said. "We have
purple and gold blood running
through our veins.”

She said she had secured 630
signatures over a three-day period
to help persuade the board to retain
the current name.

“This is no reflection on our
neighbors from Maytown," Robin-
son said. "We are unique and we
think we should be able to keep this
unique mascot and the unique col-
ors."

Board chairman Eddie Patton
asked if that means the site-based
council can hire who they want for
the openings and not pick from the
list.

He said he expects more recalls,
but doesn't expect the system will
be able to bring back additional
teachers until the board "gets a
firm handle on its budget for next
year." Budget discussions are
scheduled to begin after June 30.

Costs may
doom city
ambulance
operation

Less than nine months after the
city of Prestonsburg's ambulance
made its first run, council members
are looking at ways 1o cut costs —
or possibly cut the service altogeth-
er.

During a recent meeting of the
finance and revenue committee,
council members struggled with
the bottom line and focused on the
service that has brought in only
about $6,000 since it started last
September.

The budget council gave first
reading to earlier this week in-
cludes only the salaries of the
EMTs required to run the ambu-
lance and about $1,000 in medical
supplies for the unit.

Eliminated was $25,000 for a
new ambulance.

"We can cut that and keep the
old one running, work on it, for an-
other year," Tom Blackburn, Pre-
stonsburg Fire Chief, told the com-
miltee.

Committee members agreed,
“"We need a little more history run-
ning an ambulance before we buy
another one," council member Es-
till Carter said at that meeting,
which was held June 7. "Up until
now, there's been a negative cash
flow. Right now we couldn't justify
that kind of expense."

A necessary service

But that’s where Blackburn and
Carter disagree.

Blackburn says the city should
decide if it wants to provide its res-
idents a service — like it does with
police protection — or if it is strict-
ly interested in making money off
the ambulance.

“I've been with the department
since the 1960s," Blackburn said
during an interview Jupe 10.
“There were long waits at wrecks
and heart attacks. No other service
was ever able to hold back an am-
bulance for city calls. That became
unacceptable 1o us."

The ambulance is operating
under the license of Respond Am-
bulance Service. That company
gets 25 percent of any money col-
lected on runs made by the city in
exchange for the city's use of its li-
cense.

All the paperwork has been
completed so that the city can get
its own license, but that license

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Middle Creek area
gets rude awakening

Residents of Middle Creek were
awakened ecarly Sunday moming to
find their homes, cars and property
mn danger of being flooded

“It’'s traumatic 10 be awakened
out of u dead sleep to discover water
everywhere,” Irene Stevenson, a
Middle Creek flooding victim, said.
“Me, my daughter and grandson
were awakened at 2 am.  We
grabbed high boots, but it didn't do
any good. The water was too high.”

The Floyd County Rescue Squad
worked from about 12:30 am. 10
4:30 a.m. Sunday warning residents
from the Magoffin County line to
West Prestonsburg to evacuate low
lying areas that were threatened by
flash flood waters

The rescue squad received a
flash-flood call from the Magoffin
County Rescue Squad around 12:22
am. “We had five trucks and 12
people out going door-to-door to tell
people water was rising,” Captain
Harry Adams said Monday. “We
tried 1o wake up everyone.”

Adams said the flooding washed
uut culvert brnidges in Magoffin

County and the waters got into sey-

eral Floyd County homes, automo-
biles, and property. “We woke them
up and got them out,” Adams said.

Stevenson said they went 1o her
daughter’s house in Wayland to
escape the flood waters. She added
that the water flooded her basement,
destroyed a lawn mower and a weed
cater, and had gotten into her car and
her daughter’s car

“Our cars would have been com-
pletely destroyed if the rescue squad
hadn’t wakened us up,” Stevenson
said. "1 really appreciate them.”

"We were in the process of build-
ing and we lost a lot of materials and
two automobiles,” Tommy Nelson, a
Middle Creek resident, said. “We
worked most of the night recovering
our stuff as it was floating away."

Nelson said he began moving his
cars onto higher ground once he wias
awakened by the rescue squad mem-
bers, but when he got o his third car,
water was already in the floor
boards

“I think the rescue squad does
wonderful work and 1 appreciate its
efforts.” Nelson added

Adams said Floyd County suf-
fered the most damage from the
flood within a mile of the Magoffin
County line

Faculty Alliance asks
for end to PCC conflict

Hoping to resolve conflict
between Prestonsburg Community
College President Dr. Deborah Floyd
and some faculty members, the union
that represents the teachers has asked
for “decisive action” on the issue.

Barbara Ashley, director of the
Kentucky Community College
Faculty Alliance, and Kathy Vamney,
steering committee chair of that
organization, sent a letter to Dr
Charles T. Wethington, Umversity of
Kentucky president, asking that
something be done before the fall
semester

“Strife at Prestonsburg
Community College continues,” the
letter dated June 10 states. “We call
upon President Wethington and the
board of trustees to take decisive
action to resolve the problems at
PCC before the stant of fall semester
s0 that the well-publicized turmoil
does nothavea negative impact on
the quality of higher education pro-
vided there.”

While the board of trustees met
Tuesday in an almost all-day session,
there was only a mention of the prob-
lem

“The president did mention
Prestonsburg at the beginning of the
meeting,” Ashley said Tuesday after-
noon, shortly after the meeting con-
cluded. “But no action was taken.”

Ashley said the faculty members
have been “appealing to the adminis-
tration for about three years now,"”
and the situation seems o be deterio-
rating

She said armed secunty guards on
campus, and faculty members using
witnesses and tape recorders during
meetings with Floyd meang that the
“atmosphere is hardly a cpnducive
one for students or teachers 1o leamn
Oor work -

She said the decision to put the
request in wnting came after the
repeated appeals for help and the
seeming inattention to those pleas.

The faculty of PCC voted 47-27
in March that it had no confidence in
Floyd. They have asked for her resig-
nation several times.

Dr. Ben Carr, chancellor of the
community college system at UK,
has been 1o the school several umes
this year and he and Floyd asked
consultants to investigate the situa-
tion. The repon released by the con-
sultants called for the creation of a
committee to look into the problems
and asked for an end to the lack of
civility on campus, but faculty mem-
bers said the repon told them nothing
they did not already know and called

ita “waste,” The first meeting of that
committee was scheduled for
Wednesday.

Tempers flared at a recent meet-
ing of the PCC Advisory Board when
the board voted to support the report
and again support Floyd

Ashley said there are no proce-
dures avaulable to faculty to have the
president removed. State Senator
Benny Ray Bailey had introduced a
piece of legislation last winter that
would have set up a procedure, but
that legislation never made 1t out of
commutiee

“We are considenng going back
to him and asking him to reintroduce
that legislation,” Ashley said.
“There’s just not a system in place
Things have to get to a melt down, as
they have at PCC, before things can
be done.”

She said she )s concerned about
what will happen if the 1ssue isn't

solved before classes begin in
AugusL
“I am fearful for every one

involved, particularly the students, if

this is not resolved before the fall
term starts,” Ashley said

Mayor Jerry Fannin.

Blackburn said the city should
have anticipated a two-year dry
spell before the ambulance began
making money, even if it had its
own license in hand when it began
making runs.

"Il you're breaking even by the
end of the first year, you've accom-
phished something.” he said. "We
are providing a service that is
extremely needed in Prestonsburg.”

He said if the service is cut, resi-
dents will be shont changed. “Sure
iIs gomng to cost,” he said. "It's a
problem that's never going away."

Containing costs

One way 1o contain the costs,
according to Fannin and City
Attorney Paul Burchett is to look at
the way the ambulance is staffed.

Currently, firefighters, who are
also ramed as EMTs, work an extra
24-hour shift a week to staff the
ambulance. Those 24 hours are paid
ar an overtime rate, as are eight
hours of the firefighters' regularly
scheduled shifis.

“These are unusual circum-
stances 1o do normmal day-to-day
operations with overtime workers,"
Carter smd during the committee
meeting. "Why can't we separate the
ambulance and fire departments and
hire an ambulance crew cheaper?”

Blackburn said he'd like to see
the two departments separated on
the budget documents, but he'd like
the trained firemen he has on shift to
operate the ambulance. He said the
ambulance service 1s causing the
fire department to lose equipment
because funds that would have gone
to the fire depariment are being used
10 offset the costs of the ambulance
sSCrvice

“I'm hurting for equipment and
we still have the fall forest fire sea-
son to look forward to,” he said. The
overtime hours weren't set aside in
last year's budget and have appar-
ently dramned any extra funds
included in the fire department
account,

In the last pay period, firefighters
were paid for 377 overtime hours.
That number is low. The department
averages 598 overtime hours a pay
period, according to calculations
made from time sheets.

More than $50,000 was budgeted
to pay the salanes of those running
the ambulance.

Hiring new EMTs might, or
might not help the situation,
depending on who you talk to.

Blackburn said the city would

have to hire ten new EMTS to ade-
quately staff the ambulance if it
decides not to use the firefighters
already on duty.

He said the cost of those new
employees’ benefits and training
would offset any savings that could
be realized from the change. He also
said hiring new people at a lower
rate would also lower the morale of
his staff causing him more problems
in fire department.

Al an average salary of about
$15,000 each, that move would cost
the city about $150,000 “to do it
right.”

"It's $1,000 cheaper to run it the
wiay we're doing than 1o hire a new
crew," he said. "There’s no logic in
the idea that you can save money by
adding ten more people.”

But City Attorney Paul Burcheut
indicated that two employees could
make it work, cutting the costs by
about $30,000. Blackburn said that's
going to leave the ambulance ser-
vice or the fire department short-
changed.

"Wt, don't work 40-hour weeks,"

“That's what he's basing this
d it won't work.”

Blm.kburn also said he isn't com-
fortable with “$5.40 (an hour) peo-
ple running an ambulance service. |
worry about that myself,” he said.

To cut or not to cut

Blackburn said the unit only
needs time before money stars
coming in. "And, when we get our
license, we can begin capitalizing
on areas that we haven't been, like
the nursing homes," he said. "It has-
n't had the time it needs. You never
make ends meet in the first year."

He said there is a backlog of bills
that Respond has not collected for
the city and when those begin com-
ing in, the cash flow will become
maore Stable.

"If we can maintain the status
quo and give it a chance to operate,
it will build up,” be said. "It's only
been operating for nine months.
We're not getting the full benefit of
it. We need to give it two years.”

He said council members should
consider the value, not just the cost
of the service. "That would make
the loss part not look nearly as great
as it looks."

Fannin said he thinks a reshifting
of the schedules is all that will be
needed to keep the service operating
until it can make money.

"I don't think it will be gotten rid
of nght now," he said. "We'll do it
for a year and if it doesn't bring in
more money than it has, then we'll

on that recommendation.

"Without the recommendation of
the superintendent, I don't think you
can amend a calendar,” Damron
said, citing specific state laws that
seemed to apply to the situation
"You cannot bypass the supennten-
dent on this issue.”

But Wilcox refused to withdraw
his motion, forcing a vote.

"1 believe the board can amend
this calendar,” he sad.

Before Wilcox made the motion,
the board had approved a request
from Balentine to form a commiltee
and do a year-long study of the alter-
native calendar for consideration for
the 1997-98 school year

"I want to investigate all the alier-
native calendar issues,” Balentine
said. "There has been a lot of discus-
sion on this after the last meeting.”

He said the board doesn't have
the information it needs to change
the calendar permanently.

*l want this commitice to be
made up of people from across the
county to determine if there 1$ inter-
est across the county,” he added.

Brackett. Honshell and Patton
voted for the commitiee while
Wilcox voted against it.

Balentine said after the meeting
that he hopes the alternative calendar
issue doesn't go away, but that there
needs to be a thorough look at the
impact the change would have.

"I'm just concerned that these
decisions could have been made

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Mud Creek housing project
set to open in middle of July

The Floyd County Housing
Authority Board of
Commissioners finalized details at
a special meeting Tuesday for the
opening of the Creekside Village,
the Mud Creek housing project.

Julia Mayo May, executive
director, informed the board that
the Mud Creek project is sched-
uled to open mid-July, but a few
details needed to be decided
before the opening.

May advised the board that a
utility allowance for the project
needed to be adopted. She said
the board needed to determine a
fair allowance to deduct from the
rent because tenants pay their own

W ‘electric bills.

The board voted to accept an
allowance of $48 for two-bed-
room apartments and $58 for a
three-bedroom.

May said Kentucky Power

. Company had estimated a slightly
lower amount, but the figures
were determined by taking the
average electric bills from Warco
and Ivy Creek Apartments.

Secondly, the board discussed
naming the Mud Creek project.
¢ One board member disagreed that

; the housing development should

be named Mud Creek Apartments,
because the name provides a neg-
ative connotation.

After considering a suggestion
made by Patsy Ryan to name the
project Creekside Apartments, the
board approved Creekside Village.

Other items on the agenda
included the Public Housing
Management Assistance Program
and nomination for vice-chair-
manship of the board.

“We are rated every year,” May
said. “But the procedure now is
we rate ourselves on certain por-
tions and HUD (Housing and
Urban Development) rates us in
other portions.”

Ryan said the board rates the
housing projects by looking at
their records and matching what
they have done with the criteria
laid out by HUD.

May said Floyd County
Housing has a vacancy rate of
zero — meaning every unit is
ready within five days from the
time of vacancy, and the rent
delinquency rate is one percent.
Ryan explained that the rent col-
lection is the total of rents that are

e

v

uncollected as presented out as
amount collected. In other words,
the housing authority collects 99
percent of the rent owed by ten-
ants,

May also said the tenant
accounts receivable is three per-
cent. She explained that HUD
guidelines require the tenant
accounts receivable remain under
ten percent.

Ryan clarified that the tenant
accounts receivable is the amount
tenants owe the housing authority
and are paying through a payment
agreement.

May informed the board that
for the past three years, the hous-
ing authority has received excep-
tionally high ratings from HUD.

In 1992, the housing authority
received a 90.5 percent, a 97.8
percent in 1993, and 95.5 percent
in 1994,

May said she anticipated
receiving a score in the 90’s as
well for this year, and this is
because of the tenants and work-
ers for the housing authority,

Final action taken by the hous-
ing authority board was the nomi-
nation of Morris Hilton as the vice
chairman. Hilton accepted the
nomination.

Anyone interested in applying
for a housing unit at Creekside
Village should contact one of the
Floyd County Housing Authority
offices in Ivy Creek, Warco, or
Left Beaver Creek.

ing school year.

"We were trying to give older,
more experienced teachers some
incentives to go ahead and retire,"
Balentine said. "Obviously the
board didn't agree with the means,
but we will continue to look at ways
to improve the opportunity for peo-
ple to retire."

Board members had asked
Balentine to reconsider the abolish-
ment of the deans of students posi-
tions at some of the schools in the
district. Those positions were elimi-
nated as part of the deficit reduction
plan approved by the state.

While the issue was tabled, board
members said they are concerned
about putting the positions back nto
the budget because of finances, but
they think deans of students may be
needed in some schools.

Board chairman Eddie Patton
said he had several people asking
that the issue be brought back up.

"These are people from schools
that have made great strides,” he
said. "This is the way to go. They
are improving and they are happy
(with the positions in place), We
ought to be able to do something for
them."

“These were included in the
deficit reduction plan?" Honshell
asked getting an affirmative answer
from Balentine. "Before we do con-
sider returning the positions I'd like
to see a job description for assistant
principals, deans of students, deans
of curriculum, and administrative
assistants.”

But member Ray Brackett said
the board should wait until it learns
how well it has done making up the

deficit.

"Until we have a best picture of
where we stand, it's ill-advised to
reconsider these positions,” he said.

The school system has apparent-
ly made strides toward reducing a
nearly $1 million deficit that has
precipitated the need for layoffs and
cutbacks,

Balentine received a letter from
Tom Willis, state associate educa-
tion commissioner, June 11 indicat-
ing that the state board of education
is pleased with the progress the sys-
tem has made since Balentine took
the helm.

"The committee expressed plea-
sure with the progress that has been
made," the letter from Willis states.
"They appear to be very pleased that
the district is making a strong, posi-
tive effort to address the deficit in
the exact manner that was approved
by the KBE several months ago."

The letter states, however, that
state board members think the sys-
tem is far from being out of danger.

"At the time the commiltee was
expressing their satisfaction with
progress being made, there was
strong sentiment that Floyd County
was certainly 'not out of the woods'
and a strong commitment to resolve
the deficit situation must continue,"
the letter also states. "Certainly, the
KBE expects our staff to continue
close monitoring of the situation
and, in my opinion, expects the dis-
trict to continue the actions neces-
sary to place the district on a solid
financial foundation.”

He added that it is imperative
that the school board "stay the
course,"

They are tangible rewards
for success, not slaps in the
face for failure.

Eliminating those rewards
to soothe the egos of those
who don’t attain them would
be just another attempt to
create someone'’s idea of a
utopian society where every-
one is equally mediocre.

The truth is, though, that
no two snowflakes are alike,
and success breeds success.

Keep it up.

HOT FISHING FOR
BLUEGILL, CATFISH

Water temperatures are 75-80
degrees, the temperatures at which
bluegill, blue catfish, flathead cats
and channel cats begin spawning.
This means that fishing for these
species is pretty hot right now. The
rsing water lemperatures cause an
urge to spawn in fish, so they begin
moving toward spawning grounds,

Bluegill bite almost year-round,
but one of the best times (o catch this
panfish is when water temperatures
range 70-70 degrees. When water
reaches this range. bluegill begin
entering shallow water to spawn.
These fish are community. spawners,

Resources), bluegill fishing is excel-
lent in Barkley Lake and Tailwater,
Corinth Lake (Grant County),
Kentucky Lake and Tailwater, Lake
Malone (Muhlenberg, Todd and
Logan counties), and Yatesville Lake
(Lawrence County).

Catfish begin their spawning
activities when water temperatures
reach 75 degrees. Catfish are not
community spawners like bluegill.
Rather, they prefer some type of
place they can get into or under, such
as a cave, log or ledge.

The Fishing Forecast calls for
excellent channel catfish opportuni-
tics in Barkley Lake and Tailwater,
Green River Lake, Kentucky Lake
and Tailwater and Taylorsville Lake.
Barkley and Kentucky lakes also
host excellent fishing for blue cats.
Other hot catfish holes include
Barren River, Buckhomn, Cave Run,
and Nolin River.

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Cancer care center opens at Pikeville

A state-of-the-art facility spe-
cializing in care for cancer patients
opened Monday, June 10, adjacent
to Pikeville Methodist Hospital,

Governor Paul Patton and other
officials and dignitaries were on
hand for the opening of the Leonard
Lawson Cancer Care Center,

The two-story, 31,000 square-
foot center was built to provide can-
cer patients with quality care in an
environment that caters to the
patient’s special needs — withowt
them leaving the area, said Martha
O'Regan Chill, the hospital’s
administrator.

“This 1s an important facility for
the health and weifare of the people
of this region,” Patton said during
his address at the dedication, “but
its larger than that.

“This center celebrates the
vision, courage and leadership of
the people of this region, and that's
what this community is all about.
This is a milestone of our progress.”

Parton used the dedication as an
opportunity to look to the future —

a future that he said could include
the opening of a medical school in
Pikeville.

“Some would say that it’s impos-
sible,” he said. "..but I predict it

will happen.”
The cancer center was named for
Lawson because he donated

$300,000 toward its construction in
the form of a matching grant, said
hospital  spokeswoman Myra
Miller. Lawson is a Pikeville native
who now lives in Lexington. He
owns Mountain Enterprises, a road
paving and construction company.

Lawson said during his address
that one reason for his commitment
to the cancer center was his friend-
ship with Forrest Stanley, who died
of cancer.

“Forrest was a stale highway
department maintenance engineer
for over 20 years and was Pike
County Highway Supervisor for
over 10 years,” he said. “When
Forrest was diagnosed with cancer,
he had to make trip after trip to
Lexington for the many treatments

Criminal charges may be
filed by EPA after tanker
spews deadly contents

At approximately 3 p.m., June
7, when folks in the tiny commu-
nity of Warfield were making
ready for the weekend, a Safety-
Kleen tanker truck transporting
oilly water and traveling west-
bound on State Route 40 started
leaking materials from its internal
tank.

Safety-Kleen is a company that
collects toxic substances from
businesses in the Tug Valley area
and beyond. Last Friday, the
tanker, driven by Joseph
Kerlauage, 33, of Rush, collected
materials at Wolf Creek Collieries
and by the time it got 1o Lovely,
began leaking a dangerous sub-
stance.

The cause and the exact amount
of the release has yet to be deter-
mined, but witnesses at the scene
said that the vehicle leaked all
2,500 gallons of the toxic sub-
stances into Warfield's city streets.

Criminal charges will be filed
by the Martin County Sheriff’s
office as well as the state and fed-
eral Environmental Protection
Agencies.

While most of the material was
limited to the constructed contain-
ment area, approximately 50 gal-
lons were released into the Tug
River. The Warfield Volunteer Fire
Department evacuated residents
living near the incident to ensure
their safety.

According to Martin County
Disaster and Emergency Services
Director Dallas Sweeny, approxi-
mately 30 to 40 people were taken
out of their homes to shelters at the
Martin County Courthouse as well

as Warfield Middle School. School
buses were sent to the scene by the
Martin County BOE and the
WVED assisted in the evacuation
and transport of local residents:

Chief Deputy F.D. Fitzpatrick,
who was injured during the spill,
said he, with the assistance of
other agencies, evacuated approxi-
mately 100 people from the local
Warfield Shoprite grocery store.

Personnel for the Safety-
Kleen's Ashland branch were dis-
patched 1o the incident scene to
contain and clean up the spill.
Safety-Kleen also contacted

which assisted in the containment
and clean-up effort.

As of Saturday afternoon, the
neutralized liquid materials were
recovered and returned to the
Safety-Kleen Ashland branch. The
contaminated debris was trans-
ported by Weaver Town
Environmental Group to its
Charleston, West Virginia facility.

Warfield residents were
allowed to return to their homes
after the material was contained.

School board votes to restore 18

positions and contract days

In a decision which split the board in a 3-2 vote, members
of the Magoffin County Board of Education voted 1o reverse
actions laken over a year ago, when they eliminated 18 posi-
tions and several certified personnel lost 20 contract days per
year.
During a regular meeting held on February 19, 1995, the
current board decided in a 4-1 vote to eliminate the positions
that included deputy superintendent, two assistant superin-
tendents, three positions at the former Alternative Leamning
Center, coordinator for the Gifted and Talent program, among
others.

In a separate motion, all extended employment days were
reduced.

This action resulted in charges influenced directly by the
decision. A hearing ensued, in which the board was given the
authority to decide whether or not their decision was legal and
justifiable, The hearing, which included over a week of testi-

mony and cross examination, resulted in a vote by the board
to uphold their previous decision,

Following the hearing, lawsuits were filed against the
board in federal court. Several of the cases have already been
settled. However, the action in Friday's, May 31, special
meeting to restore all positions and days is not expected to
end the suits still awaiting judgment, since plaintiffs claim
that their civil rights have been violated.

The plan for the proposed realignment is not yet formu-
lated. Superintendent Howard Wallace is working on the plan
and said he will present it to the board for approval. The new
plan is expected to include new titles and job descriptions for
central office personnel.

Two others persons were slightly injured in the incident —
the driver of the truck and a clean-up worker from the com-
pany suffered bumns to their feet and legs while cleaning up

Warfield business owners taking lick
from spill

Safety Kleen Corporation Regional Manager, Monte
Hazelbaker, visited the local businesses and people of
Warfield. He was there to assess the damages and to check
out the chief complaints after a toxic spill in Warfield on
Friday.

T and D store manager Terni Blake 18 concemned about it
being ahsorbed into the woodwork of her building. Since the
fumes were still strong, she suggested 1o Hazelbaker that the
company set it up with local physicians to check out the peo-
ple’s complaints. “They're scared and it would calm their
fears.” She 1s also concerned about how it will affect her busi-
ness.

“We sell feed for farm animals, and people are afraid to
buy it because they think it might be contaminated,” Blake
said.

Rite Aid store manager Lynn Wilson was concerned about
wages lost by the personnel during the evacuation and subse-
quent closing of Warfield. She claims the business lost

Petition circulating to put Pike
County’s school tax on ballot

Petitions are circulating in an effort to put the county
school district’s property tax rate increase (o a vote.

Carol Napier, Concerned Citizens for Pike County
spokeswoman, said she's hopeful the 2,900 names needed
can be collected by June 27,

At a special called meeting a couple of weeks ago, the
county school board adopted a General Fund tax rate of 52
cents per $100 assessed property. That's one cent higher than
the four percent increase in property taxes the law allows
without triggering an election.

Residents have the chance to petition within 45 days that
the issue be placed on the ballot. But district Finance Director
Joe Taylor said the board has agreed it will not allow the issue
go that far.

If the 10 percent of the number of voters who voted in the
last preceding presidential election sign a petition protesting
the tax, Taylor said the board will back down. He said the rate
would then be set at 51 cents per $100 assessed property.

Last year's rate was 45.2 cents per $100 valuation.

The 52-cent rate is expected 10 produce $7.16 million for
the 1995-96 school year, about $700,000 more than last year.

— In May, at a heaning in New Haven, Conn., lawyers
argued whether wives could sue husbands under the 1994
federal Violence Against Women Act. In the case at hand, a
woman said that during an 18-month period from 1993 10
1995, she was imprisoned in the couple’s home and beaten
daily, was forced to lay out her hushand’s clothes for his
more than 50 extramarital liaisons, and was forced to wash
and blow dry the couple’s dogs and the mistress's dog. (The
husband's lawyer denied everything.)

— In May, a federal judge in Beaumont, Texas, issued a
permanent injunction against the Quadro Corp, of
Harleyville, 5.C., which had been selling a plastic box with
an antenna on it to government agencies and schools for up
to $8,000 each as an illegal-drug finder. FBI tests had found
the device merely a piece of plastic, utterly incapable of
detecting drugs or anything else. However, several law
enforcement officers and school principals swore to the
judge that the Quadro Tracker worked for them.

Nicholas, 61, was charged by Massachusetts State Police
with leaving the scene of a fatal accident that he had pho-
tographed for $25 for the Middlesex News in Framingham.

— After a four-day trial in Greensburg, Pa., in March,
Sarah M. Milliken, 48, lost her lawsuit against the
Pennsylvania Department of Transportation for alleged liri-
gering back injuries she suffered in 1991 when her car skid-
ded out of control on an icy spot in the road.

An uncommon man

Bob Seger has the common touch, yet is a most
uncommon man. He proved that during a concert
May 31st in Lexington.

“All he had to do was hit two notes and the crowd
went wild,” says Allen Bolling of Prestonsburg,

Bolling was just one of the many Floyd
Countians who attended the concert held in Rupp
Arena.

Seger and his Silver Bullet Band performed two
encores, including the songs, “Against the Wind”
and “Hollywood Nights,” to satisfy the crowd’s
enthusiasm.

Seger’s “Hands In The Air” also solicited a “good
response from the audience. “Turn The Page™” was
the crowd’s favorite, especially when “they put the
spotlight on the saxophone,” according to Bolling.

Seger’'s songs have echoed the life of an entire
generation. Looking back, Bob Seger has been a
rock ‘n’ roll hero.

But Seger isn't looking back. He, and a genera-
tion of unsung heroes, are over their collective mid-

life crisis. It’s time for the first rock ‘n’ roll genera-
tion to stir things up again. ;

“I've always had a social conscience,” says
Seger, father of two, “but suddenly when you have
kids something that used to just get you upset now
becomes an outrage.

“The future becomes an issue — not yours but
theirs. Yours is inevitable but you're a guardian of
theirs. What kind of world are we going to leave
them? It’s time to stop being cynical, saying ‘That’s
the way it is. It's never going to change.' If you have
something to say, then stand up and be counted.”

On “It’s a Mystery,” Seger’s 18th album, but first
original album in four years, he does just that. With
Seger producing an album solo for the first time in
his 30-year recording career,

“Tt's a Mystery” is power and passion, both in
subject and sound.

For the album, he recorded and mixed 33 songs,
start to finish. "I want every record to be as good as
the last record. I'm not in competition with anyone

else. I'm in competition with myself. I don’t just put
them out there. I wait until they're good and ready.”

Still, it’s an uncommon man who reads The New
York Times daily, watches “This Week With David
Brinkley” religiously and has an intense interest in
astronomy and physics (he has six telescopes and
shelves of books on the subjects). Sometimes, the
truth he searches for comes in the form of his chil-
dren.

“Have you ever listened to a two-year-old (child)
and tried to figure out what they mean? It can be
exhausting. But it's a great kind of exhausting, Love
is its own reward and I get more than [ give.”

For Seger, it's no mystery how the world might
become a better place for children. “You are what
you do. So do something helpful, not destructive.
Other than that,” he adds with a big, hearty laugh,
“my only advice is to pace yourself."

He hasn’t forgotten that old time rock ‘n' roll, but
he’s not living in the past. Bob Seger’s looking to
the future.
