An amended preliminary autop­
s report released Thursday after­

oon shows that Tracy Bryant died 
bout 3:30 p.m. August 15. His 
ody was not discovered until 

about8:30 a.m. August 16 and was 
not recovered from beneath the roof 
fall until about I 0 a.m. that day. 

Bryant, 20. was performing 
cleanup and rock dusting duties ap­
proximately 2,800 feet beneath the 
surface at the #3-1 Mine in 

Honaker when he suffered fatal in­
juries from the roof fall, according 
to a Cabinet for Public Protection 
and Regulation news rel'ease. 

He was apparently shoveling 
loose coal from a rib beyond the 
roof support.

So, they treat the Jaw and 
our legal system with inso­
lence. 

Time for an attitude adjust­
ment, don't you think? 

The criminal records of 
juveniles charged with violent 
or drug-related offenses 
should be open to public 

inspection. 
Likewise, records for con­

victions on violent or drug­
related felonies should not be 
wiped clean when a kid reach­
es his or her 18th birthday. 

What lesson in responsibili­
ty are we giving when we per­
mit juveniles to get away with 
their irresponsibility? 

We're not talking about 
minor indiscretions here. 
We're talking about criminals. 

Juvenile laws that were 
designed to give second 
chances to youngsters who 
made mistakes are now being 
used to promote and enhance 
criminal careers. 

Who is being protected by 
that? 

Let's open our minds to the 
fact that we have problems 
with juvenile crime. 

Then, let's open the books 
on the criminals and keep the 
meter running instead of 
resetting it when they reach 
"legal" age. 

It may not solve anything, 
but at least we'd know who 
they are, and what trouble 
they're capable of causing. 

Perhaps then they'd take 
our legal system a little bit 
more seriously.

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Goble explains 
election process 
in Floyd County 

Editor: 
In recent leuers to the Floyd 

County Times. one writer slated 
that she liked her mag1stratc, anoth­
er stated that he did not. Well, I nei­
ther like nor dislike any of them. 1 
simply don't think they can cut the 
mustard anymore Bluntly stated. it 
is my considered opinion that the 
magtstrates are not capable of man­
aging the financial and civil affairs 
of Floyd County. 

This fact is very evident in our 
current financial situation, and the 
befuddled management of the coun­
ty's business. Good people, the 
county is facing imminent financial 
clisaster-even bankruptcy. 

I believe that this came to pass 
because the present system for 
choosing fiscal court members does 
not attract knowledgeable and capa­
ble candidates for these offices. 
Worse, the system seems structured 
to preclude such candidates from 
having a chance at being elected. 

Every mature Floyd County 
voter has seen this election farce in 
operation. The political machine 
controls about 1500 votes in each of 
the four magistrate districts; which 
of course go "in block'' to the 
machine candidate. Then they get 
four of five ''good ole boys" to 
declare and run for the office of 
magistrate also. Thus, a capable and 
desirable candtdate finds himself 
running for the office of magistrate 
in a field of eight. But not really 
though, as the "good ole boys" are 
simply there to dilute the votes the 
political machine does not control. 
So in the primary election, the 
machine's canclidatc gets the 1500 
votes, plus votes from gravel 
friends and neighbors. This gives 
the machine's man about 40-45 per­
cent of the votes cast, the knowl­
edgeable candidate gets 20-25 per­
cent, and the "good ole boys" 
divide up the remaining 30-35 per­
cent What happens in the General 
Election does not need further 
explanation, given our one-party 
system. 

The individuals elected by this 
process are not responsible to the 
voters of Floyd County. as the vot­
ers did not really elect them, nor 
could remove them from office 
while this system is intact and in 
place. 

Thus, in Ught of the economic 
disasters facing us; plus the appar­
ent sheer mismanagement evident 
here; what are we to believe·z Do we 
believe that the fiscal court is 
incredibly incompetent or worse? 
The fiscal court members do not 
explain these projects to the voters 
simply because they are not respon­
sible to the voters. As a matter of 
fact, they seem to hold us in utter 
contempt. As we appear to be head­
mg toward financial disaster and 
poss1bly bankruptcy, we arc not 
given any meaningful infonnation 
about Thunder Ridge; the R & S 
project at Ivel; nor the debt service 
contracts and pa)' ments we face. ll 
appears that if any one of our mag­
istrates bad been captain of the 
Titanic. he would have told the pas­
sengers they were stopping for ice. 

Let u~ examine several of the 
large scale projects that the magis­
trates have voted on and passed or 
have otherwise put into effect in our 
recent past. 

A. Thunder Ridge Race Track: 
This is an $8-12 million off-track 
betting parlor (Simulcast), horse 
racing track, liquor by-the·dnnk bar 
and restaurant located on Route 3 
toward Inez. The Floyd County 
Magistrates voted for and passed a 
bond issue to back the $8-12 mil· 
lion loan used to build thb com­
plex. The fiscal court seems reluc­
tant to dtscu:.s the exact amount of 
the obligation here. but rum on; have 
ranged as htgh as $14 million. 
Thunder Ridge management h.ts cut 
the racing schedule from 43 to 45 

days when it opened to the 28 days 
of actual racing at present. 
According to the Lexington Herald­
Leader, this was done as their debt 
was ballooning out of ratio to 
income. The track's management 
bad prev10usly filed for bankruptcy. 
As it stands now, the fiscal court 
faces a debt service balloon pay­
ment of $2.7 million on the track on 
July l , 1998. This project alone has 
the potential to force the county into 
bankruptcy, as the $2.7 million debt 
service balloon payment equals 
approximately one-third of the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court budget. 

B. The new Floyd County Jail: 
The magistrates voted for and 
passed this project. while assuring 
the people of Floyd County that it 
would not cost them one thin dime. 
The flCSt-year debt service payment 
on this project cost three million 
two hundred fifty thousand dimes. 
We will pay five million dimes each 
year for the next 20 years to pay off 
this freebie. This amounts to a total 
dollar obligation of $10.325 million 
over the next 20 years. 

C. The R & S construction pro­
ject at Ivel: The magistrates voted 
for and passed this issue which 
Magistrate Owens says has a doJiar 
amount of $4 million, and a debt 
service balloon payment similar to 
Thunder Ridge. 

D. The E-911 project: The mag­
istrates voted on and passed this 
project in 1990. It is now in its sev­
enth fiscal year; about $1.4 million 
has been collected from telephone 
subscribers: about one-fourth of 
this money has been spent; and not 
one iota of usable work has been 
accomplished. No measurable 
progress has been made. We are 
back on square one. 

E. There are others: The landfill 
project and solid waste establish­
ment at Ganh for about $14 million. 
the bridge at Ivel for $1 million. 
The tist could go on, but this is 
enough. 

These projects, which appear for 
the most part, worthless to the peo­
ple of Floyd County, will neverthe­
less cost us about $40 million over 
the next 20 years. We also face the 
prospect that the county will be 
bankrupt in 2-3 years. 

The Floyd County magistrates 
voted on and approved each of 
these projects. How are we to inter­
pret this? Did they understand the 
tenns of the debt service contracts 
they were signing? Did they know 
that Thunder Ridge would only run 
races 45 days out of a year, and 
draw it's patrons from our sparsely 
populated hill country? Did they 
question Thunder Ridge's ability to 
succeed here if they had failed to do 
so tn Louisville? And what of the 
bridge at Ivel? Was this the most 
beneficial location for the people of 
Floyd County? 

I believe that these fiscal court 
projects adequately illustrate the 
ability of our magistrates to manage 
affaus of Floyd County. Think of 
what they could have done with that 
$40 million.

Federal Tax deferment 
for new college savers 

Thanks to a federal bill signed 
imo law August 20, participants in 
qualified state tuition programs can 
defer payment of federal taxes on 
savings for tuition fees, books, sup­
plies, and equipment. This is a 
long-sought change and welcome 

a news for the Kentucky Educational 
Savmgs Plan Trust. 

When the Trust was created in 
1988, state lawmakers exempted 
earnings on Trust savings accounts 

, from state income taxes and provid-
ed other incentives to encourage 
families to save for college (i.e., a 
guaranteed rate of return. exclusion 
of savings from calculation of state 
student aid eligibility, and accept­
ing deposits as low as $25). 
However. participants were respon­
sible for federal taxes on their Trust 
earnings. 

• Under the new taw, federal taXes 
will not be paid on earnings from 
participation in qualified state 
tuition programs until the funds are 
disbursed. The beneficiary will then 
become responsible for the taxable 
portion of any distributions. The 
proposal to defer federal taxes, 
which received bipartisan support, 
was based on a bill sponsored by 
U.S. Senator Mitch McConnell dur­
mg the last two congressional ses­
sions.

ACTION PACKED ANGUNG 
IN AUTUMN 

Although is may be d1fficuh to 
imagine, fall is just around the cor­
ner. And when the tcmperntures 
begin sliding down the thennomc­
ter and nature begms blazjng w1th 
color, Kentucky's fishing gets even 
better. 

As water temperatures begin 
dropping,.almost all species of fi.;h 
become more active. They seem to 
sense the impending cold weather 
and feed heavily in preparation of 
the lean weeks aheat.l. Lower tem­
peratures allow fish to find their 
preferred comfort 1.one in shallow 
water, making fall tishmg more 
productive than daytime, summer­
time angling. 

Beginning in September and 
continumg well into Novemher, 
black bass may be taken in lhe 
jumps with surface lures and crank 
baits. A surer and more productive 
technique may be casting shorehne 
cover areas, such as submerged 
stump-beds, stickups and fallen 
tree-Japs. 

Black bass aren't the on I) fish to 
be caught in the fall - cmppie and 
white bass can be caught in abun­
dance, too. Dunng rhe day, schools 
of hungry crapp1c can be found 10 

timbered coves and other sub­
merged cover areas. At the same 
time, white hass can be found in 
jumps, on Oats, submerged 1slands 
and the upper sections of embank­
ments. 

Those dedicated to seeking und 
catching muskie enter a highly pro­
ductive period in the fall. These 

monster fish can be taken in ceruun 
rivers, and also Cave Run, 
Buckhorn and Green River lakes. 
These bodies of water have become 
some of the most outstanding 
muslde Jakes m the entire county. 

Sauger can be found below the 
locks and dams on the Ohio and 
Kentucky rivers. In Western 
Kentucky. sauger wiU be abundant 
below the dam at Kentucky Lake. 
Tite ta1lv.aters of Lake Cumberland 
is also a hot spot for sauger in the 
fall. 

So hang in there, because as this 
hot and humid weather begins let­
ting up, the good fishing wiU start 
kicking in.

Castle's predictions accurately 
descnbcd h1s experience wnh h1s 
Prestonsburg store. 

Hutchison said sales dropped as 
soon as construction began in front 
of hts restaurant m Prestonsburg 
Vtllage and continued to sag until 

more rhan a year afterward. But 
traffic eventually picked up and 
sales were higher 18 months after 
the road was fimshed than before 
construction began, he said. 

Rob Felber, manager at Wal­
Mart, and Don Stanley. manager at 
Watson's, both said they viewed 
the new road as a plus for their 
stores. 

"We've been looking forward to 
this n long time," Stanley srud. 

Both men said they ant1c1pate 
more traffic productive to sales. 

That is a notion Castle agreed 
with, saymg most of the vehicles 
taken off the road in front of Mayo 
Plaza would be coal trucks. whtch 
he said contribuf¥d very liule to 
sales at local businesses, and peo­
ple passing through. 

In fact, the reduced coal truck 
traffic could turn out to be a plus 
for businesses because of the slow 
speed the trucks must travel 
throughout town. 

"You've got people avoiding the 
plaza because of [traffic) now," 
Castle said.

It's not the end of the road for 
Pike County, just the beginning. 

The plan now under considera­
tion by the State Highway 
Department for a new U.S. 460 
will begin at Little Creek and 
Yeager and connnue across the 
Vargmia state line to Haysi and the 
Breaks. 

"It hasn't been confirmed yet 
that this will be rhc road plan 
adopted. but it's being consid­
ered," said Denton Biliter, the 
chief district engineer m the 
Pikev11le area. 

The project, which is estimated 
to cost about $307 million , or 
$16.5 million per mile for 19 miles 
of road, will be bu1lt with federal 
money provided to Kentucky and 
Virgima. It could take 10 or 15 
years to complete, offic1als sa1d. 

'The new road wlll tic into 
Route 460 at Hays1, Virgmia." sa1d 
Gerald Altman, executive director 
of the Pike County Chamber of 
Commerce. ''The road will be all 
new construction and will be a 
four-lane luruted acces" highway. 

"The road is plan one of an 
alternate design plan presented in 
1995. The project will also include 
the rebuilding of the existing 
Route 460 from Millard to Fords 
Branch and the rebuilding of 
Route SO from Belcher to Elkhorn 
City." 

The new road will begin in 
Hays1 and continue through the 
Breaks 1n Virginia into Elkhorn 
City. From there. the road will run 
to Federal, Ratliff, Wolfpit, 
Cannen, Greasy Creek, Yeager 
and Little Creek. 

Altman said the route was 
selected because its constructJon 
would affect less people and busi­
nesses than the original plan to 
rebuild the existing Route 460. 

"With trus route." people along

Missing woman leads to residents 
protest at Louisa Police Station

A group of area rcs1dents 
marched up and down the street in 
front of the Louisa Police Station 
Tuesday, August 20, wanting 
answers from the depanmcnt about 
misstng person Fannie E. 
Anderson. 

Anderson, 38. was reported 
m1ss1ng after :.he escaped from a 
pollee cruiser on July 25 after 
being arrested for driving under the 
mnucnce and possession of mari­
JUana and drug paraphernalia. 

Pollee said Anderson wa-; hand­
cuffed and placed in the back of the 
crUiser, but when officer~ returned 
from calling a tow truck they found 
the window of the cruiser had been 
rolled down and the door was open. 
Anderson was nowhere in sight. 

"Once they came back from the 
wrecker. she was gone," Lou1sa 
Pollee Ch1ef Garrett Roberts sa1d. 
"We searched the nver banks for 
over two hours," 

Robens said police in Fort Gay, 
West Virgmia, also searched oo 
thear tde of the "' er, but Anderson 

was never found. 
Some of the protesters outside 

the police station, includtng 
Anderson's mother, said they don't 
believe the pollee story. 

"I'm not buying that talc of her 
getung away from five people 
wathout anyone seeing whtch way 
she went," Bessie Napier, 
Anderson's mother, said "It seems 
to me like they're JUSt buyang tame 
for something else." 

Nap1er said she has had no con­
tact whatsoever with her daughter, 
and JUSt wants to know 1f she jo; !:till 
alJ\e 

"Jf anybody knoY.S where she's 
at. JUSt have mercy on me and have 
her get 1n touch with me 1f she's 
alive and able.'' Nap1er said. 

For over an hour ycstcrd~IY they 
marched with .signs re<lding ''Pind 
Fann1e Now" and "Justice for 
Fannie Anderson." 

"We're JUst tr)mg to find out 
where she's at," Patty Wells. one of 
the marchers, sa1d. Another sug­
gested that pollee drag the nvcr to 
search for her body. 

Edith Wagner, a co-worker of 
Anderson's, srud they were just try-

ing to help Napier receive some 
cooperation. 

'There's a lot of rumor and 
people want answers," Wagner 
said. "It's bad to have people JUSt 
swept under the carpet." 

Robens said the Louisa Police 
Department was followmg up on 
every lead that came through the 
door and that they were trymg their 
be t to find Anderson. 

''Every time we know .some­
thing, we call (Anderson's) moth­
er," Roberts said. Also joining the 
search nrc the Kentucky State 
Police and the Wayne County 
Sheriff's Office in West Virgima. 

"We're following what few 
leads we get in, but at 1h1s point 
nothing's really panning out," 
Kentucky State Police Detective 
Dave Wallen said. 

Anderson is about 5 feet, 5 inch­
es tall with brown hair and brown 
eye~. Anyone with infonn:nion ac; 
to her .,.. hereabouts should call the

Udo Kicr appears as the puppet showman who 
makes Pinocchio his slave. 

The story. as told in this version, is more faithful to 
Carlo Collodi's novel, leaving out the Disney-created 
character of the blue fairy and placing no real empha­
sis on the cricket (in Disney's version, Jmuny Cricket 
was central to the tale). 

What was especially touching about this rendering 
was the playing up of the father-son aspect. Gepeuo 
comes across as a pathetic, lonely old man whose life 
has passed him by. Finding solace in his wooden cre­
ations, he's taken by surprise when one of them actuaJ-• 
ly comes to life. However, he has much to learn ahout 
being a father and Pinocchio has much to learn about 
betng a good son. 

Best of all, the film has a G rating. Even the 
youngest member of the family can enjoy 1t I So. gas up 
the car and go to the nearest theater. It's worth the trip.

(NAPS)-If you can 
sec down your well. or 
have an easy to remove 
lid, your water quality 
could be at risk! Water 
wells should be closed at 
the top so they are child­
proof and insect-proof. 
Wasps, earwigs and any 
other bugs or cnuers can 
cause bacterial contamma· 
tion.' Protect the asset of 
your water system. Find 
out more about ground 
water. Wells with buckets 
on a rope belong in history 
books! 

Ironically, one of the 
places where ground 
water can become conta· 
minated is at the well 
itself! A well should be 
designed as a safe route 
for water to come up. A 
well not constructed prop· 
erly. or o~n at the top, 
can be a route for contam· 
inntion to go down! All 
wells should be cased 
(plastic or steel lmer 
according to state and 
local codes), to ensure that 
the water enters the well

from as deep underground 
as possible. All abandoned 
wells should be profes­
stonnlly sealed 

Most ground water 
from a deep drilled well is 
safe to drink wtthout treat· 
ment because it hac; taken 
months, )ears, or tens of 
years of sub-~urface travel 
time to get to the well. 

Many potential sources 
of ground water contami­
nation, either micro­
organisms or chemicals, 
are at the land surface. 
Water reaching a well is 
re-charged by rain & snow 
10 filtrating the ground, 
often over hundreds of 
acres. During its long time 
underground, vinually all 
organisms die off, and 
chemtcals become diluted. 
Most wells only pump for 
a few minutes at a time 
during the day. The 
amount of water used is 
usually 'cry small in rela­
tion to the amount of 
ground water that is 
stored, yet is slowly on the 
move beneath the surface. 

Ground water is a won­
derful resource used by 
industry agJ:iculture and 
citizens in every state. 
Over 130 million 
Americans drtnk ground 
water every day. 40 mil· 
lion of them supplied from 
private wells. For homes 
in rural .and suburban 
areas, the use of ground 

water for water supply is 
more economic and envi­
ronmentally friendly than 
dammtng up rivers.

MRI Useful In 
Diagnosing 

Sports Injuries 
(NAPS)-With the 

arrival of summer more 
people are playing out· 
door spons and, unfonu­
nately. are more prone to 
injuries. 

The good news is that 
magnetic resonance imag­
ing (MRI) can help detect 
the cause of spon.s related 
aches and pains early. It 
can detennine whether an 
inJury should be treated 
w1th surgery, rest or phys· 
ical therapy. 

Sports mJunes can 
involve either bone or soft 
tissue, including muscles. 
ligaments, and tendons. 
MRI clearly di.splays these 
soft tissue structures from 
a number of different 
angles. 

A knee injury is the 
most common reason for 
an athlete to be disabled 
for a long penod of time. 
Acute knee trauma is com­
mon in sports such as foot­
ball, soccer, basketball 
and skiing. A number of 
studies have shown that 
MRI IS a safe and cost 
effective way to dtagnose 
knee injuries and deter­
mine which injunes 
require surgery. 

Shoulder and elbow 
pain are common in spons 
that usc the arm in an 
overhead positiOn such as 
swimming, tennis and 
baseball. Most often, trau· 
ma occurs to the rotator 
cuff or the labrum. an "o­
ring" cart1lage found m 
the shoulder joint MRI 
can show tears or other 
ubnormalities of these 
structures that may require 
rehabilitation or surgery. 

The foot is a common 
site of pain in runners. In 
younger athletes .. stress 
fracture~.·· or an incom· 
plete fracture of the foot 

can lead to chrome. debil· 
itating pain. These arc cas· 
ily seen with MRI, e't·en 
when plain x-rays are nor­
mal. MRI can also c:how 
tears of the ligaments and 
tendons of the foot. In the 
older runner. the Achilles 
tendon or plantar fnsc1a 
may tear. MRI also clearly 
shows these abnormali­
lJes. 

Runners may nlso 
experience shin or hip 
pain. commonly due to a 
"stress fracture... Early 
diagnosis of this disorder 
is tmportant. Rc't will 
usually lead to complete 
healing, while continued 
running may lead to a 
complete fracture or 
require surgery. 

Even though MRI can 
detect sports injuries relat· 
ed to trauma or overuse a 
nonnal MRI is also 1mpor· 
tant. A normal MRI can 
help decide if physcial 
therapy is necessary and 
how soon an athclete can 
return to his or her spon.

Steroids Are 
For Losers 

(NAPS)-An increas­
tng number of high school 
athletes, mostly boys, are 
turning to anabolic 
steroids to improve their 
performance on the field 
or just to "beef up." In col· 
lege, steroid abuse is even 
more prevalent. 

Pathologists, doctors 
who treat patients through 
laboratory medicine, say 
that steroids can build 
muscles, but they often 
cause a cascade of physi· 
cal and emotional side 
effects, including bald· 
ness, acne. swollen 
breasts, or shrunken testi· 
cles. Users may experi­
ence symptoms ranging 
from nausea to violent 
mood swmgs. to the 
development of blood 
filled cysts that can be 
life-threatening. 

Athletes "ho get 
caught using steroids can 
lose their eligit)ility for 
future spons and have 
awards they won in prev1· 
ous competitions taken 
away. 

Sterotds are denvatives 
of testosterone, a natural 
male honnone. While 
some types of steroids 
may be pre:.cnbed by 
physicians for specific ill· 
ncsses, the type found on 
the street or in locker 
rooms-anabolic 
steroids-is illegal and 
dangerous. 

According to patholo­
gtsts, signs of anabolic 

steroid use may include: 
• Rapid muscle and 

weight gain 
• Puffiness or bloating, 

espec1ally in the face 
• Behavioral changes, 

including aggressiveness, 
exaggerated mood swings, 
and uncontrollable anger 

• Hyperactivity, insom­
nia, or irritability 

• Rapid onset of severe 
acne 

• Preoccupation wnh 
body image 

Athletes who use 
steroids won't ever be sure 
if they are really the 
best ... they will only be 
sure that they have risked 
their health and possibly 
their lives.

Four Basic 
Ingredients For 

Balancing The 
System 

(NAPSrFor almost 
60 years, the Social 
Security system has kept 
ilS promise to Amencan 
workers: making pay­
ments on lime to everyone 
entitled to benefits. 

However, people a.re 
livmg longer and havtng 
fewer children, increasing 
the demands on the sys­
tem Without changes the 
Soctal Security Trust Fund 
will run out of money in 
2029. 

The system can be 
saved, agree actuaries and 
other financial experts, but 
we wiJI need to make 
changes soon. 

Four basic ingredienlS 
are being discussed as the 
framework for change. 

I. Increase tax revenue 
for the system. To gener· 
ate additional tax rev­
enues, the system would 
have to raise the payroll 
tax rate, increase the max· 
imum earnings level sub­
ject to tax (in 1996, work­
ers pay Social Security 
taxes on earnings up to 
$62, 700), make more ben­
efits subject to federal 
income tax. include work· 
ers not now in the S) stem 
or suppon Soctal Security 
by taxes from other 
sources. 

2. Slow the growth of 
benefits. To decrease ben­
efilS paid out by Social 
Secunty, the system 
would have to increase 
retirement ages, reduce 
the cost-.of·living adJUSt­
ments, decrease the rate at 
which benefits accumulate 
m reduce payments to 
some types of beneficia· 
ries. 

3. Invest assets in 
stocks. All Trust Fund 
assets are now invested in 
U.S. government bonds. 
Investing some of the 
funds in stocks may yield 
higher returns in the long 

~ 
run, wh1ch \\ould add 
income to 1he system anc.l 
prolong the system's abili­
ty to pay benefits. 

4. Requ1re mdtvidual 
savings accounts. These 
accounts would give ind1· 
vaduals more control over 
the1r Social Securuy 
"investment" and provide 
:.orne of the benefits that 
now come from Social 
Security. Workers could 
choose from alternauves 
such as money market ' 
funds and stocks. but this 
might make it harder for 
individuals to know how 
much money they'll have 
by retirement. 

No matter what 
changes are made, it IS 

wise to plan for your per­
sonal savings now to pre­
pare for a comfortable 
rcurement.
