A Floyd County hospital admin­
istrator pleaded guilty Wednesday 
mommg to endangerment and ha· 
rassment charges after the judge 
wouldn't accept a plea agreement. 

._ The charges against Clarence 
Traum, 66, nrose after n wild chase 
through the streets of Prestonsburg 
in Apnl. Traum entered the gutlty 
plea to three counts of wanton en­
dangerment. one count of terrons· 
tic threatemng, and one count of 
harassment m Floyd Distrtct Court.

He wns sentenced to 12 months 
in the coumy jail, probated for two 
years and tS required to obtain 
counseling for ''anger and temper 
control," according to County At· 
torney Keith Bnnley.

Chief Eddie Clark said Thur day. "but 
they can't replace the memories they 
lost.''

D.A.R.E. returns to 
Floyd County schools

Fifth grade students in Floyd 
County are getting drug education 
again. 

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson said Thursday that he is 
negotiating with the Floyd County 
Board of Education to again offer 
the D.A.R.E. (Drug Awareness and 
Resistance Education) cumculum 
to fifth graders. 

D.A.R.E. classes give students 
information that can help them stay 
away from the use of drugs. The 
curriculum is used in many school 

across the country and IS touted for 
its efTecuveness at keepmg kids off 
drugs. 

"Last )'Car, "c had some budget 
problems and we had to suspend 
it.'' he said. "But we've worked it 
out with the board of education and 
we're gotng hue!< into the schools." 

Because of the s~hool system's 
anticipated $1 million deficit last 
year, the board cut buck on the per­
centage of funds 1t prud the sheriff's 
depanment for collecung school 
taXes. That decrease cut into the 
shenff's opemtmg revenue result-

chased her vehicle with his vehaclc. 
There v.ere two passengers in her 
car at the time. The complaint 
states that Traum's actions "created 
a substantial danger of death or 
serious physical injury" to Joseph. 
her mother. and her niece. 

The warrant also states that 
Traum threatened to kill Joseph 
and that he hara:.sed her "by using 
obscene gestures to her and offen­
si~e language." 

According to Joseph, the event 
occurred a little after 6 p.m. Apnl 
17 when she dec1ded 10 take her 
mother and niece out for n dnve. 
She "aJd she was traveling north on 
Nonh Arnold A\·enue when the 
glare from the sun prevented her 
from seeing a stop sign. 

Joseph said Traum had been 
backing out of his driveway and his 
car was about half a length tnto the 
street when Joseph's vehicle 
almost hit him. 

She said Traum then chased her 
through the streets of Prestonsburg.

KSP trooper Marvin Watson tes­
tified during a preliminary hearing 
Wednesday that he was working 

~ with the Marijuana Task Force from 
Franli'ort when he recel\'(.•.d a tip 
from Dctc~tive Bobby Johnson that 
marijuana was growing at a resi­
dence in Harold. 

"Myself and trooper Man Scott 
went to the area and found six mari­
juana plants," Watson said. "1lle 
subject (Akers) was in the area nt the 
lime." 

Wat-;on testified that Akers stated 
it was his garden. Watson added that 
the plants, two of which were about 
five feet 10 height, were discovered 
among tomato plants. 1he other four 
plants were approximately 12 inches 
high, Watson said. 

Watson testified thal he 
destroyed the plants the following 
day and Scott witnessed him 
destroying them. 

Samples of each marijuana plant 
were sent to the KSP Eastern 
Regional Lab, WaLc;on said. 

Akers' attorney. James Barrell, 
asked Watson if a search warrant 
was obtained. Watson srud he had 
not obtained a warrant because the 
plants could be seen from the road. 

"Did you ask the subject if the 
garden was his?" Barrett questioned 
Watson. "He said 'yes.'" Watson 
testified.

The first step 
Eight years after naturally 

occurring radioactive matenaJ 
was found to have contaminated 
some soil in the Martha oil field, 
Ashland Exploration Inc. soon 
will begin actually cleaning up 
some of the affected property. 

Although not a final solution. 
moving the contaminated soil to 
a temporary storage site owned 
by the company is a good first 
step that will restore full use of 
the land to some property own­
ers. 

The state's Division of Waste 
Management and its Department 
of Health Services have 
approved the plan, which will 
allow Ashland Exploration to 
begin moving the contaminated 
soil to a one-acre storage area on 
three acres of land it owns on the 
Johnson-Lawrence county line. 
The soil will remain there until a 
pennanent disposal site has been 
approved. The state has yet to 
approve a proposal to transport 
the soil to an Estill County land­
fill owned and operated by 
WMX Technologies. 

Once the soil is moved - no 
matter what its eventual destina­
tion will be -landowners in the 
former oiJ field will have unre­
stricted use of their land for the 
frrst time since naturally occur­
ring radium 226 was discovered 
there in 1988. 

Unfortunately, not all 
landowners will be affected, and 
it could be years before all the 
property is rid of the radioactive 
material. Eighteen have filed 
suit in Johnson Circuit Court 
against Ashland Exploration and 
its parent firm, Ashland Inc. 
Cleanup efforts on their land 
will not begin as long as their 
cases are in court. 

Ashland Exploration could 
have waited for the okay on a 
permanent site for the contami­
nated soil or until completion of 
the court cases before beginning 
its cleanup efforts. That it has 
chosen to begin the process now 
is commendable.

We provide them with an 
automobile, gas and expenses. 
Our cost for each magistrate is 
approximately $55,000 a year, 
plus Lhe other benefits we don't 
know about., 

The mag1s.::-ates attend the 
Fiscal Court meeting and vote the 
issues nee a month. Magistrates 
are cost1ng approximately $4,583 
a month to make a two-hour meet­
ing once a month. Every time you 
see four magistrates sitting on the 
court, that's S 18,332 of the tax­
payers' money, plus the "other" 
benefits that we don't know about. 
Your magistrate has a good reason 
to be nice to you. 

The magistrates take the rest of 
our money and spend it on race 
tracks, courthouses, fly ash, and 
private companies while our fami­
lies do without water and good 
roads. The magistrate system will 
give one neighbor a little, one a 
whole lot, and one won't get any­
thing. District One received 
approximately $50 million over 
the past five years; what has the 
other three districts received? 
Most of us are getting cheated 
under the magistrate system of 
government.

Turn to world scene 
for similarities 
to Floyd County 

Editor: 
The Floyd County Court, now 

known as the fiscal court, was cre­
ated by Kentucky's Constitution 
of 1851. The fiscal court's charter 
from that constitution was to con­
duct the county's business. Now 
many of the state's counties have 
interpreted this as a careful stew­
ardship of the county's affairs; 
construction of quality buildings, 
roads, water and sewer lines, or 
basically the political and eco­
nomic infrastructure of a modem 
society. 

By dent of long range planning 
and careful husbanding of 
resources: natural resource-poor 
counties such as Fayette County 
have done extremely well for 
themselves. 

By comrast, Floyd County, 
which has always been incredibly 
nch in coal, natural gas, oil, tim· 
ber, rich soil, and an awesome 
rugged natural beauty, languishes 
in the backwater of time. Why is 

this? What has happened? Floyd 
County ha~ an awesome treasure 
chest compared to Fayette_. 
County's single resour~natural 
springs of limestone water. Why 
then does Fayette County rank 
high among the most desirable 
places in the nation to live; while 
Floyd County ranks with 
Bangledash and Ethiopia. Floyd 
County and Fayette County got 
theu county court the same day 
from the same constitution. 
Fayette County was resource poor 
while Floyd County had mineral 
wealth beyond calculation. The 
difference has been the type of 
county government and the quali- • 
ty of leadership. Fayette County 
dumped the magistrate form of · 
county government decades ago; 
ours is still tied around our neck 
like a dead albatross. 

After 145 years with the magis· 
trates and the Floyd County Court 
in charge of things, it is simply 
fascinating to evaluate where we 
stand. But of course we cannot 
compare ourselves with the 
rema.i ni ng 106 Kentucky counties 
with the magistrate form of coun­
ty government. They suffer essen..._ 
tially the same plight as we do and 
of course wear the same earth col­
ors and tones of poverty. We must 
tum to the world scene to find 
those people and their leaders who 
are similar, but have noted distinc­
tions 

Folks, we could drop Floyd 
County into the landscape of 
Bangladesh or Ethiopia and never 
miss a beat in the rhythm of either 
place. Most people in the rural 
areas of Bangladesh and Ethiopia 
carry drinking water from naturaf 
springs, neighborhood welJs or • 
buy it from vendors. So do the 
people of Floyd County. 

Matter of fact, Floyd County ts 
probably the only county in the 
nation where grocery stores 
devote as much shelf space to 
water as they do to breakfast cere­
als. In the rural areas of 
Bangladesh and Ethiopia, creeks 
and streams serve as sewers, iden­
tical to the situation here in Floyd 
County. The most prominent 
buildings in Bangladesh and 
Ethiopia are invariably the jail and • 
their "Administrative and Justice 
Buildings" which we, of course. 
call courthbuses. 

I wiJI leave it to the reader to 
evaluate the similarity to Floyd 
County. Any Floyd County politi­
cian would feel right at home 
there on election day. Food distri­
bution day is most often held on 
the same day as election~-and of 
course everyone needs help filling 
out the ballot. When the ballot is 
"corrcctly" filled out, the citizen 
gets his few pounds of rice and 
beans. It is done more subtly here? 
but the net effect is the same. 

The official most closely 
resembling our magistrate is the 
"District Officer," and he is a wor­
thy one of considerable class. 
While the good citizens of 
Bangladesh plod barefooted along 
the dusty roads amidst the vipers 
and cobras, the district officer 
favors driving a white 4-wheel 
drive Land Rover while attired in 
shon sleeve shin and short pants 
uniform of starched khak.t.

• salary of new employees and up to 
100 percent of annual debt scn•tce 
costs used to pay for various fixed 
assets. KJDA mcrntivcs arc for 
expanding or new service and 
technology related companies. 

These compames could receive 
tax credits and job assessment fees 
saving up to 50 percent of startup 
costs and 50 percent of annual 
facility rental costs and 5 percent 
of gross wages of each new 
employee. Further, various long­
term, low-interest loan programs 
(too many to mention), if com-

#. bined with a small private loan, 
could pay for the start of a new 
business. 

Kentucky legislators should be 
applauded for their hard-charging 
attitudes tov;ard economic de-.,·el­
opment. However, their commit­
.ment to this JSSUc is still progress­
mg. 

The Small Busmcss Admin­
istration (SBA) will be locating 
"Business Information Centers" in 
a very limited number of libraries 
in Kentucky's counues.

A dog show 1s an evaluation of a 
dog's conformation. Every breed eli­
gible for AKC registration has an 
official standard. which is a word 
description of what the ideal dog of 
that breed looks like. Judge use the 
standard as a guide when evaluating 
dogs at a show. The judge compares 
the dogs in competition with their 
image of the "perfect" dog described 
in the breed standard. The dogs 
which the judg..: thinks most closely 
match this image of perfection are 
then compared to ench other and are 
then placed from first to fourth in a 
class. The winning dogs in each class 
move on through a proces~ of elimi­
nauon until one dog is ultimately 
chosen ''Best in Show." In higher 

'le"Vels of competition, where differ­
ent breeds are shown in lhe same 
class, the judge is not so much com­
paring the dog~ to each other, as he is 
deciding which dog most closely 
matche~ the slandard of excellence 
for tts own breed. 

At dog shows, do~ are compet­
ing for points toward their champi­
onships.

~tnndnrd. Many people breed the1r 
dogs v.ith no concern for the qunhta­
ti\e demands of the breed standard. 
When this occur:, repeatedly over 
several gencmtaons, the ammals, 
while still rurl'tncd, can he of 
extremely low 4uality. 

Buying a dog 1s like buyang any-

thing else. The more you know 
before you buy, the better ofT you 
will be. 'The AKC says 11 cannot 
stress too strongly that it IS irnponant 
to spend enough time pnor to pur­
cha.<;e to find out a~; much as possible 
about all aspects of rcsponstble dog 
ownehhlp. Attending dog shows can 
be an important part of the process of 
selccung the type of dog you might 
like to own, a-; well a" heing nn enter· 
taining and educational family out­
ing.

Two of the men accused of 
taking part in schemes to defraud 
the county out of public funds 
have pleaded guilty to one count 
each, strongly bolstering the fed­
eral government's case against 
Johnson County Judge-Executive 
Hobert Meade and former Road 
Foreman and Bridge Supervisor 
Woodrow Thomas Staniford. 

Johnny Pennington, a Flat Gap 
auto broker. was the first to fall, 
entenng a guilty plea to one 
count of conspiracy on Monday, 
September 9. Former Ernie 
Vanhoose followed on Tuesday, 
pleading guilty to a separate 
count of conspiracy. 

Both men's guilty pleas came 
as part of plea agreements 

worked out with the U. S. 
Atlorncy's office. The two men 
are now expected to testify 
against Meade and Staniford 
once their trial begins February 
3. 

The pleas confirm that the 
schemes that a federal grand jury 
tn Ashland outlined last month 
did occur. 

Pennington's plea involved the 
sale of two dump trucks to the 
fiscal court at inflated prices. 
Authorities bad accused 
Pennington, Meade and Vanhoose 
of pocketing $11,200 on the deal. 

Standing before U.S. District 
Judge Joseph Hood, Pennington 
said he did not profit from the 
deal, using his share to pay a dri­
ver to bring the truck to 
Paintsville and to repair the truck 
when it broke down on the way.

A Johnson County man pleaded 
guilty to a second-degree 
manslaughter charge before his trial 
was scheduled to begin in 
Lawrence Circuit Court. 

Jim Jack Penix Jr .. 36, of Van 
Lear, entered the plea in return for a 
recommended prison sentence of 
five years. 

"Both sides compromtsed in the 
interest of both families," Ned 
PiUersdorf, a Prestonsburg attorney 
representing Penix, said. "Both 
sides gave. he was facing 10 years 
and we settled at five." 

Penix was charged with the 1990 
shooting death of 19-year-old 
Barrett Heath Endicott at a trailer 
park near Hager Hill. Wednesday's 
court appearance marked the fifth 
time the case had been scheduled to 
go to trial. 

Penix was indicted in 1990 in 
Johnson County on charges of mur­
der and first-degree wanton endan­
germent, and an unsuccessful 
attempt to seat a jury there was 
made. The case was lhen trans­
ferred to Martin County, where 
Penix was convicted of second­
degree manslaughter and sentenced 
to 10 years in prison. However, his 
case was overturned on appeal and 
remanded back to the trial court. 

The case was tried again in 
Martin County, but resulted in a 
m1strial after one of the jurors 
informed the court that they had 
withheld the fact that they had 
knowledge of the case. 

The fourth trial for Penix was 
held this past May in Lawrence 
County, but resulted in a hung Jury, 
and this past Wednesday would 
have been the fifth attempt at a trial 
until the plea agreement was 
reached. 

''We're JUSt glad it's over." 
Penix's brother, Larry Penix, said 
after Lhe plea agreement. 

A half dozen of Penix's family 
members sat in the courtroom

through lhe jury selection, and said 
they believe things will work out 
for the best. 

"We've been through a lot,'' his 
sister, Cathy Penix, said "We trust 
in God to work things out for the 
best." 

Penix's mother, Margaret Penix, 
began to cry as she hugged her son 
one more time before he was taken 
to be sent back to prison. 

"I just want to say that I love him 
and I've stood by him since 1990," 
she said. 

Commonwealth Attorney Anna 
Melvin said the victim's family 
originally didn't want to enrer a 
plt;a agreement, but she explained 
to them that it could be a better 
option. 

"They wanted to take the bird in 
hand this time and go with 
manslaughter knowing he would go 
to jaiJ." Melvin said. 

Penix will receive credit for the 
two years and two months be served 
while waiting for his appeal, leav­
ing two years and 10 months to be 
served if his sentence is approved 
by Judge Stephen N. Frazier. A sen­
tencing hearing is scheduled for 
October 9, in Johnson County. 

Since. he used a gun in the crime, 
he will not be eligible for probation 
under Kentucky state law, but may 
still be eligible for parole. 

"Prosecutors never know what 
the parole board is going to do," 
Melvin said. 

Had the case gone to trial, the 
possible verdicts would have been a 
conviction of second-degree 
manslaughter with a prison sen­
tence of five to ten years. reckless 
homicide with a sentence of one to 
five years or acquittal. 

Since Penix was acquitted of 
murder in an earlier trial. prosecu­
tors could not retry him on that 
charge. 

The change of plea came during 
jury selection. after a panel of 28 
potential jurors had been seated 
from a pool of 42. 

Several were dismissed because 
they had read a recent news story 
about the case. 

Melvin !iaid the family of 
Endicott was still reluctant to accept 
the plea offered by Pillersdorf. 

"They agreed to this, but they'll 
never be satisfied," she said. "The 
system may have let them down 
because the first sentence was so 
light. They just wanted to make 
sure he went to jail." 

He said he gave the remaining 
money to Meade ami Vanhoose. 

"I ended up with no munc) out 
of the deal,'' Pennington told 
Hood . "They (Meade and 
Vanhoo!.e) took it all.'' 

Penmngton abo pmnted the 
finger at Meade and Vanhoo:.e, 
saying the scam was thetr idea. 

"They asked me how they 
could run trucks through different 
dealers so they could keep the 
money," Penn10gton said . 

Vanhoose pleaded guilty to 
taking part in a conspiracy to 
obtain kickbacks from local con­
tractors working on road repair 
projects funded hy the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency. 

Court records show that 
Vanhoose says he gave all of the 
money he recei vcd to Meade. 

The accu&ations had been pre· 
dieted by Meade's attorney. C. K. 
Belhascn. After the judge was 
arraigned two weeks ago. 
Belhasen said that Pennington 
and Vanhoose would accuse 
Meade 10 order to ga1n leniency 
during their sentencing. 

Pennington and Vanhoose w11l 
both rema1n free on bond unttl 
their sentencing, which is not 
scheduled to occur until after 
Meade's and StanJford's trial. 

The two men face up to five 
years in prison and up to 
$250,000 in fines each. 

The two men will also lose 
their civil rights, being barred 
from voting, holding public 
office, serving on a jury or pos· 
sessing firearms. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney Pat 

Molloy said the government will 
a~k the court to grant the two men 
leniency ir they cooperate with 
the government nnd testify 
against Meade ftnd Staniford. 

"The U.S. will ask the court to 
reduce their sentences equal to 
thctr amount or cooperation," 
Molloy sa1d " 

If the two men do recetve 
pnson time for the cnmes. they 
will not get out early, however. 
Congress has abolished parole in 
federal cases. 

As part of the plea agreement, 
additional charges agamsr both 
rnen will be dropped. Vanhoose 
had bet:n facing 55 years in 
prison and $2 million in fines 
while Pennington could have 
rccetved 20 years in pnson and 
$1million 1n fines.

Audit says Cyrus 
still owes money 

An auditor's repon released th1s week shows that

The report states that the fiscal 
court is stiJI due an additional $2,185 from 1993 because 
excess fees were underpaid Ulllt year.

The group that Scott had sung with for 
three years broke up, and God was leading him to fonn 
a group After much prayer, Scott saved his money so be 
could buy a P.A. system. Though Scott did not know 
what P.A. systems cost. it co~1 him exactly to the penny 
what the Lord had allowed him to save. In the beginning, 
Sheila Thomas and Ulas Thomas were reluctant to join 
their son because they did not feel Jed to be on the road. 
God later changed their heans and their minds, and they 
joined Scott's ministry. Another singer came to the 
group, and in January of I 989 the group performed for 
the first time under the name New Heart. 

In 1990, the group changed its name to The Thomas' 
and recorded on Harvest Record~. Phil Cross produced 
this first project in March of that year. In October of 
1990, The Thomas' made a live recording of one song 
that proved to be a hit. The song is: "Oh What a Saviour 
is Mine." The Holy Spirit was captured on tape that night 
and the song stayed on the Singing New Charts for eight 
months. 

In November of 1991, The Thomas' recorded their 
second major project called Spirit Led. Before their first 
project, The Thomas' had worked with a unique lady 
named Karen Peck. A close relationship formed between 
Karen and the group, and Karen would help The 
Thomas' on their vocal arrangements for their second 
·•God Still Answers Prayers.'' Karen Peck asked Scott if 
she could record the sonSt. Of course Scott let her record 
the song, and he hoped it would do good for Karen. The 
Spirit Led project was recorded live w1th a brand new 
video. E.~citement was everywhere that night because 
God came on the scene again on The Thomas' project. 

In January of 1993, Karen Peck and New River 
released Scott's song, "God Still Answers Prayers." It 
became a top five song in the nation, and a top 10 song 
for the year.
