« Downstream from sewage-filled abandoned mine :

EPA to fast-track well-water testing

Testing of well water in one Floyd
County community has been put on the fast
track by Environmental Protection Agency
officials.

Fred Stroud, on-site coordinator for the
EPA's Superfund, was in town and an-
nounced Wednesday that testing of water in
the Bill Hall Branch area should begin
Monday. with results back within about
two weeks.

Stroud said mobile labs will be set up to
determine if the water in that area of the
county has been contaminated by the

dumping of more than 100,000 gallons of
sewage and industrial waste into an aban-
doned mine on the property of Sam Hall,

Thirty-two families live in the immedi-
ate vicinity of the mine.

If the testing determines there is conta-
mination, residents could have water lines
in place within six months, with that pro-
ject funded, most likely, by the EPA.

Hall owned a septic tank service and
Stroud said he told EPA officials that he
had dumped waste into the abandoned mine
for as many as a dozen years. Stroud esti-
mated that the amount of waste dumped
could be as high as a million gallons,

Hall told the Times, however, that he

had dumped sewage near, but not in, the
mine.

“Our concerns are that this mine over-
lays the water supply. in this area,” Stroud
said. "Mining earlier could have created a
fissure that would allow the bacteria and
chemicals from the sewage to seepiinto the
water table.”

Mining ceased at the site in the early
19708, Gary Francis with the Department
of Surface Mining, said Wednesday. Mine
operators were not required by federal reg-
ulation to seal any mine that was aban-
doned before 1977, he added.

Nine chemicals, including oil and de-
greasers used in service stations, have been

identified in samples of nearly 18 inches of
sludge that remains in the mine. Aboul
7,000 gallons of liquid waste was pumped
from the mine last month, but Stroud said
the sludge fills about half the coal seam,
which is about 36 inches wide, and goes
back as far as he can see, about 50 feet. He
said he isn't sure how much turther the
sludge goes in the mine.

“We are concerned there is a threal to
public health and the environment,” he
said. “But everything hinges on the test-
ing."”

Because some wells in the area are situ-
ated near septic systems, Stroud said an ad-
ditional dye trace will be used to determine

how far the contamination might have
spread if it has seeped from the mine. That
test will be completed down the road and
will include markers that indicate the pres-
ence of certain chemicals.

The test will determine how far the con-
tamination has spread if it has seeped from
the mine and if other areas in addition to
those néar the mine might have been cont-
arinated.

If that test shows the chemicals and
waste have spread, Stroud said the EPA will
pay to put in water lines in the area if the
state and local governments can show they

According to a brochure from
the Kentucky State Police, appli-
cants can be denied permits if they
have been convicted in the last three
years of a felony: two driving under
the influence charges; fourth-degree
assault; terroristic threatening; a
misdemeanor relaung lo a con-
trolled substance; alcohol or drug
abuse; or adjudication.

An application can also be
denied if the applicant has an active
¢mergency protective order or
domestic violence order against him

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Another video classroom coming to PCC

Students at  Prestonsburg
Community College are going to
help level the mountains of Eastern
Kentucky.

Hazmat team closer
to becoming a reality

An incident in Floyd County last
Friday shows one of the reasons
why putting together a hazardous
materials team has been a goal of
Floyd County Disaster and
Emergency Services director Lon
May for several months.

May said a truck traveling
through Prestonsburg had a broken
hydraulic hose and spilled oil on the
road. A misting rain began to fall,
making the roadway slick.

While the spill was minor, the
problems it could have caused
could have been tremendous, May
said.

*Tt was a low quantity, but it cov-
ered a lot of ground,” he added.
“We spread sand and directed traf-
fic for safety’s sake. This was just
one example of what can happen.”

Wednesday night May presented
a preliminary budget for the start-up
of the unit to representatives from
the five-county Big Sandy area.
He's looking at a team which con-
sists of five volunteers from each of
the five counties.

“We're looking at a little more
than $50,000 to get this up and
going,” May said Monday. “T don't
think anybody ever sat down and
looked at what it would cost.”

May says that about half of that
start-up cost could be eliminated if
he can put in place mutual aid
agreements with fire departments in
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Magoffin,
and Pike counties. “If we can use
their breathing devices, we can cut

The cost of eight self-contained
breathing devices is about $24,500.
May’s total estimated budget for the
team is $52,701.

Another big cost is physical
exams for volunteers. May has esti-
mated those costs at about $6,840,
but he said he hopes to get the ser-
vices donated by area physicians
and hospitals to cut the funds need-
ed even more.

“This would be a big help to hos-
pitals,” he added. “We can deconta-
minate patients before they get to
the hospital, eliminating a costly
step for those facilities,” May
added.

May has been asked to chair the
hazmat team and has secured a
place to house the truck that was
purchased several years ago, but
never put into place. Rumpke of
Kentucky has agreed to lease a
facility to the team for $1 a year.

May is looking for other corpo-
rate donations to make the unit a
reality. He said he’s planning to ask
companies in the area for donations
to the unit before he goes to each of
the five county governments
involved and asks for funding from
them.

“The companies benefit the most
from this," he said. “This can save
them big money on containment.”

He also said insurance costs for
companies which store chemicals
will drop and those companies who
donate to the team will receive a tax
write-off for their donations.

“T expect it to be up and running
in six months to a year,” May said.
“We can start with a Volkswagen
and build to a Cadillac.”

“We're trying to level the moun=
tains by connecting the regions,”
Hilda Legg, executive director of
the Center for Rural Development
in Somerset, said,

Legg, through the center, secured
the more than $383,000 grant that
puts in the video classrooms at
PCC, Somerset Community
College, Southeast Community
College, and Hazard Community
College. The grant is funded by the
federal Commerce Department and
was announced in September.

Legg said the money will cover
equipment costs, especially the tele-
conferencing equipment to link the
four colleges and the Center for
Rural Development.

“There is no salary and no
administration in this amount,”
Legg said. “The schools will split

the grant money with the center to
get just a few pieces of equipment to
facilitate the program.”

The classroom will use real-time
video and audio broadcasts with
microphones that allow participants
on either end to join in discussions
and to link classrooms in different
parts of the state together.

PCC put its first distance-learn-
ing classroom in place last year and
expected some problems. The prob-
lems haven't been those they antici-
pated, however. Dr. Deborah Floyd
said the class is always in use and is
“at capacity.” She has even lectured
on-line.

Floyd said the school’s plan is to
continue adding “'state-of-the-art”
classes, including computer labs
and distance-learning classes.

“We are beginning to reap what
we've sown,” she said.

The classrooms will be a plus for
all those involved, Legg said.

“We knew these colleges had

some video® capabilities with links
through the  University of
Kentucky,” Legg said. “But the pri-
ority for those is UK classes. This
gives colleges more room to add
other classes to the program.”

It also gives them flexibility. “If
they want to offer a small business
seminar, they can do so," she said.
“If we want to present a training
program, we can do so as well.”

The Center for  Rural
Development opened several
months ago and was designed to
promote economic development in
a 40-county area. It was the brain
child of Representative Hal Rogers.

The video classrooms also allow
the colleges to offer a class they
might not have the funding to offer
separately.

“We are delighted to be having
them as our partners in this,"” Legg
said, "We're going to get together in
the near future to work out the
specifics of the program,”

Governor Patton’s plan to
call a special session some time
after Thanksgiving to reform
Workers” Compensation legis-
lation is not getting a lot of sup-
port from mountain area legis-
lators.

‘Clock is ticking’
for Floyd Countians
Editor:
Thank you for the two front page
articles on welfare reform,

September 27, and October 2.

1 hope you will continue to fol-
low Kentucky's welfare plan as it
unfolds. The “clock” is indeed
“ticking” and for some unem-
ployed, adult Floyd Countians there
will be no food stamps after January
1, 1997, for at least three years.
Legal immigrants’ food stamps
have already been stopped.

Other Floyd Countians will need
to be studying, working or doing @
volunteer work by October 1, 1998,
in order to keep their Temporary
Aid for Needy Families (formally
AFDC) checks. Each month they
collect from now on is deducted
from a five-year lifetime limit.

Most current food stamp recipi-
ents will find the amount of their
stamps reduced because of changes.
For example, heating assistance
such as HEAP will count as income,
The maximum shelter deduction is
$247, and the standard household
deduction is $134.

Earnings of 18-22-year-olds who
are still in school will be counted as
income whereas previously they
weren'L

Those changes are mandatory,

But there are other changes com-
ing that depend on the
Commonwealth and how it works
out the details of the broad plan it
submitted October 1.

Your paper’s coverage of the
plan and the debate over details can
empower us to speak and shape the
plan in ways that are best for our
people and community. It can also
help individuals plan for their and
their children’s futures,

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Unemployment rate declines in August

Floyd County’s unemployment
rate continued its slow decline in
August s the number of workers
without a job fell to 8.1 percent.

That number dropped from 8.5
percent in July and was down from
10.7 percent in June,

Across the state, unemployment
rates fell in 90 counties between
July and August with the state rate
falling 1o 4.1 percent, the lowest in
19 years. The last time Kentucky's
rate was lower was in September
1977 when it fell to four percent.

The main reason for the

International club
forming at PCC

On September 6, a small group
of professors from Prestonsburg
Community College (PCC) met to
discuss the need for and feasibility
of starting an international club in
this area.

The group unanimously agreed
that such a club was needed, due to
the increasing population of for-
eign nationals who are settling in
Eastern Kentucky.

Dr. John Shiber, spokesperson
for the newly-formed group,
explained that the club will be
independent of any other organiza-
tion and will be open to all people
from overseas origin and upbring-
ing and their families who are
presently living in Eastern
Kentucky.

The group agreed that the club
will have two basic interests: 1) to
provide internationals and their
families a wholesome outside
involvement in which they can feel
at ease, meet people of similar and
or varying backgrounds, and share
their ideas and talents with one
another; and 2) to help bridge the
cultural gap between them and
their “hosts,” ie., the people of
Appalachia/Eastern Kentucky, by
offering to haye occasional panels,

discussion groups, workshops,
and/or classroom lectures about
their respective cultures, emphasiz-
ing customs, art work, music,
forms of dress, religions, food
preparation, and more.

In addition, they hope to have
some sort of “International
Festival” each year, to be held at
some central location.

The group has tentatively
named the club, “International
Club of Appalachia,” and wel-
comes new members. They have
already been invited to participate
in PCC’s celebration of Cultural
Diversity Week (October 14-18).

Nahum's jealousy soon leads to tragedy, which is
the turning point of the flick. Throughout the crisis,
we see a beautiful, uplifting tm of events. Each
character is able to bolster and inspire the other
through almost unthinkable wagedy by her faith and
courage.

There's nothing overtly “religious” going on here.
The movie is simply about the triumph over the
human spirit over adversity and about how we need
each other in a sense of community.

I recommend this film highly. However, be fore-
warned; If you go, make sure you have a good sup-
ply of tissues with you.

In 1976, twenty years ago, the
Prestonsburg Blackcats journeyed
to Breathitt County under the guid-
ance of Phillip Haywood, and came
home with a 30-0 victory over the
Bobcats.

Tonight, the Blackcats will
make another trip to Jackson, but
this time the stakes are higher
Unlike 1976, when it was anon dis-
trict confrontation, this time the
game could very well be for all the
marbles. Tonight, the two unbeaten
District 2 rivals will put their
unblemished records on the “lines”
for the top spot in the district stand-
Ings,

Both teams are playoff bound.
And each will have the home field
advantage in the opening round of
the state playoffs. But the winner
could very well have the advantage
all the way through the playoffs
with their sight set on Lousville,

Breathitt County is coming off a
stellar season last year when they
won the Class 2A championship,
going undefeated through the ‘95
season. The Bobcats have won their
first five games of this season, rid-
ing a 20-game winning streak.

Prestonsburg traveled 1o the
state finals in "93. But this group of

present Blackeats were just fresh-
men then and, other members of
the team have never been to the
state, either.

Prestonsburg currently holds
first place in the district with a 3-0
mark. However, the Bobcats have
played only one distriet game and
that was against Powell County.
Breathitt's final five games of the
season will be against district foes,
beginning with  Prestonsburg
tonight,

Prestonsburg, on the other hand,
has Powell and Morgan County
remaining on the district schedule.

Isaac’s prison term begins, other counts nixed

Almost a year after his trial began
in Boyd County, the case against
Gallie Isaac Sr., appears to be over.

The Lawrence County pastor and
former county clerk, convicted last
year on child molestation charges,
began serving a 25-year prison sen-

upheld his conviction. He was also
denied 4 motion October 1, to allow
him to remain free until a state prison
with a geriatric center could be
found.

Isaac, 79, was convicled in Boyd
County last November, on 13 counts
of sodomy and sexual abuse charges
filed against him by four young boys.
The charges spanned over a period of

10 years, .
In a count appearance Tuesday,
October 1, Isaac’s attomey, Eldred
“Bud” Adams Jr., asked that his
client be released until a facility with
a genatric center could be found to
house Isaac. He argued that the Big
Sandy Regional Detention Center

Police crack burglary ring

Paintsville police have solved a
string of burglaries downtown and
recovered more than $20,000 worth
of items.

And while doing so, one person
has been charged with burglary and
two more face charges of complici-
ty to commit burglary,

Police arrested Lawrence
Thompson, 25, of Paintsville, and
charged him with eight counts of
third-degree burglary.

Thompson's wife, Diana Louise
Thompson, 46, and step-son,
Edward H. Beel Jr., 23 were arrest-
ed on the eight-count complicity
charge. Paintsville Police Chief
Tom Haney said Beel and Diana
Thompson kept watch while
Lawrence Thompson entered a
business, usually through & win-
dow, and tock the loot. /

The arrest came at the end of a
12-day undercover investigation.
The burglaries had been taking
place for more than two weeks.

Haney said police just naturally
suspected Beel and the Thompsons
of the thefis.

“Seems like every time we had
something hit, they were always
around.” Haney said. “We staked
them out for four nights.”

But while police were keeping
their eyes on the trio, Haney said

Lawrence Thompson had the feel-
ing he was being watched.

“He told me several times in the
interview that he knew 1 was
watching or had the hair raise up on
the back of his neck,” the police
chief said.

Haney said all three have been
cooperating with the police since
their arrests and that Lawrence
Thompson has given a confession
of sorts, -

“He came here and identified the
stuff and told us where he got it, so
I guess he did [confess],” Haney
said. "They all three cooperated
real well.”

Haney and officers Bill Conley
and Earl Gambill later recovered
the stolen items, which had been
taken from Wilma's Restaurant,

Terry Office Supply, Mountain

New 23 will not open
for Apple Festival

Though it was hoped the new
four-lane stretch of U.S. 23 around
Painsville would be open by this
weekend's  Kentucky  Apple
Festival, the official word is it
won't be,

Rain delays get most of the

So, in the interest of safety, con-
struction crews on Thursday will
block access from Kentucky 825
onto the unopened section of new
23. The ramps there and at
Highway 460 had been kept open
to provide access for people living
along the ¢losed part of 23

Beginning Thursday, October
10, entrance 1o these homes will be
from Highway 460 only, Newman
said.

The choice 10 leave only the 460
ramps open for homeowner sccess
was made for safety reasons,
because 460 provides quicker
EMETgElCy access.

Prosecutor Luke Morgan, an

Adams said he is glad to have the
rest of the charges dropped.

“Naturally, we were gratified that
that much is out of the way."

While in court October 1. Isaac
talked with family members and sup-
porters, and complained about being
tired and not being allowed Lo shave.

“Lord, I'm wore out,” Isaac said.
“1 haven't slept two hours since I've
been there.”

Isaac was arrested Thursday,
September 26, shortly after the
Kentucky Supreme Court handed
down their opinion confirming his
conviction, Adams had appealed on
11 different points in the case.
Among them were arguments about
the trial being moved from
Lawrence, and the way the charges
were broken down into separate tn-
als. However, the ruling was 7-0'to
uphold the conviction.

Morgan said Isaac will have to
serve at least 12 years before he is
eligible for parole, meaning he would
be at least 91 before he could get out
of jail.

“"With that in mind, we felt it
would be in the best interest to drop
the remaining charges,” Morgan said.
Adams said he didn't know at this

Freeburn woman found
guilty in DUI-related wreck

Essie Daniels had been drinking
beer and whiskey, and had taken
prescription drugs when she lost
control of her automobile in May
1993,

The result was an accident that
seriously injured two people and
could put the 56-year-old Freeburn
woman behind bars for up to 20
years.

Daniels was convicted Thursday
of two counts of second-degree
assault. Each count camies a penalty
of five to 10 years in prison.

Jurors have recommended the
maximum on each count for
Daniels, to be served consecutively.

Daniels was indicted on two
counts of first-degree assault after
the single-car accident. Assistant
Commonwealth’s Attorney Ron
Burchett said Daniels lost control of
her automobile, running through a
ditch, back across the roadway, and
finally, into a yard.

In the process, Daniels struck
two cars, with her vehicle landing
partially on top of Mary Allen, who
sustained fractures and a back
injury. Also injured was Jeffery

Compton, 11, whose leg was
“crushed off," according 10
Burchett.

The prosecutor said Daniels, who
did not testify during the two-day

trial, claimed she had a mental con-
dition that impaired her judgment. A
doctor testified that she had a mental
disorder and had been preseribed
medication.

Kentucky State Police Trooper
Joey Stidham, the arresting officer,
testified that a pint bottle about half
full of whiskey was found in
Daniels' car. She allegedly told
police she had drunk wo beers; a
“big drink” of whiskey and had
taken two Thorazine, her prescrip-
ton medicine.

Burchett said a doctor had
instructed Daniels, whose blood-
alcohol level was .12 after the acci-
dent, not to drive after waking the
medication

“That (her blood-alcohol level)
was not o high,” said Burchett,
“but that coupled with the pills was
jJust termible.”

During the trial, it was revealed
that, since the 1993 accident,
Daniels has bhad two DUI convie-
tions in West Virginia. Burchett said,
had he known about the convictions,
the commonwealth would have had
Daniels’ bond revoked. He did not
find out about the charges, however,
until the first day of the trial.

Daniels’ formal sentencing has
been set for November 1.

MAPCO asks
doctors for cuts

One of the Martin County’s
largest coal companies is again Jook-
ing to cut the cost of doing business
here—and medical expenses for
employees is the target.

MAPCO Coal was purchased in
August of this year by The Beacon
Group, a New York investment com-
pany that specializes in energy pro-
duction and transpontation. MAPCO
includes Maniki Coal and Pontiki
Coal which, together, employ about
350 workers here whose aggregate
medical expenses last year came 1o
more than $1.6 million, according to
company  spokesperson  Mike
Templeman.

“We spent more than $600,000
for doctor bills and another $1 mil-
lion for hospitals last year for our
employees here—that's very high
and we're asking local doctors if
they will join a managed care system
s0 we c¢an get a handle on i,
Templeman  explained  Friday,
September 27.

He said he spoke to several local
physicians including Lafferty, Wells,
Chafin, and Aranas Friday. “Most of
them were sort of apprehensive, they
aren’t sure what we are trying to do
but all we want is to keep providing
quality health care for our workers at
an affordable price—we have to
make a profit (o stay in the coal busi-

ness and it's getting harder and hard-
erto do that with the coal market the
way it is," he added,

Templeman says the new owners
want (o continue (o provide the same
health coverage that has been in
force for the past few years.

"We will continue to provide the
same coverage—we just want the
doctors to realize that things aren't
the same as they were when coal was
selling for $75 a ton—and they need
to adjust their office call prices to
that fact,” Templeman said,

The trend toward managed care is
taking hold nationally with many
health insurance companies requir-
ing that clients see a physician that
has agreed 1o charge a certain fee for
reatments and office visits.

Templeman said Dr. Lon Lafferty
seemed agreeable to the move, "He
even said he is getting computenzed
in his billing so he can better provide
what the companies need. Dr.
(Raymond) Wells wanted to think it
aver but he seemed 1o understand the
situation as well,” Templeman said.

MAPCO cwrrently provides an
80-20 plan similar to the one used for
state employees.

Other companies are expected to
follow MAPCO in asking health care
providers 1o offer set pnees for all
their business which may mean that
employees will be required 10 use
only the doctors and hospitals thar
Join the HMO's,

Roger Burton continues to serve on Paintsville’s city
council, even though he moved out of city limits several
months ago.

“As far as 1 know, there's no problem,” Burton said
Monday, October 7. He added that he lived in Paintsville
when he was elected and plans to stay with the council
until the end of his term three months from now. He is not
seeking re-election.

Burton says that he moved to his current home on
Route 993 after his wife inherited the house from her
father. But Liz Natter, director of the Democracy
Resource Center, a non-profit group which tackles local
government issues, disagrees with Burton's assertion that
there is no problem.

Natter said Burton stopped being qualified to hold a
seat on the council once he moved out of town. Other
than a resignation from Burton, the only other way to
remove him would be a unanimous decision of the rest of
the council to impeach him, Natter said.

Officials now say property tax
bills could be early

In contrast to a published report Iast week. local offi-
cials are now saying the next wave of property tax bills
may come out early after all

PVA Michael Stafford says he was misinformed dur-
ing a tax workshop when he was told that any rise in local
tax rates would necessitate n 45-<day waiting period
before bills could be printed

Stafford had said last week that the county school
board's decision o raise its tax rate from 41.7 cents per
$100 of assessed value to 43.3 cents would hold up the
printing of the bills 45 days.

But after speaking with state officials last week,
Stafford now says there will be no delay as long as all
other tax rates are set on time.

County Clerk Betty Joe Conley says that her office is
now only waiting for the fiscal court o set its tax rate
before sending the bills to be printed.

Once the county sets it rale, the bills should be back
from the printers about & week later. The fiscal court is
scheduled to give final approval to its tax rate next
Tuesday, October 8.

Sherff Don McFaddin says that should give him
enough time to have a “good chance™ of getting the 1995
bills out November |—just ten months after the 1994
bills got 10 local property owners. — The Faintsville
Herald

Salyersville Cut-Thru Project

construction bids are opened

Construction bids were opened Tuesday afternoon,
September 24, at the Federal Building in Louisville for
the Salyersville Cut-Thru Project.

Magoffin County Judge-Executive Charles Hardin
and three staflfl members of the Big Sandy Area
Development District in Prestonsburg, including
Brenda Powers, who has been working closely with the
project, attended the bid opening.

About a dozen contractors had voiced an interest in
the project. Six bids were received, three which were
within the amount of federal money allocated for the
project, The lowest bid received was from Bizzack
Brothers Construction Company, a Lexington-based
construction firm.

Bids were evaluated this week. The company that

receives the contract will be involved in all phases of
the construction process. The project is expected to be
completed in 1998,

When completed, the $12 million project will divert
the Licking River from downtown Salyersville and
through the cut-thru during serious flooding, — The

City council adopts tax rate

At a recent special meeting of the Salyersville City
Council, members set tax rates for the upcoming year.
The second reading of a state-mandated change in ety
policy was approved, seiting a tax level on bank
deposits for banks within the city limits.

The Bank Franchise and Local Deposit Tax is paid
by banks themselves, not the individual taxpayer. The
tax rate was sef at .025 percent of all bank deposits.

The first reading of the real and personal tax rate
was. approved during the specital meeting. Council
members have been waiting for approval of the
Magoffin County Sheriff's tax settlement by the State
Department of Revenue in order to set the tax rate for
the current fiscal year.

Rates were maintained at the same level as 1995, for
the real property tax, at 23 cents per $100 estimated
value. The rate for personal property taxes was set at 50
cents in comparison to last year's tax rate of 39 cents.
A second reading is required for this vote. — The
Salyersville Independent

Daniels get life plus 20 years

in 1994 rape case

More than two years after the first guilty verdict
was rendered by a Martin County jury against
Tomahawk resident Jimmy Daniels, 39, for sexually
abusing his daughter, another jury made the same deci-
sion Wednesday, October 2,

Daniels’ first conviction in 1994 was thrown out by
the Kentucky Court of Appeals on a technicality; but
Commonwealth's Attorney Anna Melvin stuck with
the case. Another Martin County jury found him guilty
and recommended a life sentence plus 20 years, a more
severe sentence than the two 30-year terms he was
given the first time around,

Daniels, who will be brought back to Martin
County for linal sentencing on October 25, was
returned to the East Kentucky Correctional Complex at
West Liberty where he is serving a sentence in an unre-

lated matter, If judge Knight follows the jury’s sen-
tencing recommendations, Daniels will become eligi-
ble for parole in 17 years. — The Martin County Sun

State agency searches for lawyer in Steve

Maynard case

After two circuit judges, a prosecutor, and a public
defender have been excused from his case, Steve
Maynard is now looking for a lawyer to represent him
when he stands trial for first degree rape, seven counts
of criminal abuse, unlawful imprisonment, and terror-
istic threatening.

Maynard, 34, has asked that both Circuit Judges
Knight and Frazier recluse themselves because of prior
knowledge or conflicts, And they have done so.
Special Judge C. David Hagerman has been named to
hear the case. A trial date has not been set for the case.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Anna D. Melvin has
been replaced by special prosecutor John Earl Hunt of
Floyd County because of an alleged conflict. On
September 5, Publi¢ Defender Mary Lou Chandler was
allowed to withdraw also because of a conflict of inter-
est. The state department of Public Advocacy is cur-
rently advertising for an attorney to represent
Maynard, who 1s being held at the Big Sandy
Detention Center in licu of $100,000 cash bond. —

Pikeville adopts curfew

ordinances for juveniles

The Pikeville City Commission has passed an ordi-
nance establishing a curfew for minors and penalties
for those in violation of the curfew regulations.

The curfew came about after the city decided there
had been an increase in crime by people under the age
of 18. The curfew for minors is midnight to 6 am.,
Saturday and Sunday, and 11 p.m. to 6 am. Monday
through Friday. Persons violating the curfew can be
taken home or directed to go home. or the minor can be
taken into custody, as provided by the law.

There are several exceplions 1o the ordinance, such
as when the minor is accompanied by a person at least

18 years of age who is authorized by the parent or
guardian to have care and custody of such minor. —

Knife fight conviction could mean 10 years

A 21-year-0ld Pikeville man has been convicted of
first-degree assault. A Pike Circuit Court jury Friday,
September 27, found Brian Waco Hall not guilty of
first-degree wanton endangerment but guilly of assault-
ing a Pikeville man on March 30,

Assistant Commonwealth's Attorney Ron Burchett
said Hall has a drinking problem and “went looking for
a fight” He apparently found it on Main Street in
Pikeville, where he met up with Alex Hughes, 22,

Burchett said Hall had a knife and used it 1o make
multiple cuts on Hughes' face, running from his haird
line to his neck. ‘

A first-degree assault conviction carries a 10 to 20
year penalty. Burchett said the jury recommended 10
years, Hall will have to serve at least half of his sen-
tence because he caused “serious physical injury
involving a dangerous instrument.” according 1o
Burchett. — Appalachian News-Express
