® A complaint was filed Tuesday
morning in a Tennessee federal
court against a judge who alleged-
ly violated the civil rights of one of
the six suspects charged with the
murders of the Lillelid family ear-
lier this month.

The complaint, filed by
Stanville attorney Eric Conn on
behalf of Natasha Wallen Cornett,
alleges that Comett was deprived
of her right to retain counsel of her
choice.

Conn was removed from Cor-
nett’s case on April 18 by General

P Sessions Judge James D. Carter.

The Sianville attorney was pro-
hibited from representing Cornett,
18, of Betsy Layne, for allegedly
foiling to meet the requirements to
practice law in Tennessee.

According to Tennessee law,
out-of-state attorneys must have
local counsel present with them
during all court proceedings.

Conn said last week that he had
complied with the law initially, but
the Tennessee attorney he had
hired backed out,

After contacting Judge Carter
and making him aware of the cir-
cumstances, Conn said he told the
judge he would be seeking addi-
tional counsel. He was notified
four hours later that Cotnett would
be appointed local counsel.

“(Judge Carter’s) act of only
providing (Cornett) four hours on a
Friday to obtain new local counsel
arbitrarily deprived (her) of her
right to retain counsel of her
choice,” Conn's complaint says,
“denying (Cornett) her sixth
amendment protection guaranteed

8 e by the United States Constitu-
tion...”

Cornett and five other Eastern
Kentuckians were arrested on
April 8 in Arizona when they were
apprehended by U.S. Customs

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Bartley says tulip case should
be dismi ssed for its ‘absurdity’

A flower picking incident fhat
blossomed into a major embarrass-
ment for the city of Prestonsbiirg
may come to an end Friday.

A hearing is scheduled Friday
morning in Floyd District Court/or
a motion filed by the county attor-
ney to dismiss theft charges against
Debra Scuichfield, who is accused
of picking two tulips in Prestons-
burg,

County Attorney Keith Bartley
said Tuesday that he will ask that

the charges against Scutchfield be
dismissed.

Scutchfield was arrested earlier
this month by Prestonsburg police
and taken to the Floyd County Jail
after she allegedly picked the flow-
ers, valued at less than two dollars,

City attorney Paul Burchett said
he had wrtten Bartley a letter last
week asking that the charges be dis-
missed.

Bartley said Burchett's letter had
nothing to do with his decision not
to prosecute Scutchfield.

"I would have never prosecuted
that lady," Bartley said. "Not on

(the city’s) request, but because of
the pure absurdity of it. [rregardless
of their wishes, I intended to file a
motion to dismiss it anyway."
Burchelt said Tuesday he hoped
Bartley would follow the wishes of
the city and dismiss the case with-
out prejudice, which means the
charge could be brought back up.
Scutchfield, 35, was arrested by
patrolman Ralph Frasure at the in-
tersection of KY 1428 and KY 114
after an off-duty officer spotted her
picking two tulips at the intersec-

Smile, you're on a surveillance
camera.

Two Wayland men were arrest-
ed early Saturday morning after
alert Wayland police officers found
them burglarizing the Estill Stop &
Shop. Part of the crime was record-
ed by a security camera in the
store.

T.Y. Jervis, 19, and Dewey
Hamilton, 19, are charged with
felony theft by unlawful taking;
first degree criminal mischief; and
third degree burglary.

Floyd deputy sheriff Bobby
Hackworth said Wayland police
chief Aaron Kidd and patrolman
Danny Martin were driving by the
convenience store when they no-
ticed the glass front doors were
broken. The officers observed
Jervis and Hamilton taking mer-
chandise from the store to a hill-
side across the road, the deputy
said.

Jervis and Hamilton apparently
spotted the surveillance camera in
the store, used baseball bats to

When asked if any action
would include the dismissal of the
employee, Patton said "I don't
know whether it involves dis-
missal or not" and if that action
was taken, it would be done in
open session,

When reminded by the press
that under state law and their oaths
of office the board is prohibited
from discussing the hiring or firing
of individual employees, Patton
said he "respectfully disagreed"
with the media’s opinion on that
issue.

Board member Jody Mullins
said the individual's position was

“being discussed as a "reduction”

and that the board was going to
discuss the deficit reduction plan.
The press countered that under
the state's Open Meeting Laws,
general personnel issues, such as
job positions or the overall deficit
reduction plan, could not be dis-
cussed behind closed doors. The
Open Meetings Law only allows
discussiony{ns\folving specific in-
dividuals. Under Kentucky's Edu-
cation Reform Act the board is ex-
pressly prohibited from involve-

Board dismayed by
tactics, but pays bill

Floyd County school board
members voted Saturday to pay a
debt to a Lexington architect who
had a legal attachment on all of the
county school buses.

At a special meeting Saturday
morning, the board voted to pay ar-
chitect Paul Hoffman almost
$60,000 to settle an arbitrator's
award against the board for wark
on South Floyd High School.

Hoffman dropped off his court
papers last Thursday at the Floyd
County Sheriff's Office to be
served to the school board. Hoff-
man also had a state newspaper re-
porter and photographer at his side,
which drew criticism from board
attorney Jerry Patton at Saturday's
meeting.

"Mr. Hoffman wasn't willing to
wait (for this meeting)." Patton
said. "In my opinion, it was a
media play. He was pure showboat-
ing and that really bothers me. He
notified the media to all be there
and that was unnecessary, I think it

was in real bad taste."

Hoffman did not notify The
Floyd County Times of his media
event.

Patton said the debt, which has
been owed since 1995, was not
paid because the matter was on ap-
peal. He added the board wanted to
make sure there were no more ap-
peals before paying Hoffman,

Board member Ray Wilcox said
Hoffman may have tried to collect
the debt from the previous board of
education, but "he didn't come o
this board."

"This is an insult to this board
regardless of what happens,”
Wilcox said. "That's saying this
board is just as corrupt as ones in
the past and I don't buy that."

Board member B.J. Newsome
said the situation was another set-
back for the students in the county
because of the funds to be paid to
Hoffman: "It all boils down to the
same ones having to suffer, the stu-
dents.”

In the oath of office for school
board members, they agree to "not

Also, under state law, listed in
eligibility requirements for board
members, a person is deemed ineli-
gible from serving on a board if, ". .
.he attempts to influence the hiring
of any school employee, except the
superintendent of schools or school
board attorney.” If a board member
violates the law or provisions of the
oath of office, he may be removed
from office by the Kentucky Board
of Education.

The board adjourned into closed
session for just over an hour and did
not take any action when it returned
10 open session.

Board member Eddie Patton did
not attend Monday's meeting,

Earlier in the meeting, the board
voted to abolish the positions of
Title I supervisor and coordinator of
service  learning/administrative
assistant. Those positions were held
by Jody Sword and Eugene
Blackburn, respectively.

.were each only appointed one
court-appointed attorney,” the
complaint says.

Conn said Tuesday that he was
not sure of the judge's reasoning
for appointing two attorneys (o
represent Cornelt.

The complaint also alleges that
the two court-appointed attorneys
have “no authority to act on
(Cornett’s) behalf unless and until
(she) asks the court to appoint her
court-appointed counsel.”

Cornett never agreed to have a
court-appointed attorney, Conn's
complaint says.

“Our objective is to ensure that
she gets justice in Tennessee in
spite of the controversy,” Conn
said. “It's not a popularity contest.
I just want to find justice for her."

The complaint asks that injunc-
tions be imposed against Judge
Carter from permitting the two
attorneys from appearing in
Cornett's behalf, and from arbitrar-
ily refusing Cornett adequate time
to obtain local counsel.

Judge Carter has 20 days to
respond to the complaint, Conn
said, unless he requests a continu-
ance.

Judge Carter could not be con-
tacted Tuesday. His secretary said
that he had not received the com-
plaint as of Tuesday afternoon and
he would have no comment at this
time.

Conn said last week that his
removal from the case has prompt-

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Prison
project
closer to
reality

A federal prison project pro-
posed for Eastern Kentucky is
moving closer to reality.

Final work is being done on a
draft  Environmental Impact
Statement (EIS) which is expected
to be released soon, according 1o
Jeff Ratliff, senior site selection
specialist for the Federal Bureau of
Prisons. Ratliff said the sites on
which more detailed studies are
being done are in Martin County,
near the Big Sandy Regional
Airport.

*We hope to have the EIS out
soon,” Ratliff said. “We're on
schedule, but at the same time
more studies are being done on
individual sites.”

Once the draft document is fin-
ished, there will be a 45-day period
for public comments about the pro-
ject and a public hearing will also
be held, Ratliff said.

After the close of public com-
ment, a final EIS will be produced
and an additional 30-day comment
period will be held and then a final
decision will be made by the direc-
tor of the project where to build the
facility, which is expected to pro-
vide a significant economic boost
to the region. The prison is expect-
ed 1o create nearly 400 jobs.

“It's looking good that the pro-
ject is funded and we're moving
forward on a rigid schedule,”
Ratliff said. He stopped short of
saying the prison will definitely be
built in Martin County.

Prison officials were at a Big
Sandy Area Development District
meeting last week and told resi-
dents to begin thinking about hous-
ing and educational needs of
employees of the prison, Floyd
Judge-Executive Ben Hale said last
week,

Hale said residents, developers
and business owners in the region
need to begin looking at how lo
provide for the growth that is
expected if the facility is built in
Martin County.

No matter how wrong the@irge, how
intense the feeling or how auractive the child, nothing
happened until the adult decided to give im and act.
Blaming someone else for ones abuse of a ghild does
not excuse an abuser in a court of law or a court of con-
science. .

| One who is tempted must therefore look fer reasons
to abide by the boundaries. If fear of the lawtand pun-

ishment does not deter a person, perhaps fear of God
will. If one molests a child and calls it love, realize that
that child will be more likely to have psychiatric prob-
lems as an adult and then rethink the definition of love.
Tell someone of the temptation and ask for help resist-
ing. Get away from children. Do whatever it takes. We
cannot always remove the urge, but we can always
resist.

Accept the wisdom of the boundary against sexual
abuse. Acknowledge any urges you have to cross that
line. Consider the consequences, to yourself and others,
of violating the boundary. Decide not to act on impulse
to violate the boundary. Get help sticking with your
decision—mental health help, spiritual help, family
help, legal help, anything that will help you do the right

thing.

Legends of gospel music

coming to Floyd County

The Mountain Arts Center will
present the legends of gospel music,
Friday, May 2, when the Florida
Boys and The Speer Family bring
their inspirational message to Floyd
County.

Blending harmonies with splen-
did arrangements has been a trade-
mark of the famous Speer Family for
more than half a century. Holding
fast to what is true and basing their
programs always on songs with spir-
itual meaning, The Speers reach out
to people. That reach is not without
its reward in lives being totally
transformed.

The rich heritage of The Speer
Family began in 1921 when G.T.
“Dad” Speer, a Georgia farmboy
turned music teacher, formed the
first Speer Quartet. Dad broke the
barrier in gospel music by adding
female voices in a field totally dom-
inated by all-male quartets with the
formation of the Speer Quartet that
consisted of his wife, Lena, and his
sister, Pearl, and brother-in-law,
Logan Claborn.

.In that.era,.a cqmbination of sec-
ular and religious music made up the
format for all programs. The
response of the crowd to The Speers
was different when they sang gospel.
The difference was in the feel The
Speers had for what they were
singing. Again, Dad, feeling the call
of singing gospel music on his life,
broke with tradition. The Speers
would be singing only gospel.

They were told repeatedly by
their counterparts that it would not
work., The Speers proved it would.
Soon others were switching to all
gospel programs. An era of strictly
gospel music concerts was born,

As Dad and Mom Speer’s chil-
dren — Brock, Rosa Nell, Mary
Tom and Ben — were born, they
were taught the rudiments of music
as soon as they could talk. Soon they
began joining their parents as per-
manent members of The Speer
Family. One by one, they, too, felt
the call to sing upon their lives,
When the Claborns left the group in
1925, the children began stepping in;
making the group truly The Singing
Speer Family.

When the Speer daughters, Rosa
Nell, and Mary Tom, left the group
to marry and raise their own fami-
lies, Brock’s wife, Faye, joined the
group and stayed until they began
their family. She rejoined the group
permanently when her own children
were raised to adulthood.

“Adopted” Speers were added
through the years in a succession of
outstanding female voices. Joyce
Black, Ann Sanders Downing, Sue
Chenault Dodge, Jeanne Johnson,
and others have all left their impact
on lives and have always added to
the richness of The Speers.

Current Speer Family members
are Tim Parton, Brock and Faye
Speer, Karen Apple and Eddy
Baolton.

Another presence in the history
of gospel music is the group, The
Florida Boys. The 40-year-plus
group is based on the shores of
Florida but the group keeps the road
hot more than 265 days of the year,
The Florida Boys, like the landscape
on a beach, have longevity that can’t
be explained — only admired.

In the last year, the award-win-
ning southern gospel quartet has
gained new tenor singer Billy
Hodges. Adding to their collection
of rare treasures this year, The
Florida Boys were recognized with
The Living Legend Award at the
Grand Ole Gospel Reunion, The
group's lead singer, Les Beasley,
along with Glen Allred (baritone and

guitar), Darrell Slcwan (planoj and )

Billy Todd were honumd wlth Lhe L

award.

The Florida Boys are still gmwn
as the first gospel group to Bave a
nationally syndicated television pro-
gram — which still airs on some sta-
tions today — named The Gospel
Singing Jubilee. Beyond the 3
Dove Awards and Singing News Fan
Awards they've collectedy the
group’s focus remains on reaghing
the world with the gospel —@uth
em gospel music, that is.

Les Beasley, who has bccn;.wnh
the group 43 years, was instrumental
in founding the Gospel Music
Association'and now serves aspres-
ident of the National Quartet
Convention. He remains an @etive
part of the Southern Gospel Music
Guild, which he also helped 1aunch.
It could be said that gospel musie for
the Florida Boys is all the wavés —
both radio and in concert. And the
group’s vision for the next forty
years beyond remains the same and
has even been picked up by “the'hew
guy,” who explains, “We'ré nol
singing just to be performing —
we’re ministering.”

chre in the state. Kentucky TeleCare
télemedicine network, now avail-
able at Highlands, links local physi-
cians and patients with tertiary cen-
I¢r resources via a two-way video
system that transmits information
through telephone lines. The system
allows patients to interact, through
voice, video and data communica-
tibns transmission, with physicians
atross the state within minutes,
idstead of traveling more than a
hundred miles for specialty medical
care.

* “We want to move information

‘and not patients,” Ron Sprang,
director of Kentucky TeleCare
télemedicine, said at Highlands dur-
ing the conference. “We wan
patients to be treated close to their
(family) physicians, who are close
to them and understand them.”

- Instead of traveling from Floyd
County to Lexington for specialty
care, patients can now see and talk
1o specialists — and specialists and
can see and talk to their patients —
via telemedicine.
_¢ Deborah Burton, senior telemed-

ine specialist, demonstrated, from
the Kentucky Clinic South in
Lexington, how x-rays can be
viewed via telecommunications.
Cameras can zoom in on Xx-rays,
and the quality allows physicians to
examine minute details.

Burton also demonstrated a
small microscopic camera, about
the size of a pencil, by inserting it in
her mouth and pointing it toward
her tonsils. As the camera moved
into her mouth and down toward
her tonsils, detailed images of
Burton's tonsils appeared on a tele-

#@vision screen, One of the physicians
participating in the conference
announced that her tonsils are
“healthy.”

Telemedicine can also be used to
link local physicians to specialists
in emergency situations. Peter
Bosenworth, M.D., chancellor
emeritus of the University of
Kentucky Medical Center and
telemedicine subject matter expert,
said telemedicine is making emer-
gency treatment faster and more
cost effective.

Floyd County and won't travel to
Lexington. Dr. Bosenworth added
that telemedicine doesn't put
Lexington physicians in competi-
tion with local physicians.

“We want our partners to tell us
what their needs are. We try 10 have
physicians identify their needs and
the gaps that need to be filled,” he
said.

Currently, there is no reimburse-
ment from insurance companies or
Medicaid for telemedicine treat-
ment, except for radiology. For
now, the University of Kentucky
specialists, though, are providing
consultations without charge,
Sprang said. He added that UK is
“now moving to financially support
telecare.”

“Technology is no longer a limi-
tation,” Sprang said.

Highlands plans to link three
sites in the Big Sandy area with its
telemedicine. Future applications
will include Highlands Neonatal
Intensive Care Unit and its
Emergency Services Department.

Kentucky TeleCare is a coopera-
tive effort among the University of
Kentucky and rural Kentucky hos-
pitals, such as Highlands.

The Allen Central Rebels track
and field team just missed winning
their first annual Rebel Classic this
past Saturday at their new facility.

Managed deer hunt
applications available

Applications for managed deer
hunts sponsored by the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources will be available May
1, 1997 from license sales vendors
or by calling (502) 564-4336.
They must include the $3 applica-
tion fee and be postmarked no
later than June 30, 1997. The
deadline for managed hunt appli-
cations was moved up this yedr to
help hunters plan their fall vaca-
tions.

In the past, successful appli-
cants were potified at the time
they were selected whether they
could take a buck or a doe'on
antlered quota hunts. This resulted
in a high number of no-shows on
the day of the hunt, In order to
bring these hunts back to their in-
tended purpose, which is the man-
agement of deer herds on these
wildlife management areas, that
procedure has been changed. This
year, for the eight hunts that have
an antlered quota, participants will
be informed of which sex deer
they can take as they check in.

Also this year, adult hunts will

require a valid state tag. Managed
hunt deer will not count as bonus
deer, This was done in an effort to
give hunters with limited hunting
access a better chance of being
chosen for a managed hunt.

If a managed hunt participant
draws for either sex deer but has
already used their state
antlered/antlerless tag, they will
still be able to take an antlerless
deer on that day.

There will be 42 quota hunts
this year including eight youth
hunts. A list of hunt choices comes
with each application. (Stewart Is-
land, a.k.a Birdsville Island, man-
aged hunt is not listed because it 18
an on-site drawing September 20,
1997. 'This hunt requires boat ac-
cess.) There will be one adult hunt
each at Ballard, Clay and Dewey
Lake WMAs this year,

Adults, 16 and older, may apply
to one hunt only. Youth ages 10-15
may apply to one youth hunt, one
adult hunt and one Ballard youth
hunt. Youth are those who will
turn 10 by the hunt date and have
not yet reached their 16th birthday.

Challenging...exciting...rewarding

Excluding today, only four days
remain of the 1997 spring turkey
season. For those of you who
haven't made an attempt to bag a
gobbler this spring, I highly rec-
ommend you do. For myself, this
is my first year of turkey hunting.
I have been a die-hard whitetail
hunter for many years, but never
before was 1 overcome by the urge
to try turkey hunting. If I had only
known what [ was missing, I
would have started long ago.

Turkey hunting is like no other
type of hunting. Small game hunt-
ing is generally fast-paced and
most often requires stalking your
quarry and flushing it into the
open for a quick shot at a moving
target. Deer hunters may utilize
stalking also, but most often will
rely on scouting to determine a
prime location to sit and wait.

Turkey hunting can provide the
best of both worlds. Once you
have located the gobbler, you must
move 1o set up and begin calling.
If you are successful in luring the
turkey to your location, you must
still manage a shot without spook-
ing a bird that can see you blink
from 100 yards away with his 360
degree field of view. If for some
reason you spook the bird, miss or
just can’t call him to you, then you
can move Lo another location and
try again for the same bird or an-
other gobbler.

Unlike deer hunting, which re-
quires hours of patient sitting, or
small game, which usually calls
for continuous movement, turkey
hunting provides suitable amounts
of both. Add to that the challenge
of communicating with a gobbler,
minus the freezing temperatures of
deer season or the steamy autumn
evenings of squirrel season, and
you have one very exciting, enjoy-
able sport.

Even without the gold at the
end of the rainbow, turkey hunting
can be a fun and rewarding experi-
ence. To date, I have ventured in
search of these magnificent birds
on five separate occasions. I still
have my spring turkey permits in
my pocket, but I am hooked and
will continue to hunt every chance
I get for years to come.

Why am [ excited rather than
disappointed or frustrated? I sup-
pose I am drawn to the thrill of the
hunt and the challenges faced. My
visits to the great outdoors have
never failed to instill in me a long-
ing to return. My turkey hunting
adventures are no exception.

It was opening day and 1 was so
anxious | could hardly contain my-
self. Questions raced through-my
mind. Was my calling good
enough to bring in a gobbler?
Could they really see me blink
from 100 yards away? Where
should I set up? It was my first
turkey hunt and aside from my

magazine articles and hunting
videos, I had absolutely no experi-
ence.

I elected to hunt in an area |
had deer hunted several times be-
cause I knew the land pretty well.
As I parked my truck alongside the
gravel road and prepared for the

doubts. Was he still there? Did he
see me and leave before I could
sé¢e him? I was just about to call
again when, “gobble-gobble gob-
ble,” He was just over the edge of
the flat where I was sitting. His
gobble was so close and so loud, I
nearly jumped out of my skin.

Bonus
The thrills and challenges of the hunt are the top reasons for taking
up the sport of turkey hunting. The bird is a bonus.

hunt, two birds gobbled from the
point above. I knew that I could
travel the gas line right of way to
an old logging road and set up
above them. I also remembered
reading somewhere that it is best
to set up above the gobbler and
call him uphill.

I made it to the logging road
and moved around the hill to a flat
that I estimated to be about 80
yards from where [ had heard the
gobbles. I found a large fallen tree
40 yards from the edge of the flat.
The bird gobbled again. He was
still there. Now what?

As I eased my slate and striker
from my pocket I tried to remem-
ber how I had heard it done on the
hunting videos. I elected to wait a
few minutes because I may have
drawn some attention to myself
while finding a place to sit. Then 1
began. I called softly at first. No
response. 1 tried again, a little
louder. No response, What was |
doing wrong? Why didn’t I watch
that video again last night?

After several unsuccessful at-
tempts with the slate, I reached for
my mouth call. I had been practic-
ing for weeks, but had very little
confidence in my abilities with the
call, Start with something easy, a
few soft clucks. He gobbled al-
most instantly. Wait a minute. Call
again, He gobbled again, It's
working. I was so excited I nearly
swallowed my call.

This went on for what seemed
to be an eternity, but the bird was-
n’t getting any closer. Then I re-
membered what my friend Elmo
Allen had told me, “shut up and
the gobbler will get impatient and
come looking for you." For nearly
15 minutes, I waited silent and
motionless. The bird never gob-
bled. I was beginning to have my

He was fas-
cinated by math and physics so he went to col-
lege and got a bachelor of science in math and a
minor in physics and chemistry, He continued his
education with one masters degree at
Northwestern University and another at
University of Wisconsin, During this period he
married my mother, Judy, his longltime sweet-
heart, and after they finished school they moved
back to their home town in Eastern Kentucky.

Soon after they settled in, my mother saw an
ad in the paper about a ground school starting up
in a few weeks, Larry jumped at the chance when
Judy agreed that they could probably make ends
meet if he wanted to get a license. He took the
ground school and then began flight lessons and
finished his private in September of 1977. Larry
worked on all of his ratings and became a flight
instructor. From that point on, he has spent much
of his time using his gift of teaching while intro-
ducing people to aviation,

Larry has the teaching background, the drive
and the ambition to be an excellent instructor. He
is an ambassador of aviation, but tempers the joy
people gain from flying by always stressing that
safety is of utmost importance. He is a dynamic
and adaptive instructor. His techniques will be
different depending on the strengths and weak-
ness of the individual. He is a teacher with near
limitless patience, understanding, and persis-
tence.

A first impression of Larry is that he is very
quiet and keeps to himself; he doesn't do much
to draw attention to himself. He has a noticeable

country accent and could be easily underestimat-
ed. When people call to take lessons and meet
with him they are very surprised. He has a gentle
voice and he reminds them of a friend or even a
father higure. He never raises his voice or even
seems to get excited when things aren’t perfect.
He just puts a lot of wrust and faith into his stu-
dents and makes them feel as though they can
accomplish anything. He knows how to make the
student conquer their fears by showing them the
confidence he has in them. I know that he always
made me feel as though I could go as far in avi-
ation as 1 wished, but he also instilled in me the
belief that | would have to work for it.

Lamry has lots of enthusiasm for ground
school. Six years before he received his Certified
Flight Instructor he took the ground instructor
test and began teaching private pilot ground in
the local community college. When 1 was work-
ing toward my CFIl, he would emphasize the
importance of teaching in a sterile environment.
He believes that the airplane is a difficult place to
learn because of the noise and distractions that
come with the airplane; Larry is adept at teach-
ing ground school, He makes the time on the
ground seem important to the student.

In 1985, Larry started his flight
instruction company called Larry
Short Aviation. He has two Cessna
172s and has put a refurbished trail-
er at Combs airport where he does
his instruction. Larry always tries to
keep his students enthused even
after they get their certificate. One
way he does this is to give all of his
students keys to the airplanes and
the trailer. They just log the time
they flew off of the hobbs and pay
for what they flew at the end of the
week. This gives the student a sense
of ownership and many times you’ll
see his students cleaning up the air-
plane as if it were their own. He
doesn’t charge any extra for stu-
dents to take the plane overnight or
even for a week. He also supplies
educational tapes, such as the
Jeppesen Sanderson Private tapes
for the students to come in and view
anytime they choose. He will often
have organized ground schools in
the trailer. When anyone solos or
gets a license, he will usually buy a
cake or pizza so that when the can-
didates gets back from the solo or
checkride they will have their
friends and family together. The
students seem to really get a kick
out of it. Dad taught me that when a

It has been said that every per-
son, in the process of living, passes
through four seasons just as nature
does. Our mythical, biological
clocks pass through spring, sum-
mer, fall and winter,

Birth and youth signifies
spring—new, inquisitive and
unscathed by harsh realities.

Summer is experienced from our
mid-twenties throughout our 40s.
We don't quite understand life yet,
but we are too busy raising our fam-
ilies and building our careers to
worry about it. During these years
we realize that life is not as untar-
nished as we saw it through the
eyes of our childhood, but we
remain optimistic.

Those in our 50s and 60s are
experiencing fall, that brilliant sea-

son when we finally realize we
worried too much about things
“back then” that are of little signif-
icance today. Or we realize we wor-
ried about the wrong things, or we
are feeling the impact of some bad
decision we might have made. Fall
is our season of reflections, of
wishing we did some things differ-
ently. Our chief objective now, with
our children grown, is to invest in
ourselves in preparation for our
retirement and the golden years that
lay ahead. Our biological clocks are
ticking. Tick. Tick. Tick.

Those beyond their 60s are in
their golden years—those years that
should be the happiest because we
have lived a long and productive
life. We have captured a storehouse
of memories to brighten our days.
We no longer have to set the alarm
clock before going to bed. And, we
don’t have to rush around in the
mornings to feed our families and
get our husbands off to work before
getting ready to go to work our-
selves. We have earned this time of
relaxation. This time to enjoy the
grandchildren and great-grandchil-
dren. To smile to passersby and to
show concern for those around us.
We have gotten older and with age
we have grown wiser. Now we fully
understand what it means to “take
time to smell the roses.” And, our
financial worries are over.

Or have they just begun?

The golden years our senior citi-
zens experience today are far differ-
ent and far more stressful than they
were during the years [ experienced
with my grandparents in the 40s
and 50s.

I feel that there are two major
reasons why senior citizens cannot
enjoy their golden years today as
our grandparents did.

One reason is the unavoidable
breakdown in the close-knit family
structure that once existed. While I
was growing up and long after my
grandparent’s demise, my dad, his
seven remaining brothers and sis-
ters and their families; my mother
and her brother and his family all
lived within 75 miles of each other
and their parents. This is no longer
true today. My own family of four
daughters is a prime example of
this. At the same time, one lived in
Missouri, one in Kansas, another in
Virginia, and our youngest in
Texas.

The second reason, in my opin-
ion, is economics or, specifically,
the steadily escalating cost of [iving
we've been experiencing Since the

days of our grandparents. Once our
kids grew up and went off to col-
lege they had to go to the big cities
where the jobs were—and those
jobs were usually not near home. &
With the vast distances between
families today, the family support
that was so prevalent 50 years ago
does not exist. It cannot exist today,
because the demands necessary for
sheer survival have changed.

People, over the last 40 years,
have been slow to catch on to these
changes just as spring is having a
hard time catching hold this year. If
we had “caught on” and realized
four decades ago that when our bio-
logical clocks tick into winter, milk
would be $2.89 a gallon, bread
would be $1.49 a loaf, and we
would have to pay for each glass of »
water we drink, we might have
striven to plan better for the golden
years many of us are experiencing
now.

Today, we have many public
benefits our grandparents didn’t
have. But we also have day to day
cost of living expenses that would
have caused them nightmares had
they been able to foresee the future
and known what it was going to
cost their children, grandchildren:
and great-grandchildren just to sur-
vive. b

it will make it. So will we! But, for
many of our senior citizens survival
will be a struggle.

CATERPILLARS ARE ACTIVE

It's hard to believe, but il is time
for the eastern tent caterpillar again.
I.saw the first nest about six weeks
ago and the number has been
increasing rapidly. Deloliation of
trees. building of unsightly nests in
trees, and wandering caterpillars
crawling over plants, walkways,
and roads cause this insect o be a
pest in the late spring and carly
summer.

These insects overwinter as eggs
in shiny, black egg masses wrapped
around pencil-size or smaller tree
branches. The caterpillars are seen
about the time wild cherry tree buds
begin to open, usually in early
March. They are commonly found
on wild cherry, apple, and crabap-
ple, but may be found on hawthom,
maple, birch, cherry, pear and plum,
as well,

The caterpillars are social, and
like to stay together after they
hatch, Caterpillars from one egg
mass (150-400 caterpillars) spin a
silken tent in the crotch of a tree.
Caterpillars from two or more egg
masses may unite to form one large
colony. During the heat of the day

or rainy weather, the caterpillars
remain within the tent. They emerge
to feed on leaves in the early morn-
ing, evening, or at night when it is
not too cold.

Tent caterpillars can nearly defo-
liate a tree when numerous, the tree
will usually recover and put out a
new crop of leaves. In the land-
scape, however, nests can become
an eyesore, particularly when
exposed by excessive defoliation.

The larvae are hairy caterpillars,
black with a white stripe down the
back, brown and yellow lines along
the sides, and a row of oval blue
spots on the sides. As the larvae
feed on the foliage, they increase
the size of the web until it is a foot
or more in length. In four to six
weeks the caterpillars are full
grown and 2 to 2 1/2 inches long. At
this time, they begin to wander
away from the nest in search of pro-
tected areas to spin a cocoon.

The caterpillars can cause con-
siderable concern at this time. They
are frequently seen crawling on
other types of plants, walkways,
and storage buildings. They are a
nuisance and can creale a mess
when they are squashed on drive-
ways, sidewalks, and patios. But
keep in mind that they are no longer
looking for food. Insecticides gen-
erally will not work on mature

The eastern tent caterpillar
cocoon is about 1 inch long and
made of closely woven white or
yellowish silk and is attached to
other objects by a few coarser
threads. The adult moth emerges
from the cocoon about 3 weeks
later. The moth is reddish-brown
with two pale stripes running diag-
onally across each forewing. Moths
mate and females begin (o lay eggs
on small branches. The eggs will

hatch next spring. There is just one
generation per year.

Prevention and early control is
very important. Removal and
destruction of the egg masses from
ornamentals and fruit trees during
winter greatly reduces the problem
next spring. In the early spring,
small tents can be removed and
destroyed by hand. Larger tents
may be pruned out and destroyed or
removed by winding the nest upon
the end of a stick. Itis best to do this

around dusk or early in the morning
when the caterpillars are in the tent.
Burning the tents out with a torch is
not recommended since the intense
heat can damage the tree.

For larger trees or trees that have
several nests, a spray may be need-
ed. Young caterpillars can be killed
by applying an insecticide contain-
ing bacillus thuringiensis var
kurstaki.

Other insecticides include car-

malathion. Larvae within the tents
are protected beneath the webbing
and are more difficult to kill with an
insecticide,

In celebration of mothers

Although the exact date varies,
well over 40 countries around the
world honor mothers with a spe-
cial day.

As the United States, a number
of countries including Italy,
Australia and Turkey pay tribute
to mothers on the second Sunday
in April, which falls this year on
May 11. International Mother’s
Day is always celebrated on May
11

The origins of Mother's Day
are deeply rooted in history. Some
say the earliest known recognition
of the event goes back to ancient
Greece and the springtime cele-

brations in honor of Rhea, the
mother of gods.
In the 1600's, England

observed a day called Mothering
Sunday, when large numbers of
poor servanls were given the day
off and allowed to travel home to
spend the day with their mothers.

In the United States, Mother’s
Day has been traced back to Julia
Ward Howe, who also wrote the
words to the Battle Hymn of the
Republic. She organized meetings
in Boston and dedicated the given
day to peace.

However, the idea for Mother's
Day is usually attributed 1o Anna
Jarvis who apparently held a 1907
service in a West Virginia church
to honor the memory of her own
mother. As the celebration of
mothers began o spread across
the nation, President Woodrow
Wilson proclaimed Mother's Day
a national holiday in 1914.

Here are some idea starters for
honoring the mothers in your life.
Use your own creativity to come
up with other possibilities.

* Why not?

Get up early and knock on your
mom’s door. Give her a moment to
wake up, telling her you have a
special surprise, Then march 1n
with a smile, a Happy Mother's
Day song, a bouquet ‘of flowers,
the morning paper, and breakfast
in bed! Start early and be very
quiel as you make your prepara-
tions. Involve as many family
members as you can. To increase
the element of surprise, do it on
Saturday morning instead of wait-
ing until Sunday

» Earlier in the week, hand
deliver one or more flowers 1o
your mom at her place of work, or
treat her to lunch at a favonte
restaurant.

» Give a gift centificate for a
massage or makeover. You can
purchase a gift certificate for pro-
fessional services, or you can cre-
ate a homemade gift certificate
and provide the services yourself.

* Care for younger children and
household responsibilities so your
mom can have three or four hours
free just for herself.

» Give your wife or mother
coupons that she can redeem for
household errands, chores or spe-
cial fix-it jobs,

» And for husbands, the old
standby of candlelight dinner fol-
lowed by a relaxed evening of
entertainment is always a winner.

Don't forget your mother-in-
law, your foster mother, your aunt
who did not have children of her
own but always cared for you in a
special way, or the lady from your
childhood who treated you.as a
son or daughter.

* And be flexible. Don't feel like
your celebrations of Mother's Day
need to be confined to the second
Sunday in May. Anytime a week
or so before and after May 11 is a
great time to observe this annual
tribute to the spirit of motherhood.

Parents, relatives, pub-
lic and private agencies,
employees, and con-
cemed citizens are urged
to help the District find any
infant, toddler, child, or
youth who may have a dis-
ability and need special
education and related ser-
vices. The school district
needs to know the name
and age or date of birth of
the child or youth; the
name, address, and phone
number of his or her par-
ents or guardian, the pos-
sible disability, and other
information to determine if
special education is need-
ed. Letters and phone
calls are some of the ways
the District collects the
information needed. The
information the school dis-
trict collects will be used to
contact the parents of the
child or youth and find out
if the child or youth needs
to be evaluated.

CHILD FIND activities
will continue throughout
the school year. As part of
these efforts the District
will use screening informa-
tion, student records, and
basic assessment infor-
mation it collects on all
children and youth in the
district to help locate those
children and youth who
have a disability and need
special education.

Any information the dis-
trict collects through
CHILD FIND is maintained
confidentially. Parents
and eligible students have
the right to inspect and
review their educational
records, as well as ask for
changes in the records if
they disagree with the
information in the records.
The District has policies
and procedures for keep-
ing information confiden-
tial. These policies and
procedures are based on
the Family Education
Rights and Privacy Act and
the Individuals  with
Disabilities Education Act.

The District keeps child
and youth records in a
secure computer system
and in locked files in each
school and the central
office. Records are kept
for at least seven years
after they are no longer
needed for education pur-
poses. They are Kept
longer if there is an out-
standing request to review
them. The district gives
notice before destroying
the records by shredding
them. The district obtains
parental consent before
disclosing information
from the records.

Copies of the district's
policies and procedures as
well as information about
disabilities and special
education are available
from Brenda Fish, Special
Education Director, or the
principal of each Floyd
County School. If you
