One of the Floyd County 
youths charged \\lth the Lillelid 
famil) murders reportedly admit­
ted to an Arizona detention officer 
that she was present when the mur­
ders occurred. 

According to the officer's re­
port, read during Karen Renea 
Howell's arraignment Wednesday 
in Greene County Juvenile Court 
in Tennessee, Howell said she wit· 
nessed the murders but "d1dn 't do 
anythmg.'' 

"She incrimmated herself with 
a voluntary statement,'' Greene 
County Sheriff Terry Jones said 
Thursday. 

Shenff Jones also said that 
Howell, 17, of Toler, had one of 
the victim's Social Security card in 
her wallet when she and five other 
Eastern Kentucky youths were ar­
rested last month in Douglas, Ari­
zona. 

The Soc1al Secunl) card be­
longed to 2-year-old Peter Lillelid, 
the only survivor of the fatal attack 
on h1s parents and sister, the sher­
iff said. 

The six youths allegedly killed 
Vidar and Delfina Lillelid and 
their 6-year-old daughter, Tabitha, 
during a car-jacking and theft near 
an Interstate 81 rest area. Peter, 
who was shot in the eye and chest, 
is recovering in a Knoxville reha­
bilitatiOn center. 

Greene County Juvenile Judge 
James Carter ordered that Howell 
be detained until a transfer hearing 
isheldonJuly 17. 

Transfer hearings involve pro­
cedures for trying juveniles as 
adults. 

Jason Blake Bryant, 14, of Mar­
rowbone, waived his detention 
hearing Wednesday, and his trans­
fer hearing is scheduled for July 
15.

With preliminary hearings set 
to begm next Yoeek for the four 
adults charged in the murder of the 
Lillelid family of Knoxv11le. Ten­
nessee. Betsy Layne High 
School's National Honor Society, 
along with the student body, has 
begun to pave a road to recovery. 

The fact that all four alleged 
suspects attended Betsy Layne for 
short periods of time, and the 
cla1m that they were mvol\ed 1n 
the occult, has led many to sup­
pose tllat the chool IS "the cult 
cap11al of tlle .,., orld ' The atiOn· 
al Honor Society, hO\\ ever, has 
contradicted these rumors. 

'They decided to look to the one 
light in this trag1c event While 
four previous students allegedly 
looked to end the life of nn entire 
family, this organu.auon sought 
out the one person they could save. 

H1s name is Peter L1llelld. 
Though only three >ears old. he 
has already suffered the loss of h1s 
mother. father, and sister. and 
taken gunshots to h1s chest and 
eye. As he fought for h1s life m a 
hospital in Tennessee, the students 
at Betsy Layne decided to fight 
right bes1de him. 

On April 18. m a campaign led 
by the honor soc1cty, $535-near-
1) one dollar per student- v.as 
ra1sed for his fund. The ~tudents 
hung a banner 1n the front lobb).

That is why 
I' II be preparing some kind of legisla­
tion to be considered no later than the 
1998 regular session of the General 
Assembly, but I think the urgency of 
the situation indicates that a more 
appropriate time would be the special 
session I'll probably be calling this 
spring to consider higher education." 
When did the governor agam speak of 
this issue? Nevermore. 

Perhaps blinded by an optimistic 
devotion and emotional allachment to 
the1r cause the hopes of man) cru­
saders for h1ghv\ a) :,alety were ra1sed 
h1gh. only to be dashed by Governor 

Patton's (predictable?) failure to fol­
low up on his promise. Many of those 
who saw through the whimsical 
pledge had not forgotten the gover­
nor's campaign promise to return 50 
percent of coal severance revenues 
back to Eastern Kentucky within his 
first year in office (Yes, it was a cam­
paign promise, and since campaign 
promtses have become ... well, cam­
paign promises, then I suppose it 
shouldn't be called a breach of public 
trust). The skeptics also remember 
Patton's promise not to support 
Clinton in last year's election if 
Clinton attacked tobacco, or the gov­
ernor's speech last spring, when, in 
defense of the worker's of the state, he 
challenged those who demanded 
change in the worker's comp system 
to, "Show me where the compensation 
costs for a worker doing essentially 
the same job in Kentucky is signifi­
cantly higher than the cost in other 
states?"

The Democracy Resource 
Center is releasing today, the 75-
page booklet: Just Spending: A 
Citizen's Guide to Understanding 
and Changing the County Budget. 

Draft budgets have been in the 
possession of fiscal courts smce 
May 1st, and, by the end of June, 
every county in Kentucky must 
sign off on their final budget for 
the upcoming fiscal year. 

Local governments are respon­
sible for sewers, water. garbage 
pickup, road paving, fire, police, 
libraries and many other essential 
services. Their budgets dctemune 
\\hich areas of the county get 
these important services. 

"Ninety-nine times out of a 
hundred. \\hen people go to their 
fiscal court to ask for a park, a 
playground, a sewer line, a new 
fire truck, or something else they 
really need, they're told. 'there's 
no mone).' * "If they take the next step and 
get a copy of the budget. they're 
faced with pages of codes that 
might as well be a fore1gn lan­
guage. We want to make it easier 
for people to get involved in deci­
sions about public spending," 
says Liz Natter. director of the 
Democracy Resource Center. 

Tiffany Harmon. board mem­
ber of the Center. says this gUJde 
will help take some of the diffi.

exactly how much the court overspent thts 
year, officials are calling Manm County's 
budget crisis the \\Orst in Eastern Kentucky. 

"We really won't know how much the 
county is over budget for quite some time," 
said department of local government finan­
cial officer Tom Dobson, last Thursday. 
"But I oversee 31 counttes tn Eastern 
Kentucky and Martin County is in the worst 
shape of them all." 

Accordmg to figures released last week, 
the court owes about $172,000 in bills (up 
to March 31) and has about $150,000 in the 
bank to cover them. The county should 
receive an estimated $85,000 in tax revenue 
from the Martin County Sheriff's Office, 
but that will not cover the $132,000 needed 
to meet the county's payroll for May and 
June. Depending on the btlls from April, 
May and June, the county could face a bud­
get deficit as high as $150,000. Early esti­
mates wh1ch put the county's deficit at 
$230.000 (given by local oflictals and state 
officials) did not include the la~t tax settle­
ment from the shenft 's office. 

But the county also faces an added 
$127.000 to pay back the first installment of 
federal grant money from the COPS Fast 
program. funded by the U.S. Department of 
Justice to put more police officers on the 
street. 

The county, by cutting the sheriff's 
office out of the annual budget, \\til appar­
ently have to pay the grant money hack. 
according to Alan Reifenberg, the asststant 
general counsel for the justice department. 
Dobson said last Thursday that Ius office 
has been made aware of the problem and 
has been in contact with federal officials to 
determine exactly how much will have to be 
paid back. 

"It was unexpected, but we have been in 
contact with the feds to sec what we can 
do," Dobson said. "It may be something 
that the county can pay back gradually.'' 

Dobson satd that the budget, if approved 
by the state, would be a very lean one He 
also said that the court must \\Ork through 
its problems if it is to avoid scnous state 
action. 

··It's going to be an austere budget this 
time,'' he said. "The county will he operat­
mg with significantly less funds than the} 
had last year and they have to pa) off that 
debt. That's the bottom ltne. The court can 
no longer approve bills then worry about 
the money later."

Lawsuits taking toll on school system 
The seemingly perpetual stream of lawsuits filed 

against the Magoffin County Board of Education is tak­
ing its toll on the system's budget in more ways than 
one. 

During the current fiscal year, the system has spent 
in the vicinity of $80,000 to $100.000 insurance 
deductibles and legal fees. The system has had as many 
as 34 suits pending against the board simultaneously 
during the past year.

a recent meeting.

BAD TIMES FOR GOOD 
SAMARITANS 

- In January, Ron Seaward 
stopped, along with a police officer, 
to help a driver whose car was in a 
ditch near London. Ontario. While 
he was pushing that car out, two 
cars hit his truck, and as the officer 
was writing up the report for 
Seaward's insurance company, he 
discovered that Seaward's driver's 
license had expired (For which he 
was later fined). 

- Trial began in March in the 
lawsuit of Linda Jean Schneider, 49, 
against two physicians and the John 
Muir Medical Hospital near San 
Francisco, for their negligence in 
actually saving her life: Schneider 
has a slowly terminal, degenerative 
neurological disorder (Melas syn­
drome) that causes seizures, and she 
had wanted to die, but the doctors 
kept feeding and caring for her.

Johnson, 
despite the temptation to skim at 
least a little off the top to take care 
of his Christmas bills, stood guard 
over all the loot until police arrived. 
National City Bank people called 
Johnson three days later to inform 
him that his loan application for 
$500, submitted before the bank 
robbery, was denied. 

- The owners of the Garden 
Juice Bar in San Francisco told a 
state labor official in February that 
on most days for the past year they 
had provided neighborhood hang­
er-on (and perhaps homeless) 
Eugenia McCoy free meals. 
However, in January McCoy filed a 
state labor claim that she had not 
been paid for all the on-premises 
"work" she had been doing, such as, 
for the last "40 minutes" of each 
"shift," standing outside to make 
sure no one broke the restaurant's 
windows. Despite the owners' vehe­
ment denials that McCoy ever 
worked for them, the labor official 
set the matter for a formal hearing 
(largely because she doubted that 
restaurant owners could be so gen­
erous).

FCEAC presents 
board of education 
with athletic 
recommendations 

Summer is approaching 
and school is winding 
down for their final month 
as plans are being made for 
vacations and other out­
ings. 

But for the Floyd County 
Elementary Association 

Ed Taylor Council plans are still fore-
Sports Editor going in looking to next 

season for the start of foot­
ball and basketball. 

"We've worked hard on what we have 
already accomplished this year," said asso­
ciation chairman Pete Grigsby, Jr. "We still 
have some work that needs to be done and 
items that need to be addressed." 

The association made some recommen­
dations to the board of education this past 
Tuesday night at the board meeting. 
Recommendations include: 

• To admit The Mountain Christian 
Academy into the Floyd County 
Basketball Conference for the 1997-98 
school year. MCA will become a member 
of the South Divsion. 

"They agreed to all the terms that the 
committee has adopted and the board 
approved as by-law," said Grigsby. "They 
will make an extra game for the South 
Division." 

• To admit all teachers free to elemen­
tary basketball games and consider doing 
the same for high school games. 

"Most of the schools allow the teachers 
to get in free already," he said. "We just 
)'/anted it put into the by-laws." 

• Th~ brga.lnz<Hion of an official's asso­
ciation (football and basketball) for ele­
mentary athletic events. 

"The officials, who register and join our 
association, will be placed in a pool for the 
schools to draw from and be assigned 
games," Grigsby explained. "They have to 
join and meet the conditions we have laid 
out." 

Those conditions include: being regis­
tered with the KHSAA; being a member of 
the FCEAC Association; wear proper uni­
form and attire; attend one on the court 
training from the KHSAA panorama's or 
the annual FCEAC referee clinic. 

• The County Athletic Director (who has 
not been appointed yet) will schedule all 
conference basketball games for the 
FCEAC schools beginning with the '97-
'98 season. 

"We don't know right now who the 
County Athletic DirectOr will be," Grigsby 
said, "but I fill that position now on the 
grade school level. But my understanding 
is there will be an Athletic Director named 
for next season." 

Grigsby said he is very much interested 
in the AD job for both high school and ele­
mentary schools. 

"It's a big job and we have made so 
much progress already," he said. "It would 
be a challenge for us all." 

• Conference basketball games for the 
North Division shall be 17 games and the 
South Division will play 18 games due to 
having one more team (MCA). 

Sportsmanship at games, supervision of 
games and crowd control are still areas that 
Grigsby feels needs to be addressed. 

"We have other areas we need to work 
on," he said. "But the coaches and princi­
pals have all been working well together 
and we have come a long way." 

Grigsby said that when it came to con­
duct, the association would abide by the 
KHSAA rules. 

"If a coach is ejected from a game, they 
will serve a one game suspension," he said. 
"If a player is ejected from a game, they 
will be suspended one game." 

Under the new association rules, each 
county team will be required to play each 
other twice in their division and once in the 
oppostite division. Each game will take on 
a special meaning and making each game 
important, unlike last year.
