Jury could
get stabbing
case today

A Floyd County jury may ren-
der a verdict today (Wednesday) in
the case of a Hueysville man who
is charged with the stabbing of an-
other man at a McDowell bar in
December.

Cisco Neeley, 41, is charged
with first degree assault for al-
legedly stabbing Billy Darrell
Stumbo in the arm at G&L Bar on
December 7, 1996.

Commonwealth attorney John
Earl Hunt presented evidence
through the testimony of numer-
ous eyewitnesses who said that
after the defendant had an alterca-
tion with another subject, Neeley
stabbed Stumbo.

Paintsville attorney Ed Spencer,
who is representing Neeley in the
trial, contends that his client was
defending himself when the stab-
bing occurred,

Steve Hamilton, who apparent-
ly had an initial confrontation with
Neeley, told the jury Tuesday in
Floyd Circuit Court that he got

Board attorney Jerry Patton said
it wasn't a "good idea" to mix other
issues into litigation discussions
and suggested that the board avoid
getting "too particular" in the
wording.

Commission meet 1s cancelled
over ‘fed-up’ mayor’s objection

Open Meetings Law fever
seems (o be spreading throughout
the county with Thursday night's
cancellation of a special Wheel-
wright City Commission meeting.

City attorney Tim Parker in-
formed the commission that any ac-
tions taken could be voided if prop-
er notification was not made.

The discussion apparently an-
gered Mayor Sammons.

"The hell with all of you," Sam-

mons said. "We're having a meet-
ing. Do what you want to. File a
lawsuit if you want to. I'm fed up
with the media. I'm fed up with the
commissioners. I'm fed up with all
this bull s---."

The mayor's choice of words
prompted police chief Tommy
Engle to say, "Mayor, they'll be no
blackguarding at this meeting."

Sammons pointed his finger at

Engle said, "I'm fed up with you,
too. Sheriff, escort the police chief
from the meeting."

One female audience member
commented, "I don't want to be at
this meeting if there is going to be
blackguarding.”

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson was at Thursday's meet-

ing, but before he
' could act, the city at-
| torney calmed the sit-
uation.

Parker suggested

(KCTCS) board are John R. Banks
Jr. of Hopkinsville; Richard A
Bean of Louisville; Michael S,
Hoseus of Lexington; Loma B.
Littrell of Hendersonville; Diana
L. Lutz of Madisonville; Cynthia
L. Read of Louisville; and Marvin
D. Russow of Mt. Washington.

The regents will govern 13 of
the University of Kentucky’s com-
munity colleges and the 25 Ken-
tucky Tech schools, The regents
will be sworn in on Monday, July
21, in Frankfort.

Six more board members, rep-
resenting student, staff and faculty
from the community colleges and
tech schools will be chosen in a
process to be determined by the
KCTCS Board.

The board, established by an act
of the state's general assembly,
will also hire an executive director
whose job will include setting new
policies for management of the
schools.

Prior to the appointment of the
board, state community colleges
were under the direct control of the
University of Kentucky.

Hilltop plans have it all; but costs

An architect’s rendering of a
mountaintop recreational complex
in Prestonsburg was given close
scrutiny by the Prestonsburg Prop-
erties Advisory Commission at a
meeting Friday at the Mountain
Arts Center.

Chris Chrisman, an architect
with Summit Engineering, present-
ed two concepts of facilities place-
ment on the mountaintop complex.
The two options showed various
sports fields; volleyball, basketball,
and tennis courts; walking and jog-
ging tracks; a rollerblade/skate-
board facility; children’s play-
ground areas; picnic shelter areas;

parking; and concessions.

Chrisman also discussed a pro-
posal to build a senior citizens ac-
tivity center that he envisioned as
“set in formal gardens with
strolling paths and benches™ and a
civic center.

Chrisman advised the group to
consider locating a middle or ele-
mentary school on the site to take
advantage of the athletic and recre-
ational facilities at the complex.

Chrisman’s first rendering
showed a road that circled the ath-
letic portion of the recreational
complex. A parking area was on the
left side of the roadway and visitors
would have to cross the road to

Then Risner asked, “‘Will they
give me the death penalty for
this?'" Ferrell testified.

The jailer also testified that
Mullins, another of the suspects,
said that the victims were crying
before they died and that he told
them to “shut up.”

Mullins and Risner are among
six Kentuckians charged with the
murders of the Lillelids and the
attempted murder of Peter Lillelid,
the only survivor of the attack.

The shootings occurred when
the family was returning to their
home at Powell, near Knoxville,
from a Jehovah's Witness assembly
in Johnson City.

Two days after the killings, the
suspects made an unsuccessful
attempt to enter Mexico in the
Lillelids" van.

Ferrell wrote in an April 8 inci-
dent report that Mullins ‘told him,
“We stole that car to go to Mexico.
We went through them people’s
pockets for money for gas. I didn’t
think they was dead. I didn’t want
them kids dead.””

According to Ferrell's report,
while Mullins was going through
the booking process, he said, "Joe
made me do it. Joe killed them peo-
ple. I'had a gun, but I didn't use it.”

But after about five or s1x min-
utes, Mullins began crying and
talking again, the report stated.

Reading from his report of that
day, Ferrell testified Monday that
Mullins said of the victims: “They
were crying, | told ‘em to shut up.
I wasn’t on no drugs. I "'member it
all. I wish I hadn't done it, I wish
we hadn’t done that to them peo-

Your family pets need

protection from heat

Editor:

As the summer officially arrives and the weather
heats up, the Humane Society of the United States
(HSUS) reminds readers that pets, like people, can suf-
fer from the heat—especially when left in a parked car.

Like their owners, companion animals enjoy the
opportunities warm weather provides for outdoor activ-
ities. However, the needless suffering, and occasional
death, of an animal imprisoned in a car on a warm day
1s a tragedy that is entirely preventable.

On a hot and humid day, the temperature inside a car
rises very quickly. On an 85-degree day, for example,
the temperature inside a car with the windows open
slightly will reach 102 degrees within 10 minutes. After
30 minutes, the temperature will reach 120 degrees. On
warmer days, it will get even hotter.

A dog’s normal body temperature is 101.5 to 102.2
degrees. A dog can withstand a body temperature of
107 to 108 degrees for only a very short time before

We can offer no similar assur-
ances about your investment in
quality education for your kids,
but we did get something of an
eye-opener in that area this
week.

Tagged along to the Kentucky
School Boards Association
(KSBA) summer conference last
weekend in Lexington, where
we expected the good ‘ol boys
(and girls) to gather in good ‘ol
boy fashion.

Surprise, surprise.

There are actually quite a few
school board members around
the state who are genuinely
interested in learning about their
roles and responsibilities, as our
observations of conference
attendance indicated.

On the opposite side of that
coin, it was interesting to note,
too, that some troubled systems
in our area had no representa-
tives at the conference.

Since we didn’t get to sit in on
any of the discussions, we can'’t
say how effective they were. But
we can say this...if you weren’t
there, you didn’t learn anything.

Maybe that’s why in some
systems, improvements are
slower to arrive.

The KSBA conferences are
held to provide the means for
school board members to obtain
continuing education credits,
which they are required by law
to accumulate,

If elected members don’t get
the required number of hours
each year, they can be ruled
ineligible to serve.

The system for awarding
those credit hours is so easy to
abuse, though, the whole
process borders on irrelevance.

Board members are on the
honor system when it comes to
accounting for the classes and
conferences they attend. We
are aware of no policing

process which guarantees that
a board member actually
attended sessions they’ve been
given credit for and, we suspect,
there are a few who are more
ornery than they are honorable.

In other words, some board
members can play hooky and
still get the hours they must to
retain their eligibility.

That's not fair to others who
attend the classes or to board
members’ constituents, who
expect their elected representa-
tives to stay up to date on their
responsibilities.

Oh yeah, it's illegal, too.

If the KSBA started calling roll
at its conferences, there'd be
less chance for cheating. They
owe that much to members who
do put forth the time and effort
to meet their legal obligations.

We support Governor
Patton’s idea that no region
should get a preference on a
new board that will oversee

community college and vo-tech
schools in Kentucky.

But the Guv was overprotec-
tive of that philosophy when he
appointed no Eastern
Kentuckians to that eight-mem-
ber board Monday.

With community colleges in
Prestonsburg and Hazard and a
Kentucky Tech campus in
Paintsville, you'd think our
region would deserve, and
require, a seat at the table.

We got none, though, and
must rely, we suppose on an
appointee from Ashland to rep-
resent our interests.

No discredit to her or any oth-
ers named to the board, but if
our region is to be self-reliant,
educationally and economically,
we should have someone famil-
iar with our needs and goals
helping to make our plans.

No region should get prefer-
ence, on that much we agree.

But every region ought to
have some input. We're on the
outside, looking in...again.

Jail officials responded
to inmate’s grievance

Floyd County jail officials
responded to a grievance filed by
an inmate and confirmed that the
facility was overcrowded, but
denied that any of the prisoners
were being mistreated.

The inmate reported to The
Times that prisoners were sleeping
on the floors, which were flooded
with water, because the facility
was overcrowded; eating breakfast
on the basketball court; and
rationed only one roll of toilet
paper for each cell.

Jailer Roger Webb admitted that
the facility had the capacity for
115 inmates and it had lodged 135
prisoners for a brief time.

"Every jailer I've talked to says
he's overcrowded,” Webb said
Monday.

Webb said the county is benefit-
ing from the number of prisoners
at the jail. “We got 80 state
inmates,” he said, "and we're
bringing in more than $2,100 per
day from state revenue.”

As for prisoners sleeping on the
floor, it was observed that some of
the inmates were sleeping on the
floor but each of the inmates were
on mattresses.

Webb denied the complaining
inmate’s accusations that the jail’s
showers were constantly on and
flooding the floor. “None of them
are sleeping on the floor in water,”
he said.

The jailer admitted that some-
times a few of the showers stick,
“but not enough to flood the floor.”

Webb also admitted that each
cell is limited to one roll of toilet
paper at a time because some of
the prisoners use the paper and
soap to create sculptures.

Webb said the prisoner who
filed the grievance and reported
the conditions at the jail was upset
because the television in his cell
was taken away.

“He's just a discontented
inmate who got put in jail over the
weekend for fighting,” the jailer
said.

Chief deputy jailer Damon
Newsome and deputy jailer Allred
Newsom Jr. said the television was
taken out of the cell because pris-
oners cut a section out of the elec-
tric cord for a cell-made tattoo
machine.

The tattoo machine was confis-
cated from the cell while inmates
ate their breakfast on the basket-
ball court and jail officials
searched the room.

The tattoo machine was con-
structed out of jail-issued tooth-
brushes, tape, ink pens, a staple, a
motor from a. Walkman, and a por-
tion of the television's electric
cord, the deputy jailer said.

“Their television was
away because the way they spliced
the cable — it was a fire hazard,”
Newsome said.

The jailer also added that the
device being used for tattooing
was a health hazard for the
inmates.

“When you have more than 130
inmates and only one complaining
— there can’t be much of a prob-
lem,” Webb said.

More than
100 Floyd

expected at
EKU this fall

Approximately 155 Floyd
Countians are expected to be
among the 15,000-plus students
enrolled at Eastern Kentucky
University this fall.

The deadline, for new, degree-
seeking applicants to apply for
admission is Wednesday, August
6.

Day and evening classes will
start Monday, August 25, and reg-
istration is currently underway.

A slight increase in enrollment
is expected over last fall, when
15,161 students were enrolled,
according to Les Grigsby, EKU
director of admissions.

About 1,900 Eastern students
will attend classes at one of the
University's three educational
centers in Corbin, Manchester and
Danville.

This year's incoming freshmen
will register during Summer
Orientation and will, for the first
time, use the Colonel Connection,
a telephone system implemented
last year to simplify the lives of
EKU students.

Besides registration, students
also use the Connection regularly
to check on housing, admissions
and financial aid status, even their
final semester grades.

As part of an ongoing effort to
better meet the needs of students
and potential employers, several
academic programs have been
modified.

Returning students will also
note a modest increase in tuition,
as set by the Kentucky Council on
Postsecondary Education and
approved by EKU Board of
Regents.

Tuition for the 1997-98 acade-
mic year will be as follows: resi-
dent undergraduate, $900, an
increase of $30; non-resident
undergraduate, $2,700, up $90;
resident graduate, $990, an
increase of $30; non-resident
graduate, $2,970, up $90.

But that's still among the low-
est in Kentucky, Grigsby said,
adding, “The combination of inno-
vative academic programs, afford-
able costs and a competitive finan-
cial aid program make Eastern an
educational bargain and a wise
investment.”

Many prospective students and
their parents are surprised to learn
that about 77 percent of EKU stu-
dents receive some type of finan-
cial assistance, which last year
totaled about $47 million.

More than $10 million of that
amount was in the form of grants,
which do not have to be repaid.
Also, the maximum Pell Grant
award for 1997-98 has been
increased from $2,400 to $2,700.

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Floyd County board approves
elementary recommendations

By a vote of 5-0, the Floyd
County Board of Education
approved other bylaws that will gov-
ern elementary athletics this coming
season, according to County Athletic
Director Pete Grigsby, Jr.

Recommended to the board for
approval and to become part of the
athletic bylaws governing elemen-
tary athletics was a request to admit
The Mountain Christian Academy
into the Floyd County basketball
conference for the 1997-98 school
year. MCA will become a member
of the Southern Division.

The board also approved the
organizing of an officials’ associa-
tion (football and basketball) for ele-
mentary games. Officials, who are to
register with the conference, will be
put into a pool for schools to draw
from and be assigned to referee
county games.

Each official must qualify and
meet requirements in order to be
used as an official. Those require-
ments are:

* Must be registered officials with
the KHSAA.

» Must be a member of the
FCEAC Association,

e Must wear proper uniform and
attire,

* Must attend one on-the-court
training session from the KHSAA,
Panoramas, or the annual FCEAC
referee clinic.

The board also approved the
responsibility of the County Athletic
Director to schedule all conference

games for the FCEAC schools.
Conference games for the Northern
Division will be 17 games while the
Southern Division (because of the
addition of MCA) will play 18
games.

In past seasons, the county ele-
mentary athletics were divided into
four sections. This coming season
will find only two divisions.

“We're off to a good start,” said
Grigsby of the new bylaws. “We’ll
find some bugs in it when we get
started, but we can work those out.
Everyone seems to be excited about
what we have done. The board sup-
ported it unanimously.”

One recommendation that was
sent back for better language was to
admit all teachers free to elementary
basketball and football games and
“consider doing the same for high
school games.”

But board member Jody Mullins
thought the recommendation should
include certified personnel as well.

“I have re-worked that and will
present a new recommendation to
them at the next board meeting,”
said Grigsby.

The new recommendation will
include:

* Free admission to all elemen-
tary. and high school basketball
games for all school personnel, cer-
tified and classified, including board
members and superintendent.

The recommendation is for all
athletic events in the county.

UOFL’S OLSEN NEEDS NO
SYMPATHY

Bill Olsen would want no sympa-
thy as he vacates the second most
visible job in the University of
Louisville athletics department.
More, a bit of understanding and
perspective seems in order.

In the first place, resigned direc-
tor of athletics Olsen was well com-
pensated for seeing to it UofL athlet-
ics made a profit. He deserves high
marks for arranging attractive sched-
ules for athletic teams; negotiating
television contracts for sugar teams,
basketball and football; and for
involvement in pressing forward a
new football stadium.

Alas, as skillful as Olsen was at
topside things, he was not good at
others. Among them, shepherding
his coaches along the chalk line and
monitoring those who barnacled
themselves onto athletic programs.

Those who see Olsen as a fall guy
in the recently troubled UofL’s ath-
letic history, miss the mark. He
lacked vision where it was vital.
UofL's problems recently with the
NCAA parallel remarkably, those
which brought despair to the
University of Kentucky's basketball
program a decade ago. As it said in

.-‘Lhis space several months ago —

those who learn nothing from (UK’'s)
history are doomed to repeat it.
Olsen did precisely that.

Like Cliff Hagan at UK, Olsen
became a victim of his own laissez
faire. For whatever reasons, he
allowed the basketball program to
operate itself and its coaches ran
Cardinal basketball into trouble with
the NCAA rules police.

Symbolized by his resignation
last week, Olsen admits he should

NCAA survey demonstrates, the
director of athletics should have
been more insistent student athletes
show satisfactory progress toward a
college degree as well. UofL's grad-
uation rates since 1990 is 15 per
cent, the NCAA report says —
among the worst in the nation,

UofL's basketball problems aside,
an incident during UofL's football
season last year demonstrates
Olsen’s questionable decision-mak-
ing. Coach Ron Cooper suspended
two starters before the Cardinals'
gaine against Cincinnati for team
rules violations. But when the
Bearcats threatened to score near the
end of the first half, Cooper retreated
from principle and inserted the two
players anyway.

Olsen should have disciplined his
coach and publicly.

Bill Olsen had a good run in 17
years as director of athletics at the
University of Louisville and his con-
tributions were significant. Profits
were made and progress, too. Yet his
departure from UofL's athletic house
was a surprise only because there are
others who should have preceded
him.

Removing mildew from

| household surfaces

Do you 'think that you have
mildew in your home? Perhaps you
see it growing on walls or floors or
iperhaps you smell a musty odor.
'Sometimes dirt on plant, tile or
wood also looks like mildew. To be
isure that it is mildew, put a few
idrops of household bleach solution
‘on the discolored surface. Mildew
will bleach out in a minute or two

dipped in warm sudsy water to
which a few drops of ammonia
have been added. Rinse well with
clear water and wipe dry. If the
stain is still there, test in an incon-
spicuous place and then apply a
commercial mildew stain remover.

Damp wallpaper can be dried
either by heating or air conditioning
the area. Then rinse the mildeweed

spicuous area before using, howev-
er.

Bathrooms can be scrubbed with
a solution of 1 quart chlorine
bleach, 1 tablespoon liquid deter-
gent and 9 quarts water, Use a small
brush to scrub grout lines. Use care
not to mix chlorine bleach with any
other cleaning products. Rinse thor-
oughly after each cleaning chemi-

If natural finished or painted
wood surfaces have mildewed, use
heat and increase the air circulation
to get the wood as dry as possible.
Then thoroughly clean any
mildewed surfaces, woodwork and
other wooden parts by scrubbing
with a mild alkali, such as washing
soda or trisodium phosphate (8 to
10 tablespoons to a gallon of
water). Disinfectants, such as a
quaternary disinfectant or pen-
tachlorophenate can also be used.
(Paint and grocery stores and jani-
tors’ supply houses sell these prod-
ucts under various trade names).
Rinse the wood well with clear
water and allow the wood to dry
thoroughly. If the mold has grown
under the paint or varnish, remove
all of the paint or varnish from the
stained areas. Then scrub with a
solution containing 8 to 10 table-
spoons of trisodium phosphate and
1 cup of household chlorine bleach
to a gallon of water, Stronger solu-
tions can be used if necessary. Wear
rubber gloves to protect your hands
from the strong chemicals.

Take
care not to wet the paper more than
necessary.

For small stains, a
commercial ink eradicator may be
useful. Be sure m test in an incon-

Plastic shower curtains with
mildew stains can be scrubbed with
a brush dipped in a solution of
warm water and soap or detergent.

At that luncheon, an
attorney in the Big Sandy area was
honored for his professional contri-
bution by providing an extraordi-
nary amount of legal representation
to several poor people without
charge to them. In the legal com-
munity this is known as “pro bono”
or “pro bono publico.” A term you
will become more familiar with.

In that article | indicated that we
would consider some interesting
facts about the legal profession and
the professionals known as
lawyers. The word attorney is pre-
ferred today. Whatever one is
called, his/her profession is the
same.

This week I will briefly mcnllon
the Appalachian Research and
Defense Fund of Kentucky Inc. It is
also well-known in Eastern and
Southcentral Kentucky as ARDF,
Legal Aid, Legal Services and
Appalred. Usually, people who use
any of these terms are speaking of
the same nonprofit organization
that is dedicated to helping the
deserving poor, young and old,
who need the services of an attor-
ney but who cannot afford to pay
attorney fees, We will get into a
broader discussion of this program
next week when we discuss the
Title III program and how it relates
to senior citizens with legal needs.

It has been brought to my atten-
tion over and over again, that often-
times our senior citizens on fixed
incomes do not know what to do or
where to turn when they find them-
selves in legal entanglements of
one kind or another. Hopefully, this
series of articles will prove benefi-
cial to any reader in need to legal
intervention. This week, however, |
want to focus on those men and
women who are attorneys or
lawyers. Many citizens find it hard
to believe that they are human
beings just like all people.

I can relate to those of you who
feel that way. I recall, as a young
person, thinking much the same
way about Liz Taylor. It was years
before I could even imagine her

mother's or other womens mother’s
age in Liz" heyday.

I have come to the conclusion
that our society as a whole regard
attorneys much in the same way as
1 regarded this star—unreal, uncar-
ing, without feelings, self-centered,
no problems, no pain and very, very
rich. Through time, however, I
came to understand that she is a
real human being. A real person
with family problems, personal
problems, medical problems, surg-
eries, heartbreaks, tears, triumphs
and tragedies.

Unfortunately, many people per-
ceive attorneys in much the same
way as I perceived Elizabeth Taylor
years ago. Sort of “untouchable”
with no sense of down-to-earth
reality, completely free of problems
real people deal with in real life.
Many people today regard attor-
neys as non compassionate,
eccentrics, out to get all they can
get as fast as they can get it, from
whatever sources they can get i,
egomaniacs. I'm not saying that
they don’t mellow with age as we
all do. Likewise, I am not saying
that there aren’t some who don’t
live up to society's misconception
of what attorneys are like. But in
reality, if we could get to know
every attorney on a personal basis,
we would find there are very few
who are as insensitive as society
has labeled them.

This week, if you will, think
about what you have just read.
We'll continue our discussion next
week as we look more closely at
the legal profession and the men
and women known as attorneys. It
might surprise you just how caring
most of them are.

Certification required to test housing, facilities for lead

The Department for Public
Health in cooperation with the
U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) has established
guidelines and regulatory require-
ments in order to prevent lead poi-
soning to the citizens of Kentucky,
particularly to young children.

Persons living in older homes
which have deteriorated or peeling
paint, who plan to remodel, sell a
residence, or otherwise want to
have lead-hazard detection or
abatement services conducted,
should seek certified persons to do
the work.

Beginning this month, only
persons who have been certified
by the Cabinet for Human

Services are permitted to conduct
lead inspections, risk assessment

and abatement activities in resi-
dential housing and child-occu-
pied facilities built before 1978.

Lead poisoning of children is a
significant environmental and
health threat in the United States
that is preventable, says the U.S,
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention. About one million
children under six years of age in
the United States have blood lead
levels of at least 10 micrograms
per deciliter, a level high enough
to adversely affect their intelli-
gence, behavior and development,
according to the CDC.

“It’s important that we reduce
exposure to lead in housing and in
facilities where the levels are
high. This 1s especially important
in places where children spend a
significant amount of time since
children are the most vulnerable to
lead poisoning,” said Department
for Public Health Commissioner
Rice C. Leach, M.D. "It is impor-
tant that inspections and proce-
dures to remove lead are done cor-
rectly, to avoid situations where

Kentuckians feel they have taken
care of the problem, when it may
still exist.”

Some residential housing built
before 1978 may have significant
amounts of lead in the paint, how-
ever, older homes built before
1960 have been found to have
greatest concentrations of lead.

A child-occupied facility is a
building or portion of a building
constructed before 1978 that a
child six years of age or younger
spends at least three hours a day,
two days a week in, such as day
care, family child-care home, pre-
school or kindergarten classroom.

“If your home or building falls
within the new guidelines, and
you have it checked, ask for docu-
mentation of Kentucky certifica-
tion first,” Leach said,

Elemental lead is a highly toxic
metal and exists throughout the
United States. For example, about
five million tons of lead were used
in residential paint, and lead also
was used in plumbing and numer-
ous other consumer and industrial

goods. About 7.3 million tons
were used for leaded gas.
Although lead pollution preven-
tion methods are underway by
curtailing current uses and pro-
duction, lead continues to be a
threat because it persists indefi-
nitely in the environment, Leach
said.

Poisoning occurs when lead is
absorbed into the blood. While
lead absorption affects virtually
every body system, the brain and
central nervous system are most
severely affected. Extreme lead
poisoning causes convulsions,
mental retardation, seizures and
sometimes death. Children,
infants and fetuses are at particu-
lar risk because lead damages the
developing brain and nervous sys-
tem and may cause permanent
impairment. Even low levels of
lead poisoning reduce intelligence
and may impair physical develop-
ment,

Concerned parents should con-
tact their child's primary physi-
cian. In 1995, Kentucky health

departments screened more than
41,000 Kentucky children under
the age of six years and found that
14 percent of the tests revealed
unsafe levels of lead that could
cause decreased intelligence,
reduced growth and learning dis-
abilities. Nearly 1 percent of those
tested had blood lead levels that
were high enough to cause severe
and adverse health problems such
as kidney and liver damage.

“Lead poisoning is preventable,
but you have to be aware that your
child is being exposed to this haz-
ard. For that reason, it’s impera-
tive that people checking for lead
know what they are doing. This
certification process will ensure
that competent people are carrying
out the work,” Leach said.
