Neither Floyd County school offi­
cials nor Floyd County's jailer were 
aware that a jail work crew, comprised 
of convicted felons. have been working 
at Auxier Elementary during school 
hours. 

school during the summer. 
"They worked during the summer 

and sometimes they worked out in the 
park," Goble said. "Nobody asked for 
them to come. There was a deputy this 
summer over in the park and I asked him 
if the prisoners did work (at schools). I 
asked him if they go to schools and he 
said, 'they sure do.'

The prisoners were "going to try to 
help" make repairs to a mobile class­
room on the campus, Goble said.

Steve Martin have gone to the jail and 
signed out work crews for that commu­
nity, Ruth Goble said. 

"My husband and Steve Martin (has) 
been with them They sign them out (of 
the jail). My husband signs them out and 
he watches them. Then he takes them 
back." 

A prisoner work crew from the coun­
ty jail was in the Auxier community 
from September 2-7, according to Jailer 
Roger Webb, and apparently did work at 
the school.

When asked if she thought it might 

be a problem having prisoners working 
at the school while children are present, 
Goble said, "Yes I do." 

Webb said he doesn't approve of jail 
crews working at schools during school 
hours.

Harassment suit filed

A sexual harassment lawsuit has been 
filed against Wheelwright police chief 
Tommy Engle by the daughter of that 
city's mayor and the chief said the suit is 
a personal attack.

"That was what I knew. I grew 

up in retail at my mom's store

working during the day,'' she said 
Wednesday. 

Her next door neighbor who 
worked with ABC Records knew 
she was dissatisfied with her job 
and asked her what type of business 
she wanted to be in.

"I had no bad habits. They gave 
me a shot," she said. 

Daniels made up for her lack of 
experience with hard work. 

"I would come in at 6 o'clock in 
the morning so they wouldn't know 
I was so slow," she said. 

In the company's publicity 
department, she met writers, who 
asked her to read their songs. She is 
a music lover- "I sing in my car. I 

love the radio. 1 was the one in cho­
rus that Ms. Carlos said she loved it 
so much, but could l sing quieter. I 
sing with such emotion. I feel the 
emotion so deep inside me. I'm 
always listening to the radio or tape 
player." 

She can also pinpoint what's 
wrong with a song and knows how 
to con·ect it. ·'[ am an editor. not a 
writer. Writing - that's what 
makes me freeze up." 

With two children to support and 
no child support coming in, Julie 
quit her job at MCA and started her 
own company, Total Media. The 
company was in business for four 
years and Julie had more income in 
six months than she did in her typ­
ing job at MCA. 

"!could connect the dots. I knew 
what a hit song was. I add the aver­
age Joe's ears. l'm a good editor. I 
don't like to change things," Julie 
said. "I'm good at putting the right 
song with the right artist." 

After four years with Total 
Media, Julie pitched independently 
for a year. She then returned to 
MCA, but in a higher paying posi­
tion as a song plugger. That's when 

she met Brad. who also promoted 
songs. TI1c two fell in love and mar­
ried. 

"We freaked 'em out," Julie 
recalled. Company executives were 
concerned that if the couple had a 
tight and broke up, it would split 
one of the most successful song­
plugging teams in Nashville. 

"We told them Wednesday and 
invited them to the wedding 
Thursday," she said, laughing in 
recollection of the event. 

Julie and Brad Daniel proved the 
skeptics wrong. They stayed togeth­
er and had I 00 singles in the three 
years they stayed with MCA 
records. "Most of them were hits," 
Julie said. 

The two took a "leap of faith" 
and bought a 6,000 square foot 
building for Island Bound Records.

Julie Daniel received an offer to 
be song-plugger with Famous 
Music that paid her three times as 
much as she had previously made. 

"I called Mom. She said, 'You're 
crazy if you don't take the job.'

do this company. I could trust (my 
husband Brad). All these other peo­
ple, I couldn't trust. I turned it 
down, but (the owner) called back 
and he committed close to $70,000 
with us." 

Through the joint venture with 
Famous Music, Island Bound sup­
plied the company with songs and 
Famous Music then owned half the 
copyrights. Famous Music also paid 
part of Island Bound's overhead. 

''We got them four number one 
records," Julie Daniel said. 

When the contract expired with 
Famous Music, EMI, a top compa­
ny in the world, according to 
Daniel, offered Island Bound a deal 
they couldn't refuse. 

"We're giving them top songs," 
Julie Daniel said. 

With Julie Daniel's skills at pro­
motions and her husband's skills at 
management and investment, Island 
Bound Music has developed into a 
million dollar company. The com­
pany has nine of the top writers in 
country music. 

Julie Daniel thinks she owes her 
success, in part, to the skills she 
learned at her mother Abby's store

Engle denies any such conduct 
and said Sammons is trying to get 
back at him for having her father's 
vehicle towed because it had out­
dated tags and she could not pro­
duce verification the car was 
insured.

Bar owner's felony 
charge changed 
to misdemeanor

A felony charge against a bar 
owner accused of assaulted a bur 
glar, who allegedly broke into his 
bar earlier this month, was amend 
ed to a misdemeanor charge 
Wednesday during a preliminary 
hearing.

During a preliminary hearing for 
Hatfield's burglary charge, the 
trooper satd he thought Hatfield 
had been shot from the amount of 
blood on him. 

Assistant county attorney Lance 
Daniels requested the felony charge 
agamst Hall be amended to a mis­
demeanor because weapons were 
not used in the alleged assault and 

the injuries were not life threaten­
ing. 

Daniels said Thursday that it 
was "too early in case·· to say if the 
county attorney's office or the 
trooper anticipated pursuing the 
charge against Hall. 

In Hatfield's preliminary hear­
ing, Baker testified that Hall tried 
to hold the door to keep the alleged 
perpetrator inside the bar until 
authorities arrived at the scene. 

Hatfield is also accused of 
breaking into the residence of 
Colleen Little and Jeff Newman, 
who is also reportedly an owner of 
the bar. 

According to trooper Baker's 
reports, Hatfield allegedly stole 
two firearms and other items from 
Newman's residence. 

Hatfield's attorney, Kristi Gray, 
asked Baker if any weapons or 
money were taken from her client 
\.\hen he was arrested. 

"We could not find any guns in 
the area," Baker said, adding that 
he could not remember if any 
money was taken from Hatfield. 
"There were quarters and change 
scattered throughout the parking 
lot." 

Hatfield is accused of breaking 
into video games at the bar. 

Baker said eye witnesses 
observed Hatfield break mto 
Newman's residence and the bar. 

Floyd District Judge James R. 
Allen found probable cause to refer 
Hatfield's felony charge to the 
grand jury. 

On a motion by his attorney, 
Hatfield's bond was lowered from a 
$7,000 property bond to a $3,500 
partially-secured bond.

healing right. Why dtdn't they fix 
it?" she said regarding the roof.

Self-serving 

Move to require lawyers at closings 
will help attorneys, not consumers 

There ·s little doubt about who will benefit most from a 
move afoot in the Kentucky Bar Association to bar non­
lawyers from handling real-estate closings: attorneys. 
However, the benefit for those buying and selling property 
is questionable. 

Those involved in a real estate transaction certainly 
should have the option of having the services of an attorney, 
and there are many times when using the expertise of a 
lawyer would be advisable. However, the decision of 
whether to use an attorney should be a matter of choice, not 
a legal requirement. 

The proposal before the bar association\ board of gover­
nors would make it a misdemeanor for lay people to conduct 
closings by invoking a state law forbidding the practice of 
law without a license. The 21-member board is researching 
the proposal and will make a recommendation to the 
Kentucky Supreme Court. 

The bar association approved the use of non-lawyers in 
closings in 1981, and since then, attorneys have been cut out 
of much of a once-lucrative legal field. Many banks and 
real-estate agents now use their own experts to handle less­
complicated deals, and title companies are performing com­
plicated title research-all at a fraction of the cost attorneys 
charge for the same services. 

Proponents of the proposed change argue that the non­
involvement of lawyers puts the public at risk with bad 
advice, but they offer no evidence that non-lawyers are 
more likely to make mistakes in land deals than lawyers. 

In order to gain work for the plethora of lawyers that exist 
in many Kentucky communities, the bar association propos­
al is attacking a problem that doesn't exist. That's nonsense.

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Suspended police chief says he'll take 
·Wheelwright City Commission to court JennY WileY

While Wheelwright City 
Commissioners met on September 
I 0 to revamp police department 
policies and procedures. police 
chief Tommy Engle said he 
planned to take commissioners to 
court. 

Engle was suspended without 
1 pay from his duties in July until 

commissioners could hear citizen 
complaints against the chief. 

The hearmg was held on 
September 5 and all but one charge 
against Engle was dismissed. 
Commissioners voted to issue 
Engle a "major reprimand" and not 

, pay him for the time he was sus­
pended. 

Engle said last week that he 
intends to sue the commission in 
Floyd Circuit Court for his back 
pay and wifl also file suit in federal 
court. He did not indicate on what 
grounds he intends to sue commis-

' sioners in federal court. 
The police chief said he is 

pleased with the community sup­
port he has rece1ved. 

"I want to show my appreciation 
for the cards and phone calls I have 
received from the community," he 
said. "There's more to come." 

After the special meeting last 
week. Commissioner Andy Akers 
instructed city clerk Mary Ann 
Slone to prepare a Jeuer to be sent 
to the state Attorney General's 
Office asking for an investigation 

' into Engle's situation. 
"I want to ask the attorney gen­

eral to investigate these attacks on 
our police chief," Akers said. 

During the special meeting, city 
attorney Tim Parker presented a 
revised policy, which he said con­
formed more closely to state law 
and specified the grounds for a 
minor and major reprimand. 

A major reprimand can be 
issued only if an officer is charged 
with a class A misdemeanor or 
felony. and if an officer causes a 

danger to public safety. Any other 
violation of policy would be cause 
for a minor reprimand. After three 
minor reprimands, an officer may 
be fin;d. 

Parker referred to incidents 
when a civilian's car may be 
rammed by a policeman in an effort 
to stop the vehicle, which apparent­
ly was one of the charges against 
Engle. 

Ethics commissioner David HaJJ 
asked Parker about an officer's 
training which, he said, teaches 
policemen how to protect them­
selves in dangerous situations. 

With Hall's questions, 
Commissioner Luther Johnson 
commented, "They don't teach 
them to knock the hell out of them 
and beat them to death " 

Johnson did not explain his 
comment and there has been no 
indication that Engle has been 
charged with such an offense. 

Commissioner Akers questioned 
a change which declares that city 
police officers are classified as "at­
will employees," who can be fired 
by the commission without cause. 

"Can we do that under the 
Policeman's Bill of Rights?" Akers 
asked Parker. 

Parker said the commission 
could because in a sixth class city, 
such as Wheelwright, employees 
arc not covered by civil service 
provisions. 

Akers and Commissioner David 
Boyd disagreed with Parker's 
explanation.

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"David Water District agrees to merger

David Water District commis­
sioners verbally agreed 
Wednesday night for a merger 
between the water company and 
Prestonsburg Utilities. 

The agreement was reached 
during a special joint meeting 
Wednesday of the water compa­
nies. 

The terms of the merger agree­
ment include "good water pres-

- sure ... a waiver on the annexation 
ordinance ... payoff of the David 
water company's debts ... and leave 
rates the way they are until the 
debt is paid off." 

Dan Greene. director of the 
David School - which is the 
largest water user in David -
opened Wednesday's meeting by 
commending the commissioners 
for the work they've put into the 
system over the last 20 years. 

Greene said the town of David 
bought itself in 1975 and gained 

• "some sense of self direction," and 
was fortunate enough to get water 
two years later. 

He said the commissioners had 
become "unsung heroes" for the 
work they have put into the sys­
tem. 

"J think the system in a sense, 
now that it's 20 years old, needs 
more work," Greene said, adding 
that some water users have taken 
advantage of the system. 

"We run it like a family instead 
of a business," David water com­

\f missioner Jackie Howard said. 
"Now that we're moving to a 

different level. we all agree we 
can't operate anymore as a fami-

ly," Greene said. "We need an 
organization that can be strong, 
committed and financially 
secure." 

Greene said he was concerned 
with the David water company 
because the system's debt had 
more than doubled in the last year. 

The David Water District is 
approximately $27,000 in the red, 
according to Howard. 

"The indebtedness is over­
whelming," Greene said. "I think 
the timing is right now for looking 
at a merger. My -.ote would go 
with a company that can provide 
good, clean water every day of the 
year. and with rates that would be 
equitable.'' 

Howard asked Prestonsburg 
Utilities commtsstoners who 
would be responsible for the 
David water company's debt. 

"We don't owe anybody," 
Prestonsburg Utility chairman C. 
J. McNally said. "If we take (the 
David system) over. you· II be 
ours ... we're one in the 
same ... We'll take care of the peo-
ple you owe money to." 

Howard also said that a major 
concern he had with the merger 
was a possible increase in water 
rates for David customers. 

"No. we don't do business that 
way." McNally said. "We'll leave 
your rates exactly the way they are 
for a period of time until the bills 
are paid and then we'll drop the 
rates to our rates. It will never be 
as high as you're paying now." 

David water customers are cur­
rently paying $8.25 for the first 
2,000 gallons of water, and 
Prestonsburg Utility customers 
outside the corporation limits are 

required to pay $6.97 for the same 
amount of water. 

According to Beaver-Elkhorn 
Water District's rates. customers 
pay $14.10 for the first 1,000 gal­
lons of water. half the amount of 
water compared to David and 
Prestonsburg Utility rates. 

Greene said it would cost the 
David School and area customers 
"a lot" if the David water compa­
ny merged with Beaver-Elkhorn. 

Beaver-Elkhorn has been sup­
plying the David Water District 
with water at a rate of $2 per 1.000 
gallons, according to Beaver­
Elkhorn commissioner Tommy 
Hall. 

David L. Shepherd, a David 
resident, questioned Prestonsburg 
Utilities commissioners about 
resolving the water pressure prob­
lem when Branham and Baker's 
coal tipple washes its coal. 

"Well, when we signed a con­
tract to serve Branham and Baker 
we stipulated in the contract that 
our primary objective was to serve 
domestic water - people with 
water in houses" John W. Burke, a 
Prestonsburg Utilities commis­
sioner. said. "We told them that if 
they interfered with it, they would 
have to alter their pumping sched­
ule or reduce their pumping rate so 
it doesn't interl'ere." 

Burke said if the coal company 
could not alter its system to keep 
from interfering with domestic 
customers, Prestonsburg Utilities 
would install an additional water 
tank to service the coal company. 

"If we take you as our cus­
tomers - we'll provide you ser­
vice," Burke said.

Have you noticed that every time 

they remove or take something out

better, run faster, or make things 
healthier for us it cost us more? 

I recall in the 1950s the cost of 
sugar went up on one of its cycles. 
The cost of a 5¢ bottle of pop rose 
in price to 8¢ on the promise that 
the increase was only temporary. 
When sugar dropped in price, so 
would the cost of pop. Well, that's 
been quite a few years ago. You 
know the rest of the story. Sugar 
dropped in price. 

It had been inconvenient to make 
change using all those pennies. This 
almost caused a copper shortage. 
Add to that, the new pop machines 

• were set on 5¢. Of course, the next 
best thing to do was change the 
machines to 10¢ and the climb has 
never stopped. 

But, wait a minute, I need to 
back up, sugar substitute came out 
in 1958. This didn't help lower the 
cost of a "big Pepsi or small Coke." 

Then remember they complete) y 
took the sugar out, and a new prod­
uct hit us called sugar-free. When 
the sugar-free pop first came out, it 
was slightly cheaper until they 
changed the name to ''diet pop" and 
it became more popular. Then they 
stuck the price to us. 

Remember coffee-regular cof­
fee. Then a new coffee product 
entered the coffee pot called decaf­
feinated coffee. That meant they 
took out the caffeine. Then they sell 
us the decaffeinated coffee and use 
the caffeine in other products such 
as sport dririks and pop. Now, you 
can become addicted to the caffeine 
in some drinks. 

So what happened to the price of 
coffee when they took something 
out of coffee? Decaffeinated came 
on the market slightly cheaper. No 
one liked the taste and tJ1ere was no 
addiction to it. Decaffeinated coffee 
began to gain in popularity with 
open heart surgery. The public per­
ception changed and that the caf­
feinated coffee became the suspect 
agent in raising blood pressure,

causing nervousness. and sleepless 
nights. What happened next is that 
the coffee companies saw a loss of 
people getting unhooked from the 
caffeine. The price of regular coffee 
with all the ingredients of caffeine, 
then dropped in ptice. It is now 
twice as cheap as decaffeinated cof­
fee. They want us to stay addicted. 

I hate to get back onto sugar. Do 
you recall when cookie companies 
took the sugar out and used sugar 
substitute? There was no demand 
and diabetics were paying a high 
price. Then we all got health or fat 
conscience and so the cost of sugar 
and fat-free foods go even higher. 

Now let's take a look at that "lit­
tle ol' can of tuna fish." First it 
came packed in that expensive oil. 
They switched to vegetable oil. The 
price remained the same. It now 
comes packed also in spring water 
and the price isn't cheaper. I don't 
know the kind of spring the water 
comes from (probably river water) 
but it cost the same or more than 
tuna with oil. I just don't under­
stand all this. While writing this 
article, I stopped at the above sen­
tence to go to the grocery store. 
While there, I noticed a sale sign, 
"tuna on sale." Well I was curious. I 
looked over the sale and there was a 
new kind of tuna in water. The sign 
display said low sodium tuna. You 
guessed it, without the sodium, it 
cost more. 

What about the modest little 
cracker? You recall before they took 
out the fat? Crackers were cheaper. 
Now they have taken off the salt, 
and they are higher. 

Recollect when cigarettes were 
cheaper. Everyone that ever smoked 
knows how non-addictive they are. 
You can quit anytime you want. 
You just don't want to quit a dirty, 
stinking, unhealthy, cancer and 
heart disease habit. The point I am 
coming to is that you would think 
menthol cigarettes would be more 
expensive; you know, an added 
ingredient. Not so, because menthol 
is also habit forming combined with 
nicotine. This additional addiction 
makes them slightly cheaper. Yes. I 
have heard the tale that this addi­
tional addition helps with sinus 
problems, never mind the heart dis­
ease and lung cancer. They proba­
bly wouldn't have the sinus prob­
lems if they didn't smoke. 

Let's look at good wholesome 
milk. I am not talking about the 
best, but cow's milk in plastic jugs. 
Th(1 dairies took out the butter-fat 
and used it in other products. The 

people want to go with 
Prestonsburg," Howard said. "If 
the tipple hadn't been on your sys­
tem, we would have started (with 
the merger) right here. 

Seldon Horne, Prestonsburg 
Utilities superintendent. told 
Howard and the other David water 
commissioners that he would 
resolve the problem with the coal 
company. 

"Give me an opportunity to 
work that problem out - if we 
can't, we'll do what we have to," 
Horne said. "We will provide you 
with adequate service." 

"Check in our system anywhere 
and we have taken care of the sys­
tem," McNally said. "When we 
take you in our system, you are 
part of it and we'll provide you the 
same service as (customers within 
Prestonsburg)." 

Another concern of Howard's 
was an annexation ordinance 
which water customers sign, 
agreeing not to fight annexation. 

McNally assured the David 
water commissioners that the city 
of Prestonsburg was not interested 
in annexing the town of David, 
and David customers would be 
given a waiver on the ordinance. 

The Prestonsburg Utilities com­
mission agreed to all of Howard's 
and the other commissioners' 
terms of the merger. 

''Jackie, we couldn't ask for 
more," Greene said. 

"Prestonsburg City Utilities has 
never looked at itself as a utility 
only for the city - it's an area 
utility ... ," McNally said. "We've 
been here a long time and our 
track record's behind us and we 
don't apologize for it...We'll be

There was once a differ­
ence in the price in white and black 
wall tires. White-walls were about 
ten dollars more. Now. if you want 
a black wall tire, they simply turn 
the white wall inside and the tire is 
the same price. 

I'll end with this one for thought. 
Food prices are higher we know 
due to the added cost of chemicals 
for insect and disease control. Also, 
the high cost of fertilizer. Now 
comes the popular organic garden­
ing. The grower swears he doesn't 
use man-made pesticides and fertil­
izers. The exception; that which 
comes from man and beast in the 
form of manures. Many barn own­
ers gladly give away the manure to 
get the barn cleaned. I know most 
of us would give freely of ours. The 
price of organic raised foods isn't 
cheaper, it's four to five times high­
er. 

As an old cliche goes. They have 
used or taken out everything but the 
squeal. So. I say once it's in, don't 
take it out. It's too painful on our 
pocket-book.

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Kentucky Department for the Blind staffers 
experience a world without sight or sound 

Sandra K. Isaac, independent 
living specialist and Ken ts Mike 
Hall. vocatiOnal rehabilitation 
counselor Wtth the Kentucky 
Department for the Blind in 
Prestonsburg, recently attended a 
one-week seminar at the Helen 
Keller Nattonal Center's (HKNC) 
headquarters in Sands P01nt, New 
York. 

According to Sr. Bernadette 
Wynne, HKNC's National Training 
Team coordinator, the focus of the 
week was: learning more about liv­
mg independently in the commum­
ty, and recognizing the importance 
and d1fficulty of finding appropriate 
residential placements ncar 
employment sites. Other issues 
addressed mcluded the psychologi­
cal aspects of deaf-bltndness, com­
munication systems used by this 
population, and the world of tech­
nology and adaptive aids and 
devtces. 

The vartous causes of deaf­
bhndness were discussed, including 
Rubella syndrome (mother con­
tracts German measles during her 
first trimester of pregnancy), Usher 
syndrome (a genetic condition com­
bintng deafness and gradual loss of 
vision due to Retinitis Pigmentosa), 
accidents, trauma, disease and 
more. 

HKNC is the only program 
offering short-term comprehensive 
vocational rehabilitatiOn training 
and assistance for job and residen­
ttal placements for all Americans • 
who arc deaf-blind. It also operates

Black Lung clinics program 
to see $1 million increase 

An appropriations bill being 
considered by the U. S. Senate 
contains $5 million for the Black 
Lung Clinics Program, an increase 
of $1 million over last year's 
funding, U.S. Senator Wendell 
Ford (D-KY) announced recently. 

Since the $5 million is con­
tained in both the House and 
Senate versions of the FY 1998 
Labor-HHS Appropriations bill, 
that amount 1s sure to be agreed 
upon when the measure is enacted 
into law, Ford satd. 

The Black Lung Climes 
Program supports 14 grantees tn 
Kentucky and other states which 
treat current and retired coal min­
ers with respiratory and pul­
monary impatrments. The chnics 
offer treatment, education, med-

ication, and rehabilitation for 
black lung sufferers. 

"It's no secret that without 
these clinics, many coal miners 
with black lung will either go 
untreated or be forced to find 
other treatment that is much more 
costly," Ford said. "Stmply put, 
these clinics are the only place 
many of these patients have to 
turn to. This increased funding 
means that the clinics' good work 
will go forward and our miners 
will have access to needed med­
ical care." 

Last year. a House subcommit­
tee had approved $1.9 million for 
the program, putting its future in 
dobbt. However, the final legisla­
tion funded the program at $4 mil­
lion.

Med school will have economic impact

The recently-opened Pikeville College 
School of Osteopathic Medicine will have 
the equivalent of a $40 million annual eco­
nomic impact on Eastern Kentucky begin­
ning in the year 200 I, officials have 
announced. 

The figure, released earlier this week by 
the college's office external affairs, 
mcludes, "very, very conservative" projec­
tions of tuition costs, instructional staff 
salaries and various personal expenses. 

"I think (the medical school) is going to 
help not only Pike County. but all of 
Eastern Kentucky in many ways," said 
Gerri Kinder, the college's director of exter­
nal affairs. 

'1t's a snowball effect," she said. "Every 
time a dollar is spent, it's going to be recy­
cled six or seven times. So the school is not 
only going to improve health care, it will 
also help the area economically." 

The medical school. which opened for 
classes September 8, is expected to pump 
an extra $6.2 million into local economies 
in its first year, a Pike County official said. 

The real economic development is 
expected to come in four years, when the 
instructional staff doubles in size and stu­
dent enrollment climbs to four times its cur­
rent level. 

Estimates of the medical school's annual 
economic impact include: 

• $5.3 m1llion in student tuition costs. 
That money can be used by the college to 
pay instructional staff salaries and other 

expenses. Kinder said. 
• $2.9 million in housing and living 

expenses for students and staff. 
• About $1.4 million other personal 

expenses. 
The officials' projection of the school's 

overall economic impact is based on their 
anticipation that the money will be "recy­
cled" or change hands, at least five times 
within the region. 

"Obvious!)', we're excited about it," said 
Pike County Judge-Executive Donna 
Damron. "This is an example of economic 
development. For us, i.t's the equivalent of 
having industry here." 

The initial projections do not account for 
a future increase in the local tax base, or on

Foreman fired after refusing to get CDL

A longtime Pike County road supervisor 
was terminated Monday by the Pike County 
Fiscal Court for failing to comply with the 
county's administrative code that requires 
all employees who may operate certain 
types of equipment to obtain a commercial 
driver's license. 

Glenn Gibson, superv1sor of District 
One and whose wife, Karen Gibson, is the 
magistrate for that district, was suspended, 
September 2, by the Pike County Fiscal 
Court because he does not have that 
license. 

Gibson has been an employee with the 
county for about 18 years and foreman for 

more than 11 years. 
The new policy requmng the license 

took effect the day before Gibson's suspen 
sion. That policy was passed by the court in 
March. When the court passed the pohcy, 
Karen Gibson was the only magistrate to 
vote ''no" on the issue. 

"There have been a lot of things said 
about this unfortunate situation which are 
not accurate and not relevant to the issue," 
said Pike County Judge-Executive Donna 
Damron. "For instance, it has been incor­
rectly stated the fiscal court terminated Mr. 
Gibson without cause. The court very clear 
ty terminated him for cause his refusal to 
comply with a policy of the fiscal court. 

Several other employees who also faced 
termination were granted extension dead-

lines so they could obtain their CDL, but 
Damron said no employees had been grant­
ed waivers from the policy. 

Magistrates called for an executive ses­
sion to discuss personnel issues, but Gibson 
asked that he be allowed to discuss his 
employment in open court. 

After other matters were discussed in 
executive session, Gibson read a letter in 
open court. However, when one of the mag­
IStrates attempted to ask him a question, he 
refused to answer and sa1d his letter would 
stand as his statement. 

"The tiscal court afforded Mr. Gibson 
due process and an opportumty to be heard 
on the issue," said Damron. "He requested

Airport 
• expansion 

would be 
• economic 

boon to area

Initial work has begun to expand the 

capabilities of the Big Sandy Regional 
Airport - in a move closely tied with 
Martin County's expected economic 
expansion. 

Members of the Big Sandy Regional 
Airport board have requested the assistance 
of Sen. Wendall Ford (0-Ky.), who chairs 
the federal subcommittee on aviation. 

According to Ford representative Matt 
Davis, plans are in the works to expand the 
airport runway from 5,000 feet to 6,000 
feet- enabling it to handle nearly any size 
air traffic. 

"Senator Ford has been in contact with 
the local airport board and has agreed to 
help in any way he can," Davis said. 
"Kentucky airports are high on his priority 
list and I think that his position on the avi­
ation board will benefit Big Sandy." 

Davis said at least two airports in 
Eastern Kentucky - Hazard and Big 
Sandy - are on Ford's list of airports 
which require immediate attention. 

The expansion project, when approved, 
will be the latest in a long line of develop­
ment projects closely tied to the proposed 
450-job federal prison expected to be con­
structed on the Honey Branch Industrial 
site, adjacent to airport property. The 
newly-created Honey Branch Industrial 
Authority is set to meet, September 22, to 
discuss its application for millions in state 
economic funds. 

The project will also help the airport 
recover from a cloud of scandal concerning 
its past two airport managers, James 
Mineer Jr. and James Mineer Sr.
