Justice Center construction 
creates havoc with traffic flow

Traffic in the Prestonsburg area 
near the construction site of the 
new Floyd County Justice Center 
has had motorists in an uproar, and 
a representative with the construc­
tion company says the "congestion 
is expected to get worse." 

During the Floyd Fiscal Court's 
regular meeting Friday, a represen­
tative with CMW Inc. said that 
about 65 percent of the construction 
for the multi-million dollar facility 
is complete. 

He said that "street pavement 
work" is expected to begin within 
the first week or so of October, and 
Court Street will probably be 

closed for a day or two. 
"The traffic congestion is ex­

pected to get worse during the 
work," the representative said Fri­
day. 

He also said that the project has 
been a few weeks behind schedule, 
but "we are starting to cntch '"" nn 
the time." 

The completion date for the jus­
tice center is scheduled for Febru­
ary, and the representative said the 
project should be finished by that 
time.

Solid Waste Commission settles 
citizen's legal action for $14,000

The Floyd County Solid Waste 
Commission finally permitted the 
inspection of an undisclosed settle­
ment for the dismissal of a 1993 
lawsuit. 

The nondisclosure clause of the 
settlement was challenged by The 
Floyd County Times last week after 
the commission chose not to release 
the amount of the settlement -
which involves public funding. 

An open records request was 
filed last Wednesday, and Floyd 
County Attorney Keith Bartley re­
leased the terms of the agreement 
Friday for the civil suit, Preston 
Collins vs. The Floyd County Solid 
Waste Commission. 

The agreement included a 

$14,000 settlement, which will be 
paid with an $8,000 "lump sum" 
and $666.67 per month until paid in 
full. 

Collins filed the civil suit against 
the commission in June 1993 for al­
leged water supply contamination 
from the old Garth landfill and a de­
preciation in the value of his prop­
erty, which is adjacent to the land­
fill. 

"This is a settlement of a doubt­
ed and disputed claim and the 
(commission) does not admit liabil­
ity for any and all of its acts or ac­
tions ... asserted by (Collins)," the 
agreement says. 

The county attorney initially 
maintained that the solid waste 
commission was a "company" and 
a separate entity from the county 
government.

Fast track 
Morehead adjusts to meet a need 
Morehead State University is to be corrunended for 

adjusting its education program to meet a need that exists 
in school districts throughout Kentucky: More individu­
als who are certified to be elementary and high school 
principals. 

In cooperation with the Kentucky Educational 
Development Corp., the university has developed the 
Aspiring Principal Fast Track Certification Institute. The 
intensive program reduces the minimum amount of time 
required to earn certification as a principal from 18 
months to a year. . 

The program became necessary because of an 
unprecendented number of principals who have retired or 
resigned since the passage of the Kentucky Education 
Reform Act in 1990. With the advent of site-based coun­
cils and more power to make program and funding deci­
sions, KERA has placed a much greater responsibility on 
principals and significantly increased their workload. As 
a result, some principals have suffered from bum-out and 
left the profession.

The fast-track institute is an attempt to get enough cer­
tified principals to fill existing and future vacancies. The 
program requires a substantial corrunitment from both the 
teachers enrolled in it and their school systems. 

After teaching all week, the teachers in the program 
irrunediately switch to being students. The institute con­
ducts classes on Friday afternoons and all day Saturday. 
Those involved must put their family and social lives on 
hold for awhile. 

School systems also must commit to giving teachers 
involved in the institute time off for professional devel­
opment and for on-the-job training. 

Fourteen area teachers currently are involved in the 
fast track program. With their involvement having the 
support of their school system, no doubt most-if not 
all-soon will be principals. 

When KERA was first enacted, education schools at 
the state's public universities were criticized for being 
slow to adjust their training programs to meet the 
demands of the new law. However, in this case, -. 
Morehead State was flexible and innovative enough to 
meet a real need that exists in the area it serves. When a 
university does that, it is serving its region well.-The 
Daily Independent, Ashland

A recent concern of the deer 
population at Dewc) Lake led to the 
harvesting of five docs last month 
for testmg purposes. 

Jason Plaxico, district wildlife 
biologist, said last week that the 
deer were killed in order for a por­
tion of their stomachs to be tested 
for a parasite count. 

The test - abommassal parasite 
count (APC) - targets the last 
chamber of the deer's stomachs 

f "Every deer has a four-cham­
bered stomach," Plaxico said, "and 
a certain amount of parasites are 
needed to break down the food." 

The biologtst said yearling bucks 
with small antler diameters caused 
the concern of the deer populauon 
in the area. 

"Antler diameter is a good indi­
cator of how well the population is 
doing," he said. 

The diameter of antlers for year­
ling bucks at Dewey Lake are well 
below the range for healthy deer, 

• Plaxico said. 
He said if the harvested deer 

have a high parasite count, "the 
population has too many animals 
for the habitat it supports." 

If the results of the test indicate a 
poor populatiOn of deer in the 
Dewey Lake area, Plaxico said it 
would be Important to increase the 
amount of deer killed next season. 

"The more disease, the lower 
quality of animals we have," 
Plaxico said. · 

The biologist said the samples 
taken from the deer have been sent 
to a laboratory at Eastern Kentucky 
University, and the results of the 
tests should be known before gun 
season opens on November 8.

The resident said Plaxico gave 

the deer meat away. and the law 
stipulates that deer killed for a stud~ 
must be buncd. 

According to a spokesperson 
wtth the state's Division of 
Wildlife, there ts no regulation that 
addresses the APC testing. 

He said Dave Yancey, also with 
the state's Division of Wildlife, 
assisted Plaxico with the APC 
study, and Yancey said the deer 
were given to the fish and game 
club for an annual cookout and to 
area residents. 

"It is not against the law," the 
spokesperson said Friday, noting 
that the deer were given away with 
disposal tags, wh1ch were provided 
by the b1ologist. 

The spokesperson said disposal 
tags are used to ensure that conser­
vation officers do not allege that 
those who had taken the deer are 
poachers. 

"If the people have the time to 
cut the deer - it's a whole lot bet­
ter than burying it," Plaxtco said. 
"There was no wrong doing." 

Plaxico said he is permitted to 
dispose of the deer at his discretion, 
and he would rather see someone 
who needed or wanted the deer 
meat get it than just bury it.

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Could high school athletics beconte extinct in Floyd County?

The high school principals and 
athletic directors gathered at the 
Floyd County Library last week 
with Floyd County Athletic Director 
Pete Grigsb), Jr. in a meeting 
designed to reorganize the high 
school athletic conference that has 
been m such disarray over the past 
two seasons. While the organiza­
tional meeting went well. the AD's 
and school principals also warned 
that athletics in the county, as we 
have known them, are in danger of 
becoming extinct. 

The major problem that each 
school faces is financial, particular­
ly in the transportation of teams to 
athletic events. 

"Having to pay the bus drivers is 
killing our athletic programs," said 
Betsy Layne High S~hool principal 
Coy Sammons. Coaches are no 
longer allowed to drive the buses 
and the cost of fuel as well as pay­
ing a driver has skyrocketed. 

New South Floyd principal 
Debbie Daniels said that it cost her 
school $150 just to take kids to 
Betsy Layne. 

"We may be forced to eliminate 
some of our athletic programs." she 
said. 

"We have already dropped ten­
nis, and other sports are in danger of 
being dropped," said Sammons. 
"We currently have golf, baseball. 
and girls and boys basketball. Our 
coaches are not allowed to drive the 
buses."

Sammons also cited the fact that 
Betsy Layne, like the other county 
schools. do not have their own facil­
ity in which to play baseball on and 
have to charge an admission to get 
in. 

··we charged a $1 at the district 
tournament last year, and still peo­
ple complatned about it." he said.

South Floyd stuns Pikeville 
behind Mays, Bryant, 46-43 
Mays scores three 
TD's in 46-43 
district win

The last time a Left Beaver team 
beat a Pikeville football team was 
back in I 976, and now Ra1der 
coach Donnie Daniels stood on the 
sideline as a freshman in recalling 
the 6-0 Wheelwright win over the 
Panthers. 

"I remember the game. I didn't 
get to play much that year. but that 
was okay.'' he said. 

This past Friday night Daniels 
agam was on the sidelines, but this 
time as the coach of South rloyd, 
and watch as his team stunned 
perennial power Pikeville 46-43 to 
go 2-0 in district play. The Raiders 
improved to 3-l on the season and 
won their third straight game. 

Before the season started, Coach

It seem~ that last 
Sunday 1n the MBNA 500 at Dover 
that Winston Cup dnver Kyle Petty 
was posed to win his first race 
since the 1995 Miller Genuine 
Draft 500 at Dover. 

It had been out of those rare 
days for Petty where he had the 
field covered and was lapping the 
competition by keeping his Hot 
Wheels Pontiac on the very bottom 
of the track while the competition 
found the handling on the "Monster 
Mile" a lot more difficult to master. 
The race wasn' t your usual Dover 
race with just one caut1on flag 
being thrown in the early stages of 
the race. This long green flag rac­
ing once agam turned the race into 
one of those affairs where the best 
car doesn't always ""in, but instead 
those dreaded words "fuel 
mileage" came into play. 

Although Kyle was lapping car 
after car, his Pontiac's gas mileage 
was no match for Mark Martin's 
Jack Roush engine. Mark. was able 
to stretch his last pit stop further 
than Petty and the result had Kyle 
coming in for a 3.1 second "splash­
n-go" pit stop. Even with a stop 
that quick Petty carne back out on 
the race track having to battle Dale 

Earnhardt for the runner-up spot to 
Martin. Kyle fintshed a solid third 
and just maybe took another step 
into turning his first year team into 
a team that is capable of finishing 
in the top five or ten in any race. 

This year was somewhat of a 
homecoming for Kyle as he 
returned to Petty Enterprises after 
four seasons with the Wood 
Brothers and the last eight w1th 
Felix Sabates' SABCO Racing. 
Kyle, along with his father 
Richard, and engine builder David 
Evans formed PE2 (Petty 
Enterprises II) at the end of last 
season. It was a late start to form a 
team that actually was beginning 
from scratch without even a jack to 
call its own. 

The 37-year-old Petty has been 
driving on the NASCAR circuit 
since 1979 and has enJoyed much 
success in h1s career, but is often 
times overlooked because of his 
more famous father. While driving 
for Sabco, he finished in fifth place 
in the final point standings 1n both 
1992 and '93. His '92 finish was 
only 133 points behind Winston 
Cup champion Alan Kulwicki after 
the final race in Atlanta.

Mark Martin tames Monster Mile

Mark Martin had been unsuc­

cessful in 22 prev10us Wintson Cup 
starts at Dover Downs. But Sunday, 
he tamed the monster and came 
home the winner by I 0.31-seconds 
ahead of Dale Earnhardt in the 
MBNA500. 

"Jack Roush won this race," 
Martin said. "We had a good race 
car, but it wasn't quite as good as 
Kyle's (Petty). We did it on gas. · 
Jack had said we were going to get 
good gas mileage today.'' 

While Martin's Valvohne Thun­
derbird may not have gotten better 
gas mileage than some other cars, 
they did utilize better gas strategy. 
With only one caution during the 
400 mile race, Roush brought 
Martin in for fuel exactly when it 
was needed. The result was Martin 
made one less fuel stop than Kyle 
Petty. And that made the difference 
between a wm and a third-place fin­
ish. 

Petty led the most laps, 194 to 
Martin's I 85. Petty's crew had 
planned on bringing their driver in 
for a splash of fuel under caution. 
But that last caution never came, 
and Petty who was the leader, had 
to pit under green. When he 
returned to the track, he was over 
12-seconds behind Martin. This 
was too much for even Petty's dom­
inant car to make up in less than 20 
laps. 

The crowd stood and cheered as 
second-place finisher, Dale Earn­
hardt pa-;sed the stands on the cool­
down lap after the race ended. 

"It's not a wm," ~aid Earnhardt. 

"But it's better than we've been 
doing. Larry (crew chief) and all the 
guys just keep on trying. I knew 
Dover was going to be tough, and 
we came out of it pretty good." 

Martin also took home the 
Unocal Bonus of $114,000 for win­
ning the race from the pole.

For as long as I can remember. I 

have loved to visit cemeteries. 
When I came to Floyd County back 
in 1989, it didn't take me long to 
realize that I was living in a ceme­
tery explorer's paradise. Floyd 
County is blessed with many inter­
esting cemeteries, and at one time or 
another I have visited most of 
them-the Weddington Cemetery 
on Trimble Branch, the Davidson 
Cemetery at Ivel, the Mayo 
Cemetery at Lancer. the May 
Cemetery on May's Branch, and 
numerous others. 

One of the most interesting 
cemeteries in the county is a ceme­
tery that I can't visit, because the 
road leading up to it has been 
destroyed. I am speaking of the Old 
Harris Cemetery, which used to 
overlook the mouth of Katy Friend 
Branch. Katy Friend Branch was the 
hollow which was destroyed when 
the new four-Jane from 
Prestonsburg to Allen was con­
structed in 1971 . The hollow used to 
extend from the Mountain Parkway­
U.S. Highway 23 Interchange south 
to the Holiday Inn Motel. Today the 
Old Harris Cemetery overlooks the 
Interchange and the Prestonsburg 
Village Mall. Years ago, the 
Harrises owned Katy Friend Branch 
and most of the land around it. 

Buried in the Harris Cemetery 
are a county judge, a county sheriff, 

and several other notable men. The 
grave of James P. Harris ( 1785-
1 848) has no marker The patriarch 
of the clan, he homesteaded Katy 
Friend back in the early days of the 
county. Owner of a big farm, he 
served as constable of Prestonsburg 
precinct in the 1810-I 820 period, 
and during the I 820s he was a 
Justice of the Peace. Among other 
things, he helped to establish 
Prestonsburg Academy, the county's 
first two-story brick school. He also 
owned one of the county's first 
underground coal mines. 

One of the graves that is clearly 
marked is the grave of James Polk 
Harris (1813-1881). The son of 
James P. Harris, he served as judge 
of the Floyd County Court during 
the late 1860s and early 1870s. A 
th1rd James P. Harris, probably the 
grandson of the patriarch, served as 
county judge during the famous 
Virginia Land Grants trial of 1911. 
I'm not sure if the latter man is 
buried in the cemetery. According to 
Joe R. Skeens, the only marked 
graves in the cemetery are those of 
James Polk Harris. Sarah Harris, R. 
W. Harris, John G Simmons, and 
Matthew Swiney. Fifteen or twenty 
other graves have no markers. 

Understanding the Harris 
Cemetery requires an understanding 
of Floyd County genealogy. Now, 
anyone who pursues genealogy as a 
hobby knows that it is a very inexact 

science. Jn fact, since it is practiced 
by amateurs, it is a science filled 
with errors. I began my research 
into the Harris family of Floyd 
County using the assumption that 
only one man by this name had set­
tled in Floyd County during the 
early period. This assumption 
turned out to be wrong. 

The genealogist who led me 
down the primrose path was 
William Ely, the author of The Big 
Sandy Valley (1887). In his section 
on the Harris family of Floyd 
County, he makes the claim that 
Henry C. Harris, the early Floyd 
County lawyer, was a descendant of 
James P. Harris (1785-1848). This is 
not true. If you don't believe me, 
you should consult William Kozee 's 
Early Families of Eastern and 
Southeastern Kentucky (Baltimore, 
1973). A much more reliable source 
than Ely, Kozee states that Henry C. 
Harris was the son of Edwin Lanier 
Harris, a native of Georgia. Kozee 
says that Henry C. Harris settled in 
Prestonsburg in the early 1820's. A 
lawyer noted for his keen intellect, 
Henry C. Harris represented the 
county in the state legislature during 
the 1830s and 1840s. He remained 
in Prestonsburg until 1847, when he 
closed his office and moved to 
Covington. 

Census records show that a num­
ber of different Harris families lived 
in Floyd County during the 1850-

1900 period. The 1880 Census, for 
example, shows that in 1880, 
Harmon Harris. lawyer. age 48. \o\ as 
living in Prestonsburg with his wife 
Angeline and a family of five chil­
dren. Was this man related to the 
Harrises of Katy Friend Branch? He 
probably was. but I can't prove it. 
So far. I haven"t found any records 
which prove that he was related to 
them. I do know, however, that he 
was a popular man, and that he was 
active in Floyd County politics. On 
August 3rd. I 882, the Ashland 
Independent reported that two 
Prestonsburg men, Walter S. 
Harkins and Harmon Harris, were 
candidates for county attorney. On 
April lOth, 1884, in its "News From 
Prestonsburg" column. the same 
newspaper reported that "Harmon 
Harris has the frame for his new 
house and kitchen up, and has also 
made some paling fence.'' 

As we have seen, Skeens' record 
of the Harris Cemetery shows a 
grave marked "R. W. Harris." This 
is the grave of Robert Walker Harris 
(1851-1933). who served as sheriff 
of Floyd County during the 1880s. 
During his second term in office. a 
local man b) the name of Gus 
Finley was convicted of shooting 
and kiiJing a young boy by the name 
of James Hurt. The murder outraged 
the communit), and as a result. 
Finley was given the death sen­
tence-death by hanging. During 
the period between the sentence and 
execution, while Finley was being 
held in the Floyd County Jail. the 
danger arose that the prisoner might 
be lynched, so Judge Rice ordered 
Sheriff Harris to take the prisoner to 
Catlettsburg. On May 29. 1884, the 
Ashland Independent reported: 
"Sheriff R. W. Harris and a guard 
went to Catlettsburg after Gus 
Finley, who was sent there for safe­
keeping." Shortly before the hang­
ing, Harris resigned his office, say­
ing that he couldn't hear to take the 
life of another man. The onl) man 
ever to be hanged in floyd County. 
Finley was executed on April I 7, 
1885, by Harris's successor. Sheriff 
Beverly C. May.

' Company, and the Highland Coal 
and Land Company. On March 18, 
1915, the Paintsville Herald report­
ed: "The Middle Creek Coal 
Company employs a large number 
of local people. Its mines are locat­
ed on the river opposite 
Prestonsburg. They have been in 
operation for seven years. The out­
put of the mines is 100,000 tons 
annually. The coal is sold in 
Kentucky, Ohio, Indiana, and 
Michigan:·

fl Company, Harris served as presi­
dent of the First National Bank, the 
ancestor of today's First 
Commonwealth Bank. By then he 
was a wealthy man and one of the 
county's biggest landowners. A map 
of Prestonsburg published in 1942 
shows that all the land on the west 
side of the river opposite 
Prestonsburg was owned by him or 
his company, the Harris-Stanley 
Coal Company. During his later 
years, "Uncle Hi Harris" was one of 
Prestonsburg's most popular men, 

In 1927, Mrs. Josephine Harkins 
of Prestonsburg, received a letter 
from Mr. Joel Allen of 
Harrisonville, Missouri, a letter 
which can only be described as a 
love letter to Floyd County. A man 
in his late sixties, Allen was a native 
of Floyd County who had left the 
region in 1886 to seek his fortune in 
the western country. The letter was 
later published in the Floyd County 
Times. I introduce it here in order to 
show how much the Harris family 
meant to an orphan boy growing up 
on Middle Creek during the 1880s: 

Then there followed the business 
notices, the general round of news, 
the advertisement for the First 
National Bank, and the county per­
sonals. There was only one town 
that was familiar to me. Alpharetta, 
Garrett, Lackey, and Martin were 
all new towns to me. Then I found 
on page four a man named Allen, 
and I said, "I just wonder what 
branch of the Aliens he sprang 
from." And the manager-[ just 
knew that he must be Dick Goble's 
boy. Then some of the candidates' 
pictures, and the old, fine eulogies 
of old Floyd County.'Then came the 
local advertisements, and only one 
man did I know. That was Joe Ed 
Mayo. I saw the picture of John 
Hopkins and a lot of political sug­
gestions, and I knew that he must be 
Frank Hopkins' son. Then there was 
the advertisement for the Bank 
Josephine. All the names in that ad 
were familiar to me, except one. 

I left Floyd County forty-one 
years ago. I tell you, I read that old 
paper, every word in every adver­
tisement. I was born on Middle 
Creek, a short distance from 
Prestonsburg. George H. and Pelina 
Allen were my father and mother. I 
am a grandson of David W. Allen 
from the head of Middle Creek, and 
if there is no Floyd County soil qn 
my feet, there is a lot of it in my 
heart, for l love her old hills, her 
winding streams, her big cliffs, her 
big timber, and her big-hearted peo­
ple. I also love her beautiful 
women, for I got my wife in Floyd 
County. She was the daughter of 
John W. Click of the mouth of 
Beaver. She has been dead now for 
almost three years. Our six living 
children are all married and living 
in homes of their own, and I am all 
alone. 

Dear Josie: 
• and when he died in 1935, hundreds 

of mourners attended his funeral. 
His obituary noted that his distin­
guishing traits of character were his 
"unfailing kindness to children" and 
his "unfeigned friendliness to rich 
and poor alike." 

For some reason or other, Hiram 
Harris isn't buried with his relatives 
in the Old Harris Cemetery over­
looking Katy Friend Branch.

I just received from Crit Owens 
the Prestonsburg paper for July 1, 
1927. I had a feast on it, both bitter 
and sweet.

On the river 
bank, the road (from Prestonsburg 
to the Forks of Middle Creek) was 
cut down through the river bank to 
the low water edge, between the

opposite side. Then we climbed the 
bank and took the road around the 
hillside to the L. A. Haywood resi­
dence. Then we faced up Middle 
Creek. 

The first house [on Middle 
Creek] was the old J. P. Harris 
home. I was at his home when he 
died and helped to bury him. [James 
Polk Harris died in 1881.] We put 
his body on the high point at the 
mouth of Katy Friend Branch. His 
son, R. W. [Robert Walker Harris] 
lived near there. Then on up to 
Spradlin Ford, then up some more 
to the mouth of Spurlock, to the old 
Keith farm. On that point my moth­
er is buried. Thence on up the Forks 
of Middle Creek, and from there to 
the Hiram Hicks farm. He is my 
grandfather on my mother's side. 
The Sam Hale farm, Green Slone, 
and the old Davidson farms at the 
mouth of Ivy Creek, and then the 
old David Allen farm, where I spent 
my young manhood. 

I recall those old citizens of 
Prestonsburg: John W. Layne, post­
master; J. G. Johns, merchant; 
Morgan Lackey, the Richmonds, 
the two Trimble boys, James P. 
Gayheart, jailer; H. H. Fitzpatrick, 
lawyers, who were young but 
prominent; the older lawyers being 
Weddington, Friend, Frank 
Hopkins, Harmon Harris, all my 
very best friends. Then, that good, 
honorable, sociable friend of all my 
friends, Joseph M. Davidson. It was 
he who would counsel me when I 
was in need. He would always meet 
me with a pat on the back, with a 
smile which I will never forget. He 
is gone, but his memory will linger 
with me, and I know that "God who 
does all things well" will have 
placed extra stars in his crown for 
what he did and meant to an orphan 
boy who was striving to make good 
in the world. 

Down Big Sandy River from the 
mouth of Beaver I have run thou­
sands of feet of timber to the market 
at Catlettsburg, Calf., Cow, Bull, 
Bald Alley, and then Prestonsburg, 
mouth of Abbott, Devil's Nubbin, 
Chestnut Swirl, Buffalo Shoal, 
Hell's Gate-and these were dan­
gerous points with a raft of timber. 
We tied up at England Hill. This is 
getting out of Floyd County, but 
when I was there, the Big Sandy 
River was our carrying-horse that 
took our products away and brought 
us what we needed from the out­
side. So it made us bosom lovers for 
an asset. Her steamboats were the 
Jerry Osborne, Favorite, Katy 
Prater and Mountain Boy. 

I guess you might say that I have 
a lot of Floyd County sand in my 
craw. I have qever denied it or tried 
to get rid of it. I can no longer buck 
her old, rugged mountains like I 
used to do, but back then my hair 
was black as a crow and my eye was 
keen as a lance. Now my hair is

Along 
with their popularity has been a 
reported increase in some areas of 
serious injuries and deaths. Most of 
these can be attributed to improper 
use and handling of the ATV. Make 
ATV safety a priority on your farm. 

Children should not be permit­
ted to operate ATV's without spe­
cialized training. An ATV is not a 
toy. After training, they should be 
allowed to operate the ATV of an 
appropriate size. ATV's with a 
model size engine of 70cc to 90cc 
should be operated by people age 
12 and over. Model size engines of 
greater than 90cc should only be 
operated by people age 16 and over. 

ATV s are not made for extra rid­
ers. Never carry anyone else on the 
A TV. 

Always wear appropriate riding 
gear: Dot-, Snell- or ANSI­
approved helmet, goggles, gloves, 
over-the-ankle boots, long-sleeve 
shirt and long pants. 

Always read the owner's manu­
al carefully especially when using 
attachments with the ATV. Any 
attachment added affects the stabil­
ity, operation and braking of the 
ATV. Just because an attachment is 
available, doesn't mean that it can 
be used without increasing your 
risk of being injured. 

Do not operate the ATV on 
streets. highways or paved roads.

hill where the cemetery is located, 
you realize that it must have taken 
Mr. Harris's pallbearers a lot of 
effort to carry his casket up the 
steep hill. Truly, modem-day pall­
bearers, with their four-wheel-drive 
vehicles, have it a lot easier than 
their 19th Century counterparts. 

Today the Harrises lie in their 
graves forgotten and unhonored by 
the town.

The 1996-97 focus for writing included major emphasis to developing proficient writing. Professional 
de~~lopment and r~lated t~acher traming opportunities have concentrated efforts to assisting with: designing a 
wntmg task, teachmg aud1ence and purpose, developing appropriate supporting content. utilizing different 
form~ to match the purpose and aud1ence, and distinguishing between imaginative writing and "purpose" pieces 
of wnting. I have worked with almost every ~ch~l in the district in some capacity. The following have been · 
areas of service offered throughout the Floyd County School district. 
YOUNG AUTHORS PROGRAM 

All fifteen elementary/middle schools participated in Young Authors. A teacher representative from 
each school formed a network of teachers who engaged in planning and organizing work for the year. The 
district handbook was revised and new scoring sheets were devised. Meetings included topics relating to 
developing proficient writing and emphasis to writing as stated above. Meetings were held: September 10, 
October 8, November 20. December II, ~arch 18, April 28, May 27. and the year finished June 5 with the 

't recognition program of 7 5 county winners and 90 teachers. Total number of student participants included: 
5,348 with 1.235 classroom winners and 620 school winners. 
TEACHER STUDY GROUPS 

In an effort to help content and language arts teachers design writing tasks aimed at proficient perfor­
mance, study groups were formed. Technical writing was the topic. February 6, 1997, with 20 teachers attend­
ing; Open Response and On-Demand responses (Part One) was the topic for February 20. 1997, with 28 
teachers attending; Reading and Critical Thinking for KIRIS was the topic for March 7, 1997, with 21 teachers 
attending; and Open Response and On-Demand responses (Part Two) was the topic for March 27, 1997, with 
19 teachers attending. Teachers wrote siruationc; and writing tasks which they could utilize in their classrooms. 
All indicated the desire for more workshops of this nature. 
AUXIER ELEMENTARY SCHOOL-WIDE PROGRAM 

Auxier Elementary's principal and coordinator for professional development asked me to work with their 
staff to help them implement writing. Assessment data reflected a decline in writing performance at their 
school. Twelve visits were made as I collaborated and conferenced with teachers: Mrs. Bickford, 4th; Mrs. 
Burke, 5th; Mrs. Marsillett, 8th: Ms. Blankenship. 7th; and Ms. Darrell, primary and other members of the 
faculty. I modeled teaching strategies for developing content (purpose) pieces with emphasis to goals listed 
above. In addition, I arranged for the junior high writing teacher to visit the local middle school to collaborate 

til with their writing resource teacher. Auxier's teacher favored this process of learning practices she could imple­
ment. Requests were made to allow more of this type of teacher sharing. 
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT WORKSHOPS 

After school. I met with Au·der teachers for workshops to help them move towards proficient writing. 
At Auxier, I met with the teaching staff: September 11, topic was Authentic Purposes and Audiences; October 
22. The Influence of Real World Fonns; December 3, Memoirs and Personal Writing; and March 10, Open 
Response/On Demand Prompts. Our focus was to items as mentioned previously. Other schools who requested 
professional development workshops included: Betsy Layne Elementary, October 23, Prestonsburg Elemen­
tary. February 17 and March 17. Focus at each of these schools was Authentic Writing: Gaining Real World 
Influence, and included suggested strategies. 
WRITING PORTFOLIO TRA J.VING 

To provide traming for teachers m~tructing students in development of writing portfolios, the following 
sessions were offered: Septem~r 19-10 were regional training days for cluster leaders, grades 4 and 7; Sep­
tember 25, regional training for h1gh school cluster leaders; October 9 was an ali-day district training session 
for grade 7 teachers (new matenals with this new assessment level); October 16 was 4th grade district session 
for providing update materials and instruction in new strategies to gain "purpose pieces;" November 6 was a 
requested make-up where I met with teacher~ from Martin and McDowell; December 16 was high school 
district session for providing update materials and instruction in new strategies to gain authentic pieces; 
March 17, Prestonsburg Elementary <;taff received training in writing portfolios pieces; March 17 - 19 was 

f regional scoring training for cluo;ter leader~. grades 4, 7, and 12; April 9 was district scoring training for all 
teachers who would be engaged m ~coring for 1997 assessment (NOTE: 138 district teachers were trained to 
score writing portfolios.); and April 23 was a dic;trict guided scoring training session where teachers exchanged 
difficult to score portfolios and received additional input; and April 25, regional trainers and I were requested 
to come to Adams Middle School to prov1de an accuracy check of portfolios.

raculty for after-school professional development workshop; topic "New Strategies for Purpose Pieces;" No-

• vember 5. conference with principal/teacher at Allen regarding forensics and portfolio development; November

Layne Elementary: November 19. traveled to Melvin to consult with teacher; November 21. met with indi­

FORENSICS 
Forensics is a language arts program for developing oral communication skills. The following lists the

High school 
coaches were asked to seek competitions outside Floyd County and three competitions were agreed. KICK­
OFF day was held September 14 at Duff Elementary. Approximately two hundred children came to this initial 
event to learn about individual event~ and forensics tournaments. A training session for judges was held 
October 24: preparation for the fir~t tournament was begun October 25 and continued October 28 and October 
29 with individual traininglassic;tance being provided to McDowell's coach: the first invitational tournament 
was held November I at McDowell with 10 junior league schools participating; November 19. I met with 
Melvin's coach for an informative training session; November 21. November 26, December 2, December 4 and 
December 5, [ met to guide tournament set-up with Betsy Layne Elementary; December 7 was the second 
junior league tournament; December 9 was a judges training for high school coaches; January 14 wa~ a 

" coaches planning meeting; January 25 was the third junior invitational tournament, held at Adams. Middle 
School; February I was high school regional tournament at Johnson Central; February 22 was JUnior league 
regional tournament; February 24 was a coaches planning meeting; March 9 was Send-Off Sunday at the 
Moun tam Arts Center where we celebrated 15 teams going to state competition; March 13 - 15 was junior state 
competition at Bowling Green; and March 20-22 was senior state competition at Bowling Green.
