State audit 
says system 
is in chaos

Results of a management audit of the Floyd 
County school district by state officials note a slew 
of problems within the system and reveals that sev­
eral schools do not meet "life safety" or current 
building codes. 

The audit, delivered to the district on Friday, 
contains 115 pages and includes an allegation that 
some board members tried to influence a princi­
pal's hiring decision. 

According to the audit. "one principal alleges 
that he was contacted by members of the local 
board of education. some whom are existing mem­
bers. who suggested he select certain personnel or 
he 'might Jose his job."' 

State offi­
cials recom­
mend, "the al­
legation of in­
terference in 
selecting per­
sonnel by a 
local board 
member should 
be investigated 
and appropri­
ate action 
taken." 

The report 
did not identify 
the principal 
who made the 
allegation or 

the board members who were allegedly involved. 
Extensive problems were noted in finance, per­

~ sonnel, professional development for teachers, 
special education, food service and management 
procedures. 

Curriculum 
Scores of problems regarding professional de­

velopment for teachers, lack of central office assis­
tance and interference with school-based decision 
making councils were pointed out in the state man­
agement audit. 

"A limited number of schools were visited," the 
audit said. "Numerous problems with the instruc­
tional program were noted. Central office curricu­
lum support is very limited, leaving schools to 
often 'operate on their own.' An intensive curricu­
lum review, along with considerable professional 
development, is needed." 

The report said that teachers at most schools 
were not familiar with a curriculum alignment doc­
ument and that most instructional decisions were 
made by principals. 

Staffing cuts throughout the district left some 
schools without the ability to offer student ser­
vices. For example, at Betsy Layne High School, 
"the librarian IS part-time and the library is closed 
three or four afternoons per week. Six hundred­
fifty students do not have access to the library dur­
ing this time to check out hooks." 

Some schools \vere found lacking textbooks, 
having inadequate and out-dated computers and 
teachers being placed out of their fields. State 
funds will be withheld from the district for teach­
ers in classes outside of their certifications.

The classic spaghetti westerns of the ·50s 
and '60s gave a whole generation of TV view­
ers a taste of what it's like to live- and die­
in the desert. Scenes of stranded gold miners 
and desperadoes, parched with thirst, the1r 
skin seared by the sun, were typical of those 
old TV westerns. 

The son of a Garrett woman won't have to 
refer to old cowboy movies to describe what 
it's like to live out in the middle of nowhere. 
Army Spec. Craig L. McGue. son of Theda G. 
Chaffins of Garrett, is deployed for six months 
to the historical and biblically significant Sinai 
Peninsula, a desert region that puts the "d" in 
"desolate." 

Part of an 11-nation force of peacekeepers 
and observers, McGue is serving in the buffer 
zone between Egypt and Israel to help main­
tain peace between the two nations. The Multi 
national Force and Observers, commonly 
called the MFO, monitors and reports all ac­
tivity in the Sinai region to confirm that both 
Egypt and Israel are honoring the terms of the 
1979 Treaty of Peace that ended the nations' 
long-standing warfare_ 

The MFO operates from two separate base 
camps-North Camp and South Camp. 
McGue, a member of the lOlst Airborne Divi­
sion from Fort Campbell, is deployed to South 
Camp for a six month tour of duty. He's a com­
bat engineer maintaining the vigil at one of the 
observation posts. 

"I work in the tower as an observer watch­
ing our sector. I look out for any aircraft, ves­
sels, automobiles, or any activity that may VI­

olate the peace accords," McGue said. " I work 
in the tower on 12-hour shifts, then l · m off for 
24 hours. We train and do site maintenance 
during this time." 

The smaller South Camp, situated on a 

bluff overlooking the Red Sea, serves as a sup­
port base for the 30 observation posts, sector 
control centers and check points scattered 
throughout the eastern Sinai region_ North 
Camp, located about 20 kilometers south of 
the Mediterranean coastline. provides the lo­
gistical support necessary to keep South Camp 
and its remote, isolated outposts operating. 

Along with e1ght to 14 other soldiers, 
McGue Jives on a small, isolated encampment 
for weeks at a time. From high atop a watch· 
tower, the soldiers take turns keeping constant 
watch of the surrounding areas. A few of the 
observation posts and· sector control centers 
are on small islands. or are situated along the 
crystal blue waters of the Red Sea. The land it­
self, however, is empty, still and lifeless, save

Woman complains too 
loudly, is jailed herself

A Wayland woman was arrested last 
month by Floyd County jail officials 
when she allegedly became disruptive at 
the jail while visiting her husband. 

Loretta Ward, 49, was arrested on 
September 23 by a deputy jmler when she 
refused to leave Kaye Webb's office. She 
was charged with third degree criminal 
trespassing and disorderly conduct. 

''(Ward) barged in my office and start­
ed screaming demands at me,'' Webb said 
Tuesday. "She was totally out of control. 
She. seemed like a threat." 

Webb said she asked Ward to leave the 

office. but she refused. 
"I wasn't just going to let her stand 

here and harass me.'' Webb said. 
Ward admitted Tuesday that she had 

refused to leave Webb's office, but added 
that she was calm during the incident and 
only wanted some answers about the con 
dition of her husband. 

Ward said her husband, who apparent­
ly has a metal plate in his head and who 
suffers from heart complications. had 
some "scratch places" on his head near 
the metal plate. "The skin was off (his 
head) and it was dangerously close to the 
plate,'' she said.

Although Sgt. Castle alleges 
Allen burglarized the city garage,

control" of the stolen truck. Ward said she had questioned 

Webb about the condition of her 
husband. but did not create a dis­
turbance. 

"I wanted to know what hap­
pened to my husband," she said. "I 
told (Webb) I would not go until 
she answered my questions." 

Ward said Webb told her to 
'come with me and I'll show you'' 
what happened to her husband, and 
then she was arrested. 

"She later told me that my hus­
band had attacked a couple of the 
guards," Ward said. "(Jail officials) 
told me that I could not disrupt the 
system." 

According to a September 22 
incident report at the jail. Ward's 
husband. Russell Ward, was com­
plaining that "his head was killing 

him" and when a deputy jailer 
opened the cell, Russell Ward 
attacked the deputy jailer "for no 
apparent reason." 

The report also says that Russell 
Ward was taken out of the general 
population cell and placed in a 
small holding cell to calm him 
down. The report does not indicate 
if Russell Ward's head had been 
injured. 

"Any person \VOuld get upset if 
they saw their husband being mis­
treated." Ward said. adding that she 
was released from custody the next 
day after she agreed not to come 
back to the jaiL 

''No one will be allowed to 
come into this jail and harass any 
of the employees," Kaye Webb 
said. 

The city's truck was recovered 
after the Johnson County Sheriff's 
Department apparently caught 
Allen burglarizing a Johnson 
County residence. 

Allen evaded his arrest in 
Johnson County after an apparent 
struggle with Sheriff Don 
McFaddin. He also escaped from 
Preston~burg and Floyd County 
authorities last week when he "hit 
the hills and ran." 

Allen was served Tuesday at the 
Floyd County Adult Detention 
Center with a warrant on the 
Johnson County burglary.

Allen's felony charges are sched­
uled for 2:30 p.m. today 
(Wednesday).

The desolate wasteland or the 
Sinai, along with the boredom that 
isolation brings. are just some of the 
challenges McGue and his fellow 
soldiers face. 

"It is lonely out here, which 
makes it even harder to be away 
from my family. Luckily, I'll only 
be gone for six months," he said. "I 
just got man·ied in June. It was hard 
to say good-bye for the first time. 
But I'm getting a lot of support 
from the Army and my family. I get 
to call home often, and even sec my 
wife Jennifer by satellite in the 
video teleconference center. That's 
wonderful, and it boosts my morale 
very quickly. ·• 

Each day McGue spends in the 
desert brings him one day closer to 
home and renewing the life he left 
behind. The common creature com· 
forts taken for granted in the states 
become increa<;ingly desirable after 
a few weeks in the Sinai. Family 
and friends seem more important, 
too. 

"I miss the little things in life, 
like watching a movie or playing a 
board game with my wife, or the 
friends and family who are always 
around. I miss the small things that 
people look over and ignore," said 
McGue. "When I get back in 
January, 1 hope to take a little vaca­
tion with my wife and spend some 
time with her and the family before 
we leave for Germany." 

The ending for McGue and his 
fellow soldiers in the Sinai will be a 
lot different from the fate of the 
desperadoes of TV westerns past. 
After six months. McGue will 
return to Fort Campbell and the 
"real" world he left behind.

It must be rebuilt, from 
the ground up with no 
remnants from the past. 

The state proposes to 
do just that. 

We aren't convinced

The other side says that would just 
strain the secondary school budgets 
even more than they already are and 
reduce the opportunities for poor chil­
dren. 

There's some sense on both sides 
of the issue, but neither offers much of 
a solution. 

Before we start deciding who should 
pay for remediation, we ought to do 
something about its necessity. 

We suspect the cause for the rise in 
college remediation can be attributed 
to two particular groups: high school 
teachers and high school students. 

Teachers apparently aren't teaching 
kids what they need to know or stu­
dents aren't paying close enough at­
tention to what they are being taught. 
Odds are, the problem is a bit of both. 

A secondary school district should 
not have to pay college remediation 
expenses for a student who made no 
effort to learn in high school, but they 
should have to pay if they don't replace 
teachers who are consistently inade­
quate in preparing students for the 
next level. 

Of course it really doesn't make 
much difference who you send the bill 
to. It will be paid ultimately by the par­
ents and taxpayers any way you go. ..

Governor Patton's Downtown 
Development and Revitalization 
Program will continue to support 
local efforts to reverse the decline of 
the central business districts that 
will aid in the development of new 
jobs in the downtown areas of these 
Eastem Kentucky communities. 

The grant will also provide assis­
tance to support a regional office in 
Hazard which serves the Kentucky 
Appalachian Commission and the 
Kentucky Appalachian Advisory 
Council in their efforts to imple­
ment strategic goals and objectives 
that will contribute to the economic 
progress of Eastern Kentucky. 

The total project cost for the 
Kentucky Consolidated Technical 
Assistance Program is $649,633. A 
total of $277.068 in state and local 
matching funds has been committed 
to the program.

HE END-TIME CHRONICLES 
''Are we living in the last days?" 

by Randy Slone 

Virtually all theologians and stu­
dents of Biblical prophecy agree 
that we are, in fact, living in the last 
generation of this present earthly 
system. Local preachers as well as 
television evangelistics are emphat­
ically calling all sinners to repen-

·•·•·•··• tance, warning that the "end is at 
hand." Many critics of Biblical 
prophecy and/or Christianity simply 
ridicule such beliefs as "the same 
old stuff I've heard all of my life." 
What is the truth in this controver­
sy? 

In Matthew 16: 1-4, some 
Pharisees and Sadducees tested 
Jesus by asking him to perform a 
miracle. Apparently, they wanted 
Him to authenticate His authority as 
a teacher, prophet, or possibly the 
"Messiah." In response, Jesus 
pointed out how they were able to 

ii interpret the sky to predict weather, 
but they were unable to interpret the 
signs of the time. Jesus had good 
reason for His sarcastic criticism of 
these religious leaders. The 
Pharisees of His day were highly 
educated (equivalent to a modem 
doctorate degree) and very familiar 
with Daniel's famous "70 weeks of 
years" prophecy (Daniel 9:24-27). 
It is a well-known fact within all 
Christian theological circles that 
this prophecy predicted the coming 
of the messiah to the exact day! 
Even a youngster with an abacus 

• could have calculated the messiah's 
predicted arrival to within a few 

months. To make matters worse, 
Daniel's prophecy was not difficult 
to understand, especially to an edu­
cated Pharisee familiar with Jewish 
history and traditional Jewish con­
cepts. 

Of course, there were many 
other "signs of the times" involved 
with Jesus' earthly ministry. 
Collectively, they should have 
added up to conclusive proof that 
Jesus was, without question, the 
long-awaited Messiah. This point 
brings us to our present concern; 
could any of us be criticized as 
being spiritually blinded to the 
signs of our modern times? If so, 
what are these signs? 

Biblical prophecy regarding the 
"end times" can be broken down 
into three major classifications; 
event prophecy, chronological 
prophecy, and circumstantial 
prophecy. Let's begin by examining 
event prophecy. 

As the name implies, event 
prophecy is prophecy relating to a 
specific event, or occurrence. The 
most significant event prophecy 
regarding the end times was given 
by Jesus in Matthew 24:32-34 (also 
see Mark 13:28-30). This passage 
points to the rebirth of national 
Israel (the fig tree) as being the 
prime indicator that the present 
earthly system is in its last genera­
tion. The figurative reference to 
Israel as a fig tree is not personal 
interpretation; this fact is firmly 
substantiated in scripture through­
out the Bible (see Hosea 9:10, Luke

Gov. Patton goes into special 
session to address healthcare 

• Governor Paul Patton, Thesday 
night, told Kentucky lawmakers 
he's called them into special ses­
sion to consider the most important 
issue at hand, the health of 
Kentucky's citizens. ''This session 
won't see the end of the subject, 
because we're dealing with a ques­
tion for which no one has an 
answer", the governor said. "The 
question is how can we provide 
quality healthcare for all 
Kentuckians at an affordable 
price?" 

Governor Patton said that for 
t.Jllmost a year, members of the 

General Assembly have asked him 
to bring them to Frankfort to deal 
with the health insurance issue. 
"Since the end of the '96 session, 
people have been working to find 
an answer. I don't have the 
answers, but I'm willing to work 
with you to do the best thar we can, 
and I'll shoulder my part of the 
responsibility," the governor told a 
joint session of the House and 
Senate. 

He told legislators that the issue 
is how to deal with the catastroph­
ic financial burden that serious ill-

• ness can bring. He recounted the 
story of a four-year-old Benton 
child, Alex Wiley, badly injured in 
a summer car crash. Alex is facing 
a long and expensive recovery, and 
the family has no health insurance. 
"A state medical card has paid 
most of the bills. Several churches 
and commumttes have held 
fundraisers to help out with the 
rest. Alex and his family are going 
to make it, but what about our chil­
dren who've faced a similar situa­
tion?" 

The governor explained that he 
• supports fundamental provisions of 

the existing health insurance laws 
in Kentucky, which are guaranteed 

ll'l'· issue, portability, renewability, and 
modified community rating. But he 

noted that costs for some people 
have increased, and 45 insurance 
companies have stopped selling 
insurance in Kentucky. 

"In '96 we made some changes 
which helped, but we kept that pol­
icy decision to not let your health 
status affect the price of your 
health insurance. 

"Today, a year and a half later, 
the demand of the people is that we 
do something else to control the 
cost of health insurance and 
increase the choice to most 
Kentuckians," the governor said. 
He said he believes most legisla­
tors agree that changes in the law 
to restore competition are neces­
sary. Patton said he supports the 
legislative proposal of Senator Tim 
Shaughnessy which calls for limit­
ed state support of a high risk pool 
to provide insurance for the chron­
ically ill who can't otherwise buy 
insurance. 

"Our health insurance market is 
in such disarray that I've compro­
mised and reluctantly agreed with 
the supporters of the Shaughnessy 
proposal that a very modest and 
limited General Fund appropria­
tion of five million a year for three 
years is essential to get this pro­
gram started without undue hard­
ships on those who need health 
insurance the most," the governor 
said. 

He called on legislators to com­
promise and continue working in a 
bipartisan manner, and consider 
what's best for the people of 
Kentucky. 

"I urge all leaders to make their 
first priority the Kentuckians who 
depend on health insurance to save 
their lives and protect them from 
bankrupting medical bills. Now is 
the time for leadership," Governor 
Patton said. 

The special session started 
Tuesday, at 4 p.m. 

13:6-9, Mark 11:12-14, 20-21, and 
Luke 23:31). In 57 A.D., which was 
well into the church era, the apostle 
Paul continued to differentiate 
between Israel and the church, and 
maintained national Israel's future 
destiny of restoration/salvation in 
the end times (see Romans 11:25: 
29). 

In reference to another end time 
event prophecy, Jeremiah 16:14-15 
states, "However, the days are com­
ing, declares the Lord, when men 
will no longer say, As surely as the 
Lord lives, who brought the 
Israelites up out of Egypt, but they 
will say, as surely as the Lord lives, 
who brought the Israelites up out of 
the Land of the North and out of all 
the countries where he had banished 
them. For I wj}} restore them to the 
land I gave their forefathers." The 
"land of the north" in biblical times 
was the land we presently refer to as 
Russia. Beginning in 1991, when 
the Soviet Union literally imploded 
in upon itself, we have all been wit­
nesses to this prophesied Jewish 
exodus. 

Critics of biblical prophecy often 
claim that bible students simply 
match past events with prophetic 
scripture. In the same conversation­
al context, they often remark, "You 
can make the Bible say anything 
you want it to." Consider the state­
ment made by Grant R. Jeffrey in 
his 1988 book entitled, 
"Armageddon, Appointment With 
Destiny," page 128, "One of the 
most exciting events yet to occur in 

prophecy is the great outpouring of 
Jews from Russia." In fact, the title 
of the chapter this statement was 
taken from is "The Second 
Exodus-From Russia." 

Remember, the copyright date of 
this book is 1988; three years before 
this event actually started to take 
place! Could this just be a fluke? 
Not hardly! The same prediction 
was made by Hal Lindsey, Jack Van 
Impe, John Hagee, and most other 
notable prophetical writers. In addi­
tion, the same prophecy occurs two 
additional times in Jeremiah 
(Jeremiah 31:8 and 3:18) and once 
in Zechariah (Zechariah 2:6). 

Anyone taking the time to 
research this subject, even on a 
basic level, will find many dozens 
of scriptural references to the 
restoration of Israel in the end 
times. Zechariah 3:4-5 states, "For 
the Israelites will live many days 
without king or prince ... Afterward 
the Israelites will return ... They will 
come trembling to the Lord and to 
his blessings in the last days." 

So what does all of this mean to 
our generation? God has restored 
Israel in preparation for the end of 
the church era and the subsequent 
tribulation period. At present, there 
are three major Biblical prophecies 
which must take place before the 
start of the tribulation: the invasion 
of Israel by a future Russian­
Islamic coalition (Ezekiel chapters 
18 and 39); the re-building of the 
temple in Jemsalem; and the rapture 
of the church. The Bible does not

• co-.t<. -.trongly affected the program 
that was offered during the regular 
tenn. 

"Students at the high ~chool~ 
who attend the summer school pro­
gram arc able to receive a full cred­
it in a content area." according to 
the audit "Concerns expressed arc 
that many of these students arc inat­
tentive during the regular school 
year becaw•e the) no\\ can come to 
the .summer program and get the 
credit with much less work." 

The audit abo found that there 
• arc no job descriptions for the dis­

trict coordinator. building level 
coordinator and student tutor .... 
Also, studem tutors receive no 
training. Site·based councils have 
little invol\'ement in selecting the 
ESS certified or classified staff. 

State officials recommend that 
additional ESS day!-. be added dur­
ing the schodl year and that lugh 
standards should be set for the sum­
mer school program. 

Psychological Senices for 
Students 

Ov~r 900 students in the school 
W system have heen identified as 

needing psychological C\'aluations, 
but the district does not employ a 
full-time psychologist. 

'1nstead, the district contracts 
100 days with a part-time school 
psychologist and ~pends $90,000 on 
private contractual p.sychologists." 
the audit revealed. "There is no 
assigned .supervisor for the pan­
time and private contracted psy­
chologists. For student equity in 
areas of assessment and classroom 

• placement/assistance. there must be 
equity as much as possible among 
the psychologicals, administmtion 
and wntten reports." 

State officials recommend that 
the money spent on a part-time psy­
chologist and contracting for ser­
vices be used to hire full-time staff 
for those services. 

The audit also noted that the 
Special Education Department is 
located in "a substandard buildmg 

._ \\'ith safety and cleanliness issuc.s. 
This building i~ almost totally inac­
cessible to wheelchair-bound stu­
dents/adults. Exceptional students' 
records were scattered in several 
locations, due to the recent move to 
this building. A spot check of stu­
dents records revealed a student 
needing immediate re-evaluation." 

Technology 
Freezing technology funds lor 

the past several years has apparent­
ly taken the program from one of 

• the be t in the state to the hl\\er 
rung of the technology ladder. 

TI1e last two state allocatiOns to 
the district have been escrowed 
because the district could not come 
up with the matching funds. 

As a result, the audit shows no 
technological advances being made 
in the dbtrict. 

"Although early efforts re'iulted 
in a great deal of technology being 
installed, the system has not moved 
substantially toward accompli-.hing 
the objectives of their technology 
plan in the last two years," the audit 
~ound. "Neither teachers nor 
instructional leaders have had 
enough professional development 
to be able to use technology as an 
effective instructional strategy to 
address core content and academic 
expectations .Approximately half 
of the Floyd County schools have 
wide area network conductivity. 
Only five <;chools have network 
access in each classroom. Most of 
the 600-plus workstations have lit· 
tic memory and hard disk space." 

State oflicials recommend that 
all staff be aware of the technology 
plans and to purcha<>e current cquip­

• 'ment as allowed with existing 
funds. 

Exceptional Children 
Numerous problems were found 

in the distriC1's exceptional children 
or special education programs. A 
lack of materials for proper evalua­
tions and fuilurc to adhere to due 
proCe!>S hearings were found. 

''Speech services are not being 
provided to all student.; in timely 
fashion because of caseload and 
screening/assessment responsibili­
ties." the audit said. "School district 

• 'is non-compliant with due process 
timelincs. . Limited test materials 
for evaluators arc available in the 

.. schoot.. .. .'l11ere is no efficient dis­
trict-wide tracking system for stu-

dents with disabilities." 
Officials also found that most 

teacher/student aides had no formal 
twining regarding the needs of indi­
vidual students. The report noted 
that -;e,eral aides were close rela­
tives of the children and, at 
Prestonsburg Hjgh School, it was 
alleged that an aide was absent for 
42 days and no leave was taken. 

State officials recommended that 
the district "develop and implement 
a professional developmL'nt plan for 
aides which promotes higher expec­
tations. dignity and self-sufliciency 
for students with disabilities ... " 

Professional Denlopment 
Teachers receive little, if any. 

support from centrnl office person­
nel in the area of professional 
development, the audit found. State 
oflicials found that at some schools 
very little of the allotted funds for 
professional development was 
spent. Also. some teachers said they 
"do not know which central office 
per.;onnel are in charge of what pro­
grams. and therefore, do not have a 
contact person for infom1ation." 

The audit said. "An overwhelm­
ing majority of .schools feel the 
communication between the central 
oflice and school sites is minimal, it 
is diflicult to get accurate inforrna­
tion, and if any systemic change is 
to occur. improving communication 
and service to schools must be a pri­
mary focus.'' 

Also, there were few records to 
verify the hours of profe~sional 
development teachers auended and 
no evaluations were on record for 
principals or central office adminis­
trators. 

"No current record of tracking 
evaluations was available for 
review. There was no organized 
way to track the transfer of certified 
staff within the district from year­
to·ycar, retirements or leaves of 
absences.'' the audit said. "Records 
were not organized to verify if cur­
rently trained administrators have 
maintained their certification by 
attending twelve hours of effective 
leadership training in evaluation 
skills. No evaluations of adminis­
trators (principals and central office 
administrators) were available " 

State officials noted "failure to 
maintain these record~ could result 
in renovation of certification of all 
administrator~ that do not complete 
the 42-hour leadership requirement. 
Records must be updated immedi­
ately." 

Family Resource and Youth 
Service Centers 

State officials found various 
problems in the district's Family 
Resource and Youth Service 
Center!'., including inaccessibility to 
handicapped persons and -.orne that 
seem to have received special treat­
ment by the district. 

"Some centers are inaccessible 
to handicapped individuals," the 
audit said. "Two high school YSCs 
were on (a) mountain top; one 
'\Chool driveway received mainte­
nance from the dil>trict; the other 
received none. 

"Physical structures at two cen­
ters were maintained by the district 
.,.. hile other centers had not been 
appropriately maintained (cleanli­
ness and general maintenance 
issues), reporting of expenditures to 
some centers from the district was 
not (on) a timely basis and reports 
were inaccurate." 

The audit noted that four out of 
six centers did not offer activities 
which were "directed at reducing 
academic barrier:. to learning." 

State officials recommend that 
''all facilities should he barrier-free 
or not utilized." Officials also sug­
gested that all facilities be property 
maintained and that ttmcly and 
accurate reports to each center 
should be made on a monthly basis. 

Finance 
Floyd school board members 

and superintendent Gene Davis 
have violated numerous dastrict 
policies regarding financial matters, 
tncluding the failure to have a 
finance officer. the report alleges. 

The audit noted that school offi­
cials abolished the position of direc­
tor or finance and failed to impanel 
a District Planning Committee, ns 
required by policy. 

Also. the board has failed to 
keep policies current and to set a 
salary scheduled for certified staff. 
And, superintendent Davis has 
failed to prepare and provide 
monthly financial reports to schools 
regarding their status. 

State officials found that board 
members routinely adopted policy 
amendments from the Kentucky 
School Boards Association (KSBA) 
with little or no review or discus­
sion. The board i.s also required to 
send KSBA it'> meeting minutes in 
order to keep policies current, hut 
the board has not done so since 
1993. 

Two board members did not 
have policy manuab and no board 

member had an updated policy 
manual. 

Personnel 
Floyd County':-; personnel 

department \\8S found to be in com­
plete shambles, lacking an accurate 
record of dbtrict employees and 
virtually no job descriptions. 

"There is not a current organiza­
tional chart that clearly depicts the 
district's organizational structure," 
the audit said. "Staff responsibilities 
are not clearly defined. Conflicting 
job descriptions were available for 
some JObs, but most have no 
description at all." 

A review of 66 certified employ­
ee records found 

• 43 folders contained applica­
tions; 

• I 9 folders contained contracts; 
• 55 folders comained certifica­

tion records; 
• 17 folders provided evidence of 

criminal records checks; 
• no folders contained 1·9 forms; 
• no folders contained job 

descriptions; 
• 58 folders contained tran­

scripts: 
• 32 folders contained refer­

ences; 
• no folders contained profes­

sional development records; 
• 26 folders contained NTE 

results; 
• 21 folders contained evidence 

of TB tests; and 
• no folders contained evidence 

of Hepatitis B vaccinations. 
Of those 66 files reviewed, 19 

were new employees. A review of 
those 19 found that no contracts. job 
descriptions, I-9 forms, professional 
development records or Hepatitis B 
vaccinations were found. 

State officials found paperwork 
that only one of those I 9 has had a 
criminal records check. 

A review of 66 classified person­
nel records showed most contained 
little paperwork. State officials had 
initially selected 89 folders for 
inspection. but 23 or those had only 
a name on a tab and were complete­
ly empty. 

The 66 examined showed only 
two had contracts in the file; none 
had job descriptions, 1-9 forms or 
proof of Hepatitis B vaccinations; 
41 had criminal records checks: 36 
had proof of a high school diploma 
or GED; and 22 had documents 
relating to TB tests. 

"The contents of the personnel 
folders were in no certain order and 
information was difficult to locate," 
the audit said. "Inactive files were 
intermingled with active files. . 
.Salaries reported to the Division of 
Finance on Professional Staff Data 
(PSD) forms cannot be reconciled 
wtth payroll records. Letters of 
employment for the 1997-98 school 
year were not sent to all certified 
employees. No one in the district 
seemed to know what, if any crite­
ria was applied to detennine who 
would receive letters ... Certified 
staff have been placed in schools by 
the superintendent that are not prop­
erly certified for the position to 
which they are assigned." 

State officials recommended a 
system be developed to bring all 
personnel files up to date immedi­
ately and to ensure records are 
properly maintained in the future. 

Personnel files for food service, 
transportation and Head Start were 
in the district office. State officials 
recommend that all personnel files 
be maintained m one central loca­
tion. 

Health and Life Insurance 
A review of health and life insur­

ance records found coordination 
lacking between employees in per­
sonnel and payroll which "caused 
serious problems in trying to recon­
cile personnel records to payroll 
records." 

Employees who were added for 
coverage and those terminated were 
not reported in a timely manner to 
state officials and could have result­
ed to either underpayment or over­
payment for coverage. 

The state recommends a better 
system for reporting those issues be 
developed in the personnel and pay­
roll departments. 

Budgeting 
Officials found that the Floyd 

Board has failed to adopt annual 
budgets within the required dead­
lines outlined in state law. 

The 1997-98 draft budget, due 
January 31. 1997, was approved on 
January 14, but not sent to state 
education officials until April 8. 

The 1996-97 general budget, due 
30 days following the receipt of the 
property tax assessment on October 
26. 1996, was not adopted until 
December 3, I 996. 

"The budget proce. s is not well 
defined in the district," the audit 
said. " . .. The district has a budget 
committee comprised of appoint­
ments by the superintendent. The 
committee, however. is not broad­
based and docs not meet on a regu-

Jar basis. There are no minutes to 
support the meetings." 

Stale oflicials also found that 
board memhers arc not infonned 
monthly "a!-. to the financial status 
of the various funds." 

Recommendations include that 
board members take actions on the 
budget according to state law: a 
well-defined budget process must 
be developed to include staff and 
the community; and that board 
members he informed of the dis­
trict's financial status on a monthly 
basis. 

Procurement 
The school dr~trict scored well 

on its bidding procedures and 
record keeping of bid documents, 
but some expenditures were made 
without prior state approval. 

"Purchase orders arc being used 
and encumbered in the accounting 
system," the audit said. "The receipt 
of purchased items is verified prior 
to payment. .. However, not all pur­
chase orders arc approved in 
advance as mandated by the emer­
gency declaration approved by the 
Kentucky Board of Education. The 
board of education has not devel­
oped and implemented policies to 
ensure that coordination and train­
ing of school council members is 
being done with regard to purchas­
ing and procurement." 

Board members have only one 
recourse to correct the problems. 

"The dbtrict has no option." the 
state recommends. "All expendi­
tures must be approved in advance. 
. .Approval of purchase orders is the 
procedure used by KDE staff to 
grant prior approval of all expendi· 
tures." 

Allocations to School Councils 
Stafting at local schools were 

made at some schools in violation 
of state law because employees 
placed at some schools were not the 
decb.ions of school councils. 

Some -.chools were found to be 
over the staffing allotment. while 
other schools were understaffed. 

"However, some staff were 
placed in addition to the school's 
allocation and others actually 
replaced part of the school's alloca­
tion, resulting in less than equal 
treatment for the district's schools," 
the audit found. 

School counctl budgets were not 
attached to the staffing allocations 
and central office personnel make 
no repoo-. to school councils con­
cerning budgeted and actual expen­
ditures, the audit said. 

Also. in allocations to the 
schools made on March I. primary 
aides were to be provided for every 
four primary teachers. The audit 
said no aides have been hired by the 
district. 

State officials recommend that 
"every effort should be made to cor­
rect the (staffing) situation for the 
current year and employ strategies 
to ensure this docs not happen again 
in the future." 

It is also recommended that the 
board amend its staff policy regard­
ing primary aides or staff is to be 
provided to the <:chools as outlined 
in the March I allocations. 

School Activity Funds 
Some schools were found to be 

lacking in determining the invento­
ry/profit/Joss margins on vending 
machines and/or school conces­
sions. Some schools did not have 
two persons counting funds and ini­
tialing bani\ deposit tickets, as rec­
ommended by state officials. 

State officials recommended that 
updated inventories of soft drinks 
and snacks be maintained and prof­
it/loss statements be made monthly. 

MUNIS 
The review of the MUNIS sys· 

tern, a statewide accounting system 
which Jinks all school districts with 
state education officials. found an 
overloaded s)stcm in Floyd County 
and that financial personnel were 
not property trained to implement 
the system. 

"The district has 2.599 active 
employee master records." the audit 
said "This number is substantially 
higher than the number of employ­
ees tncludcd in recent payrolls. 
There ure only 390 employee mas­
ter records set to inactive .status. 

"Eighty-one employees have two 
employee master file records and 
two employees have three records," 
the audit found. "Only 10 of these 
records rctlect an active employee!> 
status," 

Ofliciab also found that dtstnct 
employees failed to take MUNIS 
classroom training and that no one 
has been designated to oversee the 
MUNIS operatiOn. 

Also noted .,.. as that district 
employees did not comply with the 
state recommended budget proce'>s 
for 1997. 

"Fifty budget completion jour­
nals were generated to post the FY 
1997 budget, which implies that 
budget projections were created for 
each of the journals," the audit 

noted. "The recommended number 
of hudgct projections for a fiscal 
year hudget is three." 

The state recommends a review 
of all employee records and that 
payroll staff attend ba::.ic MUNIS 
training. 

A purging of outdated MUNIS 
records is also recommended and 
"at least one district staff person 
should be assigned and tmined to 
handle system administration 
responsibi lilies. 

School Based Decision Making 
A~ noted previously, !>lrtle offi­

cials found numerous in)>tance.s of 
personnel being placed at schools 
without school council approval 
and that some positions at schools 
were created by the school board. 

"Positions not approved hy the 
school council have been created at 
schools by the local board, in viola­
tion of KRS 160.345 (2)(1)," the 
audit found. "Non-tenured ccrtitied 
staff have been transferred into 
SBDM schools without a principal 
selection after consultation with the 
school council, in violation of KRS 
J 60.345 (2)( h)." 

Law and state regulations were 
also found to be \'iolated regarding 
the availability of personnel funds, 
professional development funds and 
the lack of school council input and 
review of school budgets. 

Also the audit found that certi­
fied transfer' were made at teachers' 
requests and that some per,onnel 
were hired "even though their con­
tracts had tenninated." 

At some schools. "certified per­
sonnel have been transferred into 
SBDM schools when vacancies, for 
which the transferred personnel 
held the appropriate certitlcation, 
existed simultaneously at non­
SBDM schools .... " the audit found. 

The district's creation of a 
"Council of Councils" committee 
had a good concept, but "topics of 
business for the group are rarely 
substanti'e and are characterized by 
council members as nice but of lit­
tle value," according to the audit. 

State officials also found that no 
funds were allocated to schools for 
the purchase of instructional materi· 
als and supplies for special educa­
tion students, a \'iolation of federal 
law. 

School council members told 
state officials that they receive 'ir­
tually no "routine accurate technical 
assistance from district ofticials." 

State officials recommend that 
all illegal personnel moves be cor­
rected and those positions be filled 
according to law. 

Officials also suggested that "six 
to 12 hours of training in the legal 
roles and responsibilities and effec­
tive practices of school councils and 
school district~ should be provided 
for all school council members, 
board members. central oftice staff 
and the community. 

Communication/Community 
Involvement 

There was no fonnal communi­
cations plan found for the Floyd 
County, school system to provide 
information to employees or resi­
dents in the community. 

"The superintendent relic~ on 
principals' meetings and the new::. 
media to communicate with staff, 
parents and community memhcrs at 
large," the audit found." The distri<.:t 
docs not have a formal plan for 
community relations according to 
the superintendent and the board of 
educntion." 

Parental involvement in the 
school system is virtually non-cxb­
tcnt. 

"Parent involvement is lacking 
in many areas in Floyd County." thl.! 
report concluded. "This docs not 
appear to be a high priority with 
anyone except for specific pro­
grams where such a component is 
requirl.!d. Even when required, it is 
.sporadic at best.'' 

Officials recommend the hoard 
develop and carry through on poli­
cies for "internal and external com­
munications in the district,'' Also, 
the board is directed to develop 
''comprehensive policies on parent 
involwment," and community rela­
tions, 

Facilities Management 
A project audit of the 

Prestonsburg High School renm a­
lion project wa<> recommended by 
the state after finding that :.orne 
inappropriate expenditure haw 
been made. 

"Apparently. inappropriate 
expenditures were made from the 
bond sale proceeds,'' the audit 
found. "Those cxpenditur~s arl' 
under review and '"ill have to be 
reimbursed by general funds. Also, 
cash pledged b) the dbtrict for the 
project ha' not been fully allocated. 
These financial issues will be 
resolved as the district's project 
audit becomes available." 

The audit noted that Phase I uf 
the project is to be compk•ted 111 

January 1998 and Phase II "shalllw 

completed I 0 month~ later." 
Overall, state official<; found that 

many of the older school faci lities 
did not meet current "life safety 
codes" and the district has rnadc no 
progreo;s to close six facilities slated 
for closure under the distriC:t's facil­
ity plan. 

Allen Central High School-
1lle school meet'> most life safety 
and building codes and 1s scheduled 
for a major renovation Oflicials 
noted that there is no swimming 
program at the school and ques­
tioned the use of a mohtle class­
room as a shooting range for 
ROTC. The condllion of the school 
was listed as good to fair. 

Betsy La)ne High School- The 
facility met most life .safety and 
huildtng codes and is scheduled for 
a major renovation. Building condi­
tions were rated as good to fair. 

Prestonsburg High School- The 
facility will meet all current life 
safety and building codes when the 
reno\ation is complete. An extcn­
sh·e "punch list" of work remains to 
be done. 

South Aoyd High School- The 
facility is in like-new condition and 
meets all life safety and building 
codes. Enrollment at the school is 
"nowhere near capacity." Several 
classrooms were empty. 

Adams Middle School- The 
middle school meets all life safety 
and building codes, hut has exces­
sive wear and damage on ceiling 
tiles and toilet partitions "for a rela­
tively new school." The school had 
four classrooms added in 1995, 
which district officials said was 
unnecessary "since the facility cur­
rently only houses approximately 
440 students," and was built to 
house 700 students. 

Allen Elementary- The new 
school meets all life safety and 
building codes, hut has no specialty 
classroom-. (science, home econom­
ics, vocational technology) or facil­
ities for a middle ~chooll·urriculum. 
District officials should determine 
if this facility is an appropriate loca­
tion for a middle school program. 
The facility was in good to like­
new condition overall. 

Auxier Elementary The 
school was built in 1927 and was 
found to be in poor condition. It was 
not noted if the school met current 
life safety or building code require­
ments. The school is -.chedulcd for 
replacement. There were no special­
ty classrooms: the school is not 
handicapped accessible; and the 
library is undersized. The boiler 
room was "full of trash and debris.'' 
Also. "although the building has an 
energy management system. open 
windows were observed next to 
running window air conditioners.'' 
The number of buildings at the site 
were excessive for the number of 
students served. State officials said 
the district should "evaluate the 
need for this school." 

Betsy Layne Elementary- The 
school meets all current life safety 
and building codes. The gym facili­
ty needs renovation of the roof sys­
tem. restrooms, HVAC and 
improvements for accessibility. The 
facility was rated as in good to like­
new condition. 

Cla1k Elementary "1 he '>Chool 
docs not meet life safety or building 
codes. is not accc ... sible and lacks 
requirements for educational needs 
for new buildings. The school is 
scheduled for major renovation. 
Two mobile classrooms on-site 
were not in usc and recommended 
to be eliminated. The overall condi­
tion of the school i' listed ;t<; fai r. 

Duff Elementary- The school 
meets life safety and building codes 
for new facilities. The facility has 
no specialty classrooms or facilities 
for middle school curriculum. The 
school was listed as in good to like­
new condition. 

Harold Elementary- The 
school does not meet life safety and 
building codes. It is not accessible 
and does not meet educational 
requirements for new buildings. 
There is no space for ph) sical edu­
cation and lacks specialty class­
rooms for middle school curricu­
lum. The school has inndequatc 
facilities for P·8 program and the 
number of buildings arc excessive 
for the number of ~tudcnts served. 
The school is listed as in fair to poor 
condition. 

\1arttn .\1 iddle School- The 
school docs not meet current life 
... afety code': h not accessible; lacks 
specialty classrooms; and the cafe­
teria is undersized Condition of the 
school is listed a ... fair to poor. The 
number of buildings is excessive to 
the numhcr of students served. 

May Valley Elementary- The 
fal'ilit) meets all life safety and 
bualding codes. Officials noted local 
school officiab have "expressed a 
need to add four elassrooms" '>O thnt 
~la11in ~Iiddle School could be 
closed. The school is in excellent 
condllion. 

McDtmcll Elenwntar) ~ t wns 

(Sec Audit, page twelve) 
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not noted if the facility met all life 
safety and building codes. The 
:-.chool contains asbestos floor tile. 
There arc no specialty classrooms 
and the school has inadequate facil­
ities for a P-8 program. The number 
of bUildings is excessive for the 
number of students served. "The 
utility costs should be evaluated 
because they must be very large." 
The school was listed as being in 
poor condition. 

Melvin Elementary- The 
school dol.!s not meet current life 
safety codes. It is not accessible; 
there arc no specialty classrooms: 
.md the cafeteria is undersized. The 
school is scheduled to be replaced. 
Some mobile cla-;srooms were not 
being used and recommended to be 
eliminated. State officials recom­
mend that space at South Floyd 
High School and Osborne 
Elementary be "evaluated for 
potential shifts in student housing." 
There are some asbestos floor tiles 
in the school and the number of 
buildings is excessive for the stu­
dents served. It is rated as being in 
poor condition. 

Osborne Elementary- Officials 
did not note if the building met life 
safety and building codes. The 
school has no specialty classroom.; 
for middle school curriculum and is 
scheduled for a major renovation. 
1 he building's condition was listed 
as fair. 

Prater Elementary- The school 
does not meet life safety or building 
codes; is not accessible; and lacks 
educational requirements for new 
buildings. There is no room for 
physical education and lacks spe­
cialty classrooms and the number of 

buildings is excessive for the stu­
dents served. The condition of the 
school is poor. 

Prestonsburg Elementary- The 
school does not meet life safety or 
building codes; is not accessible: 
and lacks educational requirements 
for new buildings. Four of six 
mobile classrooms were not in use 
and recommended to be eliminated. 
The school is in poor condition. 

Stumbo Elementary- The 
school does not meet life safety or 
building codes; is not accessible: 
library is undersized; and lacks edu­
cational standards for new build­
ings. The school is scheduled for a 
major renovation. Condition of the 
school is poor. 

State officials also noted that 
there is a "general lack of student 
technology programs and support" 
in all schools. Unused mobile class­
rooms were found at several sites, 
as were empty classrooms. Officials 
recommend the district evaluate the 
effectiveness of the district's pre­
ventative maintenance program. 

Pupil Transportation 
The school system's transporta­

tion department scored high marks 
from state officials, who found only 
minor problems. 

One serious issue noted is that 
there are no driver contracts in 
place because contract negotiations 
arc still in progress between the 
Steelworker's Union and the dis­
trict. Officials noted that all district 
employees are required to have a 
signed contract in place. 

State officials also recommend 
that students receive annual safety 
training and such training should 

take place as soon as possible. 
Also, the transportation depart­

ment was found to be understaffed 
and the audit recommends that six 
mechanics be hired. 

"The transportation department 
has only five mechanics working on 
the shop floor," the audit said. 
''They are maintaining 124 Floyd 
County school buses, 18 Head Start 
buses and 22 maintenance vehicles 
for a total of 164 units. The standard 
formula of 25 units per mechanic 
would indicate the need for a total 
of a least six mechanics." 

The department also needs a new 
utility truck as soon as "financially 
feasible." 

Officials noted that the depart­
ment is not fully reimbursed for the 
cost of extra-curricular trips and 
recommended that "to the extent 
possible, the cost of (the trips) 
could be charged to the 
schools/organizations taking the 
trip." 

Also, a purchasing plan for new 
buses should be established so that 
10 percent of the bus fleet is 
replaced each year. 

School Food Service Program 
Floyd County's school food ser­

vice is in poor financial condition, 
with losses of over $148,000 noted 
from October 1996 through June 
1997. 

School food service financial 
records do not match MUNIS 
records of the program. The depart­
ment's MUNIS balance in May 
1997 showed a deficit of $42.430. 
while food service records noted an 
$83,114 surplus. Also, district offi­
cials did not credit the food pro-

copies of the audit. Mullins signed 
for the delivery and took posses­
sion of the documents. 

'I think that's terrible: sit here in 
the parking lot and hope Overnight 
runs," Mullins said. "We've got a 
broke system and everybody takes 
off. I feel like we owe the taxpay­
er's something." 

The 115-page audit notes scores 
of problems in the district. 

Mullins and superintendent 
Gene Davis were to appear before 
the Kentucky Board of Education 
Tuesday in what was expected to 
be a tense meeting. Davis and the 
board of education could be ousted 
from office after the district ended 
the year with at least a $320,000 
budget deficit. 

On Friday, Mullins said he was 
informed by state officials that the 
district's management audit would 
be delivered to the central office. 
Mullins said he also wanted to 
gather additional information on 
the district's situation before meet· 
ing the state board at Kenl..ake 
State Park in Western Kentucky. 

One central office administrator 
came by the office Friday morning 

NOW OPEN 

and told Mullins everyone was 
informed by telephone that they 
could take the day off with pay. 

"They were told that it wouldn't 
count against their personal days or 
anything," Mullins said. "I think 
that's illegal." 

Mullins said he would deliver 
copies of the audit to other board 
members. 

While he was still at the parking 
lot, board member B.J. Newsome 
stopped by and Mullins gave him a 
copy of the audit and one for Davis. 

Mullins said he was also upset 
that Davis failed to put a discussion 
of the district's financial audit on 
an agenda for a special meeting 
which was to have been held 
Thursday. Mullins canceled the 
meeting. 

A letter from the district's audi­
tors, Wallen and Cornett, said the 
projected deficit is at $321 ,583. but 
that figure was subject to be 
changed. 

"(Davis) said the auditors told 
him they didn't have time to meet 
with us," Mullins said. "They work 
for us. I can't believe they couldn't 
meet with us."

Numerous maintenance prob­
lems were noted throughout the 
schools, including broken dish­
washers, which required schools to 
serve lunches on paper products: 
exhaust fans in poor condition; 
freezers and refrigerators not oper­
ating properly; and various ovens 
not in working condition.

Some food service workers were 
observed not wearing gloves while 
s'erving food, and milk distributed 
to students was not property cooled. 
At McDowell Elementary. officials 
noted there was no soap dispenser 
in the employee's restroom. 

Principals at Martin Middle 
School and Osborne Elementary 
were receiving free lunches, which 
is a violation of state regulations. 

At Prestonsburg Elementary, 
state officials found food molding 
in a refrigeration unit and discov­
ered a "panially eaten hamburger 
on a storage shelf that was begin­
ning to mold." Also, cafeteria work­
ers were not wa<>htng their hands 
when moving to other work sta­
tions. 

"Food borne illnesses can and 
will be transmitted from one work 
station to another if correct sanitary 
procedures are not followed," the 
audit said. 

At South Floyd High School, 
kitchen workers were observed 
serving green beans which were not 
being placed in hot wells designed 
to keep foods at correct tempera­
tures. Also, salad dressings on the 
salad bar were not iced to prevent 
possible contamination. 

It was noted at most schools that 
either there were no prepared 
menus for lunch and breakfast or 
those menus were often changed. 

All federal reimbursements for 
lunches at Prestonsburg Elementary 
and Prestonsburg High School were 
disallowed for the day state officials 
visited because cola and snack 
machines were turned on while 
lunch was bemg served. State regu­
lations require that vending 
machines be turned off until 30 
minutes past the close of the last 
lunch period.

Network analyst Jeff VanNote has 
fallen in love with this football 
team? VanNote has gotten into 
some animated officiating from the 
press box this autumn . 

...J The visage of Anthony White 
~ jitterbugging along the line of 

scrimmage looking for a hole. Zip! 
...J If he stays on course, Derek 

Homer is going to be special . 
...J Say, didn't you used to be 

Derik Logan? 
...J A UK team on the threshold 

of a three game win streak? South 
Carolina (2-3) and NE Louisiana 
(2·4) come next. 

...J "It's mostly the same players, 
so what's the difference in this UK 
team? It can't be all Tim Couch 

., can it?" a longtime UK fan asked 
Sunday. 

The difference is not simply Hal 
Mumme's approach to offense. 
Football is a cerebral game and the 
real changes have been from the 
neck up. At the top of the new 

coaching staff's magic list has 
been commcing players that good 
things are going to happen instead 
of the other kind. 

From fake punts to on-side 
kicks to fourth down passes. UK 
has taken some audacious risks 
and succeeded ... On third and 
short yardage UK' s defense 
believes tt will stop an opponent. 
... On offense the glum 'three and 
out' is history. 

In summary, the players invest­
ed themselves in a new system, 
then a bit of early success swelled 
into more success. Then the most 
potent of all ingredients in magic 
brew kicked in-raucous fan sup­
port. Adds up to the shortest cliche 
in sports today - Big Mo. 

Q'S 'N A'S 
Fans. I love 'em. Sometimes 

good questions come that deserve 
straight answers. 

Q. This side of Tim Couch, UK 
football coach Hal Mumme seems 
to be the most popular man in 
Kentucky, but you've already crit­
icized him. What's not to like? 

A. Mumme has certainly made 
UK football exciting and the love 
affair is open-throttle with forever­
eager Wildcat fans But experience 
should teach us to invest our hero 
worship reluctantly. Apply a teen 
analogy. Let's see Mumme get UK 
to the senior prom before we pro­
pose matrimony. 

As to 'what's not to like'? we 
should consult our memories. 
Seven Septembers ago what was 
'not to like' about Bill Curry? 
Today, the only man who is the 
butt of more jokes than Curry is 
Marv Albert. 

Q. What's behind the mounting 
criticism of Louisville coach Ron 
Cooper? 

A. Losing games ... embarrass­
ingly. And made complicated by 
an out of control mouth (raising 
expectations), and apparently tem­
per (roughing off school media 
relations employees is a no-no). 

Curious how losing games con­
verts genius (Cooper's) virtually 
overnight into booing fans and 
media examinations of a man's 
flaws, i.e. big talk and anger. It 
isn't that long since UofL fans and 
media liked Cooper as much as 
UK fans and media purred over 
Bill Curry. 

Media's role? Not get caught up 
in liking a coach or praising his 
genius as some columnists in 
Kentucky are doing. Our role is to 
cast a critical eye, to analyze team 
performance and measure it 
against teams coached by Spurrier, 
Paterno and Mack Brown. 

Mack Brown·) North Carolina 
football has risen qutetly from the 
environs of "basketball school" 
now occupied by UK and UofL, to 
No. 5 in college football polls. 

Q. Will UK basketball coach 
Tubby Smith have the big recruit­
ing harvest he is predicting? 

A. First. what else ts Smith 
going to say a month before the 

early signing period'! Second. yes. 
UK will have a good recruiting 
year. Things Wildcat fans should 
be most interested in are the per­
sonalities of the newcomers. See 
whether or not the signees speak of 
fitting into Smith's system. being 
part of and making the team better, 
pursuing a college degree and not: 
"I expect to play right away," ... 
''got to have my minutes," ... 'Tm 
here to get to the NBA." 

Q. The high school football sea­
son has come to the halfway point, 
is the in-state talent living up to 
preseason hype of producing more 
outstanding players than ever 
before? 

A. At this point yes, there 
appears to be good talent, and 
more of it than in many years. But, 
fans should wait and see how the 
recruiting process unfolds as it 
pertains to academic eligibility. As 
an SEC affiliate, UK, for example, 
cannot sign a youngster who can­
not qualify to specified standards 
adopted by all SEC schools. 
February's signing date is far off. 
Some high school stars may be 
forced to attend junior college 
and/or sign with schools with less 
demanding requirements.

NASCAR is not moving into sports car racing

An article written by Steve 

Ballard, that appeared in USA Today, 
Friday, October 3, says NASCAR is 
all lined up to promote and suppo11 a 
new U.S. sports car road racing 
series. 

"Not so," says NASCAR director 
of communications, John Griftin. 
"The article was very inaccurate." 

The article was written by Ballard 
after a meeting on Thursday, October 
2. in New York. of track owners. pro­
moters and series officials, which 
included NASCAR President. Bill 
France Jr. 

A new sanctioning body. the U.S. 
Road Racing Championship, was 
formed to unify two sports car racing 
organizations, the SCCA Trans-Am 
series and Professional SportsCar 
Racing Inc. 

But Andy Evans, who says he has 
invested $10 million in Professional 
SportsCar Racing since buying the 
series from IMSA, in 1996, and 
renaming it, believes the move is 
aimed at putting his organization out 
of business. 

In the article, Evans threatened to 
sue NASCAR and Bill France Jr. 
under a legal definition of "de facto 
cartel." In layman's terms this means 
to associate with another group. or 
like kind, whether involved or not. 

"As president of NASCAR. Mr. 
France must wear many hats," said 
Griffin. "He was at the meeting as a 
representative of International 
Speedway Corporation which owns 
the Daytona Beach and Watkins 
Glen tracks. Sports car races are held 
annually at both of these tracks, so 
Mr. France had a vested interest in 
this meeting. To say NASCAR is 
gearing up to promote a sports car 
sanctioning series is totally inaccu­
rate."

RESTRICTOR PLATE TIME, 
AGAIN! 

It could easily be the two most 
hated words in ail of NASCAR, 
"Restrictor Plate." You see we don't 
talk a whole lot about them because 
the subject only comes up four times 
a year, but for many involved in the 
sport, that is four too many. 

I guess a lot of you have heard 
about them, but you may not really 
know what they do. It is a small piece 
of metal with four holes that controls 
the amount of gas that your engine 
receives. Think about it. if you limit 
the amount of gas to an engine, then it 
would limit just how fast the engine 
could go. That is exactly what 
NASCAR wants it to do, slow down 
the speeds of the cars at the high 
banked superspeedways. 

Daytona and Talladega are the 
only two tracks that the restrictor 
plates arc used, and what it has done 
is to make most all of the cars pretty 
much even in speed and limited the 
ability of a car to pass another one.

Remember to keep 
your gun pointed in a safe direc­
tion-don't substitute your scope 
for binoculars. . 

• Always carry your gun so that 
you can control the direction of the 
muzzle if you stumble. Also, never 
climb a tree or fence with a loaded 
gun. 

• Make sure you carry only 
empty guns. taken down or with 
the action open. into your automo­
bile, camp and home. 

• Always be sure that the barrel 
and action of the gun are clear of 
obstructions. 

• Never leave your gun unat­
tended unless you unload it first. 

• Do not shoot at flat, hard sur­
faces or at the surface of water­
the bullets may richochet. 

• Never handle a firearm while 
under the influence of alcohol.

The top speed that a car now reaches 
is just ovyr l 90 miles per hour. Last 
year at the DieHard 500 at Talladega, 
Jeremy Mayfield sat on the pole with 
a speed of 192.370 mph. Now don't 
get me wrong, that is fast, very fast 
indeed, but compare that to the all 
time qualifying record at Talladega 
before the invention of the restrictor 
plate. Bill Elliott hold~ that record at 
212.809 mph set April 30, 1987! 

At the time Elliott was turning that 
record there was only a handfull of 
teams that could get that much speed 
out of their cars. which kept the cars 
spread out over the track. The lead 
cars would get in a single line and 
"draft" on each other putting distance 
between the pack and the rest of the 
field. This drafting also provided the 
impetus for passing another car. Now 
the vast majority of the teams can 
build and tune an engine to get the 
maximum amount of horsepower that 
the restrictor plate will allow. The 
result of this are very large packs of

cars staying bunched together for 
long periods of time. 

Those large packs of cars are fine, 
but nobody has the extra horse power 
to be able to pass, so someone gets 
impatient and makes a move that 
results in a huge wreck at over 190 
mph! It seems now even with the 
slower speeds that the wrecks at these 
two tmcks are worse, and that there 
has been several serious injuries in 
recent years. 

Just this past February at Daytona 
in the 500 with just a handful of laps 
left, one of the biggest wrecks of the 
season took place when Earnhardt 
and Gordon went into tum three too 
hard, and the result was Earnhardt 
flipping and several other cars 
knocked out of the chance to run for 
the win. 
. Last year at Talladega saw 
Earnhardt involved in another serious 
accident that gave the seven-time 
champion his first serious injuries of 
his career. Talladega was also the

place that Bill Elliott broke his leg 
and caused him to miss several races 
while on the mend. 

I still say there was something 
almost magical about those 200 mph f' 
"freight trains" that we use to see on 
the back stretches at Talladega and 
Daytona. but I agree that the speeds 
did need to be controlled for safety, 
But why couldn't it be done witli 
spoiler height and ground clearance 
instead of limited horsepower? At 
least that way the drivers would still 
have the power to pass without caus­
ing total chaos on the track.

Fall, important time for lawn care

With summer over, many gar­
deners take a vacation from lawn 
care. But fall is an important time to 
control weeds. remove leaves, and 
trim and fertilize grass. 

Fall is the number-one time of 
the year to control broadleaf weeds 
like dandelion, plantain, chickweed, 
henbit and clover. It is easier to con­
trol broadleaf weeds when they are 
growing in the fall. Grasses are also 
still actively growing and will fill in 
space where weeds arc killed. 

It is very important to remove 
leaves from the lawn because they 
shade grass and this prevents 

SECONDHAI'i'D 
TOBACCO SMOKE 

Q: My wife smokes. lt didn't 
bother me until we had a baby last 
year. What are the effects of sec­
ondhand smoke on the baby and 
me? 

A: Secondhand smoke, or envi­
ronmental tobacco smoke (FTS). is 
a combination of two forms of 
tobacco smoke. The first 1s side­
stream smoke, which is produced 
by burning tobacco in a cigarette, 
pipe, or cigar: the second is main­
stream smoke. which is exhaled by 
the smoker. 

When a cigarette is smoked, 
about half of the smoke is side­
stream smoke. This form of smoke 
contains all the poisonous and can­
cer-causing chemicals that have 
been associated with mainstream 

growth of new tillers, or grass 
plants. You can chop up leaves \\lth 
a mower but it's best to remove 
them, because accumulation of 
chopped leaves on the crown hurts 
new plant and stem development. 

The calendar has no effect on 
when to stop mowing grass, keep 
mowing as long as grass is growing. 
Shotter grass maintains is green­
ness. Mo\\ shorter in the fall than in 
the summer: grass should be no 
more than two inches tall going into 
the winter. Grass that is too tall 
tends to flop over and smother itself 
out. This can cause losses of up to 
half the grass density. Mowing 
grass shorter and fertilizing in the 
fall produces a more lush lawn. 

Short grass allows more light 
penetration and this, plus a high­
nitrogen fertilizer, produces new 

smoke. 
So far, more than 60 chemical 

agents have been identified in 
tohacco smoke that can cause can­
cer. These include ammonia, 
formaldehyde, benzene, carbon 
monoxide, and hydrogen cyanide. 
Nonsmokers exposed to ETS 
absorb nicotme and the other 
chemicals just as smokers do. The 
greater the level of exposure to 
ETS, the greater the risk. 

Scientists estimated that ETS 
causes about 3,000 lung cancer 
deaths each year. Higher exposures 
cause higher risks. If your spouse 
smokes in your home, you and 
your family face a higher risk than 
that of people whose spouses do 
not smoke at home. Recent studies 
have even shown a risk of heart 
disease associated with ETS. 

plants that thicken up the lawn. It 
also produces growth and greens up 
several weeks earlier in the spring. 

Applying a high-nitrogen fertil­
izer in the fall promotes root growth 
that increases lawn density without 
excessive top growth. Conversely, 
fertilizing in the spring decreases 
root growth while increasing top 
growth. This makes a lawn more 
susceptihle to drought stress and 
means it has to be mowed more 
often. Spring fertilization also 
encourages diseases and growth of 
crabgrass and summer annual 
weed'>. 

ln the fall, appl) fertilizer at the 
rate of one to one and a half pounds 
of actual nitrogen per 1,000 square 
feet.

Knowing the syn1ptoms of a stroke 
and timely treatments can save lives 

Most Americans do not know 
the symptoms of stroke. 
According to a recent Gallup Poll 
conducted on behalf of the 
National Stroke Association, one­
fifth of Americans over the age of 
50 cannot name even one major 
stroke symptom. This lack of 
awareness of stroke symptoms 
contributes to critical delays in 
treatment. 

"Anyone who experiences 
stroke symptoms or observes 
symptoms in anyone else, should 
call 911 or your local emergency 
services organization immediate­
ly," Tony Peeler, directttr of 
emergency services at Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital, said. "The 
longer stroke is untreated, the 
more brain cells may die. 
Therefore, treatment should start 
as soon as possible. 

"It is more critical than ever to 
obtain immediate medical atten­
tion for stroke," Peeler added. 
"Until recently, no therapy was 
available to treat stroke; instead, 
medical efforts focused on reha­
bilitation of stroke victims who 
survived. Kow a clot-dbsolving 
agent for heart attacks is available 
to treat acute ischemic stroke and 
to reduce disability in eligible 
patients." 

The drug, Activase, works by 
dissolving a blood clot in an 
artery in the brain, thus restoring 
blood flow to the brain. 

"Activase is a wonderful drug, 
but it must be given within three 
hours after the onset of symptoms 
and only to patients who have had 
a brain scan to rule out hemor­
rhage or bleeding," Peeler said, 
adding that the new therapy car­
ries with it a risk of bleeding in 
the brain and that not all patients 
will be eligible for Activase ther­
apy. "For example, patients with 
evidence of active internal bleed­
ing, recent previous stroke. 
uncontrolled high blood pressure 
at time of treatment or blood clot­
ting disorders are not appropriate 
candidates for treatment," Peeler 
said.

Senior citizens, for the past two 
weeks Sunshine Lines has 
addressed the dire public trans­
portation needs of people of all 
ages in Eastern Kentucky. 

It is no secret that senior citi­
zens, the handicapped, and a host 
of other people find it difficult to 
shop, to get to medical appoint­
ments and to care for personal 
business matters here in the moun-

~ tains. Lack of transportation is one 
of the biggest needs OWEP work­
ers have as they go from welfare to 
work. 

Many of our people feel isolated 
today, much like our ancestors 
must have felt during the horse and 
buggy era. If it were not for the 
Floyd County Times, radio and 
television, few people would know 
what goes on in the outside world 
or around major Eastern Kentucky 
cities like Pikeville, Prestonsburg 
and Paintsville. or even on the 
other side of their mountain. Most 

- senior citizens and poor people in 
Appalachia who must "thumb'' 
rides from family, friends, and 
neighbors seldom get out of the 
hollows or off the mountains 
unless it is an absolute necessity. 
"That's just the way it's always 
been down here." 

That is. until people who were 
determined to get something done 
about our transportation woes, got 
organized and got moving to over­
come them. Eastern Kentuckians 
may never have trolleys winding 
up and down every hollow, or 

·~monorails tunneling through our 
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SUN SHIN 
mountains from one major metrop­
olis to the next, but we do have 
Sandy Valley Transportation 
Services (SVTS). 

This growing transportation ser­
vice, located in the Big Sandy 
Valley, is a modern fleet of vans 
and mtm-vans that transport 
approximately 65,000 passengers a 
year. Many of these are senior citi­
zens. Some of you retired tobacco 
farmers will remember a once pop­
ular cigarette commercial that 
exclaimed, "You've come a long 
way Baby." I feel this same slogan 
accurately summarizes the contin­
ued growth of SVTS since it's 
.. birth." It continues to grow 
toward becoming a public trans­
portation service that will serve the 
transportation needs of all people 
in Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, 
Martin and Pike counties-young 
and old alike. 

It is a transportation service "we 
the people" of beautiful 
Appalachia can already be proud to 
call ours. In spite of its limited 
funding, the SVTS's board of 
directors along with its executive 
director, have kept focused on its 
long-term goal of providing public 
transportation to anyone who 
needs it in the Big Sandy Valley. 
SVTS continues to grow by find­
ing more and more ways to serve 
the transportation needs for senior 
citizens and others in the moun­
tains. 

This week let's focus on one 
particular program SVTS is cur­
rently engaged in. Once complete-

ly organized, this program will be 
good for all, especially senior citi­
zen parents and grandparents on 
whom OWEP workers currently 
rely for transportation to take them 
from welfare to work. 

SVTS is committed to placing 
one van in each of the five counties 
in its service area to assist OWEP 
workers with their transportation 
problems. Although SVTS wi ll 
provide the transportation to get 
these people to work and home 
again at the end of their work day, 
to be effective this program must 
be coordinated with the DSI, 
potential employers who will uti­
lize OWEP workers and the work­
ers themselves. 

SVTS. and public agencies are 
presently working to identify 
where the greatest clusters of wel­
fare workers live. Routes are being 
mapped now to ensure transporta­
tion back and forth to work, either 
from their front doors or from con­
veniently located pick-up and 
drop-off locations near their 
homes. It is SVTS's goal to pro­
vide transportation to ~very OWEP 
worker who needs it in the Big 
Sandy Valley. Where there are 
large clusters of people going to 
work more than one van will be 
provided to serve these people. 

Some OWEP trainees, interest­
ed in becoming transit drivers, will 
go through an intense driver train­
ing program and testing. When 
successfully completed, some of 
these student drivers will be con­
sidered by SVTS to become their

full-time employees. 
Business owners and managers 

who are willing to become part of 
the OWEP training program should 
call the DSI in your county to learn 
more about it. Your cooperation is 
needed. There are people in this 
program with interests and skills to 
meet your needs. These people 
could do a good job for you while 
they are learning a skill that could 
motivate them beyond their own 
greatest expectations. One thing 
for sure is that they won't miss 
work because of a lack for trans­
portation, except perhaps in 
extreme winter weather conditions. 

Senior citizens, let's look at 
hO\\ you might be able to help 
SVTS in this matter. This area­
wide transportation service and its 
team of mechanics are looking for: 

• donated vans, mini-vans and 
other operable cars and trucks for 
poor people to use to get them 
from home to work and back 
again; 

• donated car, van or truck bod­
ies in good condition where rebuilt 
motors can be put into them to 
make them operable and safe; 

• donated wrecked vehicles with 
salvageable parts to be used for 
major overhauls on other donated 
vehicles; and, 

• good vehicles in serviceable 
condition where no or few minor 
repairs are needed.
