If the attendance at the public hearings 
fs:Jr the transfer of the Allen Water Commis­
sion is any indication of the public's inter­
est on the matter, Prestonsburg's Cit) Util­
ities may not be permitted to take over th~ 
water company until after an election. 

the necessary signatures to authorize the 
changeover. But, few Allen water cu~­
tomers have attended the forums. 

Allen Mayor Sharon Woods drafted a 
letter of intent last month for the transfer of 
the \Vater system, and Prestonsburg city 
council members agreed to the terms of the 
transfer.

The meetings were held at the shelter 
ncar the first crossing in Dwale. and at the 
First United Methodist Church in New 
Allen. 

Development District, agreed Wednesday 
that the water companies would not be able 
to proceed with the transfer, and said he did 
not know what would happen to the Allen 
sewer project's funding if that happened.

Garrett 
man dies 
inATV

A Floyd County man was fatally 
injured early Sunday morning 
when he crashed his all-terrain ve­
hicle (ATV) into a Turkey Creek 
bridge. 

Guy E. Brown, 31. of Garrett, 
died Monday from injuries he suf­
fered in the Sunday morning 
mishap. 

Brown is survived by his par­
ents, Edgel and Glenna Daniels 
Brown; one daughter, Kayla Shae 
Brown; one brother and three sis­
ters. 

Funeral services will be con­
ducted at II a.m. Thursday at the 
Rockfork Old Regular Baptist 
Church in Garrett. Hall Funeral 
Home is handling the arrangements 
for Brown's funeral. 

According to Floyd deputy 
Tommy Gearheart. the accident oc­
curred around 2 a.m. Sunday when 
Brown's ATV apparently veered off 
Route 777 and struck the bridge. 

Gearheart said Brown's ATV be­
came airborne for approximately 
18 feet, and bounced an additional 
21 feet. Brown was thrown 27 feet 
from the point of impact, the 
deputy said. 

Gearheart said ··excessive 
speeds" and alcohol were con­
tributing factors in the mishap. 
Brown, who suffered severe head 
injuries in the accident. was not 
wearing a helmet. 

Brown was transported to Our 
Lady of the Way H\)spital, in Mar­
tin, b) the Left Beaver Rescue 
Squad. He was later taken to Ca­
beii-Huntington Hospital in West 
Virginia.

Allen entered a not-guilty plea to 
Wallen's theft charge. A prelimi­
nary hearing is scheduled for 2:30 
p.m. October 22. 

James Patrick Allen, 37, of East 
Point, was referred Tuesday to the 
grand jury. That charge was for 
allegedly breaking into a Floyd 
County repair shop. 

According to Floyd detective 
Homer D. Neeley's testimony dur­
ing a prelimmary hearing Tuesday, 
Allen allegedly broke into Billy Joe 
Johnson's garage in Burton on June 
18 and stole approximately $8,000 
worth of tools. 

Detective Neeley testified that 
Allen's brother, John Allen, 
informed the sheriff's department 
of his brother's involvement in that 
burglary. 

James Allen is accused of sever­
al felony charges in Floyd, Pike and 
Johnson counties. His charges 
include burglarizing four homes 
and businesses in Floyd and 
Johnson County, and receiving a 
stolen truck which was taken last 
month from the Prestonsburg city 
garage. 

John Allen was also charged 
with felony theft of a vehicle earlier 
this month, however, that charge 
was dismissed because the crime 
occurred in Pike County. 

In another preliminary hearing 
Tuesday, the second degree bur­
glary charge against Clark was also 
referred to the grand jury.

the bids for the project were "econ­
mically impractical" the funds 
would he revoked. 

City officials have indicated the 
project is over budget and the bids 
are ''significantly over what funds 
we have allocated for this project." 

In another attempt to get the 
required number of signatures, a 
third public hearing was scheduled 
for 6 p.m. Tuesday night at the 
Allen City Hall. 

The terms of the transfer agree­
ment include standard out-of-city 
rates for Allen water customers; an 
upgrade of the water system over 
the next three to five years; and a 

waiver on Prestonsburg's non-resis­
tance annexation ordinance. 

If the ownership of the Allen 
water system is transferred to 
Prestonsburg Utilities, Allen cus­
tomers would receive a lower rate 
for water. 

Allen customers currently pay 
approximately $9.50 for the first 
2,000 gallons, and Prestonsburg's 
out-of-city rates arc $6.97 for the 
same amount of water. 

The transfer of the water compa­
nies would also provide Allen, New 
Allen and Dwale customers with 
wastewater collection and sewage 
service.

After the city's utility 
company was awarded a 
grant to build a new 
sewage collectjon sys­
tem, officials set about 
getting local homeown­
ers to sign up for the ser­
vice, a requirement for 
activating the grant. 

No dice. 
Despite door-to-door 

drives. public meetings, 
and some considerable 
begging, the effort to ac­
quire a necessary num­
ber of signatures failed. 

Through the efforts of 
county and city ofTicials, 
the grant deadline was 
extended, and the drive 
for signatures was re­
newed. Hook-up fees 
were waived and resi­
dents were warned that if 
they lost the funding and 
the project their city 
would face sizable fines 
and they too could be 
held individua1ly and 
personally liable for pol­
luting the river. 

Steerike two!

The City of Allen and 
the City of Prestonsburg, 
through their utility 

e 

companies. have pro­
posed a transfer of the 
Allen company to Pre­
stonsburg which will 
provide lower water 
rates to Allen customers 
and which will ensure 
that the wastewater pro­
ject is completed. 

Surely this is the deal 
Allen residents have 
been holding out for, 
right? 

Apparently not. 
The transfer cannot be 

made official until ap­
proximately 337 Allen 
utility customers sign off 
on the deal. yet in two 
public forums held to ac­
quire those signatures, 
just a couple dozen peo­
ple have showed up. 

Strike three? 
Could be. 
Why Allen residents 

are so indifferent to this 
proposal is anyone's 
guess. but if they believe 
the issue will just dry up 
and blow away, they 
need to reconsider. 

State and federal envi­
ronmental agencies have

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Don't wait to get flu shot; now is time to get vaccinated 
It may seem too early to get a flu 

• shot. hut now through November is 
the time to get vaccinated if you 
want the best protection against a 
flu bug. say Kentucky health offi· 
cials.

People with certain medical con· 
ditions detinitely should have a flu 
shot, says Karen Adams, RN. nurse 
consultant in the Department for 
Public Health's Di\ ision of 
Epidemiology. Those people 
include anyone with chronic heart, 
lung or kidney disease, as well as all 
nursing home residents. 

In addition. anyone 65 or older. 

regardless of their health. should 
have a flu shot, she said. Physicians, 
nurses and other health care 
providers who have contact with 
high-risk patients abo should have 
the vaccine. 

Adams said anyone who wants 
to prevent catching the flu can get a 
shot. but health officials recom­
mend the vaccine particularly for 
high-risk groups because of danger­
ous complications that can result in 
people who already have health 
problems.

The Aoyd County Conservation

The Jenny Wiley Theatre master 
class students wrapped up four 
weeks of study by learning to act 
like children through a session on 
theater games taught by Frank Deal, 
an expert in the field. 

Deal is an accomplished actor 
who has had experience in nearly 
every facet of the profession, from 
Off-Broadway work, to regional 
theater, to television (he has 
appeared on ABC's "One Life to 
Live" and CBS's "As The World 

.: Turns)", to movies (Spike Lee's 
Malcolm X). He has extensive 
teaching experience and has also 
directed several plays, including 
two at Actors Theatre of Louisville. 

In addition to and supplementing 
his acting abilities. Deal has studied 
the art of theater games specifically 
for several years. Eventually, Deal 
even plans to author his own book 
on the subject. 

According to Deal, theater 
games were originally compiled in 
book form by a woman named 
Viola Spolin of Carnegie-Mellon 

~ Institute of technology as a way to 
introduce young children to the 
basic fundamentals of acting and 
theater. 

Not much has been done to try to 
apply the concepts taught by theater 
games to other age groups-until 
now. In his classes, Deal builds on 
Spolin's techniques by showing 
how theater games can be used as a 
useful tool to teach actors of all 
ages to be more adept at improvisa­
tion. 

"Theater games help us recap­
ture that incredible period when 

~ we're kids and we have those amaz­
ing uninhibited imaginations," Deal 
said. "You know, it's a rainy day, or 
your parents are out of the house. 
You build a fort, and all of a sudden 
one kid is the king. another the 
queen, another the sun. Kids don't 
ask about characterization or 
motives- they just do, and they 
learn by doing." 

Deal said that unfortunately, 
somewhere along the way a parent 
or older sibling says "That's silly, 

~ don't do that!" and we learn to con­
form, thus losing much of our nat­
ural creativity. Theater games help 
people tap back into that seemingly 
unlimited reservoir of improvisa­
tion, Deal said. 

According to Deal, there are 
many different types of theater 
games. "There are games of exper­
tise, games of imagination, dream­
scapes, games of technical profi­
ciency, and through these you 
sharpen different components of 

your palette," he said. 
Deal began his week of master 

classes with some "games of trust," 
during which actors were able to get 
over some of their fears of their 
instructor and each other. Deal 
helps his students overcome these 
fears by constantly giving the stu­
dents strong positive feedback and 
by encouraging them to "maximize 
their fun,'' (young children will 
always do what is most fun, he 
says). Through these early games, 
students Jearn that it is okay to fail, 
because failure is a learning experi­
ence. 

The students are given an abbre­
viated overview of theater games 
throughout the course of the week, 
because one week's time is simply 
not long enough to really go into 
depth on the complex subject. 

By Friday, the last day of the 
class. students were experimenting 
""ith advanced games-namely the 
acting out of dream sequences with 
little or no preparation time. During 
these games, one student tells the 
other class members about a dream. 
The students then break up into 
groups and are given five minutes 
to come up with a stage interpreta­
tion of the dream. The students then 
perform their "play" for each other. 

The limited preparation time 
forces the students to do a lot of 
improvisational and off-the-cuff 
thinking. It is a true challenge for 
most of these students, many of 
whom are getting their first taste of 
advanced theater games. 

"This is pretty advanced stuff 
given that this week is just a brief 
overview [of the games]." Deal 
said. "Normally in a full-length 
class, after actors have had some 
experience, I give them the dream 
sequences with no preparation time. 
It's amazing what they can come up 
with." 

Throughout the class, Deal tried 
to stress the importance of theater 
games and their application to the 
stage and to life. "People think, 
'Hey, we're doing acting. Now Jet's 
take a break from that and do 
improvs and theater games," Deal 
said. "It's as if they have no rela­
tion. So, I'm trying to make [the 
students] understand that there is a 
very practical application for the­
ater games." Deal even applies 
impovisational to his teaching, a 
loose style that is highly adaptable 
to a variety of students. 

"I come in with a plan," Deal 
says. "But it's a flexible one." 

Deal said the class learned a lot 
throughout the week despite the

He also said he 
believed they "had a lot of fun." 

Students certainly appeared to be 
having fun Friday, as they laughed 

good-naturedly at their own impro­
vised jokes and even at their own 
failures. It was a lot like watching 
young children at play.

Bolen, along with the other county 
athletic directors, was responsible in 
drawing up the conference by-laws. 

"David, and the other athletic direc­
tors, did a great job in getting this put 
together," said Grigsby. "This is a step in 
the right direction for us." 

The county AD's will meet twice a 
month while school principals and AD's 

meet the third Wednesday of each 
month. All county AD's and coaches (all 
sports) will meet twice in a year, 
November and April. 

Each school is entitled to only "one 
vote of any measure in making a confer­
ence decision." 

As in the past, all schools will play 
each other on a home-and-home basis. 
Each school holding memebership in the 
conference agrees to abide by the rules 
and regulations of the league, and, if for 
any reason a school is suspected of vio­
lation of the rules of the conference, a 
formal written charge may be made to 
the chairman of the conference. 

Coaches at alllcvels are expected "to 
conduct themselves in an exemplary 
way, exhibiting self-discipline and true 
sportsmanship at all times when repre­
senting the conference."

Vanhorn found favorite receiver 
Shawn Clusky for five completions 
for 142 yards. Billy Peck has two 
catches for 42 yards. 

Allen Central had 118 yards of 
total offense, with 54 of those com­
ing on the ground. With the suspen­
sion of Rodney Bentley for the game, 
Jesse Hall was moved to the back­
field, with freshman quarterback 
Brandon Sizemore taking the ball 
under center. Hall had hurt his arm in 
a previous game. 

Mark Howard rushed for 21 yards 
for the Rebels on 10 carries. Hall 
gained 24 yards on six carries, while 
Mark Dunfee ran for 13 yards on 
eight attempts. 

Sizemore, who looked sharp in 
the first five minutes. finished with 
three completions for 64 yards pass­
ing. Gary Hunter was on the receiv­
ing end of a 55 yard completion that 
set up the Rebels' lone touchdown. 

Phelps had taken a 8-0 lead on the 
second play from scrimmage. A 52-
yard run by Eric Kinder placed the 
football at the Rebel 6-yard line 
when Kinder scored, and Vanhorn hit 
Kinder for the two-point conversion. 

Dunfee found running room 
against the Hornets moving the foot­
ball to the 35-yard line. On a second 
and eight, Sizemore went deep to 
Hunter, who hauled the ball in and 
went 55-yards before being stopped 
at the Hornets 1-yard line. On a keep­
er, Sizemore plunged into the end 
zone for a 8-6 game. 

After that, Phelps dominated the 
game and scored on every posses-

sion. 
The game turned ugly late in the 

second half, and both teams agreed to 
Jet the clock run in an effort to get the 
game over. Phelps led 55-6 at the 
half. 

On one series in the third quarter, 
Allen Central was assessed 10 yards 
on a holding call, flagged for an 
unsportsmanlike, and Phelps 
received a flag for unsportsmanlike 
conduct. That seem to fuel a battle on 
the gridiron as the two teams 
appeared to go after each other, even 
away from the football. 

Early in the fourth period, the 
Rebels were whistle for two 
unsportsmanlike plays as Phelps 
built a 69-6 lead. When reserve 
Aaron McCoy scored for a 75-6 
game, the Hornets and Rebels were 
hit with unsportsmanlike flags. 
Phelps coach Brian Charles ques­
tioned the flag for his Hornets and 
received one himself. 

Allen Central fell to 0-7 on the 
season, and dropped to 0-5 in the dis­
trict. The Rebels are a banged up 
team with Dunfee out with a sprained 
ankle, and is in a wait-and-see situa­
tion. 

Sizemore will be lost for the rest 
of the season after having surgery 
done Monday. 

"We're banged up right now," 
said Coach Wes Halbert. "We're 
going to have five starters out when 
we play South Floyd this weekend. I 
don't have a quarterback, so I have to 
go and find someone that can play 
there. We have players that haven't 
taken a snap all year." 

Coach Halbert said his Rebels, 
though short-handed, would give 
forth a good effort againt the Raiders.

DEA~ SMITH'S SUCCESS IS 
DUE IN PART TO TRAIL 

BLAZED BY ADOLPH RUPP 
A salute to Dean Smith. 

Impressive to witness a man at the 
pinnacle of his profession. depart 
with grace. humor and perspective 
about his importance. Equally 
impressive is the affection from 
those who \\ orked for him. 

It moves the heart to see a man 
of 66 years become emotional 
when speaking of his fom1er play­
ers as Smith did during his press 
conference last Thursday. There is a 
Kentuck) connection to Smith's 
success story. In significant ways, 
Adolph Rupp helped make it possi­
ble. 

Amid the crescendo of tributes 
to the North Carolina's men's bas­
ketball coach. came this flawed 
remark from Cleveland State coach 
Rollie Massimino: "He's done 
more for the game. I think, than 
almost anybody who's been 
involved in basketball." 

Not so fast. There is a Kentucky 
thread in Dean Smith's cloak of 
achievement. 

All things considered, UK's 
Rupp did as much or more for the 
college game than UNC's man. And 
it has less to do with their 876 and 
879 coaching victories than what 
they did for the game. 

Kentucky's cantankerous old 
coach blazed a tmil for men like 
Dean Smith. There was primitive or 
no television, and Final Four press 
credentials were virtually given 
away when Rupp's Kentucky teams 
were establishing a baseline in col­
lege basketball. Then John Wooden 
came along with a UCLA dynasty 
and television discovered the game 
would sell and the greed circus was 
on. 

As Smith's mentor, Frank 
McGuire made it happen in the 
ACC. Rupp single-handedly forced 
the Southeastern Conference to 
make changes that would catapult 
SEC hoops out from the shadow of 
football. Few, if any college coach­
es were as media entertaining and 
available as Rupp. And none was as 
quotable as Kentucky's Baron. And 
Smith benefited from that too, 
learning how to handle media atten­
tion. 

Yes. Dean Smith is the win­
ningest coach, and perhaps the most 
classy in his profession, whatever 
that means. But it must be said, 
proverbially, UNC's coach was in 
the right place at the right time, fol­
lowing Rupp and then Wooden who 
blazed a road to a new frontier in 
college hoops. 

Rupp set standards for Smith 
and others to pursue, and to avoid. 

Smith managed to be a demand­
ing and winning coach and still be 
revered by those who played for 
him. Maybe he learned pitfalls to 
avoid from old school coaches like 
McGuire and Rupp. Except for a 
relative few. Rupp inspired con­
tempt and resentment in pushing 
players to excel. 

Smith wore a white hat in a 
clean progmm at UNC, and it was 
made into legend by adoring 
national media. He labored in front 
of a kind of perfect background 
from a Rupp-era stained by preachy 
reporting of a point-shaving scan­
dal. NCAA probation, and racial 
apartheid. 

Smith's most admirable trait, it 
seems to me, was his personal 
courage to lobby for racial integra­
tion and to recruit African-

Americans to UNC in the 1950s. In 
that, he enjoyed a place in sharp 
contrast to lily-white Kentucky dur­
ing Rupp's years. And. even in 
death, Rupp, as a media foil, is in 
part responsible for Texas El Paso 
coach Don Haskins making his way 
to Basketball's Hall of Fame. 

Items worth repeating from 
Smith's retirement press confer­
ence. 

-"When will I be at peace with 
all this?" he said. repeating a ques­
tion. "In about 20 minutes, when 
this (press conference) is over 
with?" 

-1 admire that about Smith and 
about any man or woman who is 
not completely comfortable with 
spotlights. accolades, microphones 
and clangy adulation from fellows 
like Dick Vitale and Billy Packer. 

-"I've gotten too much atten­
tion," Smith said. Amen. 

And, he said this: "We (coaches) 
are grossly overpaid." Amen. again. 

-My favorite, (listen up, Billy 
and Dick!), responding to a 'great­
est coach of all times.' Smith said, 
"There's no such thing as the great­
est anything. We're all human 
beings." 

-How many coaches of Smith's 
stature would have declined to take 
the victory lap around the country 
this winter? Bask in a blizzard of 
adulation from fans and a media 
frenzy? Not many. 

-"Can you imagine the rocking 
chairs you'd get at all these 
places?" Smith asked rhetorically. 
"And all those people acting like 
they like you?" 

Laughs. 
To be sure. Dean Smith is a 

human of uncommon quality. His 
story is a marvel. Yet. as sports 
columnists coast to coast reach into 
their cupboards this week for sil­
verware phrases to shower upon 
him, we ought to acknowledge at 
least one man who helped make 
Smith's fame and fortune his last­
ing reward. 

RON COOPER'S RISE AND 
FALL(ING) 

Beleaguered and discouraged. 
Louisville football coach Ron 
Cooper is now on the dead run in 
retreat and the usual media/fan pat­
tern is on the screen. 

Phase 1: The honeymoon. Good 
riddance Howard Schnellenberger. 
Ron schmoozes the Louisville 
media with lofty predictions and 
the herd purrs what a terrific guy 
and genius the new coach is. Fans 
follow suit. 

Phase 2: UofL beats Kentucky ... 
the Louisville media is absolutely 
in love with the New Age man and 
to prove it, beats up Bill Curry. 
Fans follow suit. · 

Phase 3: UofL loses a game it 
was supposed to win. Next, despite 
a talent-laden defense that sends six 
players to the NFL. the Cards post a 
losing season. Uh-oh. Media love­
in becomes "let's agree to date oth­
ers." Fans start to grumble. 
Honeymoon fades. 

Phase 4: UofL players begin to 
lose heart and start to lose big play­
ing a schedule composed by 
Schnellenberger. Fans boo louder. 
Louisville media begins to second 
guess the New Age coach and 
review old allegations that coach 
roughed up school employees. 

Phase 5: UofL becomes Blow­
out U., and fans start to disappear. 
At one-and-five and on the eve of 
another drubbing by Tulane. the 
daily newspaper offers a fan poll to 
gauge Cooper's approval rating.

Phase 6: With Cooper beaten to 
a pulp, fans screaming for his hide, 
and all hope of a winning season 
gone. the Louisville media reverts 
to 'lrt us :-;how restraint and com­
passion here.' Meanwhile it reports 
how much a contract buy-out 
\\'ould cost the university. 

Phase 7: Sufficiently demo­
oiled, Cooper becomes the second 
paragraph in newspaper column 
guesswork on who ought to be the 
likely candidates to replace the pre­
sent coach.

The old saying, "he won it on pit 
road'' may just be the most-used 
phrase that comes out of victory 
lane after a race 1\Jo driver would 
ever get that customary drink of 
Gatorade and get to pose with Miss 
Winston in victory lane if it wasn't 
for the work of his pit crew. Even 
though the winner always tells the 

• world just what a great group of 
guys he has on his crew, the stage 

Pit crews go for the gold! 
still isn't big enough for both driver 
and crew to get what it is due to 
them. 

This is an open week on the 
schedule, but next week will be the 
crew's tum to take center stage. It is 
the fall race at Rockingham, and 
that means it is time for the Unocal 
76/Rockingham Pit Crew Champ 
ionship. The competition is spon­
sored by Unocal 76 and is open to 
all NASCAR Winston Cup teams 
participating in the AC Delco 400 at 
l'!orth Carolina Motor Speedway. 
The competition will be held on 
Saturday before the race and simu­
lates actual racing conditions on pit 
road m somewhat of a controlled 
environment. 

The stop, consisting of changing

But 
four laps later, Terry and Bobby 
were running nose-to-tail behind 
Schrader's 33 Skoal Monte Carlo. 

Coming to the white flag, the 
• brothers teamed up and slipped 

under Schrader, who fell back to 
fourth spot behind John Andretti. 
The battle to the chekered flag was 
then between these two brothers. At 
the stripe. it was Terry by .146-sec­
onds. or less than one car-length. 

It was the first win of the season 
for Terry, the defending Winston 
Cup champion. 

A major wreck occurred on lap 
140. Jeff Gordon, who was running 

• sixth. had a left rear tire go flat as 
he exited tum two.

Jeff Gordon didn't have a good 
weekend at Talladega, but with 
three races left ·in the 1997 Winston 
Cup season, Gordon has become 
the first driver in NASCAR history 
to win more than $4 million in reg­
ular season earnings. And it will go 
even higher because of the three 
remaining races at Rockingham, 
Phoenix and Atlanta.

"Part of the 
team's strategy has been to 
improve late-season performance 
over that of the past couple of 
years. This season is not over, and 
we've got to have three more good 
finishes." 

He has already won 10 races, the 
same number he won in 1996. He 
has 21 top-five's and 22 top-ten's,

In 1995, Gordon only won seven

K.DFWR Expands Duck, 
Turkey Hunting

Expanding waterfowl hunting 
seasons and offering ali-day spring 
turkey hunting were top actions 
taken by the Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife Resources Commission at 
its quarterly meeting August 21 in 
Frankfort. 

Hunters will have a 60-day split 
season to pursue ducks. coots, and 
mergansers beginning the first 
weekend in November ( 1-2). The 
season resumes November 22 and 
continues through January 18, 
1998. This year a second mallard 
hen may be added to the daily bag 
limit of six ducks. The daily bag 
limit may include no more than 
four mallards (two may be hens), 
three pintails, two wood ducks, two 
redhead ducks, one black duck and 
one canvasback duck. 

Canada geese may be hunted in 
the Western Goose Zone from 
December 6 through January 31, 
1998, except for the Ballard 
Reporting Area which closes 
January 20. The Canada goose sea­
son in Fulton County may continue 
through February I 5. 1998. 

Pennyroyal-Coalfield Goose 
Zone hunters will have 35 days to 
take Canada geese. beginning 
December 28 and running January 
31, 1998. 

Eastern Zone Canada goose 
hunting remains December 13-
January 31. 

White-fronted geese may be 
taken statewide from November 17 
through January 31, 1998. State­
wide hunting and snow geese. 
except the Ballard Reporting Area. 
runs November 27 through March 
I 0, 1998. The Ballard Reporting 
Area offers a split season on snow 
geese, from November 27 through 
January 20, 1998 and February 14 
through March I 0, 1998. 

The 1998 spring turkey hunters 
may hunt male turkeys and turkeys 
with visible beards until one-half 
hour after sunset. Prev1ously. hunt­
ing hours closed at l p.m. 
Extending daylight hunting hours 
will benefit students and day work­
ers who want to turkey hunt. 

In other action. the commission 
approved a new regulation on nui 
sance wildlife control and operator 
qualifications as well as reciprocal 
fishing license agreements with 
Tennessee for portions of Dale 
Hollow Lake and Big South Fork of 
the Cumberland River. ·n,c panel 
also approved Lake Chumbley in 
Boyle and Lincoln counties being 
open only during daylight hours. 

The commission delayed action 
on increasing the size limits of two 
commercial rnusselshells, the 
rnapeleaf and wash hoard. 

The commission's next meeting 
will be December 5.

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Dressing up at Halloween isn't just for kids 
While children are dressing up 

as the latest Disney movie character 
for Halloween, adults should con­
sider joining the fun with a costume 
of their own. 

remain popular. and Batman, Robin 
and Batgirl costumes are expected 
to be big sellers. 

adults still find reasons to dress up 
on other occasions, such as Civil 
War battle re-enactments and 
madrigal dinners, Miller said. "I 
don't think our everyday lives give 
us an outlet," she said. "That's why 
you sec more Renaissance dinners 
and battle re·enactments." 

A University of Kentucky pro 
fessor who researches psychologi 
cal aspects of dress says dressing up 
in costume gives adults an outlet for 
fun and fantasy. 

"You leave the mortgage pay­
ments and the work responsibilities, 
all these formal social roles 
behind," said Kimberly A. Miller, 
associate professor of interior 
design, merchandising and textiles 
at UK. 

Research done by Miller and a 
colleague found differences 
between the sexes in costume pref­
erences among college students. 
Men were more likely to dress in 
sexual themes and women were 
more likely to dress in male roles, 
such as businessman, priest or foot­
ball player, than in female roles. 

Some adults enjoy the challenge 
of dressing in costumes that are his­
torically accurate. "It's not just the 
enjoyment of being in costume," 
Miller said. Other researchers have found 

that boys are more likely to dress in 
superhero costumes than girls are, 
Miller said. Girls are more likely to 
make their own costumes. 

"People go to the next stage­
authenticity. For example, a re­
enactor will wear wool clothing 
instead of polyester." 

Just as the most popular cos­
tumes for children each year are 
characters from the latest Disney 
movie, adults can also find inspira­
tion from popular culture for their 
costumes. Costumes from the "Star 
Wars" trilogy and from "Star Trek" 

Scary costumes have a timeless 
appeal. "A lot of times people 
dressed out their fears - for exam­
ple, dressing as a car accident vic­
tim," Miller said. 

Halloween is the most obvious 
costume holiday, but Miller said 
every holiday has a costume associ­
ated with it: the Easter Bunny at 
Easter and Uncle Sam on the Fourth 
of July. for example. "Some fami­
lies have a tradition of a male mem-

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GNEWS 
Fall good time to plant many trees and shrubs

The gardening season is almost 
over, but there are still a few things 
we need to do in the yard this fall. If 
you want to do some landscaping 
around your house or mo\'e an exist­
ing plant, this is a good time to get 
the job done. 

Plantmg ornamental trees and 
shrubs m the fall lets root systems 
develop before winter and reduces 
transplant stress. Shorter fall days. 
low outdoor temperatures, and ade­
quate rainfall reduce plant moisture 
loss and help provide sufficient soil 
moisture for plants to settle into a 
new location. 

Trees and shrubs undergo inter-

nal changes to increase tolerance to 
adverse winter conditions. Shoot 
growth slows considerably or stops, 
but leaves continue to produce sug­
ars for plant energy. Thus, consider­
able energy is available for root sys­
tems to become established. In addi­
tion, woody trees and shrubs are less 
prone to acute moisture stress 
because their demand for water 
decreac;es during the fall. 

Ornamental root systems will 
conunue to grow as long as soil tem­
peratures are above 40 degrees 
Fahrenheit. It is best to plant six to 
seven weeks before soil tempera­
tures drop below 40 degrees to allow 
time for root systems to become 
established. In Kentucky, now 
through November typically is the 
best planting time. 

Choosing plants carefully will 
increase transplanting success.

Choose ornamentals that arc hardy 
in this area and arc adapted to grow­
ing conditions of the sllc. Avoid 
plants that arc margmally hardy in 
Kentucky (1.0ne 6 or ahove) and 
those that arc difficult to transplant, 
espec1ally if the site has extreme 
exposure or soil problems. 

Ornamentals that can he planted 
successfully in early to late fall 
include arborvitae, ash, coffee tree, 
cork tree, crabapple, elm, gmkgo, 
juniper, linden, sugar maples, pine. 
serviceberry and spruce. Wait until 
after leaf drop later in the fall to 
plant birch. flowenng dogwood. 
oak, red maple, sweet gum and tulip 
poplar. 

It is not a good idea to plant 

beech, black gum, goldenrain tree, 
hickory, redbud, yellowood and zel­
voka in the fall. 

After ornamentals are planted, he 
sure to maintain good soil moisture. 
The main threat to ornamentals' sur­
vival is insufficient water dunng dry 
periods Water plants by hand if it 
doesn't rain for two or three weeks. 
Plants that go into the winter well 
watered are more likely to survive 
the extreme environmental condi · 
tions of this season.

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HISTORICAL NOTES 
Engineers report published in 1845, describes Floyd County's first underground coal mines

Floyd County's first under­

ground coal mines were located on 
the banks of the Big Sandy River 
above and below Prestonsburg. The 
mines were owned by local citizens. 
One was owned by a man named 
Vaughn, and another was owned by 

• a man named Harris. The coal 
extracted from the mines was sold 
to the people living in and around 
Prestonsburg, who used it to heat 
their homes and cook their food. 
These are some of the conclusions 
which can be drawn from a report 
written by a civil engineer who vis­
ited Prestonsburg in 1845. 

I ran across the report several 
weeks ago. while I was scanning 
microfilms of Kentucky newspa­
pers published during the 1840's. It 
is an important find, because it 
demonstrates that even as early as 

lfl 1845, Floyd County was beginning 
to be known for its coalfields. Even 
then, they were beginning to attract 
the attention of the nation's leading 
industrialists. 

During the 1840's, the Louisville 
Journal often calTicd stories about 
the investment schemes of the city's 
bankers and factory-owners. In the 
spring of 1845, the newspaper ran 
several stories about the newly­
organized Louisville and Big Sandy 
Coal Company. The men who orga­
nized the company knew about the 
rich coal deposits in the Btg Sandy 

~ Valley. and they were toying with 
the idea of starting a coal mine at 
Prestonsburg. However. they need­
ed accurate, up-to-date information. 
so they hired John Jeffrey, a nation­
ally-known civil engineer, and 
asked him to travel to Prestonsburg 
and evaluate the quantity and quali­
ty of the Big Sandy coal deposits. 

Jeffrey was a man well-qualified 
for the job. According to the 
Biographical Cyclopedia of 
Kentucky (Chicago, 1896), he spe-

- cialized in the design and construc­
tion of municipal gas plants. During 
the 1850s, for example, he super­
vised the construction of gas plants 
in Cleveland, Nashville, and 
Memphis. When Jeffrey traveled to 
Prestonsburg, he probably traveled 
by steamboat. According to Lewis 
Collins, Prestonsburg welcomed its 
first steamboat on May 20th. 1837. 

During his brief stay in 
Prestonsburg, Jeffrey was a busy 
man. He toured several of the 

• town's coal mines. interviewed their 
owners, carefully surveyed one of 
the mines, measured the coal seams 
visible in the cliffs along the river, 
made inquiries about local saw­
mills and labor costs, and recorded 
observations about the river itself, 
trying to determine if it was possi­
ble to ship the coal down the river in 
flatboats. He also collected samples 
of the various grades of Big Sandy 
coal, and when he returned to 
Louisville, he tested them in his lab-

It! oratory and compared them to the 
coals available from other suppliers. 

The Louisville Journal published 
Jeffre]'s report on April 26th, 1845. 
It is too long to reproduce in its 
entirety, but here are its opening 
paragraphs: 

To the President and Directors of 
the Lomsville Coal Company: 

GENTLEMEN: In accordance 
with instructions received from 
your committee, I have visited the 
coal fields on the Big Sandy River, 
in the neighborhood of 
Prestonsburg, and beg leave to lay 

111 before you the following 
As the time of inquiry was limit­

ed, the observations made were 
almost entirely confined to those 
coal banks which are now being 
worked, or have formerly been 
worked, and these were all carefully 
examined. On the west side of the 
Big Sandy, for many miles from 
Prestonsburg up, extending along 
the shore, several veins of coal have 
been found and worked, their thick­
ness being four inches; eight inches, 
sixteen inches, eighteen inches, and 
forty-eight inches; all located, one 
above the other, on the face of the 

• same mountain range. Of these 
veins the only one which has been 
worked is the four-foot vein, and 
that in three places to some extent, 
so much so as sufficiently to test the 
quantity and quality of the coal. 

On the property of Mr. Vaughn, 
two main openings with eleven side 
chambers have been excavated; the 
South opening runs in one hundred 
and thirty feet, and the north open­
ing runs in one hundred and seven­
ty feet. The stratum forming the 
roof of this vein is a layer of sand­
stone twenty feet thick, and the 

• floor is a layer of blue clay three 
feet thick. The vein dips towards the 
river, giving a fall outwards to the 
mouth of the pit of one inch in sev-

enteen feet, which is sufficient to 
give drainage to the mine without 
cost. This coal vein, where it first 
shows itself on the outer face of the 
mountain, is forty-eight inches thick 
and at the farthest point of working, 
one hundred and seventy-three feet 
back is forty-six and a half inches 
thick, having diminished one inch 
and a half. Along the whole of the 
outer edge of the coal vein is bed­
ded a stratum of slate eight inches 
below the upper surface of the coal, 
which is one inch and a quarter 
thick, and at the farthest point of 
working in the south opening the 
slate has entirely disappeared: while 
in the north main opening it has 
reduced itself to the thickness of 
three quarters of an inch. The quali­
ty of the vein likewise improves as 
it recedes from the river. The per­
pendicular height of this coal vein 
above the low water mark of the Big 
Sandy is eighty feet, and the hori­
zontal distance one hundred and 
sixty feet. 

On the west side of the Big 
Sandy and immediately below 
Prestonsburg is another vein thirty­
six inches thick, and of a purer order 
of coal, uncommonly free from sul­
phur. It lies only fifteen feet above 
low water mark, and two hundred 
feet back from the edge of the Big 
Sandy; it is chiefly objectionable 
from the facts that the vein dips 
from the river and the roof is 
formed by a ~eacherous blue slate 
or shale. This vein is also found 
plentifully. and is of the same for­
mation of coal as the vein first men­
tioned. 

On the east side of the Big Sandy 
for miles, both above and below 
Prestonsburg, another coal vein thir­
ty inches thick is found, varying 
from one hundred feet to half a mile 
in distance from the river; it lies at 
an elevation of seventy feet above 
the river at low water; this vein also 
dips inwardly from the river, and is 
an inferior order of coal. 

It is now being worked, advan­
tage having been taken of the mean­
ders of the mountain's face to enter 
the vein at its lowest point. From 
this vein the inhabitants of 
Prestonsburg are now supplied with 
fuel, as its natural location renders it 
to them more available, though 
experience bas taught them to give 
the preference to coal from the 
opposite side of the river, and the 
experience of a neighborhood may 
be taken as a fair criterion of the 
comparative value of the veins, 
where no other conflicting evidence 
has transpi(ed. 

Jeffrey devoted part of his report 
to an evaluation of the quality of 
Big Sandy coal. Using measurable 
criteria, like "pounds of steam evap­
orated by one cubic foot of coal," he 
compared it with Pittsburgh, 
Cannelton, and Liverpool coal. 
When he tested it in his black­
smith's shop, he found that it ignit­
ed rapidly, burned without produc­
ing a lot of smoke, and left behind 
only a small quantity of ashes and 
clinkers. Furthermore, it didn't cake 
or coagulate during the burning 
process, a characteristic which pro­
duces a bot, hollow fire that can 
destroy grates and stoves. Though 
the Big Sandy coal didn't yield as 
much gas or coke per cubic foot as 
the competing coals, it was less 
injurious to the gas-making appara­
tus, and the gas which it produced 
burned very brightly when fed to a 
gas burner. Jeffrey concluded that 
the coal was of excellent quality, 
and that it should be marketed as 
household coal or coal suitable for 
steam boilers. 

At the time the report was writ­
ten, the Louisville and Big Sandy 
Coal Company was a company in 
name only. It had been organized 

with the intention of finding a new 
and cheaper source of coal for the 
Louisville market. During the 1840s 
Louisville's factories and foundries 
were dependent on coal shipped 
from Pittsburgh, and shipments 
were not always reliable. Regarding 
the problem of transporting the Big 
Sandy coal to Louisville, Jeffrey 
was optimistic. He pointed out that 
Prestonsburg offered ''considerable 
advantages for boat building.'' 
Carpenters could be hired at reason­
able rates, and the local supply of 
timber was "inexhaustible." 
Furthermore, several excellent 
sawmills were located in the imme­
diate vicinity of the coal banks, and 
mills were located in the immediate 
vicinity of the coal banks. and they 
were equipped with machinery 
whtch could cut "from two to three 
thousand boat planks every day." 
(One of these mills was the mill at 
the mouth of Abbott Creek which 
Samuel May had sold to Richard 
Deering in 1842). Jeffrey noted that 
local contractors had promised to 
furnish the Louisville company with 
coal boats twenty feet wide and one 
hundred feet long, at the rate of 
$1.25 per running foot. The boats 
wouldn't be cheap ones, either, but 
would have "proper side planks and 
oak, bench, or sycamore bottom 
planks." 

Jeffrey didn't think that it would 
be difficult to navigate the coal 
boats down the river. He pointed out 
that, in comparison with other 
rivers, the Big Sandy was a remark­
ably safe river to navigate. Its cur­
rent flowed slowly at a rate of four 
or five miles an hour, and it flowed 
gently without falls or rapids over a 
smooth, sandy bottom. The fall in 
elevation from Prestonsburg to 
Louisa, a distance of forty-eight 
miles, was about one foot per mile, 
and from Louisa to the Ohio, a dis­
tance of twenty-seven miles, the fall 
was twenty feet. Experience had 
taught local raftsmen that navigat­
ing a flat-boat from Prestonsburg to 
the mouth of the Big Sandy took 
around twenty-four hours. From 
there to Louisville took about three 
or four days, depending on condi­
tions. 

Jeffrey was aware, of course, that 
passage down the river would be 
possible only during high-water 
periods. Regarding this problem. he 
called attention to the fact that the 
stretch of the river near 
Prestonsburg contained a series of 
"still, deep pools." These could 
serve as harbors for coal-laden flat­
boats even during low-water peri­
ods. If this system was adopted, the 
mining and loading operations 
could proceed. at a steady rate 
throughout the year. Loaded flat­
boats could be docked in these 
pools, ready to start down river "in 
a fleet" whenever a rainstorm made 
passage possible. 

In 1840, five years before this 
report was written, Prestonsburg 
had a population of eighty-four per­
sons. No figures are available for 
1850 but the U.S. Census for that 
year shows that eighteen miners 
were living in the town by that time. 
Most of them were natives of 
Ireland or Wales. The town was also 
home to seven carpenters, five 
blacksmiths, four lawyers, three 
store-clerks, two merchants, two 
cabinet-makers, two shoe-makers, a 
tailor, a sadler, a hatter, a tavern­
keeper, a doctor, and an engineer. 
The lawyers included William 
Pittleton, Robert Courtney, John 
Preston Martin, and John Milton 
Elliott. The town's richest man was 
James P. Harris, farmer, whose 
property was valued at $4,000. The 
tavern-keeper, Robert S. Friend, 
was also the proprietor of the 
Washington and Jackson Hotel until

it burned down in 1848. 
Farming, stock-raising, and gar 

deoing were the main occupations, 
even for the town's lawyers. 
Families supplemented their 
income by hunting, fishing, trap­
ping, and gathering ginseng, which 
they sold to an agent at Licking 
Station. Lewis Collins, whose 
Historical Sketches of Kentucky 
(1847) includes a geographical sur­
vey of the state's counties, says this 
about Floyd County during the 
1840s: 

''The principal crop is corn, 
through wheat, oats and flax are 
also cultivated. The mountains 
afford excellent range for sheep, 
hogs and cattle. Three thousand 

hogs are annually driven to market 
from this county. and wool is begin­
ning to be an article of exportation.'' 

The two coal mines mentioned in 
Jeffrey's report probably belonged 
to Ayres T. Vaughn and James P. 
Harris. Harris, the patriarch of the 
Han·is clan, owned a farm at the 
mouth of Middle Creek. Ayres T. 
Vaughn was a Cherokee half-breed 
who owned a farm on the river 
north of Prestonsburg. According to 
Joe Skeens. Ayres is buried in the 
Old Vaughan Cemetery one-half 
mile north of Prestonsburg on old 
U.S. Highway 23. 

By the way. Jeffrey's report 
sheds light on a problem that 
Architect Joe Argabrite encountered 

when he began studying the Samuel 
May House. Argabrite was puzzled 
by the small dimensions of the May 
House fireplaces. Normally, houses 
built during the Federal Period 
( 1780-1820) had fireplaces 
designed for the burning of wood. 
However, the May House fireplaces 
arc too small to qualify as wood­
burning fireplaces. Argabrite finally 
decided that they were designed to 
burn coal. despite everyone's 
expectations to the contrary. 
Jeffrey's report makes it clear that 
when Samuel May opted for coal­
burning fireplaces when he built the 
house in 1817. he was simply taking 
advantage of the abundant coal sup­
ply at his very doorstep.
