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911 split
spurs feud
in court

The financial arrangement for
Prestonsburg’s and Floyd County’s
E-911 systems was a controversial
topic Friday among fiscal court
members and one area resident.

In February 1990, Floyd County
enacted an ordinance for the col-
lection of 89 cents per month for

pevery telephone line in the county,
and the city of Prestonsburg recent-
Iy chose to operate its own E-911
system.

Now that the city and county
have.agreed that it is in the best in-
lerest to operate separate systems,
the county still holds the money
collected for the city’s system.

But at least one Floyd County
magistrate and an area resident
don’t want to give Prestonsburg
citizens their money back until

¥after the county’s system is up and
running.

The issue concerning separate
911 systems heated up during a
regular meeting of the Floyd Fiscal
Court Friday.

The court approved an agree-
ment between the city and county
to establish a fair method of sepa-
rating responsibilities. equipment
and money which has been collect-
ed from Prestonsburg citizens.

The agreement passed on a 3-1
vote, with Magistrate Jlackie
Owens voting against it.

Magistrate Owens objected to
using the 911 funds for a nearly
$29,000 payment 1o Network De-
sigry Engineering Inc. for the
rema)ping of approximately 70
percent of Prestonsburg and a small
portion of the county.

*“They're talking about them
coming into the E-911 money and
getting that money,” Owens said
Friday. “If the 911 system didn’t go
in and the money had to be refund-
ed, we owe that money to the peo-

mple not Prestonsburg.”

Fugitives wanted in three
states found hiding in attic

Two Indiana fugitives were
taken into custody Friday after they
were found hiding in the attic of a
Meade Branch residence.

Tracy L. Patrick, 26, and Tiffany
M. Faine, 29, both of Prestonsburg,
were arrested by KSP troopers
Byron Hansford and Mickey Wat-
son at the home of Patrick’'s moth-
er.

According to court records, the

suspects were fleeing from authori-
ties in'three other states “in order to
avoid prosecution on the charge of
conspiracy Lo possess cocaine.”

Court records also indicate that
the Clark County Sheriff's Depart-
ment in Jeffersonville, Indiana,
confirmed there were drug-related
warrants against Patrick and Faine,
and they would be extradited to
face the charges.

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Hearings on
state takeover
put on hold

Officials want a
local quorum
in place to
address charges

Hearings on evidence against
the two remaining Floyd County
school members have been post-
poned until January.

Hearings to oust board mem-
bers Jody Mullins and B.J. New-
some were set to begin December
15 in Frankfort, but state school
board members have asked that
they be reset for January 21.

Also, a hearing on whether a
three-year state takeover of the
system was also set to begin De-
cember 135, but state official expect
it to be bumped to January 21, too.

Jim Parks, spokesman for the
Kentucky Department of Educa-
tion, said Education Commissioner
Wilmer Cody agreed to the post-
ponement so that the local board
would have an opportunity to dis-
cuss the proposed takeover of the
school system.

"Since the local board did not
have a quorum and couldn't make a
decision about defending the dis-
trict from a takeover, the hearings
have been reset for January 21-23,"
Parks said. "We anticipate a board
member being appointed in time
for the December 16 (regular
Floyd County) meeting. There will
be a quorum to take up the issue of
state management.”

Whether the three board mem-
bers can make a decision to accept
or resist a takeover is not relevant,
Parks said.

After talking with the state de-
partment's legal advisor, Kevin
Noland, Parks said the local board
need only discuss the issue of a
takeover and a decision is not nec-
essary.

State board members felt the
local board should have the oppor-
tunity to address the issue before a
hearing s held, Parks said.

Three board members will have
to agree on an item before any ac-
ton can be taken. State law re-
quires issues to be decided by a
majority of the entire board, not
just by a majority of those present.

Parks said state officials hope to
reset the takeover hearing for Jan-
wary 21-23 and plan to do so unless
some unforeseen  circumstances

Murder charges
are reduced in

separate cases

Two Floyd Countians had their
murder charges reduced to reckless
homicide Friday and one was sen-
tenced to five years in prison,

Frankie Newsome of Prestons-
burg was sentenced to five years for
the November 1996 shooting death
of Willie Robert Hatfield, 41.

Hatfield was shot one time in the
neck at the home of Curtis New-
some on the Right Fork of Bull
Creek.

Newsome was sentenced by Cir-
cuit Judge Danny P. Caudill:

Also Friday., Michael Watkins,
of Waylund, was sentenced to five
years probation in connection with
the 1992 death of Simson Smith,
72, of Turkey Creek,

Watkins and Smith's wife, Bren-
da Smith, were both indicted for
murder. Smith was convicted on a
murder charge in 1993 and sen-
tenced to 20 years in prison.

Simson Smith died after being

Director’s job extended after
heated closed-door discussion

After an apparently heated
closed-door discussion Monday
about Big Sandy Health Care’s ex-
ecutive director, the board of direc-
tors extended the director’s proba-
tionary period for another six
months, which may be in conflict
with the board’s policy.

The board of directors went into
a closed session Monday night for
nearly 90 minutes to discuss a per-
sonnel matter.

The board retired to a room
down the hall from the main meet-
ing room, but not 50 far that the an-
gered voices of some of the board
members could not still be heard.

When the board returned to the
open meeting, chairperson Bertie
K. Salyers announced that execu-
tive director Ellis Buchanan's pro-

bationary period would be extend-
ed.

“Your probationary period, if
you decide to remain with Big
Sandy Health Care, is hereby ex-
tended for six months.” Salyers told
Buchanan.

Specifics about an apparent dis-
pute concerning Buchanan’s em-
ployment with Big Sandy Health
Care have not been made public.

The initial probationary period
for new employees is 10 weeks, but
Buchanan said Monday that he has
apparently been on. probation for
approximately six months,

And now the board has chosen
to extend his probationary period
for an additional six months,

Board policy also states that if
an employee’s performance is satis-
factory, the employee would be
givén permanent employment,
however, if an unsatisfactory per-

formance is observed, “the initial
probationary period may be extend-
ed for up to 90 additional days.”

Several employees with Big
Sandy Health Care were present at
Monday's board meeting and be-
came vocal after the board's execu-
tive session 1o show their support
for the executive director.

“I don't understand,” Kim
Smith, patient care coordinator at
the Hope Clinic, said. “l thought
tonight we were going to come here
and something was going to be de-
cided.”

Salyers told Kim that she did not
know where she got information
that a decision would be made at
the meeting.

“Well, maybe it was just wishful
thinking,” Smith said, adding that
the Big Sandy organization was in

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chaos before Buchanan became the
executive director,

“...That is not in the best inter-
est of our employees and certainly
not in the best interest of our
patients,” Smith said about allow-
ing the leadership of Big Sandy
Health Care to be left “hanging for
six more months.”

“My understanding is that this
is the board’s purpose,” she said.
“Correct me if I'm wrong.”

Salyers told Smith that the
board was earnestly seeking to do
what is best for the Big Sandy
Health Care,

One of the board members said
they had to come to a compromise
in the executive session.

“Everybody's not happy with
the decision, but we all had to
compromise.” the board member
said.

“But is that fair to (Buch-
anan)?” Debra McKenzie, sys-
tem’s analyst, asked.

“The problem is that Big Sandy
Health Care, with regard to the
executive director’s position, has
lacked stability,” Smith said.
“There's a big problem and it does

P :
affect the employees. To drag this
thing on is not in anyone's best
interest because they're wondering
what’s going to happén tomor-
row,”

Salyers said the board gave
“every employee of Big Sandy
Health Care an opportunity in
appropriate channels to have input
into the process.”

However, when Salyers was
confronted with that issue by one
of the employees, her comment
was not addressed by the chair-
man.

“But if you did this process
with all of your other employees,
how many employees would you
have?” Beth Howard, patient care
coordinator at the Mud Creek
Clinic, asked.

Apparently ignoring the ques-
tion, Salyers asked the audience if
there were any other comments.

“Why do we have to settle fora
compromise?” Sonya Hall, central
office associate accountant, asked
the board. “..If that’s the policy
(for employees) why doesn’t it
apply to him?”

Salyers said the board was not

taking anything away from
Buchanan, it was just not giving
him permanent employment,

“I sincerely apologize if you
don’t have the same information
that we have,” Salyers said. “We
have to respect confidentiality and
we have to have some trust.”

One of the board members,
Suimkha Maddiwai, stated her
support for Buchanan after the
meeting. “He's good for the Big
Sandy Health Care,” she said. “I'd
like to keep him.”

Maddiwai said the health care
center has been able to get addi-
tional doctors on staff since
Buchanan has been employed.

“It is the board’s privilege to do
what they want to,” Buchanan said
after the meeting. “Although it
breaks their own policy.”

Buchanan said everything at the
Big Sandy Health Care has been
better since he became the execu-
tive director, however it apparently
has not been good enough.

The executive director said the
matter of his personal employment
has become a personal issue for
those who oppose him.

One area resident, * Betty
Puckett, agreed with Owens and
said the money should be used for
the county’s system. which was the
original goal of the project before
the city decided to establish its own
911 system.

“I go along with Jackie on that
911," Puckett said. “Why does
Prestonsburg need a separate 911
system?”

Puckett and Owens apparently
agree that the county should use all
the 911 funding for the county’s
system first, and then assist with
the city’s system.

Deputy Judge-Executive Chris
Waugh attempted to explain to
Owens and Puckett that the funding
being spent for the city's mapping
belongs to the citizens of
Prestonsburg. He added that cities
have a right to determine if they
want to operate their own systems,
which is what Prestonsburg has
elected to do.

On prior occasions, Waugh has
explained to the court that the map-

)ing company  must start the
dddressing process in a county's
county seat.

1 really believe this is not the
time to jump off the ship...” Waugh
said to Owens. “This is the time to
bring the ship to shore.”

“We didn’t collect this money
for Prestonsburg’s 911 system,”
Owens said. “We collected this
money for our system.”

“If we work together in this
thing we can get online a lot faster
than if we fight and argue.” Waugh
said. “It’s a fair deal for both (the
city and county) to make sure all
citizens have 911, In order for us to
get this system on faster, we need
to work with them to get this
done.”

On a related issue, Owens ques-
tioned why the county was going to
sell the 911 radio equipment to the
city for half price.

“How come we no longer need
it?” Owens asked. “We don"t have
our system running.”

Waugh and Judge-Executive
Ben Hale explained to Owens that
the equipment was purchased when
the county was considering operat-
ing the system.

Since the county voted to have
the KSP Post 9 dispatch all 911
calls for the county, Hale explained
that it would be cheaper for the city
to utilize the equipment for its sys-
tem and as a backup system for the
county.

] thought we discussed using a
fire department out in the county as
a backup system,” Owens said.

Waugh said only one fire depart-
ment in the county is manned 24
hours a day and that it would be
“unfeasible” to pay additional per-
sonnel at one of the other fire
departments for a backup system.

“It would cost us a fortune,”
Waugh said. “1 understand your
concerns, but we want to do the fair
thing — make sure the money
(Prestonsburg residents) paid goes
towards their E-911 system.”

“If we collected it from
Prestonsburg, I think the people in
the hollers would understand,”
Owens said. “(The city is) going to
pay half price and we're going to
‘eat the rest of (the cost).”

In other action Friday, the fiscal
court awarded a bid to JBC Inc, for
the repair of the Rough and Tough
Road 4t a cost of $16,308.

Magistrate Gerald DeRossett
voted against the company’s bid,
saying he wanted to give the bid to
a Floyd County company whose
bid for the project was over $1,000
more than JBC's bid.

East Kentucky Excavation, in
Martin, bid the project at

$17,498.48.

“Oppose,” DeRossett said when
asked for his vote on awarding the
bid to the lowest bidder. “I think we
ought to give the job to the people
of Floyd County."”

Judge Hale explained that the
advertisement for the project
included a clause which states the
fiscal court has the right to award
the bid to the lowest and/or best
bidder.

When Hale prompted County
Attorney Keith Bartley for his

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Money woes for city of Wayland

Wayland commissioners are
wondering why they can't afford to
pay bills similar to those they had
six months ago when they had rev-
enue to spare after paying the city’s
expenses.

During the city’s regular month-
ly meeting Thursday night, Mayor
Eugene Mullins told the commis-
sioners that the city was “going to
have to find some way, some how to
cut back on these bills,”

The mayor asked what the city
was doing differently that would
prevent it from paying the same
bills:it was able to pay four or five
months ago.

“We've got a policeman back
here and we can't pay him,” Mayor
Mullins said, referring to officer
Danny Martin who was sitting in
the back of the meeting hall.

Wayland police chief Aaron
Kidd clarified that officer Martin is
not paid by the city and that his
salary is provided by a federal
COPS grant. however. funding for
the officer’s salary would not be
available for a couple of days
because the paperwork process has
recently changed.

*We're going to have to cut
back, we owe the state government
$481 and they want their money,”
the mayor said.

Although the commissioners
could not determine where the city
could cut back on expenses, com-
missioner Tommy Murphy said he
believed the city’s financial woes
began when it purchased blacktop.

According to the minutes of the
city’s July meeting, the city paid
more than $4,000 for blacktop.

Commissioner Lisa Gray
abstained from voting to approve
the July financial statement because
the commissioners had previously
passed a motion to spend $3,000 for
the blacktop.

The minutes of the July meeting
indicate that Mayor Mullins decid-
ed to go ahead and purchase the
blacktop because he did not think
the city would be able to have it put
down for “quite some time” if it
was not purchased immediately.

“Mayor Mullins agreed not to
make any purchases in the future
without notifying the commission
and getting (its) approval first,” the
minutes state.

“While we’re talking about cut-
ting costs to pay bills, something
we need to be thinking about — we
know that we have been approved
for sewer grant money,” commis-
sioner Stephens said. “We know
that's coming. We do have to
account as to having a place for the
treatment facility.”

Stephens said that because the
project involves federal money, the

city will have to pay to have the site
surveyed.

"This is something we need to
start thinking about,” Stephens said.
“because we're going to have to
come up with the money to have
that done and buy that lot,”

Stephens and Mayor Mullins
estimated that the lot could cost
between $1,500 and $3,000.

The commission also discussed
collecting delinquent taxes in the
city.

“If they don’t pay, we need to
pull them in court,” police chief
Kidd said,

The police chief said he had con-
tacted the small claims office in
Prestonsburg about collecting the
property taxes, and he discovered
that there is a $16 filing fee for each
case and that the city could file only
25 cases every year.

“How far are we going to go
back to collect these taxes?” the
mayor asked,

The city clerk said that the oldest
tax bills in the city are only about
four years delinquent.

The commission did not take any
official action Thursday to try and
collect the taxes, however, it did
discuss methods that may increase
the city’s property tax collections.

Mayor Mullins and commission-
er Stephens said they believed it
may be effective for the city to pub-
lish the names of residents, who

have not paid their laxes, in the
local newspaper.

In other discussion Thursday. the
police chief reported that the police
department had issued two speeding
citations and made one domestic
violence arrest and four felony
arrests.

Commissioner Tommy
Robinson was. not present al
Thursday’s regular meeting.

"We've received bids on the
other projects and they total

money's available...By no means
are we out of the woods."

Rumors that the city would be
receiving thousands of dollars for
the repairs are just rumors, the
mayor said.

"We have to take it with a grain
of salt,"” Whicker said. "It gets you
high for a little while until you hit
the ground," he added.

In other business Monday:

* Council approved a $150 one-
time cost of living adjustment for
full-time employees and $75 for
part-time workers. Whicker said all
employees and council members
were eligible for a $25 gift certifi-
cate for a turkey or ham. "Council
and the mayor (are) included in the
gift certificates, but not the
Christmas bonus," Whicker said.

* Council authorized the mayor
to purchase a maintenance vehicle
at a "reasonable" price. Whicker
said he was not interested in a new
or necessarily good used vehicle,
only a dependable one. Councilman
Rick Caudill said "we should call
(Coroner) Roger Nelson to pro-
nounce (the current truck) dead.”
Councilwoman Hazel Robinson
said, "Maybe the board of education
will sell us one."

Funds for emergency food and shelter

Floyd County has been awarded
$20,001 to supplement its emer-
gency food and shelter programs in
1998 by the federal Emergency
Food and Shelter National Board
Program, a national board chaired
by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA).

The Catholic Social Service Bureau
received $441 to administer the pro-
gram locally. The Floyd County
Board estimated that these funds
will have provided 44,996 meals
and 134 nights of shelter by
December 31, 1997.

Floyd County’s Emergency
Food and Shelter Board has done
more than just allocate funds in
1997.

Seth Branham became a household
name in connection to Prestonsburg foot-
ball, but also in the sports of basketball
and baseball, as well. Branham recalled
the ‘47 team, declaring the Pineville
game as “the finest hour” for a Blackcat
team after defeating Pineville 28-21, to
win the Flood Bowl.

“They were without a doubt the best
team we played all year,” said Branham,
“It was a sweet victory because we beat
them at home."”

Pineville came into the game unde-
feated, and Prestonsburg (8-1) had suf-
fered but one loss going into the game.

Hazard in the team’s fourth game of the
season. Branham said the consensus was
that the ‘47 team was Prestonsburg’s
finest.

“That’s just not my opinion, but that of
my teammates that live in Prestonsburg,
and some friends we played against,” said
Branham.

Branham, who also starred in three
sports, left Prestonsburg High School in
1949, and said he hasn’t seen a football,
basketball or baseball game in Kentucky.

“I"m sorry T haven't,” he said.

Branham resides in Idaho Falls, Idaho
where he is enjoying the high mountain
country and sniowfall.

Branham recalled coach John R.
Eibner, who coached just the one season
at Prestonsburg.

“We were blessed with a great coach
in Coach Eibner,” he said, “He was 6’3",
weighed 240 pounds and never used pro-
fanity or raised his voice, but you learned
that you had better listen to him.”

Branham credited Coach Eibner with

installing the “T" formation for the first
time in the mountains, with Louisa being
the only other team using the formation,

“We beat them 7-6 at Louisa, and that
was the only loss of the season for them,”
said Branham.

Branham scored the lone touchdown
for Prestonsburg, when he scored on a
70-yard run and Ruthie Mayo scored the
extra point. But with the win,
Prestonsburg still didn’t get the respect
around the state that fans expected.

Branham further described Coach
Eibner as always wearing a felt hat, bow
tie, and blazer.

“He was a class individual,” said
Branham. “All the way. He made us
believe we were pros all year long.”

But Eibner was a conditioning coach
as well, and, according to Branham, had
the Blackcats in great condition.

“We never had one injury to any play-
er. I mean no injuries at all,” said
Branham. “We were in great condition.
We didn’t have 1A, 2A, or 3A back then."”

Prestonsburg was ranked sixth in the
state of Kentucky that year.

Prestonsburg’s football schedule that
season was anything but “‘cup cakes”, and
more than often the Cats played away
from their Jair.

“Why the schedule we had, I'm not
sure,” explained Branham. “In the 10
games we played that year, seven were on
the road,”

Branham said in spite of having to
play most of the games on the road, still
the Prestonsburg fans were there.

“The Prestonsburg fans were so, So,
great,” he said. “They followed in such
great numbers, the town had to be closed
down. They were always there for us.”

Road games for Prestonsburg in ‘47
included games against Whitesburg,
Jenkins, Pikeville, Louisa, Raceland,
Paintsville and Pineville.

Indeed, from past records, Branham
was one of the best to play the game of
football, not only in Prestonsburg, but in
the state of Kentucky.

Bassett and his staff already
have a computer database of the
names and addresses of high school
coaches in the state of Kentucky,
but they are at work on compiling
such a database for all states east of
the Mississippi, which is a clear
indication of how he, Coach
Mumme, and the staff plan to
broaden UK's football recruiting
efforts.

Most of Kentucky's offense
returns next year, but there will be
someg significant losses from what.
even with them, has been a very
weak defense.

The transformation of the
defense may take two years or even
three, but it must begin with the
forthcoming recruiting class and
Coach Mumme and staff realize
that.

Students at  Prestonsburg
Community College will have bet-
ter access to the information they
need, when they need it, once an
obsolete mechanical telephone
system serving the college is
replaced by a high-tech digital sys-
tem in mid-December at a cost of
about $115,000.

“Acquisition of a new telephone
system is long-overdue,” said Dr.
Deborah Floyd, PCC president.
“For several years now, we have
had digital-video distance-learning
technology which provides our
students with access to courses
taught at locations all over the
world, but we have not been able
to provide them with reliable tele-
phone access to the PCC campus
from only a few miles away.”

In her remarks to an All-College
Meeting last January, Floyd told
PCC employees that “how we treat
our customers — in other words,
the degree of satisfaction they feel
regarding our performance, or
nonperformance — will determine
whether PCC is, or isn't, success-
ful.”

Reflecting on her earlier
remarks, she said, “This new
phone system should certainly
increase the degree of satisfaction
our customers feel regarding our
service.”

Most of the money for the new
phone system was allocated from
the college’s fund balance last year
and was supplemented by addi-
tional funds from this year’s bud-
get. A new phone system has been
included in PCC s Strategic Plan
since the 1995-96 fiscal year. The
University of Kentucky approved
funding for the new system early
last month.

The new phone system will
improve access to all offices on the
PCC campus by increasing the
number of trunk lines from 9 to 1.
Special features that will enhance
public access to all college offices
and services include:

Our old, obso-
lete phone system created a num-
ber of problems for distance-learn-
ing students who needed to reach
me in the past. The advanced fea-
tures of this new, computerized
phone system should virtually
eliminate all of the technical prob-
lems these students have faced in

trying to reach me.”

Gia Hall, director of admis-
sions/registrar, said the new phone
system will improve her staff’s
ability to respond to requests for
information from students and

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150,000 jobs, 40,000 new homeowners
legacy of USDA rural programs in ’97

The U. S. Department of
Agriculture recently issued a
“rural report card” to the nation,
summarizing the impact of its rural
development programs during fis-
cal 1997. Jill Long-Thompson,
under secretary for USDA's Rural
Development mission area, cited
major gains in the areas of rural
homeownership, community facil-
ities construction, business devel-
opment and the expansion of rural
water and utility service as evi-
dence of the Clinton-Gore
Administration’s commitment to
improving the quality of life in
rural America.

“More than 150,000 rural jobs
were created or preserved and
more than 40,000 single-family
homes were purchased by rural
Americans during 1997, thanks to
the USDA Rural Development
programs,” Long-Thompson said.
“We also made major gains in
expanding telecommunications,
and other utility services rural
Americans will need to be compet-
itive in the 21st century.”

Agriculture Secretary ‘Dan
Glickman said the effectiveness of
USDA Rural Development pro-
grams are being magnified by
working in partnership with other
public and private entities. “USDA
has been able to improve the lives
of many more rural residents and
the communities in which they live
by working in tandem with state
and local governments and with
private enterprise,” Glickman said.

Nationally, USDA  Rural
Development provided $2.6 bil-
lion in loans and grants for rural
housing, $226 million for commu-
nity facilities, and $540 million for
rental assistance for low-income
rural people.

USDA also provided $936 mil-
lion in loans and grants to help
start or expand rural businesses
and cooperatives, and $1.3 billion
to finance rural water or waste-
water projects.

It is provided $824 million to
help rural electric cooperatives
expand and improve their services,

and loaned $380 million for rural
telecommunications projects. An
additional $8.6 million was used to
finance distance learning and
telemedicine projects.

In Kentucky, USDA Rural
Development programs created or
preserved 1,886 jobs and helped
1,450 rural people purchase
homes.

“Most Americans know USDA
assists the nation's farmers and
looks after the national forests, but
many are unaware of the much
broader impact USDA programs
have on rural America,” said
Thomas G. Fern, state director for
USDA Rural Development in
Kentucky.

“Whether it is providing rural
areas with access to quality health
care or education, helping rural
Americans buy or repair homes,
extending clean water service or
supporting businesses and cooper-
atives that create good jobs, USDA
Rural Development programs are
helping to pump new life into the
nation’s rural economy.” Rural
America encompasses 80 percent
of the nation’s land area, and is
home to about 20 percent of its
people.

Fern cited the following as
major highlights of 1997 for
USDA Rural Development pro-
grams in Kentucky:

* Provided financing to help
1,450 rural people buy single-fam-
ily homes, USDA also financed the
building or rehabilitation of 110
units of multiple family housing,
In total, USDA’s Rural Housing
Service invested more than
$81,145,580 either as loans. guar-
anteed loans or grants in rural
housing last year.

* Helped to build new or
improved community facilities—
including a child day care center,
nursing home. city hall, vocational
school, two fire trucks and two
hospitals—in 11 rural communi-
ties, by providing more than
$4,677.70 in loans, guaranteed
loans or grants. These facilities
serve a rural population of approx-

imately 109,000.

* Provided in excess of one mil-
lion dollars in rental assistance to
help nearly 6,000 rural, low-
income households obtain well-
built, safe housing. Half of the
rental program beneficiaries were
elderly, with average annual
incomes of less than $6.000.

* Financed the start-up or
expansion of 15 rural businesses or
cooperatives, creating or preserv-
ing more than 1,710 jobs in the
process., Over 32.5 million was
approved for the past year for the
guaranteed and direct Business
and Industry (B&I) program to
rural business and cooperatives.

* Extended $800,000 under the
Rural Development Economic and
Grant Program (REDLG) to rural
electric cooperatives currently par-
ticipating in the Rural Utility
Service program for commercial
development or expansion.

* Loaned $3,500,000 to local
non-profit entities or public bodies
to re-lend to local businesses in the
rural community through the
Intermediary Relending Program
(IRP).

* Provided more than $30 mil-
lion in loans and grants for 49 rural
water or wastewater projects that
serves 23,596 people.

* Provided $211,410 in grants
and $135,229 in loans for two dis-
tance learning and telemedicine
projects that serve rural citizens in
Kentucky, West Virginia, Virginia
and Tennessee.

“When USDA was reorganized
in 1994, rural development pro-
grams that had been scattered
among numerous agencies were
collected under the umbrella of
USDA Rural Development to cre-
ate a stronger, more flexible and
better integrated rural develop-
ment agency,” Long-Thompson
said.

“We are seeing ample evidence
that this new agency is the major
force behind the renewal of our
rural heartland. USDA is now bet-
ter able to offer help to some of the
nation’s neediest rural communi-

“I have known Bill for the duration
for the time 1 have been here,” Big
Walnut  Superintendent  Melissa
Conrath said. “He is respected by the
staff and is an institution at the high
schoal. He will be greatly missed. He
cares very deeply for the school and it
is a mutual feeling by the staff. He is
upbeat and has done so much for the
school. I hate to lose such a positive
teacher. He has given far more than his
teaching. His contributions are extend-
ed beyond the classroom.”

During his years as an art teacher
for Big Walnut, Fraley has served on
the Principals’ Advisory Committee,
taught evening adult art classes,
arranged for his students to paint
Christmas windows in the community,
developed Student Appreciation Day,
developed spectacular fall homecom-
ing halftime shows with fireworks,
designed the layout for the art depart-
ment in the new high school, partici-
pated in the lJennings Scholarship
Program, and received the Golden

Apple Achievers Award from Ashland
Oil Company.

He is particularly known for his
wacky, creative and often elaborate
stunts prometing Student Appreciation
Days and homecoming.

“Seven years ago, one of the things
we might do for Student Appreciation
Day. we would have badges made up
and gold decorations,” Fraley told
ThisWeek. “We would meet the stu-
dents with donuts and juice. The kids
would get off the bus and have no idea
that it was happening that day. When
we did the first one, we had some of
the parents involved, and we sent a fire
truck out and brought kids in. One
time, we had a student who couldn’t
seem to get to school on time. We sent
him a limousine and brought him to
school. The cooks would prepare a
special lunch day. The faculty would
serve the food and everybody got it
free. We would do all kinds of things
like that. Those were wonderful times.
We would make floats and sundaes and
have the board and staff serve. We did
picnics on the patio during lunch.

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MSHA sets grace period for reporting mine-related
illness cases—no penalty if filed by December 31

The Mine Safety and Health
Administration  (MSHA) s
announcing a “grace period” from
today unul December 31, during
which mine operators can report to
sMSHA—without risk of citation—
occupational illness cases they
should have reported during the
past five years but did not.

“To prevent miners’ job-related
illnesses, the mining community
needs accurate information,” said
J. Davitt McAteer, assistant secre-
tary of labor for mine safety and
health. “Occupational illnesses in
mining may be significantly
under-reported due to apparent
misunderstanding about reporting
requirements. We're taking action
now 1o correct past oversights
without any penalty for late report-
mg."”

Mine operators, including inde-

pendent contractors, are required
to send a report to MSHA within
10 days after they are notified or
otherwise learn that a miner has an
illness that may have resulted from
work in a mine, or for which an
award of compensation has been
made. During the grace period,
however, MSHA will not impose
any penalty for lateness on mine
operators and independent con-
tractors who report occupational
illnesses that may have gone unre-
ported during the past five years.

For more information, mine
operators and miners are advised
to call their MSHA District Office.
They can also leave a message,
comment, or anything else they
would like to tell the agency on
MSHA's Toll-Free “Grace Period”
Hot Line: 1-888-249-8223,

While the mining industry has

made significant progress in
reducing health hazards, some
miners continue to suffer from
occupational illnesses such as
black lung disease, silicosis, noise-
induced hearing loss, occupational
asthma, asbestosis, and muscu-
loskeletal disorders.

MSHA has identified instances
of occupational illness where mine
operators did not file required
reports with MSHA, even though
state workers' compensation agen-
cies, other state or federal agen-
cies, labor organizations, or occu-
pational medicine clinics had
received reports.

After the grace period ends,
MSHA will conduct audits and
will consider special assessments
on citations issued for failing to
report cases that were required to
be submitted to the agency.

as a person and a friend,"”

Fraley has been involved in art
since he was a very young child.

“As far as T can remember back,
I was doing something in this
field,” Fraley said. “My mother
would say, “Where have you been?’
[ would be upstairs, and 1 would
show her a little painting I had done
or something like that. She still has
some on the wall.”

For Fraley, being an art teacher
involves more than teaching a stu-
dent how to create a piece of art.

“Teachers do not have any way
that we can measure what we have
done. We go home and we say, ‘Did
I do the right thing today? Did I say
the right thing? Did I hurt someone
today?’ Unless they let us know, we
never know what kind of influence
we have had. We have no way of
testing or measuring that, A student
may have come along and a teacher
may have said only one little some-
thing that was positive and pushed
them all the way through.

“You can go all the way through
your career and ask, ‘Gee, have 1
done anything good along the
line?’ If you have just one student
that comes along and says, “l never
did do anything in the field. but 1

had a ball in your class,” or ‘1 did
something that I didn’t think I
would ever do and I remember
what you told me,’” it was worth it.

“1 have had many students that 1
would stay awake all night long
trying to think how I could help. It
may not have been their artwork, it
may have been their personality.
Maybe it was just one word of
encouragement they needed. I have
10 try to help. It doesn't mean that 1
may have accomplished it, but I
have to try."”

Fraley believes that each student
who enters his classroom and does
his or best work deserves an A, and
he expected his students to do their
best.

“l want to say, ‘Look, you give
me the best try that you can me.
You show me that you are trying.
You try to do as I am asking you to
do. You are going to get your A.' I
like to feel that I know the student
well enough to know that I am get-
ting the best I can get out of them;
that they are not giving me a con
job.

“There is going to be another
student coming in and they will
say, 'Gee, [ really like this stuff. I
want to get in there and really do

it,” and I do expect quite a bit out of
that particular student because that
is what they are coming in for.
They may even want to go on in the
field. If they do, give me your best
shot. But, you start to lax off, I'm
going to cut your grade. You have
to ask if they are giving me the best
job they can do and are they really
trying to be creative.

“In the last few days that I am
here, up to my last hour in the
building, it will be the same.”

Although Fraley loves teaching
his students, he is looking forward
to his retirement and having time to
devote to his own art work,

“I will miss the students, but it is
time for me to go ahead with my
life and try something different. I
am not saying that I want to quit
teaching, I may want to teach adult
classes. There are a lot of things I
could do.

"One of the things I am doing
now, is that 1 make usable
Scrimshaw powder horns for the
sportsman. It looks like the old
horns that you see in movies that
people used to carry for their gun
powder. I will continue to do that
because | enjoy that. I also want to
do some painting.”

As a victim of
abuse, you know how it feels to be
abused and you know all to well
what abusive behavior inflicted on
you or toward you does to you as a
person. Besides the pain, shame and
embarassment you are forced to con-
tend with, most abused adults are
afraid to take the one most important
step necessary to get it stopped—
make one telephone call to either the
Abuse Hotline; Cabinet of Human
Resources; mental health facili-
ty/professional; or a law enforce-
ment agency.

This instructor
deserves recognition for sharing
his/her knowledge with us in a con-
text that is easily understood.

If you suspect abuse, according to
this trainer. look for these “signs™ in
the victim:

In abusive situations, you will at
times, identify other “signs” as not
being “normal.” However, if one
analyzes and expounds on the eleven
“signs” this trainer outlined as pre-
sented above, most everyone will be
able to identify characteristics that
should alert you to the possibility
that abuse might be occurring to an
.individual,
Remember that your
intervention (call)
might be the only
hope a person has of
being rescued from
having to endure
more pain, or from
continuing to live in
an isolated, prison-
like environment. Elder abuse
should be brought to the attention of
authorities who can help the victim
receive the medical/psychologist
treatment that may be necessary.

To help yourself or to help some-
one you know, call your local abuse
center; a crisis hotline; your local
police; 911; or your Eldercare
Locator at 1-800-677-1116. These
people are trained to help victims of
abuse—young and old alike.

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Health, tobacco industries search for common ground

Amidst settlement talks and
lawsuits, FDA regulations and dis-
cussions of the tobacco price sup-
port program at the national level,
historic tobacco talks in their own
right have been taking place here
in Kentucky, In a state where
tobacco is part of the
very culture of the
Commonwealth,
cooperation between
health groups® and
tobacco interests @
was unheard of until =
a year ago when the
Kentucky  Health
and Agriculture Forum was born.

This effort was initiated when
the Burley Tobacco Growers
Cooperative Association requested
a4 meeting with representatives of
the American Heart Association,
American Lung Association, and
American Cancer Society. At that
meeting in May of 1996, there was
discussion of possible areas of
cooperation between health and
tobacco interests. Subsequently,
another meeting was convened in
August of 1996, and additional
health and agriculture interests

were vited. At that time, the
Coalition for Health and
Agricultural Development

(CHAD) was asked to convene
ongoing meetings to bring together
leaders in health and agriculture to
discuss  potential “common
ground.” Those discussions have
taken place at nine additional
meetings where there has been
agreement from the group that the
meetings are worthwhile and
should continue.

The following mission state-
ment was developed recently to

The Health and Agriculture

Forum, covered by the Coalition
for Health and Agricultural
Development, Inc. (CHAD), is a
community of pro-farmer/pro-
health stakeholders. Its mission is
to provide a safe place for people

issues to work together to sustain
healthy individuals, families,
farms, and rural communities,
which are interconnected.

The Forum's goals are to;

+ Appreciate the values and con-
cerns of all participants

and agriculture leaders

* Be clear on areas of disagree-
ment and focus on common goals

* Educate each other, the public,

. Keep firewood pests out in the cold

Firewood provides a source of
warmth and comfort as outdoor
temperatures drop. But, firewood
also can be a way for insects to
enter the home and cause concern
as they emerge and fly or crawl
around indoors.

Most insects found in firewood
won't harm people or their homes.
Some pests tunnel into logs to feed;
others simply hide or overwinter
beneath bark. These insects won't
infest structural wood or furniture
inside a home when they emerge.
The only harm they cause is con-
cern about their presence indoors,

Spraying firewood with insecti-
cides to control pests is not a good
idea because the practice is ineffec-
tive and could cause release of

®» harmful vapors when the wood is

burned. Firewood management is
the best way to control insects that
can enter the home on logs.

Store firewood outdoors and
only bring inside what will be
burned immediately or withina few
hours, If you store firewood mdoors
for an extended period, pests devel-

oping or hiding in logs can emerge.

And firewood kept inside can

become a harborage for rodents.
Burn older wood first to shorten

the time pest infestations can
become established.
Outdoors, put the woodpile

away from the house and off the
ground,

Firewood stacked against the
side of a home provides a direct,
hidden avenue for termites and car-
penter ants to enter the structure.
The lack of ventilation also can cre-
ate a moisture problem. Stack logs
off the ground to increase air circu-
lation and drying. One way to do
this is to stack firewood on poles
suspended  between concrete
blocks.

When bringing firewood inside,
shake or knock logs together to dis-
lodge pests clinging to the bark.
Remember to check the bottoms of
log carriers because pests often
crawl into carriers when firewood is
brought inside.

It’s easy to eliminate the occa-
sional insect emerging from fire-
wood by using a broom or vacuum
cleaner.

Self-contained self-rescuers still function properly

The Labor Department’s Mine
Safety and Health Administration
(MSHA) and the National Institute
for Occupational Safety and Health
(NIOSH) have notified all users of a
self-contained self-rescuer (SCSR)

”manufuctured by Mine Safety

Appliances Co. that a problem
exists which may render the unit
unusable unless certain specific
procedures are followed prior to
using the device. Fragments of the
chemical that produces oxygen
have been found in the breathing
tube of some units and would be
undetectable by the typical user
prior to initial use. If inhaled, these
particles may induce a choking
response from the person and could
cause the wearer to discard the
device rather than use it when it is

o Most needed.

“We've identified a problem and
have taken steps to protect the min-
ers,” said Davitt McAteer, assistant
secretary of labor for mine safety
and health. “These steps include
training miners in interim proce-
dures for donning the unit and pro-

viding a label to be attached to each
unit reminding the miner of these
procedures, In the meantime, the
units will be replaced promptly to
keep the risk of harm as low as pos-
sible,”

MSHA,
NIOSH, and ..
the manufac-
turers  have |
informed all
affected mine
operators that
prior to using
the Portal-
Pack SCS the
wearer must
exhale into the
breathing tube
three times.
This  action
would clear any particles in the
breathing tube, preventing them
from being inhaled by the user.

Mine Safety Appliances Co.,
based in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania,
has recalled the Portal-Packs and is
replacing them with Life-Saver 60
SCSRs. The company has commit-

ted to replacing all units by early
1998. The Portal-Pack SCSRs are
no longer manufactured.

MSHA enforcement personnel
have informed some 110 affected
mine operators of the new donning
instructions
and have
required these
mine opera-
tors to have
their workers
immediately
trained in the
added proce-
dure to ensure
their safety
should an
emergency

© situation arise.

Also, MSHA

inspectors will help see that instruc-
tion labels are attached to all units.

There are approximately 7,000
of the Portal-Pack SCSRs currently
in use. SCSRs have a limited shelf
life and manufacturers of these
devices typically assemble units as
they are needed rather than stock

them for long periods of time.

The fragments were observed in
the breathing tube of 11 of 43 Portal
Pack SCSRs examined by MSHA
and the National Institute for
Occupational Safety and Health
(NIOSH), who, jointly with MSHA,
approves respirators for use in the
mining industry. The particles were
detected in devices that had been
deployed in either the carried or
machine-mounted mode.

In response, MSHA and NIOSH
recommend that all carried and
machine-mounted Portal-Pack
SCSRs be the first units to be
removed from service as soon as
they can be replaced by any other
approved SCRs,

To facilitate faster replacement,
MSHA will temporarily permit the
use of more than one type of SCSR
at mining operations which use the
MSA breathing device.

Federal mining regulations
require that all underground coal
miners be equipped with a breath-
ing device that will provide the user

The IRS Tax Code is beyond
repair.

On September 22, in Independence,
Missouri, the National Federation
of Independent businesses launched
a nationwide petition drive that
encourages small-business owners,

tion calling upon the President and
the Congress to abolish the IRS
Code. This grassroots effort will
sunset the code by December 31,
2000, and demand a simpler, fairer
tax code that all Americans will
understand. '

NFIB's Congressional Small
Business Summit in Washington,
D.C. Ultimately, the petitions will
be presented to Congress as a “mil-
lion reasons” to stop talking about
the code and to take the kind of
action that taxpayers want.

The Campaign to Abolish the
IRS Code will succeed. Already,
there is support in Congress, Within
two days of the campaign kick-off,
members of Congress introduced
bills calling for sunsetting the code
by the end of the century. If anyone
tells you it can’t be done, remember
when the Berlin Wall went up and
everyone thought it would be there
forever—now it’s gone.
Furthermore, nothing is impossible
when you have the grassroots sup-
port of millions of small-business
owners.

Obviously there are many prob-
lems with the IRS Code. What
began, in 1913, as a one-page form,
14 pages of tax law and a top tax
rate of just seven percent has
evolved into the unwieldy monster
we know today. Consider this: The
current tax code is seven million
words. Lincoln’s  Gettysburg
Address is 269 words. The
Declaration of Independence is
1,337 words. The IRS’ simplest
return form, the EZForm 1040, has
33 pages of instruction. The IRS
Form 1040 now comes complete

with 76 pages of instruction.

Our country cannot remain pros-
perous and dynamic if we continue
to over-tax and over-burden
American production; if we contin-
ue to search only for ways to eke
out revenue from sources that are
fast drying up.

The current solution to our tax
woes is to push Congress into “tax
reform,” but even the positive steps
that take place involve modifying
the current code, making it even
longer and more confusing. Tax

reform does not occur when the tax
code is expanded and complicated
by even more verbosity.

Our country stands on the
threshold of great progress, and we
can get there. Tear down the IRS
code.

Replace it with a system that
advocates lower taxes to create jobs
and opportunities; one that fosters
growth to encourage work and sav-
ings. Replace it with a system that is
fair for all taxpayers and simple
enough to understand.
