East Point native wins prestigious scholarship 
by .... Shepllerd

When Leslie Kendrick of East Point 
-partici~ in a Duke University Talent­
ed and Qij'ted progJ;~UD in the early 
1990s, She took a fork in the road that 
eventually led her to a Rhodes Scholar­
ship anc'-<>.nord University in England. 

~flilrick. 21, was selected Saturday, 
December 6, to receive a Rhodes Schol­
arship; oue of the academic world's most 
prestigious hbnors. 

The Rbodes Scbolatship, created in 
the Will of Bilglish ~tatesman Cecil 

Rhodes, paYJ all academic expenses and 
fees, tnmspbltation from the recipient's 
home to Olford University in England 
and a stipend of $23,240 for two years of 
study. 

• Her mothfr, Leatha, att:rigutes the 
start of Leslie'$ journey to Du~ Univer­
sity's TIP program when Leslie was in 
the seventh grade. 

That's when "she saw different ways 
of learning," Leatba Kendrick said Tues­
day. "(Her father) Wlll and I have often 
discussed how it changed her life - and 
changed our lives," she said. "Leslie's 
test scores were always good... When 

she took the ACT, she scored so well, she 
was one of those nationally recognized 
(by Duke)." 

At Duke, competing against Ameri­
ca's brightest students, Leslie "did very, 
very well," Leatha said. "SJte started 
saying she wanted to go away to school." 

By her sophomore year in high 
school, Leslie and her parents were look­
ing at high schools in states bordering 
Kentucky. They selected Salem Acade­
my in Winston-Salem, North Carolina. 
After graduating from the academy, she

The committee 
decided to develop minimum personnel 
qualifications, bond requirements and 
equipment standards for wrecker service 
providers and present it to council.

Darrell Sparks to attend paramedic 
school provided that Sparks remain em­
ployed with the city for three years ; 

• Fannin presented a plaque to Donna

• Council approved the installation of 
four street lights near the entrance of the

Allen commissioners 
abolish utility board

After nearly 20 years of providing 
area residents with water, the Allen Water 
Commission was abolished Monday 
night because of the impendtng transfer 
of the company to Prestonsburg Utilities. 

Allen city commissioners adopted an 
ordinance during the city's regular meet­
tog Monday night to revoke a 1978 ordi­
nance which established the water com­
misaion. 

''[T)he ~~ tr&tDSfer of the city's 
water system facilities to the city of Pre­
ltODSbull completely removes the pur­
,p ~· ~ the aeed fa,: tbe Allen Warer 
~011," the-OidiDUtCe says. 

In Sepfeli)ber, ~ Sharon Woods 
drafted a._ ofltateDt for the ll8nSfer of 

the city's water company in a final effort 
to prevent the city's sewage system from 
going down the drain. 

With the threat that funding for the 
city's sewer project may be pulled, city 
officials were concerned about an Envi­
ronmental Protection Agency lawsuit that 
has been hanging over their heads for 
more than 10 years. 

The lawsuit could mean stiff penalties 
for area residents who have wastewater 
straight pipes polluting the river. 

The Prestonsburg city council and the 
utilities commission agreed to the condi­
tions of the transfer, including that Pre­
stonsburg Utilities assume obligations as­
sociated with the city's sewer project. 

The ttansfer agreement also includes

"physically not doing well." 

Davis did not return calls to 1'l1e 
Ttmes to comment on his objection 
to the defendant's motion. 

Judge Dann) P. Caudill is 
expected to rule on the motion 
within a week. 

Mitchell was indicted hy a 
Floyd County Grand Juf) on 
November 6. four days after he 
allegedly murdered his wife, Billie 
Jo Mitchell. at her I vel home. 

Ms Mitchell wac; found dead on 
Sunday. November 2, shortly after 
an area rec;ident heard ~everal gun­
shots ring out from her home 

Within minutes after the 
Kentucky State Police was notified 
about the discovery of Ms. 
Mitchell's body. another caller 
informed c;tate authorities that 
Andy t-.titchell was 111 thl' Tram 
area and he had been shot. 

Mitchell wa~ hospitalized at 
Pikeville Methodist llospitnl. 
where he was treated for n single 
gunshot wound to his chest. He 
was lodged m the l·loyd County 
Adult DetentiOn Center when he 
was released from the hospital. 

From h1s hospital bed the day 
after his wife's slaymg. Mitchell 
denied shooting his wife and said 
that he was shot lumself while 
standing on Ms. Mitchell's porch. 

However, Emest Lafferty, of 
West Prestonsburg, was at an nuc­
tion house near Ms. Mitchell's res­
idence on the night of the shootmg 
and said that he saw a man, whom 
he believe~ was Andy Mitchell. 
leave the murder scene uninjured 
after the gunshots were fired. 

"Within seconds, I (saw) him 
come out of the trailer and. get in 
his car," Lafferty said last month. 
"He pulled up to the front of the 
pickup where I was standing lie 
said there v.as a woman shot at this 
trailer and somebody ought to go 
to her." 

Lafferty said the man did not 
appear to be wounded himself. 

KSP officials have refused to 
offer any details of M<>. Mitchell's 
murder or to comment on whether 
they believe Andy Mitchell was 
injured at his wife's residence or at 
another location. 

Mitchell is scheduled to appear 
in Judge Danny P. Caudill's court 
on February 19 for a pre-trial con 
ference on the charges

Leslie was there from I p m to 
3 p.m. 

"I knov.· it must have been 
awful." Leatha said. 

When Leslie met her mom, her 
smile told the tale. 

"She put her arms around me ... 
put her head dO\\ n on my shoulder 
and said 'I got it. mom.'" 

With their am1s wrapped around 
each other. mother and daughter 
cried. 

Leslie will be living out a dream 
of her mom's. 

"When she was little, I used to 
tell her I wished I could have read 
all those classics in their original 
language. I never thought she 
WOIJ)d do it." 

At Oxford, Leslie will study 
classic literature and English 

"Eventually, l want to earn a 
Ph.D. in English and be a professor. 
I would love to teach somewhere ... 
and I feel as though I need to be 
better grounded in English and the 
class1cal tradition before I focus on 

one particular area for a doctorate," 
Leslie said. 

''Lc-;lie want<; to end up teach­
mg. I'm proud of that.'' Leatha, 
who Will teach at the Uruvcrsity of 
Kentucky next semester. said 
Tuesday. " I feel she'll do important 
criticr.l wnting. She's got such a 
good mind." 

Last )Car. Leslie won awards for 
her honor theses in Latin. This year, 
she's \Vorking on her honors thesis 
in poetry. something she's familiar 
with hl·cause her mom has also 
won awards for poetry. 

l.cshc was exposed to the intri­
cacies of languagl' at an early age. 

Her mom and dad both have 
dcgrcl':- in English. Her father. 
Will. is a Pn.•,tonshurg attorney. 

"I 'tarted reading to Leslie when 
she was six months old.'' Leatha 
SOld. 

As an infant, Leslie was con­
stantly exposed to words. Her mom 
was a ne\\ mother and did not have 
any confidence in her ab1IHy to take 
care of a young infant. She over­
came that obstacle by explaining to 
herself, ami to her baby, everything 
she did that affected Leslie. 

''You know how it is. I didn't 
kmm what I was doing. M) way 
was to talk my way through it. I 
said. 'I'm changing your diaper 
nov.-,"' Leatha said. "(Leslie) heard 
language from an early age ... 

Leslie and her sisters have 
always done well in school, and 
have won honors in English and in 
writing. 

"They've all won first place 
awards ... I told (Leslie) we'll be the 
Judds of poetry ... Sometimes I feel 
like the mom for the Bronte sis­
ters," Leatha said. (Emily. Anne, 
and Charlotte Bronte were well­
known l~nghsh novelists in the 
1800s.) 

Leshe became an example to her 
mother. When she enrolled in 
Salem Academy, her mom Leatha 
returned to school and obtained a 
master's degree in creative writing

ORV traffic endangering 
Daniel Boone Forest 
Editor: 
We cherish forests for their peace and 

serenity, not to mention the flood control. 
medicinal plants, water filtration. pollination, 
food production, and wildlife habitat they pro­
vide. 

But peace in the woods is not a free gift. 
Kentucky's only Daniel Boone National 

Forest is being ripped open by off-road vehi­
cle (ORV) four-wheeling gone wild. 

ORVs have blazed more than 540 miles of 
unauthorized trails throughout the forest, even 
in wilderness areas and wild and scenic river 
corridors. 

The U.S . Forest Service admits that four­
wheeling destroys fragile resources and pre­
vents other uses of the forest (such as bird 
watching and hiking). yet it recently proposed 
to "solve" ORV problems by allowing ORVs 
on 122 miles of traits in the forest. 

With only 12 enforcement officers on 
700,000 acres, the Forest Service cannot con­
trol the usc of sport machines that are de­
signed to go "off trail." 

Other national forests in our region have 
strictly limited or banned ORVs, which results 
in out-of-state four-wheeling extravaganzas 
on the Daniel Boone. 

Four-wheeling threatens the 37 threatened 
and endangered species. 209 other rare 
species, and 3, I 00 irreplaceable archaeologi­
cal sites in the forest. We should not allow this 
loud, fast. dangerous. destructive, and intimi­
dating use of the forest. 

Gi\e a gift to the future! 
Write the Forest Service ( 1700 Bypass Rd., 

Winchester, KY 40391) and demand that four­
wheeling in the forest be stopped. Deadline 
for comments is January 9, 1998.

Democracy failed 
.jn Floyd elections 

Editor: 
Your editorial of December 5, 

suggests that the Kentucky Board of 
Education may seek indefinite con­
trol of the Floyd County School 
District; rather than the three years 
permitted by existing state law. You 
seem to agree with this. And I agree 
wholeheartedly with you. Why'' As 
you state, "What have we got to 
lose?" The right to elect officials 
seems so fundamental to democra­
cy: but democracy has failed in 
Floyd County, if indeed it was ever 
practiced or existed here. 

., The school board members who 
brought this ruin upon us were not 
elected in the school textbook sense 
of democracy. They were simply 
installed by the magistrates and 
magistrate district system. Even one 
magistrate's wife was elected to the 
school board. And the lore of poli­
tics here simply say that the magis­
trates were, in tum. the handmaid­
ens of the political strongmen from 
the various factions of the county 
machine. 

We have discussed thb before. 
The locked-in captive vote of 2,000 

~ or so in eac~ district-tragic people 
whose jobs or relative's jobs depend 
on how they vote. Then there arc 
the hapless citizens who have to 
"request" help at the polling place, 
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are voted. and receive their red or 
white poker chip to trade for a crisp 
$20 bill. And of course there have 
always been the cutters-vote cut­
ters that is. These have always been 
a rather pitiful lot: mostly county 
workers ordered to register for 
some county political office and 
siphon away protest votes from 
anyone who challenges the political 
machine's anointed boy on either 
the school board or the magistrates. 
With the 2,000 votes per district, the 
cutters and vote sellers, no outside 
citizen has stood much of a chance 
in any of our past elections. And 
you would think that such control 
would satisfy the political machine. 
Not so! Power corrupts and 
absolute power corrupts absolutely. 
And to see absolute corruption in 
practice. we have but to tum to the 
Floyd County Voter Registration 
Book for 1997. 

We have an estimated total pop­
ulation of 39.343 citizens in Floyd 
County in 1997; down from the 
U.S. Census figure of 43.586 in 
1990. But the Voter Registration 
Books for November 1997, show 
that Floyd County has 31,298 regis­
tered voters. Now folks, that says 
that 80 percent of our total popula­
tion is registered to vote and must 
vote very often. Otherwise, they 
would have been removed from the 
list. And we have children in Floyd 
County, unless we are willing to 
accept that the school board is oper­
ating our schools without them; 
which would be only marginally a 
bigger scam than the mobile class­
rooms. We estimate that we have 
about 10.500 children and young 
adults in Floyd County under the 
age of 18 years-the legal age to 
register for voting. Subtract this fig­
ure from our total population of 
39.343 and we have about 28,843 
citizens old enough to register to 
vote. And that of course says that 
our voter registration books for 
1997 report that 109 percent of our 
citizens old enough to vote are reg­
istered and ready for 1998. There 
must be an important election com­
ing up in 1998 to inspire such 
preparation. 

Does this shock our people? 
Probably not! I believe that our peo­
ple are beginning to understand 
how Floyd County elections have 
been conducted in the past. And as 
the drama of the Floyd County 
School District unfolds, I think they 
will understand what the costs have 
been to our people and to our chil­
dren. 

But it gets worse. The total voter 
registration for Kentucky is 2.5 mil­
lion with a total population of 3.7 
million citizens. Thus, state-wide, 
registered voters represent 67.5 per­
cent of our total population. Apply 
this percentage to Floyd County's 
1997 population and we should 
have about 26,550 voters registered 
on our books. This is about 5,000 
fewer than we actually have as of 
November 1997. But, I for one, do 
not believe that 67.5 percent of our 
people are registered to vote. My 

personal belief is that about 40-45 
percent are registered to vote, 
which would equal about 17,700. I 
will make this statement despite the 
fact that as many as 18,000 "voters" 
have turned out in recent elections. 

Where do many of these voters 
come from that help raise our total 
registration to 31,298 in November 
1997. The answer may lie with our 
fiscal court which has inducted hun­
dreds of cemetery roads into our 
county road system so they can 
scrape the roads and put gravel on 
them. It is said that the magistrates 
want to make it easier for the major­
ity of their voters to get to the 
polling place at election time. 

But maybe we can cut into this 
vote in May, 1998. The State Board 
of Elections promised me that they 
would purchase a computer data 
base from the Social Security 
Administration which lists every 
deceased person that ever con­
tributed into or drew money from 
the fund by Social Security 
Number. They promised to run or 
compare this tape to our Floyd 
County Voter Registration Books 
by May 1998. That should prove 
interesting.

Keith Bartley, who represented 
Jarrell before becoming county 
attorney, argued in motions that 
there was no evidence that Jarrell 
violated any laws. 

The agreement was reached 
November 26 and Judge Danny P. 
Caudill ordered the case dismissed 
without prejudice, which means 11 
could be brought up again. 

Caudill had previOusly dis­
missed the charge and Wright 
appealed the case to the state Court 
of Appeals. The appeals court 
reversed Caudill's ruling and 
remanded the case to him. The 
court said there was sufficient 
cause to return the indictment and 
if the commonwealth could not 
prove it's case, Jarrell should he 
acquitted. 

In a related matter, an election 
violation charge against Martm 
radio station owner Dale 
McKinney is still pending.

Three women have filed a sexu­
al harassment lawsuit against a 
Martin physician, who denies he 
ever made sexual overtures to the 
women.

The frightful 
misunderstanding 

"You will not fear the terror of 
night, nor the arrow that flies by 
day." Psalm 91:5. 

Some fear is beneficial. We 
teach our kids to be afraid of those 
things. like a hot stove or a busy 
street, that are dangerous to us. We 
should also stand in awe of God, 
for, ''The fear of the Lord is the 
beginning of wisdom." But most 
fear is harmful. Fear destroys hap­
piness and peace. Fear cripples our 
emotions and short-circuits our 
thinking. Fear can paralyze our 
will and sabotage any progress 
we've made· in our emotional, 
mental or spiritual growth. 

Yet fear is something we like to 
play with, especially when we are 
young. That's what attracts many 
to the heart-thumping rides at 
~ing's Island. It's what makes for 
box office success at horror 
movies. Haunted Houses at 
Halloween time are also an attrac­
tion for this reason. Symbols for 
fear are used as Halloween decora­
tions all over our community. 

Believe it out not, Halloween is 
connected to "All Saints" Day 
(November 1). All Saints Day is 
the time in the Christian calendar 
when we remember the faithful­
ness of the saints who have gone to 
their reward. 

The "saints" are not just the 
canonized saints of churches like 
the Catholic and Episcopal. They 
are those of our loved ones and 
acquaintances who were faithful to 
Christ while on earth, and have 
gone to their reward in heaven.

Obviously, we must seek this 
shelter and do all we can to remain 
within God's shelter if we want to 
be delivered from our fears. We 
shouldn't play with the toys of our 
jungle world, or dabble with the 
thrills of darkness.

Nothing says Christmas is almost 

here like decorations. Twinkling 
lights outlining houses, Christmas 
trees trimmed in tinsel and orna­
ments, and burning candles illumi­
nating rooms brighten the holidays. 
but Kentuckians should keep safety 
in mind while decorating their 
homes. 

lltese traditional decorations can 
lead to dangers such as fire and 
injuries if they are not properly han­
dled, warn Kentucky public health 
officials. 

Each year, about 1,300 people are 
treated in ho~pital emergency rooms 
for injuries related to holiday lights 
and trimmings, according to the U.S. 
Consumer Product Safety Commis­
sion (CPSC). In addition, Christmas 
trees are involved in about 500 fires 
annually, resulting in an average of 
$20 million in property loss and 
damage each year in the U.S. 

"We' rc not saying don't decorate 
for the holidays." says Mike 
Cavanah with the Kentucky 
Department for Public Health. "We 
just want people to be aware of the 
potential hazards so that the holidays 
are enjoyable and safe.'' 

Looking for a live tree or getting 
the artificial one out of the attic is 
usually the first sign that Christmas 
is approaching. When looking for a 
live tree, check for freshness. A fresh 
tree is green with needles that are 
hard to pull from branches and when 
bent. do not break. The trunk butt 
should be sticky with resin and when 
it ic; bounced on the ground, it should 
not lo~e many needles. 

"Many people do not realize that 
their Christmas tree may have been 
cut weeks before and shipped here 
from far away. Some people still cut 
their own trl!es but most trees are not 
locally grown and may not be fresh.'' 
said Cavanah. 

Once the tree is home, place it 
away from fireplaces and radiators 
because heat dries live trees rapidly. 
Keep the stand filled with water. 
Place it out of the way of traffic and 
do not block dootways. 

When you buy an aruficial tree, 
check for a label that says it is fire 
resistant. This doe:. not mean that the 
tree will not catch fire, but it does 
indicate that the tree will resist burn­
ing and should extmguish quickly. 
Again, he careful where you pia~ 
the tree in your home. ! 

l.ights arc a fun way to herald th~ 
season hut only usc indoor and ou~ 
door lights that have been tested for 
safety by a rccognizcd testing labo­
ratory. Check each light. new or old, 
for broken or cracked sockets, frayed 
or bare wires. or loose connections. 
Discard damaged sets. Turn off all 
lights when you go to bed or leave 
the house. The lights could short out 
and start a fire. 

Outdoor lights should be fastened 
securely to trees, house walls or 
other firn1 supports to protect them 
from wind damage. Use only insulat­
ed staples to hold strings in place, 
not nails or tacks, or usc hooks made 

for hanging lights. Do not usc more 
than three standard-size sets of lights 
per single extension cord. 

In · addition. never usc electric 
lights on a metallic tree. The tree can 
become charged with electricity 
from faulty lights and a person 
touching a branch could be electro­
cuted. 

"Overloading sockets and not 
checking lights for damage before 
you use them are very dangerou'>,'' 
said Cavanah. 

Use only non-combustible or 
flame-resistant materials to trim a 
tree. Choose tinsel or artificial icicles 
of plastic or nonleaded metals. 
Leaded materials arc ha;r..ardous if 
ingested by children. 

If small children live in your 
home or will be visiting during the 
holidays. be careful to avoid decora­
tions that are sharp or breakable. 
Place trimmings with small remov­
able parts out of the reach of children 
to avoid a child swallowing or inhal­
ing small pieces. Also, do not usc 
trimmings that resemble candy or 
food that may tempt a child to eat 
them. 

Candles are often used during the 
holidays to add a special festive 
touch. but lighted candles should not 
be used on a tree or ncar other ever-

~ greens. Always use non-flammable 
candle holders and place candles 
where they will not be knocked 
down or reached by a child. Candles 
should be checked often when lit and 
blown out before you go to bed or 
leave your house. 

Fireplaces always add a cozy, 
romantic feeling to a house and man­
tels are beautiful when dccomted. 
Just remember to have your fireplace 
checked and cleaned before its first 
use this winter and use a fire screen. 
In addition, do not bum wrapping 
paper in the fireplace. A flash fire 
may result as wrappings ignite sud­
denly and bum intensely. Always 
supervise children when a fireplace 
is in use.

In 1993, county offlctals gum·an­
tecd a $200,000 loan from First 
Commonweahh Bank to RND. 
\Vhcn RND went out of bus1ness, 
First Commonwealth foredosed on 
the loan and sought the sale. 

Bank pres1dent Burl Wells 
Spurlock said previously he mtght 
not oppose the time extensiOn, but 
the bank·s attorney, Martin Osborne. 
filed an opposmg motion 

The bank claimed the county has 
known since June that the propert) 
would be sold, but the order for the 
sale was not issued until October 
The bank also claimed that 1t would 
be prejudiced by the dela) 

ln a heanng Fnday, Martin 
argued that the bank has not 

received any interest on the loan for 
the past three years and that a post­
ponement would be "just another 
delay." 

Bartley argued that the bank 
"can't lose a penny" because the 
county guaranteed the RND loan. 
He said the fiscal court agreed to 
advertise outside the county in 
hopes of tindmg more potenttal buy­
ers. 

Caudill ordered that the sale be 
held ·•no later than 60 days" from 
Friday and that the county pay the 
additional advertising costs and the 
master commissioner's fee.

Crash study needs input 
from Floyd County

A Whitesburg forensic engineer 
is seekmg mput from Floyd County 
residents who are survtvors or who 
lost loved ones m heavy truck acci­
dents as part of a study that may 
determine the causes of the 
mishaps and prevent future acci­
dents. 

The engineer, Roy Crawford. 
lost a son in a fatal mishap about 
four years ago m a coal truck acci­
dent and recently undertook a 
"heavy truck crash study." 

Crawford said Monday Jhat he 
began conductmg the study and 
compiling information not for 
revenge of h1s son's death, but to 
convince state officials that there is 
a problem. 

· "Ultimately the goal is to not 
have any more of these type<; of 
crashes," he smd Monday. 'Tm try­
ing to connnce the governor and 
Transportauon Cabmet that there 
really are problems across the state. 
I want to show the high number of 
crashes with heav) trucks." 

Crawford anticipates the study 
will determme the cauo;es of heavy 
truck accidents and provide recom­
mendatiOns to reduce the frequency 
and severity of the mishaps. 

Crawford, whose J.ob consists of 
reconstructing accident <;cenes to 
determine how mishaps occur. said 
that the study will show how many 
heavy trucks involved in mishaps 
were overweight or going at inap­
propriate speeds.

had a confhct in the case and the 
county shouldn't have guaranteed a 
loan for a private enterprise. 

Spurlock said he has acknowl­
edged from the beginning that there 
is a conflict and he refrained from 
any discussions on the RND project. 

RND secured additional loans 
totaling over $100,000, part of 
which was secured by the compa­
ny's inventory and office equip­
ment. Court records show the equip­
ment and contents were valued at 
over $1 million. 

Bob Meyer, who served as inter­
im JUdge ·executive in 1995, said the 
value of the building contents and 
office equipment in the facility now 
is "absolutely not anywhere near" 
what was indicated in the court 
record. Meyer said the esttmate may 
have been made when the company 
was in full operation. 

Contents of the building include 
raw materials, partially finished 
products and "a lot of junk." Meyer 
said. 

Also, according to the court 
records, copies of the foreclosure 
lawsuit and related court documents 
were never picked up at the post 
office by Bowen, whose last known 
address is BaJa California, Mexico.

Rich Mauro and his crew to~ok a 
much-needed breakfast break and 
settled in to watt for the first deer of 
the day to come into the weigh sta­
tion. 

Talk centered around the need to 
adequately control the deer popula­
tion in and around Carter County. 
Accordmg to annual deer surveys 
conducted b) the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife. Carter County's 
deer herd has more than doubled in 
the past decade, and now is estimat­
ed to number 13,015. or more than 
one deer per 25 acres of habitat. 
~ "These youth deer hunts are a 

good means to keep track of the 
deer and be sure their numbers are 
in balance with the habitat," said 
Mauro. "If the herd gets too big. the 
deer become sickly and may even 
starve to death." 

As the group sat around a small 
heater in the weigh station shelter 
watching a fine, misty rain. a pick­
up truck came out of a clearing. and 
11-year old Dustin Kemplin, of 
Woods Bend in Morgan County.

and bases. determined the sex and 
whether the deer had reproduced. 

"These records will be sent to 
our office in Frankfort," Mauro 
explained. ''This gives us a count 
and shows the general condition of 
the herd, which allows Fish and 
Wildlife to determine ho\\< and 
when to thin out the deer popula­
tion." 

Fish and Wildlife charted 63 
deer bagged over the two-day 
event. Over half were antlered 
bucks. Three I 0-points and six 8-
points were taken. This 30 percent 
success rate was down from last

In August. Jeff Campbell, a new Abilities sales rep­
resentative, traveled to the Perkins Center in Johnson 
County to assess Burns' ability to operate the equip­
ment.

A motor vehicle accident two year~ ago resulted in 
Burns' quadriplegia.

Perkins Comprehensive Rehabiliration Center in 
Paintsville in May with hopes of continuing her educa­
tion and pursuing a career. To do that, Bums needed a 
certain level of independence - a means by which she 
could study, conduct research and do homework on her

palsy and other severe neuromuscular diseases. 
"But they also have to be motivated to use it," said 

Campbell. "Ginger was a good advocate for herself." 
Burns has flourished in her new-found indepen­

dence. The first person in Kentucky to use the system 
and its TfKTM (two other Kentuckians - one in 
Campbellsburg and one in Alexandria - also usc the 
system), Burns is able to adjust her electric bed, tum 
her room lights off and on, operate her television, and 
dial and answer her own phone - all \\ithout assis­
tance. Soon she will be equipped with a special wheel­
chair controlled by the system. 

"It's been great - no words can really describe 
what a difference this has made to me. I can do things 
for myself," she said. 

But the greatest advantage for Bums has been the 
operation of her computer. A slight, almost impercepti­
ble movement of her jaw, and the computer boots up, 
an application opens and she's ready to work. 

Even though it is possible for Bums to type with the 
TIK1 M, it would be laborious. So she uses a voice 
recognition program called DragonDictate·N. "When I 
talk, the program types for me," explains Bums.

HOLIDAY TREE APPETIZER 

Here is an idea for a healthy hol­
iday appetizer that is so festive, 
your friends and family won't even 
notice they're eating vegetables. 
You will need: 

1 to 2 heads of fresh broccoli 
One pint of cherry tomatoes 
1 head of fresh cauliflower 
dip of choice (such as Ranch Qr 

Honey·Mustard) 
Wash and drain all the vegeta­

bles and cut the tops of the broccoli 
and cauliflower into florets. On a 
serving tray, arrange the broccoli in 
the shape of a Holiday tree (triangu­
lar). Then decorate the tree with 
cherry tomato "balls" and put a 
layer of cauliflower "snow" under 
the tree. You can even top the tree 
with a slice of star fruit. This broc­
coli tree decorated with cherry 
tomatoes and cauliflower snow 

looks great on a buffet table. 
If you are tired of the same old 

Cranberry Sauce during the holiday 
season- try this recipe: 

1 l11. bag of fresh cranberries 
2 fresh oranges or tangerines 
I tv 2 cups of sugar (try the less­

er amount, then season to taste) 
Wash and drain the cranberries 

and oranges. Finely chop the cran­
berries (either by hand or in the 
food processor) and mix with I cup 
sugar, then set aside. Quarter the 
oranges and remove seeds, but 
leave the peel on the orange. Chop 
the oranges, using both pulp and 
peel, then mix with the cranberries. 
Add more sugar to taste ( I /2 to I 
cup). This tart and sweet cranberry 
relish gives fiber, vitamins and taste 
to holiday meals.

That article also stated, 
"If you are an abused senior citizen 
the term "elder abuse" does not need 
explanation. You know first hand 
what it is." This is true

• evidence of Joss of control or 
fear of loss of control 

• withholding security or affec­
tion 

• aggressive verbal behavior 
(threats/insults) 

• social isolation 
of anyone who is 
abused-young and old 
alike. Elder 

• substance abuse 
(drugs/alcohol) 

• mental illness/mental 
retardation That article dealt 

w1th what one should 
look for if it is felt you 
know someone whom 
you feel is being 
abused. It also men · 
tioned people and 
places you can call if 
abuse is suspected, or 
whe,;e ~victim of abuse 

abuse. • presents contradicto­
ry history [different story] 

What 
• projects cause of the 

injury onto someone else 
(It's not my fault. I didn't 
do it!) 

is it? • blaming the victim 
• delays getting needed 

care [for the victim] 
can ~all for help. 

Last week we discussed the 
"signs" to help identify a victim. 
This week we will focus on the 
assessment or "signs" of a perpetra­
tor. Again, I do not know who is 
responsible for the materials for a 
training that was held recently, but it 
is evident from those caretakers who 
attended the seminar and passed this 
information on to me, that this ses­
sion was especially enlightening to 
them. 

Today, if I am passing on to you, 
infonnation provided by the same 
instructor of the "abuse" segment of 
that training telling us what to look 
for in one who might be doing the 
"abusing"-whether it is physical or 
emotional. 

If you suggest someone to be a 
perpetrator, (abuser) according to 
this professional, look for these 
"signs": 

• complains continuously about 
irrelevant problems unrelated to 
injury 

• allows no privacy and/or does 
not allow the alleged victim to speak 
for self. [Doesn't want the abused to 
be alone with anyone. Abuser fears 
the abused might talk too much or in 
some way let you know he/she is 
being victimized.] 

• history of violence in the fami­
ly. 

• absence of assisting behaviors 
as reported by other family mem­
bers/neighbors/friends 

If you are being abused, or if you 
suspect someone is being abused, 
please help yourself or your 
acquaintance. Call for help. 

Here are some people/places you 
might want to call. Your Benefits 
Coordinator, Charles Slone at 886-
3876 or an attorney or paralegal at 
Legal Services at the same number; 

the Big Sandy Area Development 
District at 886-2374-ask to talk 
with either Bonnie Hale, Doug 
Lawson or Sue Jones; one of the 
medical cltnics serving your area: 
your local police or sheriff depart­
ment; 91 I;' the Big Sandy Family 
Abuse Center at 886-6025; an area 
hospital; the Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center serving 
your area; the National Referral 
Hotline for domestic violence, elder 
abuse, and alcohol and drug depen­
dency at 1-800-234-0420 or a help­
ful relative, friend or neighbor. 

If you are being abused or have 
reason to believe someone is being 
abused, help yourself or that person 
by asking authorities, other profes­
sionals and organizations listed 
above to check out your situation or 
his/her situation. Until someone 
knows help is needed, the abuse will 
likely continue. 

It is my opinion that most caring 
people would not even think to look 
for "signs" of a possible perpetrator 
until, for some reason, abuse is sus­
pected. We all might need to "look'' 
a little more closely. We might be 
the victim's only spokesperson. "We 
don't know what goes on behind 
closed doors," but we do know that 
"love doesn't have to hurt.'' We 
might be the only voice an abused 
older American or citizen of any age 
has. 

Next week we will begin our dis­
cussion on "What is Emotional 
Abuse?" Abuse takes place more at 
this time of year than at any other 
time. If we suspect someone is 
being abused, we should be willing 
to ask for help for that person - or 
if we are being abused, we need to 
get help ourselves."

AG NEWS 
POINSETTIAS BRIGHTEN 

THE HOLIDAY SEASON 

by Patricia G. Spicer

Poinsettias arc a traditional part 
of the holiday season Consumers 
can enjoy these colorful plants long 
after the holidays end by buying 
healthy plants and giving them 
good growmg cond1t1ons m the 
home. 

The showy red, pink or wh1te 
portions commonly referred to as 
the "flower" nctually consist of 
modified leaves, ~ailed "brackets." 
The yellow center i-; renlly the 
flower part. 

When buymg a poinsettia, 
choose a plant with small. tightly 
closed yellow buds in the center. 
Plants with wide open buds arc 
·more mature and won't last as long. 

Also look for foliage that i~ 

crisp, brightly colored, and undam­
aged. 

After the p01nsett1a 1s brought 
home, it should be g1ven optimum 
growing cond1t10ns wh1ch mcludes 
plenty of sunhght and adequate 
water. Ideally, fohage needs an 
hour or more of sunhght each day. 
It's also 1mportant to g1ve plants a 
regu)ar, thorough \\ntenng when 
the soil becomes dry. If the plant 1s 
wrapped in foil, poke a hole 
through the f01I so water will dram 
out of the pot drainage hole 

Keep pomsett1as out of drafts 
and away from heat sources such as 
appliances, heaters and fireplaces, 
because these dry plants out. AvOid 
putting plants on top of a teleVISIOn 
or other appliances that emit heat. 
Dropping the night-tunc tempera 
ture by 10 degrees is probably the 
most beneficial thing you can do 
for the plants. 

Contrary to the rumor that often 
surfaces around the holidays. the 
poinsettia isn't po1sonous to people 
or pets. Concern about pomscttia') 
safety dates back to 1919, when a 
child reportedly d1ed after catmg a 
leaf from a pomsett1a plant The 
report was never confim1ed and 
research conducted at several um­
verslties showed no tOXICity, no 
behaviornl changes, and no mortal­
ity even at extreme h1gh doses from 
the plant. 

However, the pomsett1a 1s clas­
sified as non-ed1ble L1kc other 
non-edible plant matenals. the 
poinsettia can cause some <hscom­
fort if eaten by people with sensi­
tivity to the plant. Milk or icc 
cream usually helps ease the dis­
comfort. All non-edible plant mate 
rials should be put out of reach 111 
homes with active, cunous children 
or pets.

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Prestonsburg shoots for third district title

For the past two basketball seasons the 
Prestonsburg Blackcats have come away 
with a 58th District championship, but still 
coach Jack Pack's ballclub has not made the 
big show at Rupp Arena because standing in 
the way have been the Paintsville Tigers. 

However, the mood in the Prestonsburg 
camp is that this could be "the year of the 
Cats." 

Four starters return for a ball club that fell 
to the Tigers in the regional tournament 
fmals last year. All four are solid basketball 
players. and the fifth starter could come from 
a pool of very capable players that will give 
Coach Pack his longest bench since coming 
to Prestonsburg three seasons ago. 

In the middle with 6'6'' Andy Jarvis, con­
sidered one of the best big in the 15th 
Region. Jarvis averaged 21 points per game 
and pulled in 13 boards per game. 

"I think you have to have an inside game 
before you are going to be a consistent win­
ner," said the Prestonsburg coach. "I feel we 
have as good of an inside game as there is in 
the region, and Eastern Kentucky. Andy can 
score down low. Every time we get the ball 
down to him he is either going to score. or 
get fouled .. , 

At the two-guard \Viii be Wes Samons, a 
deadly Iefthander from the three-point circle. 
Samons is "like having a coach on the floor:· 
according to Coach Pack. 

·'He knows a lot about the game," <;aid 
Coach Pack. "He studies the game. Wes is 
well thought of. He is getting some college 
attention" 

Alice Lloyd has already offered the south­
paw guard a scholarship for next sea<;on. 

"He has earned it. When he came out as a 
sophomore. he could shoot the ball but there 
were other parts of his game that needed 
improving like his ball handling. defense. He 

has worked really hard on that the past two 
years that I have had him. He is a good 
defensive player, and does a good job in all 
aspects of the game." 

Joe CampbeU comes back for his junior 
season, and is a key to the success of this 
team this season. CampbeU has hit some big 
shots in his short career, but he will have to 
get them in bunches this season. Ule thing 
about Campbell is that he is a great scorer, 
but with the likes of Jarvis and Samons, he 
hasn't needed to. But that will change this 
season. 

"Joe can score. There is no doubt about 
that. He can shoot the ball from the outside, 
or he can take it to the hole," said the 
Blackcat mentor. "One thing, when I think of 
Joe, was last year in the Elkhorn City game, 
he had two put-backs that broke Elkhorn's 
back. He had two three-pointers, the old­
fashioned way, in the first quarter and fourth 
quarter. He has gotten stronger and his 
rebounding is going to improve a lot." 

Everybody's All-Everything. John 
Ortega, will play the point guard slot and 
there is not a better one in the 15th Region. 

"'Defensively, he is our best defensive 
player," said Coach Pack. "He runs our ball­
club at the point guard. He can shoor, and he 
can score with anybody." 

Pack said he was excited the way Ortega 
ran the ballclub last year. 

·'About half way through the season we 
were around .500," said Pack. John and I 
talked and I told him. ·John, for us to be a 
great ballclub down the stretch, you have to 
be a true point guard for us.· 

··r told him I still wanted him to score. I 
still wanted him to shoot when he was open, 
but he had to be a point guard." 

With the challenge met, the Cats reeled 
off 12 straight wins. and were on their way to 
the regional finals. 

"John has the physical tools to be any­
thing he wants to be," said Pack. "I think the 

coaches see that. He came out ranked the 
number-four player in the region. They 
respect him even though he is not a high 
scorer." 

Pack said Ortega is the type of player who 
accepts the role he is asked to play. 

"People have point guards who want to be 
the leading scorers," said the Prestonsburg 
coach. "John knows for us to be the best 
team in the region or Eastern Kentucky, he 
sacrifices a little scoring for everybody else." 

Coach Pack said there wasn't any doubt 
that Ortega could average 23 or 24 points per 
game "if he wanted to and I turned him 
loose." 

"But John accepts the role and I wouldn't 
trade him for any point guard in the state of 
Kentucky," Pack said. 

The fifth starter could be Kyle Conley, 
who played extensively last season. Conley 
was a force in the 58th District last season 
and could be penciled in as the fifth starter. 
Pack said the Blackcats were in good posi­
tion. 

"We will have three or four players we 
can put in there," he said. "It will depend on 
who we are playing. If we are playing a small 
team, I can play Kyle there and we will be 
quick as any team around. If we are playing 
a bigger team, I can play Jason Keathley or 
Neil Hamilton, and we could be as big and 
strong as anybody we play. 

"I thought in the district and regional 
tournaments, Kyle played excellent. I think 
he played good all year long, but he really 
got a lot of confidence in the tournament 
play." 

So, the number five spot could go to 
Jason Keathley, a 6'5" player, depending on 
the heighth Prestonsburg must face. The hard 
work. competitiveness. and hard play has 
impressed Coach Pack with Keathley. 

·'He has really worked hard in improving 
parts of his game he needed to improve on," 
said Coach Pack ... His offensive game has , 

improved some and he needed to do that. 
Defensively, Jason does an adequate job. The 
biggest thing he has done, be has learned to 
run the floor in transition." 

Nathan Leslie (6' 5") will return to the 
hardwood after sitting out last season and 
choosing football over the hardwood. 

Russ Music will see some playing time 
off the Prestonsburg bench and will play at 
the two or three position. Coach Pack says he 
has a lot of confidence in Music. 

"Russ is going to play a lot of minutes," 
said Pack. "He will be one of the first people

The Prestonsburg Lady Blackcats have to 
be looking forward to the 1997-98 season 
because there will be someone new in camp 
this season. 

Jackie Day Crisp. a veteran coach in the 
grade school ranks, takes over the helm of the 
program, and he is excited. 

"I really don't know anything about any of 
the other teams in the district or region," con­
fessed the first-year coach. "I just know what 
everyone else is saying about other teams. I 
watched your show and saw where Pike 
Central and Belfry will be strong teams. But 
I'm just having to learn them myself." 

One thing about Coach Crisp is that he is a 
winner and knows how to win. Even though 
he has never held a head coaching job in high 
school, still the choice was a good one for the 
school's site base council and school principal 
Thomas Tackett. Crisp brings a good knowl­
edge of the game to the school. He said there 
really hasn't been any big adjustment.; to 
make coming from one level to the other. 

"In grade school you have to teach," he 
said. 'The same in high school, you have to 
teach these girls. There wasn't any real big 
adjustments to make. Now, I don't know how 
it is going to be when we start playing eight 
minute quarters." 

Several players return from last year's 
squad, but the Lady Blackcats lost a lot of 
offense in Crystal Layne, who graduated last 
year.

But Prestonsburg is well-healed with the 
return of second leading scorer Shelly 
Greathouse, a junior.

"Shelly is a good point guard," said Crisp.

Greathouse averaged four assists a game last 
year. 

Also returning will be inside player Jesse 
Burke. who is a strong player in the paint 
area, and is complemented well by 
Greathouse. Burke has improved her scoring 
range this season. and will be a force around 
the basket. 

"Jesse will play the middle of us, or I could 
use her at a power forward position," said the 
new Prestonsburg coach. ''She gives us a 
good rebounder." 

Ladonna Slone returns for her senior sea­
son. One of the strengths of Slone is her abil­
ity to work the boards at both ends. But for 
Prestonsburg to be a strong contender this 
year, she must stay on the floor and out of foul 
trouble. She has a tendency of getting into 
foul trouble early. 

Ladonna is one of two seniors we have 
returning this season, with Jesse being the 
other," said Crisp. "Ladonna has been a leader 
on the floor for us." 

Slone plays in spurts, but needs to be con­
sistent her final season. Success will depend 
on the play of Slone, and she will have to pick 
up her scoring this year. 

While Crystal Layne has departed. there is 
still another Crystal. and this one is a Slone. 
Crystal Slone brings to the Lady Blackcats a 
starter who has been a role player the last two 
seasons. Slone is quick, can shoot, but lacks 
some on defense. 

"Crystal is so quick and has excellent 
speed," Coach Crisp said. "If we can get her 
the ball on the open floor. there is no one in 
this region that can keep up with her. Our 
trouble will be getting the ball off the boards 
and getting the ball to her. 

"Crystal has been working hard on her 
shot, and she can jump real well. She is going 
to help us a bunch." 

Kimi Nunnery returns for her junior year, 

and has all the essentials to be an outstanding 
player for Prestonsbwg this season. Coach 
Crisp said that goes a long way in helping a 
team. 

"She has been playing the game a long 
time," he said. "She knows all the fundamen­
tals of the game. She knows how to block out 
and set picks. And. she shoots the ball well." 

The Lady Blackcat's program may have 
received a shot in the arm (as if they needed 
one) with the transfer of Sarah Mullins from 
Ohio. Coach Crisp said Mullins has played 
the game. 

"She moved here from Ohio, and I hope to 
get some good minutes out of her," he said. 
"She is a big girl. and she looks like she has 
played the game before. I think she can help 
us some. I'm really going to work with her." 

Everyone is depending on having a sharp 
shooter from the three point circle, and 
Prestonsburg will not be without theirs in 
Brandi Wells.

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Martin confident as Allen Central opens season 
The 1997-98 Aoyd County high school 

basketball season should be of interest this 
season for local fans, but for the Allen Central 
Rebels, they are always considered to be 
"down" and in a rebuilding year. 

The reason for that mentality is because of 
the losses of the past four seasons of some 
outstanding basketball players. 

Last year was no exception. "Allen 
Central will not win more than live games." 
We all heard the noise and perhaps we were 
guilty of being part of the group that doubted 
if the Rebels could be competitive. 

Allen Central finished last year with an 
impressive 20-13 record. not bad for a team 
that wasn't expected to be there. They took 
powerhouse Paintsville to the tina! minute 
before f~tlling to the Tigers. 

·'Many people have said they would have 
liked to have seen that three-point shot J.R. 
(Vanhoose) blocked on Jesse Hall," said 
Coach Martin. "That would have taken us to 
overtime, and you can't tell what might have 
happened.'' 

Coach Johnny Martin has lost one of the 
state's top players in Thomas Jenkins. who 
will be donning the Morehead State colors 
this year. The rumblings are already rollmg: 
"Allen Centml is going to be down this year." 

"We played well during the summer 
league," said Coach Martin of the team that 
will wear the gray and red for the Rebels. 
"We were 10-4 and played well." 

Martin said this year's group of players is 
fun to coach, and he believes they will rise to 
the challenge on the hardwood. 

"We have some good players," he said. 
"We're not going to be very big. but we will 
have good quickness." 

With the loss of Jenkins, the scoring load 
will have to be divided between returning 
players, but look for the bulk of that load to 
rest on the shoulders of senior two-guard 
Todd Howard, who had an amazing season 
last year in Jenkins' shadow.

Tackett is qUick. can :.hoot. and 
rebounds well for his size. He will be used at 
a small forward or two-guard spot. 

"He is an outstandmg guard.'' said :\1artin 
of Tackett. "He plays real hard. and he is a 
heady type of player and makes some really 
nice passes. He knows how to set some peo­
ple up. He's going to play a lot." 

Another freshman, Patrick Martin. gives 
Coach Martin a consistent out!>ide shooter. 
Martin is one of those players that: when he~~ 
hot. can destroy a defense.

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New coach, new system, same philosophy-win

Belfry, Pike Central, Johnson Central and 
Shelby Valley arc names associated with 
regional championships in girl's basketball. 
And all four will be competing for a title, ac; 
the 1997-98 season tips off here in December. 

But there is another name that is synony­
mous with regional championships. and that 
would be the Allen Central Lady Rebels. 
Allen Central has captured but one regional 
title, and that came under then-head coach. 
the late Judy Eversole ('82-83). 

The Lady Rebs have won the Class A 
regional four of five times. This year's return­
ing squad. which will include just three 
seniors, should be primed for the run that will 
end in March. 

The Lady Rebels arc one of the region's 
elite, and have been for the past 16 years. 
Bonita Compton headed up the Lady Rebels 
for the past 12 sea'\ons and her record speaks 
for itc;elf. 

A new system and a new coach enters the 
arena, but the goals are the same - win it all 
and make that dream trip to the Sweet 
Sixteen. Anthony Moore will lead the Lady 
Rebs onto the court this winter and he seems 
to be prepared for what will be a tough sched­
ule. 

Moore wanted his team to be in the best 
shape they could be in when practice opened 
on October 15. He has a physical therapist 
come and set up a weight program for the 
Lady Rebels. A dietician came in and figured 
out a diet for the Allen Central team. Moore 
pronounced the move a good one. 

.. We have been conditioning a lot. This 
team is in better shape than any team I have 
seen in a long time," he said. 

Returning seniors include Chrystal Martin, 
Misty Scott, and Karen Wallen from last year. 
Jenna Hall is out for her first year, and is a 
senior. 

··crystal has come out and worked hard 
over the summer." said Moore. ..She has 
improved her game. her ball handling hai 
picked up. She has grown some and is a lot 
taller than what she was last year.'' 

Martin will play the small forward. and 
may be moved to guard on occasions. Her 
ability to shoot from the outside or take it 
along the baseline keeps the defense honest. 

Scott has been reluctant to shoot the bas­
ketball at times, but that will have to change 
this season as the Lady Rebels will need all 
the out~ide firepower they can gather. Scott 
gives Moore a solid outside scorer. She drives 
the lane well. 

"Misty has come in this year in the best 
condition I have seen her in," said the new 
Allen Central coach. "She has worked hard in 
the preseason. She is strong and a good floor 
leader." 

Probably the most overlooked player for 
the Lady Rebels has been Karen Wallen. a 
senior. Wallen ha-; three years of starting or 
first to come off the bench. This year she is 
expected to be one of the better defensive 
players for Allen Central. 

"She will come in and give us a boost on 
defense," said Coach Moore. "She is a smart 
player on the floor. If she sees someone out of 
position, she can take care of that. She will let 
a girl know. you need to move into a spot. She 
recognizes offenses and defenses awfully 
well.'' 

Jenna Hall sat out her first three seasons in 
high school after starring for Martin in the 
grade school ranks. But she is back this sea­
son. and should provide some good sire in the 
middle. 

"Jenna hasn't played before. She is having 
a bit of a problem with her ankles. She is 
tough inside," said Moore. "She is a very 
good inside player. She is a good shooter and 
gives us more sire underneath the basket." 

Moore said he plans to use Jennifer Brown 
at a forward slot this season. 

"She has been here a long time." he said. 
"She is a good player and probably will play 
some forward for us." 

The future of Lady Rebel basketball looks 
good. with the crop of sophomores coming 
into the program. But one junior that Coach 
Moore is counting on heavily is Jennifer 
Hopkins. a long. long range shooter. 

"She is a speedster," said the Allen Central 
mentor. "She is up and down the floor. she is 
everywhere. I didn't think she could get 
quicker, but I think she is. Jennifer is a great 
three-point shooter." 

Another junior is Susan Scarberry, who is 
expected to contribute much this season. 

"She is a big girl. A tough offensive play­
er underneath the basket and around the paint 
area." said Moore. "We need to work on her 
defense some, but she is going to help us." 

Sophomore Shanna Howell vowed to 
increase her playing time with hard work this 
year. Moore said. 

'That was one of the tirst things that 
Shanna said to me. She told me, 'Mr. Moore. 
my goal this year is to improve my playing 
time,'" said Moore. "She is working hard in 
practice, and coming out every day. Probably 
in the best condition that she has been in since 
I've known her." 

The Allen Central coach feels that his 
bench will be long and deep, and that the 
players will all see a lot of playing time.

Another is Jennifer Risner, a very good 
point guard.

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Betsy Layne Bobcats want to return to glory days 
At one time one of the most feared teams 

in the 58th District was the Betsy Layne 
Bobcats. The Cats were consistently a 20-
game per season winner. and a threat not only 
for a district title but a regional crown as well. 

Since 1976, Betsy Layne has claimed two 
regional titles, and made the championship 
game two other times. They won four confer­
ence championships and eight district tourna­
ments. 

This year, the Bobcats hope to tum the 
program around and head back to those glory 
days: Coach Tim Rice will be at the helm of 
the Bohcats for his first full sea•;on, after 
replacing long-time coach Junior Newsome 
last year after the sea'ion got underway. 

As for Rice, he doesn't have the experi­
ence, but docs have a crop of sophomore-. and 
freshmen that make the future of Betsy Layne 
basketball bright. 

"We arc going to struggle early." he said, 
"but I think we will be competitive when the 
tournament comes around in February. We're 
going to be a quick team and will take the 
three-point shot as well as push the ball up 
and down the floor."

Bradley pulls double-duty at Piarist School

There is a new kid on the block. 
The 58th District block that is. Well, 
The Piarist School will not be able 
to compete for a district title until 
the 1998-99 season, but basketball 
has come to the Martin-based 
school.
