The driver of the coal truck

Obitwary information was
not available for Woods at
presstime. Hall Funeral Home

in Martin is handling the
arrangements.
In another accident, 22-

year-old Nikita Beverly, of
Johnson County, and Delphia
Patton, 79, of Prestonsburg,
were killed Monday on the
Mountain Parkway.

Beverly was pronounced

dead at the scene by Morgan
County Coroner Marlin Potter,
and Patton Wwas pronounced
dead by the emergency room
staff at the University of Ken-
tucky Medical Center, in Lex-
ington.

Jones and Preston Funeral
Home in Paintsville is handling
funeral arrangements for Bev-
erly.

Judge rules bond is not
excessive in murder case

‘Floyd Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill
ruled Friday that the bond for accused mur-
derer Andy Mitchell is not excessive and that
he is a flight risk if released from custody.

The judge's ruling followed a motion by
Mitchell's attorney, Kristi Gray, who was
seeking to have her client released on a per-
sonal recognizance or unsecured bond.

Mitchell has been held at the Floyd Coun-
ty Adult Detention Center in lieu of a
$500,000 cash bond since November 11 for
allegedly shooting his wife, Billie Jo Mit-

- ¢hell, to death at her Ivel home November 2.

; During Mitchell's arraignment last month,
Floyd Circuit Judge John David Caudill said
the bond was not excessive and that “[t]here
is a danger that if released . . .

Budget worries in Wheelwright

In a special meeting Monday,
Commissioners Andy Akers and
David Boyd said the city’'s revenues
are almost depleted and that some
cuts will have to be made.

Acting police chief Steve Toy is
on a 40-hour work week and Akers
said he will ask that the next chief’s
hours be cut to 28 a week.

'rgcngnizance or. unsecured. hond
uniess the ~court determines that
such type of release will not reason-
ably assure his appearance,” the
motion says. “No such determina-
tion has been made by this court
that less restrictive conditions of
release will not be sufficient to
assure the appearance of the
accused.”

According to Judge Danny P.
Caudill’s ruling, the court deter-
mined that Mitchell's bond was
found not to be excessive by Judge
John David Caudill during the
arraignment.

The ruling also cited that
Mitchell's case is a capital offense
and that a forthwith order of arrest
was pending against the defendant
when the alleged homicide
occurred. :

“The court...concludes that the
bond herein is not excessive, (and)
that the defendant does pose a
threat of flight.” the ruling states.

Judge Danny P. Caudill over-
ruled the motion for a bond reduc-
tion and ordered that Mitchell's
bond remain the same.

Four days after his wife’s slay-
ing, Miitchell was indicted by a
Floyd County Grand Jury for capi-
tal murder; three counts of first
degree stalking: first degree rape;
and first degree burglary.

At Monday's meeting, commis-
sioners also voted to adyertise the
position of police chief and applica-
tions will be taken until January 10,

During the discussion on the
police chief’s post, Commissioner
Luther Johnson Jr., who was mayor
pro-tem for the meeting, said he
thought the police chief’s hours
should remain the same,

Johnson's comment prompted
Boyd to say that there have been
complaints from commissioners
and citizens that Toy isn’t on the job
enough.

“I've talked to Steve and told
him there have been complaints that
he’s not being seen enough,” Boyd
said. “I have expressed that concern
myself. Sometimes his car is setting
(in front of Toy's apartment) more
than it should be. We need to define
his hours or put him on a time
clock.™

Johnson suggested that Toy be
given a time card so he can clock in
and out, now that Toy has a key to
city hall. Johnson balked at cutting
the hours below 40 a week.

Akers said the city's financial
bind requires cuts to be made.

“We're kinda short on money
and we're paying too much out
right now,” Akers said.

Boyd said he wanted Toy on the
road, “I want him out there.”

Johnson suggested the city hire a
part-time officer, but Boyd and
Akers said there was no way the
city could afford it.

“The police budget is about
shot,” Boyd said. “1 want him out
there because I'm tired of hearing
the complaints.”

Boyd added there were com-
plaints that Toy took the police
cruiser out of the city limits.

Johnson told Toy not to do any
patrols outside “the city limit
signs.”

Akers chimed in that Toy could
not stick to that directive when
Johnson, himself, took Toy outside
the city limits.

“How can he follow that when
you get in the car and take him to a
restaurant out of the city limits?”
Akers asked.

“The charge is obviously very
serious,” Gray said after a hearing
on December 8 when the motion for
a4 bond reduction was presented 1o
the court, “all the more reason Mr.

From his hospital bed the day
after his wife’s slaying, Miichell
denied shooting his wife and said
that he was shot himself while
standing on Ms. Mitchell's porch,

However, Emnest Lafferty, of
West Prestonsburg, says that he was
at an auction house near Ms.
Mitchell’s residence on the night of
the shooting and saw a man, whom
he believes was Andy Mitchell,
leave the murder scene uninjured
after the gunshots were fired.

Lafferty said the man drove to
the auction house and told him
somebody needed to check on Ms,
Mirchell. He also said that the man
did not appear to be injured when
he left the murder scene.

Kentucky State Police officials
have kept a tight lid on information
relating to the homicide and have
declined comment on whether
Andy Mitchell was injured at his
wife's residence or another loca-
ton.

Mirchell is scheduled to appear
in Judge Danny P. Caudill's court
on February 19 for a pre-trial con-
ference on the charges.

(MOA) with AML for water pro-
jects in the following areas:

He said water is provided for
Stephens Branch residents on
Route 122 on both sides of the
mountain, however, about 20 fami-
lies who live on the mountain do
not have water.

The remaining 70 percent is
used for land reclamation, he
added.

“1 hope in the future we can
increase (the amount used for
water projects) en a congressional
leyel,” Hale said, “We are dealing
with bad water where a lot of the
mining has been done. 1 hope
Congress will see the immediate
needs of the coalfield areas in
Eastern Kentucky,”

Hale explained that there are
more costs associated with supply-
ing water in Eastern Kentucky
because of the mountainous ter-
rain,

“We encounter a lot more prob-
lems than most parts of the state,”
he said. “We live with that and
understand it.”

‘Martin mayor must report to

Frankfort regarding sewage

Repair work is progressing on
several major sewer line problems
in the city of Martin, but state envi-
ronmental officials have summoned
Mayor Alan Whicker to Frankfort
next month.

Whicker told council at
Monday's meeting that he has to
appear in Frankfort on January 21
to discuss the city's progress toward
correcting violations.

“I got notice from EPA on the
‘pending violations in a letter to
appear January 21 in Frankfort for a
conference call to discuss the viola-
tions we were ciled for," Whicker
said. “I've talked to George Flora
(local EPA inspector) that we're try-
ing and he said that shows we're
trying to keep our word to fx
them."”

The mayor said Flora was
pleased that a major sewage leak
had been repaired. but “the other

problems are out there.” He added
he didn’t know what else 1o tell
state officials except that the city is
trying to correct the problems with
what money they have.

In a related mater, the mayor
reported to council that over $9,000
in federal disaster funds were
approved for the city (6 repair sewer
line problems related to flooding in
March. The check had been at the
local state Disaster and Emergency
Services office since September,
but approval for the funds was not
given until recently,

When Whicker picked up the
check on December 12, DES direc-
tor Marcia Salyer said any leflover
monies could be used on other pro-
jects,

Whicker reported Monday that
other officials have told him the
money had tg be used for 4 specific
project and he had ‘deposited the
check in a separate account until the
matter is resolved.

The city will receive additional

funds from the state, over $3,000,
related to the grant. The mayor said
other grants have been approved for
the sewer problems, but no funds
have yet been received.

In other business Monday:

* Whicker informed council he is
seeking estimates for repairs a city-
owned sewer pumper truck in an
effort 1o save money. The city is
currently paying $375 a day to
Ratliff’s Septic Service in Pikeville
to dispose of waste related to an
ongoing sewer break.

* Counctl voted to designate city
hall as a smoke-free building.

* Regina Sexton was named ear-
lier this month as acting city clerk

to replace Mary Ann Conn.
Whicker said Conn could not serve

It would be a battle between two girls'
basketball teams that have both struggled in
the first three weeks of the high school bas-
ketball season.

PROSTATE CANCER

Q: My wife told me that prostate
cancer is the most common cancer
in men in the United States, partic-
ularly older men. Prostate ¢ancer is
rarely discussed in the media, Can
you tell me a little about it?

A: It is true that prostate cancer
is the most common type of cancer
in men in the United Statés, other
than skin cancer. Studies in the
United States show that prostate
cancer is found mainly in men over
age 55. The average age at diagno-
sisin 72,

The disease is more common
among African-American men than
White men. For reasons that are
still unclear, African-American
men have the highest prostate can-
cer nisk in the world,

The prostate is a male sex gland.
It produces the thick fluid that
forms part of semen. The prostate is
about the size of a walnut and is
located inside a man’s body below
the bladder and in front of the rec-
tum.

When cancer forms in the
prostate there are several symp-
toms: a need [0 urinate frequently,
especially at night; difficulty stan-
ing urination or holding it back;
inability to urinate; weak or inter-
rupted flow of urine; painful or
burning urination; painful ejacula-
tion; blood in the unine or semen;
and/or frequent pain or stiffness in
the lower back, hips or upper
thighs.

Any of these symptoms could be
caused by cancer or by other, less
serious health problems. If you are
having any of these symptoms, see
your family doctor or a urologist (a
doctor who specializes in treating
diseases of the genitals and urinary
tract). Do not wait to feel pain;
early prostate cancer does not cause
pain.

Antibacterial soaps are a $1 bil-
lion-a-year business. With the news
full of deadly viruses, foodborne
disease outbreaks and germs resis-
tant to antibiotics, we must need
something very powcriul to protect

us, right? All we

and then continue to use them.
Studies show that antimocrobial
lotion soap reduce the microbial
count 99.68 percent; E2 sanitizing
soap, 99 percent; alcohol gel, 99.99
percent; and plain soap, 99 percent
after one wash. The use of products
without a water wash allows a slight
buildup of microorganisms and may

mechanically removing bacteria by
washing them away. Household
cleaning in the kitchen and bath-
room can be effectively and inex-
pensively done using ordinary
cleaners such as ammonia, bleach
or chlorine.

ucts is triclosan. Triclosan damages
the cell walls of bacteria, slowing
their ability o multiply. Products
that contain antiseptics such as
ethyl and/or 1sopropyl alcohol also
inhibit the growth of bacteria.
Antibacterial  sponges  contain
ingredients that eliminate bacteria
on the sponge itself, thus preventing
the spread of bacteria to surfaces.
Any sponges. cleaning brushes or
dish cloths should only be used one
day and then washed. These items
should not be allowed to remain
wet, which is the environment that
i1$ conducive to bacterial growth,

cause skin irritation. Virtually all
soaps. whether antibacterial or not,
have an “antibacterial effect”
because they help to eliminate
germs both by washing them away

and by disrupting the cell walls of

bacteria, making it difficult for
them to multiply.

Antibacterial products do not kill
viruses, disease-causing fungi or
parasites, Bacteria can live on sur-
faces, but this is not a common way
of spreading disease. Vigorously
washing hands with soap and warm
water for about 20 to 30 seconds
and then rinsing is quite effective in

kitchen surfaces. Common kitchen
bacteria found on the fingertips of
the person using the cleaning tow-
els were identified.

Infrequently washed and disin-
fected dish cloths produced a fin-
gertip bacterial count of 38.7 per-
cent, non-wovyen cloths 40.3 per-
cent and sponge cloths 85.8 per-
cent. No bacteria were found on the
fingertips after use of single-use
paper towels. Single-use towels
may help in reducing cross-contam-
ination.

I tried the “Standing Christ-
mas Tree Cookies” recipe from
the “Countdown to Christmas”
craft and cookbook by Char-
lotte Argyle and Taffy Davidson
(Gibbs Smith Publisher,
$12.95). By the time I was
done, practically the only
things standing were the tree
cookies. Still, it was fun.

Want to try it? Follow me:

The recipe calls for:

1% cup softened margarine
1 cup sugar

1egg

2 teaspoons vanilla
Green food coloring

4 cups flour
Yateaspoon salt

1 teaspoon cinnamon
Vs teaspoon ginger

1 container white icing

M FIRST: Beat the
margarine and sugar in a mix-
ing bow] until fluffy. Add the
egg, vanilla and “a few drops of
food coloring.” We found that a
few drops didn't cover it. If you
want green dough, and that's
the idea, add lots more. Then
slowly beat in the flour, salt,
cinnamon and ginger. Chill in
fridge until firm. We chilled the
dough for three hours, and it
was still crumbly; we suggest
letting it chill longer. (Just
don’t freeze it!)

M THEN: Use a rolling pin to
roll out a quarter of the dough
to 1/8 inch thick. Then, take a
3- or 5-inch tree-shaped cookie
cutter and cut out the cookie
shapes. With a blunt knife, re-
move the trunks on all the
cookies and cut half of the trees
in half lengthwise. Bake at 375
degrees for seven to 10 min-
utes: let cool.

To assemble the trees,

spread thick frosting on the
edge of the tree halves. Press
one tree half onto the center of
each side of a whole tree, so the
tree will stand.

We found that the trees
looked better covered entirely
in icing — ice the cookies before
putting them together — and
then decorated with candy top-
pings. Otherwise, it's too frus-
trating trying to dab icing on
each tree limb. Plus, then the
icing used to “glue” the tree
parts to the whole cookie sticks
out. You can wipe it away, but
it's a pain, And if you fuss with
the cookies too much, they fall
apart.

Our advice: Slather on the
icing and toppings. Sure, some-
times the trees get a little lost
in icing, but at least they’re still
standing! (We managed to
make a dozen complete trees.)

Seven years ago when
tormer Floyd County resi-
dent Demorris Martin
brought home a llama, it
became a community
attraction.

By 1961, Dr. Millard was in his
eighties and still kept his dental
practice. Doc was educated at
Hazel Green Academy and later at
the University of Louisville.
Recognizing the importance of a
good education, he sold some land
to the Magoffin County Board of

served as bedrooms.
According to local legends, the homely cabin
was constructed several miles away on Grape
Creek.

As fate would have it, the original owner was
bitten by a rabid dog. a certain death in those
days. Despite the best medical care, one doctor
even tried a “mad stone,” she eventually suc-
cumbed to the dreaded disease. Partially due to
her agonizing death and widespread supersti-
tions of the day, the cabin was unused for years.

In the 1940s, Dr. Fred A. Millard, the promi-
nent Louisa dentist was looking for a vacation
home. In 1938, Doc along with his sisters
Minnie Magill and Ella Jones had each inherited
one-third of the family farm. Doc decided his
childhood home would make the perfect respite
from his busy practice. The farm had belonged
to the Millard family years before the Civil War.
John B..12/3/1858 to 9/2/1937,
and Mary E., 5/4/1859 to 5/171
1928, had received the farm from
John’s parents, Abraham and
Rachel Millard, in February 1881.

Doc ignored tales of the
doomed cabin. He acquired the
cabin and had it disassembled.
The logs were carefully numbered
and moved to the present site
selected by Dr. Millard. There, on
top of a gently rolling hill over-
looking the site of an old grist-
mill, the cabin was reassembled
and christened the Bunny Hop
Lodge. From his mountain get-
away, Doc was able to overlook

education for the sum of $1.00 in
order to build a new modern school. The new
school was named Millard Hensley in honor of
Dr. Millard and board member Mae Hensley. In
1965. Doc and Florene Millard gave the farm to
their only child, Elizabeth Millard Moore. She,
in turn, sold the land to Walter Smith and his
children.

The Bunny Hop Lodge has been rented or
loaned to families that needed a home. The local
Masons have used it for their regular meetings.
And an occasional hunter has used it for refuge
during overnight trips.

I remember attending a Halloween party
there 11 years ago. [ recall the old stone fire-
place held a warm glowing fire offsetting a chill
in the October air. The century-old logs gave off
a special aroma that only antiques have. It was
furnished with handmade log chairs and some

and the Licking River provided fishing, swim-
ming, and boating. The forest and fields allowed
hunters to hunt deer, squirrel, fox and rabbits.
With a team of horses and a roller, Doc had
Walter Smith create one of the first clay tennis
courts in Magoffin County. From all accounts it
probably was the first. Visitors enjoyed croquet
and skeet shooting. Invitations to the Bunny
Hop Lodge were a coveted prize. Visitors recall
that weekends there were like stepping into
another world. A world like they read about in
magazine articles of far away places.

The Bunny Hop Lodge came equipped with
Juxuries that few people had in their homes.
Natural spring water was pumped to a holding
tank. Visitors could enjoy a brisk outdoor show-
er under the water tank. Privacy was a hand-
made curtain attached to an iron frame. It was

similar to the shower you may recall seeing on goffinC

the old television series “Petticoat Junction.”

old odds and ends of furniture. The kitchen still
has the old hand pump next to the sink. I gave it
a try. After some strenuous pumping and coax-
ing, the pump spewed out some rusty-colored
water from the metal holding tank. I remember
running my fingers over the rough edges of
names carved into the smooth logs. 1 assumed
they were carved long ago by visitors or people
who had lived there. I investigated the decaying
gellar and found a dozen or so glass syrup bot-
tles which once held the liquid to make 7-Up
and other treats. They were reminders of leisure-
ly weekends that Doc Millard’s guests had once
enjoyed. Today the old cabin sits peacefully
among its shade trees awaiting what fate its
future will bring.

COPYRIGHT—the protec-
tion of the works of artists
and authors giving them the
exclusive right to publish
their works or determine who
may so publish.

Following the enactment of
the Copyright Act of 1976,
almost all copyright law in
the United States is governed
by federal statute. This abro-
gated a system in which state
COMMON LAW COPYRIGHT pro-
tected works prior to “publi-
cation” and the federal
statute protected works fol-
lowing “publication.” A
small class of art work which
are not fixed in a tangible
medium (e.g. a performance)
may still be protected by
common law copyright

Under current federal law,
copyright protection for most
works is for the life of the
“author” plus 50 years.
Copyrights under the 1976

Act ‘“‘subsist” in original
works of authorship fixed in
any tangible medium of
expression.” The level of
“originality” required is not
suseptible to a precise defini-
tion and is the subject of a
considerable body of case
law. Similarly, the degree of
unauthorized use which con-
stitutes INFRINGEMENT is dif-
ficult to delineate. For exam-
ple, as to written work, the
copyright is said to extend
“only to the arrangement of
words. A copyright does not
give monopoly in any inci-
dent in a play. Other authors
have a right to exploit the
facts, experiences, and field
of thought and general ideas,
provided they do not substan-
tially copy a concrete form,
in which the circumstances
and ideas have been devel-
oped, arranged, and put into
shape.”

You have motion sickness, Think of it as being sea-
sick on dry land, Some people can't read ina
moving vehicle without feeling nauseous or
dizzy. For athers, just riding sets their stom-
achs on the spin cycle

There’s no easy solution to your problem.
A barf bag is out — too embarrassing. But
you can try ginger capsules. Some studies
have shown that ginger can be more helpful
than standard drugs such as Dramamine in
calming motion sickness. You can get them
at your drug or health food store. Ginger ale
can help as long as it contains real ginger
and not just ginger flavor.

You may be able to reduce your problem
by keeping your eyes focused on a fixed
point in the horizon so you don't notice the
motion or blur of the scenery going by, which
can trigger nausea. If you can, sit in the
front seat of the car or bus, keep your head
steady, and keep a window open so you get
plenty of fresh air, Don't read,

If ginger doesn't help you, talk to your
doetor about taking Dramamine or another
anti-nausea drug. And be careful what you
eat, A greasy breakfast of a couple of fried
egzs with bacon is more likely to make a re-
turn trip than lighter fare such as bagels or
muffins.
