lOCAL ACTIONS HAVE NATIONAL IMPACT, READER SAYS 

Editor: 
As the trial on the impeachment charges against 

President Clinton begins in the US Senate. I want the 
people of Aoyd County - especially the people of 
Left and Right Beaver- to pay close attention. 

The vote you were not able to ca~t in the Nov. 3, 
1998, general election may decide if President Clin­
ton is forced to stand trial. is censured. or is convict­
ed and removed from office. 

We have reported before that the Aoyd County 
Election Board placed one voting machine in the 
rural precincts hostile to their chosen candidates for 
county commissioner and placed two voting ma­
chines in the precincts around Prestonsburg where 
their candidates were considered strong. 

They also seem to choose polling places vv hich 
severely limited our people from even getting to the 
polling place to vote. As an example. Prater prec:inct. 
with 1.078 registered voters, had its polling place in 
a store room beside the Dana post office where the 
store and post office combined have four parking 

spaces. And, yes. folks. Nov 3 was check day for so­
cial security and most other government checks. You 
can imagine what happened. 

The,e efforts were successful. disastrously :-o. as 
hundreds of people were prevented from getttng to 
the polling place or stood in line for hours to vote. 
Whole classes of working people, such as deep min­
ers. surface miners. hospital workers. restaurant 
workers. anyone having to clock in before 7 or 8 
a.m .. were -.imply denied the opportunity to vote. 

And, yes. folks. the) did finally deliver a few sec­
ond voting machines out to the count~ precincts. As 
an example. Martin precinct got its second machine 
at 4:15 p.m. At least one voting machine out in the 
county broke down during the day and "a not even 
repaired or replaced. 

The political machme's candidate for county 
commissioner won. Yet, based on past general elec­
tions. we estimate that they prevented about 7,000 of

You got a computer for Christmas'? So. 
what are > ou going to do \\ ith the old 
one? If you ~ell it, you will be disappoint­
ed in the difference in the price you paid 
and what you get for the computer. 

I often wonder what happens to all that 
old software and hardware out there. For 
example who still uses Microsoft Word 
4.0? Well, maybe, some of you do. but 
most people have gone as high as Mi­
crosoft Word 97. 

Who uo,es u 286 or 386 computer this 
late in tile development of computers? 
Many businesses could not run on either 
of those machines. Yet, they are perfectly 
suited for the work students do on a daily 
basis. 

Give a high school student an old Mac 
(You can do the same with other comput­
ers, but in the publishing business. Mac­
intosh is the preferred computer.) and a 
copy of an earlier edition of Pagemaker 
such as 3.0, and he/she can learn to do 
some rather sophisticated things in page 
layout. 

I know this is true because as a publi­
cation teacher. I sa\\ my students do ex­
actly that. using the hard\\ are and soft­
ware I mentioned. 

You might ask. "Why not use the most 
recent version?'' It always comes back to 
money. A nev' version of Pagema.ker will 
cost a school nearly S600 while a 3.0 ver­
sion \VOuld cost as little as $100. I still use 
Pagemaker 4.3 and haven't learned half 
the things it will do. 

If you arc hanging on to either hard­
ware or software, you should think about 
donating it to schools. Sure. schools have 
a great deal of software and hardware, hut 
there is never enough to go around. If you 
donate one 286 or 386 computer to a 
classroom. that means as many as 30 chil­
dren a week "ill get more time on the 
computer. We all know that the more time 
a child has on the computer, the more 
skill::. he/she develops. 

When I started working at the Times. I 
noticed that most of the computer opera­
tors were young people, and many of 
these people got their training at Mayo 
Vocational School (now Technical Col­
lege). The computer lying in your attic 
collecting dust may just be what some 
student needs to get started on a life-long 
vocation. 

Many parents and concerned citizens 
sometimes ask. "What can 1 do to help at 
school?" You ha,·e all those computer 
skills that students need to kno\\. Go to 
your school and help that teacher who is 
a little reluctant to work with the comput­
er. You will be rewarded by a great big 
"thank you'' from the teacher, and you 
will be amazed ho\\ the students will 
soak up the skills you teach. 

So start the: process. A!'>k your local 
school officials if they can usc your old 
computer and your skills. :\II you have to 
do is get 'tarted. In \cry little time the 
student:,\\ ill be showing you things about 
the computer. And you will have made a 
group of life-long friends and may have 
started some of them on the way to a ca­
reer in computer .... 

We should all remember one thing: 
No matter how sophisticated computers 
get. the right material has to be l!ntered or 
the computer will be of no help. A com­
puter won't mali.e a writer out of your 
child. but it will make his/her writing eas­
ier. 

The same goes for other computer pro­
jects. The adage "junk in. junk out" real­
ly does apply to the use of computers. 
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Let them eat cake

our people in the rural precincts 
from voting. And, in these 
precincts, registered Democrats 
outnumber Republicans often by a 
ratio of 30 to I. 

We c~timatc that these actions 
taken to elect the machine candi­
dates cost Democrat US Senate 
candidate Scotty Baesler a mini­
mum of 6,500 votes in this county. 
And, Mr Baeslcr lost the Senate 
race to Mr. Bunning by about 5,000 
votes statewide. We have comment­
ed before that to elect their own 
county commissioners, the local 
board defeated their own US Senate 
candidate. 

When the US House of 
Representatives approved Articles I

I want to point out that the dif­
ferences between 45 and 46 
Democrat Senators is not an arith­
metic one vote. Rather. it is like one 
number on the Richter Scale for 
measuring the mtensity of earth­
quakes . Forty-six Democrat 
Senators would have been 10 times 
more powerful a force than 45 
Democrnt Senators. 

Anyone who has ever played 
poker, or bargained for anything, 
understands the strength of the 46 
Senate votes as opposed to 45

And if Democrats fail to get 51 
votes, by' one \'Ote, to stop the trial, 
or if the president is convicted and 
removed from office by one vote in 
the Senate, I will ensure that Floyd 
County's role is properly recorded 
in the history of these United States. 

Yes. they defeated us again on 
Nov. 3 and elected their chosen 
county commissioner~ for the fiscal 
court. But, they defeated their own 
Democrat candidate for US Senate 
to accomplish thts. And thts, in tum, 
may lead to the conviction and 
removal from office of the president 
of the United States.

Promising results

' announced the completion of a 
double-blind. placebo-controlled 
study on pulsed electromagnetic 
fields (EMFs) and multiple sclero­
sis.

Communication-Talk to children. Share ideas and dreams. 

Don't accept, ''fine" or "okay" for an answer-ask for more. 
Schedule fan1ily meetings to discuss important issues and prob­

lems. Raised voices lead to increase tension and anger. Develop 
better listening skills. 

Activity-Get out of the house. Involve children in physical 
activities. Reduce the amount of television viewed in your 
home by offering educational or physical alternatives. like 
museums, exhibits, play centers or parks. 

Set the Example-Set good examples for children to 
imitate. Children learn lifestyle habits through observa­
tion. Stop smoking. wear seat belts and increase physi­
cal activity.

Baby talk or no talking 

How can a parent tell what's normal? 
Perhaps your child is what Lynn 

Adams calls a "p and g." That's a 
"pointer and grunter." says Adams, 
a speech/language pathologist who 
teaches in Radford University's 
communication sciences and disor­
ders department. The primitive ges­
tures and noises may be effective 
for a while, but when do they indi­
cate that your child may have a seri­
ous speech or language problem that 
could interfere with later learning? 

Or the baby talk that seemed so 
cute at age two. Is it still nonnal 
later on? 

It helps to know the mileposts in 
speech and language development, 
says Adams. If you have any serious 
questions, it's important to have 
your child evaluated. Speech/lan­
guage pathologists now have new 
information to help them determine 
whether your child is likely to have 
serious problems or is just a "late 
bloomer." 

"It may be true that Einstein did­
n't talk until he was five, but that's 

still not normal," says Adams. "It's 
important to know why a child isn't 
communicating effectively." 

A two year old who doesn't talk 
will likely have 
problems if 
he/she does­
n't under­
stand lan­
guage and 
doesn't 
commu­
nicate, 
either ver­
bally or 
through 
expressive 
non-verbal 
l anguage. 
says Adams. 

Another 
non-speaking 
two year old 
might be 
cons id­
e r e d 
"at-risk" 

if he/she doesn't have an expressive 
system yet still seems to understand 
what's being said. "This child could 
be easy to miss, especially if well 

behaved," says Adams. 'This 
kind of child could seem 

quiet and cooperative, 
but still be at risk of 
learning problems 
later on.'' 

On the other 
hand, a non-verbal 
two year old might 

just be a "late 
bloomer'' if 
he/she under-

stands what's 
being said and also 

has a way to com­
mumcatc. such as by 

elaborate gesturing 
or pointing. 

Speech 
and lan­
guage 
develop-
m e n t 

varies greatly, and girls are fre­
quently ahead of boys in language 
development, says Adams. The fol­
lowing mileposts are considered 
good general guidelines for the 
early years: 

• Birth - two months: Reflexive 
babbling "because it feels good to 
the baby.·• 

• Two - four months: Cooing and 
laughter. 

• Four- eight months: Vocal play, 
reacts to voices, turns and looks at 
new sounds. 

• Six- II months: "This stage, 
called 'canonical babbling,' is very 
important,'' says Adams. "It's when 
babies repeat consonant and vowel 
sequences over and over, like 'ma, 
ma, rna, rna' or 'ba, ba. ba, ba.' 
Usually, the babies like to use p's, 
b's, m's and d's. lf the baby doesn't 
move into this kind of babbling, it 
could be the first indication of hear­
ing loss."

At other 
times, the expression of prejudiced 
remarks seems to give the speaker a 
chance to ma'ke fun of another per­
son. Of course. it can lead to dis­
crimination. such as an applicant 
with a Southern accent being 
viewed m some other regions as 
"dumb" and thus not capable of 
doing a specific job. 

Prejudice is thought as being 
developed in the home and neigh­
borhood from man) different caus­
es. l>Uch as cultural differences, eco­
nomic competition, and insecurity. 
Most of you have probably had 
times where cultural differences 
appeared. For example. while rent­
ing a house in Mississippi or gradu­
ate school, the to-be landlord asked. 
":--:ot that it really matters. but are 
you Jewi.;h?'' She apparently 
assumed that based only on the last 
name, since she really knew little 
else, Economic competition may 
also be a source of prejudice. The 
connict between the HAVES vs. 
HAVE NOTS began long ago and 
still hangs around in a powerful 

danger that produces a high level of 
anxiety. In an effort to deviate the 
negative feelings. the insecure per­
<>on tries to make him/herself feel 
better at the moment by putting the 
other person "down.'' Stereotypes 
frequently arise in and develop in 
such circumstances, consisting of 
name calling. racial slurs, and jokes. 
''Bully" and "red-neck" attitudes 
and behaviors may appe~r in this 
way. "Wonder what the family 
members of those who attacked and 
killed the young college student in 
Oregon thought about what and 
why the events happened as they 
did? What could be done to pre,ent 
such acts? 

An overall impression is that 
attitudes reflecting prejudice arc so 
intense in our rural culture. There 
seems to be such a low tokrancc for 
whatever is unfamiliar or docs not 
match the perceived value sy:-.tem 
of the mo~t prominent group. A 
sense is that this seems to be contra­
condictory to what the citi1ens -.ay 
they stand for: we are labeled as liv­
ing "in the Bible Belt" where many 
people profess to live by God-fear­
ing rules; and the outside world has 
such prejudices against us Did you 
kno\\ that in the Cincinnati area 
''Appalachian resident'' is listed as a 
minority group on -.orne agency 

Who speaks up about that? Is it OK 
to not respond? While many indt· 
viduals and groups are trying hard 
to address some of our diqinct 
weaknes-;cs, a strong suggestion is 
that a concentrated cftort be made 
to focus on our positive characteris­
tics "in and out" of the region.

But there io; one thing \\e all 
should know: we'd heller prc.!parl!. 

As the leader of the nation\ 
largest advocacy group for Main 
Street business, the National 
Federation of lndcpcndl'nt 
Business, I'm especial!) worried 
about whether small businesse~ an: 
going to be prepared for the Y2K 
stoml. 

A recent study sponsored b} 
Wells Fargo Bank and conducted b) 
the Gallup Organitation found that 

almost live million small busmesses 
arc at risk of Year 2000 computer 
glitches The ~tudy. called "Small 
Business and the Year 2000 
Problem.'' abo found that three­
quarter~ of those wbo know about 
the probkm had not taken action, 
and half ha1e no plans to act before 
the rum of the century. 

Whether or not we want it to be. 
Y:!K h a problem that demands the 
attention of every computer-depen­
dent small bu,iness and even some 
which aren't. Many of the smallest 
firms-those which have- recently 
purchased hardware and off-the­
shelf software-may escape, since 
most computer manufacturers and 
software developers are addressing 
the Y2K code in thetr products. But 
many smaJI-bu<:iness owners are not 
so fortunate. Most of their risk 
exposure comes from computers. 
but a tlmd are at nsk from other 
equipment such a<; cash reg1sters. 
telephone or elevator systems that 
usc time or date-dependent 
microchip~. Furthermore. trial 
lawyers acros!> the countf)' are lick-

ing their chops at the prospect of 
Y2K-related lawsuits. 

Having been a small-business 
owner, l know how hard it can be to 
just keep the door~ of your business 
open for another year. It's hard 
work. and the uay-to-day trials of it 
arc enough to keep anyone from 
looking too far ahead to the future. 
But I hope that all business owners 
treat January I, 1999. a), the 365-
day countdown to when the '\tonn 
hils. And I hope that they prepare 
for this unknown in the same way 
my family prepared for hurricanes 
in the '40s and 50s. 

We're fortunate to have fair 
warning on the approach of this 
stonn, and not preparing yourself 
and your business would be as fool­
ish as not buying enough food to 
outlast a Florida hurricane.
