Physician ordered 
to pay fine for 
illegal dumping

A Floyd County physician has 
been fined by the state Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet for illegally 
dumping his office waste. 

Dr. Remigo T. DeGuzman of 
Martin was charged with violating 
a state law prohibitmg disposing of 
solid waste without a permit for an 
incidenr in 1997. He was fined 
$4,500. 

The final order, following a 
hearing this past September, was 
handed down in October. The 
Times learned of the judgment only 
last week. 

According to the hearing offi­
cer's report, which was filed in 
Frankfort, Floyd County Ecology 
Officer Kevin Webb discovered an 
illegal dumpsite on Stumbo Hollow 
at Drift, where he lived, on Sept. 
17, 1997. 

When Webb examined the ll 
bags of garbage, along with some 
boxes, he found evidence that the 
waste belonged to DeGuzman, 
including correspondence, billing 
statements and even an uncashed 
check. 

Webb reported his ftndings to 
Johnnie Ross, who was then an 
inspector with the cabinet. Ross. 
according to the report conw~teu 

DeGuzman (who is known as Dr. 
Ray) and gave him an opportunity 
to clean up the dump site before 
issuing a Notice of Violation 
(NOV). 

However. the physician denied 
responsibility for the dumping. and. 
after examining the site himself. 
Ross issued the NOV, ordering the 
removal of the waste and documen­
tallon of its-proper d1sposal. 

After further discussions 
between Ross and DeGuzman. the 
physician's office manager . 
Gwendolyn Sue Bartley, cleaned up 
an estimated I 00 pounds of 
garbage at the site, according to the 
hearing report. 

The waste material was all gen­
erated at the doctor's two clinics in 
Martin and Paintsville. where he 
practices medicine with his wife, 
Dr. Vicgirua DeGuzman. and son, 
Dr. Anthony DeGuzman. The 
majority of the trash was from the 
Martin office. 

The report states that USA 
Waste had cut off garbage service 
to the Martlo Clinic in July of 1997. 
when the •clinic was eight months 
behind in paying its garbage collec­
tion bill. 

The bill was paid in late August 
and service reinstated in early 
September.

The Martin Middle School stu­
dent correctly spelled the word 
"excellence" after eighth-grade 
Adams student Ashleigh Ousley 
misspelled it. Hicks then spelled 
''overconfidently" and was declared 
the district spelling bee champion.

• Roger Sammons. 20, of 
Prestonsburg was sentenced to nine 
months in the county jail after he 
admitted stealing the offering from 
a local church. According to court 
records, Sammons stole the church 
offering from Boldman Freewill 
Baptist Church in Harold last 
month. 

Apparently. Sammons had gone 
to the church seeking a "handout," 
but church officials paid him $20 
for an hour's work. 

After rece1vmg his pay, 
Sammons apparently broke into a 
vehicle at the church's parking lot 
and stole the offering, including an 
undetermined amount of cash and 
numerous checks. 

• Four days after filing what 
appeared to be an agreeable 
divorce. Debbie Campbell, 43, was 
shot to death and her estranged hus­
band. Earl, 47, was found dead, the 
victim of an apparently self-inflict­
ed gunshot. Local authorities dis­
covered the bodies after a caller 
reported a shooting incident at the 
Lancer residence. 

Debbie Campbell filed for the 
divorce on January 30 in Floyd 
Circuit Court and. with the court 
papers only lacking a judge's signa­
ture to finalize the separation, both 
lay dead. 

• Authorities broadened their 
search to include Floyd County in 
an effort to locate pieces of an art 
collection stolen from a downtown 
Paintsville display. The stolen items 
were part of what was called the 
"Johnson County CoJlection," art­
work related to specific historical 
sites in the county. 

• Susan Stumbo of Wayland, 
accused of improperly using 
$27,000 from a transplant fund, 
pleaded guilty Monday to a misde­
meanor theft charge and agreed to 
repay $6,000. She pleaded guilty to 
theft by failure to make required 
disposition of funds from the Terri 
LaShae Jarvis transplant fund. 

Jarvis was a Banner infant who 
needed a liver and small bowel 
transplant and who died in 
September 1995 of a blood infec­
tion before she could receive a 
transplant. 

As part of the plea agreement, 
Stumbo was also sentenced to one 

because of the value of the stolen 
merchandise. 

• Floyd District Judge James R. 
Allen sentenced a Dwale man to jatl 
after the man apparently had a few 
early morning drinks before attend­
ing a hearing in the judge's cham­
bers. 

Russell Prince, of Dwale, 
received a 30-day jail sentence in 
the Floyd County Adult Detention 
Center after district court bailiff 
Charlie Thompson detected that 
Prince had apparently been drink­
ing prior to the hearing. 

• Prestonsburg residents had 
already had two or three different 
addresses with mapping changes 
for two E-911 systems in Floyd 
County and the systems' coordina­
tors announced in February that the 
majority of Prestonsburg residents 
will have to change their addresses 
again. 

Prestonsburg E-91 I coordinator 
Gary Dotson announced that data 
collectors would be delivering 
address notifications to city resi­
dents in order to clean up "past 
errors" and create an operable sys­
tem. 

• Many Floyd Countians may 
have been struck with cupid's arrow 
during the Valentine's Day week­
end, but several area residents did 
not have the traditional experience 
when their holiday consisted of a 
date with local law enforcement 
agencies. More than 25 area resi­
dents found themselves lodged in 
the Floyd County Adult Detention 
Center during the weekend on vari­
ous misdemeanor and felony 
charges. 

Jail records indicated 14 resi­
dents, seven of whom were charged 
with alcohol intoxication. were 
arrested on Valentine's Day. Eleven 
were jailed on February 13. the day 
before the official holiday. 

• Billie Jo Mitchell was shot to 
death at her home on November 2, 
allegedly at the hands of her 
estranged husband, Andy Mitchell; 
and prosecutors offered him a deal 
in February "which would spare his 
life: life in prison without parole for 
25 years. 

Mitchell would have faced the 
death penalty if convicted of the 
capital murder charge. At that time, 

prosecutors did not indicate if they 
would seek the death penalty. 

• Lillelid murder case defendants 
Natasha W Cornett, 19, and Karen 
R. Howell, 18, wept as they left the 
courtroom in Febmary during an 
afternoon break in an evidence 
hearing at the Greene County 
Courthouse in Tennessee. 

Of the two, Howell appeared the 
more distraught. Sobs could be 
heard coming from the women 
jurors' lounge where Cornett. 
Howell and codefendant Crystal R. 
Sturgill, 18, were taken during the 
break. None of the other defendants 
showed emotion. 

In another development in the 
case, Steve Owens. the lawyer from 
Pikeville, who represenL~ Edward 
Dean Mullins, said he had hired a 
new co-counsel to replace Johnson 
City attorney Fred I.;ance. who had 
been assisting with Mullins' 
defense. 

• Jessie James Collins. 59, of 
Prestonsburg, the owner of a 
Prestonsburg security company, 
died after he apparently had a heart 
attack while driving on KY I 14. He 
was the owner of Collins Security 
in Prestonsburg. 

A Kentucky State Police media 
release erroneously 
indicatedCollins was killed as a 
result of a fatal traffic accident. 

• Local Jaw enforcement agen­
cies netted 20 alleged drug offend­
ers during a round-up effort. 
Clinton Willis Thomas, 23, of 
Prestonsburg. was sentenced to 12 
months in 3aj) when he pleaded 
guilty to one count of trafficking 
marijuana. 

ln another case, Paul S. 
Castellanos, 30, of Tram, received a 
six-month jail sentence for cultivat­
mg three marijuana plants in a yard 
last summer. 

Twila Gay Barnett, 36, of 
Martin, was charged with two 
felony counts of trafficking 
cocaine. Barnett's attorney claimed 
that she was "just paying for the 
state police ·s cocaine" and not actu­
ally trafficking the drug. 

Others arrested during the drug 
roundup were Bill Thomas 
Shepherd, 46, of Blue River; 
Anthony Hamilton. 19, of Town 
Branch; Debra Lambkin, 26, of 
David: and Helen Keithley, no age 
available, of Branhams Creek. 

• An investigation into the 
Valentine's Day burglary of a Floyd 
County residence landed five peo­
ple in jail. AKSP trooper said that 
Susan Crum and Frank Conley 
were charged with complicity to 
burglary and crimtnal mischief 
because they had knowledge of the 
alleged crime. Mark T. Adams is 
charged with burglary and first 
degree criminal mischief. 

• Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry 
Fannin defended the annexation of 
property he owns at Cliff at 
Monday's city council meeting and 
admiued he would be the only one 
to benefit from the action. 

Fannin said he plans to build a 
home on the tract at Cliff and feels 
that ·•me bein' mayor, I should be in 
the city limits of Prestonsburg." 

Under state law, qualifications to 
run for the office of mayor include 
that the person "shall reside in the 
city throughout his term of office." 

• Prestonsburg's City Council 
voted to annex over I 00 acres of 
mainly hillside land to construct 
walking and bike trails. 

The contract with owner Frank 
Fitzpatrick calls for property at 
West Prestonsburg to the mouth of 
Abbott Creek to be used for trails 
and the landowners would be 
exempt from city property taxes for 
five years. 

Lancer residents told 
Prestonsburg's City Council mem­
bers that blasting related to a hilltop 

mining project had damaged their 
homes. 

Homeowner Harold Burchell 
told council that the community 
was shaken by two large blasts and 
many of the homes in that area had 
been damaged. LodeStar Mining, 
formerly Costain Coal. was mining 
the hilltop opposite Lancer which. 
when the mining operation is com­
plete, is to be the site of a multi-mil­
lion dollar recreational complex. 

• The morning after a Wayland 
commissioner could not convince 
fellow city officials to conduct a 
regular meeting. even though the 
mayor would not be in attendance. 
she resigned her position. 

Lisa Gray's resignation as a city 
commissioner became effective 
Friday. February 20. 

Gray said that she resigned 
because she did not think the com­
mission was being effec;tive when 
discussing city issues, and an appar­
ent cont1ict between the mayor and 
police department was disrupting 
city business. 

• In a surprise move February 
20, all six defendants in the Lillelid 
murder case pleaded guilty to three 
counts of flrst-degree murder and 
assorted lesser charges after an 
11th-hour plea agreement was 
reached between prosecutors and 
defense attorneys. 

Carter, who graduated from 
McDowell High School in the '60s. 
joined interim superintendent Mike 
King, who spent two and a half 
years managing the Letcher County 
School District after a state 
takeover. 

Carter was named as state man­
ager by Education Commissioner 
Wilmer Cody despite assurances 
from Deputy Education 
Commissioner Randy Kimbrough 
that Carter was not being consid­
ered for the job. 

• The House of Representatives 
unanimously approved an $18 mil­
lion amendment to the state's pro­
posed budget, and the matter has 
been sent before the Senate for 
approval.
