Firing of PHS 
teacher upheld

Editors note: This story con­
tains some language that may he 
found objectionable. 

The dismissal last fall of a 
Prestonsburg High School English 
teacher over charges of immoral 
conduct has been upheld by an edu­
cational tribunal which heard a 
stream of witnesses in a hearing 
conducted during January and 
February. 

Jerry Lafferty was fired on 
September 1, 1998. on more than 
30 charges ranging from showing 
pornographic movies to students to 
soliciting gifts from students. 
Lafferty was president of the Floyd 
County Education Association at 
the time of his termination. 

The decision of the tribunal was 
affirmed last Friday by a represen­
tative of the state attorney general's 
office. which conducted the hear-

The tribunal found ·•a prepon­

derance of evidence" that on at 
least one occasion LaiTcrty got a 
student to come to his home to 
watch pornographic movies and. 
apparently on another occasion. got 
a student not only to watch such a 
movie. but also to ma~turhate with 
him. 

Tht•se actions were ruled not 
only immoral. hut also "unbecom­
ing a teacher" and violations of the 
professional code of ethics for 
school personnel. 

According to the tribunal's final 
order, Lafferty talked with students 
in his class about the <>ize of male 
students' genitalia. naming individ­
ual students and maktng compar­
isons. In addition. he reportedly 
had com crsations with students 
about which students were or \\ere 
not circumcised. 

The tribunal also found evi­
dence to substantiate the charge 
that Lafferty put his hand on a stu­
dent's leg. squeezed the leg and

A Floyd County school bus dri· 
ver died Saturday following art

I Donald Wireman. 63. of David. 
who had driven a school bus for the 
local system since I 992, died at 
Cabell Huntington Hospital in 
Huntington, West Virginia, shortly 
before 6 p.m. 

According to a Kentucky State 
Police report, the victim was travel­
ing east, toward Prestonsburg, 
when the accident occurred at about 
12:30 p.m. 

A UPS truck was apparently 
stopped in the westbound lane to 
make a tum when a flatbed truck, 
driven by Darrell Wtlliams. came 
upon it. Williams reportedly tned to 
stop and lost control of the truck 
which slid into the eastbound Jane. 

Williams' truck apparently slid 
backwards and the Wireman vehi-

cle mn under it. T'hc victim was 
extraclt:d trorn the van by member.s 
of the Floyd County Rescue Squad, 
according to <;quad member Lee 
Schoolcraft who was on the scene. 

Wireman was first transported to 
Highlands Regional ,\tedkal 
Center and then tlown to the 
Huntington hospital. 

No mformation was available on 
Williams, but. according to 
Schoolcraft, the truck driver \\as 
walking around at the scene and 
was apparently not seriously 
injured. The UPS truck and driver 
were not harmed in the accident. 

Originally from MngoiTin 
County, the victim was also an auc­
tioneer and a relief bus driver for 
Enchanted World Travel of 
Paintsville. 

He was the widower of the late 
Ruthlo Shepherd Wireman and the 
father of Rick Wircman and Debbie 
Wireman. both of Siher Lake.

You have to wonder if we can ever get it right -
coverage of this thing dubiously called an education 
system. 

We are besieged by those who say, "Tell how far 
we've come, how much better we are than we were. 
Write about the positive things we're doing. Say how 
we've taken the politics out of the system. Let the peo­
ple know that everything we do is for the children." 

Sure to follow, often close by, are the calls demand­
ing to know: "How can you ignore what's going on? 
Report that the system is as corrupt as it's ever been. 
Tell them about the deals being cut. If you say anything 
good about this system, you are betraying the chil­
dren." 

If we print good news about the schools and/or 
members of the school board, the naysayers accuse us 
of selling out, of abandoning the cause, of being suck­
ered in. 

If we print negative news about the schools and/or 
members of the school board, the pollyannas accuse us 
of pandering to the naysayers, of refusing to look at the 
total picture, of adding to the poor image of the system. 

Perhaps when it comes to education, none of us in 
Floyd County can get it right. Perhaps we don't have 
whatever it takes to make it go. 

After all, we've had years and years in which to per­
fect a system that is inadequate and incapable of being 
fully analyzed. 

We've had how many superintendents in the last 
decade - 10, 12, whatever, double digits, anyway? 
We've had board members gain immensely in many 
ways. We've had slackers in the central office, people 
on extended paid leave. We've had principals who've 
lacked the ability and/or the will to lead. We've had 
good teachers who've covered for hideous ones, some 
of whom should never have been in the classroom in 
the first place and some of whom long overstayed their 
usefulness. We've allowed almost as many students to 
drop out as to graduate. 

We've witnessed the humiliation of having state of­
ficials tell us what we can and cannot do. We've been 
failed miserably in some respects by those same state 
ofticials. 

Student performance remains spotty. Many parents 
seem more concerned about their children having an 
athletic field than about their achievements in the field 
of academics.

Babies and toddlers are curious 
creatures. exploring the new world 
with all their senses. Anything that 
looks interesting goes straight in 
their mouths. Because of this nat­
ural tendency. young children are 
especially vulnerable to poisoning. 

What is poison·> Not all poison 
come with the old "skull and cross 
bonl.'s" label. A poison rs anything 
that can hann people (and some­
times pets) if they eat it, breath it, 
get it in their eyes or on their skin.• 
That can include a variety of seem­
ingly harmless items around the 
house. 

How can you safeguard chil­
dren from these hazards? Darlene 
F. Goodrich. coordinator of the 
Kentucky Safe Kids Coalition, 
sponsored by the Cabinet for 
Health Services, has these sugges­
tions. 

• Watch your child. Children 
left alone for a moment can get 
into trouble. The theme for the 
1999 National Poison Prevention 
Week, March 21-27. stresses this 
point: Children Act Fast...So do 
poisons. Here's one idea- use a 
cordless phone so you don' t have 
to leave your child to answer a call. 

• Never tell a child that medi­
cine is candy. 

• Keep poisonous products out 
of reach of even the most deter­
mined "climber." Do a room-to­
room survey. including the garage, 
and childproof your home. Put 
cleansers. medicine, vitamins and 
iron supplements, cosmetics, per­
sonal care products (like mouth­
wash), pesticides. paints and sol­
vents. and house plants out of 
reach. Locking up dangerous mate­
rials out of sight is even better. 

• Stock your first-aid kit "just in 
case ·· Poison control experts rec­
ommend asking your pharmacist 
for activated charcoal. It costs 
about $4. 

• Post the Kentucky Regional 
Poison Control Center hotline 
number (800-722-5725) near all 
your phones. Telephone stickers 
arc avarlable. You also can find 
this number in the front of the 
phone directory.

It's kind of like a house that 
wasn't built straight to begin 
with. Each new owner Irks to 
shore it up with crooked poles or 
to cover the old faults w~h new 
siding or heavy paint. But it just 
keeps sliding away fnlm the 
foundation. 

Finally, it becomes obvious 
that, no matter how attached the 
heirs are to the place, tltc best 
thing to do is to tear it do\\ n and 
start from scratch. 

Maybe. the best thing the cur­
rent board can do is to dismantle 
the entire system. File bankrupt­
cy, if you will. Farm the students 
out to neighboring school sys­
tems. Dismiss all the staff. And 
just before they resign them­
selves, hire an outside manage­
ment firm - with no tics to 
Floyd County, Kentucky, what­
soever - to come in and statt 
the whole shebang over. 

The managers, who arc kin to 
no one here and influenced by 
no one here. would ~otudy the 
county's demographics. look at 
where the students urc and what 
they need to compete with other 
students not just in Kentucky 
but nationwide, develop a 'iablc 
curriculum aspiring to excel­
lence rather than mediocrity, o;ct 
up criteria fur teachers and 
supervisors, dctcrmin.: physical 
plant and staffing needs, design 

policies that clearly present 
rights and responsibilities of all 
staff - whatever needs to be 
done to re-establish a school 
system. 

The managers would then 
advertise for and interview staff 
for the new system. from cooks 
to superintendent. Certainly, 
some of the former staff mem­
bers may be hired back. but the) 
would ha\ c to prm e they meet 
the clearly defined requirements 
for the positions. 

A special election for school 
board members would be called, 
with each candidate required to 
go through intense training not 
only on how a school system i:-.. 
supposed to operate, but also in 
interpersonal communication 
skills, decision-making. team­
building and cooperation. The 
managerial persons chosen to 
lead the system would go 
through similiar training. 

Ya\\ n. Stretch. Better wake 
up now and get back Lo work. 
This was a dream for a different 
time and a different place. -

\\'beelwri,!!ht gym.'' Article 2 in the Floyd County Times on the 
February 25, 1999 Fiscal Court :\leetin2. 

"The board has not talked about ).,elling the \\'beelwrighl gym." 
Tern· Dotson to the residents of WheehniJUit at the February 23. 1999 
board meetine. 

For months, long before the last county election. the talk an Left Beaver has been that the sale of the Wheelwright gym in inevitable­
a 'done deal ·The only question was when it will be sold. Most said that the offer would not be made until after the election. Despite 
repeated appearances of concerned citizens in front of the local board of education, the board has said that there are no plans to sell 1~ 

lhc gym. This past week, however, U1e Floyd Count)' Ttmes reported that the fiscal court had on Friday authorized Paul Hunt 
Thompson to negotiate for the purchase of the gym. 

As a result of this action, we are appealing to the Floyd County commissioners, Larry Foster Stumbo, Ermal Tackett, and 
Gerald DeRossett and the Floyd County Board of Education members Terry Dotson, Jody Mullins, Johnnie Ross, Don 
Roberts. and Caro Stumbo to consider their actions carefully. We hope that you will put the children of Left Beaver first. It as 
our understanding that the fiscal court want to reno' ale the bottom portton of the building and use it for housing for volunteers who 
come into the area to work. The gym itself would be made available to students. Before you make your decision. we would ask you 
to consider the foiJoy, ing: 

Position of the Board: \VheeJy,right 
gum as heing considered as surplus property by the 
Board The board wants to divest itself of ownership 
and make the gym available to the \\hole community 
for its u~e. 

Poo.;ition of the Board: The Wheelwright site should be 
sold because other schools in the county. such as Stumbo 
Elementary. do not have full-sized gyms and have to usc 
pmcticc gyms. 

Position of the Board: Decisions must be made to save 
money in what is a hard time financially for the school system. 
The hoard has taken the position that it needs to rid itself ot 
all surplus property to improve programs in the county. 

Our Position: While the board may have declared the 
Wheelwright gym as surplus propert), Osborne Elementary has 
not been closed. 1t has an enrollment of approximately 510 stu­
dents. For the last 18 years. the Wheelwright gym has been 
O).,bome 's gym. It has no other place to play its games. The 
practice gym at Osborne is very small and has resulted in the 
injury of several students. 

Our Position: The gym at South Floyd is not available to the 
school. Over 16 different groups are scheduled to use the South 
Floyd gym. The earliest that groups from the middle school and 
Osborne can get into the building is at 9:00 at night. 
The board has responsibility to provide a facility to this students. 
It can't build a new gym. Accordin&: to recent reports from the 
!l!tard. there is little possibility of new construction in Floyd 
county for the next ten years. The Floyd County Board of 
Education has not taken a similar action with any other school. 
The board would certainly save money if it sold !ill of the gyms 
in the county, but it has not done so. nor should it. The school 
-.ystem is supposed to serve students. We Hope It Will. 

Our Position: Stumbo does not have a full size gym but should 
we deny the opportunity for other children for that reason? How 
do we help the Betsy Layne students by taking a facility away 
from the students of Osborne? There would still be other schools 
in the county where there are full-S17ed g) ms available to ele­
mcnrary students. Do we close them as well? 

Our Position: The board has not been consistent with thts 
approach. The Floyd Count) School sy!'>tem is, in fact. continu­
ing to maintain a gym at Martin where Opportunities Unlimited 
is located with an enrollment of 20 plus students and no formal 
sports program. This property is not being sold, however, for 
other reasons. Other school properly such as that of Allen where 
no students are enrolled have not been considered. According to 
the Floyd County central office staff. the Martin faci lity is one of 
the most expensive ones in the county to operate because of the 
cost of utilities. The Martin facility costs almost three-four ttmes 
what it takes to operate the Wheelwright gym 

Our Position: Ridding itself of the Wheelwright facility will not 
sa\e the school S}Stem of significant amounts of money. From 
July 1998 until Februar) 1999. the total operation cost for the 
Wheelwright gym was $9.000. approximately a lillie over a 
$1.000 per month. This cost included charges for electricit). nat­
ural ga).,, sewage. water. and custodial sen ices. Other sites arc 
much more expensive to operate. The monthly electricity bills 
alonl! for other gyms in the county arc over $1,000 monthly 

We urge the Floyd County Fiscal Court to look for another site and the Flo) d County Board of Education to meet its responsibilities 
to the children of Left Beaver. There arc many empty houses in ll1l' Whcclwnght area that the Floyd county Fiscal Court could reno­
vate inexpensively and that would be far more suitable for housing than the bottom floor of the Wheelwright gym. We need a facility 
where our children can practice and play their games under the ownership, care and supervision of the Floyd County school system. 
We hdicvt• that the children ha\'e a right to that. The Wheclwnght gym was buill in U1e late 1950's from the protits cumed by the 
l.'oal miners who worked for Inland Steel Some of these same miners have grandchildren and great-grandchildren a!lcnding Osborne 
Flcmcnl<try. We arc asking that you honor these men hy kcepmg this gym for the children until such time as the school system can 
provide them with another one.

Proper use of antibiotics 
contributes to good health 

Overuse and incorrect use of 
antibiotics are the most common 
reasons that some people have a 

f# hard time getting well after an ill­
ness. 

"We hope to change that situa­
tion," said Dr. Tamara Musgrave, 
who is board certified in infectious 
diseases. "We need to be afraJd. 
This is a huge problem nationwide 
and right here in our community. 

"Throughout the country there 
are day care centers that have resis­
tant strep. People die from infec­
tions for which there are no known 
effective antibiotics. We have 
overused and incorrectly used 

., antibiotics for decades and now we 
are paying consequences," 
Musgrave added . 

When you see your doctor 
because you have a cold or flu 
symptoms, don't automaticaJly 
expect a prescription for antibiotics. 
Always remember that colds and 
flu are caused by viruses and antibi­
otics do not work on viruses. 
Antibiotics only work on bacterial 
infections. 

Even when you have a fever, 
sore throat, cough and other symp­
toms. you do not necessarily have a 

~ bacterial infection. Many times 
you have a virus. 

"Using an antibiotic every time 
you get sick can lead to drug resis­
tant infections," observed Jeff 
Akers, MHA, Pharm.D., and clini­
cal phannacist at Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital. "When that 
happens, an antibiotic will be inef­
fective when you really need it." 

Across the United States, the 
medical community has document­
ed that many of the antibiotics used 
in the past now have little or no 
effectiveness. 

"Infectious diseases are on the 
• rise due to this problem,'' Musgrave 

said. "The sad thing is that it didn't 
have to happen. We have done th1s 
to ourselves." 

What can you do? Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital has a short list 
of things you can do to protect 
yourself. 

• Do not expect an antibiotic 
when you have a cold or flu symp­
toms. An antiviral drug is more 
appropriate. Do all the things your 
mother taught you: drink plenty of 
fluids, rest, eat chicken soup, take 
extra Vitamin C and zinc. 

• If antibiotics are prescribed, 
follow the directions exactly and 
take all of the medicine. You've 

~ heard this all your life, but here's 
why it is imponant. When you have 
a bacterial infection, you have both 

weak and strong bacteria "bugs." 
When you have taken the antibiotic 
for a few days you begin to feel bet­
ter because you have killed the 
weak bacteria bugs. The strong 
ones are still alive and lOcking. 

If you stop taking the antibiotic 
you have only allowed the bacteria 
to build up immunity to the drug. 
The strong bugs then continue to 
multiply and make you s1ck agam. 
But this time, it takes a more pow­
erful antibiotic to kill the bugs 
because they have grown stronger 
and resistant to the old antibiotic. 

• Do not take any left-over 
antibiotics. This is a dangerous 
practice. Not only could the medi­
cine be out of date and therefore 
ineffective, it could kill you. All 
antibiotics are not used for the same 
type of infections, therefore the 
leftover that you take may not be 
right for your particular bacteria. 
Besides, if you follow rule number 
two, you won't have any pills left. 

• Keep your vaccinations up to 
date. This can prevent an infectious 
disease that requires antibiotics for 
treatment. Also, if you are 65 or 
older or if you have a chronic ill­
ness, see your physician about 
receiving the pneumococcal vac­
cine. Plus. don't forget your flu 
shot. 

• Practice good hygiene. Wash 
your hands. Wash your hands. Wash 
your hands. It's the single most 
important thing you can do to pre­
vent infection. Also, get a new 
toothbrush or clean your old one in 
boiling water. especially after you 
have just recovered from an mfec­
tion even a viral infection. 

• Protect your immune system. 
Stop smoking, exercise, eat healthy 
and get plenty of rest.

WINS. WINS AND TY HOL· 
LAND 

Through most of its three-quar­
ters of a century. the "temperature'' 
of high school boys and girls bas­
ketball In Kentucky has been 
gauged by the sport's centcrptece, 
the Sweet 16. 

Remarkable, seems to me. the 
progress made in availability of 
details of the game. An anny of 
coach-appointed land devoted) sta­
tistics-keepers, blended with tech­
nology, creating a blizzard of mdi­
vidual stattstlcs that allows fans to 
sec more than box scores and who 
scored the most points as it was in 
the 1950s, '60s and '70s. 

Today, fans. pare;:nts and players 
can access the internet. go to web 
site www.khsaa.org and discover 
who leads the state in scoring. 
rebounds, assists, shooting percent­
ages. 3-point shooting and more. 

Reminds me of Ty Holland. A 
gracious man who coached football 
in Murray who set a standard that 
helped create the appetite among 
fans. players and coaches for 
records and statistics. 

In a few weeks Sports In 
Kentucky will be on-line with a 
web site offering. among other fea­
tures. Coaches Win Lists and lligh 
Schools' all-time leading scorer 
features begun in this space 17 
years ago. Ones that grew in popu­
larity far beyond my expectations: 
Boys 2,000 Points Club & Girls 
1,400 Points Club All-Time 
Scoring Lists; Coaches Win Lists 
(basketball and football). 

One reason the scoring lists 
have remained so popular is they 
are forever changing as players 
challenge school records and reach 
new plateaus, thanks to record­
keeping at high schools. I hope you 
enjoy them as much as I've 
enjoyed doing the research and 
maintaining the lists since 1982. 

Often I am asked about the gen­
esis of the Scoring and Coaches 
Wins Lists? It began with Ty 
Holland in 1982. A reader inquired 
who the winningest high school 
football coach in Kentucky history 
is? 

A succession of telephone calls 
led me to Holland, a legend at 
Murray High School. Long since 
retired, Holland was gracious and a 
wonderful interview. 

Soon after. I d1scovered 
Bardstown High's Gamis Martin 
was little more than 20 coaching 
victories behind Holland's record. 

So began a countdown as Martin 
guided Bardstown to win after win 
on his way to overtaking Holland. 
The chase captivated state media 
and football fans, elevating interest 
in high school football in 
Kentucky. 

An outgrowth of the attention 
given the Holland-Martin chase, 
was an idea presented to The 
Kentucky Associated Press Sports 
Editors Association in 1986. 

An annual presentation to be 
called, Kentucky Mr. Football. 
From Frank Jacobs of Newport 
Catholic as first recipient, Mr. 
Football is now a fixture in 
Kentucky sports. 

More than a decade later the 
metro media annexed a portion of 
the Coaches Win Lists and boys 
and girls scoring lists and the 
KHSAA did likewise. Today, just 
retired Joe Jaggers at North Hardin, 
is Kentucky's winningest coach 
joining legends Holland and Garnis 
Martin in what has become- with 
the aid of computer technology -
a high school football revolution. 

Genesis of the basketball 
Scoring Lists began with a search 
for King Kelly Coleman's scoring 
totals (4,337). The only male to 
reach 4,000. Highlands' Jaime 
Walz and Geri Grigsby of 
McDowell surpassed Coleman. 
Next, a reader asked where Richie 
Farmer placed on the all-time list; 
and how many players reached the 
3,000 plateau? 

At Clay County High, Parmer 
scored 2,947 points. But I discov­
ered 21, not counting Coleman, 
have scored 3.000 or more points 
in high school. Think of it, more 
than 3,000 points by a high school 
player. 

Today, from Wayland and Inez 
to Central City and Earlington, the 
boys 2.000 Points Club has 137 
names and counting. Since 1975, 
the girls 1 ,400 Points Club has 
grown to J45. 

The lists increase virtually every 
week along with fan interest and 
requests for coptes are frequent.

PEARSON IS NOT

IN CITY OF LIGHTS

When Larry Pearson won his fU"St 

two championships in 1986and 1987, 
the NASCAR Busch Series was 
much different than it is today. Las 
Vegas was a place people went to 
gamble, not to race. 

"At the time I won my two cham­
piOnships, we didn't compete on the 
West Coast," said Pearson. "In fact, 
I've never been to Las Vegas in my 
entire life. I'm excited about going 
and seeing the lights and feeling the 
excitement in the air. I also plan to test 
my luck playing the slot machines. 
I'm hopmg to win big in the casino as 
well as on the race track." 

Driver of the Buckshot Racing 
Pontiac, Pearson is 12th in the Busch 
Series driver points. He had a 25th 
place finish at Daytona, and was 13th 
in the Alltel 200 at Rockingham. 

"I believe you make your own 
luck," Pearson said. "I feel confident 
in my team and the whole Buckshot 
Racing organization. The guys work 
hard to provide me with the best cars 
available. This team started fourth and 
finished eighth last year at this track. 
You take that and combine it with 
experience and we can win this race." 

PARDUS GETS WORKOUT AT 
DARLINGTON 

11te old saying is, "Practice makes 
perfect!" In the case of Raybestos 
Rookie of the Year candidate Danny 
Pardus versus Darlington Raceway, 
practice and testing at the stubborn, 
old course is absolutely essential. 

This may have been a week off for 
the NASCAR Winston Cup Series, 
but not for Midwest Transit Racing, 
which spent two days testing its 
Chevrolet over the egg-shaped. 1.366 
mile oval. 

Pardus grew up 15 minutes from 
Daytona International Speedway, but 
even as a little kid, followed the 
action at Darlington, which is cele­
brating its 50th anniversary this sea­
son. 

"I've been to Darlington before as 
a race fan," said Pardus. "I've known 
the tradition of the hard racing that's 
gone on here. And I also know how 
brutal of a place it can be. This place 
can reach up and get you. Knowing 
all the history of Darlington makes it 
really neat for me to come her and run 
around this place." 

Pardus knows how valuable test­
ing is for a rookie driver and a rookie 
team. He failed to qualify for the Dura 
Lube 400 Winston Cup race at North 
Carolina Motor Speedway despite 
getting help in the ll th hour from vet­
eran Billy Standridge. 

"The team asked Billy to help us at 
the Rock," said Pardus. "He couldn't 
find anymore speed out of the race 
car. That told us something. That told 
us we have to do more homework 
with our cars, and do more testing. to 
me, that's the key." 

Pardus got a bonus at Darlington 
when he picked up some information 
from NASCAR legends Bobby 
Allison and David Pearson, who were 
helping with their Busch Series 
teams. The 35 year-old Pardus quick­
ly learned what the wily old vets have 
known for years - Darlington lives 
up to iLc; billing as the track ''Too 
Tough To Tame." 

"I know what Darlington can do to 
you," said Pardus. "You carry a lot of 
speed through the comers, but if you 
don't stay up on the steering wheel, 
you'll get in trouble fast You've got 
to stay with race car and concentrate 
and focus through each tum on each 
lap. 

'The more time we get on the race 
track, the more we'll be competitive. 
The race for us is to qualify for the 
race. lbat's our race right now. For a 
Winston Cup Series rookie not to test 
would be treacherous. The team has 
put together a good race car for 
Darlington and they're behind me 100 
percent." 

PARK WHAT A DIFFERENCE A 
YEAR MAKES 

'This time of year # 1 Pennzoil 
Monte Carlo driver Steve Park sat 
atop the world. The 31 year-old East 
Northport, KY native still basked in 
three Busch Series victories from 
1997 and had just turned in impres­
sive outings at Daytona and 
Rockingham in his new Winston Cup 
ride. He and his Dale Earnhardt Inc. 
team appeared as one of the favorites 
for the rookie of the year award. But 
h1s trip to Las Vegas Motor Speedway 
and then on to Atlanta Motor 
Speedway the following week began 
a two-week stretch that presented 
Park with a-; great of mental and phys-

ical challenges as he has ever encoun­
tered in his professional life. Park 
failed to qualify at Las Vegas and then 
saw his season shattered at Atlanta 
when a practice crash broke his right 
femur, left collarbone and right shoul­
der blade.

My father had a small business, employing 

approximately 15 people at any given time. We 
it pasteurized and homogenized the milk from the 

farmers each morning, and then put it into bottles 
for home use and for the restaurants. We also put 
the milk into small containers for the school kids 
every day. Oh, yes, we made a wonderful little 
thing called homemade ice-cream. too! 

All of these milk products, and many more, 
were sold in the front of the dairy building, which 
had been fashioned into a small sto re and a large 
soda fountain. During the summer months, there 
were rows and rows of eager tourists lined up at 
the ice-cream counters. waiting for their daily 
indulgence of my father 's most exquisite recipe of 
some 27 flavors of homemade wonder. 

Being such an extremely busy little store 
meant that the employees had to work fast and furious for 
hours at a time, with little rest. The swarm of tourists never 
stopped - it was like one of those snack shops in the middle 

II! of Disneyland during lunch time, except that our "rush hour" 

lasted many hours on hot days. 
1 had worked for my father, as did all seven kids in our fam­

ily, since we were young. So. 1 had seen many new employees 
come and go because the pace was just too fast. One day. in 
1967, we had a new employee. Debbie. \\ho wanted this job 
for the summer. She had never done this type of work before. 

but she was going to 
give it her all. 

On her first day. 
Debbie made just ahout 
every mistake in the 
book. She added the 
sale:-. wrong on the ~:a~h 
register: she charged the 
wrong prices for the 
milk and other food: she 
gave the ""rong bag of 
food to the wrong cus­
tomer: and she dropped 
and broke a half-gallon 
of milk. You name it, 
and ~he did it. The tor­
turt.! of watching her 
struggle wa-. too much 
for me. I went into my 

father 's office and said something like, "Please go out there 
and put her out of her misery," I expected him to walk right 
into the store and fire her on the spot. us much for her own 
good as his. 

My father's office was situated in such a way that he could 
look up from his large roll-top desk and see whatever was 
going on at the sales counter. So he had no doubt seen what I 
was talking about. He sat, thoughtful, for a moment. He got up 
from his desk and walked over to Debbie. who was standing 
behind the counter. What he said to her made me so proud of I 
him that it still brings tears to my eyes all these many years 
later. I 

''Debbie," he said, as he stood tall and put his understand­
ing hand genrly on her shoulder. "I have been watching you all 
day. and .. .''(Debbie was also expecting the big letdown, her 
face was tlushed and her head hung low, her eyes were begin­
ning to swell with tears.) "and I saw how you treated Mrs. 
Forbush."

Technically. serotonin is a brain 
chemical that creates a feeling of 
satisfaction-emotionally and phys­
ically. Would you believe that com­
pulsive overeaters have been found 
to have serotonin levels four (4) 
times lower than nom1al? If your 
happy juice is Jacking, you have a 
tendency to feel depressed, irritable, 
anxious and such. Since we don't 
have a visible gauge for our sero­
tonin. our bodies look for other 
methods to solve the "down feel­
ing"-Like food, alcohol. and pot. 
Can you believe that two slices of 
bread with jelly can up serotonin by 
450 percent? Just think what you do 
when taking the ''kids" through the 
fast food lane, when in fact, you are 
the one feeling a need for that after­
noon "shot in the stomach of happy 
juice." 

Many experts see two major fac­
tors being the basis for compulsive 
overeating. One is the genetic influ­
ence, which predicts whether or not 
we tend to have a serotonin imbal­
ance. Serotonin being "off" can 
reportedly lead to any of the addic­
tions-alcoholism, cocaine, and 
compulsive overeating. The second 
significant factor is when "poor 
feelings management" is added. In 
other words, compulsive overeaters 
often use food to deal with uncom­
fortable emotions. After all, we are 
conditioned from birth to associate 
food with comfort. This also brings 
up the point. if you continue to have 
a psychological mindset to use food 
as a coping tool, then recovery. 
adjusting food intake, losing weight, 
and keeping it off, will be tempo­
rary. How many have had that "diet 
program" with special foods and 
formulas. lost 30 pounds. and to 
only gradually gain it back? What 
about the time you took diet pills­
hov. long did it last? 

Many of us who would not think 
of taking a pill with serotonin or get­
ting drunk on Bloody Marys. But 
we think nothing about bingeing on 
our favorite food. When an impor­
tant member of our family is coming 
to visit, Diet Dr. Pepper and choco­
late. gooie donuts are always ready.

SKILLS FOR SOLO 
PARENTS: SET ROUTINES 
Routines can simplify your life 

and decrease stress. 
Routines provide structure and 

give a sense of security and stability 
to your children. They take much of 
the guesswork out of planning for 
your week. They reduce the number 
of decisions. Routines can even help 
your family financially. 

Fit routmes into the 
various areas of your 
home life: What time 
you get up and go to bed: 
meal planning and gro­
cery shopping times; 
homework time; church. 
club, or sports schedules; 
bath times; family time; 
and times for yourself. 

See, that is supposed to tell her that 
she IS thought of and il> loved. Then 
it is nonllal for her to feel out of 
control when "he binge~ for the 
week end. All processed carb:-., 
including breads and pastas. will 
give a temporary boost in serotonin 
for an hour or so. Then comes the 
calories, the weight gain, the guilt. 
shame. and worse still. serotonin 
levelc; drive downward. e,·en further 
than before you ate the carbs. So m 
the long run, if not treated. bmge 
eating becomes progressi\ ely 
worse. 

Remember. for some compulsi\'c 
overeaten;, sugar. hread. junk food. 
and etc. can be just as addictive as 
alcohol, and just ,1s ueadly. Think of 
heart disease. diabetes. and h) per­
tension. UnforLUnatcly. society is yet 
to recognite food addictions as 
such. However, much is known 
about the topic, and treatment can 
be easy and successful. As with 
other conditions. recognizing your 
situation and deciding to do some­
thing arc most important. The 
behavioral signs of compulsive 
overeating are· eJth\!r planmng to go 
on a diet; on a diet. or has just "bro· 
ken" one most of the time: talking 
about bingeing or b111geing: uescrib­
ing food as "good" or "bad": hiding 
food or eating: gaining weight but 
eating little in the presence of oth· 
ers: eating quick!) : or a'oiding 
social situation~. The psychological 
and emotional signs of compulsi'e 
overeating arc: mood shifts includ­
ing Jmtability. ucpression. self-hate, 
shame; denying ''negative" feelings: 
blaming other problems on weight. 
feeling out of control with food: and 
feelings of 'elf-worth determined b) 
weight and what i~ or is not eaten. 
Often food addict:-. prefer S\\ect., to 
high fat foods. Do you have trouble 
stopping at one bite? Docs this hap· 
pen twice or more per \\eek? Stop 
and think!
