The Floyd County Board of 
Education took the first step during 
Tuc,da) night's special-called 
meeting in gening students back on 
the playground, at seven school!\ 
and ac..:epted bids for other proJects 
to he completed m the system. 

Several schools have not been 
able to usc playgrounds since 
~O\cmhcr because they \\Cre out of 
safety code compliance. The board 
accepted the lowest bid from 
Universal Play Systems Inc. to 
bring the playground equipment 
into compliance wilh safety stan­
dard~ . 

The board approved to advertise 
for bids at its January regular meet­
ing. Universal Play Systems had the 
lowest bid at $39,004. 

Due to the complexity of the bid, 
the company submitted its bid as 
follows: 

.. We agree to remove all equip­
ment on all sites specified for 
removal at no charge. Provided our 
bid is accepted based on lhe quanti­
ties specified. and on an installed 
basis only. all work shall be com­
pleted under the dtrect supervision 
of a certified playground safety 
inspector. who shall remain on site 
at all times.

That 's the finding of the 
Kentuck) Court of Appeals in a 
case ill\ olving First Commonwealth 
Bank of Prestonsburg and an area 
family. 

The state appellate court last 
month reversed a ruling by Flo) d 
Coumy Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill that said the bank did not 
have to release copies of records 
related to an Ousley family and 
the1r former businesses. 

Besides the local bank. the action 
involves Vonnie. Willis. Karen. 
Greeley and Beulah Ousle) and 
three no\\ -dl!funct coal companies 

the family owned, Cobra Coals, Bee 
Tree lu:.ls and V.W. Coab of 
Risner. 

The litigation date:-. to 1994 when 
the Ousle) o; asked the bank for 
information relative to their past 
accounts and loans. 

First Commonwealth refused. 
according to the appellate court's 
"'ritten opinion, bccau!\e officers 
thought the Ousleys intended to 
bring suit against the bank. Judge 
Caudill. in his decision. agreed wilh 
the bank. 

The Court of Appeals, however. 
said the Ousleys 'have a fundamen­
tal right to records of their accounts 
and loans w1th the hank." The fami­
ly's potenttal to sue the bank was 
unrelated to their request for their 
records. the higher court said.

Editor: 
I thank Mr. Curtis Hall for his letter (FCT l-26-

99) regarding religion in Floyd County. And l am 
pleased that he referenced Luke 20:25, ''Render unto 
Caesar that which is Caesar's ... " Mr. Hall seems to 
imply that citizenship is outside the concern and re­
sponsibility of a religious person. 

There i~ also the implication that Luke 20:25 
turns a Christian person into a helpless, apathetic by­
stander in the face of political abuse and exploita­
tion. 

r disagree. In Luke 20:25, Christ was speaking of 
Rome. an alien. godless, but powerful military na­
tion. interested almost exclusively in taxes. As such, 
they were of no interc~t to His ministry at this time. 
Thus. Christ c;imply said to pay the tax. thereby 
avoiding the trap ~et for him by the Pharisees. 

But contrary to His behavior toward the local 
govcmment, He drove the mone) changers from the 
temple'" ith a ""hip. and fought the Pharisees, Sand­
hedron, and Scribe~ as long as He lived. 

I point out to Mr. Hall that I have not softened my 
views on the practice of relig1on nor the churches 
here. He misconstrues what I stand for. I have fought 
the corrupt poli!lcal system here all of my adult life. 
Yet. I have never attacked the federal and state con­
stitution they arc supposed to serve. 

By the same reasoning, I have challenged the 
churches for their failure to speak out against this 
corruption or, worse, not to participate in it Yet in 
doing this, I have not spoken against the m.imstry of 
Jesus of Ncu.arcth whom they are supposed to serve. 
However, I do remain convinced that our two con­
stitutions and the ministry of Christ lose a Jot in the 
translation to actual practice here. 

But. here. it would be useful to examine the lay 
leadership of many of our churches. Who are they. 
and what do they do? Let us examine them like a 
third grade teacher taking a socio-graph of ber class. 
Whom do they want to sit ne:..t to-and who wants 
to sit next to them? And ,.,hy? 

Few !>Chool children of my era failed to Jearn of a 
very important colonial commerce called the Trian­
gle-Trade Essentially, the trade routes formed a 
huge geographical triangle from shipping ports in 
New England, southern cotton states, and the 
Caribbean Islands. The main trade goods were raw 
cotton, textiles. slaves. rum and molasses. It was ap­
parently a rich commerce, bUl one that produced in­
calculable human misery. 

While studying the role of religion in Floyd 
County, it became evident that we have a home­
grown ver~ion of a triangle-trade here, and our 
churches, at h:ust some of them. play an active role. 

along with the business comm nity and virtually all 
of our politicians. What is traucd? Business prod­
ucts, votes. fixec.l traffic tickc~s. free gravel, black­
top. school board and county jobs and political ap­
pointments. 

But let us 1Jentify our church players. Our people 
have a unique, perhaps God-given talent to name 
someone or something with a word or phrase which 
precludes ever the need fur further description. 

Who could C\ er surpass the- term ··grim-seeker" 
they coined to uc~cnhc people that hang around car 
wred .. s or other -.cenes of violence and death'! 

To this, they ha\e added the term "sneaking dea­
con" to describe indi\ iduals \.,ho seek economic 
gain and political power through a church congrega­
tion. \\'hate\ er bu~ines-. he is in, <;ars, insurance. fu­
neral home. groceries. etc .. he hustles these to the 
congregation. The 'neaking deacon is also a power 
broker. interfacing \\ ith business. banks. politicians 
and the community. He ensures that the "correct" 
politicians have a fomm at the church and tries to en­
courage the congregation to keep a friend in the 
courthouse. 

Politicians. in tum, influence congregations with 
gravel, blacktop and .robs. 

In this triangle trade. a congregation member's 
relative might get a DUI, and the member would 
bring it to the sneaking deacon, who would in turn 
take it to an election officer who has been at the 
same polling place for 20 years. The ticket is taken 
care of and the church member '"ill remember "who 
his friends are" at the next election. Answer for your­
self if I am being honest here. 

A church is neither inherent!) good nor inherent­
ly bad. It is a collection of individuals. some of 
whom arc deeply religious people. Some are not. 
Some seem to belong for the social. economic and 
pohtJcal benefits. Well and good: each congregation 
member"' ill ans\\ er for the role he pla)s. the choice 
he has made. However. man} of the churches seem 
to have become part of the secular triangle-trade that 
keeps our people in bondage. 

Our people ha\c endured the most corrupt and 
inept political system in these United States. We are 
facing the :21st Cl'ntury ill prepared in any measure 
used to guage an organized society. We have been 
hustled out of everything we owned; now they are 
stealing our mountaintops. Organi7.ed religion could 
have stopped th1s exploitation in any four-year elec­
tion period during the last I 00 years. Why didn't 
they?

The other morning as l stood running hot 

water from the sink into a pan to pour imo 
the bathtub. I reflected on how I seem to be 
regressing. rather than progressing. the lat­
ter of which we all expect to do as we stum­
ble through life. 

(Some may glide; I clear!) stumble.) 
Much of my youth was spent in a house 

where the plumbing amounted to a cold 
water spigot in the kitchen. To wa!>h your 
hair, you heated water 111 the d1shpan. To 
take a bath, you heated much more water 
and put it into a galvanized tub. 

Here it is dozens of years later and I'm 
doing much the same thing. 

I moved recently into a small apartment 
in Prestonsburg. It's clean and bright and 
just a few steps from the newspaper office. 

In the bathroom is a wonderful old tub, 
the kind that's a couple of feet deep and on 
claw-footed legs. The problem is the hot 
water knob has broken otT and the person 
charged with upkeep is having a de\ il of a 
time finding a replacement. 

The alternati\e for washing Ill) hair is 
the kitchen sink. which is not too bad be­
cause the sink has a spra}er mechanism. I 
just have to remember to take a towel with 
me from the bathroom when I do wash my 
hair. 

For a bath. what r,e been doing is run­
ning hot water into a cooker at the bathroom 
lavatory and then slopping it into the tub. 
Most bat.hroom sinks, of course, arc pretty 
shallow and this one is no exception. So, the 
size of the cooker has to be limited to fit 
under the tap. 

I haven "t counted how many pots of 
water I have to fill and pour to get a couple 
of inches of hot water in the deep tub. but 
it's a lot. I have plenty of time to practice 
my sighs and pity sounds while I'm at it. 

The problem is exacerbated (don't you 
love that word'?) by the fact the lever that 
controls the drain stopper wants to slip and 
let the water out once ) ou finally get it in. 
Until I find a tlat stopper that ''ill do the 
job. I'm using a rag with hea\') bottles of 
bod} lotion on top of it. 

Of course. as a beginning physiCl> stu­
dent knO\\ s. as the water level rises it dis­
places the lotion bottles which start to aban­
don their role. 

When I get into the tub, I strive mightily 
to keep a foot O\'er the drain so that the 
hard-won \\~\ter docsn 't nlll out on me be­
fore I can•wash the oil and grime from my 
body.

There \\as cold water a\ allablc. hO\\CV­
er. from a faucet that was sharl·d b) sc\ eml 
cabins. so you \\ere adnsed to pack a buck­
et among )OUr travel togs. For a hroad area 
of about 10 cabin..;, there \\as a toilet with 
four or five stalls 

In tern1s of stress reduction, this park ful­
filled its purpose Each cahin "as situated 
so that you could sit on the front porch and 
not see another cabin. My cahin had a beau­
tiful, rapid stream called a '"nm"- right 
beside it. The sutTounding woods provided 
ample room for hiking and npprcciating na­
ture. 

To maintain a semblance of personal hy­
giene. I heated \\ater each morning and 
washed off. On about the fourth day. how­
ever. I felt I had to haw running water on 
my sl-.in. 

So I put on short~ and n halter top. went

said. "We see no reason why the 
records of a dissolved corporation 
t'Ould not be made available under 
appropriate circumstances," the 
opinion stares. 

In addition. the Court of Appeals 
put down First Commonwealth's 
contention that the Ousleys had 
ceded rights to the records when 
they and their companies "'cnl into 
bankruptc~. 

According to the appeals judges. 
regardless of the bankruptcy, "the 
appellants (Ousleys) had and still 
have a right to those records as 
well. as they were the actual cus­
tomers of the bank.·· 

In the background provided in 

the court's opinion. the Ouslcys and 
their three coal companies were 
customers of First Commonwealth. 
In July 1989. the bank sued the 
Ous1eys to collect money owed to 
the bank and obtained a judgmenL 
against them in 1990. 

However. in 1988. Karen and 
Gary Ousley had lilcd for bankrupt­
cy. They were followed by Greele) 1 
Ousley in 1990 and Willis and 
Vonnie Ousley in 1991. The three 
coal companies were dissolved in 
1987, 1989 and 1990. 

Attempts to reach members of 
the family and their attorneys 
regarding the possible litigation 
against the bank were unsuccessful.
