Soon to be published is
a book on personal names,
another object of the
. author's curiosity.
Rennick points out that,
George Foreman not withstanding, in the Middle Ages, people commonly
gave the same name to several of their children.

Rennick has made some curious finds in his
research, Of more than 100,000 communities
that exist or have existed in Kentucky. only
about 15 have names that are unique to this
State.

Floyd County may be getting out
of the juvenile detention business.

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson is “looking into™ shut-
ting down the local juvenile facility
and using the space to expand the
county jail capacity. The move
would save the county an estimated
$£400,000 a year.

The change would allow the jail
to house up to 90 more inmates,
bringing the maximum total popula-
tion to between 240 and 250,
according to Jailer Roger Webb.

The juvenile detention center is
approved for 22 detainees, all of
whom are under 18 years of age,
according (o a center employee.

the adult inmates are from Floyd
County or are imprisoned as a result
of action by local courts, On
Wednesday of this week, only one
of the juveniles at the center was
from Floyd County.

Webb said the state pays the
county $25.62 per day to house
inmates from other counties. This
and assorted other fees bring about
$1 million into the county each
year, he said. The county, however,
has to absorb the cost of housing
adults sentenced in district court, as
well as local juveniles.

Thompson said the county has to
come up with between $600,000
and $700,000 to cover the rest of

estimated $900,000 more into the
county from: the state corrections
operation. Thompson said the coun-
ty stands to net around $400.000
from the expansion, which could
cut the county’s jail expenses sub-
stantially and re-direct the savings
to water and sewer projects and
roads.

Webb said that although some
inmates are being held temporarily
until they are transferred to state
prisons, the local jail can hold min-
imum security state prisoners up to
five years.

Commission votes to give away pool

The Wheelwright City
Commission met in special session
Wednesday night to handle two
time-sensitive items: a police ordi-
pance and the status of the
Wheelwright swimming pool .

Wheelwright, as well as other
cities in Kentucky that are getting
money from the Kentucky Law
Enforcement Program (KLEP)
and other grants, is being asked to

provide an ordinance officially cre-
aling a police department with its
grant applications.

Many cities, including
Wheelwright, do not have such an
ordinance and have to prepare one.

The commission used the ordi-
nance from Inez, a Martin County
city comparable in size to
Wheelwright, as a model to prepare
its ordinance. Basically, the ordi-
nance creates a police department
that will be managed by the city
commission.

The criminal investigation class
at  Prestonsburg  Community
College recently completed a unit
in arson investigation, in which stu-
dents studied methods of conduct-
ing a eriminal arson investigation,
as well as effective techniques used
by law enforcement agencies lo
apprehend suspects,

used to obtain evidence at the scene

Michael Dixon. coordinator of
PCC’s Law Enforcement
Technology Program. instructed the
class about the importance of ¢crime
scene preservation, communication
between investigating agencies, and
credating an effective, accurate, con-
cise police report.

Dixon is former chiel of the
Saint Andrews University Police
Department in Laurinberg, North
Carolina.

The class also heard from Barry
McKenzie, retired Kentucky State
Police arson investigator, and Larry
Adams, fire marshal for the City of
Prestonsburg.

Adams and McKenzie provided
information about determining a
fire's point of origin, burn patterns
at the fire scene, forensic analysis
of arson evidence. witness interro-
gation, and crime scene photogra-
phy.

Adams also invited the students
to visit the city’s compacting facili-
ty which recently suffered acciden-

tal fire damage.

With Adams” assistance, the stu-
dents treated the scene as arson, and
students were able to observe the
structure's burn patterns, determine
the fire's point of origin, and collect
¢vidence at the scene. Adams
explained how he would have
investigated if the fire had been a
criminal arson.

McKenzie and Adams both
spoke about opportunities for
employment as an arson investiga-
tor in law enforcement and in the
private sector. Jobs exist within the
state police and with county and
municipal agencies, they said, as
well as in state and federal agen-
cies.

Many insurance  agencies
employ fire investigators (o exam-
ine the circumstances of a fire in
relation to insurance claints, and
private investigation companies use
trained investigators to aid in their
examinations of fire scenes, the
speakers added.

a clause would be included.

tion center are physically separat-
ed, and Webb said they will need to
be connected if the center is merged
with the jail. “It 1s my understand-
ing.” he said, “that if the juvenile
center is turned into an adult facili-
ty, the county is going to try to con-
nect it to this building.”

He said a rear exit of the jail 1s
about 25 feet from the juvenile cen-
ter, making it fairly easy to con-
struct an enclosed passageway.

Margie Osborne, director of the
juvenile detention center, plans to
retire this summer, which would
further facilitate the move. About
14 persons work at the center.
Webb said the jail has about 27
employees now.

Webb said if the merger is
approved, juveniles who are
removed from their homes or who
must be incarcerated will go to
youth facilities in Johnson, Pike or
Breathitt counties.

Thompson called the Breathitt
County facility “a model facility”
and estimated transporting: and
housing juveniles there would cost
the county about $90,000 a vear.

A representative of the state
Department of Corrections was at
the juvenile detention center this
week to see if it could be trans-
formed into an adult facility.

“I go to places and ask the people
what they remember,” the soft-spo-
ken, gesturing scholar explains.
“I've found a lot of names on maps
are not how places are known 1o the
locals.™

Rennick estimates that 80 percent
of places he's studied have had other
names. Every major stream, like-
wise, has been known by another
name. The Big Sandy River. for
instance, has had several names
given by white men and even more
by the native Americans who came
through the area.

He says the American Indians
never named anything permanently
because they didn't believe land

#Mould be owned. Further, they often
attached names to different parts of
streams, based often on something
that may have happened there,
Rennick says.

HUEYSVILLE (also called
Bosco) ... named for a Mr. Huey
(perhaps Robert 8. Huey, a
Pennsylvania-bormn clerk who is list-
ed in the 1850 census of Floyd Co.)
From 1887 to 1889, when Mike
Staley was pm, the po was known as
Mike, A short distance away, anoth-

ST po called Bosco, for reasons now
unknown, operated from 1902 to
1916 when its papers were trans-
ferred to Hueysville. To this point in
1914 the Elkhorn & Beaver Valley
(now C&O) Ry extended its line
and est the Bosco Station.

*Post offices are a good starting
point for the type of name research
Rennick does. The postal service, he
says, maintains records of postmas-
ters, the date of establishment or dis-
continuance, and site location

The location reports, he cautions,
are not gospel. “Some of the entries
were guesses, roads have changed,
communities have withered.”

Floyd County, he points out, has
had more than 120 post offices, most
now extinct.

Rennick is a critic of most map-
makers, state and federal. Too often,
he says, they don't update, retaining
communities that have long ceased
1o exist, ignoring name changes, and
not adding new places.

“l keep making the point that
names change, because people
change. There's always going 1o be
new things, mines, mills;, roads,
wharfs, landings, cemeteries,
churches, schools,” he emphasizes.

The point is graphically made in
the fact that Rennick and his wife
have had six address changes in the
29 years they've lived at the same
residence.

STANVILLE ... originally
called Mare Creek for the
stream... It has been said that the
stream was originally Marrow
Creek, a name alleged to have
been applied by the early
Strattons for the large quantities
of cracked bison marrowbones
they had seen lying abour its
banks... When in 1960 residents
objected to the rusticity of the
name Mare Creek for their po,
they succeeded in getting it
changed to Stanville, honoring a
local resident and former Floyd
Co. sheriff and judge, Roberi E.
Stanley.

The researcher’s work in place

names began officially in 1969
when he became involved with the
National Committee to Study Place
Names. Each state was asked to do
a thorough search of its own loca-
tions, using volunteers, and
Rennick was tapped to lead the
Kentucky exploration.

He also serves on the national
Board of Geographic Names, a part
of the Department of Interior’s
Geologic Survey, and chairs the
Kentucky affiliate, the Committee
for Geographic Names. Persons
who want to name a place for the
record submit a petition to the
committee, which researches the
proposal to alert for duplicates and
to make sure the request is valid
and then may or may not recom-
mend the name to the national
committee.

Rennick says there are up to
seven million place names in the
country,

Prestonsburg is the place the
Rennicks have opled to stay, even
after his travels and study of other
places. In fact, he says one of the
reasons he chose to retire in 1997
was because he was about to be
transferred to Lexington.

It is no coincidence that one year after American Fam-
ily Publishers agreed to tone down the language of its
sweepstakes letters, as part of a legal settlement with the
| attorneys general of 32 states, its sales of new magazine
| subscriptions are down.30 percent.
| Also not coincidentally, new subscriptions through
| Publishers Clearinghouse, American Family Publishers’
closest rival, are also down 30 percent over the past vear.
That indicates the negative publicity that American Fam-
* ily Publishers received for its misleading practices has
~ adversely affected the entire sweepstakes industry.

»  That is a fitting development. Indeed, the satirical
DA journalist H.L.. Mencken could very well have had the
sweepstakes industry in mind when he cynically noted
2 that “no one ... has ever lost money by underestimating
~ the intelligence of the great masses of the plain people.”
" In fact, sweepstakes companies like American Family
 Publishers and Publishers Clearinghouse actually mar-
" ket-tested the language included in their mailings pre-
i cisely to induce plain people to buy magazine subscrip-
tions they really did not want, in hopes of winning some
prize.
| Lamentably, a disproportionate number of these plain
q people are poor and elderly Americans, whom the sweep-
! stakes industry finds the most susceptible, and who can
least afford to pay for so many magazine subscriptions.

Sweepstakes companies argue in their defense that no
purchase is required in order to participate in their draw-
ings — as stipulated by federal law.

But it takes a discerning consumer to figure this out
from their mailings.

Even though American Family Publishers and other
sweepstakes companies say they have toned down their
language, their mailings still border on deception. The
pitch begins with the envelopes, which almost never
plainly state that it’s a sweepstakes mailing. Rather, they !
are marked Registered Documents Enclosed or Personal
- and Confidential.

Once the unsuspecting consumer has opened the en-
velope and discovered there really are no registered doc-
uments enclosed, they are baited with an enticing pitch
that goes something like this: “WE HAVE RESERVED
AN $11,000,000 SUM IN YOUR NAME.”

Of course, the recipient of this sweepstakes mailing
— one of 200 million that, for instance, American Fami-

m ly Publishers sends out each year — has an infinitesimal

I chance of ever claiming the prize.

As I begin my third month as a state representa-
tive, I'd like to take this opportunity to write to you
about what my fellow members of the General As-
sembly and 1 have been doing to prepare for next
January’s session,

Our state faces several issues that are crucial 1o
our suceess in the next century, A list of these issues
begins with health insurance, education, and eco-
nomic development and goes on to include electric-
ity restructuring and infrastructure. [ in-
tend to cover at least one of these topics
in each of my reports.

Over the past decade, the legislature
has made several attempts to make
health insurance more affordable and
accessible. Instead, the majority of
companies that offered plans during
1989 no longer compete in 1999, The problem went
from bad to worse when health insurance options for
thousands of Kentuckians were further limited when
it was announced last year that Kentucky Kare, the
state-run health insurance program that provided
coverage to state employees, school board employ-
ees, leachers, and retirees, would no longer be avail-
able.

However, we heard some good news at the Janu-
ary meeting of the Banking and Insurance Commit-

tee. Insurance Commissioner George Nichols told
the committee that several compames are in the
process of returning to the state and others are con-
sidering offering policies to Kentuckians. With re-
cent studies showing that the cost of health care is
expected to more than double in the next decade, be
sure that the issue 1s a priority for me. 1 will contin-
ue to monitor the issue as a member of the Subcom-
mittee on Health insurance.

The more than 50 difterent fees and charges that
court clerks have to collect were the
topic of the February meeting of the
Judiciary Commiltee. Because of the
time and effort spent collecting these
fees, many feel that court clerks have
become collection agents.

Years ago, the fees collected by the
clerks” office went to help pay for the
court system. Today, portions go 0 organizations
like Crime Stoppers, the spinal cord and head injury
fund, and the brain injury trust fund. The committee
is studying possible situations (o the situation, in-
cluding using technology to make the collection eas-
1er.

Next time you see & tractor-trailer on the inter-
state you can feel secure that it meets weight and
safety requirements. The inspections at the state’s

WWI veterans honored

Two surviving World War One
veterans from Kentucky were hon-
ored March 11 at a ceremony at Fi.
Campbell.

One hundred-year-old Sidney
Pritchett of Hopkinsville and 103-
year-old Clarence Blakney of
Benton received the French govern-
ment's highest honor for military
valor, the French National Order of
the Legion of Honor. The award
was established in 1802 by
Napoleon Bonaparte,

Kentucky Commissioner of
Veterans' Affairs, retired Army
Brigadier General Leslie E.
Beavers, led the ceremony at Fort
Campbell. French Consul Jean-Paul
Bossuge made the presentation.

Gov. Paul Patton declared March
World War One Veterans'
Recognition Month. “More than
84,000 Kentuckians served our
country during that war effort, 2,
418 Kentuckians died during World
War One, and 890 of those were
listed as Killed in action,” the gov-
ernor said, “It's appropriate to
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remember that selfless dedication to
cause and country.”

Pritchett was an Army First
Sergeant during the war. He was
just 18 years old when he signed up
in 1917, Pritchett served in England
and in France, where he drilled
troops who were sent to the front
lines.

New boating

Some new laws regarding boating
safety are in effect. Here's a few;

I. A person under 12 years old
shall not operate a persondl watercraft
or motorboat pver 10 horsepower on
the public waters of Kentucky

Personal watercraft used o low
individuals engaged in water-skiing
or otheér similar activities shall have
adequate seating and an. observer
aboard 1o watch the person being
towed, or shall be equipped with a
mounted rearview mirror with a field
of vision at least 160 degrees.

All persons operating or riding on
a personal watercraft in public waters
shall wear a U.S, Coast Guard-
approved personal flotation device,

Personal watercraft without self-
circling capability shall not be operat-
ed on public waters in Kentucky
unless equipped with a fanyard-type
engine kill switch which shall be

attached 1o the person, clothing or.

personal flotation device of the oper-
ator.

Persons operating a personal
watercrafl or motorboat shall not
endanger human life, human physical
safety or property by;

* Weaying through congested traf-
fic,

* Following watercraft that is tow-
ing an individual on water skis, a
surfboard, or & water sport device,

* Jumping the wake of another
watercrafl or cutting between a boat
and the individual(sy being towed by
the boat.

* Crossing paths with another
watercraft when visibility around the
other watercraft 1s obstructed,

« Steenng toward an object or

laws in effect

individual in the water and tuming
sharply at close range.

Persons shall not operate a person-
al watercraft on public waters at any
time between sunset and the follow-
ing sunrise.

Persons shall not operate a2 motor-
boat or personal watercraft within 50
feet of a commercial motor vessel
and its tow which 1s in operation on a
waterway, except if the operator of
the commercial vessel has given his
or her consent.

EFFECTIVE JAN. 1, 1999

A person 12 years old through 17
years old shall not operate a personal
watercraft or motorboat over 10
horsepower on public waters in
Kentucky unless that person is in pos-
session of a safe boating certificate or
is accompanied on board by a person
18 years or older or a person in pos-
session of a safe boating certificate.

Equivalent boat operator licenses
or safe boating certificate from anoth-
er state or country will be honored in
Kentucky.

Lines of traffic attempted 1o navigate the one lane
road when the call was received by Emergency 911
shortly before 7 p.m.

Members of the District 3 Volunteer Fire
Department were first on the scene where they found
the Cessna 152 upside down in a field.

Only the 18-year-old pilot, Steven J. Udick, was
aboard the small plane,

Udick was flying the plane from Murfreesboro,
Tennessee. to Beckley, West Virginia, when he appar-
ently lost the use of all communications and naviga-
tional equipment.

Udick informed emergency personnel that he was
also running out of fuel which prompted him to attempt
an emergency landing in the open field,

The plane hit power lines while attempting the
landing. These electrical lines were main trans-
mission lines that camed 64,000 volts of elec-
tricity each.

Reporntedly 4.000 customers experienced an
interruption in electrical power.

The plan came to rest inverted in the field.

Udick received only minor cuts to his legs
and did not require medical attention. — The
