A group of Hueysville residents
has filed a grievance over a local
businessman’s plan to haul in fill
dirt and build up his property near
the junction of KY 7 and KY 550.

Jerry Martin has been granted a
permit for the fill on the property of
his Auto Bath business.

But his neighbors in Smackey
Bottom say the placement of fill
will eliminate the surface for flood

Bottom might as well move. The
flood insurance is so high that we
can’t buy any more coverage.”

A Knott County grandmother had a prayer answered recently by
angels in the guise of some local Shriners,

Marge Handshoe of Quicksand is seeing her granddaughter Tori
Handshoe get needed exercise and gain a measure of elusive inde-

The Shriners, known for their work with children, gave the
child, who cannot walk on her own, a motorized Wrangler tricycle.

“It helps with her trunk control and works her muscles,” said the
grandmother, who has raised the disabled six-year-old since the girl
was a baby.

“Where she can’t get out and num, the tricycle builds her muscle
strength,” said Handshoe.

Her voice rises excitedly as Handshoe tells about Tori’s intro-
duction to the trike. “The first day she had it, she rode halfway to
the neighbor’s house,” she said. “It has allowed her to be a halfway
normal kid."

Tori has a condition known as bilateral schizencephaley. It
derives from a stroke she suffered before birth and falls under the
umbrella of cerebral palsy.

“Her first doctor said Tori would be a vegetable all her life,”
Handshoe said, “but I never gave up.”

After experiences with other doctors who seemed to share that
diagnosis, the grandmother found a physician in Martin who, she
said, “‘was the first to listen to me,”

For a time, Handshoe and her family took Tori all the way to

At the Lexington facility, Ton had surgery when she was two to
clip ligaments on her heels and knees so that the muscle could
stretch.

Despite the naysayers, Tori now walks with someone to help her
or on a walker. “I've watched her get stronger,” Handshoe said.
“She can bear her own weight now.”

Handshoe bought a pedal tricycle for Tori, but the child could
not make the pedals tum on her own. The grandmother had to push
the pedals forward for her, which ended up frustrating both of them.

A motorized version was out of the question. Handshoe said one
costs more than $700, and she simply could not afford it.

Tori's grandfather, Curt Handshee, picked up a tip from his bar-
ber, Kelly Moore, to check with the Shriners about getting & tricy-
cle. The family asked and then received.

Handshoe has not lost faith that Tori will continue © improve
and be able to fend for berself, The wicycle is a step in that direc-
tion,

The grandmother said she has had the girl tested and the results
were promising. “She can leam,” Handshoe said. “She just needs
one-on-one help.”

Right now, Handshoe is providing schooling herself because she
believes Tori cannot get the kind of assistance she needs in the pub-
lic school system.

The family does have high praise, though, for the Shriners, both
their hospital and individual aid.

Before they do, though. they're
saying good-bye 1o their old church

an a big way. This weckend, the

hurch group will host a homecom-

ing reunion for all members and for-
mer members of the church,

Registration begins Saturday at
10 a.m. and preaching services will
be held at 1:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m.,
Saturday, A Committed/Dedication
Service will be held at 2 p.m. Sunday
at the Big Branch site.

The Fitzpatrick Baptist Church
began as a mission of the Irene Cole
Memorial Baptist Church in 1953
with Leo Watts and Lawrence
K ;ue:hagden as the church workers,
The mission was located in the

*!nlbmok School.

The mission moved to the David
School in 1956, but the school
burned in 1964. The mission was
then moved to the Lester Dotson
House. In 1969, church members
conducted groundbreaking cere-
monies for a new church, the current
building. Services started in the new
building sometime in 1971,

At that time, the church was
much smaller than now. Mike Vance,
a deacon at the church;, said the sanc-
tuary and classrooms were located in

*lhc current sanctuary.

Church members outgrew their

building and expanded by adding a

new Kitchen, énlarging the sanctuary,
and adding numerous classrooms. It
has served its purpose and won
many souls to God, as well as put
many members in the pulpit. accord-
ing to Vance.

“There are a lot of folk who have
been members here who dre now
preachers,” Vance said. “We're
bringing in as many pastors as we
can. That's been a problem with try-
ing to arrange (the schedule for) the
preaching.”

Former members who are now
pastors will participate in various
capacities ,during the weekend ser-
vices, according to Vance. Those
pastors include Steven Whitaker,
Bill Jaggers, Bill Campbell, Merle
Little. John H. Woods, and Jennings
West (current pastor),

Vance expects 300 to 400 people
1o attend the services. Some of them
are coming from as far away as
Pennsylvania, he said

Vance thinks Kentucky's loss 1o
Michigan State will make a differ-

ence in the attendance at the reunion.

“l would love for Kentucky (the
Wildeats) to be in the Fjnal Four, but
this 15 one time, we don't have to
worry about il interfering with ser-
vice. If thev had made i1, 1 would
have put a tape in the VCR and
recorded it and still been here,” he
said, chuckling.

As soon as the service is done, the
church members will get on with the
business of building a new church,
They have a building fund and are
trying to reach a $100,000 goal.

Members of the Wayland City
Commission tried to hash out what
should go into an ordinance regulat-
ing buming at the March 18 month-
ly meeting.

Althotigh most commissioners

® are certain that the city already has
such an ordinance, a number of
ordinances, including one on trash
burning, are not on file at eity hall.

Commissioners discussed what
items the new ordinance will cover,
They agreed that it will include the
following points:

* no burning on public streets;

Commissioner Tommy
Robinson reported that he had can-
celed the original order for a heal-
ing stove for city hall because of
delays by the. retailer. At last
month's meeting; he was authorized
to purchase a new stove.

Commissioners debate gas rates

Gas rates again were a focal
pomt of the regularty-scheduled
meeting of the Wheelwright City
Commission on March 18.

The city has been grappling with
how to deal with a siluation in
which it pays more for natural gas
than 1t charges its customers,
Commissioner Jimmy Liule told
the citizens present that the city
pays $7.07 per thousand cubic feet
and sells it to customers for $5.81.
“The more gas you buy from us, the
more money we lose,” said Little.

The commission had the first
reading of Ordinance 399 that
would raise prices to $7.50 for com-
mercial use only, The commission
members emphasized again and
again that the rate change would
affect only businesses and not resi-
dents and was only a first reading.

The rate increase will not be
effective until a second reading.
The first opportunity for a second
reading will be at the regular meet-
ing on April 15.

There was a question whether
this rate increase would include
churches. Member Don Hall said he
knew that churches were exempted
from taxes so he thought they could
be exempted from the gas rate
increase. City attorney Tim Parker
said he would look into the matter.

Commission member Andy
Akers said the city should make
sure that all customers are paying
their bills before the commission
asks other people to pay higher

rates. Akers said figures discussed
at a recent meeting indicated there
was a difference of as much as
$2.000 in gas bills and what was
collected.

The commission approved funds
for City Clerk Mary Ann Slone to
attend a clerk’s conference on April
21-23. Slone will attend classes and
seminars that will help her be more
effective in doing her duties as city
clerk.

The city has set the week of
March 29 as cleanup week, Mayor
Marlee Samons encouraged every-
one (o take part in the activity.
Samons said citizens can take their
garbage 1o the central location at the
Wheelwright Municipal Building
and the county will make pickups.

Samons also told citizens that
tires. batteries or any toxic sub-
stances would not be picked up.

The city plans to announce the
cleanup plans on WDOC, WPRG
Channel 5 and in the Floyd County
Times.

The commission approved
receiving closed bids on two police
cars that are no longer used by the
city, Bids will be accepted until
noon on May 15. The city has the
right to reject bids.

The commission agreed 1o buy a
video camera for Policeman Danny
Martin, in lieu of radar. The video
camera would film traffic stops and
other actions that Martin performs
in his daily duties.

Ever wonder why the lore of
March focuses on the fable that it
“comes in like a lion/lamb and goes
out like a lamb/lion?” Well, so have
[ and after a wild week of spring
and wintry weather, my meteoro-
logical wisdom compels me to

# compose this story.

First off, lets get the meteorolo-
gy out of the way, We need 1o
remind ourselves that the next thir-
ty-one days represent the time of
the year when the average tempera-
ture takes its biggest jump of the
entire year. From the last of
February until April Fools day, the
normal high temperature soars from
49 1o 62. That's almost a degree
every other day!

Now coincidental to this jump in
afternoon highs, the air is tuming

sydown right tropical at U.S. southern
latitudes. Ask any college student
who ventures to Panama City,
Florida or South Padre Island,
Texas or any baseball fan who
heads south to Florida or Anzona
for spring training, and you will
hear aboul the “summerlike” inten-
sity of the March sun, Walk on the
beach without a sunscreen at
Naples or play golf in Scottsdale
and you are sure to be loasted, liter-
ally, In other words, the sun down
south i8 as strong in March as it is
here at home during July. So [fre-

@guently the afternoon high in
Florida baskets into the 80's while it
tops 90 in the Anzona desert, this
early in the year.

However, at the same time, just
500 miles from Watt Howell Park in

Charleston, in the hockey Mecca of
Montreal, California... the snow is
stilly deep on the ground and
overnight lows routinely drop down
into the tgens and even near zerol
Another 500 miles north of the new
Montreal Forum, a typical March
morming dawns with icicles as thick
as tree limbs and readings on the
thermometer as low as -20! Thumb
numbing for sure and as much as
100 degrees colder than the Florida
spring training camps.

Now that | have the boring
details out of the way, 1 will try to
fie things together. You see. mother
nature works in a very systemalic
way. She tries hard to take the
excess cold from the Arctic and dis-
tribute it to the middle latitudes
(which encompass most of the USA
including our little comer of the
world here in Appalachia). At the
same time, she tries to take the large
pools of tropical humid air near the
equator and transport it to the sun-
bell of our great country.

This volatile combination helps
to spawn some of the biggest storms
ol the year as the battleground gets
drawn and redrawn every day...that
battleground separates the steamy
tropics from the harsh Arctic and it
is the breeding ground for some
monster  storm.  development.

What's more, chances are we will-

be near the boundary several times
this month!

Day-to-day fluctuations in our
climate can sustain great warm
waves (just look at the end of
March last year when we hit 85
degrees) and giant blizzards (the
great blizzard of '93 will celebrate
it's sixth anniversary on the 12-

14th!). Howling winds can conjure
up intense snow squalls or unpre-
dictable wildfires, Twisters can
pummel the famed tomado alley
while snews simultaneously para-
lyze the great lakes states.
Devastating floods like those of two
years ago can wash away dreams
and, ves, even lives.

So you see, the famed legend of
the lamb and lion simply refers to
the fact that the weather in March
changes from cuddly and lamb-like
today to ferociously lion-like
tomorrow. You might say it is the
most unpredictable of the entire
year.

One final note on March, Julius
Caesar was reminded to “beware
the ides™ of March. I say whether it
be the 15th (the ides) or any other
March day, beware the weather-
man's forecast. So skiers do not put
those new parabolics away just yet
and keep the golf clubs handy, too!

Akers pointed oul that the center
at Betsy Layne is for all students,
and he presented a long list of ser-
vices that the center provides for
students.

Carolyn Ferrell explained the
character education program, which
is based on the curriculum already
in place. The school has a character
breakfast in which they honor stu-
dents in the program.

The Betsy Layne Chicks enter-
tained the crowd with their version
of “Wide Open Spaces,” and prima-
ry student Andie Meade and fourth
grader Chastity Conn gave a sample

of morning announcements }hcy
provide for the school.

Sheila Calhoun, curriculum
coordinator, explained the consoli-
dated plan. The school had to
regroup when it was “hit with the
consolidation of Harold and Prater”
elementary schools.

Search is on for Kentuckians 100 or older

Do you know anyone who is 100
or older?

The Kentucky Office of Aging
Services is collecting the names of
Kentuckians who have lived for a
century and beyond. The state
agency is making this effort to rec-
ognize centenaridns in connection
with the 1999 United Nations
Internationa) Year of Older Persons.

According to the U.S. Census
Bureau, there were 63,000 people
nationwide in 1998 who were 100
years old or older. The Census
Bureau did not have a figure on the
number of Kentuckians who had
reached the century mark. However,
the State Data Center at the
University of Louisville said there
were 535 Kentuckians that were 100

or older in 1990, the last census
year.

It's interesting to note that the
lifetimes of individuals bom in the
late 1800s will soon span three cen-
turies, from the 19th century to the
21st, said Jerry Whitley, director of
the Office of Aging Services.

To put this time frame in per-
spective, around the turn of the cen-
tury when these people were being
born, William McKinley became the
first U.S. president to ride in a car
John Phillip Sousa was touring the
country. In Kentucky there was a
heated governor's race going on
between William Goebel and
William S. Taylor.

Whitley said the agency is asking
that a recent photograph, if avail-

able, and an official information
sheet on each person be submitted to
the Office of Aging Services in
Frankfort by May 28. The informa-
tion sheets, available from one of
the |5 area agencies on aging
(AAAs) around the state, must be
signed by the person being recog-
nized or his/her guardian.

When the Lexington
Center entered the planning
stage, a basketball museum
seemed an appropriate
amenity to include in the
complex. Although interest
for a Rupp Museum
remained high upon com-
pletion of the complex in
October, 1976, specific plans
for such a facility were not
included in the construction
process.

Lexington business-
man Jim Host helped the
Alley Cats spearhead a drive
to create a memorial to the
UK coach. They
approached the Lexington
Center about finding a space
sufficient for displaying
Rupp trophies and other UK
basketball memorabilia
Space on the top floor of the
facility was allocated to
museum planners. An ideal
location, it nestled between
Rupp Arena and the shop-
ping center mall,

Pundraising activities
began with a personal
appeal for donations. Those
efforts were given a boost
when the UK Athletic
Department donated the
proceeds of an annual Blue-
White game. But escalating

costs, failure 1o find a suit-
able location and other fac-
tors caused those activities to
be curtailed, and monies col-
lected were placed in escrow.
Scott Baesler, who
had served as captain of the
1963 Wildcat team was
Lexington’s mayor during a
portion of this dormant peri-
od. In 1992, Baesler asked a
local attorney, Jim LeMaster,
a member of UK’s 1966
team, to form a committee
and look into the feasibility
of a UK basketball museum.
Two vears later, when
Pam Miller succeeded Mayor
Baesler, she asked LeMaster
to put together a board of
directors and form a non-
profit corporation, In
January 1996, Miller and the
Urban County Council com-
mitted a $1 million contribu-
tion to the museum and the
dream was born. Although
board members hoped to
open the museum in tme
for the beginning of the
1996-97 basketball season,
that expectation proved
impractical due to increas-
ing costs. In the summer of
1997, the Board voted unani-
mously to sign contracts for
design and fabrication so the
