Students protest over teacher

A group of Prestonsburg 
Community College students gath-

1 ered near the college's administra­
tion building yesterday morning 
with signs in support of sociology 
instructor Jeremy Kerr. 

Kerr, a Lake Charles, Louisiana, 
native, said he has heard "through 
confidential sources" that his con­
tract \\ill not be renewed for next 
year. 

However. PCC President Dr. 
Deborah Aoyd said that Kerr was 
hired l~st year on a one-year temp<>-

rary contract and that the contract is 
up at the end of this semester. It is 
not uncommon for institutions to 
hire temporary faculty members on 
terminal contracts, she added. 

The college is not required to 
officially inform him that the con­
tract is ending becau~e it is implicit. 
she said. The temporarv contract 
differs from a tenure trocli: posJtJOn 
where deadlines are specified for 
informing faculty of whether they 
will be re-hrred. 

Kerr claims he 1'- being terminat­
ed because he has been outspoken 
about some of the policies of the 
administration He sa)'s the action 

has nothing to do with his teaching 
abiWy. "I've done a good job and 
related well with the kids." Kerr 
said. 

Kerr said the administration is 
looking for a replacement with 
higher credentials to teach the soci­
ology classes. He ha~ a BA from the 
College of New Orlemls and MA 
from the University of Kcmucky. 
H~ said he taught part time nt UK 
before coming to PCC. 

According to Floyd, the coiiC'ge 
advertises nationally for instructor<;.

Hospital workers vote 
for strike authorization

Employees at Pikeville 
Mt·thodist Hospital voted to give 
their union leaders authority to call 
a strike if contract negotiations 
stall, union officials told the 
Associated Press Tuesday. 

The United Steelworkers said an 
overwhelming majority of union 
workers at eastern Kentucky's 
largest medical center appro~cd the 
strike authonzation 

Union organizer Keith Hughes 
said about 800 employees were eli­
gible to vote, but he would not 
specify a vote count. 

A news rekase from the hospital 
yesterday afternoon said hospital 
ofliciah had not been informed of 
the vote results. 

"W<.• had to find out if the 
employees were still behind this." 
J lughes said or the strike authoriza­
tion vote. "The voting went along 
the same lines as the representation 
vote" 

Union officials have said the 
strik~ authorization is mainly a bar~ 
gaining chip against the 261-bed 
hospital. which i' in the midst of a 
$76 million expansion. 

Ilughcs said he hopes '"the com­
pany will negotiate, come to the 

table with the resolve to solve this 
by giving us a contract that address­
es the concern:-. of the employee~." 

The hospital news release, how­
ever. said thai it has tried to sched­
ule meetings with union leaders. 
"The last three scheduled sessions 
were cancl'led due to the union's 
unavailability,'' the release c;aid. 
'"Therl' has heen no negotiating 
meeting held 'mce Apnl 14. 1999 ... 
lt is the hospital's goal to negotiate 
a contract \dth the Steelworkers." 

Hughes said the main issues in

In wake of the shootings that 
occurred recently in Littleton, 
Colorado, the board gave it)) 
approval to contracting security 
services for the school district. 
These services would be on-call 
and employed at ·the discretion of 
the superintendent for the remain­
der of the school year. 

Board member Carol Stumbo 
said she had no problem with hav-

ing guards hut wanted a counseling 
option included in the motion. She 
said many of last week's problems 
may have been avoided if the stu­
dents had been coun eled. 

Vice-chairman Jody Mullins 
said any plan should include the use 
of law officials when appropriate. 

Interim Superintendent/State 
Manager Woody Carter said he 
thought the prel.ence of security 
guards would heir case tension 
among staff. parents and communi­
ty member' and help assist staff 
with supervision. fie also said he 
was glad to get the extra latitude 
that the amended motion gave him.

Because of past clauns agamst 
the board, insurance may be diffi­
cult to obtain. The present carrier 
has declined to renew the system's 
policy. 

Jerry Roberts of Kentucky 
School Boards Association wrote to 
the board about the problem, 
"Basically, the insurance carrier 
needs to be convinced that history 
will not repeat itself or come any­
where near close to repeating 
itself." 

Since 1991. the system has paid 
out more than $700,000 in liability 
payments. 

Board Attorney Mike Schmitt 
said the board needs to be careful 
because companies might wnte the 
system a policy and not cover 
employment action. Schmitt said 
that employment coverage ·•is 
exactly the kind of coverage the 
board needs." 

Some local vendors of insurance 
services are asking that they be 
given the same opportunity to bid as 
other vendors in the state. Carter 
said the system was using Kentucky 
Educational Development 
Corporation to seek bids. He said he 
would ask that aii packets be sent to 
all vendors at the same time so no 
c.:ompames would gain an unfair 
advantage in biddmg. 

The board approved a tentative 
working budget next year in the 
amount of $31,742,099. Carter said 
the budget committee based deci­
sions on a needs assessment that 
was conducted last year. He sa1d he 
could have made cuts evenly across 
the board but mdi<.:ated there were 
areas that needed to be corrected. 

MulJins was surprised that as 
much as $200,000 was cut from the 

budget suhm11tcd by the mainte­
nance department. Caner said the 
maintenance budget was still up by 
about 10 percent from last year. 
Carter said maintenance would 
need more money next year to get 
facilities up to acceptable standards. 
Carter thanked the budget commit­
tee for their work. 

The system is still trymg to solve 
the problem of copiers. At an earli­
er meeting. Carter told the board 
that it would take as much as a year­
and-a-half to two years to get out of 
some of the contracts. Carter relat­
ed how one New Jersey company 
was not affected by h1s appeal that 
student monies were being spent. 
He said the company basically said, 
"We're a company. Our aim is to 
make money." 

The board now leases copiers 
from IKON Office Solutions Inc. 
The system leases 30 copiers for a 
monthly cost of $10,531. Stumbo 
wanted to know about the cost of 
the copiers still in school under 
other leases. Carter sa1d these 
schools had the option of keeping 
the leases if they could afford them. 

The board approved several trips 
that typically occur at this time of 
the year. The Betsy Layne High 
School art and band trip to Kings 
Island was approved. The trip is 
sponsored and funded by the art and 
band clubs at the school. The stu­
dents will be exposed to performing 
groups and experience a large city. 

The senior class of Betsy Layne 
had its Kings Island trip approved. 
The tnp 1s at no wst to the school or 
dastnct and gives the class an 
opportunity to parucapate in a group 
activity. 

The hoard approved the 
McDowell Elementary honor stu­
dents' tnp to Pigeon Forge, 
Tennessee, as an incentive for main­
taining a 3 0 or better OPA. Part of 
the money for 1he trip will come 
from the Gary Frazier settlement 
money, and the rest will come from 
money ra.ased by the students. No 
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expense will be mcurrcd by the 
schoolnr the distnr.:t. 

The board approved a contract 
w1th Big Sandy Area Development 
District to prov1de meals to senior 
citizens or Floyd County. The dis­
trict's food service department sub­
mitted a bid and was awarded the 
contracl to provide meals for five 
senior citizens throughout the coun­
ty. 

These meals will be prepared at 
Opportunities Unlim'ited and picked 
up by the mdiv1dual centers. The 
kitchen at Opportunities Unlimited 
would need to be open during the 
summer to fulfill th1s agreement. 

The kitchen serves about 60 
meals per day, Including, the meals 
presently being catered to Mountain 
Comprehensive Care. 

The extra income from catering 
meals to senior citizens would help 
prevent Opportunities Unlimited 
from losing money on its cafeteria 
and allow for an additional cook to 
the placed at that school, Carter 
said. Stumbo said she did not 
remember the board approving the 
contract with Big San.dy Area 
Development District to provide 
meals. 

The board approved the position 
of Distance Learning Facilitator for 
South Floyd High School, but 
Stumbo asked that the position be a 
district posit10n. 

The position will also serve as 
liaison for Floyd County district 
professional development programs 
for certified and classified staff, as 
well as ha.ason for Morehead State 
Umversity and Prestonsburg 
Community College evening class­
es. 

The board approved the posat1on 
of alternative education program 
faci lnator/data collector for South 
Floyd Middle School and High 
School. The schools anticipate the 
move w11l cut the number of out-of­
school suspensions by more than 70 
percent. 

The program also saves the dis-

trict money by using in-school sus­
pension rather than out-of-school 
suspension. 

Carter provtded the board a chart 
that listed surplus properties under 
three categories: sold. to be sold, 
and in the process of beang sold. 

The sold properties and their 
cost mclude Prater Elementary, $23, 
000; Aux1er Elementary, $22,400; 
Garrett Elementary, $1 0,000; 
Maytown Elementary, $25,000; 
Auxier playground tract, $30,000; 

Properties to be sold include 
Drift School property, Middle 
Creek property, Bays Branch, 
Harold Elementary, and Big Branch 
of Abbott Creek. 

Properties m the process of 
being sold are Toler Creek parking; 
Melvin Elementary, $25,000; 
Wheelwright High School gym, 
$15,000, and administration build­
ing, $190,000. 

John M. Stumbo Elementary 
Park property was on the chart as 
property that the board leases from 
the fiscal court. 

The board had a series of execu­
tive sessions that lasted until 11 :30 
p.m. in which they hea.Fd expulsion 
hearings. The board would hear one 
case and come out of executive ses­
sion and report its findings and then 
go into executive session for the 
next hearing. This occurred six 
times. 

Three students were pennitted to 
return to school. and three were 
expelled for the rest of the year. The 
three dismissed students can apply 
at Opportumties Unlimited next 
year, prov1ded they have undergone 
counseling. 

The board said the three dis­
missed students presented a threat 
to the safety of students and staff. 
These students cannot attend a 
state-funded agency until next year. 

Carter said the students who 
were readmitted attended school 
yesterday without incident. 

All board members were present 
except Jonnnie Ross.

Stubbs said he thinks the matter 
is being resolved, although he 
added that the status of the action

'The intent of the action was to 
work with the college to resolve 
problems," Hoover said.

We just 
want to make sure that the (testing) 
centers are serving students and that 
they meet the crite.ria of the nation­
al GED testing center." 

The PCC testing center is one of 
56 such centers across the state 
where the OED test is administered 
to adults who do not have a high 
school diploma and wish to earn 
what is considered an equivalent 
credential. 

Guidelines for the operation of 
the testing centers are laid down by 
the national GED Testing Center, 
which works through agencies in 
each state. In Kentucky, the 
Department of Adult Education and 
Literacy is that agency, Hoover 
sa1d. 

"The OED (testing) is actually a 
favor that we do for the communi­
ty," Kaikumba said. ''We don't have 
to do it ... None of the staff gets paid · 
(extra) to do it. It's JUSt something 
we do for our community."

'KIDS DON'T NEED A PAL, THEY NEED A PARENT' 

Editor: 
As the executive director of the Kentucky Sher­

iffs' Boys & Girls Ranch in Gilbertsville, for more 
than 20 years and working with children another 20 
years, I am growing disillusioned with what I am 
seeing--the decline of morals. a lack of respect for 
anyone. low self esteem and, in general, a gmdual 
decline of discipline in our homes. schoolsretc ... 

The chief culprit is the family and lack of parent­
ing. We are not giving what we should be giving to 
the children of today. I felt obligated to respond and 
make recommendations for parents. These rules of 
discipline (author unknown) are excellent to live by 
and they are: 

• Discipline does not mean punishment. Disci­
pline comes from the word "disciple" and rneans to 
teach, guide and lead. Punishment leads to anger, re­
sentment and rebellion. Uncontrolled punishment 
can lead to child abuse. 

• The goal of discipline is self-discipline. It is to 
set limits of behavior, rules relating to self and oth­
ers which the child can use as guides throughout life. 

• Discipline is not possible unless the child has 
self-esteem. One must respect and like himself be­
fore he can relate properly to others. 

• Be consistent. Rules and limits should not 
change from day to day 

• The best way to teach discipline is by example. 
A ch.ild will do as you do, not as you say. Let the 
child know your values, the things you think are im­
portant. 

• Practice mutual respect. A child must learn that 
\l.hile he may not like someone. that person's rights 
must be respected-at all times. 

• A child acts as he is treated. A child who is treat· 
ed with love, respect and trust acts accordingly. Sus-

picion, constant criticism and treating a youngster as 
incompetent, will often become self-fulfilling proph­
esies. 

• Love is not enough. If a child is not taught any 
discipline, showering him with love and affection 
will not prevent his becoming a social and emotion­
al cripple. 

• Accentuate the positive. Encourage good behav­
ior by attention and praise. Discourage improper be· 
havior by ignoring it or by giving calm, matter-of­
fact correction. Do not over-react. Some children 
misbehave to get attention. 

• Don't nit-pick. Don't constantly monitor and 
correct everything the child does wrong. Forget the 
little things. but be firm on the big problems. 

• Be reasonable in your expectations. Learn what 
behavior is appropriate for specific age groups. Ex­
ample: No 2-year-old can sit calmly in a restaurant 
for an hour. Parenting is a learning skill. Loto; of 
thinking and effort is required. 

• Kids don't need a pal, they need a parent. The 
out-of-control child panics when a problem arises, 
because he hao; been running the show so much, he 
may fear his parents are incapable of handling it. In­
stead of a buddy. the child needs and wants firm, lov­
ing, strong parents who care enough to teach him the 
rules to live by and will stand beside him all through 
life. 

Hopefully. the parents of today will read these 
rules and accept their responsibility accordingly. If 
so, maybe we can alleviate the horrible killings of 
children by children in the schools and elsewhere.

Medical professor 
revisits Martin home

Dr. Donald Frazier. University' 
of Kentucky professor of physiolo­
gy. was back home in Martin on 
Friday to share some of his knowl­
edge.: of medicine with another gen­
eration of students in hi' home­
town. 

Frazier spent some time at each 
of the three schools that are left in 
the Martin area: May Valley 
Elementary School, Mountain 
Christian Academy and 
Opportunities Unlimited. 

He seemed to be enjoying his 
stay at Opportunities Unlimited a 
little extra because he was on the 
site of his own high school - the 
old Martin High, and he seemed 
caught up io the moment.

Frazier went to school in Martin 
in the 1950s where he played bas­
ketball for Hoss Halbert with such 
people as Pete Grigsby Jr .. Ronald 
Tackett, E7.ra Click, Blake Ratliff 
and other~. 

As Frazier talked about medi­
cine, he made the citizens of Martin 
in his youth pan of the discussion. 
When he showed the studcnt:; badly 
damaged lungs. he said his mother 
may have a set of lungs in much the 
same condition because of her long 
habit of smoking cigarettes. 

Frazier said he told his mother 
he was taking her shopping. only to 

tali.l! her to UK to he lilted with a 
special machine that allows her to 
breathe easier and improves her 
quality of life. 

Frazier said that another Martin 
product. Dr. Charles Grigsby, was 
in his department at UK at one time. 

Frazier explained how grueling 
basketball practice could he under 
Halbert (and the players didn't get 
water breaks either). He said he 
would not recommend this regimen 
today because it could cause kidney 
stone~. 

One of the teachers in the audi­
ence compared the pain of kidney 
stones to childbirth. "Jf that is the 
case. the world would be greatly 
underpopulated if it were left to 
males to have the babies." the 
physician said. 

When Frazier opened his talk 
and demonstration. he told the stu­
dent'>, "You may be bored. but I 
refuse to be bored.'' If cro\\ d partic­
ipation and attention are good indi­
cators. everyone in the room was 
caught up in the program. 

While all high school students 
have access to models of the vari­
ous body organs. Frazier brought 
the real McCoys for h1s presenta­
tion. One student asked if the 
organs were real. "I wouldn't travel 
all this way to sho'>' you something 
that you could buy in the store,'' 
rrazicr said. 

In his talk. he was able to take 
something as complex us the human 
brain and explain how simple it is. 
You can buy all the things needed to 

· build one for less than $20 and have 
enough money to stop at 
McDonalds for dinner). Yet: he left 
the listener with an increased sense 
of awe for this "most fabulous 
organ the human race has known." 

Frazier said the brain is "exquis­
itely put together" anLI contains that 
"magic blueprint. DNA." 

Frazier has an interesting and 
successful approach to lectures. He 
Jays his materials out. starts talking 
and goes where his topic and audi­
ence take him. "I never lose my 
place because I never have a place," 
he said. in reference to this 
impromptu approach. 

Frazier has a rapport with high 
school ~tudents that allow:; him to 
get their attention, but he also has 
that ingredient that can separate the 
good teachers from the great teach­
ers - love of subject matter.

The web site, located at 
http://www.sos.state.ky.us. offers 
genealogists, educators. students.

French and Indian War in the 
1760s. 

"We're t:rying to keep history 
alive here and promote it," said 
Secretary of State John Y. Brown 
III. "This Land Office web site 
actually ~hows many of our original 
documents that in the past required 
a trip to Frankfort and hours of 
research. Now much of the Land 
Office's information is accessible 
over the Internet." 

Since 1934. Kentucky's original 
land records have been housed in 
the Secretary of State's Office.

Clark's military warrants and 
Daniel Boone's surveys are includ­
ed in the land patent files.

Its most innovative feature allows a

T ROUBLE AHEAD FOR 
TRUCKS? 

The first three seasons of 
NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series 
racing have been nothing less than 
sensatiOnal for both fans and tele­
VISion. Some sports experts say the 
series has proven to be the single 
most successful launch of a new 
sporting series this decade. 

But, after three years, several 
teams are taking a new look at the 
series, mcluding Hendrick 
Motors ports. 

When it originated in 1995, 
there were quite a few skeptics, but 
now after having grown to a 26-
race series across the country, with 
all of them on live television, the 
series has exceeded even 
NASCAR's original expectations.

NASCAR swatched to using the 
same format of their two big 
league senes. Now, teams have to 
be faster to the pits if they arc to 
rcsnnm competitive. And w1th a 
26-rnce schedule that consists of 
tracks from southern Florida to the 
state of Washington. 11 means 
teams have to shell out lots more 
money to cover the increased 
expenses. 

Without big bucks, teams can't 
run up front. Dale Earnhardt Jr. 
signed a contract with Budweiser 
for over $10 million a year to run 
in Wmston Cup beginning in 2000. 
Earnhardt will probably run 34 or 
35 races for his lO-m1l. Toss in 
several associate sponsors and 
Earnhardt will be paid over 
$500,000 per race by his sponsors. 

There arc only five or six 
Craftsman Truck teams whose 
1999 budget exceeds $2 million. 
Why is there such a difference in 
what a truck team gets versus a 
Winston Cup team'? 

Name recognition among dri­
vers is certainly a major factor, but 
1t is the television ratmgs game 
that determines how much a team 
can expect from a sponsor. 

The 1998 Winston Cup Daytona 
500 was watched by over nine mil­
lion households. In comparison, 
most truck events draw less than 
600.000 households. The formula 
sponsors use to pay teams is based 
on the number of fans that see their 
logo or corporate name on televi­
sion. 

What staned out as an inexpen­
sive little series has now turned 
into something almost as large as 
the Busch series. To run for the 
championship, a team needs as 
much equipment and members as 
Busch teams that operate on a $4.6 
million budget. 

And what is the payoff?

Hendrick Motorspons owns and 
fields the three Wmston Cup teams 
driven by Jeff Gordon. Terry 
LaBonte and Wally Oallenbach, 
plus the No. 24 Craftsman Truck 
driven by Jack Sprague. the 1997 
champion. Hendricks has been 
with the series since it started in 
1995. 

"It's a tough series to deal 
wuh, ·• sa1d John Hendncks. "The 
money's not there, or at least what 
we feel like it should be. The way 
they travel all over the country 
makes it a rough series to be 
involved in. 

''We are constantly reviewing 
all our racing programs, and we are 
looking at making some decisions 
about it (Craftsman Truck Series) 
versus a Busch or Cup team." 

NASCAR has increased promo­
tions and Craftsman Tools, the 
series sponsor, has stepped up a 
public relations effort to obtain 

more visibtlity for the series. 
We'll just have to watt and sec. 

If the trends continue there will be 

only three or four drivers capable 
of makmg a run for the champi­
onship.
