Broken power line causes three

Family seeks judgment from
city and insurance company

The tragic death of a child last
August has led to a formal com-
plaint, filed in Floyd Circuit Court,
against the City of Prestonsburg and
the California Casualty Insurance
Co.

Prestonsburg firefighter Timothy
D. Blackburn and his wife Tami are
claiming that the ecity’s negligence
resulted in the death of their young
son, Adam Patrick Blackbumn.

The six-year-old child. who was
also the grandson of long-time
Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom
Blackburn, was crushed when he
was pinned between a van and a fire
truck at the fire department’s North
Lake Drive station on August 29.

In making the negligence charge,

Attorney William Johnson of
Pikeville said the child should not
have been able to get into an
unlocked 1984 Chevrolet van,
which he did.

The child apparently got out' of
the van and it began to roll,
because, according to the com-
plaint, it was parked in a “grossly
negligent manner” which allowed it
to “roll freely and independently™
and to fatally injure the child.

The complaint claims the city
and the fire department failed to
“provide reasonable or adequate
safeguards against the potential
hazards to minor children on the
premises.

The attomey, in the complaint,
ties in the fire department’s proxim-
ity to Prestonsburg Elementary
School and the alleged potential for

school children to wander onto the
city property and gain access o
unlocked vehicles,

Using the van as a case in point,
the complaint says it was “left
unguarded, unlocked, unscotched,
and unattended near the public road
and public elementary school.”
Johnson added Wednesday that he
thinks this is particularly dangerous
because children are attracted to the
red fire trucks and related vehicles.

The complaint insists the city
was negligent for allegedly permit-
ting children “to play on, about,
around, or in the vicinity of the
equipment; Failing to warn chil-
dren, especially Adam Patrick
Blackburn, of the dangers involved
in playing upon or in the vicinity of

Bishop was also charged with
two counts of fleeing or evading a
police officer in the first-degree,

one on the ATV and the other on
foot. On the ATV, he is accused of
altempting fo flee Kentucky State
Police Trooper John McMahan, He
apparently attempted to flee KSP
Trooper Ronald Peppi on foot.

Both fleeing charges are Class D
felonies and the DUI is a Class A
misdemeanor.

A government-sponsored study indicates that alco-

* hol is involved in two of every five traffic deaths. In

the early 1980s, it was three of every five. Another

study indicates that movies and television programs
continue to be saturated with images of people engag-
ing in substance abuse, including the abuse of alcohol.

Could it be that people watch movies and television
without aping every form of pathologic behavior they
observe?

Certainly, the two studies are subject to interpreta-
tion. If they truly reflect a drop in drunken driving, the
cause is subject to speculation. But one thing is clear
even from casual observation. Whether or not there’s a
lot of drinking on the screen, drunkenness, to a large
extent, has been deglamorized in mainstream society.

Time was when a cocktail party was an opportunity
to throw a few back. Now some people order a cola or
a white wine and carry it around, sipping, until the
napkin it came with is tattered and crumpled.

Time was when a jolly inebriate was the symbol of
good times, good fellowship, a good host. Now the fel-
low guests tend to get nervous and embarrassed at the
first sign of impairment. The hostess wonders if she
will be sued if Fred runs over someone’s doghouse on
the way out of the neighborhood.

Winos are no longer comic figures. They are accu-
rately recognized as part of the substance-abusing
homeless. Old clips of Dean Martin, joking about dou-
ble images and hangovers, seem dated.

There are exceptions. Binge drinking, which teen-
agers and college students of an earlier generation

considered unmanly, as in “that poor slob can’t hold |
his liquor,” now seems to be treated as both manly and |

womanly in those groups.

But in some other groups, the culture seems to have
shifted in the direction of more healthful drinking.

This is gratifying for a number of reasons. Perhaps
too much fretting over the role-modeling of televised
drinkers is a waste of time. People were enjoying and
abusing alcohol long before the first cathode tube
burped to life. They would continue to enjoy it, and
sometimes to abuse it, even if a Y2K problem or a run-
away virus darkened every screen in the land forever,

But it also means that people can change. It means
that lives are being saved. It means that other cultural
changes may be possible — the further deglamoriza-
tion of smoking, for instance — without resorting (o
police-state tactics.

It means that tougher penalties for drunken driving
and better enforcement have had the desired impact of
getting people to look at their behavior, and not only
look at it but change it when advisable. — Omaha, Ne-

OBSERVE INTERNATIONAL MIGRATORY BIRD DAY

Editor:

In the month of May, hundreds of thousands of
migratory birds take wing, réturning to their breed-
ing grounds, passing through the Southeast. This
month, you may catch a glimpse of warblers, shore-
birds and thrushes, to name but a few.

What you won’t see are the muny challenges that
migratory birds face on their annual journey, So
many, in fact, that the second Saturday in May is set
aside each year as International Migratory Bird Day,
to focus attention on this beautiful and fragile re-
source. !

For the vast majority of people, birds represent
their sole everyday contact with wildlife. Birds con-
nect all of us, from city dwellers to suburbanites to
rural farmers with the natural world. Migratory birds
are an excellent indicator of the overall health of an
ecosystem, When bird species are declining, we
should be concerned. Habitat that benefits birds—
parks, greenways and wetlands—also contribute to
the quality of the human environment.

Migratory birds provide significant economic
benefits. An estimated 63 million Americans partici-
pate in birdwatching, generating more than $20 bil-
lion annually, In fact, birdwatching is one of the fast-
ed growing recreational activities in the United
States, outpacing golf and rivaling gardening in
terms of numbers of participants.

Birdwatchers spend an average of $100 million in
each state, directly supporting more than 200,000
Jobs and generating $1 billion in State and Federal
taxes.

The southeastern United States is of critical im-
portance to bird conservation. We not only provide
essential, year-round habitat for a large number of
species, we also host migrating flocks. More than

300 species of birds regularly visit or live in the
Southeast Region. This is close to half of all bird
species found in North America, north of Mexico.

The vast majority are nongame, migratory
species. The Southeast supports 60 percent of all mi-
gratory bird species—"neotropical migrants”—that
breed in North America and migrate to and from the
tropics during winter.

Many bird species are in decline due to habitat
loss, collision with-man-made objects and predation
from domestic animals. To survive, they must cross
boundaries of eco-system, states, and nations, so
protecting them must be a cooperative effort.

On May 8, take a few minutes to think what this
country would be like without the incredible beauty
and the rich biodiversity that birds provide,

= Go birdwatching—where you live or work, or at
your local or state parks, national wildlife refuges
and wildlife management areas.

* Provide habitat for birds when landscaping your
yard by using native (especially fruit-bearing)
plants.

* If you are a coffee drinker, consider buying
shade-grown coffee that provides more habitat for
migratory birds so they survive to return and breed
in our region. You can get more information on this

» Consider keeping your house cats indoors.

WRITER RESPONDS TO ‘LETTER OF ATTACK’

Editor:

Last week | shook my head in dismay as I read
the latest letter of attack by the renowned chiiracter-
assassin and your ex-officio editor, Lloyd “Blue”
Goble. 1 must respond. All of the quotes in this letter
are from Mr, Goble's past letters published by your
paper.

Years ago he regularly took to task the local
school board and peliticians. Months ago, he inex-
plicably turned on Christians and “churches.” He
bitterly described the local churches as having “near-
ly demonic™ preachers, controlled by “coal barons”
and “politicians.”

‘T have never liked telephones, at
least not since | was a teen-ager, back
when kids were not allowed to hang
out on the streets and hoot and holler
until the wee hours.

At
first, after letting a phone ring out, |
would scurry to dial my friends to
make sure they hadn’t just called.
Then, answering machines came into
being to solve that problem.

I’ve pretty much recuperated from
that. That boss long ago went out of
my life and | moved from that place.
Despite the answering machine, | gen-
erally answer the phone when I'm
home.

What 1 hate about phones now is
when I'm trying to reach someone and
have to sit through a jumble of pre-
recorded messages, straining to make
sure I understand the instructions.

Monday morning was a frustrating
case in point. Having received the
money for my totaled car (“moderate”
damage from the wreck almost two
months ago) and having located a de-
cent replacement, I began the process
of purchase.

Of course, if you've ever bought a
car, you understand the juggling act
that involves securing insurance for a
car that you don’t yet own and that
you can't own until you prove you
have insurance.

I began by calling the number list-
ed on my policy for my insurance
agent. Turns out the number is some-
where in cyberspace — a centralized
data collector located in Omaha or
Dallas or Des Moines who takes in-
formation for agents in the rest of the
country.

MY ONLY SON TURNS 16

This is a milestone timein the
life of my family. My son — my
and Renee's only child — tumns 16
this week.

One evening last week John and
his mom ordered his senior class
ring.

For the next few months | sup-
pose I'll get the privilege of trying
to teach him to handle a car. (I'm

QOur little boy is nearly grown up
and nearly gone from home. Once
they start driving solo, they never
really come back.

What amazes me 1s how fast his
adolescence has arrived.

Recently I happened across one
of my old journals.

As it turned out the journal cov-
ered, among other things, the ner-
vous days when Renee and I were
just discovering she was pregnant.

At the time it appeared we
couldn't have gotten her with child
at a worse time. | was scared.

We had just moved to Lexington,
where I was pursuing a master’s
degree in English at the University
of Kentucky.

We initially thought (wrongly as
it turned out) that our health insur-
ance had lapsed because Renee,
whose previous employer had pro-
vided us coverage, had changed
jobs,

1 was working as an uninsured,
part-time teaching assistant at UK.

My gross salary was $470 a
month, out of which the university
deducted my tuition and taxes.
Renee earned about the same.

We lived in a cramped apart-
ment.

I was sure I would have to quit

school, give up my dream of
becoming a writer and go to work ut
some job 1 hated to pay the forth-
coming hospital bills and buy dia-
pers and formula.

My journal reflects my inner-
most thoughts during those days,
put down on paper for no one's eyes
but my own, handwritten in sloppy.
unedited drafts,

I knew I should be disheartened,

Yet here’s what [ wrote from my
UK office on Mnnd.w Oct.. 11}
1982;

“There are no words to describe
the fecling. Euphoria? Ecstasy?
What do you say? Renee called to
tell me that the doctor says she’s
pregnant.
