It was not, could not have been this 
hot when 1 was young. 

Sure, I remember dirt necklaces 
ringing my throat after l'd played for 
hours in the afternoon sun on the tlat, 
coal-packed surface of an abandoned 
tipple. And I fondly recall how good a 
glass of ice water tasted when l sat on 
the front porch with the sweat pasting 
the backs of my legs to metal chairs. 

But it's much hotter now, isn't it? 
I can also remember when a big (I 

draw for restaurants and theaters was 
tJle sign that said simply, "Come in. It's 
cool inside." Motels, eateries and dime 
stores promoted the fact that they were 
air conditioned, something we can't 
conceive of a business establishment 
being without now. 

It is hotter now. 
I was even in Georgia through eight 

summers, living in several houses and 
apartments (I move a lot), only one 
place with air conditioning. I don't 
remember having a fan in most of 
those places, but we did leave the door 
open most nights. (Now you know it W 
was a long time ago.) 

The only people I knew well who 
regularly used air conditioning were 
my in-laws who lived in far-south 
Georgia, close to the Florida and 
Alabama state lines where swamps and 
alligators can be seen from the high­
way. 

They lived in six rooms of a huge. 
once-grand house and had a room air 
conditioner in the windows of five of 
those rooms. I was always cold in that 
house and slept under several covers 
when l was there. ~~ 

It is hotter now. 
In Arkansas where I lived for four 

years, the delta heat came at you in 
waves, steam rising off the Mississippi 
and wending its way up the Arkansas 
River, right into your skin. Still, I 
turned on the big window air condi­
tioner only wtwn I had company or 
those times when the temperature 
stayed above 95 late into the night sev­
eral days in a row. 

It is hotter now. 
I did not have a car with air condi­

tioning until 1992, and, to tell the truth, 
I seldom used it, primarily when I had 
to get somewhere with a minimum of 
damp wrinkles in my clothes. Saturday. 
I drove to Logan, West Virginia, and I 
intended to open the window and tum 
off the air conditioner on the open 
road. but the blowing air was so hot I 
ended up running the cooler during the 
whole trip. 

It is hotter now. 
At this writing on Wednesday 

evening after nine. I have four fans on 
in my upstairs apartment that stands 
unshielded in the sun all day long. I 
have rolled up the sleeves on my thin t­
shirt. My hair is wet around the hair­
line, and my forehead is damp. I'm on 
my second can of pop for the evening, 
and that's after at least three glasses of 
ice water. 

I hate investing in an air conditioner 
right now because there's a real possi­
bility my aunt will have to come live 
with me and we'll have to find another, 
larger place. But I'm afraid I might 
have to give in. 

As much as I like to have windows 
open and fresh air circulating. I am 
sweltering. I might have to compro­
mise. I am convinced it is hotter now.

Hi. my name is Charlotte Hale. I 
go to Prestonsburg Elementary and 
I'm in the third grade. I'm going to 
tell you about Accelerated Reader 
which we call A.R. This is a reading 
program that helps children learn to 
read and understand more books. 
Each child reads one book in their 
reading level and takes a test on it 
on a computer. 

The reading levels are shown by 
a colored sticker with numbers on 
it On the book, the sticker tells you 
the level and how many points you 
can earn.

The moment you stop 
leaming and teaching, ) ou might as 
well die," Hadley said. 

So, Hadley enrolled at the 
Univer<;ity of Kentucky. 

In early May. he was conferred 
his doctorate in education, 10 years 
after entering UK under lhe 
Donovan Scholars Program. 

Named for former UK President 
I lenry L. Donovan, the program 

• offers tuition-free academic and ' 

l'nrichmcnt courses to anyone over 
the age of 65. Launched in 1964, it 
is the nation's oldest program or its 
kind, awarding its first bachelor's 
degrl.!c in 1967 and its first Ph.D. in 
11)75. About 550 senior citizens par­
ticipate in college courses each 
semester. 

Arleen Johnson, di1ector of the 
Donovan Scholars Program. said 
the programs attract a broad variety 
of older students. She noted the 
number of older students likely will 
increase. since the population of 
people reaching age 65 is rapidly 
growing. 

''Older students say they like to 
come back to school because they 
study what they want. Some of 
them, who may have attended col­
lege previously. want to flesh out 
their basic knowledge with elec­
tives. 

''Some of them are re-tooling, 
like lhe ones who take computer 
classes to develop those skills for 
business purposes. Others want to 
write their memoirs. and computer 

classes are helpful in building skills 
with wort! processors," Johnson 
said. 

Johnson noted that a number of 
older studems are drawn back to 
school to finish their studies. "They 
may have left school because of war 
or for family reasons," she said. 

Older students usually find their 
decision to return to school to be 
wise, she said. 

Deb Danner, a researcher at 
L K's Sanders-Brown Center on 
Aging. confirmed Johnson's state­
ment. Danner earned her doctoral 
degree with a dissertation that stud­
ied decisions by senior citizens to 
retum to school. 

"I interviewed a number of older 
students, and one of them said, 'To 
be on campus with young scholars 

makes me feel many years younger 
and puts a spring in my step and joy 
in my heart."' Danner said. 

"I found that older students 
found value in the challenge of 
being around a diverse group of 
people they can interact with," she 
said. 

Hadley, who had received his 
bachelor's degree from West Point 
in 1946 and his master's degree 
from Columbia University in 1953. 
presents a perfect example of the 
people Danner and Johnson 
described. 

"I was with young people in their 
20s. I learned the new lingo. I don't 
share all of their interests, but we'd 
talk a lot over lunch," Hadley said. 

So what are Hadley's plans, now 
that he has received his Ph.D.? 

''I might go and take some more 
classes," Hadley said.

It was not, could not have been this 
hot when 1 was young. 

Sure, I remember dirt necklaces 
ringing my throat after l'd played for 
hours in the afternoon sun on the tlat, 
coal-packed surface of an abandoned 
tipple. And I fondly recall how good a 
glass of ice water tasted when l sat on 
the front porch with the sweat pasting 
the backs of my legs to metal chairs. 

But it's much hotter now, isn't it? 
I can also remember when a big (I 

draw for restaurants and theaters was 
tJle sign that said simply, "Come in. It's 
cool inside." Motels, eateries and dime 
stores promoted the fact that they were 
air conditioned, something we can't 
conceive of a business establishment 
being without now. 

It is hotter now. 
I was even in Georgia through eight 

summers, living in several houses and 
apartments (I move a lot), only one 
place with air conditioning. I don't 
remember having a fan in most of 
those places, but we did leave the door 
open most nights. (Now you know it W 
was a long time ago.) 

The only people I knew well who 
regularly used air conditioning were 
my in-laws who lived in far-south 
Georgia, close to the Florida and 
Alabama state lines where swamps and 
alligators can be seen from the high­
way. 

They lived in six rooms of a huge. 
once-grand house and had a room air 
conditioner in the windows of five of 
those rooms. I was always cold in that 
house and slept under several covers 
when l was there. ~~ 

It is hotter now. 
In Arkansas where I lived for four 

years, the delta heat came at you in 
waves, steam rising off the Mississippi 
and wending its way up the Arkansas 
River, right into your skin. Still, I 
turned on the big window air condi­
tioner only wtwn I had company or 
those times when the temperature 
stayed above 95 late into the night sev­
eral days in a row. 

It is hotter now. 
I did not have a car with air condi­

tioning until 1992, and, to tell the truth, 
I seldom used it, primarily when I had 
to get somewhere with a minimum of 
damp wrinkles in my clothes. Saturday. 
I drove to Logan, West Virginia, and I 
intended to open the window and tum 
off the air conditioner on the open 
road. but the blowing air was so hot I 
ended up running the cooler during the 
whole trip. 

It is hotter now. 
At this writing on Wednesday 

evening after nine. I have four fans on 
in my upstairs apartment that stands 
unshielded in the sun all day long. I 
have rolled up the sleeves on my thin t­
shirt. My hair is wet around the hair­
line, and my forehead is damp. I'm on 
my second can of pop for the evening, 
and that's after at least three glasses of 
ice water. 

I hate investing in an air conditioner 
right now because there's a real possi­
bility my aunt will have to come live 
with me and we'll have to find another, 
larger place. But I'm afraid I might 
have to give in. 

As much as I like to have windows 
open and fresh air circulating. I am 
sweltering. I might have to compro­
mise. I am convinced it is hotter now.

Accelerated reader in action 
by Charlotte Hale 

Hi. my name is Charlotte Hale. I 
go to Prestonsburg Elementary and 
I'm in the third grade. I'm going to 
tell you about Accelerated Reader 
which we call A.R. This is a reading 
program that helps children learn to 
read and understand more books. 
Each child reads one book in their 
reading level and takes a test on it 
on a computer. 

The reading levels are shown by 
a colored sticker with numbers on 
it On the book, the sticker tells you 
the level and how many points you 
can earn.

So, Hadley enrolled at the 
Univer<;ity of Kentucky. 

In early May. he was conferred 
his doctorate in education, 10 years 
after entering UK under lhe 
Donovan Scholars Program. 

Named for former UK President 
I lenry L. Donovan, the program 

• offers tuition-free academic and ' 

l'nrichmcnt courses to anyone over 
the age of 65. Launched in 1964, it 
is the nation's oldest program or its 
kind, awarding its first bachelor's 
degrl.!c in 1967 and its first Ph.D. in 
11)75. About 550 senior citizens par­
ticipate in college courses each 
semester. 

Arleen Johnson, di1ector of the 
Donovan Scholars Program. said 
the programs attract a broad variety 
of older students. She noted the 
number of older students likely will 
increase. since the population of 
people reaching age 65 is rapidly 
growing. 

''Older students say they like to 
come back to school because they 
study what they want. Some of 
them, who may have attended col­
lege previously. want to flesh out 
their basic knowledge with elec­
tives. 

''Some of them are re-tooling, 
like lhe ones who take computer 
classes to develop those skills for 
business purposes. Others want to 
write their memoirs. and computer 

classes are helpful in building skills 
with wort! processors," Johnson 
said. 

Johnson noted that a number of 
older studems are drawn back to 
school to finish their studies. "They 
may have left school because of war 
or for family reasons," she said. 

Older students usually find their 
decision to return to school to be 
wise, she said. 

Deb Danner, a researcher at 
L K's Sanders-Brown Center on 
Aging. confirmed Johnson's state­
ment. Danner earned her doctoral 
degree with a dissertation that stud­
ied decisions by senior citizens to 
retum to school. 

"I interviewed a number of older 
students, and one of them said, 'To 
be on campus with young scholars 

makes me feel many years younger 
and puts a spring in my step and joy 
in my heart."' Danner said. 

"I found that older students 
found value in the challenge of 
being around a diverse group of 
people they can interact with," she 
said. 

Hadley, who had received his 
bachelor's degree from West Point 
in 1946 and his master's degree 
from Columbia University in 1953. 
presents a perfect example of the 
people Danner and Johnson 
described. 

"I was with young people in their 
20s. I learned the new lingo. I don't 
share all of their interests, but we'd 
talk a lot over lunch," Hadley said. 

So what are Hadley's plans, now 
that he has received his Ph.D.? 

''I might go and take some more 
classes," Hadley said.
