.Survey of college staff

We're tempted to send up the smoke and say that Floyd 

County has a ne"" pope. but we don't want to be sacrile­
gious or to offend. But we do have a new, legitimately­
selected (we hope), clear-thinking (but he's coming here), 
intt•lligent (but he's coming here) school superintendent. 

After years or mishap) of our own making or brought 
on. we arc welcoming a new leader for our beleaguered 
school S) -.tern. 

Dr. Paul fanning comes to a place where the phys1cal 
plant il' in horrible shape. not just because of age but 
becau~e of neglect and thl' politics of disrepair and unac­
countal:lilit~. At least four schools within the last few 
weeks have been cited by the health department for leak­
ing roofs. unsafe tloors. bad ceilings and nasty restrooms 

Here, it seems hard to believe that in other places, 
buildings constructed a)> far back as the 1930s and '40s­
for goodness sake, I 00 years ago - are clean, light. dry 
and ~ccure. Here. a building put up during this decade is 
alrt>ad) in need of resuscitation. 

He comes to a place where morale is low and suspicion 
is high. Regardless of ho\\ well-intentioned the current 
leaders are. the legacy of decades of politically-based 
assignments, of jobs assigned according to the who's -your­
daddy personnel policy. and of conflict resolution by law­
suit has leJ to distrust and despair that will not be easily 
overcome. 

There arc places where policies arc delineated and fol­
lowed. where fairness is built into those policies. where 
the dross is picked over and tossed out. where good teach­
ing is valued more than brown-nosing, where standards are 
high and met. 

He comes to a place where education is not particularly 
valued. 

Here. he will find many parents who are uneducated 
themselve~ and see no reason for their children to be any 
different. He will tind parents v.·ho care more about who 
will coach their children on the sports field than who will 
teach their children in the dassroom. He will tind family 
members who make fun of children who excel academical­
ly. who ""ill chastise them for getting above their raisin's. 

Ht> comes ro a place where it is taken for granted that 
you play the game of politics and. if you want to survive, 
you phl) ll well. 

This 1s a place where games-playing ic; the accepted 
modus operandi. Even when you don't have to. you take 
the circuitous route of cutting deals and scratching backs.

We hope Dr. Fanning has been adequately apprised of 
the situation. that he is not coming in blind and totally 
naive. ripe for being eaten alive.

Last weekend the Flo) d County Board of 

Education voted to hire a !>Uperintendent of schools. 
Although there has been recent discussion about a 
ne\l. superintendent, I was surprised to learn that this 
deciSIOn bas been made. 

It is my understanding that the person chosen by 
our BOE is a resident of Alabama. He is someone 
who I. and many other residents of this county, have 
never heard of before. I wonder why there were no 
opportunities for public comment on this important 
issue. 

In recent years we have had many administrative 
changes in Floyd Count}. Early last year v,.hen 
rumors of a state rakeover r;urfaced. many of us won­
dered how it would affect our children and their edu­
cation. And last summer. amid plan!> for school clos­
ings and consolidation, we rallied in protest of 
actions taken by our state manager and interim 
superintendent. 

Now, having survived the tirst year of ~tate con­
trol. we can look back and see many positive 
changes. Because of some tough action. our county 
is well on its way to financial recovery. 

For the first timl' in my memory, school funds arc 
being fully accounted for and this money is being 
used to provide educational opportunities and to 
improve conditions for the childrt>n of Floyd County. 

State manager Woodrow Carter has been respon-

sible for many improvements at Betsy Layne 
Elementary. as well as other county schools. Mr. 
Carter has two more years to serve in Floyd County. 

Now we are told that the BOE has selected a new 
superintendent whose salary will be $110.000 per 
year. Why is it necessary to spend $220.000 over the 
next two years for another administrator when Mr. 
Carter is doing a fabulous job managing our system'? 

How many people do you know that would spend 
four consecutive Saturdays as a volunteer in our 
local schools? Mr. Carter picked up trash at Stumbo 
Elementary; helped landscape at Betsy Layne High 
School: helped paint inside the dome gym at Betsy 
Layne Elementary; and returned to Stumbo to help 
with their landscaping project. 

He did not have to attend any of these "clean-up" 
events, but he chose to in order to help increase 
school pride. 

It is my hope that before they acl. the members of 
our BOE will strongly consider leaving Woodrow 
Carter in charge of the Floyd Count) School System 
for the remainder of his three-year term. 

Why strip authont)' from someone who is acting 
responsibly and doing such a y;onderful job? Why 
waste $220.000 for additional administrative person­
nel? This money could be better spent to improve 
conditions for our children.

The 
state. they said. had built steps down to 
the creek, made picnic areas and created a 
channing. natural environment. 

The) could not recall \\hal had hap­
pened, but the state apparent!) abandoned 
the park, and O\ er the years. it has been 
roped off to he inaccessible and ha!> 
become overgrm\ n as nature reclaims its 
own. ll is no longl'r a pleasant place for 
travelers to rest.

fhe Postal Sen icc is in such 
need of change that any kind of 
refonn is sure to help. 

Right'? 
Wrong! 
A bill H.R. 22-currently 

under consideration in Congress 
would grant the Postal Service 
annual, automatic rate increases in 
the fir~t class mail monopoly with 
•·profib" to be used for executi\e 
bonuses. 

Titis not only puts the fox in 
charge of the hen house. it delivers 
the hen:- on a silver platter! 

To be sure. our out-of-control 
Postal Sen icc needs to be made to 
answer for slip-shod delivery. cus­
tomer -.cn·ice that teeters on the 
edge of hostility. and runaway. inde­
fensible spending. 

But, if you find accountability hy 
heading west. H.R. 22 is currently 
heading cast. 

The Postal Service is the only 
monopol) that has the power to 
raise its own rates. The problems 
this creates arc many. some of them 

~ painfully familiar to the everyda) 
consumers of the Post Office. 
Becaus~.· there is no one to answer 
to: 

• The level of service is in full 
retreat. For example. in many com­
munities used to door-to-door deliv­
ery. the Postal Sen icc is demanding 
nev. end-of-street cluster boxes that 
force elder)) residents into the 
worst winter weather if they want 
their mail. 

• One in live letters destined out-

side of an immediate metropolitan 
area i~ being delivered late accord­
ing to the Postal Sen ice's ov. n 
weakened standards 

• The Postal Service raised first 
class mail rates by a billion-dollars­
a-year despite a 393-12 vote of 
Congress last year demanding no 
increase in first class mail rates. 

• Postal executives wined and 
dined themselves to the tunc of 
nearly $125,000 at an elegant retire­
ment party for the outgoing 
Postmaster General. 

• Those same executivcs-900 
of them-rewarded themselves with 
I 998 end-of-the-year bonuses that 
averaged more than $10.000 each. 

Currently. a Postal Service 
demand for an increase in first class 
mail rates is reviewed by the inde­
pendent Postal Rate Commission 
(PRC) which can only make a rec­
ommendation back to the Postal 
Scf\ ice. which then sets rate<; where 
it want<;. 

Some in Congress would elimi­
nate even this level of review. By 
tying lir~t class mail rate~ to an 
inflation index-with no particular 
relationship to the cost of delivering 
mail they would. practically every 
year. allow an increase. 

Furthennore. by allowing excess 
revenue each year to be used for 
executive bonuses and eliminating 
the federal pay cap as a hindrance to 
the s1ze of those bonuses. this mis­
guided position would actually 
encourage postal executives to raise 
rates to the max11num allowable 
le\ el every year. 

You need to write, call email 
your congressional representative 
right now and make it clear that this 
a raw deal. We need more account­
ability. not le:.s. 

Urge him or her to oppose 
refonns that grant the Postal Sef\·ice 
more authority to raise flr:-.t class 
rates. Tell your Congressmember to 
instead support refomts that give 
the wdependent watchdog agency, 
the PRC. final rate-setting authority 
to prevent the Postal Service from

with the patient ... The family said 
the patient was okay now and the 
nurse gave them her number and 
told them to call her if the patient 
had the problen1 again .. . They (the 
surveyors) said our nurse should 
have gone out there," Holbrook 
said. 

Holbrook said she checked with 
the pauent's private physician and 
he agreed with the nurse's opinion 
and sent the state agency a letter in 
support of the local health agency. 
So did the patient's family, 
Holbrook said. 

''The physician said we did 
exactly what we should have done. 
They said the nurse should have 
gone there, but that's not the optn­
ion of the family. They said we 
should have done what we did," she 
added. 

"The damage this will cause is 
irreparable. We· ve done everything 
we' ve trted to do. We've jumped 
through every hoop ... J talked to 
Tim Vino with the Inspector 
General's office ... I requested an 
infonnal discussion I was denied 
that due process I'm not going to 
say we're perfect We may have 
failed to dot every "i" or cross every 
"t". We haven't committed any 
'fraudulent activities. Our patient 
care is above reproach." the director 
said. 

Holbrook has submitted a plan 
or correction that includes "imple­
menting all kinds of quality assur­
ance measures." Those measures 
include keeping logs, dally charts 
and tracking logs. 

"We're making visits whether 
they're needed or not. We're afraid 
not to. We don't want to lose our 
license." Holbrook satd. 

Holbrook said Barbara Owens. 
w1th HCFA, told her a HCFA man­
agement team will review the plan 
when they return from a traimng 
session next week. 

Owens referred questions to a 
public relations representative on 
the I ICFA :;taff. but that person did 
not return calls Thursday. 

Holbrook satd she had also 
talked w1th Dr. Rice Leech. state 
Commissioner of Public Health and 

he had seemed optimistic that her 
plan of correction will be approved, 
a second survey completed, and the 
tem1ination stopped before the July 
3 date. 

"We nssume they will accept the 
plan," Holbrook said. 

If they don't, "we have to enter 
into a legal battle to try to prove our 
innocence," she said.

the college and are dedicated to 
seeing that this institution survives 
and thnves." 

A majority of the responses -
72 percent- rated the operation of 
the prestdent's office as "poor,'' and 
86 percent reportedly said that the 
work and learning environmen t had 
not improved in the three years 
since another union survey indicat­
ed a "growing lack of civility" on 
the campus. 

A question concerning whether 
PCC is fulfilling its mission to pro­
vide quality education and scrv1ce 
to its community drew m1xed 
responses. About 51 percent 
answered "yes" or "somewhat'' and 
46 percent said "no," with three 
percent saying they ''don't know." 

Asked about areas of the college 
they considered as problems, 92 
percent cited management/employ­
ee relations. and 89 percent cited 
both declining enroll ment and cam­
pus climate. 

Other areas Identified as prob­
lems were employee turnover, ~ I 
pen;cnt: lack of posittve d1rcction. 
73 percent. and Jack of participato­
ry governance, 73 percent. 

Questions relating to student 
satisfaction at the college were also 
presented. About 70 percent of the 
respondents identified student 
retention as a problem. Around 
two-thirds cited class auendance 
and rising student fees.

92 percent said faculty and staff 
have little input in setting budget 
prionues, and 89 percent indicated 
they thought college funds were not 
allocated wtsely. 

More than half of the respon­
dents said the administration's 
preparation of the college for the 
upcoming accreditation revtew by 
the Southern Associatton of 
Colleges and Schools was poor. 
Five percent said the preparatton 
was excellent. 24 percent adequate 
and 16 percent did not know.

While Kentucky tcadtcrs meet 
or e:\cecd man) national perfor­
mance measures. the report con­
cludes that the state docs not col­
lect suflicicnt data to evaluate 
teacher quality and track the criti 
cal relation~hip between teacher 
performance and student out­
comes 

The report also linds that teach­
ing at the middle- or high-school 
level in subject areas for which 
teachers arc in.tdequatrly prepared 
may be widespread in Kentucky. 

"Kentucky's Teachers. Charting 
a Course for KER A.'s Second 
Decade". which \\as prepared by 
Stephen Clements. an assistant 
professor in the Department of 
Educational Policy Studie" and 
Evaluation at the Universil) of 
Kentuck). outlines mounting 
national evidence of the impor­
tance of teacher quality to student 
performance. 

"As social research has repeat 
edly demonstrated, the soctoec.o­
nomic status of children's parents 
has the greatest impact on their 
achievement levels," Dr. Clements 
reports. "This study reaffim1s that 
perennial conclusion but finds 
teacher quality is only slightly less 
influential in its impact on

For example, the report cites a 

National Commis~ion for Teaching 
and America's Future (NCTAF) 
study which found that home and 
family factors explained 49 per­
cent of the variance in student 
achievement on grade 3 to 5 math 
test scores while teacher qualifica­
tions cx.plaincd 43 percent of the 
variance. 

Kentucky teachers. accordi ng to 
the report. have significantly high­
er levels of graduate education 
than the national average, score 
above state and national averages 
on the ACT college admissions 
te:.t, and. on average. have higher 
grade point averages than required 
hy the colleges of education they 
enter. 

Graduates of Kentucky teacher 
training programs also score at the 
national average on "core" knowl­
edge and c;kills and in a number of 
disciplines. but they lag behind the 
national average in as many as a 
dozen disciplines. 

Many teachers also may be 
teaching in subject areas for which 
they are inadequately prepared. In 
a study of the college transcripts of 
Kentucky middle school math 
teachers, the Center and the 
Kentucky Department of 
Education (KDE) found that 61 
percent were teaching out of field. 
which the Na!tonal Commission 
for Teaching and America defines 
as having neither a major nor a 
minor in mathematics or math edu­
cation . 

Moreover. the report finds that 
Kentucky presently has no way of 
as~essing the extent of out-of-field 
teaching in other subject areas or at 
other levels. as data on the disci­
plines in which teachers major or 
minor are not routinely collected. 
Instead , the state relies on its 
teacher certification system for 
indicators of teacher preparedness. 
That system shows an almost fully 
certified teaching force. 

The report cites a number of 
trends that will influence the qual­
ity of Kentucky's teaching force in 
the years to come, including the 
anticipated retirement of as many 
as a quarter of those currently 
teaching within the next thrt>e 
years and predicted shortages of 
teachl!rs in some subject areas 

AC!ditionally, the report exam­
ines the roles that teacher training,

ahernative certification, profes­
sional development. and teacher 
salaries play in teacher quali ty. 

Many believe it will be neces­
sary to raise teacher salaries in 
order to elevate the quality of the 
teaching force. but to do so will 
present an enormous fiscal chal­
lenge, the study finds. 

At present. Kentucky teacher 
salaries rank 28th in the nation 
while state per capita mcome ranks 
42nd. Kentucky teacher salaries, 
however, stand at just 87 percent of 
the national average. 

To increase teacher compensa­
tion to the national level over the 
next decade, a Long-Term Policy 
Research Center analysis finds that 
an additional $1.75 billion in rev­
enue would be needed. A les~er 

goal of 91 percent of the national 
average would require $500 mil­
lion in additional revenue over the 
next decade. 

To improve teacher quality and 
fully realize the goab set forth in 
the Kentucky Education Reform 
Act of 1990, the report offers a 
series of recommendations: 

• Bui ld a comprehensive educa­
tion data collection system to 
ensure proper deployment of 
teachers, assess professional devel­
opment needs, gauge supply and 
demand imbalances, and assess the 
relationship between teacher skills 
and student outcomes. 

• Dramatically improve the pro­
fessional development system, 
grounding it more solidly in acade­
mic content. 

• Examine and evaluate our 
teacher training system, particular­
ly in light of subject-area prepara­
tion. and make changes according­
ly. 

• Institute alternative career 
paths and salary improvements for 
teachers. 

• Expand alternative certifica­
tion routes and create a new incen­
tive structure.
