Using ropes to descend an almost vertical 
hillside, cutting through thick undergrowth 
- and praying, rescue workers spent around 
five hours Tuesday afternoon trying to free a 
young Texan from a truck that had plunged 

~ straight down a precipice, off KY 777 
between Minnie and Garrett. 

They were finally successful in cutting 

Raynolfo Trevino Jr. out of the tanker truck 
cab and having him airlifted to the 
Universit)' of Kentuck) Medical Center. but 
internal injuries caused by the accident 
resulted in his death at about 9:30 that night. 
His truck had plunged over the hillside, in 
the area known as Stone Coal, shortly after 
noon, nine hours earlier. 

The 21-year-old Alice, Texas, resident 
had been driving a truckload of liquid nitro­
gen to a gas well site that was being worked 

by his employer Dowell, which has a 
Prestonsburg office. 

According to the Kentucky State Police 
report, Trevino was coming down a steep 
grade on an abandoned strip mine when he 
apparently "lost his brakes" and swerved to 
the right into a hillside in an attempt to stop 
the truck. 

The truck, however, continued on and 
struck three other vehicles, parked alongside 
the road, before going over the steep 

embankment. The cab of the truck jammed 
into the earth, trapping the driver, according 
to Derek Calhoun of the Floyd Count)' 
Emergency and Rescue Squad. "The front 
end of the truck was almost vertical into the 
ground," he said. 

Rescue workers and firefighters from 
across the county responded to the alert, but 
no one could get a vehicle of any kind to the

Although Bob Meyer resigned recently as 
director of the Mountain Arts Center in 
Prestonsburg, he's back to overseeing its 
operation - in a way. 

At Tuesday's meeting of the MAC 
Management Commission, Meyer was chosen 
to chair the panel of volunteers from a six­
county area. which is charged with overall 
management of the arts and education center. 

Meyer, who now works for Community 

Trust Bank. was selected during an executive 
session of the commission, replacing 
Prestonshurg Mayor Jerry Fannin, who 
agreed to serve temporarily after the resigna­
tion in May of founding chaim1an Paul 
Hughes. 

When Meyer announced he was stepping 
down as the MAC's first director, he was. at 
the same time, appointed to represent the 
Kentucky Opry on the commission.

18, of Middle Creek was placed in 
the custody of the Floyd County 
jailer after pleading guilty to two 
counts of first-degree robbery and 
two counts of unlawful imprison­
ment. 

According to Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney Brent 
Turner. on June 15 of last year, 
Jobie and Ruby Puckett, an elder­
ly couple. were robbed at knife 
point at their residence.

"People should not have to live 
with sheets of plastic for windows, 
"ith roofs that leak from dozens of 
place:. every time it rains. or with 
unsafe plumbing," said Long 
Thompson. "These grants will 
protect the health and safety of 
people who live in some of our 
nation's poorest rural areas and 
Jack the financial resources to 
make desperately needed housing 
repairs."

Enterprise Commumties in I 0 
states. These are specially desig­
nated rural areas of high poverty 
and unemployment levels that 
qualify for special federal assis­
tance. Four grants totaling 
$221,770 are being mnde in presi­
dentially declared natural disaster 
areas in two states. Another 13 
grants totaling $565,148 will be 
made for Indian Tribal lands in 
eight states. 

Kentucky's two recipients were 
announced by Thomas G. Fern, 
state director of USDA Rural 
Development in Kent'ucky. "The 
Purchase Area Housing 
Corporation and Kentucky 
Mountain Housing Development 
Corporation have been selected as 
Housing Preservation recipients 
for FY '99. Each organization will 
receive about one half of 
Kentucky's allocation of 
$1 76,800." 

Each Kentucky recipient will 
establish a single family rehabili­
tation program utilizing these 
funds as well as additional funds 
from a variety of other sources. 
The homes of about 20 low 
income homeowners will receive 
much needed repairs as a result of 
these awards.

had visited with them on occasion.

Nelson's attorney, Harolyn 
Howard. argued that Nelson 
admits he committed the crimes, 
but he did them "at a lesser 
degree.'' 

When the court reconvened 
after a two-hour lunch break, the 
jury learned that Nelson had made 
a plea agreement. with the prose­
cution dropping the charge of first· 
degree assault. 

Nelson could have received up 
to 50 years in prison for the origi­
nal charges. The prosecutor sug-

site. Workers had to run ropes 
down the incline to reach the bot­
tom. They struggled to get the cab 
into a position where the UK med­
ical team could attend to Trevino. 
Calhoun said a bulldozer was able 
to move the truck a couple of feet, 
and workers alternately uc;ed the 
jaws of life rescue tmplement and 
crib blocks (square logs) to extri­
cate the driver. 

Calhoun said the victim was 
"responsive and in and out of con­
sciousness" throughout the ordeal. 

When rescuers were finally able 
to get the driver out of the truck. 
they had to put him in a Stokes bas­
ket. Several people worked togeth­
er to keep Trevino's body level, as 
they were all pulled up the hillside 
to the point where he could be 
loaded into a four wheel vehicle 
and taken to the UK helicopter, 
which was on an old strip mine site 
about a mile away. 

"It was one of the hardest extri­
cations I'd ever seen," said Patrick 
Wright of the Left Beaver Rescue 
Squad, "Where the truck was, the 
situation and the amount of dam­
age. I've never seen anything like 
it. .. 

Sheriff John K. Blackburn, who 
was at the scene with Deputies 
Steve Toy and Jason Newsome, 
said it was around 6 p.m. when 
Trevino was finally placed on the 
helicopter. 

Blackburn commended the res­
cue volunteers who were on the 
scene. He said he did not think any 
more could have been done, con· 
sidering the circumstances. "He 
(Trevino) was pinned in so bad, and 
where the vehicle was, there was no 
room to work," he said. 

According to the sheriff, teams 
from Wayland, Garrett. and 
Maytown volunteer fire depart-

ments also responded to the acci­
dent. The KSP report added that 
Trans Star Ambulance responded. 

Wright. of the Left Beaver 
Squad, said he was particularly 
proud of the way all those who 
responded worked together. 

Apparently, the liquid nitrogen 
posed no environmental hazard. 
Lon May. head of the county's 
Disaster and Emergenc} Services, 
said the product is used to "open up 
the pores of a gas well to help it 
produce better." 

May's assistant, Randy 
Gearheart, went to the scene, but 
"without an environmental hazard, 
it was a non-mcident for us," said 
May, whose office monitors and 
reports on a11 hazardous events. 

Calhoun, of the Floyd County 
squad, said the liquid nitrogen 
leaked out of the tanker and ran 
down beyond the truck. He said it 
effectively froze the ground and 
then thawed. "It was not of any 
danger unless you were real close 
to it," he said, adding that the area 
around the leak was noticeably 
cooler. 

Linda Stltnsky. a spokesperson 
for the Schlumberger Company, of 
which Dowell is a part, said 
Trevino was on his way to a job site 
when the accident occurred. She 
said the company is conducting tts 
own investigation. She added that 
all employees of the company go 
through a rigorous driver training 
program. 

Silinsky, speaking from the 
company's Houston office 
Wednesday afternoon, said several 
company managers had gone to 
Trevino's home in Alice to console 
his fiancee and grandmother, his 
only survivors. "Our number one 
thing now is to console the family," 
she said.

• Do not shut registers or close 
off rooms when your air condi­
tioner or heat pump is cooling.

- energy may actually be used! 
Also, restricting the air flow to the 
air conditioner or heat pump may 
cause damage to the compressor, 
reducing its life and causing 
expensive repairs. 

• Close blinds and curtains in 
sunny windows. Be sure curtains, 
draperies or furniture are not 
blocking your cooling registers. 

• Consider installing a pro­
grammable thermostat that will 

.automatically set up the cooling 
temperature when you are at work 
and back down when you get 
home. A qualified heating and 

'- cooling contractor can give you 
more details. 

• Tightly close all windows and 
doors when running heat pumps or 
air conditioners. Open windows 

and doors not only let in hot air 
but also humidity. which will 
cause the cooling system to run 
longer and use more energy. 

• Change heat pump and air 
conditioner filters as recommend­
ed by the manufacturer. A dirty fil­
ter restricts air flow to a heat pump 
or air conditioner and may cause it 
to use more energy or even harm 
the compressor. 

• If you have room or window 
air conditioner. move the thermo­
stat setting to the highest comfort­
able position. Try to confine your 
activities to the area of your home 
that is air conditioned. You may 
want to close off some of the other 
areas. Portable fans also can help 
spread the cooled air and do not 
use much energy. 

• Wear light, comfortable cloth­
ing, drink plenty of fluids and stay 
inside. This should help you feel 
cooler and resist the urge to turn 
down your thermostat. 

• If your air conditioner or heat 
pump system is more than 15 
years old, you may want to consid­
er replacing it with a newer, high 
efficiency model. A qualified heat­
ing and cooling contractor can 
provide an estimate of replace­
ment costs and potential savings.

IGNO~NC£ ~£fGNS 
There's no accounting for ignorance. Just 

when we begin to feel complacent, we're 
slapped in the face by senseless acts that hurt 
deeply and even kill, acts that go beyond the 
ability of people with reasonable intelligence to 
understand. 

This week in Lexington, for instance, a young 
mother reportedly left her baby and one she was 
taking care of in a parked car while she went 
shopping. 

It wasn't as if she left them for a few minutes 
to run into a convenience store for a newspaper, 
a cup of coffee and a lottery ticket - not that 
even this action is acceptable. It wasn't as if she 
left the engine running and the air conditioning 
on to dash into a utility office to pay a bill -
again, not acceptable. 

No, she left them for as much as two hours in 
a sealed car, the windows of which police had to 
bash in to get at one dead baby and one near­
dead baby. 

How much common sense does it take to 
understand that the sun turns a locked car into 
an oven? Even in winter, the sun, over a few 
hours, can heat a car. In July, it can cook a child 
or an animal. 

How can any of our societal resources fight 
this kind of ignorance? 

Another case in point: Around the Fourth of 
July, the time at which we celebrate such con­
cepts as equality, fairness and freedom, a young 
white man roamed Illinois and Indiana, killing a 
young black man - in front of his children -
and a young Korean man, near the doors of a 
Methodist church, and shooting at other blacks, 
Asians and Jews. 

Then, taking hate to its ultimate end, he killed 
himself. 

What could make a person hate so much that 
he would single out individuals and shoot them 
without any reason other than they were unlike 
him. He did not know these people; he simply 
knew that he hated the color of their skin and 
their ethnic background. Unreasonable, ignorant. 

Both of these cases bring home the fact that 
ignorance does not separate itself on the basis of 
education or intelligence. Both of the perpetra­
tors were high school graduates, had been to 
college. If education is, indeed, supposed to 
enlighten us, it did not work on these two. 

As a society, we must seek solutions to the 
problem of ignorance. Every time an incident 
such as these occurs we are all set back a few 
notches, humankind is diminished, and we are 
all the worst for wear. - Pam Shingler

Union shares company's concerns 

Editor: 
In response to Barry Tourigny's Jetter (FCT, 7-9-

99), the union does represent more than 300 
employees who more than anything want a con­
tract, but a reasonable contract. HRMC will not 
recognize the RNs into our union, which we won 
by one vote. 

The 17 RNs who didn't get to vote were pro­
posed to SEIU 1199 by HRMC to be excluded, as 
we agreed to. Now HRMC claims their exclusion is 
unfair and is spending countless dollars to fight 
this, not to mention going against the National 
Labor Relations Board decision to certify the votes 

, in SEIU's favor. We have provided HRMC with a 
list of 61 RNs who have signed cards that state they 
will back the union and seek membership. By the 
way, 61 signatures represent the majority of the 
RNs eligible for membership. Despite this HRMC 
continues to fight this issue. 

As to the community's concerns, we share those 
concerns as well as our own personal financial con­
cerns that a strike would place on the community 
and ourselves. We also hope the people of the com­
munity understand that we have very important 
issues, such as job security, so that local jobs can­
not be contracted to out-of-state or out-of-commu­
nity laborers. 

We also have concerns of our health insurance 
due to the fact that HRMC has proposed an insur-

ance plan that would cost employees (a high per­
centage) of that employees annual income. 

They have also proposed a 1 percentage wage 
increase per year for the following three years, 
even though the facility is a multi-million dollar 
organization. 

The hospital can afford to bring in an out-of­
state lawyer only to receive bad legal advice. 
HRMC also has expenditures to hire an out-of-state 
security firm to walk around and try to intimidate 
employees when all they are intimidating are the 
visitors and possible patients throughout the sur­
rounding community. HRMC already employs a 
more capable security force of its own. 

As for bargaining in good faith "The 
Professional Management Team" has abruptly 
walked out of negotiations, along with putting 
ridiculous proposals before the union to consider. 
Our goal, as is Mr. Tourigny's, is no strike, but a 
fair and just contract so we can continue to provide 
the best health care to our neighbors and communi­
ty. 

We hope the community will support us and 
voice their opinions to HRMC. Call human 
resources to voice your support at 886-8511 ext. 
7530.

The program combines a variety 
of ways to deliver traditional class­
room study in nontraditional 
ways-including interactive televi-
sion (lTV) demonstrations and clin­
ical experiences that allow students 
to complete their stud) near their 

, homes.

: program existed east of Lexington. 
, and only one mobile dental hygiene 
:.0 program provided dental hygiene 
~ study in eastern Kentucky. The 
~ mobile program moved to a new 
~ location every three to four years.

Central Kentucky Technical

"In keeping with the true 
spirit of a seamless postsecondary 
education system, this agreement 
among seven KCTCS colleges 
allows students throughout Eastern 
Kentucky easy access to a meaning­
ful career in auxiliary dental care." 

In addition to access, the pro­
grams also provide opportunities 
for combined learning experiences. 
"We found six different courses in 

t l each of the two programs that had 
similar curriculums," said Dr. 
Judith James, KCfCS vice presi­
dent for academic and student 
affairs. "By offering integrated 
classes to students in both tmct:. 
they can begin to see how the two 
career choices interact." 

In addition to the KCTCS insti-

tutions. the program al!>o optimizes 
resource <;baring among the col­
leges and the dental health commu­
nity. The ·'sender" sites will trans­
mit the "lecture" portion of the inte­
grated curriculum; the "receiver" 
sites will house the classroom. labo­
ratory and clinical experiences; and 
the "access" group will provide 
general educational/developmental 
studies. 

"In other words, a student major­
ing in dental assisting may be sitting 
in a classroom at Hazard 
Community College and hi~/her 
profes~or is lecturing from a class­
room at Central Kentucky Technical 
College in Lexington."

Hazard Community College will 
be used for the clinical and labora­

"Summer heat is extremely tough 
on automobiles," said Dan Dickson, 
public relations manager for AAA 
Blue Grass/Kentucky. "A few 
moments spent checking your car\ 
vital components can help you enjoy 
a summer of trouble-free driving.'' 

AAA offers these simple mainte­
nance tips: 

• To prevent dangerous and 
inconvenient tire failure, examine 

• tires for uneven or excessive tread 
wear. Make sure all tires, including 
the spare, are inflated properly. 

• With the engine off, look for 
worn or cracked belts and damaged, 
blistered or soft hoses. Inspect the 
antifreeze/coolant level and condi­
tion, making certain the proper 

: 50/50 mixture of water and coolant 
: is present. 
: • Check the motor oil and its con­
' dition. If driving under extreme con-

ditions, such as hot tempemtures or 
towing a vehicle, switch to a motor 
oil with a higher viscosity. Check the 

owner's manual for specific oil rec­
ommendations. 

• A properly working air condi­
tioning system will help motorists 
keep their cool in summer heat. If 
needed, have the air conditioning 
serviced by a qualified technician, 
using the refrigerant R-12 in older 
systems or R-134A in new or modi­
fied air conditioners. Do not use 
non-approved substitute refrigerant-;. 

If you are uncomfortable per­
forming a vehicle inspection your­
self, a qualified auto service facility 
can do it for you. 

Because even the best maintained 
vehicles can develop mechanical 
problems. it is critical that motorists 
plan in advance on how to handle 
breakdown situations safely, accord­
ing to Dickson. 

"Never assume your car won't 
give out. Think about what could 
happen if you were suddenly strand­
ed on a busy expressway or on a 
deserted highway," said Dickson. 
"Would you know what to do'! 
Would you have what you need to 
get going again?" 

The first rule when your vehicle 
begins to malfunction is not to panic. 

Signal and pull completely off the 
road onto the shoulder. Avoid any 
sudden or panic maneuvers. 

Once on the side of the road, tum 
on your emergency flashers. Use 
extreme caution when exiting the 
vehicle. If necessary, exit from the 
passenger side to avoid being struck 
by traffic. 

Jf you have a cellular phone or 
other communication device. call for 
help. Be ready to provide your exact 
location, including highway and 
mile marker or major landmarks. Set 
up reflectors, flares or other signal 
devices to alert passing motorists. 

If waiting for assistance and tem­
peratures permit, roll up your win­
dows and lock your doors. If some­
one other than a uniformed police 
officer stops, roll down the window 
only enough to ask them to call for 
help. Since surroundings and haz­
ards vary, use your best judgement in 
deciding whether to stay with your 
car or walk for help.

:well in Duke University TIP program 

Nearly 750 Kentucky seventh­
graders who participated in the 

' 1998-99 Duke University Talent 
Search Program scored at the highest 
levels on the ACT or SAT, the 
Department of Education announced 
today. 

Of the 2,455 Kentucky seventh­
graders in the program, 724 scored at 
or above the level of the average col­
lege-bound senior. Forty-two stu­
dents scored at or above the level of 
the top five percent of college·bound 
seniors, receiving grand level recog-

" nition from the program. In 1997-98, 
543 Kentucky students scored at or 
above college-hound seniors' levels. 

and 37 received gmnd level recogni­
tion. 

At a ceremony held at Western 
Kentucky University in late May, the 
724 students received certificates. 
scholarships to Kentucky colleges 
and universities and other items. 

Kentucky schools with at least 
one student qualifying for grand 
level recognition are named 
"Schools of Distinction'' by Duke. 
Pikeville High School in the 
Pikeville Independent district was 
given that distinction. No school-. in 
Floyd or Johnson counties were 
among the schools of distinction. 

The Talent Search, a component 

of Duke's Talent Identification 
Program (TIP), identifies academi­
cally talented 7th-graders based on 
standardized test scores achieved 
while attending elementary or early 
middle school. Candidates are iden­
tified and encouraged to complete 
either the SAT l: Reasoning Test or 
the ACT Assessment college 
entrance examinations.
