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~ Mitchell sentenced to life in prison i w.-::~ide

Andy Mitchell was given a life sentence 
Monday for the murder of his estranged 
wife, Billy Jo Mitchell. 

After his sentencing hearing was resched­
uled a number of times, Mitchell, 54, of 
Dwale, stood before Floyd Circuit Court 
Judge Danny P Caudill to receive the 
Commonwealth's recommended sentence. 
He was sentenced to five years on each 
count of stalking in the first degree, 20 years 
each for first degree rape and first degree 
burglary, and a life sentence for murder. 

Each sentence will run concurrently. 

Mitchell will be given a chance for parole 
in 12 1/2 years. 

Billy Jo Mitchell was killed on 
November 2, 1997. One year earlier, 
December 29, 1996, Andy Mitchell gave the 
first hint of the trouble that was to come. 

After Andy Mitchell was arrested for 
fourth degree assault that December day, 
Kentucky State Police Trooper John Hunt's 
report said that Mitchell told him he "was 
going to drive to her (Billy Jo's) location and 
give her another dose if she would not talk to 
him on the phone." 

On January 6, 1997 a domestic violence 
order (DVO) was issued against Andy 
Mitchell. 

Later that year, on October 6, 1997 a 
show cause order was issued after Mitchell 
violated the DVO. In an affidavit, Billy Jo 
Mitchell said she and Andy Mitchell had 
been arguing when Andy emptied out her 
closet, put her clothes into her car, poured 
gas on the car and in its front seat, and 
"threatened to light it if I don't take him 
down the road." 

In her affidavit, Billie Jo Mitchell said 
Andy Mitchell had also threatened to "cut 
off pieces of her privates and fry them." 

Neither Andy Mitchell nor his attorney 
appeared at an October 27, 1997 show cause 
hearing, prompting another DVO to be 
issued. Both DVO's were to be in effect until 

the year 2000. 
With court orders and a police escort by 

Deputy Dwayne Jarrell, Billy Jo went to 
Andy's residence on October 28 to secure 
personal belongings. but problems erupted. 
Andy Mitchell was placed under arrest by 
the deputy for disorderly conduct because he 
threatened to "bust up the belongings" of 
Billy Jo, according to reports by Jarrell. 

Released just five hours later, Andy 
Mitchell was on Billy Jo's doorstep that 
night forcing his way into her residence by 
pushing violently against the door she held, 
records show.

He was in a no 
wake area and had just stopped to look around. 

"l was not paying attention:· Barber said. 
His daughter Megan, 15. entered the no wake 

area, too close to her dad, and ''panicked." Barber 
said his daughter, "who is an excellent driver," let 
up on the gas pedal.

·Counties unite for water

Aoyd County is the lead county in the formation 
of a regional orgam:tat1on to draw water from Carr 
Fork Lake in Knott County. 

The proposed plant at the Knott County lake will 
produce from 6 to 6-l/2 million gallons of water per 
day, the judge-executive said. In contrast, Beaver 
Elkhorn, which has as its source the Levisa Fork of 
the Big Sandy River, now produces two mlllion gal­
lons per day. 

A proposed water plant at the lake would provide 
water for parts of Floyd, Knott, Letcher and Perry 
counties. 

In addition to serving residential water customers 
in the region. the Carr Fork water suppl) would serve 
a new state prison to be located 10 Knott County and 
the proposed Red Fox Resort at Carr Creek State 
Park. 

As administrator of the most populous of the four 
counties, Floyd Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson penned the executive order that recently 
established the Carr Creek Water Commission. 

• The members of the new organization are Letcher 
County Water District, Vicco Municipal System in 
Perry County, and Caney Creek Water District and 
Hindman Municipal System, both in Knott County. 
Beaver Elkhorn Water District which serves a portion 
of Knott, as well as the south ·Central and southwest 
sections of Floyd, is the fifth member. 

Thompson said that Gov. Paul Patton has been 
stressing the need for regional alliances to extend safe 
water systems throughout the state, and particularly 
in eastern Kentucky where the percentage of persons 
served by public water systems is lower. 

"What (the Carr Fork project) gives us in the 
future is a backup - or, if necessary, a primary -
water supply for Floyd County," said Thompson. 

By thinking regionally, funding should be easier to 
secure, Thompson said. He indicated that about $8 
million of the $12.5 million needed for the first phase 
of the Carr Fork project has been promised. Sources 
include the state Corrections Department, the US 
Department of Agriculture Rural Development, and 
the governor's water project funds. 

School board tables proposals

Newly-hired Superintendent 
Paul Fannin mostly watched the 
Aoyd County Board of Education 
members get down to business 
Monday night and show that they 
meant business. 

After stressing the need to fol­
low the process of going through 
proper channels for many months, 
the board tabled three proposals 
Monday night at the regularly 
scheduled meeting at Betsy Layne 
that had bypassed the route. 
Board members said the proposals 
had merit but did not pass the 
basic litmus test: they did not go 

~ through the budget committee. 
The proposals included a 

request from the Betsy Layne 
Touchdown Club for additional 

funding to help finish the weight 
room to be used by the football 
team; a request from Betsy Layne 
High to purchase The Academy of 
Reading Program that has proven 
to raise reading scores one to two 
grade levels in one year; and the 
creation of eight health aides posi­
tions to serve the elementary 
schools in the county. 

Board chairman Terry Dotson 
said if the board members are not 
careful, the system will find itself 
in financial woes much like it has 
experienced the past few years. 

Board member Carol Stumbo 
said it is important to follow the 
process and when a new program. 
such as The Academy of Reading 
came along, the system should try 
to purchase it for the whole sys­
tem. Stumbo said she wanted the 
practice of pitting one school 

against another school to stop. 
Board members stressed that 

any programs that required board 
funds must go before the budget 
committee and compete with all 
other items that call for funding. 

Associate commissioner Tom 
Willis spoke to the board about the 
status of State Manager Woody 
Carter. He said Carter will be here 
for the duration-20 more months 
or unti I February or March of 
200 I . He stressed that Carter is 
not under the direction of the 
!:<'loyd County Board. 

He emphasized that there will 
be no division of labor because 
Carter was on board. Carter's 
objective is oversight, Wilhs said. 

Stumbo asked what oversight 
meant. Willis told her according

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"She lost control. She tned to cut 

the wheel. hut she couldn't When 
you let up on the gas. you can't 
steer the JCt ski ... he said. 

The JCl ski slowed. but came 
toward David Barber and his son. 
Ryan saw the out-of-control jet ski 
heading toward him and jumped off 
the back, according to Barber. 

The jet ski hit the front and side 
of David Barber's jet ski. The colli­
sion caused Megan and Margo to be 
thrown mto the water. 

All family members were wear­
ing flotation devices. 

David Barber was seriously 
injured. He didn't know it, but he 
had broken two ribs. He tried to 
turn around in the water to look for 
his young son. but was unable to 
move. 

"I wanted to find Ryan. That was 
a helpless feeling," Barber said. 

People on a fishing boat who 
had witnessed the accident took 
Ryan, Megan and Margo to a near­
by houseboat. Two men on another 
boat, jumped overboard and swam 
to David Barber. They then swam 
him onto shore where emergency 
personnel had just arrived. 

"It's amazing how quick 911 and 
the EMT (emergency medical tech­
nicians) were on the scene," Barber 
said. 

The Floyd County Rescue Squad 
and the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department's rescue personnel 
responded to the accident site, but 
when they arrived EMT's with 
Respond Ambulance had already 
administered treatment and were 
ready to transport Barber to the hos­
pital. 

Barber was admitted to 
Highlands Regional Medical 

Center. He was treated for two bro­
ken ribs and for mjuries to his ver­
tebra. The transverse process, 
which he called "ears on his verte­
brae'' were cracked. 

Barber compared the vertebrae 
to spools of thread and said those 
spools arc joined on the bottom by 
ligament sticks. The "ears" are the 
ligament sticks where the muscles 
attach. He said he is in no danger of 
paralysis from the injury and he 
suffered no nerve damage. 

Barber said he has been in the 

middle of a ''big campaign" and had 
visited 15 counties. He said this 
won't slow him down for long, and 
that his family will be out repre­
senting him. Right now. Barber 
said, he's "sore and it hurts to 
move." 

As soon as he can, he says, he 
wants to be back in the political 
fray. 

'Tm pretty tough. I'm going to 
get out and shake hands, but I won't 
be doing any hugging," he said.

Power shortage passes 
On Sunday evening, officials 

with American Electric Power 
(AEP) asked its customers to cut 
back on their power usage due to a 
critical supply problem. 

• AEP lifted that request Tuesday. 
saying the problem has eased due to 
the quick response of its customers 
and to w cather conditions in Ohio 
and Indiana. 

AEP had asked its major energy 
users. including American Standard 
at Paintsville. and the Dupont 
Company in Ashland, to conserve 
energy. 

"Monday was predicted to be a 
rough day. It was an extreme!) hot 
day," Chuck Ferguson, AEP's cor­
porate communications representa-

~ tivc, said Tuesday. ..If customer.s 
had not responded to our request. 
there could have been problems 
yesterday. The public came 
through.'' 

AEP also shut down area coal 
mines it owns in an effort to meet 
the demand for electricity, Ferguson 
said. Industries have a tariff agree­
ment with AEP. and that agreement 
includes a clause that they may 
have to reduce their power usage 
temporarily, according to Ferguson. 

!Iii but it is .. unusual'' for that service to 
be interrupted. 

The company has agreements 

with other electrical companies to 
sell or purchase power. 

There hasn't been any excess 
power," Ferguson said. 

Residential customers had been 
asked to set their thermometers at 
78 instead of 75. 

''That helps tremendously when 
a lot of people do that," Ferguson 
said. 

Customers were also asked to 
wait until after 9 p.m. to run their 
dryers. 

"After 9. customer usage drops. 
The meters tell us when a lot of 
electricity is being used," Ferguson 
said. 

The AEP representative said rain 
that passed through the region 
caused temperatures to drop some 
and reduced power usage. Rain in 
Indiana and Ohio helped to restore 
power supplies in the Midwest, 
according to AEP officials. 

"We were never at capacity," 
Ferguson said. "We w~~·e close 
across the states we serve. 

"When businesses and residents 
voluntarily cut back on their usage 
and they do. every little bit helps," 
he added. 

AEP continues t<> asks its cus­
tomers to use . energy wisely. 
Weather forecasts predict high tem­
peratures throughout the week.

Tomorrow, negotiations are supposed to resume 
in the quest for a collective bargaining agreement 
between the administration of Highlands Regional 
Medical Center and its employees who are mem­
bers of SEIU/ 1199. 

We urge both sides to go into the meeting com­
mitted to reaching a reasonable, congenial, work­
able, mutually beneficial agreement. We are con­
cerned - as are most of the people in this region 
- that this will not be the case. 

Wild accusations and threats have been made 
by both sides. all designed to scare and to incite. 
They have been highlighted by exclamation points 
and finger-pointing language, tinged with sar­
casm. 

We have willingly accepted the letters to the 
editor from union employees and hospital admin­
istrators. We have an obligation to provide this 
forum. and the letters make interesting reading. 

But, we have also been saddened by them. 
In our rose-colored glasses world, we want to 

believe that people associated with health care 
facilities are a cut above the rest of us, that they 
choose a related career field because of an innate 
need to be of service, and that they are by nature 
caring, helpful, compassionate, and cooperative. 

That's why we hate to see and feel the animosi­
ty that is clouding the air around the hospital. We 
refuse to believe that anyone benefits or that any 
kind of compromise can result from such hostility. 
No good can come from the vitriolic Us versus

We urge the two sides to put aside the attitude 
that one must win and the other must lose. This is 
a situation where if one side does win, then every­
one else - the community, the region, the 
patients, would-be patients, all employees - will 
lose.

There is a lot of talk these days about "Solution 
Selling," what some people see as the solution to 

, making the supermarket easier for shoppers to shop. 
The idea is to change the way the stores are 

designed, and put things together according to 
meals. So if you want to make an Italian dinner, you 
go to one place in the store and you'll find every­
thing Italian, from the bread to pasta, from the sauce 
to the sausage. 

That's a great idea, on the surface. And in some 
cases it might actually work. If you're shopping for 
just a meal or two, it might actually be more conve­
nient. 

But it causes tremendous problems in store 
design. in store stuffing, and it would be expensive 
to put freezers and coolers in various locations 
around the store. Then. you'd have to stock some 
products in more than one location-sometimes, 
several more. So it's not as easy as it sounds. 

As someone who shops in a supermarket at least 
twice a week, however, I think it could just cause 
more confusion. You usually go to a store with a 
pretty good idea of what you want. and if you're 
familiar with the store you know where to find it. 

To me, the solution is simple. And it's one that 
may give independent retailers a built-in advantage. 
Just keep stores from getting so hig that they take all 
day to shop. 

I think hack to "hen I wa~ a hoy and my grand­
father . ran a Red and White Grocef) Store in 
Knoxville. Illinois. 'Illat was a small comer store, 
and it wa~ successful for many years. Of course. 
times have changed-and they continue to do so. 
Most stores like hts arc a thing of the past. 

Or are they? Today, they just look different. and 
they're called convenience stores. Many are carrying 
an increasing variety of products, and they are filling 
an important niche in the community. 

But beyond that. today's supermarket of 35,000 
or 40,000 sq. ft. is a much friendlier, easier-to-navi­
gate environment than today's monster mega stores 
that sell everything from toothpaste to tires. Even 
some of our so-called conventional supermarkets are 
much too hig, supposedly so to provide enough vari­
ety. But it's out of control. How many kinds of 
hreakfast cereal do \\ e reall) need? 

In some stores, it's getting ridiculous. You want to 
buy something, but to find out the price you have to 
carry the product three aisles O\'er to a scanner on the 
wall. What happened to thinking about the customer. 
anyway? 

Here's a future :-ccnario for you, and it's not too 
much of an exaggeration: 

Shopper in Aisle 7: ''bxcuse me, can you tell me 
where the spices arc'!"

With the tragedy at Columbine 
._f!igh School in Litlleton, Colorado, 
'"'Kentuckians have been reminded of 

the pain we felt when an all-too­
young assailant took to the halls of 
Paducah's Heath High School, 
wounding and killing innocent stu­
dents and teachers. Our hearts go 
out to those in the Columbine com­
munity, and to everyone effected by 
this senseless crime. Unfortunately, 
we are now faced with the task of 
sorting through the 'how' and 'why' 
of this disaster, and we must face 
some very alanning answers. 

First it is clear that we must 
• more aggressively enforce our 

nation's gun laws. For instance, in 
the Columbine shooting, 19 existing 
gun laws were broken That is unac­
ceptable. But beyond stricter

"Cheating our Children" was the 
headline splashed across the front of 
one of the state's largest papers for 

• several weeks in 1989. That's right, 
"cheating." Decrepit buildings, 
miserly school spending, no technol­
ogy or phones. property taxes not 
collected and, worst of all, some of 
the most embarrassing academic 
results in the nation. 

Kentucky, long the object of 
ridicule for its poor schools and poor 
economy, looked like a"third-world 
nation" because its population was 
so poorly educated, an MIT econo­
mist told a Louisville audience. The 

enforcement, there are other forces 
at work. 

One obvious reason why two 
young boys would commit multiple 
murders is that they were mimicking 
what they had seen on television, in 
the movies, and in video games. I 
have viewed excerpts from the pop­
ular movies, "Basketball Diaries" 
and "The Matrix," and was 
absolutely appalled by the excessive 
and wanton violence displayed m 
these films. 

Constant grinding exposure to 
this violence desensitizes our chil­
dren to brutality and killing, and 
gives them 'glamorous' murderous 
acts to emulate. This exposure is 
like pouring gasoline on fire. 
Hollywood is handing fatalistic 
ideas to our children by the thou­
sands-and our children are being 
influenced by this onslaught. It is 

time for Hollywood to take some 
responsibility for their reckless pro­
ductions.' 

The Columbine murderers 
doubtlessly had a number of deep 
and troubling problems. But, it can­
not be seriously argued that the glo­
rification of violence is not a signif­
icant contributing factor as well. 
This is not a revelation. Indeed, a 
1996 American Medical Association 
Study concluded that 'the link 
between media violence and real life 
violence has been proven by sci­
ence, time and time again.' 

Most people know intuitively 
that there is a strong link between 
media violence and real life. Why is 
it that no one in Hollywood seems to 
care? Are they the only ones who 
are oblivious to this phenomenon? 
Why is there no shame about the 
violent garbage they are making and

amount of money spent on schools 
in many Kentucky counties was tne 
lowest in the United States. 

The cheating started to stop in 
Kentucky on June 8, 1989, when the 
Kentucky Supreme Court through its 
chief justice Robert Stephens ren­
dered a decision in Rose. et al. vs. 
The Council For Better Education. 

That decision, the result of a lav. 
suit brought by 66 of the state's 176 
school districts, was one of the most 
important Kentucky events in the 
20th century. It changed the way we . 
look at education in this state. It 
changed the way we look at our­
selves. 

During a recent meeting with 

Judge Stephens, Wilmer S. Cody, 
Kentucky's education commission­
er, said the court decision had a dra­
matic impact on the way all states 
view education. Before the court 
decision, quality was measured only 
by what goes into schools-dollars. 
salaries, books, buildings, and sq 
forth, Cody said. Now education is 
judged mainly by the academic 
achievement of students. It's what 
happens to school children. its 
resultc; that matter most. 

That's a huge change because it 
"redefines what constitutes an ade­
quate education," the commissioner 
said. It's so huge that it has con­
sumed the energies of thousands of 

marketing to our kids? Why do we 
hear Hollywood give speech after 
speech on every fad-driven cause 
under the sun, and yet rarely ever do 
we hear them mention reforming 
themselves and refraining from mar­
keting violence to our chi ldren? 

I realize that the problems cvi 
denced by video games, movies and 
television are complicated and com­
plex, and we are not going to solve 
them overnight. However, I do 
believe that it is time for the enter­
tainment industry to take more 
responsibility. It is time to tell them 
to change the messages they arc 
sending to our children about vio­
lence. 

We need to send the message to 
them: Don't bombard our children 
with glatborous portrayals of gratu­
itous and wanton violence.

(~UE) - Sam Cooper. entrepre­
neur extraordinaire, thinks he's 
built a better mousetrap. And with 
a track record like his, he just may 
have. 

For years, under the banner of 
"' Positive Thinking Rallies, Cooper 

organized and produced motiva­
tional sales training seminars in 
forums all over the country. 

The draw: nationally known 
inspirational speakers such as Art 
Linkletter. Paul Harvey, Norman 
Vincent Peale. Zig Ziglar and 
Robert Schuller. The object: To 
increase sales and income for the 
sales people and the companies 
they represented. 

Over 2 million tickets to the 
events were sold over the eight 

• years the rallies were held. Later. 
Cooper put together four-day train­
ing seminars for broadcast sales 
and marketing people that were 
held aboard cruise ships. 

Then, in 1977. Cooper came up 
with a new idea- a spinoff from 
the earlier motivational training 
rallies. Geared to the broadcast 
industry, the plan was to condense

Cooper's newest venture. 
Sterling Media Investment Group. 
is a special type of mutual fund 
which accepts unsold advertising 
time and space in lieu of cash as the 
investment in the fund. In effect. 
the broadcast station or newspaper 
receives a "media credit." 

Cooper says that. according to 
insiders' projections, the media 
industry will sell between $211 bil­
lion to $215 billion this year to 
clients for cash. But, he points out, 
the industry will have over $30 bil­
lion 1n unsold commercial TV and 
radio spots or newspaper and mag­
azine space. 

"It's a waste, a huge loss," he 
said. ''My idea is a mutual fund 
where the media could invest big 
blocks of their advertising time or 
space into the fund and get the 
same shares as if they had invested 
cash." 

Cooper is confident the idea will 
fly. SMIG has alread) sent letters 
to some 300 top leaders in the 
media. outlining the plan and seek­
ing their participation. 

"This is a time of exceptionally 
strong economic conditions in the 
United States.'' he says. "As a 
result. this is a time of many excit­
ing early-stage investment oppor­
tunities." he says.

a very comfortable 254 point lead 
over second place driver Mark 

' Martin. His Ford Quality Care 
team also has an open weekend this 
week to enjoy their point lead 
before going to the next stop on the 
schedule at Indianapolis Motor 
Speedway.

I dare say that for many teams a 
254 point lead in the race for the 
championship would have most 
teams starting to drive a little 
defensive in order to protect their 
lead. After watching the 
Pennsylvania 500 last Sunday, it 
looks like Jarrett and crew chief 
Brad Parrott are going to approach 
each week as if they arc behind 254 
points instead of leading the chase 

You have to really love the way 
Jarrett and company keeps attack­
ing each and every track that the 
series stops at week after week. 
L1ke all race fans. I love it when a 
driver "dnves" his way to the 
championship and not one that dn 
ves just to protect his points lead 

The schedule shows an open 
weekend this week before what 
many competitors like to refer to as 
the stretch of the season known as 
"The Dog Days" begin. This 
stretch of the schedule begins at 
Indianapolis the first weekend of 
August and continues nonstop to 
the last racing weekend of October 
at Rockingham. The demands that 
th1s 12 strmght weekends of rac1ng 
puts on a race team will ehm1nate 

those teams that have been nirting 
with moving up to the upper eche 
Ion of the sport from those that 
have already reached that elite 
level. 

There are no well-kept secrets 
by anyone involved with the sport 
of just what you have to do to drive 
the "Dog Days.·· It really isn't left 
up to the skill of the driver as much 
as it is the preparation that his team 
has put in long before the green 
flag waves at Indianapolis. 

For the next three months, the 
schedule will race at a restrictor 
plate track, super speedways. short 
tracks, and a road course. 

It isn't hard, after looking at this 
assortment of tracks. to sec that a 
team had better start preparing cars 
back in the spnng to handle the dif­
ferent demands that the team will 
be facing. 

By this time of the year, many 
teams have settled m on a couple of 
cars that have performed well dur­
ing the season and try to get them 
ready from week to week. The only 
problem wnh that IS no driver 1s 
immune from bemg involved in a 
wreck that could cause severe dam 
age or maybe even damaging the 
car to the point it can't be raced 
again. That's when a team fmds 
itself having to scramble just to get 
a back-up car 111 good enough 
shape to just make the race in some 
cases. 

I am sure if you walked 111 

Jarrett's or Bobby Labonte's shop 
today they could show you the cars 

that would be going to every track 
during this portion of the schedule. 
They may be using the same car at 
some of the tracks, but a closer 
look at the schedule will show the 
tracks that now seem to demand a 
specwlly built car. 

The races at both Talladega and 
Watkins Glen require special cars 
that won't be raced at any other 
track during this span of races. You 
have three short track races with 
many of the teams now building a 
car especially for the high concrete 
banked turns of Bnstol's half-mile. 

Many teams now unveil a new 
car at Indianapolis, while still oth­
ers have what they call their 
Charlotte car that is used only for 
the three events at Lowe's Motor 
Speedway. The specialization of 
cars doesn' 1 end there, some teams 
also have cars huilt especially for 
Dover and Darlington. 

Each year as the schedule 
approaches the ''Dog Days" it 
seems that the teams that come 
from shops that look like car lots 
arc the ones w1th the best chances 
of surviving to November with a 
chance for the championship. What 
do you think you would see if you 
went to Jarrett's Robert Yates 
Raclflg shop today and looked 
around? 

I think you would agree with 
Yates having his first real shot at 
the champiOnship since the days of 
Davey Allison, that 1t just may look 
like a good place to go and buy 
your ncx t car. 

circuit side-by-side but, by the 
second lap, Jack Clevenger, 
defending four-cylinder champi­
on, fought his way to the second 
spot while Robbie Baker found his 
way to the third spot.

savage retribution. A cleated shoe 
would tromp the head of a guilty 
driver into splintered submission.

"Take that you (bleep)," he 
howled in perverse glee. "You'll 
never betray me again." 

Gant7. didn't even spare him­
self. If he felt a missed shot was 
his fault then the rendering of 
justice brooked no favoritism. 
Without hesitation he would mate 
his forehead and the club in an 
act of violent matrimony. More 
often than not blood flowed 
freely and once he went down 
and out while his playing part­
ners watched in horror. 

Other acts of personal 
vengeance involved swan diving 
into a sand bunker and bouncing 
his face off a ball washer. Should 
he determine that his hands 
caused a stroke to be lost they 
were summarily thrust into a 
briar bush. All the v. hile he 

would chide them through 
clenched teeth, "You deserve to 
die." 

Tales of Gantz's vituperative 
outbursts never fail to elicit guf· 
faws round about and remain the 
sum and substance of his golfing 
legacy. A sad situation to contem­
plate when it's known that things 
could have been much different 
had he been able to exercise a lit· 
tie self control. 

During a lengthy tenure as a 
touring pro Tommy Bolt rightful­
ly earned the nickname 
"Thunderbolt." 

From tee to green he took a 
back seat to no one. He had all 
the shots and knew when to use 
them. But a volcanic tempera­
ment prevented him from fully 
reaping the benefits of his 
immense talent. 

Only once did he manage to 
completely harness his dark side 
over the course of 72 holes and 
the result was a victory in the 
1958 U.S. Open championship. 
Unfortunately. he couldn't hold 
onto the reins and quickly 
returned to his former ways. As a 
result he has only 15 PGA Tour 
wins to his credit. Far below what 
could have been if not for his 
choleric disposition. 

A more recent case in point is 
that of Craig "The Walrus" 
Stadler. In 1982, he held forth as 

the Tour's leading money winner 
with first place finishes in the 
Masters and the World Series of 
Golf as well as the Tucson and 
Kemper Opens. Since then his 
penchant for displays of "emo- ~ 
tions" have served to bring him 
back to the park. 

Now, at age 46, he prevails as 
just another good player who can 
challenge once in a while. 
Needless to say, his game still 
evidences graphic examples of 
unrestrained petulance. To quote 
an ancient Chinese proverb, "Too 
soon old, too late smart." 

In sharp contrast to the above 
was Walter Hagen, a U.S. and 
British Open victor and a five­
time winner of the PGA 
Championship. The proprietor of 
a swing once eulogized as "com- ~ 
mencing with a lurch and con­
cluding with a lunge," he par­
layed a marvelous competitive 
attitude and undaunted confi­
dence into a classic career. 

"A couple of double bogeys on 
my card were not unusual," he 
once said. "But I always knew I 
would make enough birdies to 
more than offset them. So I didn't 
let it bother me."

And the 
memories fade 

It's been 93 years since 
businessmen in Philadelphia 
signed papers that officially 
formed the Northeast Coal 
Company. 

Of course, they would have 
had no way of knowing, but 
what seemed nothing more 
than an ordinary business 
transaction, in reality, gave 
birth to another small commu­
nity like the dozens of others 
up and down the Big Sandy. 
In this particular case, it was 
Thealka, the only place in 
Kentucky where I was born 
and raised. 

During the first half of the 
century, these little communi­
ties became aJI things to all 
people who lived in them, and 
at the same time became a 
microcosm of America her­
self. They were at once wholly 
American, yet uniquely 
Eastern Kentucky. They exist­
ed in sort of a social paradox, 
basking in the security of 
guaranteed employment dur­
ing hard times, yet facing 
daily fear and dread that the 
wages earned would not feed 
and clothe their families, 
which. in most cases, were 
large. Accompanying all this, 

' too, was the everpresent yet 
seldom talked about threat of 
disaster that early mining 
techniques provided. 

During the depression and 
war years, folks in these com­
munities went about their 
daily chores, doing what was 
necessary to pull coal from the 
ground and strength from each 
other. Daddies went to the 
mines and, whenever neces­
sary, the sons and daughters 
went to war. As time passed, 
the communities welcomed 
home those who returned and 
grieved eternally those who 
dido 't. I can still remember as 
a ten-year-old hearing the 
haunting sounds of taps echo­
ing through the hollows as the 
little cemetery on the hill in 
back of the old Muddy Branch 

I school accepted a flag-draped 
coffin. 

In the 1950s, almost in uni­
son, Eastern Kentucky's mines 
began closing. T-rails rusted 
and weeds grew between the 
crossties of the hundreds of 
miles of railroad tracks that 
snaked along the creek beds 
and hillsides. A great northern 
migration resulted as our fam­
ilies then began heading to the 
unfamiliar geography of 
Dayton, Detroit and Wabash. 
The hands that once dug coal, 
now shaped bumpers and 
tires. 

As the century ends and we 
head into a new millenium, 
we are faced with the realiza­
tion that some of these fami­
lies. no\\ second, and even 
third generation sons and 

I daughters of earl} Eastern 
Kentucky coal miners, having 
no memories of hot summer­
time revh als at the Bapwill 
church nor the excitement of a 
dogday afternoon in the old 
swimming hole, will never 
return. 

And that's really too bad.

NEH Helps Save 
America's Treasures

(NUE) The National 
Endowment for the Humanities is 
working hard to help save Louis 
Armstrong's house, F. Scott 
Fitzgerald's manuscripts, the 
birthplace of Betty Crocker's 
kitchen and other priceless gems 
of Americana before they disap­
pear. 

A nation's legacy is that part of 
the past that we choose to pre­
serve for the future. Year in and 
year out, however, we lose more 
and more irreplaceable pieces of 
America's past through neglect or 
lack of funds. Historic buildings 
crumble, rare documents and pho­
tographs disintegrate, and collec­
tions mold. What can be done to 
stop this tragic loss of American 
heritage? 

NEH is partnering with other 
federal agencies, in a White 
House initiative called Save 
America's Treasures, to identify 
and stabilize the nation's most 
important and imperiled cultural 
resources before they are gone 
forever. In planning for the cele­
bration of a new millennium, the 
White House Millennium Council 
asked 12 federal agencies to sub­
mit lists of endangered cultural 
artifacts and historic sites that are 
of national significance and in 
dire need of treatment. 

As the nation's leading advo­
cate of lifelong study of 
America's cultural heritage, NEH 
proposed a number of preserva­
tion projects, 12 of which have 
been funded, including the largest 
collection of Thomas Jefferson's 
letters and writings outside of the 
Library of Congress 
(Massachusetts Historical Society, 
Boston).

When Kentucky was estab­
lished as a state in June 

up to provide water power for a 
gristmill owned and operated by 
Washington Ward, one of my 
uncles.

ward, permanent settlers 
did begin to show up in the moun­
tains. They came mostly from 

t+ Virginia and North Carolina. The 
Virginians entered Kentucky 
through Pound Gap, while the 
North Carolinians came through 
Cumberland Gap. 

As a child I heard talk of the 
hardships faced by these first set­
tlers-cold weather, inadequate 
housing, short supplies, bears eat­
ing the pigs, wolves eating the 
sheep, hawks, foxes, and eagles 
eating the chickens. and many 
other problems that can now only 
be imagined. Out of th1s struggle 
for survival came a way of life that 
persisted right up until the early 
years of the present century. At 

•that time, inroads made by the 
coming of the trains and automo­
biles resulted in social upheavals 
which caused the termination of 
the old-time agricultural economy 
and the introduction of an industri­
al economy based on coal mining. 

I grew up on Two Mile Creek, 
at Williamsport, Kentucky in 
Johnson County. Until the age of 
15 years, I lived in a log cabin with 
a shed kitchen. We then moved 
into a more modem home built by 
my father and grandfather. This 
new home had two stories and was 
weather-boarded and painted. 

At one time, my mother was 
postmistress of the Williamsport 

•post office. Father and grandfather 
built the post office she used. 

Two-Mile Creek was dammed 

Hickory King com and buckwheat 
into meal and flour for the people 
in the community. For a toll he 
dipped a "toll box" into the hopper 
each time it was filled to remove 
for himself a portion of the com or 
wheat. The toll box was calibrated 
so that the volume of grain 
removed was exactly equal to the 
volume expansion of the grain 
caused by the grinding process. 
Thus anyone taking a one-bushel 
tum of com to the mill would, after 
payment of toll. always take home 
one bushel of meal. The millers 
always claimed that their toll was 
"made by the mill." 

The millpond in Two-Mile 
Creek was utilized as a recreation 
facility by the people in the com­
munity. In the spring it was a fish­
ing hole. In the summertime it 
became a swimming hole, and in 
the winter it became an ice-skating 
rink. The two banks of the pond 
were used for growing watermel­
ons, peanuts, and sorghum cane. It 
was here that we cut bamboo for 
fishing canes and for arrow shafts. 
Here grew the elderberry bushes 
which furnished berries for our 
elderberry jelly and for the hollow 
pipe we used when making pop 
guns and squirt guns with Barlow 
knives. Sections of the elderberry 
bush made a good pipe for collect­
ing maple sap to make maple 
syrup. 

The members of the Preston 
family were fortunate in being the 

chairmaking, where 
special woods with 

special properties are required. 
Much of the family food came 
from this forest, not only as game 
animals. but also in the form of 
black and white walnuts, hickory 
nuts, chestnuts "sarviceberries," 
paw-paws, 'possum grapes, sum­
mer grapes, huckleberries, moun­
tain teaberries, wild cherries for 
Jelly, maple sap for maple syrup, 
and bee trees for honey. After the 
tree was cut and the hone} collect­
ed. the bees were transported 
home to be put into black-gum 
hives. 

Among the medicinal herbs the 
Preston family collected a Rocky 
Cove were mayapple, ginseng, and 
yello\\ root. Needless to say. 
Rocky Co\'C served as a recreation

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Kentucky unemployment rate 
increased slightly to 4.3 percent 

Kentucky's unemployment rate 
of 4.3 percent for May was a slight 
increase from April's 4.1 percent, 
while total employment rose by 
more than 20,000 jobs. 

Kentucky's May 1999 jobless 
rate was below May 1998's 4.6 per­
cent rate. according to the 
Department for Employment 
Services, a Cabinet for Workforce 
Development agency. The U.S. job­
less rate in May decreased to 4 per­
cent from 4.1 percent in April. 

"May continued the trend of low 
unemployment and growth in the 
number of jobs in the common­
wealth. Even though the rate rose 
in May, it was the lowest May 
unemployment rate for Kentucky 
since 1977, when the rate was 3.5 
percent," said Carlos Cracraft, the 
department's chief labor market 
analyst. 

Seven of the nine major job sec­
tors had employment increases in 
May. while one dropped, and the 
other one stayed the same, Cracraft 
said. 

Job growth in May was led by 
the agricultural sector, which added 
6,500 jobs. The increase was typi-

cal during the planting season. 
The trade sector in Kentucky 

gained 5,900 jobs in May, includ­
ing 5,700 that were in retail trade 
establishments. 

"Labor-intensive establish-
ments, such as eating and drinking 
places, have continued a strong 
growth trend nearly every month to 
meet demand for convenience 
foods and restaurants," said 
Cracraft. 

Services reported a net gain of 
3,300 jobs in May, primarily 
because of seasonal hiring. 
Amusement and recreation services 
signaled the onset of the summer 
vacation period by adding 1 ,700 
jobs in May. In addition, business 
services added 1,200 jobs, agricul­
tural services added 800 positions 
and hotel and other lodging places 
gained 400 jobs. However, because 
tax return season ended, personal 
services establishments had I ,000 
fewer jobs in May. 

Kentucky's construction sector 
had the next highest gain in May 
with 2,000 more jobs. About 1,100 
of these new positions were in spe­
cial trade areas such as concrete 

and electrical work, and the instal 
lation of drywall, roofing and insu­
lation. Another 500 jobs were 
added to general building contrac­
tors, while 400 new jobs were in 
heavy construction in May. 

The manufacturing sector 
recorded its first employment 
increase in five months in May by 
adding 800 jobs, said Cracraft. 
There were job gains in lumber and 
furniture; fabricated metal prod­
ucts; industrial machinery; textiles 
and apparel; and petroleum, rubber 
and plastic products (200 each). 

The finance, insurance and real 
estate sector had a 200-job increase 
in May. 

The transportation, communica­
tions and public utilities sector had 
100 mmore jobs in May. 

On the down side, government 
jobs showed a net decrease of 
I ,600 in May. "State education 
employment declined by 3,500 in 
May as Kentucky's colleges and 
universities ended their spring 
semester. Partly offsetting this loss 
were gains of 1 ,200 in local gov­
ernment, 600 in state government 
and 100 in federal government," 

Cracraft said. 
The mining and quarrying cate­

gory was steady with 23,000 jobs 
from April to fytay. 

The U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics monthly estimate of the 
number of employed Kentuckians 
for May 1999 was 1 ,873,873. This 
figure is up 20,123 from the 
1,853,750 employed in April 1999, 
and up 30,053 from the 1,838,873. 

The monthly estimate of the 
number of Kentuckians in the civil­
ian labor force for May was 
1,957,224. This figure is up 24,916 
from the 1,932,308 recorded in 
Aprill999, and up 29,257 from the 
1 ,927,967 recorded for May 1998. 

The civilian labor force includes 
non-military workers and unem­
ployed Kentuckians who are 
actively seeking work. It does not 
include unemployed Kentuckians 
who have not looked for employ­
ment within the past four weeks. 

Employment and unemploy­
ment statistics are based on esti­
mates. They are compiled to indi­
cate employment trends rather than 
actually to count numbers of people 
who are or are not working.

The compact, which was initiated 
in July, 1989 to combat losses of use 
tax on purchases made from out-of­
state merchant~. has recovered in 
excess of $69.8 million in tax rev­
enues for the 12 participating states. 

The original agreement, which 
was signed by tax officials from 
Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, 
Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, 
Mississippi, North Carolina. South 
Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia, and 
West Virginia. had two components: 
to encourage businesses to voluntar­
ily register to collect use tax on 
interstate sales and the exchange of 
audit information on untaxed sales 
between the compact members. In 
1991, the agreement was expanded 
to include the exchange of informa­
tion for corporation income taxes 

and all other state taxes. 
During the past ten years, the 

SEATA states have participated in 
joint use tax enforcement projects 
relating to furniture, boats, and other 
big ticket items; coordinated training 
programs for revenue employees; 
discussed nexus and other tax issues; 
and disseminated information on use 
tax to educate the public on their use 
tax obligations.
